At Delhi he prospered amazingly, 
and soon finding the city too small 
for him. he moved to Simla and en 
tered the famous Mart. At Simla his 

i real career began.
The charm of his magnetic person 

ality. the strange mystery surrounding 
so much of his early life, his great 
wealth and the wonders of bis famous 
house Belvedere, and the marvellous 
seances he held all combined to 
make Jakobi the most eagerly sought 
after map in Simla.

He became the friend and adviser 
if viceroys and governors, and he who 
bad carved his way from obscurity 
and poverty to fame and wealth found 
himself the leading figure in Anglo- 
Indian society. But the years of 
happiness were few. for at. the very 
height of his fame there came the 
ragedy of his life.

It was caused by the sale of the 
famous Imperial diamond to the late 
Nizam of Hyderabad. After having 
paid $750,000 for the stone on the 
promise from the Niizam to pay $1,- 
500,000 for it, the sale was stopped by 
the Government of India, and in addi­
tion to this heavy financial loss Jakobi 
had to face a legal case in the High 
Court of Calcutta.

The trial lasted 57 days, and the 
expenses were so enormous that after 
it was over, and Jakobi had secured a 
triumphant verdict, he found himself 
practically a pauper. Hex retired to 
Bombay, where- he lives to-day (in 
badly reduced circumstances.

This, in brief, gives the story of the 
rise and reverse of Jakobi. one of the 
fullest interest.

anses One Million Dollars Damage 
and Injury to Fifteen Persons.

New York. Nov. 26.—A $1.000,000 
ire was started late yesterday with a 
cries of explosions of chemicals on 
ie ground floor of the five-story 

iuilding of the Union Sulphur Cont­
ain y in the Williamsburg section of 
jrooklyn. Of 70 men at work in the 
-uilding. a dozen on the main floor 

■ ere hurled in every direction, suffer- 
:g burns, bruises and broken bones, 
i scries of four other explosions fol- 
rwed in quick order and the building 
as soon enveloped in the weird blue 

• antes of burning sulphur.
The explosions occurred with such 

tree that eight firemen holding a 
use upon the flames were thrown into 
ie East River.. They were picked up 
y a police launch, five of them stif­
ling severe burns from the explo- 

ion.
The flames swept down a large hay 

nd grain warehouse of the Brooklyn 
astern District Terminal Company. At 
fines the wall of blaze which the 
ind drove before it was 200 square 
et and it licked so close to the 

liants of the Brooklyn Gas Company 
.116 the Pratt and Standard Oil Com­
pany. that a series of explosions was 
momentarily feared.

While the heat blistered the gas and 
il tanks and firemen were turning 
ans of water upon them to keep them 
ool, employees hurriedly set to work 
rawing off the great storage of gas. 
il and gasoline through pipes whith 
onnected with other plants in Long 
aland city and Green Point.

Fifteen men were removed to hos- 
dials suffering from burns and in­
ti ries.

The area of three blocks was 
wept, though the Brooklyn firemen 
/ere aided by New Y’ork fire boats 
t.d apparatus rushed across the 
nidges from Manhattan.

Firemen and policemen are scare li­
ng for bodies through the sinoulder- 
ng ruins.

SOFIA. Dec. 3.
The final meeting of the plenipoten­

tiaries representing the allied Balkan 
nation and the Ottoman Empire, is to 
be held in the village of Baghchetsh 
on^the Tchatalja lines at 4 p.m. to­
day. The note calls for an armistice 
between the belligerents for the pur­
pose of permitting them to enter into 
ixace negotiations. It must be sign­
ed at that hour, or hostilities will at 
once be recommenced. Official circles 
here regard it as probable that the 
agreement will be signed.

EL" DORADO, Kansas, Dec. 3 
When the first woman’s jury on a 

Kansas Court record entered the jury 
room to begin its duties, the twelve 
members paused, a trifle uncertain as 
to the first move. "I believe we should 
pray," one juror said; so the twelve 
women bowed their hads in silent 
prayer. The jury gave a verdict which 
awarded the plaintiff $1.200 damages 
based on a quarter section of land.

