Since the Last Vote of Credit.

The Premier said that hot weather had
hampered operations in the second
army theatre, but that in Mesopota-
mia substantial progress had been
made with rail and river communica-
! tions. The health' of the troops had:
improved substantially. The defeat
of the Turks at Katia Oanis, east of
the Suez Canal, has gone far to remove
the danger of an’attack on the Canal,
and had impaired ‘Turkish prestige in
Arabia and Syria. In Western Egypt
the Senusi tribesmen have been re-
duced to impotence. The Allied ar-
mies on the Salonika front had inflict-
Ied heavy losses on their opponents
and prevented them from transferring
troops to ~Dobrudja, thus rendering
valuable assistance to Russia and Rou-
mania. The whole German East Afri-
can coast has been occupied, the Pre-
mier continued, and the complete con-
quest of the colony was only a matter
of time. The Premier gave high praise
to General Smuts and the Belgian
troops which are co-operating with
him. In the West, Asquith said, the
French and British have advanced a
distance of seven miles on a front of
nine miles, but the most important
feature of the advance was that in no
case had a counter attack succeeded
in driving them back. The Germans
virtually had to abandon the attack on
Verdun. He gave the total number
of prisoners taken by the Allies on the
Somme front as 60,474, in addition to
which there has been captured 304
guns and 1,000 machine guns. The
Allied aircraft have attained complete
mastery over the Germans. The Pre-
mier referred to the complete co-
ordination of the General Staffs of the
four great Powers, and to the sym-
pathy and interest with which Britain
is observing the courage, tenacity and
strategical skill displayed by Italy and
Russia. In the more distant fleld;, he
spoke especially of ‘the part of Serbia
and Belgium, and lastly of the Rou-
manians, who in deflance of thousands
of calls to neutrality, had joined the
cause. “I wish I could add Greece,’
with her imperishable record of re-
sistance against the onrush of barbar-
ism and tyranny,” he continued. “Even
now, Greece, if wisely guided and gov-
i erned, might take the worthy part
which she is committed to by great
and glorious traditions.”

THE WAR.

It was perhaps a little

unkind of the U 53 to dis-

appear so completely

from the scene of its

sensational exploits .and
give pause to the hysterics of the
American press, but it is somethifig to
be able to learn a little once again
of the events that are transpiring on
the other side. The slight lull that
seemed to have fallen upon the mili-
tary operations in almost every direc-
tion has again given place to activity,
Wwhich, under the circumstances and
given favourable conditions, bids fair
to increase greatly in intensity.

The topic of chief moment is the
British Prime Minister’s speech, which
cannot fail fo be contrasted with that
recently delivered by the German
Chancellor. In the direct warning to
the world that no half measures will
be countenanced, no precarious peace
thought of, and in the quiet manner in
which new and huge loans are asked
and granted, we can see reflected the
conviction of victory. That is all that
really matters, and there is therefore
no labouring in the review of the war
to do more than recount the bare
facts. There is a good deal in - the
most recent events to justify the op-
timism that underlies the speech.

A couple of quiet messages, the one
from Paris announcing the capture of
the village of Bovent, and the other
from Berlin admitting that the Ger-
man forces at Vermandovillers had
been cut off by the French, indicate a
gain for our Allies of no little import-
ance. If it is true, Chaulnes should
be in great danger, and with Chaul-
nes a good part of the German line
south of Peronne. ‘Bad weather -has
unfortunately interfered with the
movements of the Allies on this front
and so favoured the defence, but if it
can improve for a few weeks, there is
every reason to believe that both Per-
onne and Bapaume will have fallen
before winter sets in and the Allies be
. in a position to continue their ad-
' vance, moderately and as occasion of-

fers during the winter and with over-

whelming force in the spring.

much the better. For the present this
is an even more valuable object for
the Allies to achieve than - the con-
quest -of much territory. These re-
inforcements have come from some-
where, and the enemy’s reserves have
again been drawn on. Apart from the
progress they may make, that the
whole of the Allies are on the move in
Macedonia means much.

