We return again to-day

to the subject of the Re-

giment, not for the sake

of arguing with the pa-
pers that speak for the Government
and of quibbling and splitting hairs
after the manner in which they de-
light, but because the matter is of
such premier importance, involving a
problem which must be faced and
solved and which will compel us to
keep the subject to the fore until the
proper solution is found. The sole
excuse which the Government now
appears to find for not propounding
one immediately is set forth by the
Herald, which finds it in the antago-
nism of ourselves ‘and the other pa-
pers to the Government. The news-
papers have suddenly acquired a new
importance not ascribed to them as
a rule before. And it is certainly a

new and strange doctrine that a Gov- i

ernment should not do its oliious
duty in one respect because it is criti-
cised and attacked in others. Which
respect, moreover, is the very and
only one as to which the Government
knows it will meet with no opposi-
tion, except such as consists in help-
ful suggestion, and as to which the
papers have expressly stated that they
will offer none. The only qualifica-
tion of that statement is to be found
in our own announcement a few days
ago that we would not actively sup-
port, though we would not oppose,

any scheme in which Mr. Coaker had |

a part. Though we have not thereby
suffered in the esteem of the public,
who know Mr. Coaker’s true senti-
ments in the matter, the Government

have seized upon our statement with |

great alacrity and eagerness. We are

glad to be of such importance, but in

order that even this flimsy excuse
may not be left them, we withdraw
our words unreservedly. We shall
examine, not impartially, but sympa-
thetically any plan that is proposed

without inquiring into its authorship, |

and so far from putting obstacles in
the way of its execution will be pre-
pared to further it in the same way
as we did the autumn recruiting cam-
paign.

But what does the absurd excuse
amount to? It is about the first in-
stance on record of the Government
being in the least deterred by the
prospect of adverse criticism (which,
we repeat, will not be forthcoming)
from carrying out any design it has
formed. When it has been a matter
of appointing ministers, creating com-
mittees or departments, or doing any-
thing else which has been -certain
to excite a regular storm of opposi-
tion and objections, we have not no-
ticed that the foreknowledge of such
consequences has moved the Govern-
ment in the slightest or that the con-
sequences themselves have had the
smallest effect. They have been, in
some strange way, only the envious

vapourings™ of a disappointed t'v

against the growing power of the
“masses”, the spread of “democracy”
and what not. But in this particular
case of the Regiment and the means
of reinforcing it, an atmosphere of
peace and quiet, extending to matters g

.lin no way related to it, iz absolutely

essential. Its critics will not be still,
-s0 the Government refuses to do any-
thing until they are. The great Na-
tional Government in a fit of sulks!
We are to cease objecting to illegal
and unconstitutional practices in mat-
ters purely domestic, and then, but
not till then, the Government will
condescend to attend to the Regi-
ment. This is literally what the Her-
ald keeps on saying. We are forced
to the conclusion that our esteemed
contemporary is a great deal more
concerned over the composing of po-
litical - differences and the silencing
of the critics -than over the matter
of recruiting. We can understand the
Herald’s anxiety.

As a plain matter of fact the ex-
cuse is too thin and trivial to deceive
anyone, The questions which have
been so hotly discussed and called
forth the attacks that are so strongly
deprecated have not the remotest
connection with this all-important
matter. The Herald knows, the Ad-
vocate knows, everyone knows, that
all parties are ready at once to drop
their quarrels when it once comes
under discussion and as long as it is
there. It matters not a jot whether
j we or anyone else approve or disap-
prove of the Ministry of Shipping if
the question concerns the Regiment.
The plain truth of the matter, the un-
pleasant truth, is that the Govern-
ment hesitate to touch the subject
from a craven and disgraceful fear
that any action in it may prove un-
popular. If they really wished to
tackle it, they would not regard their
critics, journalistic or otherwise, for
a moment. They do not wish it; it
is the last thing they wish. And yet
they have the effrontery to call them-
selves a National Government! Here

confronts them, the one that tran-
scends all others, the one that con-
i cerns not merely the nation’s welfare

But what has become of the
bulk of the money that Mr. Coaker
scared out of the Savings Bank in
1913 I do not know. I can only sup-
pose, as Mr. Coaker’s “official organ”
has announced that four thousand
fishermen have “their savings to the
amount of Four Hundred Thousand
Dollars” invested in the Union Trad-
ing Company, that some of the amount
withdrawn from the Savings Bank, as
a result of the scare, found its way
into that Company. If that is.so, then
Mr. Coaker owes a double responsibil-
ity to the shareholders in the Union
Trading Company, and, if his first con-
sideration is the welfare of the fish-
ermen it would be well for him to
remember, as I said before, that re-
sponsibility goes hand in hand with
capacity and power. It was the dis-
graceful conduct of Mr. Coaker in re-
lation to the run on the Savings Bank
that formed one of “the other reasons”
that Sir Robert Bond set forth in his
letter of resignation for retiring from
public life.

Dear Father and Mother,—Your let-
ter of 31st of August to hand. You
say in your letter that the War Con-
tingent Association send us soap, and
I can assure you it’'s mightly little
they do send us.: I've had about a
quarter pound in two months, and we
have to wash our clothes as well as
ourselves with that. You ask about
parcels. They are not so bad now,
but after the first few they dropped
away until the contents wouldn’t feed
anyone for a day, let alone a week,
I wrote a complaint and they are not
at all bad-now. We are getting Nfid.
tobacco in our packets now, too, al-
though I don’t smoke a pipe and very
few cigarettes. I'm afraaid it's tdo
late now to wish you all a Merry

! Xmas and Happy New Year, but bet-

ter late than never. You must make
the best of a bad job and don't worry
about me. I'm as well as I can be
as long as I am in Germany. I weigh
about ten stone six now, and was only
a hundred and eleven pounds when I
enlisted, so you can tell there isn’t
much amiss.

