Smuggled Chinese
Pose & as Dead Men.

San Francieco, Dec¢. 4.—Immigra-.
tion officers here expressed keen in-
terest to-day in the purported widle-
spread conspiracy to smuggle Chinese
into the United -States which ' was
uncovered last night at Honolulu
with the discovery of éleven Chinese.
Dosing as dead men and hidipg in as
many coffins deep in one of the holds
of the Dollar Line President Linocoln,
which is en route to San - Francisco
from the Orient.

The discovery grew out of infor-
mation received from the Orient by
A. E. Byrnett, district director of im-
migration . for'* Hawaii. The infor-
mation, from ‘special  agents, said
that fifteen A Chinese had been de-
spatched by a'Bmuggling ring, and
Tong Nam, an'agént of the conspira-
tors, a Chinese member of the crew,
was to receive $1,100 for each of the
alisns landed safely ashore. 'I‘hei
names of the San‘ Francisco *‘cons
signees” were learned, but Burnsit
refused’ to reveal theni,

spectors through the vessel. twice
withotu discovering any traces of the :

8o much is said of the unem-
pléyment and the depression in
industries in Great Britain:that
an altogether false impression is
given of the actual progress that
is being made. During the past
yvear a change-has come over the
scene in many important re-
spects, and there seems to be
every indication that the crisis
has been passed and the country
is “well on-the road to recovery.
Recently a newspaper corre-

position and Hay and Grain Show;
held at Chicago, is the importance of
the farmer as' a producer of the food
supply uf the nation. In an address
broadcast through a Chicago radio
station, Fred Jameés, assistant direc-
tor of publicity of tife department of
immigration and colonization of Can=
ada, declared that the exposition, the
greatest of its kind, helps to place the
farmers of the United States and Can-
ada in the position of importance in
the perspective of public opinion and
appreciation 1o which they are éntit-
led. At this Exposition and Show
farmers from all parts of the United
States and Cenada enter the best of
their live stock and field products,
and in this friendly competition each
undoubtediy learns something from
the other to their mutual advantage.
The event is one of the best opportuni-
ties offered to Canada to demonstrate
to the people of the United States its
importance as a producer of the high-
est quality foodstuffs. Last year
Canada won the world’s champicnship
for wheat for the thirteemth time, 25
out of the 30 prizes for Hard Spriug
wheat; 25 out of 30 prizés for oats;
first prizes for Alfalfa, flax, peas and
fiint corn. The majority of the hon-
ors for sheep, and some of the most
coveted ribbons for other live stock
went to Canadian exhibitors.

Because of the fact that the harvest
of 1925 gave a yield of 422,000,000
bushels of wheat, Canada again will be
making a significant contribution to
the world’s food supplv. Of this huge
crop from less than 22,000,000 acres,
over 90 per cent. is Hard Spring
wheat. The United States finds itself
this year with a considerably smaller
wheat crap than a year ago and a
shortage of about 50,000,000 bushels
to meet the food seeding purposes, is
anticipated. This shortage will na-
turally be supplied from Canada, now
the largest wheat exporting country
in ‘the world. Canada had the advan-
tage in this market because of the
superior quality of its wheat and close
proximity and lower freight rates. It
is significant that last month for the
first tims since the U.S. Tariff on
Canadian wheat was raised to 42 cents
per bushel 2 considerable quantity
was exported to the United States for
the purpose of consumption.

In addition to a large wheat crop
the Dominien has phenomenal yields
of oats, barley, rve, and other grain
and fleld crops. But wheat is not the-
only food product that Canada is ex-
porting 1o the United States. For the
twalve months ending September 30,
1925, the total value of Canadiat ex-
ports to the United States was $450,-
000,000 of which about one-fourth was
agricultural and food products. Hach
succeeding year shows an increasing
demand from the United States for
the products of the Canadian farms
and orchards. The natural and spac-
jous pasture areas of Western Canada
are the most.economic source of sup-
ply of feeder cattle for farmers of the
corn-growing States. These cattle
were being sent to the American buy-
ers until a few years ago. When the
demand again becomes acute, as it in-
evitably will, due to the growth of the
U.8. population the importance of
Canada as a source of supply of
stocker cattle to the farmers of the
United States will be more fully ap-
preciated.

There are some people who are in-
clined to think that Canada’s produc-
tive area is a limited acreage com-
paratively close to the border of the
United States. But Canada has
breadth as.well as length. In area it
is larger than the TUnited States,
Alaska and the Philippine Islands.
While it is true that a large part of
the 3,729,665 scuare miles which com-
prise the Dominion, of Canada lies in
the far north and must be regarded
as nou-productive from an agricultur-
al point of view it is also true that
the mon-productive area is being re-
duced as scientific 'agriculture ad-
vances. The discovery of marquis
wheat, which now forms fully 90 per
cent. of the spring wheat grown in
Canada and 65 per cent. of that grown
in the United States, made_possible
the growing of wheat on a productive
basis farther north than was ever
thought possible. Canada now has a
new wheaf known as Garnet, which
will ripen from ten days to two weeks
earlier than Marquis. is more  resist-
ant to drought and wet weather,
equally productive, with as good mill-
ing qualities and can be grown with +
the assurance of good yields still fur-
ther north than the present areas of

OTTAWA, Dec. 10—(C.P.)—Consid-
erable interest. and much historical
speculation in. Canada and Great
Britain is centering around a leather
gpectacle case found in the Arctic hy
Canadian expedition of 1924.

