The doctor ad-
vised Mrs. Kay to send deceased to the
hospital, but that she would not do—she
preferred letting the deceased stay in her
own house,—There being no direct evid-
ence against Villiers, he was dismissed.

Ever
inspired by the same narrow spirit, the
public man, without heart, withont bow-
els, will hire writers, whose whole and
sole duty is te lavish the most fulsome
flattery on his partizans, and to pour out
a continuous stream of calumny upon his
adversaries, regardless of truth, justice
and honor. And it certainly is not the
least evil, this seizing upon the young ed-
ucated men of the countrytomould them
to falsehood, to lead them to prostitate
their talent, to teach thcm the art of
blackening the purest actions, and to give
a fair aspect to the most criminal under-
takings. And these writers only succeed
too often in duping public opinion, in sup-
pressing the good faith of men, regarded
with reason as the most upright and in-
fluenvial. This evil, antagonistic to the
sentiments of love and charity preached
by theSaviour, is general in all countries,
and unfortunately our own Canada, so
profoundly Catholic, has been also been
attacked with it.
