Washington, May 3L—The adminis­
tration has decided that the action of 
the Cuban constitutional convention in 
accepting the terms of the Platt amend­
ment with modifications and interpreta­
tion of their own, was not substantial 
compliance with onr terms within the 
meaning of the amendment, and Sec­
retary Root will convey this intelli­
gence to the convention. The decision 
was reached at the cabinet meeting to­
day. The meeting lasted over an hour 
and a half, and had been preceded by 
an hour’s conference between the Presi­
dent and Senators Platt, of Connecti­
cut and Lodge, of Massachusetts. As 
the author of the amendment, the 
President desired to learn the views of 
Senator Platt and also those of Senator 
Lodge, who is one of the influential 
members of the committee on foreign 
relations.

At the cabinet meeting Secretary 
Root took the position that the interpre- 
ation of the Platt amendment contain­
ed in the constitution adopted by the con­
vention, and the whereas appended to it, 
went outside of a fair interpretation of 
its meaning and was unacceptable.

Thurston told the jniry that he heard 
that legislators had approached a cor­
poration with solicitation of bribes, but 
declined to give the names of the 
corporation on the ground that as at­
torney-general he had the right to with­
hold it when given confidentially by a 
client to an attorney. Judge Humphries 
adjudged Thurston guilty of contempt 
and fined him $100, and orderer him in­
to custody until the end of the session 
of the grand jury, or until he should 
answer the question of the jury as to 
who was the client.

He applied to the supreme court for a 
writ of habeas corpus, and was released 
in $5*0 bail. The grand jury had indict­
ed Walter G. Smith, editor of the Ad­
vertiser, for perjury. It is alleged in 
the indictment that he denied knowledge 
of the name of the corporation said to 
have been approached by members of 
the legislature with solicitations for 
bribes, when in fact he knew the name 
of the said corporation. Smith was re­
leased in $5,000 bail. Judge Humphries 
took the cases of Acting Governor Coop­
er and Superintendent of Public Works 
McCandless under advisement Mc- 
Candless has left his office.

Ottawa, May 25.—The parliamentary 
curtain is down until next year. Prac­
tically all the legislators have left for 
their homes, and the halls of legislation 
are deserted.

At the beginning of the session in this 
correspondence allusion was made to the 
meagreness of the parliamentary bill of 
fare, and after four months’ work it 
does not appear that the government it­
self is prepared to claim that it has ac­
complished much in the way of useful 
legislation. Take, for instance, the 
speech from the throne dismissing the 
law makers. It alludes to the Victoria 
Day bill, the credit for which is due to 
your own Senator Macdonald, and which 
public opinion throughout the country, 
forced the government to pass. Then, 
reference is made to the establishment 
of a branch of the royal mint, another 
measure for which Canada, and especial­
ly British Columbia, has been pressing 
during many years. Of course, the lo­
cation of the mint in Ottawa must be a 
great disappointment to the people, who 
have been aroused in past times to great 
enthusiasm by the inspiring battle-cry of 
“Maxwell and the Mint!” There is to 
be a salve to British Columbia’s wounds 
by the establishment of an assay office, 
and Vancouver’s cup of sorrow will be 
full to overflowing when this assay of­
fice is established in Victoria. Senator 
Templeman, who is still in the East, 
is very much disappointed at the manner 
in which the government has treated 
British Columbia in the matter of rail­
way subsidies, and is determined to cap­
ture the assay office for the provincial 
capital.

Another measure referred to in the 
speech is the settlement of the claim of 
Prince Edward Island for damages aris­
ing out of the alleged non-fulfilment of 
the terms of union in respect to keeping 
up communication during the winter, 
between the island and the mainland. 
This proposal was severely criticized by 
the opposition, who contended that the 
terms of union had been more than car­
ried out, allusion also being made to the 
fact that there is no guarantee that 
Prince Edward Island will not come 
up smiling in a few years’ time with a 
new demand for federal assistance. The 
government’s action with respect to the 
Island province possibly opens up the 
whole question of a revision of the fed­
eral subsidies to the provinces.

One of the features of the session 
which bas just closed is the strength de­
veloped by the leader of the opposition, 
Mr. R. L. Borden. He is in, every re­
spect a great man. Little has been said 
of the struggle which took place in the 
party ranks when the Conservatives met 
here the day before the house opened. 
There was a great diversity of opinion 
amongst the 
Some of the men suggested one thing, 
others had different views, but after two 
days of mighty wrestling in caucus, every 
man fell loyally into line end the unani­
mous choice of the party was Mr. Bor­
den. As the leader himself said at the 
memorable banquet given in his. honor in 
the Senate restaurant a short while ago, 
it was with great hesitancy that he ac­
cepted the position. This was not due to 
any diffidence upon his part to take hold 
of any work which the party assigned to 
him. He felt, however, that as a com­
paratively new man, one who had only 
been in parliament for five years, and 
following a line of illustrious leaders, the 
responsibilities of the office were very 
great. The party was so insistent that 
he had no alternative than to loyally 
bow to the expression of confidence re­
posed in him. Now, after an experience 
of four months of parliamentary work, 
it is amply demonstrated that the party 
had selected a man who, realizing to the 
fullest extent the nature of the high 
office to which he was called, bas ap­
plied himself to the duties of leader with 
a zeal and energy which have won for 
him the encomiums of friend and foe 
alike. Mr. Borden is one of the most 
approachable of men, and besides the 
genial qualities which he possesses, he 
has shown that in the highest degree he 
has all the qualifications of a success­
ful leader. Naturally from his position 
he has had to speak often during the 
present session, but whenever he has 
risen in the house he has had something 
to say, and this is a remark which can 
be applied to but lew members of par­
liament. It is noteworthy also, how at­
tentively the house has listened to Mr. 
Borden’s speeches, and especially does 
this remark apply to the members on the 
traeury benches. There is no other man 
in parliament better qualified to discuss 
legal and constitutional questions thau 
the leader of the opposition, and it bus 
been a source of satisfaction to Con­
servatives to note "Bow .often ministers 
have deferred to Mr. Borden’s opinion. 
He is also essentially a fair-minded man; 
one not given to hitting below the belt, 
and it is probably this characteristic of 
all others which has gained for him the 
respect of the Liberals, equally as of the 
Conservatives.

