The Paris Figaro states Eogland’s de-
.cigion mot to pgrmit the Congo-conference

to establish an international commission
for the regulation of the Niger was inti-
mated at the first seesion of the confer-
ence. The British delegate declared in
explanation that the commerce of the Niger
was' exclusively British, and the tribes in
-the Niger delta were under British protec-
tion. England, he asserted, would pledge
herself ‘to clear the river, regulate navi-
gation and tarow the river open to the
wor'd.

The Tongo committee unanimously

that free trade shall prevail in the
western part of the Congo basia. Woer-
/ymaann, for Germmany, advocated the exten-
sion of the batin to the eastward, but the
.commitiee resolved to favor its extension
both westward and eastward, preserving
the existing rights of sovereignty. The
representatives of English mercantile
houses believe English trade will be largely
benefittod by the adoption of the free trade
principie,

At @ meeting of the Congo committee
to-dryy Anderson, English delegate, sup-
portied the views of Stanley upon the ques-
tiun of the boundaries of the Congo basin.
<he Portuguese experts opposed it.

Loxpox, Nov, 24 —Granville is in con-
stant communication with Malet, Eoglish
delegate to the Congo conference.

The first public meeting of the Toronto
Sanitary association was held last night in
the public hall of the education depart-
ment, a good and select audieace being
present to hear the
the’ president, Henry Langley.
those who put in an appearance were Hon,
G, W. Ross, Senator Allan, Drs. Geikie,
Cauniff, Cassidy, Bryce, Oldright, Pyne,
O'Reiily and Covernton, Messrs. R. B.
Hamilton, Allan Macdougall, J. Edwards,
John Ritchie, ete. The chair was taken
by the minister of education, who, after a
brief explanation, introduced Mr, Langley,
to deliver his inaugural address.

Mr. Langley set out with & brief history
of the association; whose exietence 1s due
largely to the labors of the provincial
board of health, He then dwelt at some
length on the general importance of a@he
j f sanitation, to which increasing
id in other lands be-
sides our own, and ended with & lucid de-
scription of  the objects of the
asseciation, amongst Which are the
promotion of the best means of
disposing of sewage, securing proper
plumbing, etc. He outlined the program
of the association for the coming winter,
which will be a monthly meeting with
papers and discussion.
Dr. Covernton moved & regolutlon con-
demning the prevalent practice of filling
up hollow places with animal and vegetable
refuse, specifying such spots as tannery
hollow, the ravine at the head of Murray
street, the bed of the garrison creek, etc.
The doctor supported his resolution with
an able and interesting speech, in the
course of which he expressed his belief that
a few months hence we will_bave an epi-
demic of cholera, and urged the necessity
of preparing for it at once. Both in reso-
lution and in speech he urged strongly the
purchase of destructors for the combustion
of filth, instancing the fact that Winnipeg
hae had onein operation for two years.
Senator Allan seconded the resolution,
and in a brief speech referred to the pre-
vailing sources of pollution in the city, in-
clading the dumping of refuse on vacant
lots, the pollution of the bay and the accu-
mulation of filth in lanes and back streets.
The motion was carried unanimously.
Mr. Macdougall, at the invitation of the
chair, explained that one of the chief ob-
jects of the association was to arouse an
interest in the subject amongst the house-
holders of the city, With this in view it
is provided in the constitution.: that on
payment of a fee of §1 a year any person
may b iate bers.
Mr. Paull moved & resolution condemn-
ing the use of pan-closets and the imper-
fect ventilation of sewers by means ot soil
pipes.
Dr. Cassidy seconded the resolution,
dwelling chiefly on the necessity of over-
head ventilation of sewers and the necos-
sity of thorough inspection of plumbing.
Mr. Macdougall gave a serio-comic illus-
tration of the need of inspection in the
shape of the top of & ventilation pipe
which was completely cut off by a piece of
sheet irom.
J. J. Withrow described graphically
some of the filths of the city, but warned
the association not to ask for too costly
remedies, or they would be able to effect
little in the way of reform.
De, Oldright explained briefly the scope
of the public health act of 1884, and gave
a number of illustrations of fatalities aris-
ing from defective drains and untrapped
pipes.

