From the Chicago Netcs.

Notwithstanding that American ships in 
the coasting and lake trade are protected 
to the point ot fall prohibition of foreign 
competition, while the coasting trade of 
Great Britain and a few other countries is 
free to all, there is probably no property 
in the country or the world at present in 
such a condition of deep depression ae that 
comprised in our lake marine.

A convention of those interested therein 
haa been suggested. Owners aver that 
there are altogether too many grain vessels 
in commission, notwithstanding that we 
are in the midst of harvest; that we should 
be on the eve of large shipments of the new 
crop, and the old crop is overflowing our 
public granaries.
