The Germs of Typhold.

Dr. H. H, Wright, 275 Sherbourne-strées,
said to The World yesterday : *‘Privies are
one of the most fertile sources ‘of dissemina.’
sion of typheid and other diseases, Typhoid
is caused by germs which paes through the
body. Those germs are indestructible by any
agency known : at present except fice. They
m{ be buried for a long time, and it dug up
will cause typhoid. If they dry up asdust
and are wn about by the wind
they will cause typhoid. These germs cause
typhoid through wells into which they filter,
through stagnant water, or n any way in
which they reach the body. Now, privies in
themselves are most unhealthy. People living
in bouses where privies are used or whose
houses are near privies are far more liable to
be attacked :nh typhoid, smallpox or other

are no differences, such as the abolition of the
privy.

Expericnce with Typhold Cases.

Qoroner Dr. J. T. Duncan, 324 Parliament-
street, says: I bave had numerous typhoid
fever cases this season, bus only a few of diph-
theria. The typhoid cases are invariably
frem houses with privies. do nmot
think I have had a case this sea-
son except from such bouses, When
typhoid attacks a patiens there is
no reason ftor it attacking any one else in

. ‘the same house, or elsewhere, if only proper

recautions are taken. Up to the present I
g-ven-ur bad two éases of it in one family,
owing to the care with which my instructions
were carried ont. The immediate destruction
of ull excreéta is an absolute necessity in all
sy?Imid cases.

marck by degrees, and being more and more
Bis own adviser. But both are ab one as to
she necossity of keeping Germauy under
military rile.

Proposed Coal Cembination in Cape Breton

HavLPAX, Sept. 26.—A scheme is on foot
for the investment of several millions: of
dollars of American capital in Cape Breton.
Rufus Hatch, the banker, and a Mr, Both-
well of ‘New York city, are now looking
into the project and making negotiations,
The scheme is to buy-up and consolidate all
the coal mines in that part of the country,
Ten mines, all owned and worked by differ-
ent companies with English or local capital,
have been trying to cut each other’s throats,
Prices have been ruinously low, and the
total output of the ten mines last year was
only about 400,000 tons, while from a single
mine in another part of the province 600,000
tons were taken and sold. . There are three
coal mining districts: in Nova . Scotia—the
Cumberland county, Pictou county and
Cape Breton areas. The two former are
under single management, and would be
able fto make all reasonable competition
against the proposed trustin Cape Breton in
case the scheme is effected. It is said that
the majority of the mines have made propo-
sitions of sale and that Messrs. Hatch and
Bothwell will soon return to New York to
report.

Proposed Coal Combination in Cape Breton

Harirax, Sept. 26.—A scheme is on foot
for the investment of several millions: of
dollars of American capital in Cape Breton.
Rufus Hatch, the banker, and a Mr., Both-
well of ‘New York .city, are now looking
into the project and making negotiations.
The scheme is to buy-up and  consolidate all
the coal mines in that part of the country,
Ten mines, all owned ‘and worked by differ-
ent companies with English or local capital,
have been trying to cut each other’s throats,
Prices have been ruinously low, and the
total output of the ten mines last year was
only about 400,000 tans, while from a single
mine in:another part of the province 600,000
tons were taken and sold.  There ‘are three
coal mining districts' in Nova Scotia—the
Cumberland - connty, Pictou county and
Cape Breton areas. The two former are
under single management, and would be
able to make 'all reasonable competition
against the proposed trustin Cape Breton in
case the scheme is effeeted. It is said that
the majority of the mines have made propo-
sitions of sale and ‘that Messrs. Hatch and
Bothwell will soon return to New- York to
report. .
