A CALLOUS MURDERER.

Wise Glories In the K.U1W of HU Ship­
mate Salter.

London, Nov. 18.—Wise, the boy mur­
derer, was present to-day at the coroner’s 

the body of his victim, Salter, 
that confirmed the 

belief of those who have watched the case 
that he is a moral monstrosity. He 
chuckled and rubbed his hands with plea­
sure as the witnesses told the circumstances 
of the murder; how lie had pushed young 
Salter over the cliff; how he had laughed at 
his victim’s sufferings and how he had after­
wards threatened to kill his other com­
panion, the boy Groom.

Lieutenant Mills testified that Wise, after 
relating the facts of the Salter murder, had 
confessed that he had strangled a boy in the 
Catholic school at Guildford last July and 
buried his body in the woods back of the 
school. Wise was wonderfully calm while 
telling of his crimes, but when witness 
visited him again three hours afterwards a 
complete change had come over the boy’s 
appearance, and he’looked like a ferocious 
maniac, with glittering eyes and sinister 
pression of countenance.

After hearing further evidence, the 
coron er committed W'ise for trial, on a charge 
of wilful murder, at the Dorset Assizes, now 
in session.

AT THE ASSIZES.

Suit Against the Old Street Railway Com­
pany-Heavy Damages Claimed.

A suit for 920,000 against the old street 
railway company is being urged by Wil­
liam Osgood by at the assizes. He is 
manager of The Canadian Queon, and part 
of the damage claimed is owing to the de­
crease in the earnings of the paper.

Many Years.

Boston, Mass., Nov. 18.—Dr. Ira Rich­
mond has been arrested at Brocton on a 
charge of bigamy. Richmond, or Ira But­
ler, which is his true name, ie a native of 
Smith’s Falls, Ont., where he practised for 
years as a dentist. In 1883 he arrived at 
Lockport, N.Y. He claimed to be a physi­
cian and a graduate of the New York 
Medical University. He looked like a 
kindly, benevolent old man, when in reality 
he was a villain. He married a widow 
here by the name of Sarah Platts and 
opened a sanitarium. They quarreled soon 
and parted. It was part of his scheme 
to get hold of some riçh widow and when 
her money had become his to cast her off. 
In the spring of 1885 Lizzie Cook died under 
suspicious circumstances. She was buried 
in the morning, Dr. Richmond attending 
the funeral and joining in great reverence 
in the prayers and hymns. In the afternoon 
of the same day Coroner T. B. Cosfond ex­
humed the body, and the examination 
showed that she died from malpractice. 
Dr. Richmond was arrested, indicted for 
manslaughter, tried and convicted. He 
was sentenced to Auburn Prisoh fer 1C 
years. His wife and daughter came here 
irom Smith’s Falls, Ont., and identified 
him by his right title, Ira Butler. He ap­
peared in Green bush after his release from 
prison, and then he began to work his widow 
racket again, but was foiled by the 
Y.M.C.A., who sent to Lockport for facts 
concerning him. Chief Molyneux sent on 
hie picture and a full account of his per­
formances. This was about two years ago 
and no trace has been heard of him until 
his arrest in Brocton.
