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THUNDERSTORMS,

Terrific Storms at Chicago, Minneapolis,

St. Paul and District—Great Destruc-

_ tion of Property-Scores of Lives Lost

—Hundreds of Persons Injured—Ter-
rible Scenes. £

MiNNEAPOLIS, June 16.—A special from
Manka to Minneapolis says: e of the
worst disasters that ever visited Southern
Minnesota ocourred between 5 and 6 o’clock
last evening: The terrible funnel-shaped
tornado again swept over the land and laid
waste scores of happy homes and .sent 50
or 60 souls into eternity. [The extent of
sountry devasted was greater than ever be-
fore known in the  history of the state.
Btarting near Jackson in the Southern
Minnesota road, the cyclone moved east-
ward and four miles south of
Minnesota Lake, there took a broad circle
to the south and passed agway south of
Wells. Considerable rain had fallen dur-
ing the afternoon and about 5 o’clock the’
aimosphere became almost . suffocating.

Curiously shaped clouds appeared overthe
southwest and many le gazed in wonder
at the sight. About 5.30 o’clock the wind
rose and the circling black cloud was seen
sdvancing and tearing asunder everything
In its course.

Most of
the damage was done ' in the country, and
the full extent of the disaster is not half
known. i

It-is impossible at present to get a list of
those killed ‘or injured. Probably not less
than 100 persons were wounded.

Bridges and Houses Washed Away.

MiILwAUKEE, June 16.—A cloudburst oc-
curred in the western part of the state last
night doing great damage. At Boscobel
five bridges were carried away.. The water
rose 11 feet in Turtle River in a few
minutes.

Everybody
with the exception of three men were
thrown to the ground, but all were unin-
jured except. those named. The bolt did

Prof. Saunders, executive eommissioner
of the World’s Columbia  Exposition, has
returned from the east. - He had a confer-
ence in Fredericton with the Government
of New Brunswick, but no promise of any
active co-operation on the part of the Local
Goyernment of that province has yet
been given.

The commissioner
also visited New York and Philadelphia,
where he selected a very large number of
suitable bottles and show jars as containers
for the exhibjj of grain and fruits from
Canada. MrfA. H. Pettit, who has been
chosen by the Ontario Government to look
after- the fruit exhibit of that province,
was with Mr. Saunders in Philadelphiazand
New York, when a selection was made
of suitable show jars for the fruits of
Ontario. A circular will be issued by the
Executive Commissioners at once, giving
the necessary directions for the preserva-
tion of the more . perishable frujts. Tt is
e téd that the fruit display of Canada
will be very attractive and complete.

Immigration to the Northwest.

The experiment of sending immigration
agents into localities in the United States
where numbers of Canadians have settled
with a view to calling their attention to
the advantages of the adian Northwest
is proving very successful, and not only has
there been a large number of immigrants
from the United States to Manitaba and
the Northwest this season, but this number

romises to be largely augmented in the

uture. One of the agenta:g,the Deparvment
of the Intecior, writing from Chesaring,
%ich. ,where he has been three weeks,says on
is subject: ‘I have had about 100 per-
sous call, who represent a numberof friends
and large families. The farms asa rule are
small; 20, 40, 60and. 80 acres are the aver-
age size. And a number of these are on
low lands and not of good quality. This
country is & good poiut for our work, and
once we have the confidenice of the families
there will be no difficulty to get a large im-
migration. The feeling is daily growing
in favor of going, but many who” are here,
through false reports of agents, are very
cautious in accepting the truthfulness ot
what they are told or what is contained in
pamphlets. I find many through the coun-
try have been in South {)nkotn and Kansas.
The persons that will leave the country are
nearly all Canadians. A number of German
Lutherans are also anxious to leave; they
are in the township of Marion, where the
land is rough and very poor soil. 1am
satisfied from what I have seen of the peo-
ple at least one-third are Canadians, about
one-third Germans and the balance are
Americans-born and Irish, The country
here is flooded from the: rains, which have
been continuous for the last two months,
and one-half of the farm lands will not be
seeded. I find, pricing implemients that we
in Ontario have been quite as cheap; bind-
ing twine is about the same. Four quali-
ties are sold, from 8 to 14 cents.”

