NEGOTIATIONS BETWEEN CANADA
AND THE UNITED STATES.

A Full Report Asked For—ItHas Gone
To Downing-Street First — Laurier
Thinks . There Was a Protocol—No
More Tarlff Debates Till the Govern-
ment Policy Is Announced,

Orrawa, Feb. 6.—To-day’s session of
the House was a short one, adjournment
taking place at 6 o’clock, but guite a good
deal of useful business was done in the way
“of answering questions and passing motions
for papers.

PAYMENTS UNUSUALLY GOCD

AND THRE PERCENTAGE OF RE-
NEWALS LOWER THAN USUAL.

Prospects Bright for an Active Spring
Trade—The Wholesalers Weill
Batisfled With the Remittances Due on
Feb. 4—Everything Passed Off Quiet—
The Country in a Healthy State.

The counting house clerks in our big
drygoods houses were kept busy yesterday
keeping tab on the remittances which kept
flowing in all day long from retailers
throughout the country, Saturday, Feb. 4,
was the day on which netes for' the bulk of
the autumn purchases fell due, but from
causes noted in yesterday’s World most
of the engagements falling due on that day

were tided over till Monday. Feb. 4 is|

one of the big days of the year in
counting houses, but both the March
and April fourths are also important.
Renewed drygoods paper comes in to
maturity and dothingpehonm rec:ge the
bulk of their remittances on those dates.

Feb. 4, which was looked forward to by
merchants and finarcial men with the usual
anxiety, has off quietly. A few
casualties have occarred, but all agree that
the percentage of loss' is small. Befg &
Co., Collingwood; Patterson & Co., Lind-
say, and H. V. Davis, Toronto, are the

rincipal failures reported so far resulting
‘from inability to meet paper maturing on
the 4th.

The wholesale men are, however, well
satisfied.

Payments Have Been Good.

Mr. T. J. Jermyn of W. R. Brock & Co.
said: Payments have been very good with
us. Of course, there is a certain amount ot
ronewals to be made always, but I may say
that the percentage of remewals is lower
than usual. We have not received all of
our returns, but payments so far indi-
cate that this will be a satistactory fourth.

Mr. Donald MacKay said: I think pay-
ments due on Feb. 4 have been met fairly
well. We cannot tell accurately as yet, as
a good many merchants located at dis-
tant points are still to- be heard from.
But from payments received on Sat-
urday and to-day I may . say that
our customers’ notes have been met. in
a manner fully up to expectations. We
had the largest amount of bills due on
Satarday we ever had, and have no reason
to be dissatisfied with the way they have
been met,

Better Than Last Year.

Mr. Stapleton Caldecott, of Caldecott,
Burton & Spence, said: Fourth of Febru-
ar; -4hgagemeuts have been fairly well met:
Ahat is our experience. 1 think, on the
whole, they were met better than on Feb-
ruary 4th last year. I might say that
we are pleased with remittances received
to-day and Saturday, but of course it
will take a few days yet to get complete
returns, ;

Mr. A. W. Grasett of Wyld, Grasett &
Darling said: Payments this tfourth have
been up to expectations. From the fact
Lh:lc the l:mber and other trades have been
active, that payments were good duri
Jannary and that merchants have b::‘l
bny?mmmi. year we enter-
tained the opinion that s large tion
of notes falling'due on Feb. 4 would be met,
and we were not disappointed. We can-
not'tell, of course, what the next few days
will bring forth, but indications so far are
that there will-.be no serious failures,
Fewer Applications For Renewals Than

Usual,

Mr. Fred Kennedy, of Samson, Kennedy
& Co., said: The notes of our customers are
well paid up this 4th, As our trade ex-
tends imostly through Ontario we have
heard either by mail or wire with all of the
retail merchants dealing with us, and have
had fewer applications g)r renewals than on
any previous fourth.

Mr. John Macdonald, of John Macdonald
& Co., saxd: We have received remittances
from most of the retailers in Central Can-
ada, but as the British Columbia and Mani-
toba mails have been delayed we are yet vo
hear from those quarters. Fourth of Febru-
ary payments on the whole are satisfactory.
The greater part of the paper has been
promptly taken up. I may say too that
prospects are bright for an active spring
trade. Our business last week was the
largest in the history of the house,

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The N.P. Is a Permanence.

