Ratlroads Will Strike Bacik at Pullman,

There is no disguising the fact that the
general news received by the managers to-
duy was anything but reassuring. As the
lt!‘lkﬁ gituasion grows worse numerous coms-
plaints are heard against Pullman. The
railways have been drawn into the present
conflict through his sleepers, and while they
still defend him outwardly it is an open
secret at the headquarters of the general
managers that when the strike is settled
the attention of the roads will be turned
into another quarter. It is said that when
the contracts expire certain roads will build
their own sleepers and refuse a renewal.

' The news trom the various roads, as sum-
med up by the general managers, who are
in close telegraphic communication with all
lines, is briefly as follows:

The Illinoig:Central and the Rock Island
are in the worst straits. Rioting has been
general along both lines, with the principal
pattle ground at Blue Island in the latter
road. Some 900 deputy murshals and
deputy sheriffs were simply powerless in
the hands of the 2000 strikers and sym-
pathizers. They were disarmed this after-
poon and forced to flee for their lives
and U.S. Marshal Arnold was severely
pounded and maltreated. None of the
inhabitacts will furnish food to deputies
and 'there is a demand for troops of any
description. The strikers have placed a
car across the trgck and have no respect
for the injunction granted to-day. Late
to-night Marshall Arnold telegraphed to
tho United States Attorney-General for
the fifteenth infantry stationed at
Fort Sheridan. All the night suburban
trains of the Wisconsin Central and Chicago
and Northern Pacific were abandoned. The
Michigan Central is having serious trouble
over the employment ¢f new men, as the
engineers and firemen refuse to work with
them. No freight has "been moved over
the Chicago, Milwaukee and Bt. Paul

THE SUGAR BOUNTY REPEALED.

Hill Bcores a Point—The Sugar Doty Fixed
at Forty Per Cent, Ad
Valorem,

WasHiNGTON, July 2.—The Tariff bill
was before the Senate all day for action on
the amendments agreed to in committee of
the whole. The great mass of them—those
on which special votes were not called for
—were agreed to in bulk, and then action
was commenced on the amendments on
which senators were most interested. | |

The longest and closest struggle was over
the sugar schedule, and Mr, Hill was the
only senator who scored a signal victory
over the Finance Committee on that field
of action. He offered an amendment,
which was carried by a majority of three,
making the repeal of the sugar bounty
take place on the passage of the act in-
stead of on the first of January, 1895.
Various efforts were made by Senator
Matderson (Rep., Neb.) to have the sugar
bounty continued in force until 1900 with
an annual reduction of 25 per cent., or
until 1905 with an angual reduction of 1-10.
He was outvoted, howeyer, on ail his pro-
positions; and, as the paragraph now stands,
the sugar bounty will stund absolutely re-
pealed with the passage of the act.

Efforts were also made to strike out the
additional duty of one-eighth of a gent
pet pound on sugars abeve numbef 16
Dutch standard in color, and then to strike
out the additional duty of one-tenth of a
cent a pound on sugars imported from
countries which pay, directly or indirectly}
a bounty on the export thereof. Both
these were voted down by the close vote of
34 to 35 and 32 to 35.

An amendment was offered by Mr, Peti-
grew (Rep., 8.D.) to abrogate the Hawaiian
treaty, and after a long discussion it was
defeated; yeas 11, nays 57.

Finally the sugar section, 182}, was
agreed to - as amended. It fixes a duty of
40 per cent, ad valorem on all sugars, with
additions of one-eighth of a cent a pound on
sugurs above No. 16 Datch standard and
of one-tenth cent a pound on sugars im-
ported from countries that pay an export
duly; and it goes into effect on the passage
of the bill.

Buffalo Dealers Desire Congress to Re-
tain the FPresent Huties,

Burraro, July 2.—A meeting of the
Iumber exghange was held this afternoon
to take action on the clause in the tariff
bill placing lumber jn a finished state on the
free list. M. S. Burns presided and ex-
plained that putting half the whole finished
lumber on the free list meant nothing more
than the extinction of our planing mills and
the transfer of the industry of Bay City,
Buffalo and Tonawanda to Canada. Every
lumber merchant present geemed to regard
a repeal of the duties as a blow struck at
the lumber market of the United States.
A letter was read from a Michigan con-
gressman, whose name was not mentioned,
saying that the only result of putting lum-
ber on the free liss would be to give the
planing mill - industry of she United
Statées to Canada and - throw thou-
sands of our people outof employment.
Mr. Montgomery said that if dressed lum-
ber was placed on the free list it would be
jusr so much money taken out of our
pogkets and given to the Canadians, A
committee was appointed to draw "up reso-
lutions to be forwarded to Washington
giving the sense of the meeting.

