Its aim is to secure for every person in
Canada the civil right of rest one day
each week, the Iord's Day if possible.
It does not require that any person shalil
worship, nor does in intertere with $the
sphere of religion. It deals with civil
rights only.

1TS WORK,—It drafted a law ot rest for
the people of Canada, which with modi-
fications, was enacted as the ‘‘Lord’s Day
Act” by the Parliament of Canada, the
first on the statute books of the Domin-
ion. This law, containing only seven
restrictive clanses, but twenty-six clauses
permitting works ot mecessity and mercy
to be done on the Lord s Day, is regarded
by those competent to value such legis-
lation as the best upon the statute books
ot any country in the world,

It is working to secure a fair and reas-
onable observance of this law by all the
people of the land.

Over 100,000 toilers in Canada
secured a weekly rest day. With
majority it is the Lord’s Day.

The distribution and sale of American
Sunday newspapers which had risen to
150,000 in Canada has been reduced by
over go per cent.

Many hundreds of cases of violation of
the law have been brought to cease in
different parts of Canada, and many
places in which the Lord’s Day was open
ly disregarded now preserve it well.

ITs METHOD.—The Alliance first gives
the people an explanation of the law and
show the beuefits that follow trom its
observance.

Violators of the law are reasoned with,
personally or by letter.

The Alliance seeks to have violation of
the :law stopped amicably, by remons-
trance and pursuasion rather than by
litigation. Very few cases are brought
into court by its advice, and in these
instances, no prosecution has been insti-

the farm. With sorrow we say that
it is almost useless—to endeavor to
change the ideas of sixty years. The
stout oak cannot be bent, but the
sapling will reply to the influences
brought to bear upon it. ;

The farm boy is the man from
Missouri in h's make-up. You have
got to “show” him. How are you
going to do it? We will tell you.
Educate him in the terms of his en-
vironment; give him a practical
scientific education ; let him go to
an agricultural institution for a year
or two and learn something about
the chemistry of the soil, something
of the nature of weeds and plants,
something about different: methods
of tillage ; let him find out that he
can find a larger field for his mental
and physical abilities on the farm
than he can ever find in the city.
If he attends lectures on live stock,
the desire to improve what you have
on the farm will make him anxious
to return and help you out. Teach
him to grow two ears of corn where
one grew before and you have solved
the problem. A knowledge of the
mysteries of nature, of the phenom-
ena of plant life, of the means to
improve and care for live stock, are
binding ties which will hold the son
on the farm.

%2 LIQUID PORES. -
An Entertaining Experiment With ‘Al-
cohol and Water.

It 18 not easy to imagine liquids as
having pores, though thfs seems to be
the case as shown by certain familiar
experiments. When a certain amount
of powdered sugar is slowly poured
into warm water, the water will dis-
solve the sugar and appear to absorb
it without increasing its volume. Sim-
llarly, when alcohol 18 poured into wa-
ter the resulting volume is less than
the sum of the two volumes.

For instance, if fifty parts of water
and fifty parts of alcohol be mixed to-
gether they wili make only ninety-four
parts. Apparently one of the liquids
has entered into the “pores” of the
other. This experiment, as commonly
performed in laboratories, consists in
putting measured quantities of the two
liquids together, but the effect would
be far more striking were it possible
for students to see one of the ligquids
actually “soaking’” into the other. This
can be done fn the following way:

Take two glasses, one filled to the
brim with water and the other with
alcohol. In order to show the effect
to better advantage, color the alcohol
with red ink. The glasses should not
be over full—that is, the surface of the
liquid should not bulge above the rim
of the glass. When everything is
ready, place a sheet of paper over the
glass full of alcobol, and with a hand
on tke paper to keep it down on the
rim of the glass invert the tumbler,
and the liquid will remain in the glass,
owing to the air pressure on the paper.
Now place the inverted tumbler over
the glass full ot water and carefully
draw out the paper. This can be done
without spilling a drop of alcohol, and
yet as soon as the paper is removed
the alcohol will commence to drop.
Owing to the fact that it is colored it
is possible to see the alcohol actually
“goaking” Into the water, while tiny
air bubbles that were formerly contain-
ed in the “pores” of the water rise
slowly to the top of the tumbler. This
will continue for some little time until
a considerable air space forms in the
top of the tumbler.
