Mrs. Susanna Campbell, widow of 
the late Lieut.-Col. Campbell, of Watford, 
died at the home ot her son, Lieut.

According to a proclamation issued in 
the Ontario Gazette, last Sunday was 
observed throughout the province as a 
day of humble prayer and intercession to 
Almighty God, “on behalf of the cause 
undertaken by our Empire and our allies 
and those who are offering their lives for 
it, and for a speedy and favorable peace 
that shall be founded on understanding 
and not hatred, to the end that peace 
may endure.” Special services were held 
in J nearly every church in the province 
when special prayers were said and ser­
mons preached having a direct bearing on 
the issues of the war.

AFTER the very definate, almost em­
phatic statement ot the Prime Minister at 
tit. John, N. B., on October 20th no fur­
ther money should he diverted from the 
Patriotic Fund by well meaning but rather 
thoughtless people who claim that the 
equipment of Canadian Forces is insuffic­
ient. Sir Robert has made it very plain 
that the Government is fully prepared to 
make every neces ary provision for guns, 
munitions and equipments and he appeals 
to the generosity of the public only on 
behalf of the Cunadian Patriotic Fund, 
the Red Cross Society and sister associa­
tions.

An order in Council has been passed 
retaining a considerable portion of the 
monthly pay due the soldiers who have 
not assigned their pay to relatives in 
Canada, and who are now overseas, 
where there is no need for any immed­
iate expenditure and practically no op­
portunity for the expenditure of their 
whole monthly pay. The men actually 
at the front receive only $6 per month in 
pay, while officers are restricted to a

maximum of $75 per month. The bal­
ance is plaped to their credit, and when 
they secure leave an amount up to $100 
of accumulated pay is allowedf them if 
they so desire. Under the new arrange­
ment it is expected that nearly half of 
the regular pay will be held back until 
the final settlement at the end of the 
war, thus enforcing a sort of compulsory 
saving on the troops, which is both in 
their interest and in the interest of their 
families.

The roll of honor in another column 
may appear common place in these days 
ot war, but in the days to come it will look 
different. When the boys come back 
again, after they have done their bit to 
keep the flag of the crosses and of liberty 
flying, they will teel better satisfied with 
themselqes than even now. At least it is 
so today with the boys of yesterday who 
were “at the front.” War’s horrors I do 
not wish to discount a bit. But at the 
same time, the present horror will awak­
en Canadians from their dreams. Canada 
has been a land of leisure and luxury for 
a hundred years, save for two small re­
bellions—men and women have come and 
gone and no armed force has said them 
nay. It is the only country in the world 
that these words can be written of. No 
man who wanted to work was ever dis­
turbed in the peaceful possessions of his 
earnings by an armed foe. Want is un­
known, that is, want as it is known in the 
other hemisphere. Notwithstanding all 
these blessings, the country has been a 
hard one to govern. The thrift that 
moulds character as no other known force 
has nearly lost itself in the past genera­
tion. The real responsibilities of citizen­
ship are little talked of. War has chang­
ed it all. When the boys, whose names 
are now written on the rolls of honor, re­
turn from the trenches, what then? Can­
ada will be a real nation, and our boys 
will have done their part to make it so. 
May the God of Battles spare the boys 
from Lambton.

rock-ribbed on the side of the Allies. 
When I pray I do not pray that the 
right side may win, but that the Al­
lies may win. I am not leaving any 
<}oubt about it.”

One day there was hoisted from a 
German trench a sign reading,—“The 
British are fools." This was with­
drawn and up was shoved the sign 
“The French are fools." Next one 
reading ; “ We are fools,” and finally 
this one : “Let us all go home.” It 
took the German fifteen months to 
reach the point where they would 
hoist signals of this kind. Even 
then they overlooked the real point. 
They must do the home-going. The 
French to whom they signalled are 
at home.

Five financiers of world-wide fame, 
according to the Paris correspondent 
of the Sunday Times, were discuss­
ing the duration of the war in a Paris 
club. One declared it would end in 
March next. Three of the others 
concurred in this view. The fourth, 
described as “head of the biggest 
banking concern in the world, and 
whose name commences with R,” 
demurred. "If you really want my 
firm belief as regards Germany,’’ he 
said, “she will be beaten by Febru­
ary.” This Rothschild prophecy 
will bo borne in mind.

