PEACE SIGNED JUNE 28
Five Years lo the Day After tho 

Assassination of Archduke 
Ferdinand

Versailles, June 29.—World peace was- 
signed and sealed in the historic Hall of1 
Mirrors at Versailles Saturday afternoon, 
but under circumstances which some­
what dimmed the expectations of those 
who had worked and fought during long 
years of war and mouths of negotiations 
for its achievement.

The absence of the Chinese delegates, 
who at the last moment were unable to 
reconcile themselves to the Shantung 
settlement, and left the Eastern Empire 
outside the formal purviews of peace, 
struck the fiist discordant note iu the 
assembly.

A written protest which Gen. Jan 
Christian Smuts lodged with bis signa­
ture was another disappointment to the 
makers of the treaty.

But bulking larger was the attitude of 
Germany and the German plenipotenti­
aries, wlvch left them, as evident from- 
the official program ot the day and from 
the . xpression of M. Clemenceau, still 
rtvsi le any formal reconciliation, and 

actual restoration to regular rela­
tions and intercourse with the allied! 
nations dependent, not upon the- 
the signature of the “preliminaries of 
peace” today, but upon reaffirmation by 
the National Assembly.

To M. Clemenceau’s stern warning iu 
his opening remarks that they would be 
expected, and held, to observe the treaty 
provisions loyally and completely, 
the German delegates, through Dr. 
Hauiel von Heimhausen, replied after 
returning to the hotel, that had they 
known they would be treated oil a differ­
ent status after signing than the allied 
representatives, as shown by their separ­
ate exit before the general body of the 
conference, they never would have 
signed.

Under the circumstance the eenerall 
tone of sentiment in the historic sitting 
was ( n; rather of relief at the incontro­
vertible end of hostilities than of complete 
and unalloyed satisfaction.

The ceremony came to a dramatic close 
—in fact, reached its high dramatic pitch 
— with the wildly enthusiastic reception 
ot M. Clemenceau, Mr. Lloyd George 
and President Wilson by the crowds out­
side the palace, who ignored or disre­
garded the miubr discords of the day. 
They tore the three statesmen from their 
escorts and almost carried them bodily in 
their progress through the chateau 
grounds to watch the playing of the 
fountains—a part of the program which 
had been planed as a dignified State pro­
cessional of all the ptentipoteutiares.

The ceremony of signing the peace 
terms was brief. Premier Clemenceau 
called the session to order in the Hall of 
mirrors of the chateau of Versailles at 
3.10 o’clock. The signing began when 
I)r. Hermann Mueller and Johannes Bell,, 
the German signatories, affixed their 
names, Herr Mueller signed at 3.12 
o’clock and Herr Bell at 3.13 o’clock. 
President Wilson, first of the allied dele­
gates, signed a minute later. At 3.45 
o’clock the momentous session was con­
cluded.

June 28 Momentous Date In War

The world’s greatest war was formally 
brought to an end at almost the identi­
cal hour on which occurred the deed, 
used as an excuse to start that war, 5 
years before.

The peace treaty was signed at 
3 o’clock, Paris time, June 28, 1919.

At almost that same "hours of June 28, 
1914, Archduke Francis Ferdinand, heir 
apparant to the Austrian throne, and lus 
morgantic wife, Countess Sophie Cbotek, 
were assassinated at Sarajavu, capital of 
Bcsnia-Herzogovina, by a Serbian resi­
dent of Bosnia.

July 2H, 1914, one month after the 
death of Francis Ferdinand, Austria 
declared war on Serbia, marking the be­
ginning of hostilities. August 1 Ger­
many declared war on Russia and in­
vaded Luxemburg. Germany sent her 
ultimatum to Belgium oti August 2 and 
declared war on France on August 3. 
The next day Great 1 . * Lain declared war 
on Germany.

June 28 also is the anniversary of the 
renewel of the triple alliance with Ger­
many^ Austria and Italy, which has.been 
broken by the war.

June 28, 1890, the German Reichstag 
adopted a bill creating a new German 
army, the organization which is greatly 
diminished in power by the treaty to-day.

Quite unexpected people find 
It necessary to walk to their friend’s 
houses, or even to the theaters, Instead 
of driving, as formerly.

Taxicabs are few and hard to find. 
There are still stringent rules connect­
ed with private automobiles. The 
metros and omnibuses are crowded to 
overflowing, hence the frequent neces­
sity of walking In evening dress. For 
this reason our best dressmakers are 
creating evening wraps which can, as 
indicated, be worn In the street at 
night without attracting undue notice.

driving wrap rashloned on very muen 
the same Unes as the model here illus­
trated.

In this case the material was pale 
beige cashmere, with a lining of bro­
caded silk which showed blue flowers 
on a dull rose ground; there was a 
heavy fringe of beige silk tassels on 
either sleeve and a large roll-over col­
lar of beaver fur. An admirable driv­
ing wrap, I can assure yon.

