The thunder squall of Monday evening 
gave presage of a tine morning for Domin­
ion Day, which was literally fulfilled. The 
air was cool and bracing, and the sun shone 
with a brightness that brought cheer to all 
hearts. Flags were flung to the breeze 
from nearly every housetop in the town at 
an early hour, and before eight o’clock 
quite a number of people were observable in 
the streets, and the arrival of the usual W. 
& A. Railway morning freight train threw 
upon them two or three hundred additional 
visitors. Every flat ear, box car and bag­
gage car was thronged with people from 
Bridgetown, Paradise and Lawrencetown. 
Carriages, single and double, covered and 
uncovered, had arrived with tlieir well- 
dressed and smiling occupants before tun 
o’clock. The booths wore soon thronged 
with customers seeking draughts of ginger 
ale—the Royal Belfast, made of the well- 
known Wilmot Spa water, beers in hops, 
spruce and ginger, nuts, figs, oranges, ami 
strawberries were in special request by the 
hundreds of youths and maidens of the sur­
rounding country.

At 10.30 a procession of horribles paraded 
the streets headed by the Bridgewater 
Brass Band followed by a crowd of juveniles 
who were much amused by the unusual 
spectacle. Soon after a match game of 
cricket was commenced between the boys 
of Bridgetown and Carlton’s Comer which 
finally resulted in a victory for the lads of 
the former place after a well contested game. 
The arrival of the regular N. S. C. R. at 
noon brought an additional mumber of 
visitors, under the maugement of Superin­
dent Frazer, and the Lunenburg Band, 
which could not bo forwarded by the 
special (which arrived about ten), owing 
to the press of passengers, came now.

At noon it may be safely said there was 
not less than 3000 people in the town out­
sides its own population, during the after­
noon the cry was “ still they come.” The 
train from Halifax brought a considerable 
contingent, and many people continued to 
arrive by private conveyance, so that it 
may be said at least 3500 persons were pre­
sent. At 2.50 a special tram of the N. S. 
C. R. took some 300 on a pleasure excursion 
to Alpena Station, causing no visible de­
crease in the number present.

At the same hour a game of baseball was 
played between the Middleton Club and 
one from Bridgewater, in which the latter 
was victorious. The greased pig and other 
miner events took place later on and added 
their quota to the measure of enjoyment of 
the hour.

Hundreds of dollars were left in the town 
in exchange for trifles consisting of fruits, 
fancy temperance drinks, confectionery, 
soda water &c., and the hotels found it 
difficult to till the demands from the empty 
stomachs of their patrons. Besides some 
hundreds were fed from tables set in the 
unfinished station house, the proceeds from 
which, we were told, were to be devoted to 
repairs of the sidewalks of the town. Every 
thing was so arranged by the committee 
of management as to cause a minimum 
of friction, a fact which reflects much 
credit on all concerned.

. Frizzell, $100; Asa Cohoon, $100, and 
William Frizzell, $20. At this rate our 
brethren of that church wiil soon be able to 
make provision for their worthy and worn- 
out ministers.

The Presbyterian General Assembly met 
two weeks ago at Ottawa. From a report 
before us we observe that the total mem­
bership of that body in Canada reaches 
very nearly to 158,000, shewing an increase 
for the past year of nearly 6,000. Of the 
total number the Maritime Provinces fur­
nish 34,634, which is an increase of 1,368 
for the year. Financially the year 1889 has 
been a very successful one for the Presby­
terians of Canada.

STAPLE DRY GOODS.The subscriber offers for sale the
The Late Rain—Its Effects.

The welcome showers of last week were 
much wanted, though no great damage was 
done by the previous cold and dry weeks. 
It was feared by many that a continuous 
prevalence of weather without occasional 
■bowers would injure the hay crop in this 
valley to a great extent, and that the^rain 
crops might be injuriously affected, both of 
which evils have lieen averted by the lute 
timely showers. In fact it has been assert­
ed that the former crop will be augmented 
by twenty per cent by the late change in 
the weather, and the other crops have re­
ceived through it an impetus which may 
carry them to an abundant harvest, a result 
that will have been aided by the almost 
unusual coolness of the season.

Answers to careful enquiries assure ns 
that the root and vegetable crops bid fair 
to do well. Potatoes have come up with 
less than an average of blanks, and have a 
healthy and vigorous appearance. The 
■mall fruit crop always suffers from lack of 
moisture, and the late rainfall lias Lad a 
marked effect upon it. As a rule reports 
assure us that most varieties of apples have 
■et well, and that an average crop, at least, 
may be looked forward to with considerable 
certainty.

Death of Lieut. Gov. McLelan.

