TRAVELLER'S BUNGALOWS.

Frequent reference is made in the missionaries let-
ters 1o travellers bungalows. That we may know what
they are Mr. Booker describes them :—

hese are lodging houses built by the government
for the use of travellers at intervals along the bighway
and in the principal towns and cities of India. They
are in charge of native keepers, who become for the
time being, the travellers’ servants if desired, procuring
for them whatever the market affords at printed prices
regularly received by Government Inspectors. The
rooms are furnished only with chairs, tables, bedsteads
and mattresses, 3o the travellers must provide all table
and bed linen, dishes, and necessary things of that
kind.  For the use of the bungalow, its servants and
furnishings we pay a certamn amount daily. These
houses are a great convenience to the, missionary as
well as other Europeans going over the country. But.
of course, no one is allowed to remain in onc any
great length of time. Sincerely, J. T. BOOKER.

I did not send for you, and do not know why you
enme, and do net want you to do anything.” Do
you wish me then to go home, and do nothing to
help the woman? " 1 asked: ‘- she is in grest
danger.” - Oh this s nothing, ¥ will make her
well, and you may go.l do not want any of your
help or advice, | know just what to do,” said she.
B0 we stood by the bed and tokt the woman the
Giogpel, took lenve and oame away, hoping I way
mistrken inmy diagnosis.  On Wednesday, as we
went to our Zenans woman's house wo met a
funeral. and on enquiry, what was my sorrow 1o
learn that it was this wonian’s dead body that wasr
being borne along for burial.  She  heard the
Goapel onee, and only once 1 expect, as we had not
been in that street before.

Our June rains failad almost entirely and now
our October raing have failed entirely, and thou.
sands of neres of the rice crop in this district are
hurned up with the hot sun, and so famine of both
food and water ia just ahead of us. The Lord
have mercy on the people. If by this weans He
brings them to His feet we will praise Him, even-
for famine.

INDIA LETTERS.
CHICACOLE, Nov. 7th, 1891.

Dear Miss Johnstone - A few words for the LINK.
On the 22nd we 100k our hittle gul and went out to
Calinga to meet the Barss's. They arrived on Sunday,
25th.  We all stayed in Calinga and had a good Sab-
bath there. Monday about 3.30 am., our bandies were
all louded and we were soon off for Chicacole.  When
we arrived at the house we found all the Christians
packed upon the front steps. In front was a large arch
with “ Welcome Mr. and Mrs. Barss,” in large letters.
The decorations of the arch were very gay, and re-
vealed a large amount of taste and ingenuty. The
Christians are cheered three times, and then sang an
original Telugu hymn composed for the occasion by P
David. After this, the last chorus was accompanied by
ths clapping of thirty pairs of hands.* The lower rpw
contained the boarding children, while behind 18em
stood the older anes.  Alterdhe singing, the centre was
broken up and the thirty pairs of fect lined the both
sides of the steps from the ground to the front door.
Then the welcomed new comers filed up the steps and
received welcome “salaams” on either side as they
passed. It was a capual reception and made our
friends feel that they were indeed welcome by those
for whosc welfare they had come to this land. The
best part of it all was that the Christians had planned
the reception and carried it through with litlle or no
help fromus. To the Barss's the whole thing was a sur-
prise and was highly appreciated. In the evening a
welcome meeting was held, when an address of wel-
come was read (in English.) Mr. and Mrs. Barss re-
sponded fittingly. Prayers were offered and hymns
sung, and all of us scemed very happy. On the fol-
lowing Sunday we had a grand day. At 6.30 a.m.
three happy believers were baptized. 1a the afternoon
thirty or more of us sat down to the Lord's table. The
Lord’s supper service was an unusually impressive one.

We have been praying this year for sixteen souls on
this field. God has thus far given us twelve. We feel
sure that our prayers will be answered and that the
other four will be given us.

There are twenty-fou in the Boarding Departiment.
_All are doing good work.  Pray for us.

