PRACTICAL EDIJATION.
Th> educational system since its in-

cepti(>n in this country htis not. been
brought te the present sta.ndard without
maîîy innovations la its principles, but
with all it is yet îvanting in the veny
essential, point of practicability. Whihe
it is true every *one is noV a mer
chant, yet, the possession ai th> practicai'
rudiments ai à, business education would.
be a valuable -acq9uisition to, the proies-.
sianal Élan, andý more espeýcially te the

farnier, and would remove xnany annoy.
anceâ that arise in business transactions.

The devotion of a littlo more attention
to commercial training iii connection with
priinary and secondary education in this
province wvould, wue believe, Wi iiîucl
more fruitful iii its resuits than are the
efforts anîd expenditures nowv being mande
tu inculcate the sectariant doctrines or
<lognias of different religious denoinina.
tions.

With the interest developing througli.
ou.t the country regarding thes dual school
tsystem, the tendency of which is the
establishmnent of a new structure un-
trainelled by sectarian. principles, basait
on1 a fundation of thorough national
education, a nfew order of things. ir
dlenanded.

Th> oppurtunities for a commercial
education thoroughly adapted te business
life bas not yet been successfully promul.
gated. University or sectional collegiate
work is nut the founidation atone of that
traininig, tlieir tendency baing too inuch
of the> cram in things. superfluous te, prin-
ciples of business, and it has been left
largely to the common sense ideas of
education obtained at the public school,
combined with.the practical analysis of
things real and not theoretical, to provide
such an education.

The school system as at present is one
of increased expenditure and limited resuit,
that carnies Nvith it a heavy taxatioa an
thase who in most cases are unable and
also, unwilling te, shoulder it, and from an
educationist's standpoint. it does flot pro-
duce those resuits that go to, disseminate
a broader and more practical knowledge
among the people; that ini the end pro-
duces a broadcast intellectual culture.
While our public school system, in. the
main is a niodel one, stili we must not.
lose sight of the fact that if it does not.
kep pace with the ever advancing thought
oi the century, it must engender a wàk.
ness; and. bo retrograde in its movement.
That it is not retrognade we fundly hope,
a favorable indication is the movenient,
now being braught forward te, disband
the ieigious sectarian education in 'this'
pnc, unce in favor oi a national one. .In
Ontario the sqparate school is practically
a. farce, and werfl it flot for the continuai
pressure of certain of the ciergy, Who sec
in the loss of a soparate school system a
diminution iii their revenues, isepiry
would be a mnatten of short time. lxi.
Toronte, on several occasions during the
ptst. few ye~ars, the guiding, and fôstering
haiid of'that section bas been disputed
by, the lay members ai the 'boacd,l 'inil
