Prophetic Oracles---No. V.
THE FIRST RESURRECTION.

The doctrine to which I ask the reader’s
attention is, that the resurrection of the
saints is to precede the millennial glory,
and is preparatory to the millennial triumph
of Christ and them that are his. In proof
of this doctrine I appeal to the passages of
Scripture now to be cited, taken in the lit-
eral and obvious acceptations of the words
of God’s revealed will.

The first passage to which Iask your
attention is, Psalms xlix. 14, 15. This pas-
sage is clear and decisive, to the effect that
while the Christian dead are retained under
the power of death, the dead in Christ shall
be delivered from its domibion, .

* The truly pious are made subject to
death and the grave as well as the ungodiy;
but the one is redcemed from the grave’s

ower, while the other remains consumed
in the grave; which can pot take place if
both the pious and the wicked are to rise
simultaneously.

Isaiah xxvi. 13, 14, 19. Lowth's ren-
dering is, “Thy dead shall live; my de-
ceased they shall arise,” v. 19, Here we
have two partics, both under bondage to
death. But of the one it is written, “They
shall not arise”—of the other it is said,
«They shall live; they shall arise.” The
wicked are indeed to arise and live again,

“Ibut not at the morning of that glorious day

of Christ’s reign; not until the end thereof.
The saints, in the resurrection glory, are to
shine in the uprising of that glorious Sun
of Righteousnes, beauteous and innumera-
ble as the dew drops which sparkle on the
tender herb in the beams of the rising sun.

Ezekiel xxxvil. 11, 12, 18, 14. The pi-
ous Jews, in the Babylonish captivity, com-
plained that their hope was lost; but the
prophet answered them that the Lord
would fulfil his promise to them; that
though they must die before the eitablish-
ment of the kingdom, yet God would open
their graves and place them in their own
land, and make them partakers in the glo-

ries of that kingdom sct forth in the pro-
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g establishment of them as a united people

under the one glorious King, is to take place
at the beginning of the millennium; hence
the resurrection of these pious Jews is to
be pre-millenvial.  »

Daniel xii. 2, 3. The true force of the
Hebrew is in verse 2nd, “These to ever-
lasting life, butthe others.to shame and
everlasting contempt.” L'hese verses are
often queted to prove that the just and un-
just rise together, at one and the same time.
But if it prove this, it is irreconciluble with
the doctrine of a general resurrection; for
it is only many, not all, of the dead who
are then to arise. The resurrection of the
many is here connected with the fall of the
northern king, with the time of great tribu-
lation, and with the delivetance and resto-
ration of Israel—which events all commen-
tators place at the beginning of the millen-
nium. This passage, as it stands in our
English version, is itreconcilable either with
the millennarian vicw, or'with that of 8 sim-
ullancsus resurrection. But the correct
rendeting of the Hebrew removes all diffi-
culty: “And many of the slecpers of the
dust of the earth shall awake; these to ev-
erlasting life, and the others.to shame and
everlasting contempt.” “These,” thatis the
many who awake, have their portion to
everlasting life, but the others have theirs
to shame and everlasting abhorring. Those
only who are acquainted with the Hebrew,
can judge of the correctness of this inter-
pretation; bui it may be proper for me to
remark that it is not adopted 1o get rid of
the difficulies of the passage which other-
wise are not casily to be overcome. Far less
is it adopted to serve the purpose of proving
a favourite docirine, Itisadopted asacor:
rect translation of the words as they stand
in the original, and is generally adopted by
the Jewish Rabbis as well as by the best
modern scholars, and even by commenta-
tors who oppose the millennarian view.
Thus we bave a distinct statement of the
resurrection of many, ghat is the righteous,
to everlasting life, Q:g'ﬁe beginning of the
thousand years, while' the others are left in
their graves, and reserved for a portion of
shame and everlasting contempt.

Dan. xii. 18. The end is evidently the
end of the period of 1385 years which had

just been specified to Daniel. All agree
that at the end of that period the m‘xﬁ:;-
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nium begins. But then Daniel is to stand
in his lot, in order to which, there must be
a first vesurrection. The promise of a
participation in the joy and glory of that
happy time, cannol otherwise be brought
to pass.

We turn now to the New Testament,
and our space will only admiv of a few from
among many pn&%zlges.

Now it was not the mere rising from
the grave about which Paul was so anxious;
for T was certain of this whether he fol-
fowed Christ or not.  But his sdlicitude
was to secure a part in the first resurree-
tion—in the resuriection of the blessed and
holy ones, Thus praviug the doctrine of a
distinetive resurreetivn, and placing before
us as the source of comfurt, and as a motive
to patience in suffering, the blessed hope
which is worth morce than a thousand
worlds,

“As in Adam all
di2, so in Christ ghall all he made alive.”
“Dut every man in his own order, Christ
tae first-fruits, afterward they that are
Christ's at his coming.”  “Them that slecp
in Chaist will God Lring with him.” Itis
w take place at the Advent of Christ, and
at the commencement of the thansand
vears Owver all thus raisel the secand
death hath no power: they are alsa to reign
with- Christ; they shall be priests af Gad,
and of Christ, being publicly adjudard tn
thrones in his kingdom; and shall reign
with him a thousand years,

My aim, in this paper, has simply been
to.prove and illustrate the great and cheer-
ing doctring. of a resurrection. of .all :the
people of Ged, both Jew and Gentile, who

- ————
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have slept in their graves from the days of
Adam, down to the second Advent of Clirist.
These, together with the saints then alive,
but who, alse, are to be chonged, and
caught up with them to meet the Lord in
the air, from the eleet churceh, the Bride of
the Lamb, chosen in Christ before the
foundation of the world, to be Chrin’s jew-
els, and raised to be partners of Emanuel's
throne, joint heirs with hitn of the glorious
millennial kingdom.

