Business was resumed at 5 p. m., Moderator in
the chair, Minutes of previous svssion confirmed,
The lettor of Hall's Harbor Church was then con-
sidored, referring to their recent revival and the
subsequent visit of Mr. Burr ** in the name of a
Froe Baptist minister who brought an ill feeling
and much perplexity upon a great many of our
people by linking in with preachers of a foreign
doctrine.” It was *‘Resolved, that the raport from
Hell's Harbor Church be recoived, and that we take
tie oceasion to caution our churches to satisfy them-
solves of the evangelical character and standing of
visiting ministers before admitting them to our
pulpits.”

TRE duty of the churches to our young men, the
reason why more arec not in the ininistry, are
questions of vital importance, and should receive
the prayerful attention of our brethren in these
parts, These questions are receiving the careful
consideration of our best brethren, and recently wo
found in one oi our exchanges the following:

Thers are young men in all our churches whe
need only the proper influence — the inciting and
inspiring influence which every church should
creato — to enlist them in the work, A church
which does not stimulate its young men to make
sacrifices for the causs aud fill them with a desire
to become champions fur the truth is living below
its privileges.

The tract is a ¢ Catechism for
Seventh Dayites ;'* the circular ** ‘The Missouri
Christian (?) Lectureship,” call to a halt lecturers
who indulge in *¢ higher criticism,” aud by » num-
ber of questions and statements shows that their
assertions and methods of interpretation ate nuth-
ing weore nor less thao scopticism run to seed, Now
bouh of these papers can be had for seven cenis by
applying to Tae CHristiax. These papers are
worth ten times the amount asked. Hereareafow
extracts from the circular that will give an idea of
its charaater. :

Does not a church
forfeit all right to bo rogarded as a church of
Christ, when it repudiates His namo and wears
another name? Doas not a man forfeit all vight to
be regarded as a Christian, when he repudiates
Christ’s name, and wears anothor name,

Practice {s tho end of all theory; action tho end
of all instruction. ‘What shall wo dof" 18 the
ono only sincere aud sensible gnestion when a man
hears the Gospel and belioves it.

The answor given was double,—** Repont and be
baptized.” That was tho answor at firat, and 1t
must be tho answer to ond.

Wo have considered the former part of it. liet
us now examino the latter,—*‘be baptized."

Wo have soen that our Lord organized, here on
carth, 8 kingdom. It was to be govorned, this
kingdom, by the everlasting laws of heaven. Iis
aubjects wero to stand ob the same organic law on
wlich the angols stand and sorvo in the courts of
God. To thom amnesty was to be given for past
rebellion; freo pardon, bought by the Savivur, was
to ho freoly conferred for all past breachos of the

. law; and they were onrolled henceforth as subjects
and servants of the only Master and King,.

That 18 the way in which that organizationw<the
Church — presents itself in the New Tostament.
It atands among the kingdoms of the varth, distinct
and golitary; setting aside their differences;} ignoring
distinetion of rank, place, or nationnlity; knowing
‘ neithor Jew nor Greek, neither bond nor free}”
neither emporor nor beggar; but ranking them all
88 ono in *he one brotherhood~tho great, ondless,
world-embracing new *¢ kingdom of heaven,”

+ Now, all who belioved the Gospel wore told to

“ repont,” to change their entiro aim and purpose
and views for life, and enter this kingdom, and
live on its laws henceforward.

The method of entrance instituted by the Lurd
himself was Baptism,

Heo adopted a simple aud significant rite, with
which the poople had been long familiar, as the
form of naturalization into this kingdom. In that
rite the King and His robel subject moet. Thoy
enter there into agreoment. The rebel renounces
his rebellion, forawears his ellegiance to all the
tyrants that havo usurped authority®over him,
denies their service, rejects their names, and takes
forover tho oath of allegiavco to his rightful Lord
and King, and vows to serve Him faithfully his
life long.

Thison the man's part. On the King's part there
was the pledge of forpiveness, the promise of accept.
ance, the assurance of protection from the hostile
tyrauts, the help of the abiding Spirit as hisghostly
ally in all times of danger and fear. And the Lord
left the administration of this covenant, and the
authority to act in His name in reconciling men
and God, to the officors of this kingdom for all
timo—*¢ Go ye into all tho world and make all
nations disciples, baptizing them in the name of

“tho Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:
and lo, [ am with youn alway, even to the ond of
the world.”

Simply and clearly, baptism was thus the accept-
ance of God’s service, tho naturalization into His
otornal kingdom. It was the first act of obedience,
and symbolized, expressed and concentrated all tho
rest. It'was the first uct to be done; and it moeant
a wholg Jifo of obedience following, The man, a
rebal before, stood up bofore men and angels, be.
foro earth-and heaven, and renounced the slavery
of his rebellion, and took a solemn vath of loyalty
to his forgiving King,

He was saved in tho act. We cannot ses how
any other word will express the result. Ho was

lost in his robellion. He turns, accopts the amnesty,
swears himself into the kingdom of mercy and
graco, of righteousiess and lovo, and 4s saved,

Understanding what aalvation is,—deliveranco,
not only from the penalty, but from the guilt and
stain and power of sin: and understanding what

v

God's kingdom is,—the ordered polity formed
hore on eatth, under the oternal laws of hoaven;
and, also, understanding what baptism is,—the
covenant by which man renounces his sin, and on-
tera tho kingdom whose law is holiness— undor-
standing theso things, we van also understand the
high things which Scrigtures speak of be ptism and
its effucts,

For tho whole is cousistont. Tho New Testa.
meut proclamation of these thingd goes togother as
ouc clear whole. Wu noed do violonce to no stato-
mont.  Wo need pass ovor no Scripture.  Wo need
“oxplain away' no distinct declaration.

