Centuries of pain
and passion, of justice and of degradation
worse than death, bad found in this man
their apostle and their vindieator, The
Catholice of Ireland, so long the last
amovg the nations, so long the outcasts of the
lw, the scorn of power and the sport of
princes, were entering at last into the dearest
of all puman inkeritances, and they owed
their dicenthraliment to the man of geninz who
waited in Westminster on that afternoon of
arly summer with the eyes of the world
wpon bhim.

How much this mar had accomplished !

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oath, but he saw that the hour had come
when the appearance of an Irish Catholic at
the bar of the English House of Commons,
demanding to be sworn according to kis con-
science snd his creed, and supported in his
cemard by milliens of his fellow-countrymen
and fellow believers, would have an effect
well-nigh irresistible upon the Government.
He was making a bold stroke and be knew
it. The Government koew it, too, and hoth
sides etrained every nerve for victory.

O'Connell, like Toussaint L’Ouverture in
Waoardsworth's poem, had great allies—with
bim were exaltations, agonies and love; and
man’s unconquerable mind, The sympathies
of the peopls, newly awankened to a sense of
their power, were with him. He had aroused
a pation, and made himself its leader. The
whole story of the fight in the County Clare,
is one of the most exciting, as it is one of the
most important in the record of contested
elections in Ireland. O’Connell was aided in
his campsaign by able and remarkable licuten-
ants, two of them cspecially remarkable.
The Clare election seems & thing of the past,
seems to belong to ancient history. More
than hall a century has since gone by, a half
century big with importance to the Irish
people. Well nigh two generations of men
have come and gone since O'Connell came
forward on the Clare hustings, and no gen-
eration of Irishmen has ever witneszed or
taken part in events more fateful to their
country. It is e half century which has wit-
nessed two armed risings in Ireland, a half
century of incessant coercive laws, a half
century that has seen the Irish rece dwindfe
by millions through famine and emigration, a
half century that hes seen a new Irish race
grow up on the other side of the Atlantio, no
less patriotic, no less determined than their
kindred in the parent islund, a half century
that has seen extorted from reluctant Min-
isters concession after concession, and piece-
meal measures of reform. Such a halt cen-
tury lies between us to-day and the men of
the Clare election. The big events of such
an interval in themselves scem well-nigh te
double the actusl length of time, and 0'Con-
nell and bis compeers appear almosat as far
from us, almost a8 moch as the mighty ghosta
of beroes, as Emmet or Grattan, or the men
of '98. Yes there is 8 man now living, a man
now sitting in the Foglish Parliament for
that same County of Clare, a follower of Mr.
Parnell to-day, who more than fifty years
ag0, was moat conapicuous among the cham-
pions and supporters of O’Connell during the
stormy days of tbe Clare Election.
Colonel the O'Gorman Mahon is one of the
moat remarkable figures in the present
Parliament. The historic muse, observing
with admiration his stalwartform, hin stately
resence and youtbful carrisge, holds her
gr'eath and refuses to whisper the age of the
veteran politician. The wildest rumors cir-
culate as to the years and the adventures of a
man who played a prominent part im Irish
politics long before moat of his present col-
leagues were born; who brought O'Connell
forward for Clare and who was in Parlia-
ment gome ffty years before his conmection
with Mr, Parpell’s party. The inter-
vening half century he spent in all parts
of the world, noldiering, sailoring, travel-
ling, enjoying adventure for its ownm sake,
He took a considerable share in making the
history of one of the Soath American Repub-
lics. Rumor says of him that at one time
he was not merely Lord High Admiral of its
fleet, but generalissimo of its army as well,
a divided duty, which may, however, be re-
garded as savoring of exaggerstion. He was
in Parliament again from 1847 to 1852; he
came in for the third time in 1879. His
friends are fond of rallying him for his sup-
pozed antiquity, but there is no young man
of the Irish party, or indeed in the House
ot Commons, who ecarries his head more
erect, walks with a firmer step, or shows loss
evidence of the weight of years than the
O'Gorman Mahon., Such is the O’Gorman
Muhon to-day ; here is what the O'Gorman
Mahon wos more than fifty years ago :—
‘ He would deserve to stand apart in a
portrait. Nature has been peculiarly fov.
orable to him. He has a very striking
physiognomy of the Corsnir character, which
the Protestant Gulnares and the Catholic
Medorns find it equally difficult to resist.
Ris figuve is tall, and he is particularly free
and degage in cll his attitudes and move-
ments. 1o any other attire he would appesar
gingularly fantastical. His manners are ox-
ceedingly frank and natural, and havea char-
acter of kindliness o3 well as of self reliance
imprinted upon them, Me is wholly freo
from embarrassment, and carries a well-
founded consciousness of his personal merit;
which is, however, so well united with ur-
banity thes it is not in the slightest degreo
offensive. His talénts as a popular speaker
ore considerable, He derives from external
quulifications an influenice over the multitude
which men of diminutive stature are some-
what slow ip obtaining, A small men isat
first regarded by the great body of specta-
tors with disrelish; and it is only by force of
phase and by the charm of speech that he
can at length succeed 'in inducing his aadi-
ence to overlook any infelicity of configura.
tion ; but when O’Gorman Mahon throws
himself out before the people, and, touching
his whiskers with one hand and - brandishes
the other, an enthusiasm is a$.once produced

Loxpox, July 1,—The Cabivet counci! to-
dey decided to entirely abanden coercion in
Ireland and to rely upon a atrict administra-
tion of general law, .