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The Tragedy
ON BART. LAKE SIMCOE
(SEAMAN JUKE, UNDER AR­

REST ON VESSEL FOR THE 
1 KILLING OF SEAMAN 
| SEARS, TAKEN IN CUS- 
| TODY BY THE POLICE AND 
| BROUGHT TO POLICE STA- 
i TION — PATHETIC SCENE 
| WITH PRISONER’S WIFE.

The town was filled with commotion 
to-day when it became known that the 
barque -Lake Simcoe, Capt. Wilson, had 
arrived from Pernambuco after a pas­
sage of 29 days. The cause of the ex­
citement was that one of the vessel's 
seamen. John Juke, was on board a 
prisoner, as it was already known 
■that Juke was charged with the killing 
of a shipmate named John Sears, who 
met his fate by being stabbed to death 
while (he Lake Simcoe was en route 
to Pernambuco from this port. The 
facts of the case as gleamed by a 
Telegram reporter to-day are briefly 
thus: The Lake Simcoe left here on 
September 5th for Pernambuco fish 
laden from Baine Johnston & Co. On 
the day of sailing the crew had been, 
“jollying” together, and little did any 

1 of the seamen think of the tragedy 
! which was to occure on board. Every­

thing went well until exactly la week 
after sailing, when seaman John Sears 
was killed on the deck of the vessel. 
This was on September 12th, at 5 
o'clock in the morning, when Juke, 
who was asleep in the forecastle, 
awoke from his slumbers and. rushing 
to the deck like a madman, according 
to the story of his shipmates, brand­
ishing a large seaman's knife in his 
right Land, ran towards Sears, who was 
on watch at the time, and who had 
just got a •‘mug up" from the cook. 
Thereupon Juke raised the weapon 
over the head of Sears and plunged it 
into his neck. Bosun Williams and 
Beaman Power and another seaman, a 
Russian Finn, who were on deck at 
the time, witnessed the awful hap­
pening. Sears, who was stabbed, had 
tile jugular vain severed and ran <o 
tlie cabin with the life blood flowing 
from him. arousing the captain and 
mate, who were asleep. At this 
juncture Juke remained in the place 
where he committed the deed and was 
apparently in a desperate state, 
whilst those who witnessed the stab­
bing became nervous and ran hastily 
(to the cabin for the captain's gun with 
(Which to protect hemselves.

The victim. John Sears, never spoke 
fco anyone and succumbed in the 
course of three minutes as a result 
of the wound lie received. Following 
his death the remains were prepared 
for burial, and at noon on the very 
day of the tragedy the body was con­
signed to the deep.

John Sears Was 21 years of age, un­
married. and leaves two brothers to 
survive him—Patrick and Robert, his 
parents having predeceased him. The 
deceased was a fine sturdy young sail­
or and was well liked by Capt. Wil- 
pon and ct'ew.

As far as can be ascertained the 
Jmurder occurred without the slight­
est provocation whatever. John Juke,
If he perpetrator of the deed, has made 
quite a number of passages in for­
eign going sailing vessels, and we are 
fold by those who know him quite 
.well that he has always been mentally 
unbalanced. It is only a matter of 
months ago when he jumped over­
board out .of the same vessel when 
she was coming on this coast from a 
Brazilian port. On that occasion the 
weather was fine and he was rescued, 
only to again attempt to repeat his 
pash act. having to be tied down.

It is said that Juke and Sears did 
nave a private grievance, but what­
ever it was will not be known until it 
comes out in evidence. We hear from 
parties who profess to know that both 
the accused and the victim had been 
fishing together in the earlv part of 
the summer at Flatrock.
t A SAD SPECTACLE.