General Sarrail’s strategy seems
good. The Serbians and British, on
the left and right wings respectively,
are striking hard and so drawing
many Bulgarians to the defence of the
threatened positions. When the pro-
cess has gone far enough, we are cer-
tain to hear that the French have
struck with great force at the centre
of the line.

er was the meaning of the continuity
of front and ‘its value to the Allies
more strikingly apparent than now,
when the movements of enemy troops
to any part of it is immediately felt in
another. This will be seen still more
clearly as the pressure grows strong-
er. Looking round the great circle
we see Bapaume and Peronne threat-
ened, Trieste threatened, Monastir
threatened and Lemberg threatened.
The fall of any one of them will
hasten and make more easy the cap-
ture of the rest, however far removed.
And what is true of towns is true of
the districts to which they are the
keys. This is the meaning of the
whole situation and the justification
of high hopes.

“What I should like to ask the Eng-
lish reader to realise is the attitude
0® the people on the occasion of. our
great festival—the crowd wandering
in the streets wearing, instead of the
forbidden national colours, green rib-
bons, as the symbol of early deliver-
ance; the suppressed excitement of all
these citizens who are keeping an un-
shaken faith in the final victory, who
have heard, in spite of the German
Censor, of the good news from all the
fronts, and who know that their
strength rest in their close union.and
their ‘obstinate resolution to remain
independent in the face of threats and
persecutions.

“Among all these manifestations of
the indomitable spirit of the Belgian
people, the service held at Ste. Gudule,
the Brussels Cathedral, stands fore-
,most. It was known  that Cardinal
Mercier would preach. Two hours
before the appointed time, the great
Gothic nave was packed; some peo-
ple climbed on the pedestals of the
statues, on the steps of the altars, on
the confessionals. The notables of
the town were seated in the choir. It
was a mixed congregation; Catholics,
Liberals, Socialists had forgotten
their old political and religious di-
visions. They were all merely pat-
riots gathered in God’s hospitable
house.

“I want those of my readers who
know the great church and who have
wandered along its aisles to imagine
the spectacle of these thousands and
thousands of uplifted faces, men, wo-
men, and children, under the lofty
arches, around the groups of columns,
covering every inch of ground. On
such a crowd the Cardinal looked
when after the Gospel, he ascended
quietly the stairs of the Renaissance
pulpit, supported by mighty angels in
floating draperies, and began to
preach.

Who would have had the
courage to sing Jehovah’s canticle in
a foreign land? “Je usalem, my coun-
try,” cried the P ist, “if I ever
forget thee, let my, right hand wither,
let my tongue cleave to the roof of my
mouth if I forget thee, if thou art no
Ionger the first of my joys.”

We will not quote them, we are no
longer of the Old Testament which
tolerated the law of retaliation: an
eye for an eye, a tooth for a tooth.

ALLIES KEEP SILENCE.

‘WASHINGTON, To-day.

The :policy of the States regarding
the recent U-boat raid -off the New
England coast, will not be determined
until much more complete information
as to all the facts have been received.
This was announced by Secretary of
State Lansing last night after his re-’
turn from the conference on the sub-
ject with President Wilson at Shadow
Lawn. Considerable interest centres
in the continued silence of the Allies.
Again yesterday it was' stated posi-
tively by the State Department that
no representations of any sort had
been received from the Allies as a re-
sult of the U-53’s visit to Newport or
its tdepredations on the American
coast.

GERARD’S DENIAL.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

Jas. W. Gerard, U. S. Ambassador to
Germany, who returned here on Mon-
day, issued a formal statement late
yesterday in which he denied that his
home-coming had been caused by the
need of warning the administration at
Washington of Germany’s intention to
resume indiscriminate submarine war-
fare against neutral as well as hostile
shipping.

GREECE TO HAND OVER FLEET.

LONDON, To-day.