Krylenko ran after
them.

Men liké him must be
killed at once!”

As the mob pushed closer and closer
upon the general, Krylenko stormed
and shotted, but no one teok any no-
tice. With a single blow the general
was struck down by a tall sailor from
the rebel oriiser Aurora. Dukhonin
got on his feet again at once, his face
streaming with blood. He tried to
Ilpmk, but a dosen bayonets were run
through him.

difficulty. Doubt often arose, indeed,
whether the Russian delegation was
in earnest with peace mnegotiations.
All kinds of wireless messages, which
were traversing the world, with their
highly strange contents, might
strengthen this doubt, nevertheless I
hold fast the hope that we shall ar-
rive at a good conclusion with the
Russian delegates at Brest-Litovsk.

AUSTRIA FAITHFUL TO HER AL-
LIES.

BASEL, Switzerland, To-day.

A despatch from Vienna says that
during an address to the delegations
of Parliament, the Austro-Hungarian
Foreign Minister declared that he con-
sidered President Wilson’s last pro-
positions regarding peace, as show-
ing preceptible approach to the Aus-
tro-Hungarian point of view., There
were, he said, several points to which
Austria-Hungary joyfully could sub-
scribe, but that the tollowgnl princi-
ple first must be laid down: That
where these propositions concerned
Austrie~-Hungary’s Allies, as the case
o6f Germany .in Belgium or Turkey,
Austria-Hungary was faithful to her
alliances and would. fight to the end
for the defence of her Allies.

THE FOOD SITUATION.
LONDON, To-day.

Addressing the executive officers of
the Local Food Commission, Lord
Rhondda, Food Controller, said - that
those at home were engaged in a task
hardly second to that of the troops at
the front. The scheme of rationing it
was proposed to adopt, he said, would
affect about one-fourth of the whole
populaation of the country. On Feb-
ruary 25th, he wanted them to com-
mence rationing not only with butter
and margarine but with meat. In the
next few months there would be a
great scarcity of meat, but after that
there would be an ‘easing up. Ex-
plaining his scheme of rationing in
meat, which will apply to London and
the counties, Rhondda said it was
proposed to start with the ration of
meat for adults and half a ration for
children below six years. In Bir-
mingham a scheme of rationing had
been in operation since January lst,
and other schemes also were being
enforced. The Minjster was trying to
inaugaurate a similar scheme in
South Wales and Scotland and before
long the whole country would be
covered. The compulsory rationing
of the whole country in fats and meats
has to come, he said, and the sooner
it comes the better. He believed that
he was within measurable distance of
achieving equal distribution.

The terms of the Germans, as an-
nounced by General Hoffman, one of
their chief delegates to the peace con-
ference, so far form an insuperable
barrier, for the Bolsheviki Govern-
ment has expressed determination to
carry out their policy of no annexa-
tions and no indemnities. Courland
in its entirety and all Russia’s Baltic
provinces are to be retained by Ger-
many, according to General Hoffman,
in whatis termed Germany’s last pro-
posal to Russia, and it adds the
threat is given that if Russia fails
to acquiesce with these demands fur-
ther inroads on her territory would
follow, .and the important town of
Reval, near the mouth of the Gulf of
Finland, would be occupied.

Accaunts of the situation in ‘Aus-
tria, gleaned from German papers, in-
dicate that there is still much discon-
tent among the working men .and that
the strikers haven’t all returned to
work. Widespread dissatisfaction
continues to be felt in Austria, evi-
denced against the Government’s con-
cessions to the Socialists and bitter
attacks are being made on party lead-
ers. The unrest among the German
populace also continues, but the tri-
umphant militarist party is managing
to keep the people in curb, neverthe-
less, according to an unofficial state-
ment, the rebellious sentiments of the
German workmen,; especially the in-
dependent socialists are becoming
stronger. Of greatest interest as re-
gards the military situation is the
withdrawal of Austro-German armies
along the Italian front.

RUSSIA REJECTS TERMS.

PETROGRAD, Wednesday.

The Russian delegates to the Brest-
Litovsk conference, have decided un-
animously to reject the terms offered
by the Germans. The decision of the
delegates was announced to the As-
sociated Press to-night by M. Kamen-
eff, a member of the Russian delega-
tion. The Germans declared the
terms laid down by them were their
last offer, and that if the Russians did
not accept them, hostilities would be
resumed and the Germans wotld eap-
ture Reval in a week,

NO MINCING OF MATTERS—REP.
INGTON'S STRAIGHT TALK.

LONDON, Jan. 24,

In the Post to-day, coriticlsing pre-
sent econditions, Colonel Repington be-
gins his article by saying that he in-
tends not to mince matters, The Ger-

SIR F. E. SMITH AT OTTAWA.

OTTAWA, Jan. 24.

Smith, Attorney-General of Great Bri-
tain, dealt with the marvellous
achievements of Britain and her Col-
onies since the war cloud burst over
Europe.

chine. They have met that nation
and said, ‘You are challenging the
safety of Europe and the civilized
world. We are going, whatever will be
the result, to create armies out of our
peacsful citizens to defeat yotir ob-
Ject.’ They took men from offices,
bookkeepers and typewriters, trained
them, and now these soldiers drive
before them in flight the flower of the
German troops.