Dr. L. D. Levingston, who was ship
doctor on the Canadian steamship
Arctie, found the, case .on the beach
of Pim Island. It is of heavy leather,
bound in the form of a small pouch
'with a heavy gold monogram of the
letters V.R.I. surmounted by a crown.

It is assumed that the case. was
lost by a member of the Nares naval
expedition of 1875.

The Nares expehltion was sent, by

the Royal Navy in an attempt to
reach the North pole. The party
wintered on Pim Island. The point

which. has raised the controversy is
the fact that .in 1875 Queen Victoria
had not been created Empress of In-
dia, yet the monogram bears the let-
ters V.R.I. standing for Victoria Re-
gina’ Imperatrix. The Northwest
Terrriories branch have been prose-
cuting an inquiry into the possible
origin of the spectacle case for over
a year and considerable correspond-
ence has passed  between -the offi-
cials of the department and surviving
members of the expedition, most of
whom are how retired naval officers.

Nothing positive has yet been estab-
lished, but it would appéar that title
Tmperatrix might have been used be--
fore officially conferred and that the
gpectacle casg was a gift of the

CYRIL T. YOUSG ‘l'll!!! mm
OF LAND INFLUENCES .
POSITION.

Cyril T. Young, superintendent of
development for the Canadian N&-
tion Railways, has issued a booklet
on mineral resources which sets forth
a somewhat new idea regarding the
deposition of minerals. Mr. Young be-
lieves that deposits of mineral follow
the height of land. Maps are presented
showing the known sources of min-
erals and their relation to the height
of land. He says:

It has been observed that the large
number of our rich mineral discover-
ies and the large deposits of ore in
the pre-Cambrian were either on or
adjacent to the height of land. It is
possible that this may prove an aid
in locating new mineral flelds. Some
geologists have worked out the fact
that there were once very high moun-
tain ranges of volcanic origin, prob-
ably as high as the Rocky Mountains,
across Eastern Canada where this
height of land now exists. What is
left is the exposed core of this vast
series - of pre-Cambrian mountain
ranges.

After dealing at considerable length
with the age of the pre-Cambrian and
the geological theories as to ~what
happened to them, he says:

Probably the height of land indi-
cates where the greatest vents and
fissures, created by volcanic = origin,
afforded the “lines of least resistance”
for the ascending stream of ors ma-
terial which, in the pre-Cambrian,
may yet be found at depths of two. or
three miles, as those who have been
underground to nearly & mile in depth
at Sudbury will appreciate.

We can draw a further deduction as
to the prospecting value of the height
of land from the fact that consistent
economic values in precious metals
have been found in Northerm Ontario
and Northern Quebec more than fifty
to sixty miles distant from the height
of land. Even if the surface of the
country is of low relief there are rock
exposures in the next 75 to 100 miles
towards James Bay down to where

Four patients lulerhl from hlzh
blood pressure who have been treated
by Dr. W. J. Macdonald" with liver
extract for the control of this condi-«
tion were interviewed by 'The Star
and gave convincing testimony to the
efficacy of the extract. Ome of these
patients has taken no injections for
a month, and his blood pressure hu
remained normal.

“I don’t need to teli-people that I

am greatly improved,” he said to The
Star. “They can see that for them-.
selves. They stop me on the street

1 and say, you're looking-: well, what

have you been doing?”"

This man, who is over Bixty years
of age, appears 10 be in normal health
at the present time, alhtough seven
years ago he sustained a paralytic
stroke which affected part of his body
for some time.

“My left side was affected, and the-
right side of my head felt as if it
would burst,” he told The Star. “Af-
ter a rest of six months I gradually
improved and began to resume my
work.

It would, indeed be a sad day it
when sedition was proved to have dc-
curred ‘.there was the slightest hesi-
tation on the part of the jury or judges
in putting down such offénces.

The jury retited and found & ver-
dict of Guilty against all the prison-
ers.

“It Must Stop.”

The judge, addressing the prison-
ers, said:

~The jury have found you 12 men
guilty of the serious offences of
:conspiracy to utter seditious libéls
and to incite people to induce the
goldiers and sailors to break their
oath of allegiance. It is  obvious
from thé evidence which was givan
before the jury that you are meni-
bers of an illegal party carrying in
illegal’ work in this country, It
must stop.

Addressing Inkpin, Rust, Pollitt,
Gallacher and Hannington, the judge
said they had been convicted ~before.

CONFEDERATION LIFE.—
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How Water
Flows Up-Hill

The ascéent of sap in plants is so
commonplace an occurrence that” we
seldom stop to consider what a truly
amazing thing it is, writés Dr. Frank
Thone in Sciénce Service's Daily
Science News Bulletin (Washington).
Here is an apparent contradiction of
the law of gravitation, going on all
about us all the time. On every sum-
mer day, in every field and  woods
lot, water flows up-hill, whether only
a_fraction of an inch in the humble

in a towering tree. We read:

A single full-grown maple or linden
will evaporate from its leaves as much
as a barrel of water in a single day,

and this must, of course,. be replaced |-

by sap flowing up the trunk. “The
water sent into the air by all the
plants combined must be comparable
in quantity with the water carried
off by the rivers,

How the water gets up-hill in -the
trungs and stems of trees and plants
has long been a sore puzzle to seien-
tists. Several theories have been
proposed, none of them very satis-
factory. /Until recently the one most
commonly favored was known as the
theory of ‘“capillarity,” which as-
sumed that the water rose in a stem
much as oil rises in a wick, through
the natural tendemcy of liquids ‘to
climb up in nn.rfqvl fubes and crev-