The last great speech of Mr. Borden 
was a ' formidable indictment of minis­
terial extravagance. One has only to 
look back to the professions of the Lib­
erals when they were in opposition to 
understand the change which has come 
over that party. In 1895, the last year 
the Conservatives were in power, the to- 

$42,872,338. In 
1900 this amount had been increased by 
$10,000000, and during the present ses­
sion the sums voted in the estimates, and 
for railway subsidies, amount to the 
enormous total of $67,426,729.

Borden was well justified, under these 
circumstances, in reviewing the financial 
situation, and calling the attention of the 
country to the manner in which the Lib­
erals had belied all their past professions.

“Whereas we deem it expedient that 
Canadian registered vessels shall be per­
mitted to wear the red ensign of Her 
Majesty’s fleet with a Canadian coat of 
arms on the fly thereof;

“We do therefore, by virtue of the 
power and authority vested in us, here­
by warrant and authorize the red en­
sign of Her Majesty’s fleet with the 
Canadian coat of arms on the fly to be 
used on board vessels registered in the 
Dominion.”

It may interest Canadian shipowners 
to learn than in accordance with the per­
mission granted by the Admiralty war­
rant, the following regulations of the 
Dominion government are in force:

“1. The area of the shield shall in 
no case exceed one-fourth the area of the 
Union Jack of the particular ensign.

“2. The shield shall be placed cen­
trally in that part of the flag which is 
beyond the Jack.”

GLASS IN CANDY.

Used to Give It a Glittering Crystal 
Appearance. oars-

The production of modern sweets is un­

doubtedly a fine art judging from the 
innumerable varieties made and the 
countless ways in vogue of makingTFem 
attractive. At one time the most de­
plorable practice prevailed of employing 
such poisonous substances as chromium, 
lead, copper, or even mercury and ar­
senic, as coloring agents in sweets. The 
use of such objectionable coloring agents 
became happily* obsolete, and, speaking 
generally, modern confèctionery is now 
pure. True, the coloring agent is often 
an anUine dye, but so great is the tinc­
torial power at such dyes, that it is prob­
able that several pounds of the sweets 
would contain at most a few grains of 
■the dye and then the dye may be per­
fectly harmless.

A somewhat unexpected and most ob­
jectionable method of manipulating 
sweets has just been brought to our no­
tice. Sweets are made to glitter by 
means of splinters of glass, so that the 
sweet has the appearance of sparkling 
crystal sugar. We have in our labora­
tory at the time of writing some* speci­
mens of even high-dass confectionery, 
said to be, of French make, which 
all contain a liberal sprinkling of 
glass splinters. When the sweet is 
dissolved in warm water the splints» 
tumble to the bottom of the fluid into à 
miniature heap of broken glass. The 
splinters present both sharp points and 
sharp edges which are eminently cal­
culated to cause an injury to the wails 
of the digestive canal. It is difficult to 
imagine a more powerful mechanical 
irritant than jags of glass which might 
easily cause. laceration and hemorrhage, 
not to mention other disturbances such 
as are set up by foreign bodies less 
jagged than glass in the alimentary 
canal.

Why not use zebras for transport poly­

poses? This is the interesting question put 
by Mr. R. Stordy, M.R.C.V.S.. in his report 
to the Foreign Office on veterinary work 
in the Uganda and British East Africa pro­
tectorate.

The zebra, says this authority. Is immune 
from tsetse-fly and horse sickness, both of 
which are the curse of transport animals^ 
in South Africa, and would consequently- 
be of enormous value for military purposes. 
Nor need Its uses be confined to South > 
Africa. It might be equally 
service for home and Indian purposes. Tbe 
great objection is. of course .the difficulty 
or domesticating this somewhat refractory 
animal.

BRITISH COLUMBIA.

THIRD ARTICLE.
For convenience of description, Brit- 

•ish Columbia may be considered as 
though divided into six sections: The 
Islands, the Southern Mainland, the 
Central Mainland, the North Central 
Mainland, the Northern Mainland and 

• the Northeast. From -every point of 
-view in which they can be considered, 
‘these divisions merge into each other, 
-but in a general way they may be re­
garded as separate.

The Islands need no definition.
The Southern Mainland is the term 

applied in this article to the district be­
tween the Canadian -Pacific railway's 
main line and the International Boun­
dary.

The Central Mainland lies between 
•the Canadian Pacific railway and the 
54th parallel.

The North Central. Mainland lies be­
tween the 54th and 56th parallels and 
•west of the Rocky Mountains.

The Northern Mainland lies between 
•the 56th and 60th parallel and west of 
•the Rocky Mountains.

The Northeast is the territory lying 
-east of the Rocky Mountains and west 
■of the 120th meridian, and extends 
•thorn the 54th to the 60th parallel.

The Islands include Vancouver Is­
land, and the archipelago along its east­
ern coast, the principal members of 
-which are Texada, Salt Spring, the two 
dalianos, Cabriola, Mayne, Saturna, 
Thetis, Kuper, Denman, Lesquiti, the 
two Valdes, Hornby, Cortes, Renonda, 
Thurlow, Cracroft, Turner, Malcolm and 
Oilford, which may be called the Van­
couver Island group; Graham, Moresby, 
Louise, Lyell, Prévost and the others 

• of the Queen Charlotte group; Calvert, 
Hecate, Hunter, Denny, Campbell, 
King, Cunningham, Chatfield, Bards- 
•well, Yeo, Don, Brice, Roderick, Aristo- 
xafcle, Gil, Campania, Pitt, Banks, Mc- 
Oauley, Fartant, Gribbell, Hawkesbury, 
Porcher, Goschen, Stephens, Kennedy, 
Smith, Digby, Dundas, Wales, Pearse 
and many others lying along the coast 
between the 51st and the 55th parallels.