‘After some remarks from other speakers
the motion was declared carried.

Mr. Currie moved & resolution calling
for the appointment of sanitary inspectors
by the city conncil, and supported it with
some practical remarks.

John Ritehie, sr., seconded the resolu-
tion, contending that the style of closet
had less to do with the mischief than the
manner_ofifitting them up.

This motion also was carried unanim-
ously.

The ehairman announced the programs

of the monthiy meetings for the 80
far as they have yet been arranged.
On motion of Dr. Canniff, seconded by
Dr. Oldright, a cordial vote of thanks was
tendered to the minister of education for
the use of the hall and for his presence in
the chair.

A Howling Meeting of the Board of
Trade—Confederation Not a Success—
Petition to the Dominion Government,

8r. Joux, N.B., Nov, 24.—The proposed
treaty between Spain, the West Indies and
the United States excites great interest
among ship owners and others here. At a
meeting of the board of trade to-day S. 8.
Hall said if this treaty is consummated it
will deprive the people of these provinces of
a large amount of trade. In fact it will shut
them out altogether. W.Wallace Turnbull,
said the most practical thing to do would
be to get ug a petition to the imperial gov-
ernment asking to be allowed to annex our-
selves to the United States. John V.,
Ellis, M.P.P., said colonial connection,
once & benéfit, was now a great disadvant-
age tous. He urged that the board seek
for free commercial intercourse with the
United States. Simeon Jones, ex-mayor,
said the uniom with Quebec and Ontario
has not been & suscess. He suggested that
the chief platform for the local government
to consider next session would be the best
means of establishing reciprocal relations
with the United States, even if we have to
annex ourselves to it to obtain them,

The following resolution was carried :
Resolved that the president of the board
be requested to ask the co-operation of the
Halifax, Quebec and Montreal and Char-
lottetown boards of trade and chambers of
commerce in petitioning the dominion gov-
ernment to at once take active steps
towards securing a reciprocity treaty
with the British and Spanish West Indies
and that in consideration of the fishery
treaty about expiring the question of reci-
procity with the United States be re-
opened.

Funeral of Edward Gurney, Sr.
Hamrurox, Nov. 24.—The remains of
the late Edward Gurney, sr., were interred
at Burlington cemetery this afternoon,
being followed thither by a very large
cortege, in which were 280 men from To-
ronto. The pall-bearers were Robert Lu-
cas and William H. Belknap, representing
the fonndry of the E. & C. Gurney com-
ny, Hamilton ; Chas.

thing quite out of the common. This was
not the case, Mr. Proctor delivered the
same lecture that he delivered here some
two years ago, and that he has been de-
livering all over the country since then.
The lecture itself is interesting because
all astronomical facts are interesting, but
it contained little that was new fo any or-
dinary reader, and was illustrated by the
stock pictures that are to be found at the
end of any work on astronomy (e. g, Sir
John Herschel’s) with the exoe’)tion of two
or three in pFeot of ‘Mr. Protor’s pet theor-
jes, (one of these from an old geography
and another from Lockyer’s spectra).

Mr, Proctor’s pet theories sre these:
Laplace’s nebular hypothesis is, after all,
merely an hypothesis, and although plaus-
ible, must be supplemented by “the theory
of meteoric growth., That is to say, one
factor in the process of solar birth is in-
crease by meteoric showers. Upon this
Mr. Proctor laid unwarrantable stress.
He only showed growth  in size resulting
from this source in the case of the earth ;
he admitted that only one meteor fell on an
average on each two square miles of the
earth’s surface in each yesr ; he failed to
point out that, even if so minor a process
of growth must be taken into account, it
was one acting very late in the history of
the solar system, and that this meteoric
dust must bave itself had a similar origin

A Criticism of Some of His Opinfons as
Expressed

to that of the whole system.