Mr. ‘John 8. Hall, Secretary of the In-
terior, leaves to-morrow on a trip to King-
ston, Toronto Hamilton and ndon to
close up the immigration offices at these
places. As already stated, all the immi-
gration offices except ocean ports will be
closed, and in future emigrants will be
looked after by the Dominion land agents.

When
he left her s. Tupper and the children
went to Halifax for the summer, but he has
now cabled to Mrs. Tuf)per to join him in
England, and she will probably sail from
Halifax on Saturday.

The reports of the British tenant farmer
delegates, Messrs. ‘McQueen and Danly,
which have been presented to Parliament
and about which so much has been heard in
the press, speak in very favorable terms of
the Maritime Provinces. They, however,
came to the conclusion'that free trade with
the United States was desirable. Mr. Mec-
Queen goes so far as to say that he could
not recommend the country to int,andinﬁ
emigrants until such time as unrestricte
reciprocity was adopted between Canada
and the States.

Deceased was 4 peculiar character and fs
believed to have been insane, Some time
ago he received a touch of‘ sunstroke, which
was followed by an attack of brain fever.
Since then his mind has been uusound. For
a long time he has been - out of  work, and.
this also may have prompted him to commit
the rash act.

DROWNED IN ASHBRIDGE'S BAY

A Little Schoolboy Meets With a Sad

Young Madden, who was
in the first load, went into the water with
some other bog and was drowned when the
teacher came back. His body has not yet
been recovered.

Fatal Storm Near Ottawa.

OrTAWA, June 16.—Mr. J. McElroy of
East Templeton with his wife and famil
were seated at dinner when a storm struck
their house, which collapsed. Mr. Me-
Elroy was struck by the falling timbers, his
head crushed in and he was killed instantly.
Mrs. McElroy and one son escaped with
severe bruises, while a daughter was lifted
off her chair and carried by the wind for
more than anacre.

Editor World: 1 bave' carefully read the
reports of the address delivered ‘recently by
the Rev. Dr. Douglas at the Niagara Metho-
dist Conference, reflecting upon Bir John

Thompson.

As o member of the Methodist Church
having great respect for Dr. Douglas, a
venerable minister of that church, I was
deeply pained at the evident lack pt Chris-
tian charity and moderation evince by bim
on that occasion. :

1t was also & matter of deep . regret to ob-
serve Dr. Douglas’ entire misconception of
the public and private life of Sir John
Thompson. The whole terior of his address
shows clearly to me that he was misinformed,
and the inferences he drew’ were based on a
statoment of fects which were in every im-
portant particular totally at variance with
the true state of the case.

I do not yield to any person in my jealous
care to guard the very interests which'l be-
lieve Dr, Douglas “intendéd by his speech to
preserve. At the samo time 1 am free to’say
eandidly that, after nearly two years of in-
timats relations with Sir John Thompsbn, 1
bave aver found him to be a ceurtsous, fair,
liberal-minded gentleman and a statesman of
the highest rank, and I have yet 0 see the
sli%hmst indication on his part to introduce
religious quegtions into politics,

The wrong impressions made upon
many minds by such addresses as that of
Dr. Douglas have given rise to erroneous
opinions concerning Sir dohn Thompson.
These are always dispelled on meeting and
hearing him. Digaified in manner, calm
and temperate in discussion, logical in de-
bate, seldom asserting a position that cannot
fairly be maintained, extreme in nothing,
an enthusiastic laver of Canade and British
connection, he is loved by his friends and re-

cted by all as a statesman worthy of
emulation by Canadian youth.

I trust it will not be considered  presump-
tuous on my part 10 say that in my  judg-
ment the very evils we desire to al{ny are
inflamed by these speeches, and without
desiring to reflecvipon the good intentions
of Dr. Douglas I think that his references to
the Redistribution Bill now beforethe House,
which I and & large contingent of Metho-
dists are supporting, suggest a very strong
polmcal bias and a doubt if Di.