There are a number of proverbs of . *“‘the
rolling stone gathers no moss” variety.
Men *‘given to change”arc warned against if.
One of the oldest of .stories contains the
prophecy, ‘‘Unstable as water thou shalt
not excel.”

We can understand our friends of the
Opposition being restless; they may well
be excused being anxious for some change
in their conditions, for those could not be
worse. Even Hope, that Campbell tells us
‘“springs eternal in the human breast,”
scems to have left . them to despair. As
Prometheus was ‘‘nailed to a wall of cagle-
baffling mountain,” so they are tied down
to the National Policy, which they cannot
move, nor from the bonds of which can
they escape. No wonder, then, their out-
look is “‘black, wintry, dead,” having “‘no
change, no pause, no hope;” their only re-
lief is to defy a “‘power which seems omni-
potent.”

No wonder Sir Richard Cartwright
fills the air with screams of angry bitter-

ness against the chains of that policy which |

binds him irrevoeably to the Opposition
rock. But those who are free, yet are
restless for radical changes ‘in the . tariff,
seem to us to base their pleajon a inisap.
prehension of its intention, and its justi-
fying principle. - Messrs. Cockburn, Me-
Carthy and O'Brien—who represent the
change for change sake party—have each of
themaffirmed that the Nationai Policy, which
applied protection to Canadian industries,
was demanded, and was granted, because
its provisions were to be merely for a time,
during which these industries would have a
chance of being planted and nurtured into
strength.

When our manufacturing enterprisés be-
cfine established, then, it has been stated,
they ought to be left without protection,
left to die, it they could not sur:
vive the withdrawal of that policy

. which had brought them into being.

It was urged byone critic that the foun-
dation upon avhich the National Policy
was built, the basal argument. urged for its
adoption, was the admission made by J. 8.
Mill, a Free Trader, that it was permissible
to grant such a measure of protection as
might be necessary for the growth of infant
industries into strength.

That statement is a ' fiction which shows
that the history of protection in Canada is
not familiar to the author of it, as he took
no part in that movement. While the
contest was i progress to secure protection
toCanadian industries it was constantly
urged as an answer to Free Trade opponents
that so staunch a one as J. 8. Mill had
approved of that policy being adopted
temporarily. It was shown that a policy
which is allowed to be justifiable for a sea-
son caunot be vicious or unsound in prin-
ciple, therefore that the Free Trade policy,

. and that ot protection, equally stand on

the ground of expedie ncy.

The argument from Mill
ed - on the head the - contention
that protection was vicious and un-
sound in principle, as its opponents affirm-
ed. Bat no advocate of the National Policy
of any prominence or power pleaded for its

knock-

adoption as a mere temporary expedient,

as the above-named speakers have afficmed,
or inferred. : b

Even had they done so, as they fixed no
date for the termination of the protective
system, it is still a question whether the
hypothetical ime has yet arrived when
protection may be safely withdrawo. A
mere handful of critics, who ‘have had mo
practical experience in trade or manufac-
turirg, think such time has arrived. But
their speculative opinions are of no weight
compared to the overwhelming majority of
experts who regard the N.P. to have been
established as a permanency, and to be as
needful to-day as when it was established.

All the sneers then about our “‘infant in-
dustries not growing strong enough to stand
alone,” and Mr. McCarthy’s irrelevant sar-
casm,as to our industries needing to be taken
out of the forcing house and planted outside,
are the outcomeof an entire misappreheasion
about the history of the National Policy
and a non-acquaintance with the arguments
and the facts by which it was made accept-
able to the country. If Mr. McCarthy isa
farmer, like Mr. Muiock, he knows that all
crops in'the open fields are the bstter for
permanent protection by trees and fences.
His simile, therefore, tells against himself,
as none but a fool would shift a once-shel-
tered young plant out into the open without
guarding it in some way from the blast of
trost, or injury by winds or stray cattle, ar,
if fruit-bearing, from thieves.

But this fact bursts the bubble argument
that the N.P. has outlived its time. The
special danger from which our industries aré
now protected is the slaughter market policy
of American manufacturers. If they would
ight fairly we could hold our own and beat
them at certain points, But they will not
allow us to compete with them in their
country, and they wish to prevent us com-
peting with them in our own. They are

ized in trades, and are prepared to
make great sacrifices for a time during
which they would bring our factories to ruin
—if allowed.