WIMAN WILL SPRING A S8URPRISE
Yhen the Argument on His Appeal is
Heard,

NEw YoORK, July 2.—Erastus Wiman is
not pining away in his Tombs cell. Like a
man who has complete confldence in his in-
nocence aud the ultimate triumph of justice
and right over adverse conditions he is as
cheerfal as a man could be. Mr. Wiman's
consultation with bis lawyers have convinced
him beyond a doubt that he can never be
held in imprisonment. He hopes still to be
released on bail pending the argument of his
appeal. General Tracy will make another
motion to that effect in a day or two, He
says that be will open the eyes of the public
as to the sort of evidence admitted during
Mr. Wiman's trial when he argues the ap-
peal.

NOT ATAX ON THE COLONIES

DBATH DUTIRS DO NOT INTERF IR
WITH COLON!AL RIGHTS,

Sir William Harcourt Explains That it is
» Levy Upon Uritish and Not Colonial
Properi)-,—-’lhc Budget Passes Through
Committee Afier Strong Opposition to
the Spiris Clause,

LoxpoN, July 2.—In the House of Com-
mons to-day Sir William Harcourt moved
the new clause relating to the levying of
death duties upon property in the colonies
belonging to persons domiciled in the
United Kingdom. The clause insists that
where the colonial duties are lower than
the new estate duties the difference must
be paid into the British Exchequer.

Sir George ‘Baden-Powell said that the
Government was not in possession of the
privilege of interfering with the right of
the colonies to impose their own taxation.

Sir William Harcourt said he was amazed
that any such misrepresentation should be
put npon the clause, which in no way taxed
the colonies or the people thereof, but
merely taxed the property belonging to
persons living in Great Britain. <

Mr. GeorgelJ. Goschen said he doubted
the wisdom of the policy of the Govern-
ment i#a_this matter, but nevertheiess
agreed with .the Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer that it was a tax upon British and
not colonial property, and therefore not
contrary to the constitutional rights of the
colonies. |

minion into an independent State, or the
adoption of some mew relation with the
Mother Country; \ ¢

And whereas these agitations have tended
to unsettle the public mind, and have been
the cause of no little disquietude of late
years, to the great detriment of the iafant
nation;

And whereas it is greatly in-the interests
of the Dominion that the causes which un-

80 as to prevent similar trouble in the fu-
ture;

Ottawa assembled declares ' that means
should be taken to settle permanently the
status of the Dominion and the other col-
onies of the Empire and with a view to
reaching such a settlement this Conference
suggests: : 1

1. That the Dominion of Canada and the
Federation of Australia, as soon as such fed-
eration shall have been effected, shall be-
‘come sovereign states, enjoying exactly the
same freedom and authority as the Mother
Country.

2, That in the enjoyment of such freedom
the Dominion shall nominate and elect its
own Governor-General or President.

It is not likely that the conforence will
propose anything as radical as what we
have suggested above, but it ‘will fail in the
purpose for which it was assembled if it
does mot make some recommendation or
suggestion on these lines. The one thing,
and the only thing necessary to round off
our national life is the enjoyment of inde-
pendent power, or becoming an equal in
every respect of the other States of a con-
federated empire. If Canada were to ac-
cept the kind invitation of the United
Btates and become part and parcel of the
republic, every province of the Dominion
would enjoy exaoctly the same powers as the
present States of -the Union. Hasn't the
time arrived when Great Britain should
gcknowledge her confldence in Canada’s
loyalty and constitutional strength by allow-
in:‘u the same freedom as the United States
would grant us? It needs no governor-
general to stimulate or preserve the loyalty
and goodwill which this country entertains
towards the Mother Country. The Empire
will develop the greatest strength by en-
couraging the utmost freedom and confidence
between the various states. As far as Can-
ada is concerned the granting of complete
autonomy in the management of its affairs
would detract not one iota from its loyalty
to the Empire. Canada, of course, does not
demand an equal voice with England in the
direction of common Imperial affairs, but it
is not unreasonable to expect that her in-
fl will be proportionate to her popula-

Definition of Some of . the Common
Phrases of the Wall Street Vocabulary.