An example that is likely to be fol­
lowed in many other places has been 
set by the city councils in Kingston 
and St. Catharines, both of which 
have decided to raise the statute 
labor or poll tax, for which the young 
men are liable, to $5.00 per head if 
the legislature approves. This tax is 
paid by those who are not on the 
rolls for any other taxes, and it is 
not considered desirable that they 
shall miss the opportunity of con­
tributing their bit when so much of 
the public money is being devoted 
to patriotic purposes. The feeling is 
that the amount should be larger, 
even $10 per head per annum. A 
good many of them could very pro­
perly enlist, and they will not do 
military duty except under conscrip­
tion. They can spend less on diver­
sions aud more on war, and the 
exactions of the Kingston council are 
calculated to add considerably to the 
fund.—Municipal World.

Women Replacing Men

Women in England are being syst­
ematically prepared to take the place 
of men. The Voluntary Aid De­
tachment .of St. John Ambulance 
Association, and of the Red Cross, is 
being prepared to replace men clerks 
and cooks, etc., in military hospital. 
The positions of women quarter­
masters are being anticipated for the 
control of supply of the institutions, 
and for the more economic husband­
ing of stores.

For this purpose the Government 
have instituted a course of training. 
Twice a week lectures are given on 
the administration and etiquette of a 
military hospital, on quartermaster’s 
office, and duties, on building and 
equipment, the commissariat and 
kitchen, clothing, linen and general 
stores.

Women, say English periodicals, 
must also begin to relieve warehouse 
men, clerks, porters and all men con­
nected with the commerce and trans-' 
port of the military organizations. 
It is estimated that this would re­
lease about 150,000 men for the 
army.

It is commonplace to say that the 
war has worked a revolution in the 
lives of the great majority of men 
and women, and that women are los­
ing the old womanliness of the past. 
There is no denying the fact. But 
there is ample compensation for the 
loss of the womanliness in the gain 
of humanity.

SAVED HIMSELF, UNAWARE.
Shewing Hew the Eye Seee Mere Then 

One Think» It Dees.
Writing on psychological subjects to 

the Ladles" Home Journal, H. Adding­
ton Bruce saya:

“From Dr. A. H. of Pennsylvania, 
one of our well known psychologiste, 
I have received this Impressive piece 
of testimony to the power of the eye 
to see more than one consciously ap­
prehends:
"’Three summers ago, when 1 was 

on a visit to my old home town, 1 
took a short cat across familiar fields 
where a fair growth of weeds covered 
the ground. 1 was going along at a 
rapid gait, with my mind wholly oc­
cupied with matters other lhan my 
path, when suddenly, quite reflexly, 
my left foot. Instead of going down on 
the spot where It should, jerked Itself 
over to the left, and I went on fully 
ten steps before 1 realized that I had 
made the sharpest kind of an offset in 
my path. I wondered what made me 
do It, turned, retraced my steps and 
found an adder still colled and ready 
to strike, exactly, as I Judged, where 
my foot would have gone.’

“Dr. A. H., recognizing the correct 
explanation of his fortunate misstep, 
adds:

“ ‘During my boyhood summers I 
used to go barefooted much of the 
time. Through sad experiences with 
stubble fields, brier patches and stony 
paths I learned automatically to pick 
my way without giving thought to the 
matter. As a result. I find myself 
frequently In my walks avoiding ob­
stacles which at the moment I do not 
consciously discern.’ ”

Ten Wars In Eighteen Years.
The historian of the twentieth ceo- 

tnry, which was ushered In with the 
thunder of South African battlefields, 
will have to record eight wars In the 
first fifteen years of lta span. These 
eight are the following:

Boer war; Russo-Japanese war, 
Franco-Morocean war, Italian-Turirish 
war, the two Balkan wars, the war to 
Mexico and the pending European war, 
greatest of all time.

If we add the two wars with which 
the nineteenth century closed—the 
Greco-Turkish war of 1897 and the 
Spanish-American war of 1898—we 
have a record of ten wars In eighteen 
years.