The second model, full-length figure, 
shows a quaint early spring wrap 
made of Venetian red bore, with a row 
of gray bone buttons down one side 
and handsome embroideries worked In 
rough gray wool. This Is a Baer 
model and one which has been greatly 
admired. The outline Is simple, the 
wrap faUlng In long straight lines, but 
the sleeves are distinctly novel In out­
line, spreading out at the wrist In leg- 
o’-mntton fashion.

Collar Muffles the Neck.
Here again you have a “vague,” 

very large coUar which muffles up the 
neck and makes a delightful frame for 
the face. The combination of Vene­
tian red and gray Is very fashionable 
Just now. It Is seasonable and cheer­
ful, two excellent quaUties. In Worth's 
showrooms I recently saw a splendid 
driving wrap made of Venetian red 
cnmel’s-halr cloth which had a deep 
cape-collar of sable and a lining of tete 
de negre satin embroidered in black, 
rliite and dull blue silks.
This wrap was very long, reaching 

to the hem of the dress, and at the 
shoulders It seemed ample, even un­
usually bunchy ; but the hem clung 
In about the ankles and gave the pe­
culiar outline which Is typical of 1919.

There Is a craze for ultralong Jet 
earrings raging In Paris at this mo­
ment. Thin, finely cut Jet pear drops, 
suspended from miniature chains of 
diamonds or seed pearls. These ear­
rings are so long that they touch the 
neck. They are exceedingly decora­
tive and with certain afternoon and 
evening dresses they give splendid re­
sults.

I am not In favor of long earrings 
in the day time, in the street ; never­
theless they are the fashion, and it is 
a fashion which seems likely to de­
velop into an absolute rage. Cut jet 
in varions forms Is popular jnst now. 
At a recent Important “first night” I 
saw a well-known Parisian beauty 
wearing 6 high dog collar made en­
tirely of cut Jet, and this with a fragile 
costume of palest rose chiffon. The 
strong touch of black was rather 
startling, but the ensemble was good, 
the note of jet being repeated In r. 
square comb which held the high loops 
of fair hair In place. Cut-Jet plaques 
attached to black silk cords are often 
thrown over a light-colored house 
dress, a long black silk tassel hanging 
low at the back.

Toronto War Memorial.
Formal sanction of the University 

of Toronto Alumni has been given 
to the memorial plans submitted by 
a special committee. These include 
the construction of an archway and 
tower connecting two of the main 
buildings, and the creation of cer­
tain scholarships for returned men 
and for dependents of soldiers killed 
in the war. The total sum to be rais­
ed for this purpose Is $500,000, of 
which $275,000 will be set aside for 
scholarships. The university has also 
established a fund from which loans 
may be drawn by students who have 
served In the war and need financial 
assistance, and a special committee 
has been appointed to co-operate 
with the university authorities In re­
questing the Dominion Government 
to make financial provision for those 
veterans who wish to attend Cana­
dian universities.

A lovely young actress—one of the

This 
novelty takes the form of a^hick cord, 
with long tassel, of bright scarlet silk. 
In front there was an antique orna­
ment, in plaque form, suspended from 
the cord, and at the back a big tassel 
weighted it down and made a splendid 
flash of color. This idea was taken 
from the scarlet cords and tassels 
worn by choir boys In some churches 
on ceremonious occasions.

The color of the cord and tassel 
was the brightest and most vivid scar­
let, the ornament In front being 
of an antique nature, with a slight 
suggestion of “church” in its compo­
sition. On the head was one of the 
new cut jet band/? which are placed 
very low on the forehead, almost 
touching the brows, and which com­
pletely circle the head and hair.

Draw Hair Right Off Forehead.
It becomes more and more the fash­

ion to draw the hair right off the fore­
head and to arrange it very high on 
the top of the head, the only soft curls 
showing being those which thrust 
themselves forward over the ears.

GUARDED HUN ELECTIONS.

i WATFORD ONTARIO

Incidents In the Occupation of Town 
In Germany.

i ft was in a German beer garden in 
a rather Important town in the Rhine 
districts occupied by the Canadian 
Corps, writes a Canadian in Germany. 
And since the German town centres 

I round its beer gardens it was there 
I found the best answer to my anx­
iety about the fraternizing of old- 
time enemies. I had watched all 
year, from closeup, the organized and 
unremitting hatred of the Canadian 
soldier for the fighting Hun. And 
from the same grand stand seat of 
war correspondent I had ample 
proof that the affection of the grey- 
coated German for the persistent', in­
defatigable, fearless Canadian was of 
the same calibre—longer drawn out.

But of the Canadian memory I 
was not so certain.