Hon. A. W. McLelan, lieut.-governor of 
Nova Scotia, died shortly before ten o’clock 
on Thursday morning. Ho had been suf­
fering from weakness of the heart for some 
time and for the past ten days has been in 
a critical condition, being attended by 
Doctors Farrel aud Parker. His condition 
became very critical-on Weduesdy and to- 
wards-eveiling it was seen that he could not 
live much longer.

Hon. Archibald Woodbury McLelan 
the descendent of a family 
from Londonderry, Ireland, 
century and settled in Nova Scotia. He 
was the only son of the late G. W. Mc- 
Lclan, who sat in the provincial assembly 
for a lengthened period. He 
Londonderry, Colchester County, December 
24, 1824, and consequently was in the 60th 
year of his age at death. He was educated 
at Mount Allison college, and married in 
1854, Miss Caroline Metzler, daughter of 
the late John Metzler of Halffax, and sister 
of the widow of the late Joseph See ton. 
Mr. McLelan was in mercantile business in 
early life and latterly engaged in shipown­
ing. He is believed to have accumulated a 
considerable fortune. He has been in public 
life for over 30 years. From 1858 to 1867 
he sat for Colchester in the Nova Scotia as­
sembly ; and from the union till called to 
the senate, June 21, 1869, he represented 
Colchester in the house of commons. He 
was opposed to confederation at first but 
joined Hon. Joseph Howe in the attempt 
to secure “better terms” since which time 
he has been a supporter of the Liberal 
Conservative party. He was one of the 
commissioner for the construction of the In­
tercolonial railway, was commissioner from 
Canada at tkeftisheries exhibition in London 
in 1883, and received a dinloma of honor 
for special services renderen in connection 
therewith ; was sworn a member of the 
cabinet, aud appointed president of the 
privy council, May 20, 1881, on which oc­
casion he resigned his seat in the senate, 
aud was elected for Colchester. Ho was 
appointed minister of marine July 10, 1882, 
and later minister of finance aud post­
master general, and was made governor of 
Nova Scotia in 1888.

The American Cultivator thus answers a 
correspondent who writes : “ I have a mare 
five years old this spring, which was work­
ed very hard last year. She was fed as 
high as 12 quarts of oats and corn a day. 
She grew two inches in height and weighs 
about 900. Her fore feet are very hard 
and dry, and are somewhat pinched I 
think. Please tell mo what to do for her. 
The symptoms ore those of chronic founder, 
a disease commonly known among fanners 
as chest founder. A horse suffering from 
founder generally extends his forward feet 
a little, so as to get relief from the pain in 
his feet. This gives him the appearance of 
being hollow chested. It was fonnerly 
supposed by novices that the chest was the 
seat of the disease. Every one well posted 
in the anatomy of the horse knows that 
this was a mistaken idea. In his valuable 
work on Scientific Horse Shoeing, Wm. 
Russell says that “ it is a disease which re 
quires the most prompt and efficacious 
treatment, and unless speedy relief be af­
forded the complaint increases and soon 
degenerates into a more serious form of 
disease, which is extremely difficult of cure. 
The disease is due to a variety of causes, 
among which is drinking freely of cold 
water when heated by exercise, exposure 
to cold wind when heated and exhausted 
from fatigue, immoderate allowances of 
corn, etc. This complaint is accompanied 
by inflammation or fever, and begins with 
an appearance of weakness or loss of vital 
energy, followed by stiffness of legs and 
body. At the first attack of this malady 
immersing the feet in a tub of warn water 
for 24 hours, dipping out a portion of the 
water and replacing it with that from a 
kettle which is boiling so as to keep it at 
about the same temperature, will generally 
prove an effectual remedy, hut if it be 
neglected, it is most commonly succeeded 
by laminitis. The latter exists in the form 
of local inflammation in the foot, which 
very soon diffuses itself to the laminated 
structure and does great injury to those 
important membranes, occasioning severe 
pain and lameness, and proving very diffi­
cult to cure.* It may be, however, that it 
is simply a case of contracted hoof. Prob­
ably the best treatment will lie to pull off 
the shoes, pare down the heels, rasp the 
toes and quarters of the fore feet, so that 
the hoof may the more easily expand, turn 
the animal into a wet pasture, and give her 
a summer's run to grass barefooted.

g Girl Culture.

What is dearer to a mother than her 
daughters ? She sees chances for them 
which were unattainable in her youth, and 
builds air-castles of their future, when they 
shall have every advantage possible, and 
mother's experience besides, to aid them, 
and “as the mother sows so shall she also 
reap. ” If the girl when a child has learned 
to be truthful, honest, God-fearing, self- 
reliant and ambitious, the ground work is 
well laid.