As Mrs. Higgins and our little one-year-old werc in
need of a change I took them with me on the 26th ult.
for a tour in the neighborhood of Tekkali. Our camp
was pitched in a lovely mango grove, and for two
weeks we enjoyed exceedingly the experience of tent
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life. Alter six months of enervating heay, a necessity
for heavy blankets at night, and the experience of
teeth-chattering in the early moming, were very wel-
come. It was our plan to remain in tent three weeks
before going on to Kimedy. Finding that there were
about 6fty villages lying around Tekkai within a
radius of four miles, we wrote out the names and de-
cided to visit as many of the villages named as possible.
We rose early, dressed by candle light, ate a hearty
lunch, spent a few minutes in prayer, and then started
off for a walk of several miles to some of the villages.
The more distant places were visited in the moming,
and the nearer ones th the evening. Atfter spending an
hour or two in telling the people about the Saviour of
men and the way ofﬁfc, we returned to (he tent about
10 o'clock tired and hungry. Frequentdy | have a
bullock bandy in waiting (o bring us all back from the
village, and we are thus saved much fatigue. At four
in the afternoon we go off again returning at dark.
During the two weeks ai Tekkali we visited twenty
seven villages, and for the most part found ready
listeners, though the people everywhere complain that
the crops have been distroyed hy drought, and the
rospect of famine makes themn wear long-drawn faces.
‘he palm of the hand is placed upon the stomach, and
then the empty fingers are lified 1o the mouth—signt
ficant gestures by which the Telugus express ther
desire for help, and the prospect of “hard times.” 1
wish | could graphically picture to you the scene which
we often behold in our visitation of the villages.  Sup:
pose our visit is to a Mala hamilet. The willage may
contain a few (or many) small circular huts huddled
promiscuously together, or there inay be a long narrow
street hined on either side with a continuous block of
houses. In either case the thaiched roofs reaching
almost 10 the ground makc the houses look like so
many stacks of old hay. [f the people live in a block
of huts along the side of the street, there is generally a
narrow mud verandah along the {ront side of the house,
over which the roof of the house extends. While we
stand in the street these verandabs are ofien filled with
the more timid among the women and children and
with the more lazy and disinterested among the men.
As we sing a crowd gathers around us, which must be
secn to be fully appreciated.  The inner circle consists
of naked boys and girls (as dinty as ;:fgs. noisy as
crows, and rumerous as grass hoppers oftep are—but
withal an interesting and welcome lot), who generally
sit upon the ground in front of us. In the case of these
children frequently the hair is entirely shaved from the
head with :Lc exception of a small spot at the back
where a long tuft is altowed to grow, and waves in the
air.  When the children havg colds in the bhead the
need of a handkerchief is variously illustrated. Behind
the children crowd men and women who generally
stand. Some of our hearers as they emerge from be-
neath the low eaves of the house, arc scarcely awake
and do little but yawn and rub their eyes or shiver with
the chill of the morning. Babes at the mother’s breast
are busy getting their breakfast while the mother
stands in front of us cleaning her teeth with a twig and
-occasionally making unfavorable comments about our
teaching. Suddenly we become aware that satan is
busy (we knew he was there from the first but did not
before realize his presence so vividly). In one guarter
a mother is trying to pacify her screaming child. Her
yells and cuffs, and the child’s screams make things
pretty noisy, but to help matters along three or four
other babies begin to how! simultaneously, each on a
different koy. en two women have a tongue fight,
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the vehemence of which is something astounding. A
stray dog happens along, and soon a dog fight ensues.
Pigs chased by naughty boys help the confusion by
running hither and thither, squealing according to therr
swinish nature. Sheep bleat, dogs bark, hens cackle,
roosters fight, women abuse each other, men yell—all
at once. The missionary must then surrender to the
“ gowers (and noises) that be.” It 1s no vse to be an-
noyed, one must just look on and watch the iteresting
rroceedings. By and by partial peace 1s restored (un-
ess perchance a flock of crows come alony and start
up a deafening “caw! caw!”) and we try again to
speak. Frequently we leave the noisy village feeling
that Satan has entered into everything and everybody.
and has defeated us. But doubtless some good seed
has been sown and we shall hear from them hereafter.

A HAFPY DAY FOR TEKKALL

On Saturday, Dec. sth, at our conference four women
were received for baptism, and one youny man (who
had been excluded) was restored to church fellowship
The women gave good testimonies and are pronusing
converts. Two of them are Sudras—one the wife of
one of our Christians, and the other the bethrothed of
another of our young men. The other two are wives of
Christians.  Hence, we may say that four families be-
come “one in the Lord.”  This addwon 10 our num.
bers makes sixteen since the year began. (Mhers are
coming. Pray for the work at Tckkah.

FOR THE CHILDREN. .

ANY of you children often think of India | know,
M and wonder what we s¢e in this far away coun
try. Let me tell you about a few things. A few
weeks ago while riding about two miles west of
my bungalow, | saw about forty antelopes : such beau-
uful and graceful creatures. At first they did not ser
me, but when they did, off they went just like the wind,
so fast did they run and jump.

Some time ago when | wrote to a Canadian Baptist
minister about these antelopes or little decr, he replied,
“Why, | thought India was full of people, where is
there room for antelope”  But there is pleaty of room,
for sometimes we travel through the jungle and do not
meet a single man for many miles. The other day in
the jungle I saw four large peacocks with such beauti-
ful tails. Thesec birds were quite wild for this is thewr
native land, and they live in the thorny jungle and et
plenty to eat, and make just the same funny scteam
which the tame ones do that roost on the top of the
barn at home.