How solemn are the distinctions which
Christ puts between his own people and
those whoe rejeet him~—between the right-
cous and the wicked—between those who
serve God and those who serve him not.
The children of the resurrection are to
awake to immortal life, while the wicked
sleep on for a season to awake at Jast, but
only to find themselves under the-power of
the second death. Surely blessed is he
who hath part in this resurrection. Eter-
nity with its abundant barvest of gorrows
or of joys, is very near us. Arve you ready ?
But surely, you say, these things are not
near. This is the lullaby with which men
are quieting all anxious thoughts; and
turning the most solemn truths of God's
Word into a soothing strain’ which lulls
their sleepy souls into yet decper slumber.
‘They reply to it that God’s word teaches
about eternity; true, true; but then these
things are very far 0ff. Let us buy and
sell, and build, and laugh.and be merry;
for there are yct many days-to come,-and
cach day shall be as “yesterday, and’ still
more abundant. “Brethren, eternity is very
near.  Tho coming of Christ is near. The
distinguishing résurrection of the saints ia
news Behold I come quickly. Out of
Curist there is no peace, -no safety, no as-
sured hope of a glorious resurrection.  Out
of Christ it is woe upon woe; and:the hea-
viest woe is yet to come,  Arc any of my
readers out of Christ?  Let me urge: you
to seck pardoning and renewing grace~~to
seek them with all your hearts—to seek
them now.  In the language of merey-God
speaks; hear ve his- voice. Seck ye the
Lord while he may be found; call ye upon
him while he is near.  Let the wicked for-
sake his way, and the unrighteous mnn his
steps, and let him return unto the Dord,
and he will bave merey upon him, and to
our Gad, for he-will abundantly pardon.

Christian brethren, what a blessed.epock
will that be when Christ returns! Why
should you, who are .clothed in his right-
cousnesy, fear his advent?  Then shall the
night of weeping end, and the morning of
joy shall dawa. Then shall. you see no
more throngh a glass darkly, but face to
face.  Then shall Job's glowing words be
bronght to pass, YT kuow that .ny Re-.
deemer Jiveth, and. that he shall stand .at
the latter day: who X shall sec fof myself,
and 'mine eyes-shiall behold, and not-ano-
ther.””  Then will' Christ give to his peopls
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the bright and morning star. Ol what a
shout will that blessed company raise.

And to the Lamb who bonght us with his blood,
From every Kindred, nation, people, tongue;
And washed, and sanctificd, and saved our souls,
And gave us robes of linen pure, and crowns

THE MYSTERY OF THE PRESENT DIS-
PENSATION.

No. II.

In the former paper it was stated that
the present dispensation was that of an eleet
Gentile church, chosen for the spucial pur-
poses of being witnesses for Christ in the
carth, during his absence from it; and of
being partakers with him in the glory and
feliaty of the heavenly kingdom: it was
also statéd that such'a dispeusation was not
known to the-saints of former ages;—the
truth of this last statement will appear
from the following facts.

The almost exclusive subject of the Old
Testament, is -the Jewish nation. Take
away from it the first twelve chapters of
Genesis -and the book of Job; and the
books of the Proverbs and Kcclesiastcs,
which are, collections of moral maxims and
sayings; and the whole of this: 1?ivine rev-
elation is occupied with the origin, the his-
tory, and the future destiny of this people.
Otheér nations, indeed, are mentioned; but
it is-cither in a slight and cursory manner,
or it is on account of their connexion swith
Jsracl.  If any onetbe startled-at this state-
ment, let him just cast his eve over the list
of books into which -the Old Testament is
divided. What do the five books of Moses
contain but the origin and:carly records of
this people? What is the subject from
Joshua to Esther inclusive, but the history
of this people? And to what did the
visions, beheld by the propbets, relate, but
to the destiny of this people? Much of
what was once prophecy, has now become
history; but the final promises remain to
be accomplished, as a test of the fafthful-
ness of Him. who .hath said, “If ye can

not be day and night in their scason, then
may also my covenant be broken with Da-
vid my servant, that he should not have a
son to reign upon his throne.” Jer. xxxiii. 20.

2. If we turn from the leading subject
of the Old Testament, to the manner of the
inspired writers in uttering their predic-
tions, we see further proof that no notice of
the present dispensation was given by
them. The mode of their peedictions is
almost uniform, commencing with a time of
trouble, ealled the “day of the Lord,” they
then speak of the advent of a deliverer;
and then of a period of blessedness conse-
quent upon his advent. The following
passage is in keeping with many others:—

1saiah ix. 4—7; “For thou hast broken
the yoke of his burden, and the staff of his
shoulder, the rod of his oppression, as in
the day of Midian.  For every battle of the
warrior is with confused noise, and garments
rolled in blood; but this shall be with bur-
ning and fuel of fire, For unto us a child
is born, unto us ason is given; and the
government shall be upon his shoulder:
and his name shall be called Wonderful,
Counscllor, The Mighty God, The Ever-
lasting Father, The Prince of Peace. Of
the increase of his government and peace
there shall be no end, upon the throne of
David, and upon his kingdom, to order it,
and to establish it with judgment and with
justice from henceforth, even for cver
"The zeal of the Lord of hosts will perform
this,”

In this passage we have a specimen of
the usual strain of the Old Testament pro-
phecies relating to our Lord’s kingdom.
Firsta time when judgment will be execu-
ted with burmung and fuel of fire: secondly
the advent of a Saviour: thirdly a period
of peace and happiness under that Saviour's
reign.  We need not multiply exampies;
the student of Scripture will see, by turn-
ingto Psal. i, ix. 5—8;—Isaiah ii. 6, toiv.
6;—x. §, to xii. 6;—xix. 1—25 ;—xxiv. to
XNVi—xxxiv.  XXxv;—Jer. XIX.  NXXNij—
xxxil. Nxxiiij—Ezck, xxxiv, to xxyix;—Joe!
i, i ;—Amos iii. to ix;—O0badiah i;—Micah
iii. to v;—Nahum i;—2Zeph. i. it. iii;—Zcch,
ix. §—17;—xiv. 1—21, that this is almoat
the constany mode in which they present
their prophecies. It is true that in other
prophecies, we see the Saviour’s sufferings
and death foretold; but in none of them do
we read of the period of nearly two thou-
sand years elapsing between the Saviour’s
death and the establishient of his kingdom.
Aund as the period itsclf-was not known to
the Old Testament saints, it is, of course,
impossible that they should know wkat was
to take place while it continued.