It is only beeauso meir havo made a thoory of
“‘alvation,” which is not the Scriptural one, or a
theory of *the Church” which is merely human,
or a theory of ‘“‘ropentance” or *‘faith which is
2ct in tho New Testameut, that they are compelled
for cunsistency's sake, to mako a thevry also of bap-
tism which retyuires them to pass over silently, or
to do violence openly, to the plain words of tho
Lord and his Apostles.

It is our comnfort to bolong to a Church which
fears no Scripture; a Church which has no human
theory or system to support; and which, thereforo,
takes her children by tho haad, in sure confidence,
at all her wurship, and bids them listen to the
voico of the Lord and his Apostles,

“ The like Hgure whoreunto even baptism doth
also now savo us,” saith Poter,

If my theory of salvation be that it tdeduns unly
final deliveratico from hell, I itust oXplain away
the text. For no mam ever held that baptism assures
a man of perscverance o the end.

But, salvation being deliverance from the puwer
of sin, its guilt and stain, hore, in this world, a
man is most surely saved tho moment he rises and
sincerely denies sin, and faces it as his deadly foe
in Gud's name, and turns and pledges his Iife to
righteousness aud truth in the vows of holy bap-
tism, .

So tho Apostle calls it *the laver of regencra-
tion,"” and the ‘* washing of rogeneration,”

And here apostles, and the entire Church Catho-
1i}, only follow the Mastor.

For Nicodemus, coming to Him by night to ask
of this kingdom which He, the Prince of Iaraol,
was come to set up, is told by the Lord himself,
** Except a man be born of water and of the Spint
ho cannot enter into the kingdom of God."

We cannot pass over the word water. We can
not.expiain that word away. We cannot supposo
the Lord was misleading the anxions inqairer, 1If
our theories of “the kingdom of God,” or of on-
trance into it, require us to deal unfairly with the
words of the Son of God, it is surely time to roviso
our theories.

It isa now birth. The words fairly express the
meaning of baptism. No other words will do. We
cannot spare them in their utter emphasis. Bap-
tism, if we have boen clear, is rogenerztion,
literal now birth.

A man denjes his whole past life. Ho flings
away his whole past purposes. He rejects the
mastors he has served hitherto,— the world, the
devil, and the flesh, Ho flies to his rightfu! Lord
and King. He knocks for admittance into the now
kingdom founded upon carth, Ho s naturalized
into it, Ho becomes a subject and citizen thero.
He puts himself under new laws. He is accepted,
8o flying. God receives him coming from his ene-
mies, bruised and wounded. He takes hiw into
tho kingdom of love and mercy and goodness. The
man recoives the appointed sign and seal of ‘pardon
and acceptence, Ho is literally new born into the
realm of light and truth, into the kingdom of
heaven. Ho is boine out of chaos, darkness, and
the anarchy of Satan, into lifo and light and order,
oternal and divino,

We wonder how men staggor at God'a gracious

how thoy miss the earnest, downright, praotical
wmeaning of Christ’s religion,

T'hoy’let it alip away in metaphor. Thoy dies
solve it into porsonal fecling, Thoy do not prasp
it in its utterly practical proclamation, as s rebind.
ing of robel anbjects, pardoned and accopted by
the morits of Christ’s death and passion, to tho
setvice of their Lovd. Distinet and pronounced
enough, in the Now Testament, as a’ life-long war
with Satan and for Ohrist, in the doing of all good
works, thoy havo changed it from a sorvido atead:
fast, loyal, and true, while & man lives, to aotiie
mofo seéurity against doserved punishment when
a man dies, Selfish in all, they have cunsecrated -
selfishness by turning i. into religion.

The Church is ** tho household of God,” saith
tho Sciiptures. The covonant by which a man is
adoptod into God’s family and becomes His son (if &
man knows once what that meuns to the uttormost)
is surely a now bhirth. And God’s household is no
motaphor. His kingdom is no figure of speech.
Memborship io it is no shadowy dream. Baptism
is no ompty rite for admission into an obsoure
sect.

These thinga aro all practical, sensible realities,
proached here plainly in a busy practical world.
Chrlstianity is a life, aud not werely a system of
theological opinion,—tH. 3. Thomson,

MORE UPON THE DAY WE CELEBRATE
AND WiY?

I quute McGarvoy's *“ Lauds of the Bible,” page
683. ** On our morning rido we bad been accom-
panied for several miles by a feeble old Aiab who
was travelling through tho cvuntry on horseback.
Assad, after conversing with bim for some time,
ropresonted him to us as a man of prodigious loarn-
ing. In tho c,urse of conversation the question
arose why the Mohammedans kept Sabbath on
Friday. Hoe said it was because Adam was created
on Friday,” eto, .

This I estoom as « valid reason why it was right
and proper for them and all God-fearing people
frog Adam to Moses. 1 believe that all the nations
that preserved the knowledgo of God, and accepted
His covenauts, and hoped for the fulfilment of His
promiecs, kept that day, and are keeping it still,

Let it be remembered that the Arabians and
Mohammedaus constitute -near one-quarter of the
huuian race, and their origin autedates the time of
Abraliam, At least a portion of their race sprung
from tho ancient stock of Hebrews from which
Abraham sprang., 1 admit that Ishmael and- the
sons of Koturah, tho second wife of Abraham,
joined and incorporated themselves into the same
nation, hence thoy are called in Jeremiah *¢ a min-
gled people.” The testimony of a-race of such an-
tiquity and undeviating adherenco to their laws
and traditions, is not to be ignored or lightly set
aside. .