Loxoon, July l.—Lady Churchill {who is
the duughter of Leonard Jerome, of New
York) is personally eugagiog in the Wood-
atock canvass to secure the re-election to Par-
liament of her hnsbard, Lord Raadolph
Churchill, the new Secretary of State for
India. The Liberals are very active in their
offorts to sccomplish the defeat of Lord Ran-
delph and to secure the election of Corrie
Grast. Lord John Manners, Postmaster-
General, and Sir Wm, Hart Dyke, Chief
Seeretary for Ireland, have been re-elected.
Lord Arthur Hill, M.P. for Down, inan
election speech at Down, referred to the re-
cently proposed bill for the renewal of the
Crimes act, and said such measures were, in
his opinion, needless, as the ordinary Inws
were sufficiently ample for the government
of Ireland. The present land act was a
failure ; he would support the Land Purchase
bill, which the Liberal government had pro-

osed.

P Mr., Seaton, M.P., addressing a meeting at
Wakefield this evening, urged Irishmen to

liament and to give the Conservatives a
chance. The past conduct of the Liberals,
he said, gave them no claim to Lcish support.
Woobsrocx, July 1.—S8ir Henry Dram
mond Wolfe, speaking in support of Lord
Randolph Churehill to-day, said it was ab-
golutely necessary not to allow Russia to in-
trude further into Afghanistan. The Con-
gervatives were determined that as largea
territory as possible should separate England
from Russia. He denied that the Conserva.
tives wanted to tax corn.

Mr, Stevens {Congervative) has been elected
to Parliament from North Devonshire. The
election to-day in the borough of Launceston,
Cornwall, resulted in the return of Mr.
Webster, the Tory candidate, by a majority
of 43. Mr, Ellis Askmead Bartlett, the civil
lord of the Admiralty in the new Ministry,
haq been re-elected to Parliament for Eye by
a majority of 137,

The Afghan question was the subject of &
lIong conference to-day between the Marguis
of Salisbury and Baron De 8Stael, the Russian
ambassador, .
Under an sgreement between Lord Salis-
bury snd Piince Bismarck, the naval demon-
stration against Zanzibar has been couater-
manded. The German equadron hag been
ordered to abstain from all appearance of hos-
tility.

D%nmx, July 1l.—Lord Ashbourne (the
Right Hon, Edward Gibson) to-day formally
took the oath of office as Lord Chancellor of
Ireland. He was heartily received aund
cheered by the penple in the streets on hia
way both to and from Dublin castle, where
the ceremonies of instalment took place.
Managers of the Irish parllamentary party
have issued nn nddress %o the Irish electors
in Eogland advising them to vote for the
Tories in preference to Liberals at the coming
general election. The address says :—* Aa
the Torieg have intimated their disapproval
of coercion, do not oppose them at the polls.
Tndeed, we unhesitatingly say vote for the
Tory candidates, as tho assurances given by
the leader of the Libersl party are wholly in-
adequate.”

All whom business-or poverty
does not tie to the city have left to avoid the
plague. Those who sre unable to flee go
about &8 usual, but the crowded churchesand
the throngs who daily besiege the laboratory
of Dr. Ferrur tell their own tale and through
the material levity of the people suvea them
from a panic. The cholera is on every tongae,

KEILEY NOT T0O BE RECAELLED.

SHOULD AUSTRIA REFUSE TO RECEI¥E
HIM THE MISSION WILL REMAIN
VACANT.

‘W ASHINGTON, Jufy 4 —T¢t is understood
that Mr. Keiley, recently appointed Miniater
to Austria, and whose appointment has
occasioned considerahle comment, will not
be recalled, He will go to Vienns, and
refuse
to receive him it is intimated that
the United States government will remain
unrepresented at the Vienna Court. It
is held that Mr. Keiley is a capable man and
in every way fitted to fill the place. When
he was appointed Minister to Italy he wasen-~
dorgsed by the entire Congresa delegation of
Yirginia and was confirmed by. the Senate.
The Italian Government, it is. anderstood,

Mr. Keiley had given utterance in a publio
speech in 1871 to sentiments in opposition to
the occupation of Rome by Victor Emannel..
Afterward, it is said, that Government pro-
teated against his appointment, and Mr.
Keiley resigned his commission. It is held
that the Austrian Government has no ground
for complaint againat Mr, Keiley.

The rooms allotted to Irish antiquities in
the present acaiemy buildings are evidently
and painfally ineafficient for their purpose.

The new buildings, of which
the Prince of Wales laid the foundation stone
a few weoks ago, will afford the Academy
space to display all its treasures becomingly.

WHAT LED TO IT.

QUEBEC, July 2,—A letter hag just been ro-
ceived by Dr. Fiset from Louis Riel, dated
Regina jail, June i6:h, After thanking.the
doctor and the committee for the active part
they arc tsking for his defence, Riel says he
never expresaed the wish to have a trial at
Prince Albvert, and it was never spoken of to
him. After speaking of his ready surrender,
‘his chance to escape if he wished, and the
pacific effect it had upon bringing tho re-
bellion to a close, hesays it should have some
weight in securing his trial before the
Supreme Courtand in Lower Canada, foritis
there slone he can procuro all his witnesses.
He states that he vus in the United States
laboring to create a future for himself when
he wus invited among the half-breeds to
assigt them in petitioning the Government,
and be worked peacefully till the time arom
were taken up. Ha says Bishop (Grundic, of
St, albert, Father Aundre, of Saskatchewan,
Mr. Forget, secretary -of the Northwest
council, and Lieut.-Governor Dewdney him.-
self, saw the petition he had drawn up, he
then says they never dreamed of war, but
that by intrigue and forged letters a compli-
cation of affuirs was brought about by inter-
ested dealere., On the 8tb March they
were proceeding to St, Lauront to celebrate
the feast of St. Joseph and had to pass St.
Antoine en route, where thoy learned that 500
policemen were coming by forced marches to
disperse them and imprison their leaders,
When the half-breeds leasrned this, they atop-
ped their waggona and made a prisoner of an
Indian agent, and also made one or two other
urrests. Riel says he was not present when
tbese arrests were made, but the half-breeds
sent to notify him, and when he west to the
place bhe found the people had declded
to stand up in arms in their delence.
In twenty-four hours the whole popu-
Iation was in armi  Crozier's fight
followed, and Riel eays that after the
battle he perceived an saasilant lying wound-
ed on the ground. He went up to and offered
worda of solace to him, took him along with
him and winistered to bis satferings. The
pzme of the mau he does not know, but Geo.
Middleton has since teld him he kpew him,
and that be intended to commend his action
to the government. The other prisoners and
wounded, he says, were sleltered and eu~cor-
ed till clulimed by their friends. He con-
cludes by humbly asking not to be treated
like & maurderer and not to be chained before
the jury have ?ronounced, and says heis con-
tident they will not find him guilty. He says
his incarceration is telling upon his healtl,
notwithetanding the kind attention of his
jailors.