A sad spectacle was witnessed this 
morning when the Lake Simcoe hauled 
into the King's wharf at 9,30 and 
landed the prisoner, who had been in 
irons throughout the passage. Hun­
dreds of people gathered around the 
pier eager to catch a glimpse of Juke 
On reaching the shore Juke was tak­
en into custody by Superintendent 
Grimes and Detective Tobin, who 
handcuffed him and escorted him to 
the police station. Before leaving the 
Pier, Johanna Juke, wife of the pris­
oner. arrived on the sekne crying bit­
terly. She grasped hold of her hus­
band tightly by the waist. At this 
stage the prisoner broke down, tears 
flowed from his eyes, and the sight 
was a sad and touching one. The 
police arrangements were poor There 
Was not a cab ready to take along the 
prisoner, who had to walk through 
water Street under police escort, fol­
lowed by an immense concourse. In­
spector General Sullivan and Depute 
Minster of Justice Hutchings were in­
terviewed to-day by the Evening Tele­
gram, Asked as to what time thev 
were ready to proceed with the pre­
liminary hearing, they stated they did 
not know. The prisoner is now at the 
police station, where his relatives are 
visiting him. Juke is 40 years of age

The Armstice 
Has Been Signed
Special Evening Telegram.

LONDON, To-day.
A protocol arranging the armis­

tice was signed last evening by the 
Turkish and Bulgarian delegates, the 
latter representing also Servia and 
Montenegro. Prior to this, there,h:td 
been a long sitting of the Turkish Min­
isters to consider fresh proposals sub­
mitted by the allies. Apparently the 
Greek delegates did not sign the pro­
tocol. At present nothing is known 
on this point or Of the terms of the 
armistice. The refusal of Greece to 
sign the armistice has been in exis­
tence for more than a week already, 
it is not impossible that negotiations 
may have served to bring about an 
agreement on general principles, on 
terms such as would promise a speedy 
arrangement of a peace treaty, when 
the conference meet as it is now ex­
pected in London. In tills case the 
fact of Greece standing out from the 
armistice protocol would not be of 
great importance. In the second 
place. Greek abstension may mean a 
serious split among the allies arising 
from jealousies concerning the pos­
session of Saioniki. The insistence of 
the Greek on the capitulation of 
Adr'ianople. Scutari, Janina and other 
points which may influence situation 
are to be found in the fact that Tur­
key recently sought to conclude a 
separate treaty of peace. Bulgaria is 
apparently not unwilling to enter in­
to alliance with Turkey if the allies 
are desirous that. Turkey shall ente.r 
the. Balkan Customs league. There 
is rumor at Sofia that a suggestion has 
been made to sulititute Roumania for 
Greece in the Balkan League. it 
seems clear from the report that Bul­
garia ignores the Greek offer ,to land 
troops on the Gallipoli! Peninsula and 
to send a fleet to attack the Dardanel­
les that the relations between Greece 
and Bulgaria are greatly strained. 
These signs of dissension among the 
allies leave the situation full of dan­
gerous possibilities. It is reported 
that France is trying to persuade 
Greece to adopt a less unyielding at­
titude. It is understood financial pres­
sure and exhaustion has forced Bul­
garia and Servia to conclude peace. In 
this respect Greece which secured vic­
tories with less expense is better able 
to continue hostilities.

LONDON, Dec. 3.

Adrianople was the obstacle which 
threatened to wreck negotiations 
when they first opened. The Turks 
refused to consider surrender of the 
stronghold. When the Bulgarians sub­
sequently yielded this point, the Greek 
delegates demanded time in which to 
submit the question to Athens. The 
reason for this is not far to seek. It 
is obvious that if the Bulgarians 
sacrifice possession of Adrianople in 
the interests of peace, they will ex­
pect their allies to share their sacri­
fice. and this can only be done by giv­
ing Bulgaria compensation in the 
shape of territory conquered by 
Greeks, Servians and Montenegrins, 
which they have staked out for them­
selves. The Greeks anticipate that if 
Turkey ultimately retains Adrianople, 
Bulgaria will more actively dispute 
the Hellenic claim to Saloniki. The 
firm attitude of Turkey as to Adrian­
ople is shown by a telegram from 
the Sultan to King Ferdinand to the 
effect that while he is prompted by 
the most peaceful motives, he will 
be unable to renounce Turkey’s hold 
on Adrianople, which all Ottomans 
consider as a Mahommedan sanctuary. 
Diplomats in all European countries 
are anxious to see real peace 
negotiations begun. They consider 
there will then be a better chance of 
reaching a settlement of the Austro- 
Servian dispute, which is still worry­
ing the nerves of Europe.