Vice-Admiral Dartigo Du Furnet,
Commander of the Anglo-French fleet
in the Mediterranean, presented an
ultimatum to Greece demanding that
Greece hand over the entire Greek
fleet, except the armoured cruiser
Averoff and the battleships Lemnos
and Kirkis, to the Entente Allies by 1
o’clock on Wednesday afternoon, ac-
cording to Reuter’s Athens corres-
pendent. Demand is also made for
control of the Piraous-Larissa rail-
way. The Minister of Marine, the cor-
respondent continues,, says that Vice-
Admiral Furnet’s demand will be
complied with, and that the fleet will
be handed over before the prescribed
time. The demands are a precaution-
ary measure to ensure the safety ‘of
the Allied fleet.

FRENCH COMMENT.

PARIS, To-day.

The newspapers continue to discuss
animatedly the situation created by
the operations of the German under-
sea boats in American waters. All of
thhem evince a lively interest in what
the Washington Government is likely
to do in the matter. The Temps to-
day concludes a leading article on the
subject as follows: It is doubtful if
American exporters will be disposed
to allow the organization of a block-
ade of their coast, if the country. will
allow the Germans to trifle with Am-
erican neutrality. As to the Germans,
one would have a wrong idea of them
to think they will confine themselves
to these first exploits, even if there
is an interval before renewing.

CARSON’S ENCOURAGING WORDS.

LONDON, To-day.

Sir Edward Carson, Ulster Leader,
commented briefly in the Commons on
Premier Asquith’s declaration and
seid the operations the Premier had
detailed demonstrated that Britons
neéed have no fears of the valor, cour-
age, persistence and success of the
new army which had been tried
against the best German trained
troops and found superior. Sir Ed-
ward said the fight will be carried to
a finish, but declared there was no
concealing the fact that the task be-
fcre the army was a herculean one.
The whole nation, he declared, was de-
termined to gain a decisive victory.
The question, he asserted, of more men
power, especially from the reserve
power, must be raised before long.
The House agreed to the credit asked
for by the Premier, virtually no criti-
cism being offered of the Premier’s
statement.

WAR SUMMARY.

LONDON, To-day.

The Italians have again taken the
offcnsive against the Austrians ‘in
their endeavour to reach Trieste,
Austria’s chief port on the Adriatic.
At several points south and south east
of Gorizia they have made good pro-
gress, and in addition taken nearly
6,000 prisoners. To the south of
Gorizia the Austrian line was broken
between Tobar and Vertoiba, accord-
ing to Rome. On the Carso front, en-
irenchments between the Vipacco
River and Hill 208 were captured.
Here the town of Nova Villa, a strong
position around the northern part of
the Hill, fell into the hands of the at-
tackers. Trenches in the Trentino
region have been won by the Italians
and 530 Austrians made prisoners. In
Transylvania the forces of the Teu-
tonic Allies are continuing to drive the
Roumanians along almost all -the
front. Bavarian troops which cap-
tured the Hothenthurm pass, have now
crossed ' the border into Roumania, ac-
cording to Bucharest, which admits
the retirement of Roumanidns around
Kronstdt. Fierce Teutonic attacks
were’ repulsed ‘south of Hermenstdt
with heavy casualties to the attackers.

Berlin concedes the capture by the
French of the German salient . near
Vermandovillérs south of the Somme
River in France, also by the British of
the first line of trenches in the valley
north of the Somme. Violent counter,
attacks by the Gérmans on the newly
captured positions of the French at
Chaulmes Wood have beeh repulsed.
In the Vosges mountains the Germans

later driven out. On the Struma River
in Greek Macedonia, the British made
a further advance and occupied the

THE ULTIMATUM TO GREECE.

PARIS, To-day.

Details of the demands made on the
Greek Government by the Commander
of the Allied Naval Forces at Pireaus,
which have been -made public here,
show that the ultimatum was much
mere comprehensive than was under-
stood at first. In addition to her
fleet, Greece was required to permit
Allied control of all material for na-
val operations as well as mails, tele-
graph and railroads. The ultimatumn
set forth that such control was neces-
sary in order to render impossible the
use of the navy, railroads and so forth
to the detriment of the Allies.

Ditches 750 Miles Long

The World’s Biggest Digging Job.

To-day a man who could obtain per-
mission from the military authorities,
and who was possessed of ample leis-
ure and abundant patience, and who
did not mind dodging shells and bull-
ets, niight walk underground across
Europe from the North Sea to the
Alps.