Of these islands, Vancouver is very 
much the largest, its area being about 
16,000 square miles. Next in magni­
tude is Graham Island, with an area of 
•about 2,000 square miles. Princess 
"Royal, with upwards of " 1,200 square 
miles, probably comes next. Moresby 
and Banks are a little smaller than 
"Princess Royal, and the others vary in 
«ixe, the smallest containing only a few 
acres. The combined area of the Brit­
ish Columbia islands cannot be much 
abort of 24,000 square miles, if indeed, 
it does not exceed that figure.

These islands are comparatively lit­
tle known. Many of them are wholly 
unexplored. Nearly all of them are 
fceevlly timbered. Many of them are 
~ n to contain coal or metalliferous 
slepo&ti. Very little attention has been

There are 
no hostile natives. The climate to in 
many parts ideal, and nowhere too se­
vere for comfortable living. The seek­
er after wealth does not have -to array 
himself in the paraphernalia of war and 
carry with him an arsenal as well as a 
bank account. It is simply a splendid 
country to live in, with a settled gov­
ernment under the British flag, where 
life and property are as safe as in the 
heart of the Empire itself. It does not 
lend itself to blood-curdling magazine 
stories, and the illustrated press finds 
no sensations here. There are no “na­
tives” with imaginary trqde possibilities 
concealed about their otherwise naked 
persons. Hence it does not attract the 
attention that less favored parts of the 
world do.

It can be 
done because of the superior quality of 
the Western product The spruce is 
coming into demand for the manufac­
ture of pulp, and the hemlock may be 
employed for the same purpose. Its bark 
is of great value for tanning.

The cool deposits of Vancouver Island 
are enormous. No estimate can be 
formed of the quantity available. The 
quality varies somewhat, but it is all 
of a good bituminous class, being dis­
tinguished in this respect from the lig­
nite coal found in the State of Wash­
ington. Extensive collieries are in oper­
ation, the output being sold largely in 
San Francisco, in competition with 
United States coal, which has the pro­
tection of a duty. This testifies to the 
character of the Vancouver Island pro­
duct. Many deposits exist in addition 
to those now being worked. Coal min­
ing will undoubtedly be a permanent in­
dustry upon this Island, and its magni­
tude* will depend solely upon the de­
mands, for the supply is apparently in­
exhaustible.

A very large portion of the Mainland 
and many of the islands have not been 
surveyed, eo that an accurate statement 
of the area is impossible. For purposes 
of comparison, we may take it to be 
the figure first stated, namely, 400,000 
square miles. The area of the British 
Isles is 121,483 square miles, that of 
Germany is 208,738 square miles, that 
of France 207,801 square miles, and 
that of Spain 197,000 square miles. 
From its southeastern corner, near the 
Kootenay Pass, to the northwestern 
corner, near Mount St. Elias, the dis­
tance to 1,250 miles, or as far as from 
John O’Groat’s House to Madrid, or 
from London to St Petersburg, air lines 
being taken in each ease._________

British Columbia lies between the 
49th and 60th parallels of north latitude, 
with the exception of the southern por­
tion of Vancouver Island, which extends 
to within 20 miles of the 48th parallel. 
In this connection it may be mentioned 
that Victoria, the capital of the prov­
ince, lies 20 minutes south of the lati­
tude of Paris, and Bennett, the most 
northerly town in the province, to in the 
latitude of St Petersburg. Between 
these latitudes in Europe the greatest 
material and intellectual progress of 
mankind has taken" place, and in point 
of natural wealth, and all the other ele­
ments which go to make greatness and 
prosperity possible, British Columbia is 
at least equally well endorsed with the 
corresponding portion ot Europe. What 
it may lack in one respect it makes up 
in others.

CAN PRAYER BE ANSWERED?

Many people find difficulty in believ­
ing that answers to prayer "are possible. 
They are impressed with the apparent 
universality of law. Science finds law 
everywhere and does not admit the pos­
sibility of any external intervention, 
which would- seemingly be at variance, 
with the existence of known laws. This 
idea is urged with great persistence by 
many persons, who are not slow to let 
you think that to hold a contrary view 
is to confess yourself gullible or super­
stitious. Notwithstanding this, there 
are thousands who fully believe in the 
efficacy of prayer, who, as Paul said, 
“walk by faith, not by sight.” We 
think the answer to the “scientific” ar­
gument against the efficacy of prayer is 
that the horizon of scientific observation 
is limited. As there are depths of space, 
far beyond the reach of the most 
powerful telescopes, and forces which 
as yet elude the subtlest investigation, 
so the conditions under which events 
happen are beyond the analysis of exact 
science. A child, who has just master­
ed the multiplication table might as well 
declare the problems in the differential 
calculus to be impossibilities, as the 
wisest man may declare that there can 
be no laws beyond his range of observa­
tion.

Have you ever observed the operation 
of a potter’s wheel? If not, you have 
yet to see one of the most interesting 
processes in mechanical art. The clay 
is placed upon tbe wheel, which is rap­
idly revolved; and is shaped by the pres­
sure of the potter’s fingers. The process

has never before watched it, 
and interesting always. This 
wheel may be employed as an illustra­
tion of what is meant by the suggestion 
that external intervention is quite con­
sistent with fixed laws. The analogy 
must not be pushed too far; still • less 
may it be used as a basis for argument. 
It may, however, serve to 'show how 
things apparently inconsistent may exist 
in association.

The revolving lump of clay is subject 
to certain laws, which are inherent. The 
relation of its several particles to each 
other are fixed, definite and ascertaina­
ble. Left to revolve without external 
interference, it would take a certain 
shape. But the potter touches it with 
his finger and its shape is altered. Yet 
the inherent laws which govern the 
clay are not in any way affected. They 
operate without change, 
changes its shape at will, 
a cup, a flower-pot, a vase, a pitcher or 
something else, just as his fancy dic­
tates. Its surface to smooth, or corru­
gated; its outline plain or ornate, just 
as he wishes. And through all these 
changes it remains only a lump of clay, 
and the minutest analysis could not de­
tect the slightest change la its composi­
tion or in the laws governing it.