His second point is' that the sun must
pot be considered as the ruler of the sys-

tem called solar, but is merely one of five

rulers, the others being jupiter, saturn,
uranus and neptune,  Belief or disbelief of
doctrine simply depends upon
the meaning attached to the word ruler.
Undoubtedly between these five giants of
the solar system and their planets there is
greatsimilarity: in their size, in their dis-
tances apart, in their relations to their at-
tendant satellites, and in their relative
ages. Mr. Proctor’s theory is nothing
more than an elaboration of this similarity.
However, to those unacquainted with the
rudiments of astronomy no doubt the les
ture was very entertaining, and perhaps
in a science out of which, as has been said
of holy writ, no end of plausible theories
can be evolved, the lecturer deserves
praise for attempting to extract some new

ones,

To-night Mr. Proctor lectures upon the

Great Pyramid. Anyone to whom the names
of Vyse, Casey, Rowbottom, Piszzi Smyth
(and Dr. Wild) are familiar,and who,there-
fore, know something of the multitudinous
theories that have been aired about the
internal economy of this mysterious struc-
ture, the hobby-horse of so many astrono-
mers, will be curious to know Mr. Proc-
tor's views on the subjeat. For ourselves,
we agree with (eorge Augusius Sala in
thinking it merely a “brutal monument of
bricken mystery.”

Some of our centemporaries have already
made up their minds that Sir Jobn’s bay-
ing accepted the honor of G.C. B. means
that he is about to betray the imterests of
Canada to the English free traders. The
Telegram is sure that when next he goes to
Washington to make a new fishery treaty
it will be England he will represent,rather
than Canada; and the News says that
he will of oeurse feel ocompelled
to let @anada’s npational policy “‘slide”
in order to please his English
friends, It will -be time enough to find
fault with Sir John on this score when the
charges indicated are sustained by some-
thing like proef. What he has done so
far tells exactly the other way. About
five years ago he met with perhaps the

- most influential deputation of English
manufacturers that ever addressed any
Canadian statesman., Their business was
te protest against the Canadian tariff of
1879 as hostile te their interests, and to
ask that it be modified. In reply he
went stra ght to the point, and told them
in very plain English that this tariff of
ours was framed to suit Canadian inter-
ests, and not those of any other country
whatever—not even of the mother country
herself. Such was Sir John’s position in
1879, and it is most unlikely that in this
important matter he has changed his views,
I is true enough that Canada’s national
trade policy, and her national railway
policy, tco, liave aroused bitter hostility
on the park of some very influential people
in Epgland. But let the Telegram and
the News point out, if they can, where
and when Sir John has given the slighest
indication of flinching on either.

Artemus Ward was willing te sacrifice
all his wife’s relations in erder to save his
country ; and our kin beyond the seajare
equally willing to sacrifice almost any Ca-
nadian interest in order to make their
peace with our republican neighbors. This
tendency en their part was especially
marked in 1871, when the treaty of Wash-
ington was being negetiated.

Philistines, in either
London or Washington,

’l‘h} Proper Future of the Telephone.

The telephone ought to be an adjunct to
the postofice. 1t cannot supersede it, but
much that is now done thtough the postal
service will be done through the telephone.
When we shall have a thoroughly efficient
telephonic system connecting varfous
towns; whenr, if not by a through wire, at
all events by stages, as it were, we shall be
able to converse audibly from, say Quebec
to British Columbia, we can naturally
expect that a large majority of the commu-
nications new transported postally will be
conveyed telephonically.

80 enormous and wso intricate a system,
however, it will be impossible to carry on
by means of separate companies. In no
undertaking would a variety of conflicting
interests be more injurious to the public
good. In short a system so carried on
would be ineflicient to a degree.