The N.P., then, is stilla necessity to
kcep back such ruthless and unscrupulous
yn Canadian enterprises. It is
therefore wisiom, as it is justice also, to
our people for the Government to maintain
the system of protection as a vital necessity
to the industrial life of Canada.

The Chairman did not think that the
knowledge of this fact would materially
alter Mr. McCarthy’s view of the question.
The council could suggest or advise a course
of action for the architect to pursue, but
they could not coerce him into carryingout
their views,

Ald. Hewitt did not see the necessity of
advertising for tenders. He thought the
city had had epongh of contractors, but
when the Mayor queried as to whether Mr.
McCarthy had not advised callinig for ten-
ders the speaker had to acknowledge thav
such was the case.

Atd. McMurrich thought that the archi-
tect ought to go to the court for instruc-
tions as to whether he could proceed with
the work pending the decision of the
courts iu the suit brought by the evicted
contractors. The Mayor and Ald. Frank-
land pointed out that such'a course would
simply lay the council open to ridicule.

Ald. Stewart spoke in favor of completing
the Court House by day labor, or at least
carrying on the work in this manner until
the courts gave a decision in the suit,

The Mayor settled the discussion by in-
troducing a motion expressing confidence in
the architect and advising that in the in-
terests of the city tenders be adversised for
at once for she completion of the work.

This - motion carried, but Ald. Verral,
Hewitt and Stewart recorded their votes
against it.

Ald, George Verral, Jolliffe and Lynd
wers appointed a sub-committee to confer
with the sub-committee from vhe Board of
Health: with a view of placing the collection
of licenses in the hands of the police and
the inspection of food under the direct con-
trol of the Board of Health.

Architect Barke was authorized to adver-
tise for tenders for the completion of the
addition to the registry office. The cost of,

MRS. CHURCH MUST PAY.

The de-
fendant now asked for a non-suit or for a
new trigl, cgntending that there was no
evidence of any enticement on the part of
the defendan®. The court dismissed the
motion, refusing to interfere with the ver-
diet.

The Shade of &' Departed Drl-nu-lcy
Who Murdered His Sweetheart Makes
It Very Xively for a Washington
Landlady avd Wer Badly.Startled
Boarders, o g :

At about daybreak yesterday morning
some spooks began to make serious and di-
rectly overt demonstrations in a well-known
Washington boarding-house, The house 18

a semi-hotel called the Canandaigua, S09.

She returned it
to the proprietress, who placed it in'a place’
of concealment, bup in less . than an hour it
was gone again, add has not as_yet mater-
ialized. A
Another mysterious happening occurred
in the chamber of Miss Minnie Vernon.
She had been called ;to breakfast, but con-
cludéd to turn over and take an early
morning nap, and_while ‘in a doze she re-
ceived a rather viplent thump on the fore-
lfxead, which quickly brought her to her
eet.

The room was devoid.of human presence
and the. door locked, and Miss Vernon
quickly dressed and went to -the dining-
room to relate her experience and to hear
that of Mrs. Kretchmar and a lady guest,
who had also ' been awakened from' their
slumbers by a ghostly slap. . These are .
few of the uncanny hapfenings whick oc-
curred within the walls of the Canandaigua
House yesterday and for some time past.
Mrs. Kretchmar informed the reporter
this afternoon that several weeks ago she
had received a'weird message from spirit-
land through a medium who resides in her
house informing her that a conflagration
would soon occur on her premises. She
says she heeded the warning, and at once
had her furniturc insured. Three days
later flames burst forth on the top floor of
the Canandaigua House, where she had a
large quantity of fursiture stored, and be-
fore they were extinguished by the fire de-
parsment much of her furniture had been
destroyed.

«How do you account far these ghostly
ocenrrences?” was asked Mrs. Kretchmar.
«Tt is all the work of Jim, the medium
tells me,” and then she explained who Jim
was.

#Jim Stump was a

drummer boy in the
Continental” army. He was a native of
Alexandria, Va., and followed the varying
fortunes ot General Washington’s army at
the head of a Vjrginia regiment. Upon the
cessation of hostilities he returned to his
native state and became enamored of one of
the fairest daughters ot the Old Dominion.