Many of the phrases used in Wall
Street, as well as the methods of busi-
ness on the Stock Exchange, are enig-
mas to outsiders. ~ What are known as
¢“privileges” are not officially recognized
by the Exchange. Yet these ‘priviy
jeges” form an important part in the
daily life of some of the members of the
Exchange. . These "Privihgev“ are
known as “‘puts,” ‘‘calls,” ‘‘straddles,”
and *“‘spreads.” All are purchased by
speculators as au insurance against
losses in their operations in the market,
A-**put” is a contract given to receive |
and.pay for stock at a price below the |
current market price for a cash con-
sideration, usually one per cent. A
weall” is a contract to deliver stocic at a |
price above the current quotation for a
similar consideration. A .“‘straddle” is
a dual privilege either to receive
or deliver stock at a price usual-
ly from two to three per cent.
above or below the market fig-
ure, the consideration being about
one per cent, A “spread” is a privilege
in two separate contracts, one a ‘‘put,” |
the other a *‘call,” the consideration for |
which is usually larger than in the other |
options, say oue and a half per cent. |
There are many other terms used on the |
Stock Exchange which may be briefly |
stated and explained. A “‘break” in the
market is a serious decline caused by a
stringency in the money market or any
other similar potent factor in stock
speculations. The bear clique atiacks |
the market, and holders unable to carry
the load of stocks sell out, A marked |
decline .in values follows; the marlket |
thereupon breaks!down. ‘‘Ballooning” |
is to work up a stock far beyond its in- |
trinsic worth by favorable stories, ficti-
tious sale, or other cognate means, |
“Block” : a number of shares, say five |
th ousand or ten thousand, massed to- |
gether and sold and boughtin a lump. |
To “buy in" is the act of purchasing |
stock in order to meet a ‘‘short” con- |
tract, or to erable one to return stock
which has been borrowed. *Carrying”
stock is to hald stock with the
expectation of selng 1t at an ad-|
vance. A “‘clique” is &8 combination |
of operators coutrolling vast capital in |
order to expand or break down the mar- |
ket. “Conversions:” bonds are fre-
quently issued with a provision whereby |
they can at any moment be exchanged |
for equivalent stock ; such securities are |
called convertible, and the act of substi- |
tution is styled ‘*‘conversion.” ‘‘Cor- |
ners :” .when the market is oversold the |
“‘shorts” are compelled to deliver, find- |
ing themselves in a *“‘corner.” *Colla- |
terals” : any kind of securities given in |
pawn when money is borrowed.. To |
sscover” : where stock has been sold
“short” and the market advances, the |
seller buys in order to protect himself on |
the day of delivery ; this is ‘‘covering”
one’s “‘shorts.” ‘‘Differences” : the price |
at which a stock is bargained for and |
the rate on the day of delivery are usual-
ly not the same ; the variation is known
as the *difference,” and occasionally
brokers pay over this money balance
instead of furnishing the stgck; but
such cases are rare. A Adrop” in
a stock is equivalent to a ‘‘break,” ex-
cept that it may possibly be due to
wholly natural causes. *“Forcing” |
quotations is where brokers wish to keep |

|
up the price of a stock. and this is gener- |
ally accomplished by transactions |
among themselves.  This is known also
as ‘‘washing.” To be more explicit,
*‘washing’’ is where one broker arranges
with another to buy a certain stock when
he offers it for sale. ~ The bargain is fic-
titious, and the effect, when this fact is
not detected, is $o keep the stock quoted,
and, if the plotters buy and sell ittoa
bigh figure, to afford a bagis for actual
transactions. ‘‘Watering 'stock” is the
artifice employed to double the quantity
of a stock without improving its quality.
“‘Long” in stocks is where an operator
is carrying stock for a rise. To ‘‘load”
upis where operators buy very heavily.
To be *‘short” ofthe market is where an
operator has sold stock which is net yet
actually in his possession. *‘‘Milkingthe
Street”s the act of cliques or great
operators who hold certain stocks so
well in hand that they may cause any
fluctuations they please, and by alter-
nately lifting and depressing the price
of the shares take all the floating money
in the market.  This is also known as
“shearing the lambs.” A ‘*‘point” is a
theory or a fact regarding stocks on
which one bases a speculation, The
market is *‘off” when prices have fallen
either in a week, a day,or even an after-
noon, A ‘pool” 1s the stock and nioney
contributed by n clique to carry through
a **corner.” To ‘‘unload” is to sell out a
stock which has been carried for some
time. There are other purases in the
Stock Exchange vocabulary,but the fore-
going ate those most used in the daily
routine,—Harper’s Weekly.