The Dutch Army,
Every Dutch citizen is liable to per 

sonal service in the army (or navy) 
from the age of nineteen to forty. Ac­
tual service in the ranks is determined 
by lot but substitution Is not permit­
ted. The peace strength of the Nether 
lands army—that is, the permanent 
staffs of all the units of the first line- 
amounted in 1913 to 1,543 officers and 
21,412 noncommissioned officers and 
men. The total strength of the field 
army Is approximately 125,000 men, 
with 152 guns.

Girls Must Carry Books on Backs.
The schoolgirl of Berlin must not 

carry her books in a hand bag, but In 
a knapsack on her back. The ministei 
of education is responsible for this new 
rule. The rule Is directed to teachers, 
parents and the girls themselves. The 
minister declares that the habit ol 
carrying books In hand bags is likely to 
lead to curvature of the spine and do- 
rangement of Internal organs.

A Curious Experience.
Lombroso, the famous Italian crimi­

nologist, once had a curious experi­
ence. He was In a printing office cop- 
rectlng the proofs In his "Delinquent 
Man" with the chief reader when on 
reaching a page which dealt with a 
young man who, Impelled by Jealousy, 
had stabbed hla fiancee he made r, sur­
prising discovery. The proofreader 
was this man.

“Suddenly,” Lombroso said In telling 
the story, “he threw himself at my 
feet, declaring that he would commit 
suicide If I published this story with 
his name. His face, before very gen­
tle, was completely altered and almost 
terrifying, and I was really afraid that 
he would kill himself or me on the spot. 
I tore up the proofs and for several 
editions omitted his story.”

Thunder,
Winter thunder Is considered through­

out Europe to be of very ill omen, but 
April thunder Is considered to be very 
beneficial. In Devonshire and other 
cider counties of England there Is a 
saying that "when It thunders In April 
you must clean up the barrels’’—In 
readiness, that Is, for a plentiful crop 
of apples. The French consider April 
thunder to be Indicative of a good 
yield from vineyards and cornfields.

Farm Seed Supplies

Field and garden seed supplies are 
practically assured for the 1916 planting. 
There is a scarcity in American grown 
crops including beaus, onions, and to a 
lesser extent sweet corn. Amongst the 
imported stocks, swede turnips are rather 
short, also spinach and salsify and some 
varieties of carrots. Red Clover and 
Alfalfa are unusually short and show an 
advance in price from 30 to 75 per cent. 
Other kinds that might be used as a clover 
substitute, as alsike, are higher in price 
than the supply would otherwise warrant. 
Well-established Canadian seed houses 
with contracts made two or three years in 
advance will have no serious trouble this 
season in taking care of their regular 
trade. Seed merchants, who depend from 
year to year on the surplus stocks that 
may be offered, may have less assurance 
as to the character of their supplies.

A 
reply to bis refusal was returned by

Duroux chose six seconds to repre­
sent him, and since, being the chat 
lenged party, he was entitled to cboict 
of weapons, time and place of meeting 
he Instructed each second In accepting 
the challenge to choose foils, to appolnl 
the time at 10 o’clock on the morning 
before the election and the place the 
Place de la Concorde.

Every challenger was struck with 
amazement that so public a place 
should have been chosen for the meet-

Politics was running high In Paris.
A candidate was speaking to an audi­
ence, Inveighing against the dema­
gogues who, he asserted, were cor­
rupting the masses. “Money," he said, 
"la flowing like water. There Is a man 
In this audience who I know has re­
ceived 100 francs for bis vote. Just 
think of it—100 francs for the surren­
der of the invaluable privilege he en­
joys under the republic of expressing 
his wish in national affairs!"

After the meeting the speaker, Victor 
Daroux, was sitting in a restaurant on 
the Boulevard des Italiens with a cou­
ple of friends, partaking of a supper. 
He was Just raising a glass of wine to 
his lips when a man stepped up to him 
and said:

"M. Daroux, I am the bearer of a 
message to you from my friend M. 
Charlier. He demands a retraction 
from you in tomorrow morning’s Jour­
nals of your accusation in your speech 
this evening that he has sold his vote.
In case yon refuse”—

Daroux, who was staring in wonder 
at the speaker, broke in—

“Why does M. Charlier assume that 
I referred to him in my remarks?”

“Because you looked directly at him 
when you made the accusation.”

Daroux was deliberating what to do 
in the matter when a waiter approach­
ed and Informed him that a gentleman 
In another part of the room desired to 
speak to him privately. Excusing him­
self, Daroux went to this newcomer.