The beer garden was the typical 
German one—a roomy theatre, with 
large stage in front, cheap chairs 
that could be turned towards the 
performance or the glass of beer that 
once stood on the tables, and a bar 
extending across the entire rear. The 
stage was incidental, the chairs a 
medium only. The bar was the main 
idea in the old days of German guz­
zling and community life.

Now it was difficult. The long bar 
was half closed off, concealing a kit­
chen where tea and coffee urns stood 
ready for the evening’s business. The 
seats were neatly arranged, with 
their faces towards the stage. The 
stage was a riot of red, white and 
blue. Indeed, the whole setting was 
so patriotic as to remind me of early 
war days when conscription was de­
layed on behalf of voluntary enlist­
ment and the senses and sentiment 
were the mediums of appeal.

The manner of metamorphosis re­
quired no explanation. A Canadian 
Y.M.C.A. officer was my guide. When 
Canadian soldiers began to filter in 
to the town the Y.M.C.A. arrived 
with the first consignment. And the 
very first act of the officer was to 
ferret out the buildings suitable to 
his purposes of entertainment. And 
the beer garden—as in many another 
German village—supplied one of his 
most pressing wants. And the second 
phase of operations was to decorate 
in the flags and colors of the. Allies.

The building seemed empty when 
I entered: But as we moved down 
the aisle two solid, silent figures 
loomed from the gloom — soldiers 
seated several chairs apart in the 
very front row.

Grim they sat, with frowning 
brows and firm chins, their arms 
folded in that instinctive expression 
of immovable determination. They 
scarcely shifted to look at us. There 
might have been a lieutenant-general 
up there on the stage, with these 
his guards. The officer explained.

The beer garden was the largest 
hall in town. It was also the local 
symbol of authority. The German 
elections were crowding. And the 
mayor had humbly craved of the Y 
the use of the hall for a pre-election 
meeting that afternoon. With the 
promise of dismissal at five in order 
not to interfere with the regular Y 
program, consent was given. Later 
the request—almost a demand—was 
for a two hours' extension. But the 
beer garden was the property of the 
soldiers for the time; and five was 
insisted upon as the time limit.

Some soldier conceived the idea 
that the super-decorations of the 
theatre in the Allied colors might 
not be completely in accord with the 
feelings of a German political meet­
ing. lie passed it on. It developed * 
into a decision—unofficial—to estab­
lish two Canadians of good physique 
where every movement of the main 
actors on the stage would be under 
their supervision.

And there they sat, an hour before 
opening time, not a whit impatient.
I thought I detected something the 
opposite of impatience in their de­
meanor. I looked from their set 
jaws and anticipatory eyes to the 
stage, where a table was already 
surrounded with chairs for the poli­
tical discussion. Across the front, 
below the footlights, stretched a 
three-foot strip of red, white and 
blue. The clingy scenery was camou­
flaged in flags and colors. A great 
Union Jack depended from one chan­
delier on the right stage, and a 
Stars and Stripes from another chan- 

I delier to the left. It was a ridicu- 
' lously incongruous setting for a poli- 
j tical meeting in a country that had 

preached hate of those colors for 
four years.

But I knew not a ribbon or strip 
would be touched. Those grim faces 
assured me of that. But the flicker­
ing glint in their eyes was not 
explained.

'‘You’ll have a long wait—and a 
tiresome one," I volunteered. “And 
you won’t know what they’re talking 
about anyway."

A young Ole Bill of the army 
winked and screwed up the corner 
of his mouth. “No, it’ll be Dutch to 
us. But"—he paused to give a tug 
at each coat sleeve, the initial move­
ment of rolling it up—“we’ll know 
if they aren’t out of the building 
by five. And”—he hesitated diplo­
matically—"here’s hoping!"

Canadian Soldiers Among 
Derbyshire Hills.

A short time ago I heard someone 
talking about the C.D.D. at Buxton, 
and I asked what the letters stood 
for.

"The Canadian Discharge Depot," 
was the reply.

Immediately the cruel meaning of 
the word “discharge” flashed through 
my mind. I recalled the way in 
which the authorities of the Euro­
pean nations, including those of the 
Motherland, had treated their ex­
soldiers in the past; how the fear of 
unemployment and the spectre of 
famine haunted the lives and the 
homes of these men, eating into 
their minds and destroying the very 
spirit of bravery which had made 
them willing to offer even their lives 
in defence of freedom.

I reflected that the workhouse 
had been the reward from the nation 
in the past for thousands of our he­
roes, while glorified titles and pen­
sions had been given to a few.

Such thoughts led me on to con­
sider my own countrymen. Would 
Canada fail to do her part for these 
men who had fought for her? What 
would be Canada's first step toward 
helping to bring these men again 
into the field of construction away 
from the fields of destruction, I won­
dered.

So I took a train for Buxton. Con­
flicting reports had reached me con­
cerning Canada’s policy on behalf of 
her soldiers. I wanted to see arid 
to know for myself.