In the first place, there should lie the 
most perfect confidence between mother 
and daughters. Louisa Alcott bas given 
us a model home, in that respect, in “ Little 
Women,” the four so widely different in 
tastes and dispositions, who each went to 
“ Marmce ” with all of their burdens, sure 
of-the love and sympathy which never fail­
ed them. Give your daughter an educa­
tion, even if you have to deny yourselves 
some things ; for you are morally bound to 
do the best that you can by your children. 
Every one should have a common education 
at least, and many are not satisfied with 
that. Never hold a girl back because she 
is a girl, and will probably not use her 
Latin in darning stockings ; that same 
Latin may enable her to hire her mending 
done.

Early instill the idea, that growing up 
doesn’t necessarily mean getting married 
the first available chance, but that a girl 
can be just as independent, and e*rn her 
living with as much ease as her brother ; 
nearly all professions are open to her, she 
has only to choose something she is fitted 
for and stick to it, and her chance of suc­
cess is good ; for skilled labor is always at 
a premium.

Music is becoming universal. That girl 
is an exception who cannot play a little. 
Almost anyone can become a tolerable 
musician with time and practice, and there 
is no accomplishment which can be made 
such a pleasure to others as this. Every­
one is also dabbling in art nowadays, and 
although it takes a life-time to reach any­
thing like proficiency in any study, still 
one can become master of one thing, be­
sides knowing something of many. But 
above all, our girls should be good house­
keepers. What if they arc not obliged to 
work ! they should be capable of knowing 
when work is well done.

Insist upon it 
t^at any young man who associates inti­
mately with your daughter shall have a 
pure record, and let money go to the winds.

There are really two kinds of culture, 
that of the heart, and that of the intellect. 
While developing the latter don’t forget to 
teach, both by precept and example, jus­
tice, courteousness, self-respect and humil­
ity, all those characteristics of a true lady 
which are so sadly neglected by some of 
my young country women.

Whipping Horses.

THE VIEWS OF A MAINE HORSEMAN ON 
THAT SUBJECT.

I deplore as much as any one the fact 
that horses, as well as children, are so often 
the victims of cruel and hardhearted mas­
ters, who beat them and soold them until 
life becomes a burden and their spirits are 
entirely broken. But having had some 
slight experience handling horses myself 
for the past fifteen years, I am entirely out 
of patience with those writers who profess 
to know all about breaking and handling 
horses, and who gravely inform us that all 
horses can best be governed by kindness 
and never should be struck at all or be 
made to yield to force in any particular.

How many of the gentler sex also do we 
see who will be as mad as a hornet if they 
see a man punish a horse the least bit, but 
who make a practice of spanking their own 
children upon tho smallest provocation. 
While I think that different children, like 
different colts, need different management, 
I certainly do not think that children of a 
tender age, or older ones who have any 
self-respect or reasoning powers, should be 
dealt with, for all their littlo sins ot omis­
sion and commision, after the same manner 
as a refractory beast should be, although I 
think it best to avoid harshness as much as 
possible in the treatment of beasts.

With many animals of the equine species, 
however, there come times when it is 
necessary that they be made to understand 
who is boss. I have often, in my own lim­
ited experience, had to do with horses that 
would show no respect ut all for a person, 
and would refuse to obey in nearly every­
thing, unless they were given to understand 
that they had got to or meet with trouble. 
Fear, and fear alone, is the only thing that 
will prevent some horses from biting and 
kicking, and in a general way making it 
hot for whoever has to do with them.

On the other hand there are gome horses 
of a highly sensitive and nervous tempera­
ment, that ought always to be treated with 
the greatest gentleness and that should 
never be kicked, cuffed, yanked or hollered 
at. But how few there be that receive 
such treatment. Those who handle horses 
need to study carefully the temperament 
and disposition of the animal under their 
charge, and render to each une according 
as it deserves or will be beiulitted thereby. 
I will further add that in a great many 
instances where force must be used it is not 
always best to use the whip or the club, 
as there arc other methods of subjugating 
an unruly horse that are much more effect­
ive and far less cruel than whipping.—S'.

Stanley re­
plied that to answer that question would 
be premature, but added : “If I shall de­
cide to do so, my heart will always be with 
America. Circumstances often compel a 
man to do many things that he would 
do of his own free will, and 
my future work it may be necessary that I 
should formally declare myself a British 
subject. However, at present, I consider 
myself an American citizen.” Mr. Stanley 
declined to say what his future plans were, 
but admitted that his services would be at 
the disposal of the British government. It 
is believed the British government intends 
to offer Stanley the governor-generalship of 
the entire British territory in Africa, as 
mapped out by him.