While walking near Tuni one day a wild mountain
sheep ran along the side of the road and then across a
field and through a hedge and disappeared. Then we
often see a small animal called a rmongoose, which is
like a big weasel, and is a very uscful little animal be.
cause it kills snakes which we all hate. Besides these
animals there are others which are large and terrible.
One night when | was camped out near a rice field,
my wife and myself stayed for several days in a tent.
The man who owned the rice field said, “This mission-
ary has come here with his wife and his tent, and they will
protect my rice field so that 1 need not watch it at

But one night several large wild boars came
from the hills and ate a lot of bis rice. The wild
boar is a very savage animal. They bave large tusks,
and are not afraid of a tiger but will sometimes diink
out of the same tank that the tiger is drinking at. Then
there is another animal rimed tae cheetah or panther,
which is very quick and very fierce. Ooe day when
out riding near Tuni we saw (wo men carrying a dead
goat, and when my wife asked how it died, they said
that a panther had killed it. Men go into the jungle
and shoot these animals. Last week [ baptized a man
name 1 Kamadu, who is a hunter, and who had lately
killed a panther. This man lives in a village cafled
Chendurty near a big jungle where tigers live.  Justa
month before I bapuzed this man, a pohceman saw a
tiger near this village, and he got so frighiened (the
policeman I mean, not the tiger,) that he climbed a
tree and waited for the tiger to go away. Last year in
this same big jungle, | met an Englishman with a gun
who was seeking for two tigers that were secen in this
place. The way these men shoot the tiger is 1o tie a
poor httle goat at the foot of a tree and then climb the
tree and wait for the tiger to come, when they shoot it.
Away beyond the Tuni Hills are the biggest and
fiercest ammals of all ; the wild buffalo with hides so
thick that men shoot them with steel pointed bullets.

But, worse than all these wild ammals 1s sin, which
makes people lose their temper and tell lies and do
wicked things  Satan s like a roaring lion, and he s
in every country, 1s he not? But there s one safe
place ;. now can you tell me where that is to be found ?

Here we are at the Mission House where Mo and
Mrs. Davis give us a hearty welcome.  The new
nussionaries find a pleasant home with them while
studying the Telugu language. We hear huu cell of
ihe succesful year's work among these people, and of
us joy at welcoming others who will him save
these perishing, heathens.  We  visit Jcnana
Home and see ?‘isscs Simpson and Baskerville who
have taken up-the work which was begun by Miss
Frith, out,iﬂfg lady nussionary. Alter five years of
serviceatf that far off land her health failed aud she had
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to return home.  Many of us have heard her plead
carnestly thac inore helpers be sent 10 aid in this great
work, and our hearts grow warm as she tells us of
things she has seen and heard in India.

Here 15 the Matron’s Home and girls’ quarters. We
sec them busy preparing their rice, and hear them
singing songs of Jesus their Saviour. Let us follow
these grls into the comfortable building on the miss-
1on compound, known as the “Garls'” Boarding School.”
Tt was bl by Mr. Tunpanvy 0 1874, and for twelve
years has been doing wood, service for the Master.
Curls who attend this school learn (0 be better wives
and mothers than most of the women of India.  They
learn many things besules lessons from books. Miss
Baskerville 1s the head teacher, and has three nanve
teachers under her.  1n 1890 there were 31 boarders
part of the time, and 20 scholars  boys are admitted as
day scholads. There were 23 of these)  The older girls
after studying the Bible themselves in the hmm'mg, as-
sist tn teaching the junsor Bible classes in the afternoon
under Muss Baskerville's supervision.  They also go
with Miss Simpson and her Bible women and visit
some of the Zenanas, and on Sundays teach in the
different Sunday schaols. A class of those who wish
to become village teachers or Hible women receives
special care. Garls from the Tumi and Akidu schools
arc sent (o this class. Miss Baskerville also gives them
sewmng lessons. The pirds do not have 10 consult
fashion books as much as our guls w Canada do, for
they all wear the same sivle of dress all the tume. It
1s neal, pretty and easily made  On Faster Sunday.
Miss Baskerville tells us that four of the girls were
baptized an iving satisfactory evidend e of then fath in
Chinst Neawdy all of the gieds are Chostians now or
desiting 1o became such Let us thank Gad for the
gond done by this sehool and prav for 1hs blessing on
i this vear also

And this s the Rest House where our sick mission
anes from other stations come when in aced of a phy-
s, for Cecanada s the only one of our mission
stations where a doctar's services can be secured.
We see the great need of medial nnssionanies, and
rejore e 1o Koow tmat Miss McDonald will soon be
ready 10 start for India to engage in that work.