8. If from the subject aud manner of
Old Testament prophecy we proceed to
contemplate the future prospects which it
placed before the saints, we shall find fur-

break my covenant of the .day, and: my
covenant of:the night, that there shéuld

ther proof that the present dispensation
was not krnown by them: We have no ac-

! count of the ultimate hopes of Abel, Enoch,
or Noah; but when we come down to Ab-
raham, we hava clear light upon the hopes
of the faithful people of God. Promises
were given to the patriarchs; they under-
stood and believed them; and confessed
themsclves to be strangers and pilgrims in
the carth.  What were the promises which
God nade to them at this time to be the
warrant and the foundation of their hope?
We may glance at a few of them:—

Gen. xiii. 14—17; “ And the Lord said
unto Abraham, Lift up now thine eyes, and
look, from the place where thou art, north-
ward, and southward, and eastward, and
westward : for all the land which thou seest,
to thee will I give it, and to thy seed for
ever. And I will make thy sced as the
dust of the earth: so that if a man can
number the dust of the carth, then shall
thy seed also be numbered. Arise and
walk through the land, in the length of it
and in the breadth of it; for I will give it
unto thee.”

Chapt. xviii. 83 “And I will give unto
thee, and to thy sced after thee, the land
whercin thou art a stranger, all the land of
Canaan, for an everlasting possession; .and
I will be their God.”

Chapt. xxvi. 2, 3; “And the Lord ap-
peared unto him (Isaac) and said, Go not
down into Egypt; dwell in the land which
I shail tell thee of: sojourn in this land,
and I will be with thee, and will bless thee;
for unto thee, and unto thy seed, I will give
all these countries, and I will perform the
ocath which I sware unto Abraham thy
father.”

Chapt. xxviii. 13; ¢ And, behold, the Lord
said, (to Jacob) I am the Lord God of Ab-
raham thy father, and the God of Isaac:
the land whereon thou liest, to thée will I
give it, and to thy seed.”

In these passages the grant of the land
of Canaan is made in perpetuity to Abra-
ham, Isaac, and Jacob, personally; axp to
their descendants after them. In chap. xv.
§—18, this grant is made irrevocable by
the oath of God, a fact frequently referred
to in the Scriptures.  “Which covenant he
made with Abrabam, and his oath with
Isazc; and confirmed the same unto Jacob
for a law, and to Isracl for an everlasting
rcovenant: saying, Unto thee will I give the
land of Canaan, the Jot of your inheritapee.”
Pzal. ev. 9—11. It is true, that this cove-
jnant, confirmed by the oath of God, has not
" been fulfilled yet; Stephen says, “And he
gave him nonc inheritance in it, no, not so
much as to set his foot on: yet he promised
that he would give it to him for a pesses-
sion, and to his seed-after him, when as yet
lic had no child.”” Acts vii. 5. And Paul
says, “ All these died in faith, not having
received the promises, but having seen them
afar off, and were persuaded of them,.and
‘confessed that they were strangers and-pil-
,grims on the carth” Heb. xi. 13. As
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saith the Lord.” Ezek, xxxvili. 11—14
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then this covenant was made irrevoenble
by the oath of God, and has not yet received
its fulfilment, when shall the fullilment of
the onth of God be accomplisfied? The
God of truth gives 1lis answer by the pro

phet Ezekiel. The desponding captives in
Chaldea were taught the blessedness of the
Messial’s kingdom; bat they were captives;
and fifty years of captivity had yet to be
endured, before they could be set at liber-
ty. This fact filled them with despair, and
they cried, “Our hope islost; we are cut
off for our parts; we shall not see that king-
dom. But, “thus saith the Lord God:
Behold, O my peaple, T will apen your
graves, and cause you (o eome ap ong of
your graves, and bring you into the land of
Isracl.  And ye shali know that 1 am the
Lord when [ have opened your graves, O
my people, and brouglit you up out of your
graves, and shall put my Spirit in you, and
and ye shall Jive, and L shall place you in
your own land: then shall ye know that 1
the Lued have spuben it, and performed jt,

Here we are taught expressly that the co-
vennnt made with the patrinrchs will only
receive its fulfilment in the resurrection
state. This is the judgment of the pious
Jews.  “The Sadducees are related to have
asked Rabbi Gamaliel, the preceptor of St
Paul, whence he could prove the resurrec-
gion of the dead. Nor could he silence
them tjll be brought against them Deut.
xi. 21, “Ilie land which the Lord sware
unto your fathers to give them, as thedays
of hieaven upon carth.”  The Rabbi argued
that as Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob had it
not, and God cannot lie, thercfore they
must be raised from the dead to inherit it.”
It was also the judgment of the ancient fa-
thers of the Christian church. Sce their
testimonies in Horne’s ¢ Resurrection Re-
vealed”” Agrecably to these views, we
yead—

Psal. xxxvii. 9, ¢ But those that wait
upon the Lord, they shall inherit the earth.

Ver. 11, “But the meek shall inherit the
earth; and shall delight themselyes in the
abundance of peace.

Ver. 22,# For such as be blessed of him
shall inherit the carth.

Ver. 29, “The righteous shall inherit
the land (eartk), and dwell therein ferever,

Verr 34, # Wait on the Lord, and keep
his way, and he shall exalt thee to inhesit
the land.

Prov. ii. 21, “But the upright shall dwell
jn the land (eart), and the perfect shall
remain in it, )

Isaiah Ix. 21, $Thy people shall be all
righteous: they shall joherit the Jand for
ever.

Matt. v. 5, “*Blessed are the meek: for
they shall inherit the earth.

Without multiplying citations, or extend-
ing remarks, we may conclude that nothing
like a description of the present state of the
Christian Gentile church, or of its future
destiny, is found in the Old Testament
Scriptures; and the Apostle speaks literal
truth, and makes no figure, when he de-
seribes it as the dispensation of the mys-
tery which hath been hid from ages and
generations. In its nature it differs from|
every thing which preceded it; and, asit
concludes with the sounding of the seventh
trumpet, which ushers in the kingdom of
our Lord, we may also suppose, that it dif-
fers from every thing which will succeed it.
Aund here we may cease to wonder, why
the Jews were confounded with the teach-
ing and appearing of the Son of God; and
that the disciples, themselves, were slow
and backward to understand our Lord’s
mission. It required to be drawn and
taught by the Father, that the parties, nc-
customed to Jewish notions and hopes,
might be disposed to receive this, hivherto,
hidden mystery; this unparalelled dispen-
sation, in which Satan is permitted to be
the prince and god of this world; in which
blindness in part hath happened to Israel;
but in which God is gracivusly visiting the
Gentiles to take out of them a people for
His name; a people, not merely to inherit
the carth in its renewed state, but to sit on
thrones in the heavenly kingdom, and
reign as priests and kings for ever.  May
‘He, who gives wisdom to the simple in
heart, give wisdom to us, while we contem-
plate the nature of this dispensation, and
endeavsur to ascertain what js the object
of the blessed hope to which we are be-
gotten by the renewing grace of the Holy
Ghost, through faith in the blood of the
crucified Redecemer. And may we be so
wise as to seck after heavenly wisdor,
with all docility and willingness of heart.
What infinite wisdom sees good to reveal
for our instruction, we must not presume
to despise; and a doctrine which was made
the subject of a special revelation to the
Apostle Paul, must be of too important a
character to be lightly estcemed by us
The Jews and_their rulers, because they
knew rot the Lord Jesus Christ, nor yet
the voices of the prophets, which were read