Bat it will be said that Mohammedanism arose
in tho soventh century after Christ. Yes; bul Mo-
hamwod conceived it his mission to restore the
religion of Adam and Islam, which ombraced the
Sabbath and circumicision, both of which they per-
petuate to this time,

The Sabbath is first brought to notice in the
third chapter of Genesis, and is associated with thes
completivn of the creation, and the division of time.
into sgven parts, of which it is an abidi ng memor.-
jal.  After this but onoe incidental reference is mades
to it fer 2,500 years. That reference is when:
Laban said to Jacob, Fulfil her week, and I willl
give thee Rachol also. This reference comes from,
one not of the family of Abraham, but.of.the ancient -
sluck referred to above. This people:then and.now -
keop tho first antl Adamic Sabbath on Friday,..

worde. But the wonder goes when wo consider

When the Jows came out of Egypt thay’ werp,
el .
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given laws and institutions purposely to make thom
a pecnliar people, diatinol from all other nations,
heneco the change of day on which tho Sabbuth was
obsorved. Seo Deut. v, 8:, *“ The Lord made not
this covenant with our fathers, but with us, oven
us, who are all of us hero alive this day.” Tho
servico was intended as o solemn reminder that
thoy (tho sons of Jacob nlone) wore bondmen in
the land of Egypt. Now there were sumo seven
nations belonging to tho atock of Abraham that
never descended into Igypt, consequently could
not if they would, keop the Sabbath by remember-
ing that they were bondmen in Egypt, and wero
dolivered by o high and mighty hand. Read caro-
fully Deut. v. 12-16, and think of the word ¢ there-
fore " in verse 15,

A little study of the environments will make it
plain why Christian Jews, undor the leadership of
the Apostle Jamos, and living at Jorusalem, should
contend for or insist on tho obsorvance of this
It had always been thoir national, and
was still their municipal law. And even now, at
the time the council was called, the < ings of whick
are recorded in the 1bth chaptor of Acts, no
objection was raisod to the Jew keeping his own
ancient and sacred day. The question was: Shall
it be laid upon the Gentiles? This question tho
-apostles all decided in the negative, and no sub-
sequent tribunal of divine appointmwent has ever
altered it. Read Acts 16, 1 venorate the motto:
‘“ Where the Biblo speaks we speak.” But the
Bible has spoken of the first day, and the fathors
have supplemented their testimony as follows:

Barnabas, the companion of Paul, in a letter
written about A. D, 72, says: ‘¢ Tho eighth day is
the beginning of another world, and therefore with
joy we celebrate the eighth day, on which Josus
rose from the dead.”

Ignatius, who died about 107 A. D.,says: * No
longer sabbatizing, but living in the observance of
the Lord’s day, on which, also, our life sprang up
again.”

Justin Martyr, about A, D, 150, testifies: *On
the Lord’s day al/ Christiana, . . . mecet to-
gother, because it is the day of our Lord's resurrec-
tion. And then we read the apostlesand prophets,
- and then we al! join in prayer, and after
that we celebrate the Lord’'s Supper.”

Irenceus, about 100, says: ‘¢ On the Lord's day
every ono of us Christians keep the Sabbath.”

Eusebius, the father of ecclesiastical history, says:
“ From the beginning the Christians assembled on the

" day of the weok called by them the Lord’s day, to

réad the Scriptures, to preach, and to celebrate
the Tord’s Supper.”

Dr, Lamson, in ** Church of the First Three
Centuries,” says, ‘It would seem that the disciples
from the jirst, or during apostolic times, were ac.
customed to moet for thanks and praise on the firat
dsy of the week. Certainly the oldest records in

~existence, aftor thoso of thoe Now Testament, refer

to it ** as a well known and established custom.”
The firat day of the weok wax universally dis-
tinguished from other days, and it is observed as a
day of joy; a festival day on account of the Lord’s
remurrection, of which it was a standing monument;
hence, called the Lord’sday. They would not call it
They never so call it, but
either the Lord's day or Sunday.

Mosheim’s Church History (Vol. 1., p. 205-6)

- bears the emphatic testimony: ‘‘ All Christians are

unanimous in sotting aside the first day of the week,
on which the triumpbant Saviour arose from the

. dead, for the solemn celebrativn of religious worship.

The pious custom, which was derived from the

" examplo cf the church at Jerusalem, was founded

upon the express appointment of the apostles, who

.gdnsecrategd that day to the same sacred purpose,

and it was observed universally throughout all the
Christian churched,” as appears from the united
testimony of the most creditable writers.

-

McKnight on the Epistles, on Col, 1i. 16, testifios,
 But the brothren in the firat age paid no regard
to the Jowish sovonth day Sabbath, they sot apart
the first day of tho weok for public worship, and
for commemorating the death aund resurrection of
thoir Master, by eating his supper on that day; also
for tho private oxercise of devotion. This thoy did,
cither hy the precopt or the oxamplo of the
apostles, and not by virtue of any injunction in the
law of Moses,”

Horo wo cleso the discussion, only adding theso
reflections;  Those that appeal to the law for
authority to bind the seventh-day Sabbath on the
church of to-day, Jail to rightly divide God’s word.
Those that appesl to the law for authority for
keoping the Lord's day, appeal in vain, misread
their Bibles, and give the ficld to the seventh-day
advocates. Let us rightly divide God's word. Let
us go, nat to the law, but to the Gospols and the
Epistles, for all things needful in the church of
Christ, Lot us stoutly resiet all attompts to en-
slave us by the law. Let us stand fast in the
liborty wherewith Christ has mado us free, Let us.
observe with all duo reverence and joy the Lord’s
day to commermorate the Lord's resurrection. For
in so duing wo shall be honoring Christ, following
apostolic precedent and precopt, and obeying the
will of God.

BAPTISM AND REMISSION OF SINS.

THOMA3 MUNNELL.