OUR LATEST LUAN.

St Leoxarp TiLLes's financisl mission to
England has been unusually successful, Sir
Leonard wanted a Canadian four per cent.

The lowest
pricois said to bo 100 per £100, and it is
understood that the whole loan was placed at
an average of £101 17s, 8d., or close on 3 per
cent, above the minimum, This, it appears,
is the first time that = Canadian loan has
been negotiated at a premium, so that Sir
Leonard has all the more renson to be
satisficd with the yesult of his mis-
sicn. Canadn’s credit abroad is im-
proving, and the knowledge of the fact
will be gratifying to the country., The Gov-
ernoment, however, should not forget that
money ensily got is liable to bo ensily spent.
The less loans that are piled upon Canada’s
young shoulders the better. The facility of
borrowing is not always a blessing, for it does
not always belp to conduct business on and
within our resomrces, but makes us lems
economic and leads to ruinouns extravagance.
VYV hat we cannot borrow we cannot spend or
misuse, This necessity of raising loans iz be-
coming too frequent, and the Government
ought to make & serions effort to conduct the
bueﬁhea of the conntry without calling in the
wxllmg nid of foreign capitalista.

DEATH OF COL. WILLIAMS, M.P,
Cor, WiLLiams, M.P., who has been one of

the dapgers and hardships of the campaign,
the gallant colonel was attacked by = fell

soldier, and as a representative of his country.
He was in command of the Midland Battalion,
which rendered cffactive and telling service
&t critical moments on the battlefield. - Col.
Williams was tbe hero of the bayonet charge
which decided the now celebrated battle of
Batoche, and in fact that cracked the neck of
the robellion. He led ‘*his boys” into the
rifle pits and cleared them out. The follow-
ing brief aketch of his career will be found of
interest :—

Arthyr Trefusis Heneage Wllhems was the
son of Commander John Tucker Williams,
R.N., (who at one time represented Durham
in the old Canadian Assembly) and was bern
at Port Hopein 1837, He was a farmer, wos
chairman of Port Hope harbor commissioners,
president of the Midlond Loan and Savings
company, and o director of the Midland
railway. At the general elections, in 1867,
he was elected to the Ontario Legislature for
Last Durham, and again in 1871, In 1878
ho successfully contected the same constitu-
ency for the Iouse of Commons, and has
gince continued to represent it at Ottawa.
For many years he has been llentenant,
colonel commanding the 46th Batln.lmn. to the
duties of which position he devoted much
time and spent largely of his ample means-
and when it wos known that he was to take
command of a hattalion for active service
fully five times the number required offered
themselves, In 1880 Colonel Wiltiams went
to England in command of the Wimbledon
teom. He married the daughter of the late
Senator Seymour, who died some ycara ago.
He was edncated at Upper Canads College,
Toronto, finishing his course at the Univer-
sity of Edinburgh,

MORTUARY STATISTICS,

Tur department of the Minister of Agri.
cultnre, at Ottawa, has issued a large volume
containing ubstracts of the returns of mor-
tuary statistics for the year 1854, The volume
deals with the returns of the principal cities
in the several provinces of the Daminion.
Out of the eleven cities invited to eend their
returns for the year 1884 ten have responded
to the invitation, Victoria, in British Colum-
bia, was tho only city that failed to forward
its report. The Ministex of Agriculture, in
introducing his report, remarks that of the
returns which are compiled in this volame
some come up to that standard of accuracy
which it is possible to exact, olhers approxi-
mame itgore or Ieas closely, and ofhers again
are mnre\or less far below it.

It is alse pointed out that the difficultiesare
very great in some localities, but unlcss they
are.surmonnted the value of these statistics,
g0 far as the places where the defects occur
are concerned, will evidently remain lessened
in ratio of the extent of these defects. The
critical examination of the details, as shown
by the ratios of denths by ages, indicates
very plainly that the ‘omissions, where there
are such, bear principally on the infantile
mortality, which, as a matter of faot, is
r}eceaeeruy great in Canada, on account of a
Iaxge natality and owing to other circumstan-
‘ces which are factors in its product:on.