He would follow a.zigzag course of
approximately 750 miles, this being
the length of the original first-line
trenches constructed bs; the Allies,
and which are still practically intact.
Opposite to this gigantic ditch, and
running more or less parallel to it at
varying distances, is another similar
semi-subterranean passage, Tepre-
senting the German first-line trench-
es; and behind each of these opposi-
tion ditches again are others, and still
others extending back in some in-
stances for many miles.

Moreover, each ‘of these 750-mile-
long ditches—the first, second and
third-line trenches on either side, to-
gether with the “alternatives” as they
are called—are connected one with an-
other by 'a’ perfect labyrinth of com-
munication  trenches, - representing
many thbusanﬂs of miles of digging
and tunnelling. ;

Entire nations have toiled for long
months in order to scar the face of
Europe with these immense ditches:
Taken collectively, nothing like them
or even remotely approaching them
has ever been accomplished by hu-
man agency. h

The digging of - the Panama Canal'
has been generally regarded as the
biggest thing of the kind yet under-
taken, mecessitating, as it did, the
excavation of just over ‘250 million
ctibic yards of earth and rock. But it
is estimated that not less than 1,000
million cubic yards have been exca-

vated for our and the German trench- |

es.

A similar excavation would be suf-
ficient to make four twin parallel
tunnels  through the centre. of the
earth, each 14 ft. in diameter and

Many Vessels Lost—Capt. Blrgegs,‘ot
8. 8. Neptune, Praised by Passen-
gers.

The recent voyage of the S. S. Nep-
tune to the Labrador summarized
was a continuation of heavy storms,
the like of which Captain Burgess and
crew say they never experienced be-
fore on the coast. On the night of
September 25th, when the big storm
storm raged here, the Neptune was at
Rigolet and got the full force of a
heavy gale. The gale was felt, we
learn, all along the Labrador coast
and many fishing schooners were loat.
Five of the shipwrecked crews be-
longed to Harbor Grace and were
brought home on the Neptune. Pas-
sengers who came to St. John’s on
the ship speak glowingly of Captain
Burgess, who remained on the bridge
for seven days and nights during the
stormiest weather. The round trip
occupied 26 days. The whaler Cacha-
lot had captured 62 whales up to Oct.
2nd, only a few behind last year’s
total catch.

400 Huas Found
Hidden in Tunnel.

Capture of Chilly Cut Off Retreat and
Forced a Surrender.

With the French Army on the
Somme Front, Oct. 6. (Via London.)—
How the village of Chilly was taken
from the Germans in one brilliant
dash by French regiments was related
to-day by participants in the action to
the correspondent of the Associated
Press when he visited that position
which is one of the most important on
the allied line.

The artillery preparation was unre-
lenting, the shower of projectiles of
all calibres lasting for two days. Then
the French who had assembled in the
most advanced dugouts dashed out.
The first wave reached and cleared the
German front. The wave of French
then partly crept, partly ran in short
bursts to the second German line, and
the second wave of French tréops ad-
vanced in support.

Meanwhile, from somewhere under-
ground, a large body of Germafis came
between with machine guns and gren-
ades. The French hesitated an in-
stant but were not stayed. They
bayonetted some of the Germans, the
rest of whom disappeared into' a tun-
nel. Calls to surrender availed noth-
ing and it was an impossible task to
follow. Then the French built a sand
bag redoubt around the tunnel and
waited.

The first French wave went on and
took the second and third German
lines within Chilly itself. There from
the other end the tunnel began to dis-
gorge troops, whose exit was brought
to an end by a French detachment.

Germans in an unknown number
were still in the tunnel in the rear and
obstinately refused to surrender. A
wounded German was sent in to in-
form them that the French would
shell them out. Thereupon they were
sorted in groups until more than 400
men and ten officers were captured.