It is 
pretended that trade will follow the 
gold as it is supposed to follow the 
flag, but as the • banks even now are 
prepared to pay the miner as much for 
his bullion as he can realize for it by 
shipping the metal to an American 
mint, or by converting it into coin in 
this country, it is difficult to see how 
a mint will even benefit general trade. 
If bankers could conceive that such a 
result would follow they would natural­
ly be the first to support it.

A newspaper man naturally hesitates 
about joining issue with the head of our 
largest monetary institution on a matter 
of this kind, but possibly, indeed pro­
bably, Mr. (Houston looks at the case 
only from one side, namely, that of the 
banker. We are not impressed with his 
argument that it the bankers could see 
that a mint would promote general 
trade, they would support its establish­
ment. Bankers are like the rest of ns. 
Their views depend upon their stand­
point, and are restricted by their en­
vironment. The manager of a great 
financial institution to not necessarily 
the best judge of what is best for the 
country, and on the other hand, he is 
extremely likely to be opposed to any­
thing which may alter the conditions 
under which he does business. The fact 
that he cannot see how good is to result 
from a certain line of action, is not by 
any means a conclusive argument 
against it.

Mr. Clouston thinks it a mistake to 
tinker with what is already welj done. 
This to a platitude, not an argument. 
But we would like to know what he 
means by his reference. If it to the 
manner in which the gold of the Yukon 
is handled, his ideas of well doing are 
very much one-sided. We do not say 
that from the banker’s standpoint the 
existing method of handling gold may 
not be satisfactory, but we do say that 
it is extremely unsatisfactory from the 
point of view of the miner or the North­
ern trader. We have already shown in 
these columns the loss to the trader 
through the present method, and with 
all deference to our monetary institu­
tions, we submit that the man who 
takes all the risks attending business 
in the North, is entitled to some con­
sideration. To the man who “mushes” 
through the snow so as to get an early 
shipment of goods into Dawson, or takes 
the chances of loss of life and property 
in running his merchandize down the 
Yokon on a scow; to the man who pays 
the necessarily heavy freight charges on 
his goods and runs the risk of having 
them burned up without insurance after 
they reach their destination; to the man 
who endures the rigor of an Arctic win­
ter in order to keep his trade together; 
to the miner, who toils month after 
month to get out a large “dump”—to 
such people as these the satisfaction of 
the banks at the existing state of things 
will not stfongly appeal, and we most 
heartily commend the government for 
making the effort to relieve them of 
some of the disadvantages of the pres­
ent system.

From his exalted pinnacle of ignor­
ance of everyday" facts, Mr. Clouston 
says that the idea that trade follows 
the gold to conceived in error. There are 
about 80,000 people living in Seattle, 
and they will all testify that trade does 
follow the gold, and thousands of peo­
ple in Victoria and Vancouver will add 
their testimony to the same effect. 
What sense is there in Mr. Clouston’s 
telling the world what every man, in 
touch with the facts, knows is not cor­
rect? He says that the' banks are now 
prepared to pay the miner as much as 
his gold will realize as if it were shipped 
to a United States mint. Then why do 
they not pay it? Why was it necessary 
for the people of V ancouver to subscribe 
a considerable sum of money to pay 
the difference between what the banks 
in that city will pay and what the gold 
will sell for in Seattle? As the banks 
in Victoria and Vancouver send their 
dust to Seattle, it to unreasonable to 
expect them to pay as mnch as the As­
say Office in Seattle will pay, and it is 
still more unreasonable for the banks 
in Dawson to be expected to do so. The 
government of Canada should arrange 
that the miner in Dawson, Victoria nr 
Vancouver can get as much for his gold 
as he could anywhere in the world, and 
if the government is going to buy gold, 
It must have a mint to coin it. When 
Mr. Clouston intimates that an ar­
rangement, whereby the men who 
bring millions out of the Yukon can be 
induced to come with it to Canadian 
cities, will not improve the general 
trade of the country, he lays himself 
open to the suspicion that he to speak­
ing without that degree of consideration 
which a man of such prominence ought 
to give to a question of this character.

supported by the legal and the medical 
professions, and have always given satis­
faction to the authorities and comfort 
and a sense of safety to the people, ex­
cepting in France, where the period be­
fore burial is only 24 hours, and the in­
spections are thought to be rather per­
functory, especially in Paris. The Ger- 

and Austrian systems are alike, ex­
cepting in the former all bodies must go 
to the waiting mortuaries; in the latter 
this is voluntary, as it Us in the other 
states named.

The German system is best seen in 
Munich.. This city of 48,b00 people is 
divided into 21 burial districts, in each 
of which there is an inspector of the 
dead, with an alternate, besides the 
woman who makes the toilet of the 
body, called leichenfrau, and who ar­
ranges the funeral appointments. She 
is also qualified by a technical examina­
tion. The attending physician is always 
present at the death crisis. He gives his 
verdict of death, but the law does not 
trust his unsupported opinion, however 
famous he may be. The inspector comes, 
and in the meantime nothing about the 
body must be touched by anyone. He 
makes his certificate, which covers every 
possible point in the case, and this is 
countersigned 'by the attending physi­
cian. Delay and resuscitation may be 
employed at this stage if the inspector 
sees fit. Ordinarily he allows from two 
to twelve home’ delay in the residence 
for ceremonies, etc., when the body must 
go to the waiting mortuary, where it re­
mains for 72 hours or longer under medi­
cal observation, when the mortuary phy­
sician gives bis certificate, if all goes 
without incidents, and the interment 
takes place in the adjoining cemetery. j 

Thus it is seen that there are, With the 
Jeichentrau, four independent expert in­
spectors. All are on the qui vive in 
carrying out the system, which is popular 
and understood by all classes.