The other alternative would seem to be
a monopoly company. Buf of two evils
this perhaps would be the worse,

There is left one remedy,and that the best
possible, viz : that the government should
undertake the censtruction and carrying
on of a theroughly eflicient system of tels-
phony. It could be done profitably. The
telephone is becoming daily of more gen-
eral use, and the absence of private mo-
nopoly or antagonistic interests would .
etill more conduce to increasing its lucra-
tiveness. Without doubt a government
telephouic service like the postal service,
the telegraph service in England, and the
state railways in @Germany, would soon
add’an appreciable sum to the public reve-
nues.

If euch is to be the proper future of the
telephone, however, the sooner the state
makes itself possessed of it the better,
while as yet the plant and the pries for
prospective profits are inexpensive,

Quackery has reached & point beyond
which at last it can no further go, A
French homeopathic physician advertises
to cure all the human passions, such as
envy, hatred, malice, ete. He neglects to
state how long it takes him to kill his
patient.

The Mignonette case, recently tried be-
fore Baron Huddleston, centained a ques-
tion of law novel to KEnglish judges, viz.:
Whether cannibalism under stress of starv-
ation is justifiable hemicide. It will be
remembered that there were three surviv-
ors of that unfortunate vessel, and that one
was sacrificed to save the others, A num-
ber of interesting problems might be
evolved from the circumstances. A similar
case is cited in the American reports,
where the doctrine was laid down that it
is justifiable among sailors in extremis for
one man to be killed to save the rest, but
the victim must be decided by lot, so as to
leave the choice to Providence. The
philosophy of this is, apparently, that the
killing was done in self-defence, and the
person against whom the rest defend them-
selves, as it were, is decided by chance.

Some Harvard students being desirous of
the abolition of compulsory prayers, the
Bosten Mvening Star dryly argues on their
behalf that some of the students are past
praying for, and perhaps it ‘would be just
as well to let the others exercize their own
judgment in the matter. This is a naive
way of saying that the Star advecates non-
seetarian education.

The Chicago News recommends a new
plan of feeding cattle to farmers and stock
breeders. The RStates export a large
amount of molasses or syrup yearly, chiefly
to England, where it is principally used
for cattle feeding. There being a rcbate,
the price obtained for it iz about the rame
as it would fetoh at home., Therefore, the
News says, it would be far more profitable
to use this product in the rame way as is
done in England, and, by turning it into
beef or pork to ‘‘send it abroad in a more
finished state.”

IMPRESSIONS OF THE NORTH WEST.
The Postmaster-General Thiaks it a Great
Country With a Great Future.

Hon. John Carling, postmaster-general,
made his first vigit to the Northwest re-
cently, in company with Hon. John Pope
and others, This being Mr, Carling’s first
visit o the new country, he was naturally
very much struck with what ke saw in the
course of his journey -to the end of the
track, over a thousand miles west of Win-
nipeg. We condense from the report of an
interview with him published in the Lon-
doz Free Press:

The track of the railway, he says, isin
solid condition, and although only recently
coustructed is in a great measure equal to
some of our bee$ railways. In passing
over it our train in eome parts ran at the
rate of from filty to sixty miles an hour,
the cars moving along smoocthly and with
scarcely any perceptible jar., The road-
bed is most solidly laid, and is very level,
besides which the stations all along the
line are comfortable and conve t.
the prairie there are very few cur
read being almost an air line, The grades
are all easy except in one place, which is
at the Kicking Horse pass, where
the road crosses the Rocky moun
tains, Here a temporary track has been
laid down with & grade of pearly
200 feet, but when the tunnel has been
comp'eted through the pass and the per-
manent traci is put down the grade wiil
be reduced to nearly 100 feet ; and this
grade extends for only four miies. Through-
out the whole length of the line, from the
city of Montreal to Port Mocdy, on the
Pacific coast, the grade will not—with the
exception of the twenty-five miles through
the Rocky and Selkirk mountains—=in any
place be over fiity feet to the mile—a very
moderate elevation, indeed. No fear
whatever is entertained of snow blockades
at the pase. The rapidity with which con-
struction has been pushed has never been
equalled on any railway in Canada, and ie
really wonderful.. An army of men is en-
gaged on the work, the very best improved
machinery and appliances of all kinds are
used, and all under the eye of thoroughly
competent engineers.