“She spurneg his offer and in a fit of jeal-
ousy he murdered her. For this he, was
hanged, and the mediums say he has ever
since been haunting the earth. Lately he
has selected Mrs. Kretchmar as his par-
ticular friend. She addresses him famil-
jarly as ‘Jim,’ and he plays many harmless
pranks in her house. o :

The medium at” the Canandaigua I'Iouse
has a drum, and it is said that often in the
still hours of the nignt Drummer Jim can
be heard faintly beating the old Continental
tatoo or reveille.

in 1831 began for Uncle Sam by making the
seal of the House of tives. The
designer of this seal is unknown, but the
present. device consists of .a circular seal,
uron the face of which stands a  cut of  the-
old National Capitol, and it was to this, as
well as to all the others, that the caster
added the improvément—his own invention
—of a counter seal. - 5
Among the proofs in the son’s possession
are many impressions which  were made
without the counter seal, and the difference
in clearness of outline and gent distinct-
ness of the impressions is very marked. The
eounter geal invented by him was made by
filling in the base of the press with some
soft metal, which would receive the impres-
sion of the seal’ proper. :
With' other noticeable cimens of his
work that made for the Department of the
Interior in 1890, which, by the way, was
the original, is particulaily distioct and
.well executed. It consists of the “‘spread
eagle,” such as is seen on the backs of sil-
ver quarters of to-day, and just within the
margin are the words: ‘“‘Department ot the
Interior.” It is made of steel.. The post-
office seal dates back to early times: and
depicts a mail-carrier on horseback with
the pouches strapped behind the saddle.
This was Benjamin Franklin’s old wood cut,
and in 1849 Mr. Stabler made the seal now
in.use, which is but slightly different.
The seals of the War .and Navy Depart-
ments are almost identically alike, and con-
sist of a lot of military trophies, surmount-
ed by a Phrygian c-g with coiled serpent,
the whole being flanked by a musket and
spear, These are also of steel and bear the
inscription, *‘Board of Warand Ordnance.”
In addition to the seals of the Govern-
ment Edward Stabler, sr., made many for
different railroad companies and corpora-
tions. The steel dies for making the gold,
silver and bronze medals, which were dis-
tributed at the snnual mechanics’ fairs,
formerly held at the' Maryland Institute,
were also devised by him. The seal of the
Smithsonian Institute was made in 49 of |
cast-steel, and consists of the profile of
James Smithson, the founder. Ld
That: of the Peabody Institute of this
city coggrim a profile of George Pea-
body. is was made of bell metal, and
was finishied about 54 or ’56. In fact, so
greas did the popularity of Mr. Stabler, for
this class of work, me, that from
various states, counties, courts, banks and
private corporations came orders for seals,
which continued until 1863, when he re-
tired from business. Having kept copies
of the various impressions, the collection of
'nmglu of his handiwork was then well dp
in tho hundreds. But the son kept pick-
ing up odd specimens here and there, until
now the curios number 600, and outside of
the British museum, it is said, this local
exhibit is far ahead of any other known.

Wasps That Drive Away a Miserable
Pestilence.
[From The Golden Days.]

The miners of Colorado, who have built
cabins on the mountain sides, know what a
pest the small brown wood spider proves to
be. They throw/their webs over your best
clothes, cooking/utensils and in every cor-
ner; whera you can get them in your eyes
and mouth, Not only that, but they will
drop into the fryingpan, water bucket or
tipon tho table where you are eating. But
Nature furnished a remedy and a friend
when she gave the spider hawk. Thename
is given by miners toa  small, steel-blue
wasp, almost three-fourths 'of an inch 'in
length. He can easily be recognized by the
quick, nervous strokes of his wings. They
build a nest up among the rafters of your
cabin, of wood pulp or furze from the outer
coating of old dead trees.
Then they are readyjfor business. Every
few minutes you can see your hawk climb
up the rafters with a spider, sometimes
carrying one four or five times its own
weight. Sometimes they get's spider so
heavy that they will fall many times before
they succeed in reaching their nest. They
never give up, but keep on trying until
they succeed. When the Erider is safely

laced in the nest the female hawk deposits
Eer eggs in the dead body. | The hawks live
only in pairs, as_far as observation goes.
They become rather tume, and seem to be
obliged to you for building the spider trap
for their benefit.