Inflammable Iron,

The fact that iron in a very finely-
divided state, when exposed to the at-
mosphere, may oxidize so rapidly as to
practically take fire is pretty generally
known, The circumstance is brought
to mind by a newspaper waif reporting
an incident of the Alexandria bombard-
ment in Egypt a dozen years ago. A
shell belonging to one of the English
ships bad passed into a house without
exploding and the residents subsequent-
ly requested the removal of the un-
welcome guest. A number of men were
accordingly sent ashore, and after eome
consideration as to the best plan to be
pursued in removing the dangerous mis-
sle a feather bed was procured and the
shell firmly enveloped into it. It was
then carefully rolled downstairs and was
probably thrown into thesea. Toshow,
however, that this was by no means
convincing evidence that its dangerous
properties were destroyed the case was
cited of an iron shell which had laid
under water for about two hundred
years and which, when brought to the
surface was so completely honeycombed
by the sea water and presented metal in
so fine a state of division that, to the
horror of the surprised finder, it gradu-
ally steamed fiercely and become red
bot. . From this it was argued as not at
all improbable that a similar occurrence
might take place with the shell of the
later period, aud that if, in after years,
it should be found and brought to the
surface, its finder .might be surprsed in
much the same way,—Cassier's Maga-
zine.

FEAR NOT UNKNOWN TO SOLDIERS.

It is Pride Rather Than Courage T
Controls Their Actions.

“In.a number of years of active ser-
vice during the war,” said an old soldier
recently, I must confess, in all honesty,
that in action my bosom never welled
with the enthusiasm of heroes that you
hear so much about, On the contrary,
I experienced more fear than anything
else. I always did my.duty, but' I am
forced to believe that the feelings I had
when drawn up in line of battle were
shared by my comrades, who never
dared to acknowledge them., Facing a
large body of men with guns and not
knowing what moment one of them will
send a ball speeding through youis nota
situation to make a man feel exultant,
In my case [ was always ready and
willing to turn and run, ouly waitin
for some one to make the start, How of-
ten. when about .to enter a battle, do L
remember soliloquizing : ‘Now, if this
‘fellow next to me would only make a
start how thankful I would be.” But
pride and sense of duty will hold men
together. As I said, I have mnot the

' least doubt that many men felt just as I
| did, no matter how they may talk now.

And when you consider that we,always
stood our ground, it shows how strongly
pride can influence our actions. I re-
member once, while our cavalry troops
were out upoun a skirmish, we took a
hill tuat rose
From there we could

exireme nervousness.

suggested that he had better order a
retreat whit® such a thing was
possible. : He refused to do it, sayin
he was going to stand his ground,
knew this was sure death, and would
have readily put spurs to my horse and

| rode to safety had not my sense of duty

and pride impelled me to remain with
my officer, He was sitting his horse
calmly, taking in the situation, when I
came to him a second time to make the
suggestion. But.I did not have to speak.
An all-wise Providence did my work for
me in a manner that prevented argu-
ment. The bullets were flying about
thick and fast, and just as I was about
to address the officer a stray one struck
him in the wrist of the hand which held
the reins. The. ball shattered the bone
and the reins dropped from the helple:s
hand. Before the officer could recover
the reins with his other hand the horse
bolted and strangely started on a dead
run for the one place which offered a way
of escape. It was my duty to follow the
officer, and it was the most cheerful
duty 1 found during the war. I spurred
my horse and soon was at his lheels.
We got away all right, but the company
of cavalry on the hill were, with few
exceptions, captured and held as prison-
ers of war, They were sent to Anderson-
ville prison and but a small percentage
ever came out alive. That is how a run-
away horsesaved my life, I never went
into action without a dread and a fear
of death. This may be looked upon as
the stamp of a coward, yet I hardly think
it is fair to give such a name to a person
who never shirked duty. 7o me the
brave man is not the one who recklessly,
without thought, pluuges 1nto the thick
of battle, but rather the man who, while
realizing the danger and appreciating
the uncertainty of life, still keeps to the
path of duty,—Pittsburg Dispatch,