“M. Daroux,” said the man. “I repre­
sent M. Amoux. He demands an im­
mediate retraction of your accusation 
made this evening that he has sold his 
vote for 100 francs.”

Daroux was tempted to laugh, but 
the speaker was so serious that he re­
frained.

“Why does M. Amoux assume that 1 
referred to him in my remarks?” he 
asked.

"Because you were looking directly 
at him."

Daroux was silent a few moments, 
then said:

“And if 1 refuse to retract?"

M. Charller’s friend ot what was ex­
pected in case of a refusal to retract 
and called also for bis address. The 
man had scarcely gone when a third 
came and demanded a retraction for 
M. Blanc for the same offense and re­
ceived the same answer as the others.

“It seems," said Daroux to his 
friends, “that if a guilty conscience 
counts for anything there has been a 
good deal of vote selling.”

During the next half hour three more 
men demanded a retraction of M. Da­
roux for accusing them of selling their 
votes, and the accuser, after being in­
formed that a refusal would be fol­
lowed by a challenge, called for the 
party’s address and promised to send 
an early reply.

“It does not seem so remarkable," 
said Daroux after the last man had 
been disposed of, “that so many men 
have sold their votes, but that the price 
in each case should have been a hun­
dred francs. 1 had beard before ris­
ing to speak that 10,000 francs had 
been distributed among certain influ­
ential voters, but I did not know that 
a hundred francs was the current price 
paid. I fancied that some one of the 
persons bribed might be in the meet­
ing, and it occurred to me to Are an 
effective shot by making a pointed ac­
cusation. It seems that I have killed 
half a dozen birds with a single stone."

These words were spoken to friends 
who were with Daroux when the ava­
lanche of demands for retraction fell 
upon him. One of the party suggest­
ed that if the matter were properly 
bandied sufficient capital might be 
made out of it to win the election. 
Daroux was running for the corps leg­
islatif, but his opponent was so lavish 
with money that he had no hope of be­
ing elected. However, those gentle­
men now gathered about him at the 
restaurant were shrewd politicians, and 
they set themselves to find n method of 
procedure by which the incident at 
home might be used to turn the scale 
in his favor.

big. ‘1 cannot see,” said M. Charlier, 
“how he expects to make capital out 
of so great publicity.

M. Amoux was much 
puzzled at the choice of place of meet­
ing, and M. Blanc—who, by the bye, had 
distributed the money used to buy 
votes—began to fear that some game 
was to be played. Nevertheless he did 
not see how he could do anything to 
prevent it

At a quarter to 10 on the morning ap­
pointed for the fight M. Daroux, sur­
rounded by his six seconds and a sur­
geon, appeared in the Place de la Con­
corde, near the base of the obelisk. 
Paris was quite alive at that hour, and 
many persons were passing and repass­
ing. Seeing the party at the foot of 
the obelisk, the seconds with foils un­
der their arms, the surgeons with their 
boxes of instruments, persons stopped 
to learn what it all meant Gradually 
a crowd collected, and the word was 
passed from one to another that there 
was to be a dneL

"Can you tell me," asked one of an­
other, "who that distinguished looking 
man is, with his arms folded, wait­
ing?"

“That monsieur, is M. Victor Da­
roux, candidate for election tomorrow 
for the corps legislatif."

“And why so many attendants?" 
“That I flo not know; I am waiting 

to find out"
At the moment a carriage drove up, 

and M. Amoux, attended by his sec­
ond and a surgeon, alighted. He seem­
ed quite chagrined at seeing the crowd, 
but it had been not entirely unexpect­
ed. He supposed that Daroux was in­
tending to make a display of his skill 
and bravery on the eve of the election. 
Amoux, seeing that no one of the other 
party made any advance to begin the 
light, said:

“It’s a put up Job!" cried one of the 

bystanders.
“There’s half a dozen of ’em picking 

on one!" shouted another.
“There’s an advertising dodge In It 

somewhere. Wait and see," was a 
third person’s explanation.

"Here comes a gendarmer’ 
Meanwhile Daroux stood silent with 

folded arms, the only person whose 
dignified appearance commanded re­
spect When the gendarme arrived 
Daroux said something to him in a low 
tone, to which the officer assented.