The Buxton C.D.D. receives only 
the soldiers having dependents. Bux­
ton is one of the great health re­
sorts, and is known as the “Switzer-, 
land of England.” It is a pretty 
town lying in a valley. It has curv­
ing streets, with buildings of grey 
stone taken from the hills of Derby­
shire, which surround the town. The 
district is rich in minerals, for the 
old Roman mines still yield ore. The 
fields on the hillsides and-the moors 
look like checkerboards. They are 
divided by stone fences, the stones 
having been picked up hundreds of 
years ago, so that the ground might 
be made fit for grazing. These fields 
are a perpetual green, although on 
the first day of my visit there were 
little drifts of snow behind the 
fences on the north side. It was 
early in March, and spring was just 
showing herself here and "there in 
the southern exposures, where little 
flowers were trying to open their 
petals to the sun, and the early 
spring birds were singing.

This was the scene on a Sunday 
morning. In the distance I heard 
the music of a band. A column of 
soldiers were marching to the Hip­
podrome Theatre for morning ser­
vice—the only building large enough 
to hold them. The Canadian sol­
diers nearly filled it, leaving little 
room for civilians.

“All peojple that on earth do 
dwell,” sang the soldiers, accom­
panied by the band. Then there 
were prayers and the lessons for the 
day, and the chaplain, Capt. Bruce 
Hunter, of Toronto, took for his text: 
“Thy will be done on earth as it is 
in Heaven."

It was a simple sermon, of plain 
words to be understood by plain 
men, showing the fervor of a deep 
thinker, an honest leader, and every 
man in the audience heard and un­
derstood. The preacher fitted his 
text to every-day ideals to guide 
men’s lives, to prepare them for the 
New Canada. He spoke of the moral 
force that was greater than physical; 
he told them that true words cut 
deeper than the sword. Let their 
thoughts be true; let them return 
home determined to be “on active 
service” in the field of industry as 
they had been in the field of wTar.

I could see that the soldiers were 
deeply affected. Their stillness and 
attention proved that. I studied their 
faces and noted the interest those 
faces showed. Never have I attended 
a military church service where the 
audience seemed so to grasp the pur­
pose of their leader.—Special corre­
spondence of .Toronto Telegram.

Limbton Live Stock
Association Meeting

The annual meeting of the County 
Livestock Association was held in the 
Agricultural office, Petrolia, ou Wednes­
day, June 25th. In finishing up the 
business of the last Dispersion Sale held 
on February 6th, the finances allowed 
for a rebating of \]/z per cent, of the 
price charged for conducting the sale.

The secretary, W. P. MacDonald out­
lined the proposed Winter Fair building 
which would give larger and more ample 
quarters for the housing of the stock and 
the conducting of the sale. The associ­
ation went on record as being in accord 
with the scheme and were willing to do 
their share towards the completion of the 
building.

The possibly of holding a Fall sale, as 
well as an entirely dairy sale of stock was 
discussed. The arranging and complet­
ing of the same will be dealt with at the 
regular fall meeting of the association.

The members expressed themselves as 
being highly satisfied with the progress 
the association was making and all were 
unanimous with the continuation of the 
work. The quality ot the cattle being 
offered each year is showing a marked 
improvement. Poorly fitted and uncon­
ditioned cattle are a detriment to the 
progress ot the association. An inspection 
of all cattle being offered before being 
placed in catalogue will be a feature of 
the next sale. A resolution was passed 
and a committee named to take ùp the 
problem of holding a spring show of 
liorses and bulls at some point in the 
county.

But Population In Rural Districts 
Show Decrease.

Ontario’s total population for the 
year 1918 was 2,578,177, an Increase 
of 17,724 over the year 1917, but a 
falling off of 2,075 for the total of 
1916, according to the second muni­
cipal bulletin of the Bureau of Muni­
cipal Affairs, which has just been 
issued. In townships, towns and vil­
lages there was a decrease in popu­
lation during 1918, but in cities the 
increase is 39,374.

The total assessment of the pro­
vince for 1917 was $2,027,561,860, 
made up as follows: Townships, 
$698,900,181; villages and towns, 
$263,401,104; cities, $1,065,260,575. 
The total increase over the previous 
year is $22,883,313.

In 1891 there were 758 organized 
municipalities in Ontario. In 1918 
there were 900, besides 10 districts 
that have no organisation similar to 
the county council. The total of 900 
includes 551 townships, 149 villages, 
139 towns, 23 cities and 38 counties.

Municipal taxes imposed in 1917 
were $38,134,017, an increase of $3,- 
839,307 over the previous year. The 
total was made up as follows: 
Townships, $9,462,175 towns and 
villages, $5,589,415; cities, $23,082,- 
427.

The total debenture debt of the 
province was $226,754,890, an in­
crease of $1,056,878. There is a de­
crease, however, in the cities ot 
$575,650.