diug to his promise, look for new heavens

to them every Sabbath day, fulfilled them

in putting him to death, This error hes
proved a fatal one to them; for by this re-
jeetion of the Saviour, the kingdom of hea.
ven i3 taken from them, and given toa
nation biinging forth the fruits thereof.
And by overlooking one part of Scripture,
and misinlcrprcting other pasts of it, we
are as much in danger of being misled as
they.  Perhaps more s0; for siuce the days
of Joseph Mede, the interpretations of some
parts of Scripture, especially the prophetio
parts, have been very different from those
of the first three centuries of the Christian
cra. ‘This is a startling fact; and yet it is
indisputable. The existence of such a fact
should {ill us with caution; and induce us to
pray that we may be taught by God, and
preserved from crror.  Beside this, we are
divinely taught thatin the last days, scof-
fers shall urise, saying, “Where is the pro-
mise of his coming ?'” or as Conquest, has it,
“Where is his promised coming 9 This
scepticism, concerning revealed truth, is to
be one of the characteristics of the last
days; and this circumstance alone is no
mean proof, that, as the interpretations of
prophecy, in modern days, differ from
those of the first ages of Christinnity, these
modern interpretations are not true. At
any rate, it furnishes a strong reason, for
examining the Scriptures closely, that we
may ascertain whether these interpreta.
tions, which are so common, are counten-
anced by the letter of the text.

The Qualification of a Minister,
BY HON. AND REY. BAPTIST W. NOEL.

Atthe late Anniversary of Cheshunt, College,
Euglund, Rev. Baptist W. Noel miadc tue follow~
imy speech on the qualification of a Christian mine
wter:

I'think there arc three or four-things wecessary
to make a nmmster. e ought to have faith and
love 1n constant exaicise; or clse, although he
may be the most lecarned and able man in the king-
dom, hie will do nothing,  Without'the exercise of
faith aud love, and in the absence of, a disposition
constantly to keep eternity in view, and to go
nght at the consciences of the people, with a view
tirst of all to seek their salvation, I would not give
any thing for a minister, The most eloquent and
elaborate discourses—which may le models of
style, and have a Lnlliancy suflicient to attract
universal attention—uwill do no govod to the souls of
men if they are unaccompanied by the influenceof
the Spirit. - The first thing, then, which is requisite
in a anmster is faith and love in constant excreises
And next to that 1s necded, more than learning,
vigor of character, a knowledze of men, and the
capacity ofacting upon owr fellow-men, ~ Without
this, I believe learning would be altogether useless,
and uever make an effective ‘minister, Just as ax
officer who had no military- ardor inight be ac-
quainted with all the tactics which books could
teach him, and yet never lead on o Fegiment well,
It is exceedingly important, hoivever, for minis
ters, as well s other men, to have.a'knowlggge
that is strictly professionals 1 think everybody
will sce that,” I a wminister does 1ot attain to a
knowledge of the original languages in-which the
Seriptures were wratten, be will never be able to
expound them with authority, nor feel cortain that
he has the real sense of the passage ; ‘and it is pose
sible that Le will give such expositions as shall do
violence to the comwion sense of those to whom be
is addressing himself; and then a mipister muat
fose his avthority. Now, such colleges as thig are
alone adapted to impart the kind of ‘knowledge
which is required. ’

We have an excelient example of what commor
sense would prompt any zcalous peason to do, ia
the case of Ignatius Loyola.  This man aimed at
universal dominion, and he went ncarer than asy
oter to obtain it.  He Lecome influcntial in eve
court of Europe, and cvery. country in the worl
But how did he do this?  He first selected a nume
berot able, zealous, and enthusiastic young men, W
whown heallotted nine years of study, during which
time he was able to indoctrinate them with kis
views and to mould them to his will. He knew
well what ke was about, and that this was the
most cffectual and sure way to accomplish the ob-
ject which hesought. By this means Loyola was
able to raise up an army to fight against the liber-
ties of the woild, aud against the gospel, siich as
the world had never seen, The young men who
are 1o become ministers of Christ now wmust be
viewed in tbe same light and fe treated in a simi
larmanner. The victory must be won against the
world; 1ts sinio) customs and false opinions must
be destioyed.

Affairs Abroad.
Europe.

We have often witnessed, in the case of con-
sumptive patients, a strange znd preternatural
mllying of the exhausted energies of the body—
a life-like vigour——a mimicry of robust health,
which looked very much as though the wasted
frame TA the subject of a premature resurrection ;
and we hiave noticed that all this was but a dazzling
premonition of a coming dissolution. And such,
we think, will be seen to be, before many years
elapse, & fit symbol of despotic power, civil and
religious, throughout Europe. The revolutionary
spirit of 1848 gave despotism the consumption,
R looked wan and sickly, and its feeble knees
smole one againat the other. But the spirit of re-
action bas breathed upon it, and itnparted unto it
new life; and tyranny, civil and ecclesiastical,
once more seeks to place its iron heel upon the
necks of the people. It may succeed for a time;
but with the light of the nineteenth century stream-
ing all around mep, il can only be for a brief period.
The preseut - unwonted activity amongst crowned
and ‘mitsed despots very much resembles the death
straggles of exbausted consuraptives. Every thing
scems ripening for tho grand stroke that will de-
stray the rebellious and eventuate in filling the
earth with the glory of the Lord. A Europeaa
writer thus discourses:—