—

My foriner article on this subject was impersonal,
-as this is intended to be, because it is more favor-
able to candid and unimpassioned thinking. I then
showed that we * believe unto (eis) righteousness "
aud ** confess unto salvation,” (Rom. x. 10) that
we *‘ repent unto life "’ (Acts xi. 18), and that we
are ‘ baptized unto remission of sins " (Acts ii. 38,
Mark i.4). Theso pnssages together show that
repentance, faith, confession, and baptism ave all
*“ unto ¥ the blessing just named after thst word —
“ unto righteonsness,” ** unto life,"” ¢ unto salva.
tion,” and *‘ unto remission of sins,” Now, sinco
buptism comes after faith, repontance, and confes-
sion, as all agreo, and as it (baptism) is also ‘‘unto”
remission, it follows that all four of thesc duties
are precodent to remission, and that faith and re-
pentar.co are not the only conditions of pardon.
We showed also that an act of obedience does not,
a8 some suppose, impoverish faith or repentauce,
but rather atrengthous all pious feclings ef the soul,
Abraham’s faith reached its aome when he actually
¢ offered Isaac"” upon the altar, and the.faith of
every penitent is at its best when he arrives at the
¢ obedienco of faith” (Rom. xvi. 26), and it is
roasonable that God should fix the moment of for-
giveness to the moment of highest faith as yet at-
tained by the penitent. This, of course, has nothing
to do with the question of the salvation of thoso
who know nut and cannot know the whole truth,
for the heathen are not responsible for being des-
titute even of faith in Christ. It is not he whois
without faith that shall be condemned according to
the gospel, bat it is he that *¢ refuses to believe
(apisteus).

But my main object in writing a second note on
this subject is to say that there are several pagsages
in the Now Testament that are relied on to prove
that baptism i3 to be submitted to after pardon is
obtuined, and I think it fair to mention the two
strongest. .

In Rom, vi. 7, it is eaid that ‘“ he that is dead
(dead to sin of course) is freed from sin.® The
word ** freed " here is in tho Greek dikaio, a word
that'is usually rendored ‘‘justified.” Honce it
would be no violence to the text to translate it,
““ He that is dead ix justified from sin.” But the
question is, Does Paul refer to the moment when
a man repents and resolves to leave off his ains, and
actually does ceaso, before his baptism, or doos l'e

rofor to tho continued sfate of being dead to sin as
Christiana after baptism and as long as they live
Tho lattor is evidently in his mind, for in the noxt
vorse he says, * Now if we bo dead with Christ we
boliove wo shall also live with him.” Paul had
been * dead with Christ » for more than twonty
years when he wrote the opistle to the Romans,
A.D. 58, for in verse three he says ho had beon
‘¢ baptized unto his death,” and therefore he was
net thinking about the briof time botween hir re-
pentance and his baptism, nor proving that he was
pardoned boforo his baptism, Was he not rather
spoaking of their continued state of being dead
with Christ, in whioh they and all Christians are
justilied from sin? If it be true that ovory penitont
sinner is justified from sin befcro his baptism, it
must be proved from some other passago, for evi-
dontly the apostle was not trying to teach it in this
place.

Ho says also in the aumo place, * Wo are buried
with Him in baptism ’—that is, wo ave s{:/l buried
with Him—which shows that ho was speaking of
the Christian state of ‘being both **drad with
Christ ” and ‘¢ buried with Him.” He says of
himself, I am crucified with Christ,” and of
Christians generally, **Our old man is crucified
with him.” So, while it is gloriouely truc that
Christians are ‘‘crucitiody” *“dead,” and *¢ buried "
with Christ, and of cotirse are ** justified from sin,”
it does not follow that thelz sins were pardoned
without baptism, for Paul hiwself arose, and was
baptized, and in the blood of Christ ** washed away
bis sins,” for ¢ in Him we have redemption through
His blood, even the forgiveness of sins."

The other passago relied on to prove that pardon
antedates beptism is Matt. iii,11, ‘L indeed
baptize in water unto ropentance.” Here is the
same ‘‘unto” (eis), and it is said very truly that
John did not baptizo them to make thom sorry for
their sins, but because they had confessed their
sins. But the explanation of the above passage
(Rom. vi. 7) readily explains this one, for Johu
not only baptized thems as we do, because they kad
repented, but baptized them anto a state of repent-*
ance and roformation for the future of their lives
as we also do, John’s disciples were not through
with their repentanco assoon as they were baptized
for he was prepating a people for the Lord. Asa
in Rom. vi, 3, 7, 11 they once not only died, were
buried, and arose with Christ, but continued with
him in these relations. So Johnnot only required

-rapentance before their baptism, but baptized them

‘“‘unto” repentance, ‘‘unto” a state of repentance
and preparation to accept the Messiah. The min-
istry of the Baptist would have been a very cheap
affair if the repentance he preached had lasted only
till they were baptized, and as no inteliigent Chris-
tian would 8o understand him, it follows that the
passage (Matt, iii. 11) must refer to the far larger
part of their repentance—** a repentance unto lifo”
—and not to a mere initial sorrow which had made
them williog to be baptized.

o So, ther, lot us preach the commission juat as it
is, and as it reads literally in the Greek, ¢* He that
has believed an1 has been baptized shall be saved;”
or, translating the aoriat participles still more liter-
ally, ** He having believed and having been bap-
tized shall be saved,” which clearly puts salvation
vfter both faith and baptism,—Missionary Weekly.

No Harp Tiyes Tuere.—The laboring man
pays his ten, fifteen, twenty, fifty, one hundred
cents tribute daily to the aaloon moen and complain
about hard times. Does the saloon keeper complain
about hard times? Oh, vo; he flashes his jowelry

and plate mirrors just the same. Hrrd times don't
affect him.