THE LIBERAL TORY AND TORY
LIBERAL,
Liberal friendship to Ireland ia perhaps the
greatest political fallacy of the age. It has
worked more mischief than almost any of
the many false ideas that have constituted
the most potent obstacles to Irish progresa.
The pretended friendship of the Liberal
party has been a mockery, a delusion and a
snare. The years of shame and betrayal, of
wholesale eviction and forced emigration,
stretching from 1855 to 1865, belong to the
period of Liberal domination ; the years ot
famine and buckshot, of the gallows and sup.
pression of the popular liberties, dating from
1830 to 1885, also belong to another
period of Liberal supremacy. In view of this
record it is the height of sarcaam to call the
Liberals the friends of Ireland. Anybody
who has observed with intelligence the strug-
gles and events of the last five years is
forcibly impelled to the conelusion that a
great msjority on the Liberal is a graver
danger to the Irish natiopral cause than a
great majority on the Conservative side,
This does not mean that any greater confi-
dence is to be placed in the pood faith
and good will of the Tory in prefer-
ence to the Whig, for as far ae
the government of Ireland is concerned they
constitute a distinction without a difrence.
Neither one nor the otheris preparedto do,of
their own free will and spontaneous action,
for the amelioration of the candition of the
Irish people. It is the balance of power
which is and will be in the hands of the Irish
Parlismentary Party that is winning and will
win for Ireland & due recognition of her
rights, We have said that a Liberal
mejority is more dangerous to the
Irish cause than a Conservative, and the
reason is that a Liberal majority in
its inimical legislation towards Ireland is not
checked by the restraint of an.Opposition,
When the Liberals refuse remedial legislation
or propose coercive measures for Ireland, the
Tory opposition either make no objection or
complain that the measures are not severe
enough, Thus, iustead of restraining, the
Tory ninority stimulate and encourage the
Liberals in their onslaughts on the Irish peo-
ple. But let there be a Tory adminiatration
and a Liberal oppositian, and we will have
quite a different state of things. The slight-
st etudy of Anglo-Irish politics will convince
any one of the fact that the Liberals
ars tyrannical in power and liberal in
opposition, while the Conservatives usu-
ally drop seventy-five per cent, of their
Toryism when they mansge to climb en
to the Trensury Denches. In the present
juncture of affairs the Toriea have sunk the
whole 100 per cent. of their unprogressive
creed on the Irish question, and not only
that, they have gone the Liherals a consider-
able percentage better on their own chosen
ground of reform, Even if a Conservative
Government did not abandon coercion for
love of office and its emoluments, the situa-
tice would not be hulf &8 prejudicial to Irish
interests, for the Radicals and many of the
Liberals, who represent constituencies where
there is a large Irish vote, would attack the
Tories .and would join with the Irish
party in every form of obstruction, and
would soon bring the Tory administration to
its senses, In proof of this cohesion, we have
only to recall the notorious fact that in the
last Conservative parliament, when Mr,
Parnell and Mr. Biggar inaugurated the
policy of obastruction, they received encour-
agement and nssistance—often even advice
and suggestions—from tle Radical leaders,
So much was this the case that Sir Charles
Dilke and My, Chamberlain wers nick-named
the Attorney and Solicitor-General of the
Obstructives. All experience thus goes to
prove that the Irish may expect assistance
from a Liberal Opposition in opposing coercive,
legislation that might be introduced by s
Tory Ministry,

On the other hand, the strange fact’ can-

COL, OUIMET VINDICATED,

ABqUT & week ago, a story, taken from the
Edmonton Bullelin and published in the press
throughout the country, related how a certain
number of Protestant volunteers in the G5th
Regiment were roprimanded and punished by
Col Ouimet for refusing to attend Catholic
ceremonies in celebration of Corpus Christi,
We at the time gave s simple statement of
the alleged facts and circumatances, reserving
our right to pesa jndgment upon the conduct
of the commanding officer until he was
given time and opportunity to cither deny or
admit the truth of the charge. As the matter
was of & very gericus nature, involving as it
did & violation of religious liberty, it was
formally brought to the attention of Parlia-
ment, Tho Minister of Militia, who had no
official informetion regarding the charge,
promised to invessigate the story and com-
municate the result of his emquiries to the
Honse without delay.

Caron has dome, During last evening’s ses-
gion the Minister of Militia interrupted
Mr. Blake in his arraignment of the
Governmeat’s administration in the North-
west, to lay before the Hounse a despatch just
received in reply to his request for particu-
lara regarding the alleged outrage and im-
prisonment of a voluateer. The despatch
read :—** Conway, the private referred to, en-
¢ listed as a Catholic. He, for the first time,
“and just to cause mischief, pretended on
¢ the occasion in question to be a Protestant.
st However, he was punished, not for having
¢ refused to attend Catholic servics, but for
¢ having incited bis comrades to mutiny and

beaefits of religion and of civilization cannot
be received and very often are turned againat
them, .

- So much for the theory, The facts are
everywhere to confirm it; and without wish-
ing to meke our modern society look worse
than it really is, & few visits along the canals,
the lanes, the factory walks, will show & class
of people not much seen in our churches,
schools and convents, and of whom nobody
thinks.

It waa to get a remedy for this evil that the
Fathers of St. Vincent de Paul started their
charitable work in 1846, first in Paris, aiter-
wards throngh France, Belgium, Linglandand
Ireland.

The Irish establishment was a bold step, &
blind trust in Divine Provideace. Lurgan,
the most bigoted Orange town in the North
of Ireland, was chosen for the first trial. A
large, poor, struggling working population
was the reason of this choice. Strange to say,
a young Canadian priest, Father Piché, was
selected for this ditficult task. Nothing was
spared to make it o success. With the na-
tural energy of an American temper blended
with the courage of charity the young superior
went ahead, surmounting all difficulties. A
beautiful house in the centre of the town, to
which five acres of land are attached, was
purchased for nine thousand soven hundred
dollars cash. A few months sfterwards n
new hall and schoola were erected at the large
cost of six thousand *dollars. We must not
forget that the Catholic population of Lur-
gan i3 only five thousand, and very poor.
Every evenicg from 7 to half-past ¢ two hun-
dred and Zome children, over fourteen, re-
ceived instruction, education, and amused
themselves, nnder the care of the Fathers.
Those evening classes are free, so_that the
poorest boy or young man of any denomina-
tion can work the whole day and receive at
night the rudiments of education and religion.
Such work has already Deen so much appre-
ciated that Charles Russell, Q.C., M.T., the
great London lawyer, kindly consented to de-
liver the inaugural address in the new hall.
Every Saturday afternoon and eveusing the
institution is opened to all. Situations are
provided for the young men patronized by the
Fathers, and some of the lay brothers are al-
ways busy looking after the interests of their
young protegds, Each week the fathers visit
all the Cathotlic families of the poor district,
and endeavour to keep them faithful to the
practices of thei religion, This work is car-
ried on ot Lurgsn by the Fathers and five
brothers, and till now Divine Providence has
been their provider. A chapel is to be built
now, and much zeal is required to complete a
work so well begun. Very Rev. Father
Piché, who is now enjoying o few weeks of &
well degerved rest at Terrebonne, near Mon-
trenl, is ready to receive the contributions
of charity. A branch of the order has been
established in Quebec and gives full satisfac-
tion to the clergy and people of that important
town.