The Associated Press correspondent

to-day went through the tunnel which
is nearly 1,000 yards in length, with an
eighteen inch railroad track running
from beginning to end. Within a
depth of 12 yards, were sleeping quar-
ters, munition depots, an infirmary,
with the most modern surgicdl instru-
ments, fresh water wells, tons-of equip-
ments, electric light, and ventilation
pipes. The sides and roof were shored
up and it was possible to walk nearly
upright although at some placés it was
necessary to crouch, and many parts
were inundated. !
The entrance to the tunnel-was to-
ward Maucourt, the“exit in the centre
of Chilly, where was found the Ger-
man commandant’s apartment of sev-
eral rooms with painted walls, solid
doors, chairs, tables, beds, and tele-
phone system. At a depth:of forty
feet was an excavation sufficiently
large to hold a whole company of sol-
diers, with hoists for machines.

Here is the letter, which says al
there is to say of it. It was written
to “my dearest folks.”

‘An Immortal Letter.

“lI am now no longer untried.
Two weeks’ action in a great battle
is to my credit, and if my faith in the
wisdom of my course or my enthu-
siasm for the cause had been due
to fail it would have done so during
that time. But it has only become
stronger; I find myself a soldier
among millions of others in the great
Allied armies fighting for all I believe
right and civilized and humane ag-
ainst a power which is evil and which
right we prize and the freedom we
enjoy.

“It may seem to you that for me
this is all quite uncalled for, that it
can - only mean eitlfer the supreme
sacrifice for nothing, or at best some
of the best years of my life wasted;
but I tell you that not only am I will-
ing to give my life to this enterprise
(for that is comparatively easy ex-
cept when I think of you), but that I
firmly believe—if I live through it to
spend a useful lifetime with you—
thdat never will I have an opportunity
to gain so much honourable advance-
ment for my own soul or to do so
much for the cause of the world’s
progress, as I have here daily defend-
ing the libertythat mankind has so far
gained against the attack of an enemy

“That is a magnificent letter in
ihe height of character, the earnest-
ness: of thought, the steady strength
of mind and heart it reveals,” says
the Observer. “None of us can read
it without being moved and fortified.
That phrase about ‘honourable ad-
vancement for my own soul’ is ome
that deserves never to die. Rarely
has the cause of the Allies been vindi-
cated with more moral force;
was that cause sealed by a purer sac-
rifice,”

Now for the story of the 24 years
which went to the making of Second-
Lieutenant Harry Butters, American
citizen of California, and officer in
the British. Army.

“We hope that the readers of the
Observer will bow their heads in hon-
our and in reverence of this splendid
young American citizen,” says the
Editor. ‘“He has laid down his life
for England, the country he loved next
to his own and for the Allies’ cause
he held to be the best and greatest
that' had ever been at stake in the
world. At the age of 24 he was kill-
ed on Thursday night, August 31, by
the same shell that killed his battery
commander. He was no ordinary
man.

“As his example and purpose are
better understood, his memory will
win more than a passing thought from
many on . both sides of the Atlantic
who never knew him. Those who did
know him on this side mourn with
deep sadness his early death, and will
always hold him in mind with affec-
tionate pride. He is to be honoured
not only like our own, but with es-
pecial gratitude. Our own boys go
forth in a temper that makes dross
of all careful egotism in respect of
their safety or any other personal in-
terest. But they go forth in duty.

This Ameriean Boy.

“This American boy—and what a
straight, upstanding pattern of youth
and strength he was—owed us  no
duty and he gave us all. He gave it
not.impulsively nor in adventurous
recklessness, but with a settled en-
thusiasm belonging to ‘the depth and
not the tumult of the soul’ How
much he gave is worth considering.
His personal endowments and oppor-
tunities were such that when he made
up his mind to quit everything in his
bright California and to come into the
war, his choice was heroie in the full-
est sense of that word.

“Born in South Africa, where his
family had business connections, he
was the only son of the late H. But-
ters, of Alta Vista, San Francisco,
who had large interests in mines ‘and
railways. He was the nephew and
heir' of the well-known mining en-
gineér, Mr. Charles Butters, who_ is
still resident on the Pacific slope. The
boy who was to die in action as a
British officer was educated at first
‘in California, but then came to this
country and went to Beaumont Col-
lege, Old Windsor. There he learned