The waiting mortuary consists of a 
main ball, where the bodies lie in open 
coffins, embowered by plants in the midst 
of light, warmth and ventilation. There 
is also a laboratory equipped with ap­
paratus for resuscitation, post-mortem 
room, separate rooms for infectious cases 
and accidents, a chapel, and quarters for 
the physician and attendants and office.

There is no law in force anywhere in 
America that requires either physician, 
undertaker or embalmer to employ any 
specific means to decide that life has left 
the body before it is placed in the ice, 
embalmed, buried, cremated or submit­
ted to autopsy. * As a rule, the appear­
ances of death are accepted as conclus­
ive. This laxity is not astonishing when 
it is considered that no special instruc­
tion upon death counterfeits and the dan­
gers that may occur from mistaking ap­
parent death for actual death is given in 
any medical school in our country. Con­
sequently the medical profession is not 
specially on its guard against these dan­
gers. Young physicians go out upon 
their careen! knowing scarcely anything 
about these matters, and even old practi­
tioners sometimes declare that they have 
never seen a case of apparent death.

In the absence of protective laws, 
which long experience in the Old World 
have proved to be necessary, it is pos­
sible for a physician to give a certificate 
of death to any one without knowing 
anything about the case, whether there 
was actually a case of death or not, or 
whether there was a case of homicide, 
contagion, poisoning or malpractice. He 
need not see the body he certifies as 
dead. A lethargic dose may be given, 
embalming done without the knowledge 
Of the attending physician, and if an 
autopsy be taken In the interests of 
science or justice, the chemicals em­
ployed in the operation would disguise 
the poison, and render it impossible to 
establish the guilt or innocence of the 
parties accused. It is significant that 
between 1858 and 1892 not a single case 
of murder by poisoning was tried in New 
York city.

Protective laws in the United States 
should embody the following provisions, 
namely:

First—To determine if a body be dead 
in order that no one shall be placed on 
ice, embalmed, autopsied, buried or cre­
mated who is apparently dead.

Second—To prohibit any operations 
upon the body that might cause pain, 
efface important appearances, or add de­
ceptive ones without the permission of 
the attending physician or coroner.

Third—The identification of the body; 
registration of a certificate of verified, 
death, giving proofs of dissolution found 
on a personal examination of the body, 
by a qualified physician before the issue 
of a burial permit.

Fourth—To ascertain if persons died 
from natural causes, of certain diseases, 
or from accident, suicide, crime, neglect, 
ignorance or contagion.

Fifth—To provide materials for statis­
tics of mortality; to furnish proof of the 
fact and cause of death for the use of 
life insurance claims; in pension cases, 
in order to assist the honest and prevent 
the false ones, and- to guide expenditures 
for public health purposes.

Sixth—To require all cemeteries to 
provide waiting mortuaries for the deten­
tion of bodies—contagious eases separat­
ed—under medical supervision, until pu­
trefaction appears, excepting cases which 
have been embalmed, autopsied or with 
injuries to the vital apparatus.

Seventh—To fix penalties for violations 
of these provisions.

The grewsome subject of apparent 

death has been before the public a good 
deal of late, protective laws have been 
introduced into oor legislatures and the 
British parliament.

The reflective reader would like 
to know the causes and extent of tnese 
tection and what individuals and fam- 
dangers, what the law may do as a pro­
files can do to safeguard themselves in

the absence of law.

It Is proper to explain at the outset 
that it is natural for organized living 
beings to become torpid or apparently 
dead and revive again from causes that 
are natural, pathological or from vio­
lence, In the lower creatures there are 
the familiar states of hibernation and 
the torpor from freezing and climatic 
dry beet, which pass away with the 
changes of season. Mankind on account 

■Of their anatomy more easily tall into 
torpor Or apparent death. Any one 
whose vital machinery is thrown out of 

^£par by exçesge^ strains, or depressing 
causes may pass into and out of this 
transitory state if they have a reserve 

- of strength. Shocks cause apparent 
death, such as from gunshot, strokes of 

^ lightning, charges of electricity, concus­
sion, heat and sunstroke, fright, intense 
excitement, etc. So do exhaustions from 
mental and physical exertion, especially 
in the badly nourished asphyxit from 
various causes, intense cold, anaesthesia, 
intoxicants, hemorrhage, narcotism, con­
vulsive disorders, so-called heart failures 
and apopleptic seizures, epilepsy and syn­
cope.

The above cases are quite plain, and 
■many are saved by medical aid. But 
there are other forms of this mysterious 
state that may defy the highest medical 
skill and all known tests and signs. 
These are the constitutional cases, due 
to some warp of temperament, as seen 
in trance, catalepsy, cholera, auto-hyp­
notism, somnambulism, etc., which* like 
hibernation, are inexplicable to any prin­
ciples tanght by science. We know 
but little of these idiosyncrasies except 
that they are usually hereditary, and 
that their victims easily fall into a 
death-like lethargy from over-work, 
worry and foul air, and that during 
their attacks efforts at resuscitation 
should be ketot up until putrefaction ap­
pears, lest thëy be mistaken for dead and

Quain’s “Dic­
tionary of Medicine” says: “(Hie dura­
tion of trance has varied from a few 
hours or days to several weeks or 
months.” The British medical press 
during the last fifty years has given 
numerous cases which revived from the 
consciousness of the preparations for 
closing the coffin. Many notables have 
been subject to this disorder, such as the 
great anatomist, Winslow, the French 
Cardinal and Senator Donnet, and Ben­
jamin Disraelj. The last named lay in 
tiU9 State for a week.
1 'All such cases are In peril because of 
their uncertainty. Of course, old cases 
or heart disease and apoplexy may be 
recognized by Jhe patient’s physician, but 
as a rule the diagnosis cannot be sure 
without an autopsy. All signs of death 
are deceptive, and all these cases should 
be held as not beyond resuscitation until 
decomposition appears. Hufeland says:
“ Death does not come suddenly. It is 
a gradual process from actual life to ap­
parent death, and from that to actual 
, death.”