The road is graded throughout its entire
length, with the exception of some 250
miles—part of this stretch being north of
Lake Superior and part of it between the
Columbia. river and Kamloops, It is con-
fidently expected thav the whole line will
be completed so that trains can be run
from Montreal to Port Mocdy by Oct. 1,
1855, All the permanent bridges are most
subatantially constructed of iron, with
stone abutments, and the road-bed is solid
as a floor. Between Port Arthur and the
end of the track thers are now no less
then 150 loconotives and 4000 care, and
the total force of men employed by the
company is abcut 10,600. The car works
at Winnipeg alone employ between 700 and
800 men. The arrangements for supplying
the sub contractors and their men with
everything requircd are on a large scale,
and very complete throughout,

The country between Nepigon and Rat
Portage would not, so far az we could
judge, be suitable for purposss of agricul-
ture, but as though to compeneate for this
it possesses immense mineral resoarces.
Nature is said to have lavished her stores
hers, eud gold, eilver and copper have been
dizcovered, leaving no doubt s to the rich-
ress of the district.

Good

coal ffom the Saskatchewan, in the vicinity

of Medicine Hat, is now being delivered

along theline at $6 per ton. Itisa very

good article, bituminous in character, and

I was told by Mr Currie, a merchant at

Swift Current, that he believes it to be

nearly as good as Pittsburg soft coal, Then

in the mountains and in districts away

from the prairie there is abundance of good

timber to supply future wants,

I learned, says Mr. Carling, that the
climate is well liked by those who have
settled in the country. In the summer the
weather is very pleasant, the days being
warm and the nights cool. Although the
thermometer shows in winter a greater de-
gree of actual cold than in Ontario, men
who have had experience inform me that
it is not so much felt, the reason ot this
being that 'the atmosphere is less moist
than in Ontario and the temperature
more steady. It is stated that scarcely
any difficulty is experienced in wintering
stock, and that horses can be kept out of
doors, having no trouble to subsist on the
prairie grass, With regard to facilities
for handling the grain, there have been
constructed or are now being built at Port
Arthur and Fort William mammoth ele-
vators having a capacity of from 1,500,000
to 2,000,000, and in theze the grain can be
stored for shipment by boat. From' these
different points the company run three
large steamers to Owen Sound and make
connection with their own line at the latter
place,

Settlement, he observes, is not being
eitected as rapidly as it should be, but this
is no doubt attributable to the malicious
falsehoods that have been circulated
thronghout Ontsrio and Great Britain de-
geribing the country as utterly barren and
the climate as a most frigid one, The mile
belt has been thrown open, and this will no
doubt encourage settlement still further.
He believes that Mr. Van Horne is right in
auticipating a large through traffic to fol-
low when firsy class steamship connections
bave been secured on the Atlantic ocean
with the east and on the Pusific ocean with
the west. And he thus concludes :

I believe the prospects ot the country
aregood. There isa great future before if.
All that is required is an industrious, en-
ergetic class ot zeitlers, something such as
came into the domivion years ago. I have
spoken to many farmers’ sons who went
there from Oataris, and all spoke very
highly of the country. One can ha;dly re-
alize the difficulties that have already been
overcome north of Lake Superior and in
the Rockies. One grand advanfage the
railway possesses is that it is within reach
of frezh water navigation at the head of
our inland lakes, whereby grain can be
shipped direct through the canals and by
sea-going vessels to the leading markets of
the world. The vast mineral resources of
the country will be more thoroughly de-
veloped with the completion of the line ;
its agricultural and other interests will be
fostered and encouraged. It has all the
natural advantages to make it great and
prosperous—they only need to be devel-
oped, and it will become a magnificent
part of our glorious dominion.