Instead of Striking Them,

It is said a watchmaker of  Genevs,
Switzerland, named Casimir Livau, has just
completed a watch' which, i d of strike
ing the hours and quarters, announces them
by speaking like a phonograph, The
mechanism of the watch is based on phono-
graphic conditions, the bottom. of - the case
containing a phonographic sensitive plate
which has received the impression of the
human voice before being inserted in the
watch.
The disk has 48 concentric grooves, of
which 12 repeat the hours, 12 those of the
hours and quarters, and 12 more ' those of
the hours and second and third quarters.
If the hand on the dial ehows the time to be
12.15 o’clock one of the fine needle:points of
the mechanism crosses the corresponding
groove, and the disk, which turns simul-
taneously, calls out the time just as the
phonographic cylinder. The lower lid of
the case is provided with a tiny mouth-
piece, and when the watch is beld to the
ear the sound is all the more plain,

The Origin of Plum Dafr,

There are many traditions respecting the
origin of she name ‘“Plum Duff,” the great
holiday dish of sailors. No feast on ship-
board is considered perfect without it. Ac-
cording o the story given in the history of
the British Navy, an English brig in  the
South Pacific was caught in a series of aw-
ful hurricanes. | All'on board were anxious
to reach a port in time for Christmas, but
the holiday found them still off the Nuavi-
gator Islands. \Worst of all, they had
shipped a sea that'varried away the hen-
coop containing a few chickens. When the
cook saw the Christmas dinner floating inthe
lee scuppers and in danger of going over-
board, he made a gallant charge down the
slippery, sloping deck to recover it, but at
that moment a great wave rose high over
the bulwarks, broke with resistless fury on
the very spot where he stood, and when it
subsided cook and chickens had both disap-
peared.

This unfortunate accident left the crew
not only without a Christinas dinner, but
without anyone to prepare an ordinary
meal. The sailors were heartily sick of
“‘hardtack,” and remembered with longing
the famous plum pudding of Merrie Kong-
land. They determined that somehow
they must have a Christmas  pudding, and
drew lots as to who should be cook. The
choice fell on the boatswain’s mate, a
brawny son of the Kmerald Isle. In the gal-
ley he found an old cook book. This he
solemnly pored over in search of some-
thing promising, but for lack of skill or
materials found nothing he dared venturc
upon. At last he settled upon a recipe,
which began, ‘‘Make a stiff dough.” When
he reached the word dough he said to him-
self, “If r-o-u-g-h speﬁs ruff, d-o-u-g-h
spells duff.” So he made the pudding,
putting in some fine Malaga raisins, and
served it out with a generous quantity of
rich sauce. The sailors hailed it with de-
light and appreciation. “What d’ye eall
1t ?” they asked. “Plum Daff,” said the
proud eook. ~And plum duff it has remain-
ed from that day to this.

“The Bible Method of Bridging the Gulf
between Capital and Labor” was the theme

g | of discussion at the Ministerial Association

yesterday morning. Rev. Dr. Galbraith of
Berkeley-street Methodist Church waa the
essayist, The conflict between capital and
labor, he said, had never been restricted to
any age or country, and the gulf was to-day
deeperand wider than ever. Through tl;srnd
of selfish monopolists who had grasped the
benefits which all should enjoy, the intro-
duction of machinery, while reducing the
amount of Jabor required, had failed to aug-
ment the comforts of the masses, cheapen
me necessities ‘and elevate the stan of

.

The workingmen were also to blame, for
to counteract the oppression of the com-
bines they had forined unions bmd on the
same ciples aa the monopolists and
capitalists. The Word of God was banish-
ed from their meetings and they took their
views from Atheists and Infidels. The
church had not paid sufficient attention to
the forces which govern society.

The Bible methods of bridging thegulf be-
tween masterand man werethree,firsta direct
appeal to heaven by the oppressed and
wronged for redress; second, the passing of
legislation to late all the relations and
duties in the sphere of social and national
life; and third, the application of the
evangelical laws of Christ’s kingdom. The
application of Bible J»rinoiplu to the pre-
sent conditions would suggest the lol)owi:B
remedies for the conflict: arbitration for
disputes, equal participation in profits and
losses, and equal regard of employer and
employe for one another’s interest and com-
fort, the gratuitous service in times of de-
preasion of those who govern, the fuller
teaching of Christian ethics, and the more
emphatic preaching of the Gospél of har-
mony between God and the human race.