Then M. Daroux, raising his hand to 
impose silence, made an explanation. 
He began by telling of hearing on good 
authority that a large sum was being 
used to land his political opponent in 
office and of his having made a blind 
charge. Then he told how each of six 
different men in the audience had tak­
en the accusation to himself and de­
manded a retraction or satisfaction.

“And now, my friends," continued 
the speaker, “I am here to back my 
words. I have accused none of these 
gentlemen. They have accused them­
selves. For we all know that a guilty 
conscience needs no accuser."

The men who had come to fight Da­
roux got away as fast as they could, 
amid the jeers of the crowd. Daroux 
entered his carriage with his attend­
ants and drove across the Seine to the 
legislative building on the other bank, 
attended by an enormous crowd. There 
he alighted and made a political speech, 

which, hc tqld the story to a multi­

tude of votes.
Every evening paper in Paris had an 

account of the affair, and the cafee 
were filled with persons laughing at 
the way Daroux had exposed the cor­
ruption of his opponents. That night 
he spoke to an immense concourse, 
who demanded again and again to heal 
the story from his own lips.

The journals the next morning all 
published editorials upon the low grade 
to which Paris politics had sunk and 
the iniquity of using money at elec­
tions. During the day Daroux drove 
from one polling place to another and 
wherever be appeared was greeted 
with shouts of npplàuse mixed with 
laughter at the way he had turned th« 
tables on his opponents.

Before 9 o'clock at night It waa 
known all over Paris that Daroux had 
been elected, and when the papers 
came out the next morning they an­
nounced a landslide In his favor.

Somewhat over a year ago. as President: 

of the Canadian Patriotic ) und, I made 
an appeal to the people of U e Dominion 
for funds to assist the fa; lies of the 
gallant men who were going to the 
front. Though anticipating a generous- 
response, I was hardly prepared for the 
magnificent manner in which the call 
was met. Monies have poured into the 
treasury of the Fund until the total con­
tributions have reached and exceeded six 
million dollars.

Large, however, as this sum appears, it 
has not greatly exceeded current de­
mands and, if peace were declared in the 
immediate future, the entire surplus on 
hand would be ‘required before all the 
men of the aExpeditionary Force could 
again return home.

To-day there are 25,000 families, com­
prising, it is estimated, 80,000 individuals 
dependent upon the Patriotic Fund.

With turther recruiting the demands 
upon the Fund will, with each succeeding, 
month, continue to grow, so that it is 
estimated that, should the war continue 
during 1916, a sum amounting to some 
$8,000,000 and probably more will be 
required. This would, however, only 
mean $1 per head of the population for 
the people of Canada, and it is little in­
deed to ask of those who remain at home 
in comparison with the sacrifice in life 
and limb of those who are fighting m 
defence of the Nation.

Rowland Hitt Was Ridiculed For Hlo 
Wild Postal Reform Idea, but He Per­
sisted and Finally Won the Day For 
the Little Friend of Humanity.

:

Not since the days of the discovery 
of printing had there come to human 
beings such a boon as was launched 
In England on May fl, 1840, when the 
first postage stamps, the little friends 
of humanity, were used. That date 
In history marked the beginning of 
popular communication, placing within 
the reach of the poorest peasant the 
means of writing to relatives and 
friends. It put the people of the world 
Into closer tooch, It encouraged the 
art of writing as no other agency had 
done. But, greatest of all, It spread 
civilization.

Millions of people who today open 
their mail scarcely glance at the little 
stamp that adorns the wrapper. It but 
represents to them the cost of trans­
porting and handling by the govern­
ment

Few Indeed realize that the postage 
stamp is a modem contrivance, and 
that Its great aid to modern life has 
played a remarkable part in the world's 
development during the past three 
quarters of a century.

It was In 1840 that Rowland Hill, an 
English schoolmaster, stirred all Eu­
rope to laughter by declaring that 
James Chalmers and himself had de­
vised a system whereby a two sheet 
letter could be sent from London to 
Edinburgh for two cents and yet leave 
the government a fair profit on the 
transaction. At that time the fee 
was 54 cents for that distance for a 
two sheet letter.

Such a radical idea as Hill’s seemed 
ridiculous to the public, which bad 
looked upon the sending of communica­
tions as an expensive luxury. And so 
the joke went around, and the poor 
laughed with the others at the idea 
of any means that would place them on 
a par with the aristocracy.