The report contains the following 
figures with regard to Toronto: As­
sessed population, 1918, 473,829; as­
sessed area, 16,480 (acres); total 
assessment, 1917, $586,535,531; as­
sessed for schools only, $109,285; 
municipal debenture debt, December 
31, 1917, $11,138,582; school de­
benture debt, $1,528,192; sinking 
fund, December 31, 1917, $2,162,862.

longer talked of as a future queen. 
Princess Marie of Roumania, Prin­
cess Elizabeth of Roumania, or Prin­
cess Margaret of Denmark might be 
chosen, but the prospect would 
arouse little enthusiasm.

"The fact is that there is a keen 
desire that the prince shall be al­
lowed to choose for himself a British 
wife—if not an American! His mar­
riage with a British bride would be 
exceedingly popular. If he should 
choose an American bride the enthus­
iasm on both sides of the Atlantic 
would be unbounded, and dramatic 
possibilities would be opened up. 
The example would be infectious. 
There is no telling where the conse­
quence would end.

"There is nothing to prevent an 
unmarried sovereign of this country 
marrying whom he or she chooses, 
providing the proposed consort is not 
a Roman Catholic. For all other de­
scendants the consent of the sove­
reign alone is necessary, though this 
consent is required to be a formal 
act, and is conveyed by letters pa­
tent under the Great Seal.”

Farmers Escape Taxation.
The Canadian Reconstruction As­

sociation asserts that the fanners of 
the western United States and Can­
ada are not paying a fair share of 
the taxes. The association secretary 
points out that the farmer is not over 
liberal in his contribution to the In­
come tax. In the United States the 
income tax collected from 6,606,000 
farmers amounted to $1,815,849, 
while the gross wealth produced 
amounted to $60,000,000,000. Of 
this amount the Department of Agri­
culture placed the value of farm pro­
ducts at over $19,000,000,000. These 
figures showed that the farm produc­
ed one-third of the national annual 
gross revenue, and paid only 1-150 of 
the income tax of the United States.

The explanation given for this is 
that farmers do not keep books, con­
sequently are never sure what their 
income is. In Canada the increase re­
ceived from the sale of farm products 
has been $992,447,700 in the past 
three years. The Reconstruction As­
sociation declares that the Canadian 
farmer should be operating on a basis 
of a much increased revenue and 
therefore should pay a larger propor­
tion of the taxes. The Increase in the 
value of farm lands Is regarded by 
the members of the Reconstruction 
Association as a strong argument for 
the ability of the farmer to pay. On 
the other hand they assert that the 
Canadian manufacturer instead of 
having his values increased is faced 
with a deterioration in the value of 
his plant.

porting a small, egotistical ruling 
class, writes Baron S. A. Korff in the 
Yale Review. Even among enlight­
ened Russians the methods of autoc­
racy engendered a certain pride in 
not obeying governmental authority. 
Misgovernment for a whole gener­
ation had created among the people 
such hatred of whatever bore the 
name of government that it was not 
astonishing that, when the chance 
came, Tsardom was upset with 
pleasure and ruthlessness. Indeed, 
the destruction went much further 
than was originally intended or even 
thought possible. Again the simi­
larity in the positions of the royal 
families in France and Russia at the 
outbreak of the revolution is quite 
extraordinary Marie Antoinette and 
the Empress Alexandra were both 
princesses of foreign birth from an 
enemy country Both were hated by 
the people at large and both were 
accused of having had during the 
war intercourse with the enemy. 
Russia also had a Cagliostro in the 
person of Rasputin—in fact all but 
the necklace. The characters of the 
two reigning monarchs, however, dif­
fered widely, and the comparison was 
certainly. InjAYQE. 9LLouis..

The Rule of the Road.
A change in the rule of the road 

to bring British Columbia into line 
with the rest of the North American 
continent has been approved by the 
Provincial Legislature. In British 
Columbia, as in Great Britain, it is 
the custom to drive to the left. While 
the Legislature has approved the 
change being made it is the con­
sensus of opinion that some adequate 
notice should be given before it be­
comes operative. Premier Oliver has 
suggested that legislation fixing the 
date for the introduction of the prac­
tice of driving to the right should be 
deferred until next session. In the 
meantime a committee is to be ap­
pointed to secure all facts as to what 
extent a change will affect certain 
interests now operating in the pro­
vince, notably the street car com­
pany. This committee will be in a 
position to report to the Legislature 
prior to the introduction of the bill.

“Fin” In the Yukon.
Word has recently been received 

of the heroic efforts made during re­
cent months to check the influenza 
epidemic in Yukon territory, where 
remote communities faced grave dan­
ger because of limited medical and 
nursing supplies. To meet the emer­
gency, Indian runners with dog teams 
were despatched from Dawson with 
anti-influenza serum and bent across 
the snow as far north as Fort Mc­
Pherson, near the inouth of the Mac­
kenzie river, making the round trip 
of 1,000 miles in a little less than 
two months, which is a fair perform­
ance in midwinter. The journey in­
cluded crossing the Rocky Mountains.