*‘THE BATTLE oF AMAGEDDON.— The prodi-
gious activity of Antichrist throughiout Jurope,
amounts to something like desperation. In Fronce,
during the two years past, the power of the Ro-
mish clergy has fearfully iucreased. That country
rejoices in from fifty to sixty thousand priests hav-
ing regular charges; while a cloud of monks nu-
merous und dark as that which fell on Egypt of
old, has descended on the country. Convents are
rising up from their ashesin hundreds.” The flthy
Capuchin jostles you in the street.—Holy nails,
rotten bones, and bits of dead saints who flounshed
700 years ago, are imported from other couatries ;
and the sons of the Encyclopedists, and the disci-
ples of Voltaire, fall prostrate before these relics,
‘Fhe Mumster of Public Instruction has ordered a
crucifix to be placed in all the class-roowis in the
governmental colleges and lyceums. “Fhe duty of
barning the hetetic is openly taught by the editor
of the Univers, the most authontative expounder
ot modern Popery in France, ‘The Pope offers in-
dulgences to every one who shall pray to God to put
info the hemits of Christian kings to extinguish
heresy.  And we all know whbat that means, A
Baitholomew 1s confidently looked. forwaed to,
which shall not be restricted to ¥rance, 4s of old.
‘but which shatl cover the whole European conti-
nent. Looking abroad upon the natiors of Europe,
what do we see 7 Why, sp:ntual infallibitity and
arbitrary power drawn to oac another by common
dangers and objects, rencwing their ancient bonds,
and plighting their foriner faith. The Church

ives her spiritual thunder to the State, and the
State gives the Church her swoid ; and this ill-
omened pair walk hand in hand over Rurope,
trampling under thcir feet, wherever they come,
conscience, liberty, manhood.  The hatred of the

Bible grows every day more intense. During
three years past, forir millions of the Scriptures
have been circulated in France ; and in ltaly, and
in Rome itself, the Bible is sought for by the peo-
ple, notwithstanding that Papal tyranny has sus-
pended a halter over the head of every man who
shall dare to read it. Atheism may be tolerated ;
Socialism may be tolerateil ; but there can be no
tolerance for the Bible. They know that if thut
book enter, tradition wi'l fall, and not alone, If
the Bible have supremacy, the Papacy, like other
phantoms of darkness, will pass away ; and with
it will depart all those formsof government which,
inheriting the spirit and bicathing the air of Rome,
have been only one degree less ubsolute and irre-
sponsible than the Pafuey itself. In Tuscany, in

ome, in Venetian Lombardy, Bible-readers are
doomed to the dungeon and the stake; and so it
will be ere long, there is reason to fear, in France
and Austrin, This enormity is perpetrated by
men termed * Holy Pontiffs> and * most Chris.
tain Kings !”—Even the Inquisition is a  Holy
Office.”” “And why should not the Prince of Dark-
ness, one of these days honor the title by assuming
it, for, when it serves his Eur‘pose, he is very de-
vout, as one of the early Reformers, Hugh Lati-
mer, states, keeps his Chaplain, whose diocese is
not far from the seven hillal?

China.
The last news from China is of the most re-
markable kind touching the religious character of
the insurgents ;—

The English ship Hermes, having on board Sir
George Bonham, had made a trp up the Yangtze,
laying five days at Nauking, a city in possession of
the insurgents.  Sir George represents the insur-
gents to be Christians of the Protestagt form of
worship, and anti-idolators of the striclest order.
‘They acknowledge but vne God, the Heavenly Fa-
ther, the All-wise, All-powerful,and Omnipresent
Creator of the world; with him, Jesus Christ, as
the Savionr of mankind: and also the Holy 3pirit,
as the last of the three persons of the Trinity.
Their chief on earth is a person known as ¢ Fea-
ping-wang, the Prince of Peace,” to whom a kind
of divine origin and mission isascribed. For,how-
ever, from claiming adoration, he forbids in an
edict the application to himself of the terms ¢ Su-
preme,?’ ¢ Holy,” and others, hitherto constantly
assumed by the Emperors of China, but which he
dechinies receiving, on the ground that they are due
to God alone.  Their moral code the insurgents
call the ¢ Heavenly Rules,” which, on examimna-
tion, proved to be the Ten Commandments, The
observauce of these is strictly enforced by the lea-
ders of the movement, chiefly Kwang-tung and
Kwang-se—men who are not merely formal pro-
fessors of a religious system, but practical and
spiritual Christians, deeply influenced by the be-
lief that God is always with them. The hardships
they have suffered, and the dangers they have in-
curred, are punishments and trials of their Hea-
venly Father ; the successes they have achicved
are instances of his grace.

[t is not doubted that among them are impos-
tors, and persons who joined the standard of the
rebellion from the worst of motives; yet it is af-
firmed, as evidence of the sincerity of the lcaders,
that while fighting to free their country from »
forcign yvoke, and anxious to obtain adherents, th.
nevertheless throw great difficulties in the way of
a rapid increase of numbers, by 1sisting on the
general adoption of a new and revealed religion
fearned from the ¢ liarbarians,”” The influence of
these religious leaders is scen in the fact thata
pasty of Englishmen, during a long nde of ten or
twelve wiles in the city of Nan?(ing and back,
along what mizht be called one of the streets of a
large camp, did not hear one of those abusive and
derogatory cpithets arplied to them which haveal-
ways been so liberally bestowed on passing fo-
reigners by the heathen Chinese. There was also

the fullest evidence that the obscene expression
with which the latter ,,thh all their couversa-
tions are prohibited and almoat banished from the
language of the Christians,

A good translation of the Bible is freely circus
lated amony the ineurgents : and as they bave a
religious belicf, in common with foreigners, found~
ed on the Bible, they regard their foreign breibren
with @ friendliness not at all in character with
Chinese in general.”?