By and by he will have a
chance at those same children. They will be men

after awhils, and ho will try bis hand on them, too
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THE TARES OF THE FIELD.
The parablo of the tares has beon attracting con:
siderable attention in lato numbers of Tur Cukis-
11AN, For yoars we have carefully studied this
parablo, and in an editorial for Aprsl, 1888, set
forth what wo devmed the views least liahle to ob-
jection, As tho subject is now under particular
consideration, wo reproduce that editurial in the
hope that it may have some partin leading the
miuds of enquirers to a satisfactory understanding
of the subject. As our object is to ‘*prove all
things and hold fast thet which is good,” we ask
the reader who may not see the consistency of these
views aud who hold different ones, or may wish to
ask questions on them, {o write as briefly as prac-
ticablo fo our address, New Glasgow, P, E. L., and
wo will endeavor through Tur CHRISTIAN to satisfy
all. We are glad that 'nie CurisTiaN can and does
exhibit the proper apirit in discussing views which
differ, and that the brethren understand that while
the Seripture does declare ** Thers is one faith,”
it nowhere says * There is one opinion.” Let
brethren write freely, but with ““love one to
another.”

MATT. XVi.

This parablo of the Saviour is the second on re-
cord. The first is the parable of tho sower, in
which was but one seed and one sower. [n this
aro two seeds and two sowers, In that tho seced is
the word of God ; in this both secds are men and
women. Jesus kindly explains both parables to
His disciples, and leaves the oxplanation open for
our benefit.

In this parable he likens the kingdom of heaven
to two seeds. The good is sown by the Son of Man;
the had or tares by the devil. Both are to grow
together until the harvest, or the end of this world,
and are then to be gathered and separated by the
angels.

Notwithstanding Jesus’ explanation, many and
conflicting views aro hold of the meaning of this
parable. Perhaps those most entitled to our con-
sidleraticn are the two respecting the meaning of
the kingdom of heaven—one holding it to represent
tho world, the other the church of Christ. These
two we will consider fairly; and at the start of our
investigation cite every passage in the parable
whero the word ¢ kingdom "-¢ccurs and place after
it in brackets soverally the words ¢ the world * and
¢ the church,” beeause the true meaning of a word
used instead of it will give the correct meaning of
the passage.

Verse 24 : Another parable put He forth to them
saying, The kingdom of heaven [the church] or ftho
world] is likened to & man who sowed good seed in
his fieid. ’

. Verso 38: The field is the world, the good #ped
are the children of the kingdom [the church] or [the
world),

Verse 41: The Son of Man shall send forth His
angels and they shall aather qut of His kingdom
[the world] or [the church] all things that offend,
cte., otc.

Verso 43 : Then shall tho righteous shine forth
in the kingdom [the world] or [the church] of their
Fathei. .

Wo sce in all these places that the ““world? is
not a proper substituto for the * kingdom” and
that the ‘‘church” is. and hence we take the
church to bo its meaning, and conclude that the
“hurch of Christ will have in it both good seed
and tares vntil the harvest. This is taught in this
parable, and it is also taught elaborately in othor
parables which will come undar our notice,

While we feel fully confirmed in this view of the

parable, wo sce what appears to others strong
objections to it, which it is but just to consider,
as we think they can be fairly removed by the
force of truth.

Objection I, Jesus tells us tho field is the world,
which s.ttles that part. Now if the seed 18 sown
in the field, or the world, and growsthere until the
harvest, and it grows also in the kingdom until har-
vest, will not that prove the kingdom and the
world to bo tho same? Not necessarily. A man
crossing from Turope to America comos on the
Atlantic. Heo also comes on a steamship, but this
does not make the Atlantic and the steamship the
same, nor will the growing in the kingdom and in
the world make the kingdom and the world the
samo. Tho kingdom is something in the world and
not the world itself, just as the setcamer is some-
thing on the Atlantic and not the Atlantic itself.

The good secd are the children of tho kingdom,
the truo subjects of the, king, placed there by his
appointment and influenco. The tares aro the
children of the wicked one, pluced there by the
artifico of Satan.

Objection 1I. Tt is contended that if the good
and bad seed were to grow up in the church till the
end of the world that thera would be an end to all
church discipline—that the church is not allowed
to withdraw from any disorderly brother, or to put
awsy from among them any wicked person,

This requires careful consideration, The church
ara the people whom Jesus redeems with His own
bluod and calls out from tho world tv keep His
laws and uphold His government on carth. They
are new creatures born from above--born of God.
All such are children of the kingdum. But among
theso the enemy has succeeded in sowing the chil-
dren of tho devil. These are not born again—thair
hearts are unchanged. In some cases their conduct
makes it apparent toall that they are unregenerate.
In other cases they manage to get along as if they
were children of the kingdom, and have a strong
influence with at least a part of the real children.
Some of the good seed, again, are so weak and
imperfect as to strongly resemble tares. Men,
then, are not the proper judges to decide in all
cases who are the good seed and who the taves, and
that must be left to the judgment of Christ.

It is generally observed that it-is by no means
the purest mombers who are the roadicst to have
others cut off fromn the church, so that if those who
volunteered their services had their own way they
would often present the pitiable spectaclo of the
tares rooting out the wheat rather than the wheat
the taree.

It ray be asked, What, then, of church disci-
pline? We answer, It is an appointment of Christ
and most essontial to the prosperity of tho cturch.
Jesus has directed the church how to deal with an
erring brother. The rule is to restore and save
such a one; the exception is to withdraw from him.
He tolls the steps the church is to take with him.
If these prove successful there is joy over the one
that went astray; but if he atill persists in wrong-
doing the church is to withdraw from him. Jesus
is 80 well pleased when His law is carried out that
He ratifica and binds in hecaven what they do on
earth, Matt.,xviii. 156-18.

Let it bo bornc in mind that church discipline has
to derl with the actions of men, and not with their
hearts or motives. * ffor man looketh on the out-
ward appearance, but the Lord looketh on the
heart.” (1 Sam, xvi, 7). We are to examino our
hearts, but not to oxamine the hearts or motives of
others. If our hearts zondemn us, we may expect
to bo condemned by Bim who is greater than our
hearts and knows all things, Others are not to
examine our lhearts or motives, When, howevor,
these miotives go out from us into actions, these
actions aro scen by othors and affeot others, and
are the legitimato subjects for others to judge.