We give this small sketch to show how rich
is the Church of God, which has a remedy for
every evil and every distress, and gives its
share of aid to the temporal welfare of the
world.

ST. PETER'S CATHEDERAL.

The enthusiasm of the Catholics of Mont-
real augments day by day for the patriotic
work of §t. Peter’s Cathedral, Since the re-
mains of the venerable Archbishop Bourget
wore deposited in the new edifice, the devo-
tion of the faithful has become greatly aug-
mented, and those who have already sub-
seribed towards this good work send in
donntions each day. The principal object at
present oceupying their miunds is the erection
of the large dome, which will cover the
remains of the first two Bishops of Montreal.
The committee charged with the construction
have decided to- offer the erection of the 32
columns and 16 pillars of the dome to private
subscribers, who will donate on an nverage
$120 ench, Sixteen names have been obtained
so far. The gentlemen who subseribe will
have their names chiselled in each of the
columns, snd will have the benefit of an an-
nual service, Furthermore, each of their
names will appear on a special tablet, which
will be conserved in one of the private
chapels.

to baving a grand bazaar next yesr for the
profit of the goed work. ¥rom present ap-
pearances this fair will be & monstrous suc:
cess. Already presents of great value and
beauty, artioles rich and rare, *bave Deen
donated for this occasion, among them a jewel
box valued at §75, presented by the Rev,
Fathor Pichon, S.J. The Rev. Father
Primeau, Parish Priest of Boucherville, hasg
again in his possession & magnificent gold
bracelet, which was given towards this work
to His Lordship Bishop Bourget a few days
before his death.

Lread it to find that the priest
of thav place had to stand between the
people and the British bayonets, I do not
wish to dwell on those modern eviction
gcenes ; going back to the wmemory of my
schoolboy days, I can recall some vivid
scenes of heartrending evictions, I presume

familiar with the names of John J. Adsir
snd the Right Hon., Earl of Leitrim.
For a model to start with I place
the above names first on the list.
John J. Adair owna a large tract of land in
that historic place called Gortin, better
known in the annals of history as the birth-
place of St. Columbkill, or Glenvey. For some
unprovoked reasons J. Adair concluded to
substitute cattle for human beings. One
bright morning—I think in the month of
May—whilst going to the old scheol at Cur-
rin, I was surprised by a flying column of
Royal Irish cosstabulary, headed by
the landlord, his agent and sheriff, on
a vwildgoose chase for the townland of
Derryviegh, and I may assure you the scenes
that followed were heart-rending; there was
no respite for youth or old age. Fifty-two
families were turned out on the roadside to
die of starvation and'find a pauper’s grave.
Some of those, through the charitable dona-
tions of friends, have found their way to
Canada, the United States and clsewhere,
and I am sure it wans with a curse
of vengeance on the cruel John Adair thut
those people departed from their once happy
homes, now leveled to the ground by the
Crowbvar Brigade of John Adair. It was but
a fow days after those capricious eviclions
when herds of black cattle wers driven to
this place to substitute the people that were
evicted, driven there by such men as William
Griecein, the supposed victim of the mar-
tyred I'rancia Bradley, who for four
yeurs lay confined in a felon cell in
Lifford geol under the torture of the
Irish prison rules, By the efforta of the
Rev. Father John McGroarty he was lib-
erated, and is to-day happy and free under
the Star Spangled Banner, beyond the reach
of the cruel John Adair. I will give an out-
line of the Earl of Leitrim in your next issue.

Lord Randolph' Churohill, in "addition to
‘owﬁ_ler,endowmenta of ‘nature, posasesses the
priceless gift of youth, - While he' is to-day,
with p single exceptiop, the foremoat man in
-the . Conservative party, he is only in his
thirty-sixth vear. That, of course, is not re-
‘markable a8 compared with the swift advance
.of William Pitt or of Charles James Fox>—
.whom, by the way, in his earlier Parlinment-
ary aspwot Lord Randolph Churchill much
resembles, But it is & great deal, and given
health and atrength, no owne can limit the
journey of & man who has gone so far while
he may still be counted a youth. Lord Ran-
dolph's personal appearance and manner do
not belie his years, Oppressed with the cares
of atate, watchful of Mr. Gindatone, distrust-
ful of Sir Statford Northcote, charged with
the education of Lord Salisbury, he is when
out of harneas as light hearted and frolic-
some a8 & lad at school. 1t wag only a year
or two ago, while deeply engaged with the
defence of national religion as assailed and
affronted by Mr. Bradlaugh, he undertook a
task of quite & different order, the accomplish-
ment of which testified to his courage and to
his indomitable character. At dinner one
night some one expressed doubt of the possi-
bility of running across Westminster Bridge
in the time Big Bon tolled the quarters and
rang out midnight, “Y1l doit,” said Lord
Randolph, and he did,

IN PARLIAMENT,

Lord Randolph Churcnill entered Parlia-
ment in 1874, on the crest of the wave of tory
reaction. He site for Woodstock, a family
possession that went with Blenheim. For
some time he came and went, unpoticed and
not appearing to take notice, In those days,
as became the son of a Duke who was also a
colleegue in the Mioistry, he took up o posi
tion immediately behind the Govern-
ment, and though he did not take
kindly to long debates, the Whip had
nothing to complain of in respect to his
attention to divisions.