The revivals sometimes reported dur­
ing epidemics of cholera, smallpox and 
yellow fever depend, as in so-called sud­
den deaths, upon the fact that the pa­
tients are usually taken down in their 
ordinary health, with a 
strength which bridges them over after 
the force of the disease is spent.

The estimates of such disasters are 
based upon the discoveries' made when 
the dëad are removed from cemeteries, 
as is done in some great cities every five 
years. A portion of the skeletons are 
always found turned to one side or on 
the face, twisted, or with the hands up 
to the head. These are counted as liv­
ing burials. And then there is the ad­
mittedly large number of narrow escapes 
from being buried alive, recovered as a 
rule by some chance. Hidden and 
mixed with ignorance, laxity and indif­
ference as this whole matter is, the auth­
orities naturally differ in their views as 
to the frequency of these cases. A per- 
sonal inquiry in Europe and in the 
United States for several years has con- 
winced me that they are alarmingly fre­
quent. The proportion I of discovered 
cases must be small compared with those 
that never come to light. Dr. Lionce 
Lenormond, in “Des Inhumations Pré­
cipitées,” says that a one-thousandth 
part of the human race have been and 
are annually buried alive. M. Le Guen,
Jn “Danger des Inhumations Précipi­
tées,” estimates premature burials at
two a thousand.

FOBThe treatment will vary according to the severity of the attack. It only one 

quarter of the odder Is slightly affected, 
drawing the milk several times dally and 

, as often fomenting the udder with hot 
salt water, Is all that Is necessary.

Should one or more quarters be severely 
affected, and there should be considerable 
systematic disturbances, such as I have 
previously mentioned, the treatment will 
have to be a vigorous and continued one. 
In the first place give her very -little to 
eat until she Is somewhat better but allow 
her plenty of water to drink. To regulate 
the constipated condition of the bowels 
give the animal from one to one-and-a-half 
pounds of epsom salts dissolved in two 
quarts of warm water. Give her also three 
times dally, for one to three days, fifteen 
drops of tincture of aconite, which will 
slow the action of the heart and conse­
quently force, less blood through the udder. 
The temperature will also be lowered.

FOMENTATIONS, HOW MADE.
The local treatment of the udder will 

consist in hot fomentations during the 
earlier, and stimulations during the later 
stage of the disease.

The hot fomentations should be used 
early to contract the blood vessels thus 
assisting In diminishing the blood supply 
to the already enlarged' ndder.

They are also very valuable In allaying 
the severe pain. These applications may be 
made In two ways, first by taking a pallful 
of hot water In which has been dissolved 
a handful of salt, and washing the udder 
continuously for fifteen or twenty minutes 
until the water has become chilled, then 
rub the ndder nearly dry and apply with 
a good deal of friction a soothing liniment, 
each as tincture of opium and fluid extract 
of belladonna, each one half. It is not 
necessary to apply this in large quantities 
but rob it In well. This course of treat­
ment should be given the animal three or 
four times dally. Hot poultices may be 
substituted for hot water. There Is quite 
a knack In applying a poultice to a cow’s 
udder so that It will be of value. Why 
time and time again have I seen the poul­
tice applied so that yon could see daylight 
between the udder and the poultice. In 
these cases the poultice Is nearly useless. 
The material to use for poultice Is Import­
ant. Bran and linseed meal will soar and 
are too heavy when they have been damp- 
®nefi- Linseed meal Is also too expensive. I would advise the use of hops for poul­
tices, they are light and bulky, they do not 
sour and retain the heat fairly well: still 
with them It Is also necessary to change 
often or re-heat them.

CHINESE HAND WARMER.
A very nice, convenient and inexpensive 

way to keep the poultice . warm Is by 
means of a Chinese hand warmer. They 
should have a place on every farm. There 
Is no danger from them if you use them 
correctly. I have prescribed their use 
In a great number of cases. The lid being 
removed the tinder is lighted and placed 
inside, after which you replace the lid. 
Now wrap one, two or three layers of 
cloth around It, so that It will not burn 
the cow when put in position In the poul­
tice, It will heat the poultice for several 
hours giving the advantage of uniform 
temperature.

.■^ke cloth that Is to contain the pouj- 
tleè should be quite strong, and wide en­
ough to extend well forward and back of 
the ndder.
narrow strips so that they may be tied In­
dividually and thus prevent slipping. The 
middle of the cloth should have four open­
ings for the teats to pass through. This 
Is very essential, otherwise It would become necessary to remove the cloth every time 
the cow Is milked, and this Is often, for 
she should be milked five, six or seven 
times dally, so that the constituency of 
the milk Is altered as little as possible, 
and thereby lessen the Irritation of the 
tissues of the adder, or so the milk will 
not curdle which prevents Its removal. 
This is very Important and I desire to 
emphasize It to you. .

FINAL TREATMENT.
After the inflammation has somewhat 

subsided. It often happens that a period 
of Inactivity occurs, the disease remaining 
stationary the treatment will consist of 
mild stimulations to the adder by means 
of liniments and hand robbings. A very 
good liniment Is the compound soap lini­
ment, to which you may add one drachm 
of potassium iodide to each two ounces of 
liniment. Should the period of inactivity 
still continue an abcess may form. This 
should be opened, drained of Its contents 
and well cleansed and allowed to heal as 
a simple wound. In such a case, however, 
you. would probably and the services of n 
veterinarian profitable to you. The final 
results from mammltis are complete 
covery, recovery with the loss of one or 
more quarters of the uddér, or In very 
severe cases, death.