The discussion which followed was main-
ly confirmatory of Dr. Galbraith’s views, .

BUT ALL ARE REMANDED TO0 Jlﬂ
FOR A WEEK, |

What the Detectives Have Discovered
Concerning  Auy Number of Young
Men About Town During the Past
Thirty Days—Scores of Dishoneat
Youths on the Carpet. !

The Police Court was crowded yesterday
afternoon when the four young robbers,
William and Edward Archer, George Ben-
nett and William Norris, were ocalled to
answer the charge of robbery. They  did
not seem to be at all concerned about their
position. They leaned coolly against the
railing of the prisoners’ dock and quietiy
took a look around the crowded court
room. Against three three charges were
read, that of robbing the establishment of
Ammon Davis, of robbing F. Roberts and
of attempting to rob the Home Savings and
Loan Company’s establishment. All elected
to be tried summarily. Bennett, the leader
of the gang, and his right hand supporter,
Norris, pleaded guilty,but theArchers plead-
ed not guilty. The cases were enlarged for a
week, the Crown not being prepared w0 go
on.

The accused, with the exception of Ed-
ward Archer, are all small in stature and
meagre in appearance.

ward Archer is a broad-shouldered
boy of 20. He has brown hair;

s square face and a broad brow.

His eyes are are light grey. His face

is intelligent and much finer looking than

that of any of his companions. He is 5 feet

94 inches in height and carries himself with

an easy confident air.

George Bennest, the leader of the gang,
is small and spare. His features are sharp
and his eyes shifting. He has prominent
cheek bones and gray eyes. His head is
small and his brow narrow and sloping.
He stands about 5 feet 4} inches.

“William Archer is about 5 feet 6 inches
high, and has a bulldog face. His nose is
flat and turned up; his eyes are brown; he
has a prominent mouth and cheekbones,
and thick lips, but his chin is weak. = \

William Norris is of medium height and
rather thin. He has dark hair and grey
eyes. His mouth and chin are weak, and
his appearance as a whole would lead one
to conjecture that it would be easy for a
stronger man to lead him into crime.

Other Thefts Discovered. :

The activity of the detective force the
past few weeks in consequence of the recent
daring burglaries has been fraught with
grief and shame to many a household, and
bas resulted in the exposure of a large num-

ber of skirmishers or auxiliaries, as it |Im

were, on the flanks of the regular army of
thieves. The result of their investigations
has been to show that the thefts of articles
by youug clerks or salesmen from their em-
ployers have become increasingly common
in the city. In several cases the thefts
were brought home to the young men, but
their employers declined to prosecute.
There are several causes for the increase
of this - particular class of crime.
Beyond doubt the vastes and habits of the
young men of to-day are more expensive
than those of their fathers with small
means, or no means at all. They dress up as
“‘mashers” and smoke choice cigars, attend
theatres, concerts, balls and race meetings.
If often indulged in these are rather expen-

sive luxuries, and as the supply of youths -

anxious for genteel employment is always
in excess of the demand, the salaries given
are in many cases low, Then firms are
sometimes very lax in .the oversight of
young men in their employ. It seems easy
to take a small article. After the first false
step the descent is rapid, and many a young
man fills a felon’s cell, or has to fly the
country, under circumstances dne to his
master’s carelessness as well as his own
folly. ’

DR. WASHINGTON AGAIN LOSES.

The Erasure of His Name by the Medical
Council was Justifiable,

The Queen’s Bench Divisional Court yes-
terday gave judgment in the appesl by Dr.
N. Washington of Toronto from the order
of the Council of the College of Physicians
and Surgeons of Ontario, erasing his name
from the register of the college. The Doctor
was registered in 1872,and the order striking
off his name was made in June last. The
complaints against the appellant were chiefly
that he advertised extensively. in Ottawa,
publishing in the newspapers certificates
.from persons he had cured; that he bad
been guilty of disgraceful conduct in eon-
nection with some patients in Kingston in
the last stages of consumption, taking
money from them; that he had advertised
in Ottawa by means of .hacdbills, and vhat
be had published statements showing the
symptoms of ecatarrh, thereby ' leading
ignorant persons to believe that they were
afflicted with that disease. The appellant
contended that the eomplaints made against
him were not proved, and that they did not
come within the purview of the Medical
Act.

The court dismissed the appeal with
costs.