Hill persisted despite the ridicule. He 
worked diligently on his schedule, and 
when the time was ripe he flashed the 
system on parliament and the public. 
Hill offered proof that was incontro­
vertible that the actual cost of the gov­
ernment for carrying each letter aver­
aged only a small fraction of a cent 

He proved that the expense of hiring 
men to figure out postal rates on the 
system then existing, based on dis­
tance and the number of sheets, was 
greater than the profit gained, and he 
urged the adoption of a flat rate for all 
letters under a certain weight, no mat­
ter how short or long a Journey they 
were to make.

i He originated the idea of pasting a 
label on every letter, to show that the 
cost had been prepaid to the govern­
ment, and pointed out that this would 
save the expense and time of collecting 
at point of delivery, which custom was 
then in general use.

The idea sprung by Hill and his 
friend. James Chalmers, gained friends 
after the first roars of laughter had 
died away. The government was press­
ed by not a few thinkers of the time 
to adopt the system. And so on May 
6, 1840, postage stamps, or “stamped 
labels,” as they were called at the 
time, were inaugurated. On the first 
stamp was a profile picture of the 
young Queen Victoria. The effect on 
the postofflee was instantaneous. With­
in two years—and they were panic 
years at that—the business of the post- 
office nearly trebled.

Johnnycake
Various kinds of bread, having meal as 

their basis, are of corn foods most geuer: 
ally in use. Of these “johnnycake" and

hoacake" are perhaos the most popular. 
Both are easily digested. Butter, or some 
other form of fat, should be eaten with 
both kinds of cake tor two reason^: be­
cause, as in the case of rice, it prevents 
the corn from forming into a sticky mass 
in the stomach ; and because the butter 
supplies an abundance of fats and a slight 
amount of proteins, in wnich, particular­
ly the fats, cornmeal is somewhat lack­
ing. On this account cane and corn 
syrups and mollassfes, should not be eat­
en as a “spread" with these corn breads, 
since the mollasses, like the meal, is 
con)posed chiefly of carbohydrates, and 
oversupplies the body with this element.

Many children die from the assaults of 
worms, and the first care of mothers 
should be to see that their infants are 
free from these pests. A vermifuge that 
can be depended on is Miller’s Worm 
Powders.

deliver it to some soldiers who did not 
receive any mail. The other day she 
got the following reply :—

Mrs. J. Bryson, Watford Ont.—Dear 
Madam : Your letter was handed to me 
by one of the mail orderlies of the first 
battalion as I used to be with that 
batt. and remember Lieut. Stapleford 
quite well. I enlisted with the first con­
tingent in London, Ontario and was with 
the boys until a couple of months back 
when I was transfered to the Mounted 
Police attached to the 1st Infantry 
Brigade. I am a young man of twenty 
years of age, (and single, of very good 
habits and have a fair education) and 
am a born Canadian. I certainly ap­
preciate your kind letter and of all 
things we soldiers look forward to is 
mail from home. I would like to tell 
you of some of my experiences out here 
but as I suppose you know our letters 
have to pass censorship and they are very 
particular about what we write. We 
have had very bad weather out here this 
last month, rain every day. The trenches 
have about two feet of water in them and 
some roads have two feet of mud, but we 
all realize we are fighting for a just 
cause and right always wins. I thank 
you for your prayers and the interest you 
take in us. Hoping we shall meet some 
day if not in this life in the higher one.

that I visited Warwick, I had a friendly 
chat with Gunn Newell, but never again, 
he has answered the call, and he leave.-’ 
many, many friends behind who regret 
that he did not survive the war.

Well, Welland is on the boom again as 
all the large plants here are on war 
orders The Canadian Steel Foundries 
here (where I am employed) are working 
night and day seven days a week on 
shells. I have seen them take out one 
hundred and sixty tons of shells in twelve 
hours from the furnaces, so you see Wel­
land is doing her share of business in 
driving back the huns.

There has been no uneasiness here with 
regard to the plot to blow up the Welland 
Canal or the factories on munition work, 
as they are fairly well guarded, although 
it would not take much in a place like 
Welland or Niagara Falls to do the job, 
as a bomb under any ppwer house would 
kill the whole works.