Clergyman Decorated.
The London Times speaks of the 

D.S.O. being awarded to Rev. W. L. 
Baynes-Reed, 7 5th Battalion, Cana­
dian Infantry, rector of St. John’s, 
Norway, Toronto, "for conspicuous 
gallantry and devotion to duty, Aug­
ust 8 and 9, at the capture of the 
village of Lequesnel. He was con­
stantly in the forward area, attend­
ing to the wounded and ministering 
to the dying under intense fire of all 
descriptions. His unselfish devotion 
to duty and his courage were splen­
did examples, and hie services earned 

1 for him the respect and affection of 
all those among, whom Ue worked.”.

Camera Banned at Front.
One of the most disappointing 

things to Canadians at the front wm 
the ban upon cameras which prevent­
ed them from having snaps of them­
selves taken at war and sent to th# 
folks at home. Thus, priceless llttl# 
souvenirs showing them in th# 
trenches and depicting their reet bil­
lets in the French and Belgian vil­
lages to their friends and relative» 
In Canada were denied them.

When the first Canucks reached! 
tlm front cameras, if not encouraged» 
were at least tolerated, but a few 
months later an order came out de­
manding that every camera be turn­
ed In. Commanders of each unit 
were.fequlred to collect the cameras 
and to make periodical reports Is 
headquarters. *

Possession of a camera was madd 
a court-martial offence which increas­
ed In gravity as the months passed* 
For, innocent as was the average 
snapshot, some, If discovered upon « 
captured man, would certainly have 
given the enemy valuable informa­
tion about our positions. Strangely 
enough, though the British laid sucK 
stress upon tills, the French and! 
Belgians allowed men to use cameras 
at will. 1

He was a daring man who disobey­
ed the order to turn over his camera* 
Notwithstanding, a few cameras were 
used clandestinely, right through the 
war, and the pictures the lenses ot 
these pocket recorders chronicled! 
are doubtless highly prized by their 
owners. Though latterly the official 
photographers were very active, the 
photos they took lacked the intimacy 
of the private snaps taken at great 
risk by private individuals.

Now that the war Is well over It 
seems likely that a number of these 
photos, taken without the knowledge* 
or consent of the army authorities, 
will see the light of day. Some few 
which were obviously taken on the 
sly have already appeared in news­
papers, books and periodicals.

î
Record Railway Building.

An enviable record in military rail­
way construction was set up by the 
1st Canadian Railway Troops in 
France when this unit built a line- 
173 miles long, standard gauge, un­
der front line conditions, in 90 days. 
Nor was this record an isolated 
achievement of this force, whose ex­
ploits at Cambrai and later in other, 
sectors resulted in their being show­
ered with the congratulations of the 
British Commander-in-Chief, Sir 
Douglas Haig, Gen. H. Rawlinson, 
commander of the fourth army, and 
Maj.-Gen. S. D. Cruickshank, direc­
tor-general of transportation.

Lt.-Col. Blaiv Ripley, D.S.O., who 
commanded the 1st C.R.T. overseas, 
arrived in Canada recently, after 
having crossed on the Scotian, and 
gave a brief account of the feats of 
his unit in their particular sphere of 
activity. ( l

The Dominion's Gift.
The Department of the Naval Ser­

vice has concurred in the proposal 
of the British Admiralty that the 
gift of a silver plate and an invest­
ment bond presented by Canadians to 
H. M. S. Dominion shall be trans­
ferred to H. M. S. Canada. A sub­
scription for the purchase of this 
silver plate and investment bond for 
$1,500 to be presented to the Dom­
inion was made in 1905. The British 
Admiralty now points out that tho 
Dominion has become an obsolete 
vessel, and is not in full commission, 
ahd that her name no longer denotes 
purely Canadian significance. Hence 
the suggestion that the gift be trans­
ferred to the Canada.

New Canadian Building^
Three sites are mentioned for the 

new Canadian Government, building, 
wliich must soon be built in London, 
England. They are Morley’s Hotel, 
Trafalgar Square; the old Trivoll 
site, now occupied by the Bdaver Hut 
on the Strand, and a site on Water­
loo Place.

SEE EXTINCTION OF COYOTE
Stock Raisers Confident That Their

Skulking Enemy Wiil Soon Be En­
tirely Wiped Out.

According to stock misers and farm­
ers, especially in Kansas, the coyote 
seems to be fast becoming extinct. The 
fencing up of big pasture districts 
where practically every acre is stock­
ed with cattle has robbed the coyote of 
his once free ami open range.