United States.
THE POPE’S NUNCIO,

It appears that his Holiness at Rome has sent
an arch-jesuit to the United States, charged with
the imporiant business of advancing the .interests
of Popery 1n the too-protestant republic, It is
sard that he brought with him, from his master,
letters to Prestdent Pierce, of & congratulatory
character. This the Chief Magistrate of the States
onght to regard as the Pope’s sanction to his eleva~
tion to the presidential chair ; and an expression of
his willingness that the General should reign in
Washington, and over a free and loyal people for
the next four years. What effect thr Pope’s letters
may have produced upon General Pierce person-
ally, is not known ; but it appears that some go+
vernment officials are ready to kias the Nuncio’s
toe instead of the Pope’s. The captain of the
United States Steamer Michigan, has been convey-
ing Bedini, the Nuncio, and Archbishop Hughes,
from point to point on the Lakes, in order that
these plotting priests inight advance, according to
theis oath, the nnholy desizns of Rome. It would
be well for the United States Government not to
lose sight of the oath under which every Roman
Catholic Bishop prosecutes his professional duties.
It runs as follows 1=

t The rights, honors, privileges and autborities
of the church of Rome, and of the Pope and his
successors, [ will take care to conserve, defend,
augment and promote. * © * Therules of the
holy fathers, the decrees, ordinances, reservations,
provistons and mandates apostolic, to the extent of
my power, 1 will keep, and cause to be kept by
others. Heretics, schisimatics and rebels lo our
said fathers and his successors, 1will aituck and
prosecute (o the extent of iy power.”

Such was the oath taken by the two zealous and
unscrupulous Bishops whom the Government of
the United States delights to honour! We say the
Gorernment, for it is scarcely possible that such a
movement should have heen made without the
sanction of those who are at the helm of affairs.
Has Geaeral Pierceand his Loco-Foco cabinet gone
over soul and body to Rome? Ifthey have, then
this aid and comfort rendered to the two Jesuits is
somprehensible. If they have not, then are they
amongst the # Heretics, schismatics, and rebels to
our said fother and his successors,” which Hughes
and Bedini are sworn to prosectte fo the extent of
their power.

Before the arrival of the Nuncio at Washington,
Gavazzt thus sounded the alarm :—

“ Pins Ninth eroposcs to send an extra envoy to
Washington. hat for? That remains to be

found out, But that is not for me, But who does
he send! Dr. Bedini—a Bishop! Sir, 1 will tell

And who was my friend
thus sacrificedt  He was one of Italy’s Lest men
~=a first-rate poet, & great painter, a great vrator,
and, above all, a patriot. He was a chaplain in
the Italian army, and was wounded twice on the
battle-field, and was ut last taken prisoner near
Bologus, bis native city.
. Now, this envoy who will soon arrive at Wash-
ington is the very man whoarcested my friend—had
him desecrated from his office—the skin stripped
from his fore-finger—from his foreheal—and then
g:ve him over to the Austrians, who in a few
nrs condemnned him as a rebel, and at 4 o’clock
in the morning he wasshot 1 Yes, he was shot !
But forty-six years of aye; poet, painter, orator,
potriot !’ No immorality against his whole life;
no crime but love of liberty I And the man who
delivered him to_death comes a special envoy to
our country ! 'What can he want in your great
epublic? ~Can such a man bring you auny good?
No, no, no "
The New York Recorder says:-—

If this account is true—-and there is no reason to
doubt it —the sending of this man to Washington
ought to be 1egarded and treated as an insult to the
government and people of the United Statese In
receiving any diplomatic agent from Rome, we
must, of course, expect to receive a fricund and re-
ﬁresenlnlive of despotism ; but the Pope should

uow, and Europe should know, that we will re-
ceive no man who has made himself infamous by
such actsof cruelty asare ubove alleged. ‘Think of
this Rev. Nuncio’s skinning and scalping the ac-
coraplished patriot, and then handing him over to
the Ausrtians to be shot ¢ and this for no crimne but
devotion to liberty—for the same crime committed
Ly our beloved and immortal Washington! Such
is the man who has been sent to look in the face
of the American President—to soil with his touch
the American Capit.l!

It is no mean proof of the infernal power of Je-
suitism that with all the warnings that the people
of the United States have reccived, still it kasbeen
able, by some characteristic trick, to sccure the
services of a national Steamer. The press of the

Be Honest.

Such swas the parting advice of a tender
parent to a beloved son, as that son was about
to lcave the parental roof, and plunge on his
own responsibility amid the activities of every-
day life. The hour of separation, 1n the case of
parents and children, is not a period of words, but
of painful, anxious, and fluctuating thought, The
past will aiise hefore the soul, and the foibles, and
blunders, and merriments, and sorrows, and aftece
tions and joys of youth, will rush unbidden through
the mind; accompanicd with the recollection of
days of toil, and nights of restless watching, alf
necessary to carry out the hizh and holy demands
of parental solicitude, The present is a lengthen-
ing out of the period of separation, and a prolonge-
tion of the parting pang. Tue future is dark!?
‘The world is strong ; and the flesh is weak. A
correct course will lead to inconceivable blessed-
ness beyond the #rave, as well as to respect iipon
earth—a wrong course will eventuate in shame
and everlasting contempt. In such circumstances
parents cannot speak much; their thoughts are too
tense for ultetance.  Thereis language, indeed, in
a mothet’s long-drawn sigh, in a father’s tremulous
voice, and in a sister’s tears; but there are few
words spoken on the verge of a farewell that sepa-
rates a membar from the loved family.circle. It
was not wonderful, then, that the tongue of a
Christian father, as he held the parting. hand of &
toved boy who had professed faith in Chuist, should
halt with the laconic, yet comprehensive sentence,
¢« My son, be honest.”” That gon might, in carry~
ing out the suggestion, think of the following
points :—

1. DBe honest with your fellow men. You livein
a world where much isaccomplished by chicanery
and under-handed scheming; and ycu will: be
strongly tempted to resist. plotting by counterplot-
ting 3 you will be led to look-upon a little deception
n carrymg some desired point as hurmless; and
should you give way to this base prompting of
Satan, you will find that you have entered a dark
pathway that will lead you into gross moral dark-
uess, aud deaden your conscience, and darken your
hopes, and leave you afloat amid the ways of the
world,  The pious will pity you, the disceming
worldly knave will, in his heart, despise youv, and
etermty will look gloomy aud fearful; therefore,
be honest with your fellow men.

2. Be honest with yourself. Do not draw self-
flattering comparisions between your own state
and the fancied condition of others, but take a calm
and rational survey of your soul as it appears in
the sight of a God that cannot look upon sin. Never
apologise for iniquity by saying in your heart, itis
only a small matter—Sin against the Most High
cannot be small--neither attempt to evade thelash-
ings of conscicnce by throwing over upon the back
of some constitutional infirnuty, your transgres-
sions of God’s law.  'L'o do this is to cherish self-
deceptien and grasp the hope of the hypocrite
which must perish,—~therefore be honest with your-
self.