‘Tho wholosome loving discipline of the church is

as difforont from the coveted labors of those ser:
vants who desired to root out the tares, ns day is
from uight. Tho church moves in obedienco to
Christ ; thoso wero ready to rush intoa work for

which they woro unfitted The church desires to
savo men; thoy to destroy them. The church

judgos the actions of men; they judged their hearts,

As en cannot judge the hoarts, hoth tho taros
and wheat must grow together until ange! hands
shall separate them at the end of the world.

In the 47th verse Jesus likens the kingdom of
heaven to a not cast into the sen, which gathered
in of every kind. Whon it was full it was drawn
to shoro, the goed gathered into vessels and the
bad thrown away. So shall it be at the end of the
world; tho angels shall come and saver the wicked
from among the just, and shall cast thom into the
furnace of fire, there ehall be wailing and gnashing
of toeth. This agiees exactly with the parable of
the tares,

In the 22nd of Matthew, Jesus compares the
kingdom of heaven to a king who made a marriage
for his son. After describing the differeut invita-
tions which the Jews had received aud rejected,
and the fate of thess murderers, he said to his ser-
vauts at the eighth vorse, ** The wedding is ready,
but they which wore bidden were not wortby, go,
ye therefore, into the highways and as‘many a8 ye -
shall find bid to the marriage.”” So those servants
went out into the highways and gathered together
all as many as thsy found, both bad and good, and
the wedding was furnished with guests, And when
the king came in to see the guests he saw there a
man which had not on a wedding garment, When
asked by tho king why he came in thete without a
wedding garment he was speechless, and the ser-
vants bound him hand and foot, and cast him into
uttor darknese, where was weeping and gnashing
of teeth. This description of the kipgdom is in
perfect accord with the parable of the tares of the
field,

Jesus tnld Nicodemus in the third of John how
a man must enter His kingdom, and confirmed the
same when He sont out His apostles to gather into
His kingdom all who love and obey Hiwm, as re-
corded in Matt, xxviii, 19, 20, and Mark xvi.15,16.
After He gave them the great commission, He
asconded and sat down at the right hand of God,
according to the prediction of David, ¢ The Lord
said unto my Lord, sit thou at my right hand until
I make thine enemies thy footstool,” (Ps. x. 1).
Heo must reign till every enemy be put under His
feet. And after Ha shall have sent forth His
angels to gather out of His kingdom all things that
offend and them that do iniyuity, and shall preaent
unto Bimself a glorious church, oot having spot or
wrinkle or any such thing (Ep. v. 27), it seems the
proper time to deliver up the kingdom, ¢r that
glorious church, to God, even the Father. (1 Cor.
xv. 24). So He here declares, *‘I'hen shall the
rightcous shiae forth as the sun in the kingdom of
their Father.”

MAJORITIES RULING IN THE CHURCH

—

Having seen soveral articles in Tug CHRISTIAN
on majorities aud ruling by majorities, I have been
led to wonder if the question is not ore outside of
and contrary to the teaching of the New Testament,
If I read 1 Tim. v. 16 aright, the elders of the
church are torule,and that ruleis to be (1Pet.v.15)
‘“not as boing lords over God’s heritage, but buing
ensamples to the flock.”

In Titus i. 6-16 we find the qualification of elders
and their duties; also in 1 Tim, iii. 37, Is these
epistles are given us for our instruction, how can
weo properly discuss the question of majorities rul-
ing in church mattors. If we do it means we have
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not followod tho divine rule in appointing elders;
wo cousider thom unfit for their pusition, and have
not the humility with which Peter oxhorts us to bo
*clothed,

Bro. Murray's last article on this subjoct can bo
best answered by his article in tho last number of
Tae Cunristian-~¢ Party v, Religion.” Ho says,
¢* Religion is the love of others, to seo others’ good;
to blosa them and help and promote theiy interest
aven at the sacrifice of our own intorest,” ¢ Iu
these, the only true principles of manhood, we find
the foundation and cap-stone of all institutions and
governments of any worth.” Who will say nay to
this 7 Opposed to this he places the party spirit.
The fundamental principle of party spirit is govern-
ment by majority; and the minority has to yield
until some flagrant act of injustice is committed,
when the real rulers find themselves in a minotity
and have to resign their rule,

How will the striotures of Josoph Ash in the
same number apply to this matter? He writes,
4 Let any one Who has the love of God abiding in
his or her heart, look abroad among the churches
and soe the desolation, the strife, tho contention,
churches torn asunder, and his heart will be piorced
with sadness. I am told it is expedient to have
this, that and the other "ing in the church, all of
which is unknown in the New Testament.” :

The teaching of Christ in Luke ix. 46-49, seems
to condemn ruling in the sense of the word as used
when we speak of majorities ruling. The principle,
if followed to its iogical conclusion, is vicious, and
will do much %o injure the cause weo all love, What
exouse is there for our pleal The majority is
against us, Why should we oling to immersion?
The majority say it is not expedient. ¥You may
tell me these illustrations deal with matters where
wo have & *‘ Thus saith the Lord.” The majority
gay the Lord intended this or that; what was ex-
pedient-then to fulfil His purpose is not expedient
now; the apostolic practice is not expedient. Must
we abide by the judgment of the majority 1 Muat
the majority rule ?

Let. us face this question fairly, for it means the
humiliation of self, Have we the love of God in
our hearts as Christ taught it to His disciples, and
and not on our tongues, if, when we find faithful
Chriatians conscientiously opposed to anything the
majority favors, we make them submit3 Must the
majority rule? Let us rather sock to.draw near to
Christ in His spirit of love and try to lead others
into that faith, thoun the question of who is to rule
will not arise ; thero will be no ruling; there will
be no need of it. -

This is the way I understand the teachings cf the
New Testament. If I am wrong, will some one
please show me whero I err ¢ .