formed corporations, which lie apart from the
great English highways, perpetuating quaint
cuetoms diverse in development, but all lead-
ing to the local authority, once a year or
oftener, enjoying & bountiful dinner for which
they do not pay. The withers of Weoodstock
wera not unwrung in this connection, and the
noble lord who represents the borough
gallantly came forward to itas defence.
Very few knew him when he rose tho
first time to move an amendment to Sir
Charles Dilke’s resolution. But he instantly
attracted attention. There was in this, his
maiden speech, the sams invouciance, the
same recklessness und the same fresh way of
looking at and saying things which now
charm the [House of Cymmons and the public.
This duel between Sir Charles Dilke and
Lord Randolph Churchill ecame to be o sort
of anpual treat to which the House looked
forward with increasing interest, and vn the
night fixed for the debate the benches were
us crowded as if Mr, Disraeli were expected
to speak.

TASTING PARLIAMENTARY BLOOD.

But it was Mr. Selater Booth who was the
unconscious and nltogether involuntary
mesns of bringing out Lord Randolph, There
are stories told of tiger clubs taken into
households and made pets of, For a year or
two their conduct is irreproachable. By ac-
cident they taste blood; therenfter mnature
asserts itself and at a bound they rise from
toys to tigers. Thus it was with
Lord Randolph Churchill.  Mr, Sclater-
Booth, then president of the Local Gov-
ernmeat Board, bad brought in & bill dealing
with county government. Having made his
speech, the right honorable gentleman sat on
the Lreasury Bench in his familiar attitude of
self-complacency, sunning himself in the con-
sciousness that he had done a piece of good
work. When Lord Randolph Churchill rose
he naturally conchuled that be wus about to
hear his praises hymned and his Dill ex-
tolled. But Lord Randelph fell tooth and
nuil upon bill nod author. The former
he described as “stuffed with ail the
little dodges of n president of a local govern-
ment board when he comes to legislate upon
o great question.”  As to Mr. Sclater-Bunoth
himself, Lord Lundolph observed conlfi-
dentially to the amused and delighted House
that it was * remarkuble how often we find
mediocrity going about witii a double bar-
relled name.” Lord Rundolph Churchill was
never the same man after this. He had
tusted the delight of suddenly smiting
pompous officialism, of flouting his own titu-
lar leaders, and readers of Parliamentary
debates knew to what extent the habit
formed on this memorable cccasion hos
developed.

HIS POLITICAL 1NSIGLT,

But it would be a mistuke to suppose that
Lord Randolph Cburchill is a mere political
gamin. He has in remarkable degreo the far-
reaching, keen, political eight which dis-
tinguished Mr. Disruell. He has nlso Mr,
Disraeli’s bold scorn of conventionalism, and,
like his prototype, is not to be debarred from,
upon occagion, filching a slice of liberal policy
because the purty to which he belongs hop-
pens to call itself conservative, Ho has already
fought n good fight ngainst the traditional in-
terpal policy of the comservative party, and
in spite of overwhelminy influences huy
single-handed conquered. What elsc he will
do when he gets the chance remainm to be
written. But, speaking from the conserva-
tive side, he has but lately wnnounced
his willingness to see the oxperiment

tried of Ireland being goveraed under
the ordinary law. Two other things
which he possesses in common with
Mr. Disraeli are, an instinctive know-

ledge of what the House of Commons likes
and the power of saying the right thing in the
right way. A man may be as omniscient as
Mr. Courtney or as high an authority on
finance as Mr, Hubbard and yet the House of
Comtnons wiil not stay to listen to him, If

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

Orrawa, July 6.

On motivn to go into committee of ways
and means (Mr. Bowell),

Mr. Blake proceeded to charge the Gov-
eroment with neglect, delay and mismanage-
ment in their administration of the North-
Weat. He sarraigoed the Indian policy,
stating that it had been marked by neglect,
delay, incompeterce and tad appointments.
These, with other grievances, led to a
highly discontented state of feeling among
the JIndians’ in 188485, With refer-
enco to the claim of the half-breeda of the
territories, throagh the Indian title, he main-
tained that that claim was recognized in prin-
ciple by the Manitoba settlfmens of 1870, by
which land and scrip wero awarded to the
Manitoba half-breeds in satisfaction of similar
claims. He said that the complaint of the half.
breeds had been coming in for a long while,
ever Bioce 1878, and the act of 1879 gave the
Government the powertodenl #ith thequestion.
Tho Government had ample warning and must
have been awure of the circomstances of the
case and the impending danger.  As far bavk
as June, 1884, the Poundmaker trouble took
plece at Battleford, and from that down to
the offer of Rielin 1885 to leave for £5,000,
the Government had abundant warning. Iu
Qctober, 1884, Major Crozier had reported
that the half-breeds were drilling under Riel
at Batoche, He alleged that the half-breede
had pot bad faith kept with them, sud that
the Prince Albert Colonization Company had
been the cause of much mischief. There had
been general mismanagement, and be moved
that the Speaker do not leave the cheir, buy
that it be resolved that in the administiation
of Northwest affairs by the present Govern.
ment, prior to the recent outbresk, there have
occurred grave instances of negtect, deiny snd
mismanagement in matters affecting the best
welfare and good government of the country,