THE MUTTON SHEEP. 
Belonging to the north te perhaps a 

raturai reason why we should be pre­
judiced, or perhaps we should say rather 
predisposed, towards the mutton side of 
sheep husbandry. A good appetite and 
plenty to eat are complimentary requi­
sites to quick and favorable animal 
development, and the upper temperate 
belt gives both. A considerable degree 
of warmth seems necessary for the grow 
ing of fine wools successfully and so _ 
southern fellow shepherd has a right 
to come back at us and say he banks 
on wool, and that we of the north 
couldn’t do so it we wished to. Quite 
true. too. But still it looks as though 
we were getting the long end of the 
stick, for the muttons keep on mvadng 
and transforming and doing missionary 
work right in the wool strongholds.

There are reasons for it. The first 
of these is the growing popularity of 
sheep meat. Sheep* meat is sweet, 
tender and healthful, owing to the ac­
tive, healthy existence of the little 
quadruped. Trichinosis and tuber­
culosis are not in our calendar of sheep 
ais Then sheep meat is economical. 
It is estimated that the return in meat 
lor a given quantity of food is from 
12 to 20 per cent greater in the case 
of sheep than in the case of cattle. The 
carcass has less offal and less loss. 
-Then the care and labor in producing 
sheep meat are much lighter with 
sheep than with cattle. Sheep meat 
being popular then, both from taste and 
from economy, it is not strange that the 
so-called mutton brands should take a 
relatively more important place in tiie 
sheep business than they formerly did. 
The choice of sheep meats is likely to 
grow, for a demand has arisen that will 
create and has created a corresponding 
suitable supply, and the existence of this 
established supply will react in demand. 
Sheep interests have been created that 
cannot be suddenly sacrificed and these 
interests are bound to hold a place for 
their commodities in competition with 
other meat supplies, and are bound to 

the taste already established.
Not only has the increased consump­

tion given the mutton side of sheep 
husbandry greater relative importance, 
but it has affected the returns of fine 
wool products. You cannot produce a 
mutton sheep without producing wool 
of some kind, and as the producing of 
mutton, particularly in densely popu­
lated districts, is attended with adund- 
ant and intensive feeding, the supply of 
wool from mutton Sheep has become 
quite large from this kind of feeding. 
The result is that the whole supply of 
wool has become very large and general 
prices have suffered a marked decline. 
It is a well recognized economic law 
that when the supply of a commodity 
is small the poorer grades will take . on 
an enhanced and unmerited value rela­
tive to the higher grades, 
wise when the supply of a commodity is 
large the greater margin of profit lies 
with the top grades, and the lower 
grades are a drug. From this view Mer­
ino wools should yield a return quite 
high, relative to the return yielded for 

^medium and coarse wools, which is 
doubtless the case. But as economy in 
use has a good deal to do with choice 
And fashion and the supply of coarse 
'and medium wools is large and their use 
is consequently economical, their in­
crease has pulled down the price of fine 
Wools, for it has limited and' narrowed 
the demand and it is the wool men who 
have suffered by the transformation of 
the sheep business. The realization of 

1 the change is evidenced in a change of 
ideas among the breeders of wool sheep 
-and the tendency is to produce a “wool- 
mutton” Merino, or a smooth-bodied, 
broad set, “modern type”-sheep, accord­
ing to advertisements. It is the ones 
who are susceptible to these well-defined 
tendencies who will continue to succeed, 

*sF®f success does not mean a blind adher­
ence to special type. We cannot wisely 
separate our ideal from the public ideal 
—from use, economy or even fashion. 

The signs of the times do not favor or 
indicate a reversion from the mutton 
ideal. Sheep aie judged by some to 
belong to the simple, primitive, pastoral 
Stage of agriculture. The continued at­
tention to mutton growing in densely 
populated Britain shows that the sheep 
business is equally well saited' to the 
highest conditions of agriculture. Its 
preservation in Britain must be the evi­
dence of its being a profitable industry, 
followed for the production of an econo­
mical food for all classes. Neither are 
we to anticipate any decline of the mut­
ton industry from choice or fashion. 
The fast-growing qualities and early 
maturity of the sheep makes it the best 
fitted of any of the meat animals to an­
swer and supply the demand for young 
and tender meats. It seems reasonable

on the whole to conclude that mutton 
sheepsre likely to always be good stuff, 
and that wool is likely to become more 
and more a by-product, always a vulner­
able supplement to sheep Returns, but 
the production of which in itself is 
likely to give constantly diminishing re­
turns.—Ranch and Range.

rame whether her pain is caused by a 
piece of wire piercing the wall of her 
stomach from the inside or if it is from a 
boot toe, or milking stool, trying to do the 
same thing from the outside. It makes 
SO "articular difference to her whether she 
is uncomfortable from a fever, lack of 
bedding, or non-grooming.

To her owner, however, It does make a 
serious difference In many or nearly all 
cases what the troubles of the cow arc. 
This Is especially true of those Illnesses 
that affect the milk producing qualities 
of the cow, in which the milk secreting 
gland, the udder, may or may not be di­
rectly Involved. I wish to limit myself 
to some of the diseases affecting the 
udder.

INFLAMMATION OF THE UDDER.
The first one Is mammltis or inflamma­

tion of the ndder. This is one of the very 
common ones that yon all have to deal with 
to a greater or lees extent. It exists In 
two forms—the simple and the contagious. 
The former you will see much more often 
than the latter. It Is due to either Inter­
nal or external causes. Some of the 
ternal are Injuries to the adder by wounds 
blows and kicks, or being tramped on by 
other cows; the ndder resting, on 
stones or Icy surfaces. The Internal causes 
are non-milking, the Introduction of var­
ions unclean foreign Instruments, each as 
nails, darning needles, milking tubes or 
sharpened sticks of wood of bacteria Into 
the milk sinuses. Inflamatlon may also 
follow the congestion of the adder, which 
quite often occurs after parturition.

The symptoms will vary according to 
the stage of the disease; probably the first 
you will notice Is the local inflammation, 
which is recognized by the heat, swelling 
and hardness of one or more quarters of 
the adder. You will have missed the earli­
est symptoms sach as fits of shivering, 
slight fever and loss of appetite. However

A MOUNTAIN LION EXPERIENCE.
From Forest and Stream.