I am employed in the power house here 
and we get our power from the Ontario 
Power Co. and we use at the present time 
one thousand horse power.

We have also control of the fuel oil for 
all the furnaces which is obtained from 
Sarnia. The water we pump from the 
Welland Canal, and the compressed air 
is also obtained here at the power house.

We have two compressors, one is two 
thousand cubic feet a minute and the 
other one eight hundred and fifty, both 
driven by electricity, and we also have a 
direct current generating set for operat­
ing electric welders. I work twelve hour 
shifts. Wishing you a prosperous New

MASS MEETING
SUNDAY EVENING

Excellent Speeches by Hon. W. J. Hanna 
and Lleut.-Col. Bradley

The public meeting held in the Lyceum 
Sunday night to hear the issues of the 
war discussed by the Provincial Secretary 
was well attended, every seat in the hall 
being occupied and a number of men had 
to stand.

Reeve Kenward occupied the chair and 
as an opening number called on Mrs. 
Beers, of Kingscourt, for a solo, who sang 
very sweetly “Till the Boys Come Home.

The first speaker was Lieut.-Col. T. P. 
Bradley, the new Colonel of the 149th 
“Lambton’s Own.” Opening his address 
he paid a high tribute to the late Col. 
Kelly. Said be had known him for 12 or 
15 years and always found him kind and 
unselfish in private life and as, a public 
man and soldier most sacrificing. He 
died a hero in the performance of the 
duty giyen him to do. Col. Bradley said 
he had not sought the position of C.O. 
but that he intended to fulfill the duties 
of the office to the fullest of his power. 
Our homes, freedom and liberty are 
threatened by this war and our first duty 
is to protect them. We had to choose be­
tween retrogression for the next 1000 years 
and civilization. It was for us to decide 
whether we would accept slavery and 
bondage or avenge such crimes as the 
sinking of the Louisatana, the Caval mur­
der, the baby killing of the Huns, by rally­
ing to the colors and helping to fill the 
ranks of the 149th and thus help to make 
such crimes an impossibility in the future.

Messrs. McFarlane and McGill, of For­
est, then sang a duet, “The Battle Eve.”

The Hon. W. J. Hanna thought it very 
fitting that Watford should have been 
chosen as the place for the first recruit­
ing meeting. Col. Bradley, as successor 
to the late Col. Kelly, was a man worthy 
of the position he occupies. The speaker 
said that 17 months ago Germany after 
40 years of preparation, and with every 
German of military age behind her, threw 
off all restraint and went out to crush 
France, cripple Russia and Belgium. At 
that time Britain had less than 100,000 
trained men. Now she has under arms 
four million men and ^Js grown stronger 
every day while Germany has been get- 
ging gradually weaker. England was 
prepared in the navy and has wiped Ger­
man vessels off the seas wherever she 
could get at them. The men who are 
joining the colors are not going out to 
serve for a losing cause—they are going 
to come back triumphant because the 
cause is right, a cause worth fighting for. 
The speaker showed what was being done 
in other parts of the British Empire, how 
in some parts of the agricultural districts 
of England not a man of military age was 
left and the women and old men were 
running the farms and other business. 
In Ireland and Scotland things were on 
the same basis. England and Scotland 
have given 8 per cent, of the population to 
fight for the cause, Australia 6 per cent., 
New Zealand 10 per cent. Canada 3 per 
cent., but if she raises the 500,000 men 
asked tor by the Premier it would be 
equal’to 7 per cent. Canada must give 
freely, tor the cause of England is her 
cause. The danger to us in Canada is 
just as great as if the war was happening 
fifty miles from home instead of 3000. 
The free soil of Canada would no longer 
be free if Germany wins out and the 
might of the British Empire must be put 
forth to prevent it. The speaker criticized 
the action of the County Council of 
Lambton at the December session for 
turning down the grants asked tor recruit-» 
ing and other patriotic purposes, and hop­
ed that that body would reconsider the mat­
ter at the January session and give liberal­
ly for the cause Three things are re- 
T .ired to wm the day—money, munitions 
and men, and these Lambton should sup­
ply to the full extent necessary. These 
were the great needs and Lambton no 
doubt would do its duty.

A solo “Marching on to Glory” was 
sung bv Mr. Crosse and the meeting clos­
ed with God Save the King.