Because of his depredations on 
young and helpless domestic stock a 
bounty has In many places been set 
upon his head and he has long been 
a fugitive, hunted and killed by every 
farmer and stock raiser. The greater 
part of these bounties are collected in 
the spring months before the mother 
wolf has left her den with her- fam­
ily. So persistently has the warfare 
of extermination been carried on that 
the coyotes which rear their families 
In safety must he cunning Indeed.

The coyote has long borne a repu­
tation for cowardice, to say nothing of 
other unworthy qualities, but In the 
opinion of some this Is unfair to the 
beast. Ills warfare on sheep long ago 
led to the Institution of coyote drives, 
especially In the far Northwest. Hun­
dreds of men turn out and manage 
the thing pretty much as Is done In 
the case of a rabbit, drive, when great 
numbers of Jnckrabbits are driven In­
to a sort of corral, where they are 
killed.

On one occasion many men and boys 
In southern Idaho worked all day driv­
ing In the coyotes and when they, the 
men and boys, had all converged at 
the corral they found just one coyote 
In It, and he got away!

PREVENT J^TATO ROT
Spraying With Bordeaux Mixture 

Proven Very Effective.

Machinery Must Be Kept Well Oiled 
If It Is to Work Efficiently-— 
A11 Expert Discusses the Question 
From Every Angle.

(Contributed by Ontario Department ot 
Agriculture, Toronto.)

L
ATE Blight and Rot of Pota­
toes can be prevented by 
spraying with Bordeaux mix­
ture. Commence spraying 

when the plants are from five to 
eight inches high and keep the fol­
iage covered with Bordeaux through­
out the season. Take special care to 
see that the spraying is very thor­
oughly done if the weather is at all 
damp about the 15th of July, as 
Blight often begins about this time. 
Add a poison when necessary tor po­
tato beetles—arsenate of lead paste 
3 Vz lbs. to each 40 gals, of the li­
quid spray, or Paris green 2 lbs. to 
40 gals., or a mixture of 2 lbs. arsen­
ate of lead paste and 1 lb. of Paris 
green to 40 gals. From three to 
seven applications should be made, 
depending upon the season—the wet­
ter the weather the larger the num­
ber. Do not put off spraying because 
it looks like rain. If the spray is on 
the plants half an hour before the 
rain comes it will be dry and suffi­
cient of It will stick to prevent in­
fection, which takes place during or 
soon after rain. Such spraying 
should prevent not only Late Blight 
and Rot but also Early Blight and 
potato beetles.

Thorough spraying only is effective. 
If thorough spraying is to be done 
sufficient Bordeaux mixture must be 
used. From 50 to 150 gals per acre 
should be applied at each spraying, 
and when the plants are large not 
less than 100 gallons per acre should 
be used. Thorough spraying means 
the covering of every portion of the 
potato plant with Bordeaux mixture 
in the form of a fine mist. This can 
only be done when the solution is 
applied with good pressure, so as to 
insure covering every portion of the 
plant. The best results from spray­
ing are obtained when potato spray­
ers are used which are fitted with a 
T-joint attachment so as to insure 
covering both surfaces of the leaves 
at each spraying. When the plants 
are large it has been found that it 
pays to go over each row twice at 
each spraying.—Prof. J. E. Howitt, 
O. A. -College, Guelph.

The Importance of Keeping Mach­
inery Properly Oiled.

The importance of keeping mach­
inery properly oiled may be better 
realized when we try to compute, in 
dollars and cents, the annual sacri­
fice in machine efficiency through 
friction. Carelessness in lubrication 
may easily reduce the efficiency of a 
machine fully fifty per cent. At the 
same time the machine itself is wear­
ing out faster, on account of the 
needless friction, than owing to the 
real work done.

The microscope reveals the fact 
that the surface of the most highly 
polished shaft ever made is as rough 
and untrue as a rough casting ap- 
ppears to the unaided eye. In prac­
tice it is not possible to make a metal 
surface that is absolutely smooth, 
incompressible, or even a true circle, 
hence inequalities of pressure at the 
bearings, grinding and tearing of the 
metal fibres, causing friction, produc­
ing factors of inefficiency and wear 
and tear. Though these faults of con­
struction cannot be avoided, we can, 
in a great measure, overcome the 
effect in machinery, by judicious 
application of a lubricating agent.

The lubricant consists of minute 
balls or globules. These readily in­
sinuate themselves between the faces 
in mutual contact forming a cushion, 
keeping the metals apart. Its use is 
not only to reduce friction, but also 
to carry away whatever excess of 
heat is generated. All liquids have not 
sufficient sustaining powers to be 
used as efficient lubricants. Some 
cannot be retained between the 
metals; others do not cling together 
persistently enough. To resist the 
tendency of the metal to tear the 
lubricating film apart, these globules 
must have a good deal of internal 
strength, and must stick together 
well. They must also cling well to 
the metal, or they will be squeezed 
out ot the bearing.