3. Behonest witi Christ.~-He washonestindying

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honest. e demaads therefore a firm unshrinking
childlike 1clivnce upon his atonmyg love,~ms
tinished sightevusnissy und this wust be rendered
with a 1cady earnestaess, and a joyful faith, e
cannot be deccived for he kuows what is in man,
and a professed adherence to him when the home
age of the heart is lacking, isa mockery which
sinds 1t issue in spiritual and etersal deatk.

We copy from
the Sermon of Prof. Phelps, on ¢ The Certainty
of Success in Preaching,” dclivered before the
Conzregational Pastoral Association,and published
in the last number of the Bibliotheca Sacra.—

About one hundred and filty years ago, there
lived in a stifled strect in London, 2 tradesmanand
{his wife who watched with many misgivinas the
slender form and pale cheek of a hittle boy, ther
only son,and, with one exceplion, the solc survi-
vor of twenty children.  The utmost they dared
1o hape for, as the result of parental faithfulness,
was, that “poor little Philip?? might, hy the
!_znce of God, be prepared foran early death, For
:this they labored and prayed and wept together.
| The climney of the family-room, whesc they us-
ually sat after their evening-meal, was ornamen-
tal, according 1o & fashion which had been im-
ported from Holland, with a series of painted tiles.

T'hose pictured
tiles were to ¢ poor little Phitip’s ” unlettercd mo-
ther, more precious than the gold of Orhir. They
were her pictorial Bible.  In hier homely way, she
expounded them to her son, as he was seated by
her side in the old snn chair.  She poured into
his curious ear her rude but truthful conceptions of
man’s lost condstion, of Gol’s wonderful provi-
dence, and of His more wonderful grace.  She
found a willing pupil.  God’s temth, extructed by
maternal diligence from that puinted wall, sunk
deep into the pale boy’s heart.  His delicate sen~
sibilises grew aroumd it and became rooted in its
embracr. ‘The disungnshing featare of his youth-
ful piety was it Jove of the Bible,  Itgrew with
tns growth and strengthencd with hisstrength, 1t
fashioned stselfan the depths of his soul into the
senn of a ludden purpose, which the providence of
God at length developed.  ‘Thinty years afterwards
when the Rev. Dr., Philip Doddridge was engaged
in the woik of composing the * Family Exposi-
tor,”” hie traced hack the impulse, which by the
grace of God had moved him to that work, to
those old Dutchotiles which had been the text-
book of his carly lessons in his mother’s arn-
chair. 1t was the remembrance of:them, which
quckened and sustained lus zeal in the protracted
{ labor of that which he considered Ius life’s twork.
That remembrance 1t was, which highted up his
study-lamp for bis labors upon the Family Expo-
sitar, at four o'clock of the winter mornings
through % period of twenty years,  That it was,
: which forbade lum to turn aside from the exposi-
+ tion of the Bible, for any infetior service. Onlyin
{ ohedience to the carnest and oft-repeated solicita-~
_tions of s friend, Dr. Isaac Watts, did he consent
1 to the digression of compasing the Rise and Pro-
taress. And when at last he lay down to die, in a
1 stranac land, it was his strong consolation that he
{had been permitted 10 see three volumes of the

Expositor given to the world, Since that time, 2
{ hundred years have come and gone, but the work
i of.Doddridge lives. Considered as one of the earli-
est and most successful of English commentarics
on the Bible, and as a link -in the chain of causes
which bave created 2 biblical literature for the
people, it is destined 1o live forever. The cartli-

cath, rocked the ground where his bones reposed.

Naples.—Pompeiio—Herculancnm.—Rome.  St.
Peter's at Easler.,

The winter hicat of Italy is pleasant cnough—a
most agrecable change from the rains and cold of
Old England, Tt was becoming very hot when
we left Naples, which was casly in the month of
April, far hotter than I ever feltst in England, but
not the same oppressive, sultry heat. the extremely
transparent and beuntiful atmosphere, tempered
with the sweet breeves upon the Mediterranean.
made the climate at that season most enjovable to
me. It is glorious scerery atand allabout the Bay
of Naples; such as every lover of nature can ap-
preciate but perhaps more particulariv felt by the
classical scholar.  But there is food for minds in
Iialy.  What can exceed the interest that sises on
the mind on entering the desolate streeiz of Pormn-

it1 I shall never forget my sensationson view-
ing the roofless, but othenwise perfect houses, the
namow streets just broad enongh to admit the cha-
riot, the mark of the whecls having furrowed the
old pavement, giving it even now a look twhich
speaks of life, though heing quite desertee, it isas
if 2 plague had swept off its inhabitants.  We en-
tered by thenich merchant Diemed’s houee, rendered
famons by Lytion’s descuption inhis Last Days of
Pompeii. ard whote account s so true o e ori-
mnal,  Itis the first house in the Street of Tombs
<=s0 called from the beautiful tombs being on oac
one of the sireet, opposite to theresidences of the fa-
milies who owncd them.—~This was a strange
custom—having the tomb constanily before vou,
the turnace, 100, where the bodics had burned he-
fore being commilted in ashes ta the urns, which
are stll ranged n the anterior of the tombs—being
about nine in cach.

The houses are compictely empty of their asti-
cles of daily use; allof these being in the im-
mense museum in Naples, tozether with the jewels
taken from the skeletonsand every thing clse that
vou can imagine—the adicles in beantiful desizn
and workmanship—worthy indenad of beingimitated
astherare at the present day.