THE KINGHOM OF HEAVEN.

Ang in the days of these kings shall the God of Heavea
set up a kingdon, which shall never be destroyed, and
the kingdom shall not be left to other.people, but it
shall break-in pieces and consume all these kingdoms
and it shall stand forever. ’

“Forasmuch as thou gawest that the stone was cut
out of the mountain without hands, and that it break
in pieces the iron, tho brass, the clay, the silver, and the
gold, tho great @od hath made known to the king. what
ghall come to pass hereafter, and the dream is certain,

. and the interpretation thereof sure.” Dan, ii. 44.45.

In thess words we have a prophotical description
of the Kingdom of Christ as the fifth empire that

- shotld arise from the date of this prophecy. The

four preceding kingdoms, slthough they partake
of the moat valuable material—silver, gold—and

" have tho strength of brass, and iron, yet they are
“to be broken in picces by the fifth kingdom. This

Kingdonr is apiritual in its nature, universal in its
extension, and eternal in its duration. This terrible
and wondorful image, that had disturbed the mind
of the King of Babylon, denoted four of the greatest
ompires of the world; indeed they are generally

termod the four universal kingdoms Its head of
gold was a roprosentation of the kingdom of Baby-
lon, nnd cortainly the symbol was a good one.
Who can read of its vast woalth—its hanging
aardens—its artistic fountains—without wondering
at tho vast amount of wealth displayed.” The.
breasts of silver donoted the kingzdom or vmpire of
the Medos and Porsiang, who obtained their power
about 538 B, 0., or sixty-five years after the predic-
tion of Daniel. The belly and thighs of brass,
represont the Greciah kingdom under Alexander
the Great, who held universal monarchy, B, C.,
834. Tho lous of iron nro doscriptive of the
Roman kingdom in its power and glory. The
mingling of clay donotes a time when in 2 measure,
tho glory will have departed. As iron is a hard,
‘strong substance, and calculated to brpiso and
grush whatover material of a softer nature it might
encounter, 8o the power of the Roman Empire was
once so great as to crush with its iron grasp the
various kingdoms of tho world, and subject them
to her absolute authoriry.

‘The kingdom which God is to sot up is here
represonted under the similitude of a littlo stone
cut of tho mountain without hands. ‘Ihat seems
to imply that no human power is used in the
establishing of this kingdom. It is not done ac-
cording to man’s wisdom. Behold! and eee this
unostentations, and apparently powcrleas stone,
more than a match for this apparently invincible
image of gold, and brass, and iron. Has this
prophecy boen fulfilled? Is there any kingdom
upon earth coming from a small beginning, that
looks as though it would last forever? I answer
both of these questions in the afficmative.

Now for tho proof. Daniol says, this kingdom
is to bo sot up in the days of ‘these kings.”
Evidently the word * King" i« used in metonymic
sense, Thus we find Daniel saying to the King
of Babylon, ‘* Thou art this head of gold,” putting

during the existonce of one of thesu four univeraal
' kinppdoms, God will eet up the kingdom which shall
never bo destroyed. The Babylonjan, the Medo-
Persian, the Macedonian, lived, flourished, aad
passed away. The Roman Kingdom, thelast of the
four, is in existonce. Is the prophecy not true?
Six huudred years have rolled by since it was
uttered. When lo! there appears a man oa the

prophet. Strong and clear his yoice rings out,
“The Kingdom of Heaves is at hand.” Crowds
attend on his ministry. Thousands of converts are
madé., The Son of God -appeara on tho scene,
He solects some devoted followers, aud thoy all
join jn proclaiming to the peuple the wonderful
news, ** The Kingdom of Heaven is at hand.”

It might be profitable just here to digress a little
from tho straight course we have been following,
and consider the following question. Why did
Christ use tho term, “ Kingdom of Heavenl” §t
is a phrase peculiar to the New Testament,  Let
us consider. 1st. That the Jows were in the habit
of hearing the scriptures read rogularly, and the
portions read would frequently have reference to
the Messiah as sitting on the throne of Dsvid, or
olse speaking of his kingdom. 2nd. Moses, David,
Solomon, Isaiah, Jeremish, Daniel, all spaak in
terms that would lead the poople to think that
when the Messiah came, Ho would restore the
Kingdom of Israel to iis pristine splendour and

Jows oxpected the Kingdom of the Messiah to

liver thomr from bondage, restoro the Hebrew
monarchy, and subdue the nations, and reward his
faithful servants in proportion to their fidelity and

tho apostles about precedency in His kingdom. It
‘also accounts for tho questions propounded to Christ
after Hia resurrection, by the apostles, ¢ Lord,

the kiog for the kingdom. Here we conclude that-

tho. banks of Jordan, diessed in the costume of a

glory., Accustomed to this mode of speaking, the

rosemblo a tomporal kingdom, that he would de-

success. This accounts for the contentions among,

wilt thou at this time restore again the kingdom to
Israol.” I-think then it is plain to sco the reasons
why Jesus uscd tho term as Ho did. 1lat, It cor-
responded with the inspired writors. 2od. It
agreed with the oxpectations of the poople. This
brifgs a doublo foreo to tho words of John 1. 2,
¢ Ho camo unto His own, and His own -received

Him not.” . .
1 now roturn to the main queation, but the

conclusion wo have arrived at in regard. to the
reason why Christ used this term alters it 3 little,
Instead of enquiring whethec this propheoy has
boen fulfilled or not, we ask, *‘Is the kingdom
represented by tho stone out out withont hands,
the kingdom that Christ preached to be at hand.”
The term Kingdom of Hoaven might be rendered
tho Heavenly Kingdom, for Jesus came from heaven
to die for men; and as we have seon that the king
was put for the kingdom in speakiog of the four
eacthly kingdoms, why not place Jesus, who is a
heavenly being, for the kingdom which when
¢cleansed and purified wiil also be hoavenly. The
stoneo in the vision typified Christ. The foet of
image typified Rome. The stona smote the feet
and causod the downfall of the whole image.
Christianity caused the overthrow of the Romdn
empire, and in so doing broke in pieces the spirit
that animated the ditferent monarchies. The
stone was apparently insignificant; Christ was burn
in a manger. It became a great mountain. The
knowledgo of tho Lord ehall cover the earth,