Sir John Macdonald suid the hon. member
had furnished, gratuitously, a most able hrief
for the counsel of Louis Riel at his trial at
Regiva. The hon, ventleraen on the other
side might suezr, but the housc would fud
when the trial took place that the snbetance,
the basis, the apex, of the specches for the de-
fence would be the specch of the hon, geatle-
man, From the begunniog of the wsession,
from every motion he had made, from every
return he had asked far, the hon. gentleman
had shown that his one object was the miser-
able, wretched object of trying to get a case
againgt the Government, rather than justice
to the people of the North-West. More than
all, bo (Sir John) would ask if the hon,
gentleman's whole speech had not been a
justification, an apology, an excuse, for the
rising in the North-West ; a justification, an
excuse, for the murder of our people in the
North-West ; it has been a justificaiion, an
excuse, for the murdera in that country.
This had throughount been their course. Bug
the hon. gentleman had been careful mot to
allude, except casually, to the course of
eventa prior to 1579. He had been silent
about the policy of the Government of whi-h
he was sometimes a member and Bometimes
not ! And then in the next place, Mr.
Speaker, he has not ventured in the whcle of
his speech to goy that the grievances of the
half-breeds were just. Nor could he reason-
ably do so, for in a despatch of Murch, 1578,
from the Minister of the Militia of the gov-
ernment of which the hon member {(Mr.
Bluke) was Minister of Justice, the half.
breeds had been told that they bad no
greater claim than the white settlera, ‘Lhat
despatch sxid: ** The application of the peti-
tioners to be aided by the Government grant-
ing assistance to purchase agricultural imple-
ments, seeds, etc,, I must confess 1 am not
disposed to view favorably. I do notsec on
what ground the half-breeds can claim ta he
treated differently from white aettlers in the
territories. The haif-breeds, who have in
gome respects the advantage over white

settlers, should bs impressed with the
necessity of wmettling down in fixed
Iocalities and directing their cnergies

towards pastoral or agricultural pursuits in
which case land would, no doutt, be aseigned
to them as to white sottlers 3 but Geyond that
they must not look to the Government forary
apecial assistance in their farming operations,
Your petitioners, in supposing that the Gov-
crnment would give seeds or farm implemiepts
arc mistaken, DMoney has been advanced to
somc settlers on the distincet understanding
that it would be repaid to the Goveroment by
the parties to whom it was advonced. [
may add thit tho result of this expeciment
wag not such as to cause the Government to
repent i5.”

much suffered to fade into ‘obsourity of late.

{1reland has produced- & "Tong and -illngtrious

succession of famons orators. -The namos of
Grattan, of Plunket, of Meagher—not to. men-
tion. the names of 'living men--shine like.
stard, but in the aplendid galaxy no name is
more luminous than the name of Sheil. -His
oratory deserves something . of the careful
study which is- given.to Cicero or to Mira-
beau, -- Few public speakers’ have been mas-
ters of o more glowing style, have shown such
a rich command of words, have made sucha
orgeous use of ornament which never
gecame trivial becanse it never ceased to be
majestic, ,

Epglish statesmen of both parties have
combined to pay striking tribute to the elo-
vence and to the geunius of Sheil.. Lord
eaconsfield, in one of the most famous of
his novels, awards to Sheil enthusiaatic
praise, and contraets him favorably with the
great English orator, Cunning. The late
Prime Minister, Mr. Gladstone, described
Sheil not very long ago at one of the three
great apeakers who had come to succesa in
spite of conspicuous personal defects of
manper and of voice. Dr, Chalmers and Dr.
Newman were the two other examples
chosen by Mr., Gladstone. OF Sheil he wrote
that ‘bhig voice resembled the eound pro-
duced by a tin_kettle battered about from
piace to place. In anybody else,” Mr. Gled-
stone went on to say, I would not, if it
had been my choice, liko to have listened to
that voice ; but in him I would not have
changed it, for it wam part of & most re-
markable whole, and nobody ever felt it
painful while listening to it. He was a great
orator, and an orator of much preparution,
1 believe, carried even to words, with a very
vivid imagination, and an enormous power of
lunguage and of atrong feeling. There was
u peeatisr character, a sort of half-wildness
in his aspect and Aelivery ; kis whole figure,
and his delivery, and his voice, and
his manner, were all in such perfect
keeping with one another that they formed &
great Parliamentary picture; and although
it is now thirty-five years since I heard Mr.
Sheil, my recolleciion of him s just as vivid
as if I had been listening to him to-day.”
Such was the man and such the eloguence
which was enabled to render O’Connell
sterling service in the fight of Clare, a fight
of which the most brilliant and fascinating
picture hag been left us by the pen of Sheil
himself.

These evenis and this man were in the
minds of that crowded assembly ae they
wutched O’Connell standing below the Bar
of the House between Lord Ebriogton and
Lord Duncaunon. Presently, the Speaker
rose, and called upon new members desirous
of taking the cath to come to the table
O'Connell advanced between his introducers
to take the cath. It had been U'Connell’s in-
tention, when orgionlly he etood for Clare, to
come to the House of Contnona and to re-
fase to tuke the shameful oath then tendered
to Cathulics. He believed 'hat the result
of such a daring step would be to ndvance
meterially the cause of Catholic Emancipa-
tion. DBul the cause of Catholic Emancipa-
tion had not to wait for that. The Clare
election settled the matter, and between the
time when 0'Connell came forward to con-
test the county and the time when he stood
ot the bar of the Bouse waiting to be sworn,
Catholic Emancipation bad become the law
of the land., With petty ingenuity, however,
Sir Robert Peel bad provided that only. thoss
who should bo returned as members to the
House of Commons *' after the commence-
ment of the Act " should bhe allowed to take
their seats under the new oaths, O’Connell
had been returned before the Bill became
law, and against him this retrospective
clause wag levelled. He, of conrse, refused
to tuke the infamous forms of oath which,
except to him, were never again to be offered
to a Catholic, He was directed to withdraw,
and he did so. Aa apimated discussion at
once sprang up as to whether or not he
should be heard at the Bar of the House in
his own defence. The debate was continued
upon another day, apd for three days in all
this matter occupied the attention of the
House. OConnell was finally allowed to
speak in his own defence at the Bar. He
made o “ong and eloguent speech. The old
offensive oath was nysin tepdered to him,
and again he refused to take it in words
which are now historic. He declined to take
the oath because ‘' one part of it he knew to
bo false, and another he did not believe to be
trae.” A new writ was issued for the
County Clare. But the maligoancy of Sir
Robert Pcel had no further effect than of
zllowing O'Connell w furthor triumph., He
was, of course, immediately re-elected.