I had e tarnish episode with a 
mountain lion in the Sierra Madrés four 
years ago. We had gone part of the way 
up Wilson's trail and were camping for 
a couple of weeks. There was a small 
two-roomed frame house with a 
gallery along the front, and at 
one end I put up my tent, in 
which two of us slept, while my 
daughter and little five year-old boy had 
cots in the living room of the house. The 
weather was very warm and as the win­
dows were covered (except one) with 
heavy wire netting, she only closed the 
doors at night, while we slept with the 
flaps open.

I had been told that a pair of lions had 
been recently seen near there but that 
didn’t trouble any of us. One day my 
daughter went down to the village to be 
gone till the next afternoon, leaving the 
little fellow to sleep in the house alone. 
Somehow that unguarded window was 
left open and I was awakened by a crash 
of falling tinware in the kitchen. I dash­
ed into the house, and all I could find 
was some tin plates and cups on the 
floor. I had no light except some 
matches, so couldn’t see very well, but, 
fearing the youngster might be fright­
ened if he found himself alone, I gather­
ed him up and carried him into the tent 
where I soon fell asleep.

Before long I heard another rattle-to- 
bang in the kitchen, and made a rush, 
catching up my hunting knife, and that 
time I heard a coft thump as an animal 
of some kind jumped out of the window. 
Procuring a light from a candle in the 
tent, I discovered as before, tin things all 
over the floor, and a leg of mutton gone 
from the kitchen, that had just been sent 
up. I at once surmised that a lion had 
been there but in making his exit the 
first time he must have almost jumped 
over the baby. Fortunately he preferred 
dead mutton to live kid, or there would 
have been serious trouble in the camp.

The next day when my daughter came 
back I told her of our visitor, and she ex­
pressed some objection to sleeping in the 
shack by herself, but as I closed up the 
open window and told her the beast could 
get in no other way, she was at length 
satisfied. Besides, I didn’t believe it 
would come back, and wasn’t sure that it 
was a lion anyhow.

Well, that night was dark as pitch, 
but I laid my rifle handy and would 
have stayed awake had it been possible 
to see. About midnight I heard a scream 
and rushed out, but a frightened girl was 
all I found. iShe said that she had been 
unable to sleep, and lay on her cot for 
hours. All at once she heard the floor of 
the gallery creak, and some heavy, soft- 
footed animal walking up and down, 
occasionally giving a sniff; she lay still, 
hoping I was awake and would hear It, 
but when it presently reared and putting 
its paws on the wire netting looked in 
the room, her nerves gave way and she 
screamed. She had a good look at it, as 
its head was against the sky, and it was 
undoubtedly a mountain lion. I after­
ward made a pointer dog stand up on her 
hind legs Under the window, but a person 
inside could not see her head over the 
window sill.

The next night I was resolved to get a 
shot. There was no moon, so we all 
moved into the house, and before turning 
in I fried a bit of bacon and carried the 
pan outside the house in order that the 
smell might float around, then spilled a 
trail of hot grease along the gallery up 
to the window, and hung what was left 
of the meat inside the netting. I then 
made a bed for myself on the floor so I 
could see the head of any animal against 
the sky.

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The steamer Islander was the last 
vessel to sail under the old rates and 
the first to sail under the new rates She 
carried passengers at the $10 rate and 
at the $25 rate, those booking yesterday 
having been charged the higher fare, 
while those who had already booked 
their passages were taken at the old 
rate. There are a few tickets sold for 
the Danube at the old rate, but those 
how booking will be charged the higher 
figure. The last steamer of Dodwell & 
Company’s line to sail was the City of 
Seattle, wBich left Vancouver on 
Thursday, and she will be the last ves­
sel flying the Dodwell flag to enter Van­
couver. The Pacific Coast SS. Company 
will have their steamer City of Topeka 
call regularly at Vancouver both up and 
down, and the Spokane and Cottage 
CSty will make regular calls at Victoria, 
both up and do<wn. The Alaska Steam­
ship Company’s vessels will not call at 
Vancouver, nor will the steamer Hum­
boldt, when she returns to the Skagway 
route on her arrival from Gape (Nome. 
The State of California, which has also 
been sent to Nome, will in all probabil­
ity go into Vancouver, as will the City 
of Topeka, when she completed her voy­
age.

Thus the C. P. N. Company have 
won their battle. All the companies in­
terested lost considerably during the 
period of cut rates, and are glad that 
the war is over. In their demand that 
the Sound steamers either cut out their 
calls at Victoria and Vancouver, bound 
np, or call down as well, and bring the 
business bound to the British Columbia 
cities to them, the Ç. P. N. Company 
are considered to have acted in the best 
interests of the province, for with the 
geographical disadvantages and very 
one-sided customs arrangements which 
prevailed, they were forced to the move 
in order to protect not only the province, 
but their own trade. The United States 
steamers in the service can, load Unit­
ed States freight and Canadian as well, 
while the 'British Columbia steamers 
are unable to handle a pound of Unit­
ed States freight. Through the cus­
toms arrangements which permit of the 
United States vessels entering a Cana­
dian port and carrying the Canadian 
freight for the Canadian interior to 
Skagway in bond, while not only is the 
Canadian vessel not permitted to go to 
Seattle or any other United States port 
to load freight for Skagway,.but neith- 

United States freight be carried 
through to Vancouver by rail or to Vic­
toria by steamer to be loaded on the 
Canadian vessels. Verily a one-sided ar­
rangement! While the C. P. N. steamers 
have under these circumstances been 
able to secure only the Canadian freight 
for the north, the United States steam­
ers conld not only load cargoes of Unit­
ed States freight, but could come into 
the Canadian ports and compete with 
the Canadian steamers for the carriage 
of Canadian freight. Therefore when 
the customs arrangements offered no 
protection, and of this decision was be- 
cluded to make their own laws for their 
protection, and of this decision was ge- 
gat the ultimatum which gave birth to 
the just-ended rate war.