The oils and the fats are the prin­
cipal lubricants. The mineral oils 
are thin, and so are lard, olive, and 
sperm oils. Castor oil, neatsfoot, tal­
low and rape are thick. Nothing is 
better for high speed bearings and 
light spindles or shafts than sperm 
oil, but it is costly; for heavy bear­
ings castor oil is superior to this, but 
it is also expensive.

But there is relatively little pure 
lubricant used in machinery, for it 
is usually more economical to em­
ploy a compound oil, compounded for 
special uses, than to use pure lubri­
cants which, after all, are often heav­
ily adulterated — gum, soap lime, 
alumina soda, and free acids have 
their own distinct purpose to serve 
in the composition of cheap oils. The 
chief advantage, however, pertain­
ing to the use of compound oils is, 
that the objectionable qualities, of 
one kind of lubricant can be neu­
tralized by mixing it with a lubricant 
of another kind. For instance, vege- 

i

tame ana nsn oils are arynrg oils, 
that is, they oxidize rapidly, and 
cause gumming or clogging of the 
bearings to which they are applied, 
and if allowed to drop and accumu­
late upon dust, cotton waste, and 
timber are liable to develop an in­
ternal heat that will cause spontan­
eous combustion. Mineral oil does 
not oxidize, neither does animal. But 
mineral oils have what is termed a 
low flashing point; that is, they five 
or ignite at a low temperature, some 
at 212 degrees Fall., or under. 
Animal oils develop fatty acids, and 
these corrode and pit the surface of 
the metal which they are used to 
lubricate.—Prof. John Evans, O. A. 
College. Guelpb.

To Control Jute Trade.
It is understood that the English 

government is to keep control of the 
flax trade during the next season, and 
that it purposes to give greater facili­
ties for the export of yarns and cloth, 
as well as to deal liberally with re­
quests for permits, etc., for the home 
market.

Meantime the surprisingly heavy In­
crease in the price of raw materials 
has made all quotations nominal. 
There being only one seller in Russia 
now, the government has had to pay 
what may be called an exorbitant rate 
for the fiber.

Changes are also rapidly developing 
in jute-goods trading arrangements. 
The granting of grading permits and 
export licenses has been put on a dif­
ferent footing. More encouragement 
will be accorded to the shipment of 
yarns until it is found that this is in­
terfering with the weaving of cloth for 
home -outlets.

White Whale in the Yukon.
Deputy Marshal J. C. Wood of Fair­

banks, Alaska, is authority for the 
story that a white whale has made lta 
appearance in the Yukon river oppo­
site the mouth of the Tanana river. 
He noticed the mammal on his recent 
trip up from Ruby. The deputy says 
that preparations are now being made 
ror the capture of the whale as soon 
as the river freezes up a little more. 
The whale was headed for some place 
on the Upper Yukon, but the ice run 
prevented it getting any further than 
Tanana. It frequently comes up to 
blow and has been seen by a number 
of residents of the lower river town. 
—Alaska Citizen, Fairbanks.

PLAN MODEL TOWN.

New Village Will Bo Situated on 
Lake Timiskamiug.

On Lake Timiskamiug there is 
growing up a village that may be­
come within a few years a place of 
pilgrimage for those social reformers 
who have come to realize the deplor­
able results that follow uncontrolled 
development in the earlier stages of 
urban life, and may rival in pictur­
esqueness those delightful villages 
perched on the hillside of continental 
lakes and bays that remain among 
the pleasantest memories of foreign 
travel. A large industrial concern 
that had decided to establish a plant 
near Lake Timiskaming for the pro­
duction of pulp decided also that it 
would be good business to provide 
for the comfortable housing of its 
employes so that home life should be 
possible as well as work.

Skilled advisers were therefore 
called in, and on a site covering 
about a square mile on a hillside 
overlooking the lake a new town, 
Kipawa, has been planned as a social 
unit, with a civic centre for the chief 
public buildings to which the main 
roads converge; a village green that 
will be the focus of the recreation 
life of the community, and a far­
sighted scheme of arboreal treatment. 
Town-planner, surveyors, architects, 
and engineers have co-operated in 
the project, and by skilful arrange­
ments have laid out the streets with» 
grades, n for.the, utpsè. p.artj at leSs" 
than ' fivebent., wherfe a more 
rigid plan tif rectangular character 
Would have necessitated grades of 
not less than eighteen per cent. The 
workmen’s houses will mostly be 
semi-detached with a few groups of 
three to six, and in all cases will 
provide gardens and extensive views 
over the lake. Attention to home 
beauty will be encouraged from the 
outset, and the rights of the com­
munity to protect the town from un­
licensed ugliness and land specula­
tion will be recognized, as they can 
so easily be, by the consent of the 
community. Plans are being shaped 
whereby the workmen can acquire 
their homes by easy payments, and 
the domestic exile that so often ac­
companies forest labor may be