large wine jars are left in the cellar of Diomed's

house, swhere also is the last s1d mark against the
wall when the family fearing destruction from the
burning ashes have fied and been smothered, the
forins beng distinctly visible. But 1 am wearying
you with this relation, as 1 have little doubt you
are farmliar with it than any poor words of mine
can make you; yet I iust say that with Vesuvius
frowntag ahove, and beholding, as Dickens says,
s ghe destroyer and the destroyed,” it is altoge-
ther a scene never to be forgotten,  Herculaneum
100 is equally curious, but totally different.  Little
comparatively has been exeavated, as having been
buried by a 1olling sea of lava, this hias hardened
like marble and has rendered the work more tedi-
ous and expensive ; still there is much to be scen
open to the daylight, and the frescoes on some of
he walls are quite bright, the subjects being as
clear as if painted yesterday, The ﬂlxcalre you sce
with torches those parts that have been excavated,
and in one part there in an impression in the ceil-
ing of a mask, which has doubtless been worn by
a petformer and which has floated over the lava
and been found and taken off. It has the most
hideons grin on its countenance. or ratheron_ the
impression of it.  As you are surveying the dun-
zeon-like theatre, you ficar the roll of the carringe
wheels above your head, for a_thickly populated
town is there, built on the old Herculaneum, as if
Vesuvins were removed, and thete were no puossis
bility of another eruption, so great is the securily
in the minds of these people.  In fact the base of*
the mountain for miles is but a continuation of
town and villages, stretching in suburbs all the
way fiom Naplcs, s if there were not room for
the dwellers, who in truth are *oonvmerous, judg-
ing from the crowded streets, where reside a papu-
lation cxcceding that of Liverpool by some thou-
sands.  You wauld be convused with laughter
coulid you snddenly bLa transported there.  After
all you have seen 't think you would ssy the out
doar scene of Naples exceed all for deollery and for
dirl.  ‘T'ne cart of the country people is 2 most
extraordinary velncle—{oncy the skeleton frame
of a cart, ike—1 don’t know wwhat—just four spars
of wocd.  Slung about the middle 6f it is a rude
sort of gig. npon which about three sit (forin
numbers the Neapolitans are not pasticular) one of
these standing o sitting. dfives an animal yon can
almost see through,  Before the gig two or three
hang on behind, staad sit or hang about the same
number; and underncath nearly touching the
around a ne! containing individuals alco, who ride
there almost smothered by dust, laughing, shouting
or sinzing, as they proceed and at such a random
pace that you wornder how the one unfortunate
horse can possibly go,  Such asight I should eav
can oaly be sein at Naplez and there is such mul-
titudes, that at last you pass them ugobserved, for
theee people walk as little as they can help,
beingso lazy that an excrlion is evidently irksome.

T ouzht not 0 amit telling you we =tayed three
weeks in the ¢ Eternal City *—~one being the Holy
week.  Sa e witaessed many of the ceremonies
there.  The Pope in this weck represents our Sa-
viour; washes the feet of twelve, (the Apostles)
and afterveands waits on them at a meal—-repres
senting the last Supper.

Peters, which as a magnificent building is far bee
vord my powers of description.

How to Preserve Potatoes from|
the Rot.

The statements from the subjomed article from |
the Gardencr’s Chronicle we ({cem moure worthy
of attention than the usual staple of suggestions,
and secipes of the cure of the potatoe disease.

Thoioughly dried potatocs will always produce |
a crop free from discase.  Such 1s the positive as.
sertion of Mr, Bollman, ene of the professors in!
the Russian Agricultural Institution at Gorigoret-
sky. Ina very ateresting pamphlet by tins gen-
tleman, which has just reached us, it's asserted,
as an unquestionable fact, that mere drying, f
conducted ot sufficient high temperature, and,
continued long enough, 1s a comfpte antidote to
the disease.

The account given by Professor Boliman of the
accident which led to this discovery 1s as follows:
—1He had contnived apotatoe-setter which had the
bad quality of destroying any sprouts that might
be on the sets, and cven of tearing away the rind.
To harden the potatoes, so as to protect them
aganst this accident, he resolved to dry them. In
the spring of 1830, he placed a lot in' a very hot
toom, and, at the end of three weeks, they were
dry enough to plant. The potatoes came up swell,
and produced as gond a crop as that of the neigh-
boring farmers, with this difference only, that they
had no disease, and the crop was, therefore, upon
the whole most abundant. Professor Bollman tells
us that he regarded this as a mere accident; he, !
however, again dried his sced potatoes, in 1831, and |
again his crop was abundant and free from dis-
case, while everywhere on the surrounding land |
they were much aflected.  This was 100 remark- |
able a cxircumstance not lo excjte attention, and in !
1852 a third trial took place. ‘ANl Mr. Bollman’s
own stock of potatoes being exhausted, he was ob-
lized to purchase his seed, which bore unmistake. |
able marks of having formed jart of a crop that
had been severely discased; some, in fact, were'
quite totten. ARer keepuug them for about a
month in a hot room, as before, he cut the largest
potatocs 1nto quarters, and the smaller into halves
and left thew o dry for another week. Accidentally
the drying was cartied so far that apprehensions
were entertained of 2 very bad erop, if any. Con-
trary to cxpeclation, however, the sets pushed
prompily, and grew so fast that excellent young

tatoes were dug three weeks earlier than usual,

ventually, nine times the quantity were planted
were produced, and, although the neighboring
fields were attacked, no trace of disease could be
foxlmd on either the herhage or the potatoes them-
selves.

cases were on record,  In the course of the inves.
tigation, two other facts were elicited, It was
discovered that Mr. Losovsky (living in the go«
vernment of Witebsk, in the district of Sebege),
hud for fowr years wlopted the plan of drying his
seed potatoes, uid that during that time there had
been no disease on his estate. It wasagain an ace
cident which led to the practice of this gentleman,
Five ycars ago, winle his potatocs were digging,
he put_onc in his pocket, and on returning home
threw it on his stove (poele), where it remain
torgotten uill the spring. Having then chanced to
observe it, he had the curiosity to plant it,all dried
up s 1t was, and obtiuned an abundant aud healthy
crap; stice that tme the practice of deying has
been coatinued, and always with great success,
Professor Bollman remarks that it is usual in Rus-
sta, in may places, to smoke dry flax, wheat, and
rye, aud, w the west of Russia, expericnced pro-
prictors prefer for sced onions that have been kept
over the wunter in coltages withouta chimney.
Such onions are called dymka, which may be inter-
preted smoke-dried. s

The second fact is this:—Mr. Wasileflsky, a
gentleman residing in the government of Mohileff,
1s in the habit of keeping potatoes all the year
round by storing them in the place wheie his hams
are smoked. It happened that, in the spring 1852,
his seed potatoes, kept in the usual manner, were
tnsufficient ; and he made up the requlsite quantity
with some of those which had beén for a month in
These potatoes produced a
capuat crop, very little discased, while at the same
time the crop from thesets which were not smoke-
dried was extensively attacked by disease. Pro~
fessor Bollinan 1s of opinion that there would have
been no disease at all, of the sets had been better