I might give other analogies, but I think it is
plain indeed to seo that the kingdom spoken of by
Dagiel, and the kingdom spoken of by Christ and
John are one and the ssme. Babylon and Medo-
Persian represented wealth. The Macedonian, and
Roman had strength of arms, but both wealth and
strength have been brought low by the little .atone
of God’s love.. 1 must oclose thia articla for this
month, hoping to take it up next month, and
and show the difference between the kingdom
as it now exista, and what it will be hereafter,
when the wheat is gathered from the taves, -

‘'his means that Ho is cminent in all created
things and active everywhere, and as Munger has
said, * Ho is most pregont whero there is thd most
lifu,” Whero Christ is thure must therefore be a
growth in hfe, the natoral and mevitable result of
the all-controlling power within, ever producing
and unfolding himself 1n new life, according to the
order of s own beoing. Growthless is therefore
Christless. The church must be duing move than
“ holding on" or ** holding the fort.” Tho one
talont servant thought ho was filling his mission
when ho was ** holding his own," kouping inviolate
what his Master committed to him. But the honor
that the Master bestowed upen him in the possgs-
ion of the talont—a precious gift indeod—swas his
curso and his overlusting condemnation. Bettor a
thousand times not to have bad the talent than to
have it and not improve it., We hear much about
¢ having the truth.” But O! how sad and unfor-
tunate it will bo for many who claim they ¢ have
the truth.” Better never know the truth than to
have it and not take it and with it build up the

*causo of God in the salvation of precious souls and

the purifying and happifying of God's children.
This cry that we must ‘‘ have the teuth * has done
good service in the past, perhaps, but we think it
has esrned an honorable discharge. We ought
now to understand that to have the truth is not the
correct and scriptural idea, but to fake the truth
and with it grow into new life and greater power
in the accomplishment of *‘ whatsoever is ;ond.”
We must have the truth, of course, before we can
uso it, but to have it without using it is the worst
condition of man, He who uses the truth the hest
in the ove who has it best, Here is the great cry
and demand of the present day, vot for new truth
or s new gospel, but for a new and better use-or
Jdemonstration of the old truth; a more hoalthy
and vigorous presentation of tho gospel of Christ
in our Church life. We don’t want to modernize
the gospel but we do want to spiritualize and ener-
gize our modern churgh life. -

I commenced to say that if we had the spirit of
progress and activity manifested in religion that
we see in the secular interest of this island, we
would soon have grand success. The people here
are second to none in intelligence and abilicies, in
kindness and hospitality, All that is needed is the
use of the gifts that God has given them.

We are having interesting prayer-meetings Tues-
day and Thuraday evenings at Leonardville, and we
hope i haye a good prayer-meeting established at
Lord’s Cove on Wednesday evening.

CORNWALLIS,

Some months have paszed since my Jast report of
our work hero in Cornwallis. The principal reason
for my silenco in this particular is that thero scomed
to be very little that would be of interost to report.
I might have filled & column or more each month
chasing myself around from one appointment to
another, but this is time spent unprfitably, and
makes poor reading. lslove to read the reports
from the churches, particularly when there is some-
thing of interest to report, It is a pl.asure too, to
report. progress ; but when we have nothing but
hard work and small results the pen runs much
more slowly. So much for my apology. Isita
good one?

But the reader must not judge from this that we
aro at all discouraged as to the prospects of the
work in these parts, for we are as confident of
success as we aro sure the work is the Lord’s. We
are now fully eottled down to our summer’s work,
having five regular preaching stations, to fill which
wo hava to preach three times each Lord’s day and
drive from twelve to twenty-two miles. Besides
this we have an interesting SBunday-school, of which
Bro. Rupert E. Stevens is superintendent.- We
also have a social ineeting on Saturday evening of
each week, which, at times, ia very interesting,

We are all much pleased to have Bro. Stevens
with us this summer, for his earnest and systematic
labor adds much to the success of aur work, We
expect, in the near future, to see this good brother
fully in the work of the ministry for which we
think hini so well fitted,

Our cungregalions at all our appuintments are
encouraging, and we confidently look for good re-
sults, In tho meantime we shall nut cense to work
and pray, knowing that *in due season we shall
reap if we faint not.”

But there aro very many who fre
not opposed to the bréthren appointing a few for a

committeo, through whom they may concontrate
their efforts. $Vhy is it that so many of thege are
not found supporting this good work 1 To intorest
this class of brothren and to encourage them to
come up to the work, it was decided to have appear
in each number of TuE CHRISTIAN during the year
an article bearing on the mussion work, Severa
good articles have appenred, which should have
givon better resulta, Is it cold inditference that
cauncs this inactivity ? I fear, after all, that this
18 the principal trouble. Como brethron, look this
matter over, and soo if you feel satisfied or justified
in what you have (or have not) done to forward the
Master's work in these provinces, There is certainly
an ““ opon door” before ue, and unless we wake up
and improve the present our opportunity will bave
passed and wo shall not be guiltless. Thero are
fields open for the precching of the primitive gos-
pol, and the Lord has given us quiten pumber- of
young men who are able and willing to proach.
But they must bo supported, olsg they will be coin-
pelled to de us s0 many have done bofore—go out
into other fields where there is work to do and
where they can reccive the support they so much
need. When I think of tho many young preachers
who have been compelled to leave these provinces
for the want of support, who are now a power of
good in other lands, my heart is stirred within me.