In the hall of a great London elub which
bears the now mistending title of Reform,
there stands o full-lepgih portrait of Daviel
O'Connell. The Whigs, who feared or hated

‘him in his life, who reviled him in their

prees and in their speeches, who alternabely
cajuled snd calumnbisted him, as their fear
or their hatred rose uppermoss ; the fossil
Whigs, the ruined remnant of o great party,
whose power is gone, and whosse principles
aro as cxtinct as the Dodo or the dynastics
of the Shepherd Kings : the Whigs, whom
0'Cunnell himself stigmatized as base, bloody,
and brutal, are not pow unwilling to pay
O'Conpell soine empty honors, snd te oller
to his menory tho respect which they denied
him in the flesh. It is no cominendation
to O'Connell in the eyes of the Irish
peoplo that his portreit is accovrded u place
of honor on the walls of an English poliiical
cluby, itis to thosupporicr of the Melbourne
Goverpment, it is to O'Connell, the enemy of
Young Ircland, it is to the O'Connell of his
later und failing years that they offer their
unneeded tribute. The Irish people owe
much to OCounnel; they owe to him the
privilege of professing in freedom the faith
of their fathers ; they owe to him the long
agitation against the Union which kept alive
the spirit of patriotism, nnd obeyed the
commands of CGrattan to keep knocking at
the Union ; they can forgive him for his fall-
icg off, for his allinnce with the Whigs; they
can forgive him for the praise with which
English politicians now load his memory, in
consideration of the contumely whick Eng-
lish politicisns heaped upon the living man,
As they think of O'Connel) they hear rather
the ecchoing crash of the sword which' fell
from the hands of the efligy of Walker on the
day when the act of Catholic Emancipation
received the royal signature than the voice
of Young Ireland protesting against the in-
action that was betraying them, The Irish
people whose representatives in YWestminster
have at last succeeded by their vote in over-
throwing the detested Whig Government of
Mr. Gladstono can afford to forget that there
was & time when an Irich tribune suffered
bimself to be led away by the saint-seducing
promises of Whig cfficials. .

The Clere election was the last act of ‘the
long struggle for Catholic Emancipation. It
may be regarded as the preface or- prelude o
a struggle equally erest, equally arduous, not,
uunfortunately, equally successful—the strug

gle for Ropeal.

INFLAMMATORY SPRECIIES AT A MASS
MEETING OF STRIKERS.

Cimecaco, July 3.—At an open air meeting
of upwards of 3,000 strikers and sympa-
thizers, which was still in progress ut 11.3
p.m., it was annonnced that Pat Coaobolly,
an aged engincer, who wns severely clobted
by Captain Bonfield, of the police force, this
morning hud died of his injuries. Some of
tho speakers said lynching wus the proper
punishment for Mayor Harrison and the
members of the police force. The car com-
pany has withdrawn all its cars, and will
Enn.l:e no further attempd to run before Mon-

ay.

CLEVELAKD, July 3.-~Early thia morning a
thousand strikers assembled near the iron
mills in the 18ih ward. Mapy of them were
Poles and Bohemians, and cnrried pistols and
ltnives, Men going to work were stapped,
and the foreman ip the Merchants’ mill was
pretty voughly handled. At § o'clock the
crowd augmeated o bundred fold ond
morched to the plate mills, where work was
going on as usual. No reduction was in-
tended here, and the cmployés wore willing
to proceed and let the strikers do wus they
plonsed. 'The mob overcame the gatekeeper
and swarmed into the mill. The engines
weore stopped and the mill closed. In the
afternoon the same programme was carried
out at the Cleveland Rolling Mill Compony’s
blast furpace, situnted on the fluts,  Tho
Collins furnaces, also the property of the
Cleveland Rolling Mill Compauy, was closed
by the strikers, Thus every mill and furnace
owned by the company were idle, making
the lurgest strike ever known in Newburgh,
Fully 3,500 men are now idle. An open air

A SUMMARY UP TO TIE CLOSE OF
PRESENT MONTH.

Ciicaco, Juno $0.—The following will appear
in the Farmers' Revicw to-day as the result of o
summary of their crop reports up to the close of
the present month : *° A few reports have been
made that the whest crop would prove to
be better than has been estimated,  Yet,
what has developed to make any changes
in the former estimates, as made by the Review
on June lst as to the yield of wheat— 330,000,000
bushels—we confess we are nt a loss to know.
All reports for the lest fourteen days have
shown an increa-ed davelopment of the FHessian
fiy and s steady ruvning down of the gen-
eral prospects. Tennesste and Kentucky were
the first States that ealy in the season
gavo us any idea ot the damage to the crop,
They arenow the States that are horvesting,
and if the report from the other winter wheat
States are as bad as tha roports which havo been
received from these States as to the yield of
winter wheat, it would look to-day as if the
lowest estimate on the crop was a high one.
Wheat for fall =seeding will absorb
a very large propottion of what is now
colled the invisble supply. In fact it is
(uite a serious question where clear and pure
soeed wheat is to be vbtained this fall. Inquiries
are now being made for this article for seeding
purposes frem Tennessee, Kontucky. Kansas,
Msssouti and Southern [lhnois, ?I.‘he spring
whaea$ situation, as the season advances, shows
somewhat of o spotted character, but the condi-
tiops are fairly promising. The crop seems to
be more or less weedy, and particularly ia the
northern aress more rain is needed to mature
the erop. We ought at this date to have some
reasonably fair assurance of the outcome of the
