In dutailing the mon-
strous proceedinga of preprietors against occupiers,
woe have always delighted in pointing to the fact,
that there atill existed among us landlords endeared
to the peopla by all the ties that bind tbe good, the
trae, and the noble in -the strongest bonds of amity
aod genuine affection. There, ugsuredly, is & some-
thing in ancient descent and aacient family—the
memories of the past, the history of anoestors—
which stand between alandlord and his passions,
and bid bim let tha descendants of those mean live
who served under hia forefathers —who shared with
them their fortunes in peuce and in war—whofought
under them in the bloody fieid, and bore their laurels
in the day of victory.

“"For sueh landlords the word ¢country’ has &
‘mesning. Its honour is not cuntemaed, its people
despised, por it8 history withoutita value and its
lessong. No; the tyrant landlord of the vilest kind
must be an alien upgturt——one who values the coun-
try. oot berause bis family's fame i3 inscribed oa
itg historis page—~no: because he has a tille to sbare
in the wealth of its high name, and has a long lige
of ancestors who make it dear to him, owing to
their suffaringa or successes in its cause—but in
praportion to the money it will yield him to buy
that petty greatness with - which title-sspiring up-
starts hopa to cover the meanpess of their ovigin.

Ia many.in-
atances he could do se at once ; but where he ceuld
not do so at once, he could be enabled todoso in
time, Where he could pay the entire purchase
mouey, he might do 6o, and thus at once become the
absolute owoer of his small property ; but where he
could not pay the whole, be sould poseibly pay the
half; and where it was not in his power to pay the
haif, he cuuld pay the quarter. And in these cases
favourable arrangements could be made, with the
assigtance of the Land Debecture Act, by which
loana are much facilitated, to bring about as soan a8
soggible the- grand object of his ambition—absolute
ownerghip. Of conrse the company would selact
such estates for their purchasa ag offered, in tenants
and {n capability of improvement, the mogt favour-
ablo materials on which to work. If well worked,
and every legitimate precauiion would be taken to
gecure its being 80, it would not only be 2 financial
success, but it would asslst to lay the foundation of
quite & new order of things in Irelsnd, ltis proba-
ble zhat it will not be the only undertakinpg of the
kind ia this couatry ; but the intentioz is to confine
its operations to the southern countios, 2ad to keep
its mansgement in this city.

The Witness does well
to stick up for Satan: aod upon the principle,
laid down if we remember anight by Mrs. Wini-
fred Jenkins that  scriptures out of Church are
blaspbemies,” he is quite right in insisting that
proper deference be paid to one who is as much
a Scriptural character, and the subject of divine
revelation, as 1s the Messiah, On these points
we bave no fault to find with our contemporary ;

Sir—Allow me, on the part of Her Majesty's loyal
Roman Oatholic sudjecta in these Lower Provinces,
emphatically to thank Your Excelleney for your re-
cent speech, and the fearless and ontspoksn msuner
in which you have so efactively expreesed the bare
truth on our hehalf,

From all the sources of information at my com-
mand, [ am convinced, if the crisis coms, that the |
whole Roman Catholic population in this country
will yield to no eother class in unwavéring loyalty
and the unflinching performanece of duty in the day
of trial. Apart from the allegiance which, as Qhurch-
men, we owe to the constituted authorities, we have
hers everythiog to lose and nothing whatever to
gain by a change, be iteverso luring in the dis-
tance. What can any Government give that we
have not got? We have prosperity, law, order,
peace, unmeasured liberty, the country secured

ed all over the world at an expense oae gixth legs per
head than in the neighbouring republic, and a mere
fraction as compared with the expenciture of any
other conotry we know of. To exghange tiia con-
dition with any other, would be suicidal madaess,
and the thioking, leading portion of ou- people, the
portion that have anything to lose, are aware of the
fuct, They, like myself, have visited the United
States from time to time, and have had ample data
to guide them to the same conclusion. Catholics,
no doubt, enjoy many advantagia in that country
(and it je o blessing for millicos they have such a
country a3 a refuge), but after tha experience of
twenty-four years in British Amwmerica, it is my deep
conviction that Oatholics, taking into account their
pumbers aud opportunities, are wealthier and hap-
piec—better Ohbristians—~and socially and politically
more eievated here than there.

Tn New York, Maryland and Uouisana, there are
many Catholics in the higher walks of life, but few
are [rish or of Irish descent, and they owe their pos-
ition to anything rather than to the political inatitu-
tions of the country. For over eighty years, I have
yet to learn that one Presidecnt, Yice -Prasidest, or
uny member of the Geneisl Government at Wash-
ngton, waa a Catholic; and not more than two or
three of that faith (as I conld ascertsin) bave reached
the Senmatorisl diguity, since the days of Cherles
QOarroll, of Carroliton. :

Catholics have now no share in the Executive, no
geat in the Senate, and but very few members in the
House of Representatives. Wherever a few Catho-
lics appesar in their State Legislatures, it is admitted
that our people according to numbers, are but feebly
and ioadequately represented. Theae numbers are
variously estimated at from thres to five millions—
and deducting the cosmopolitan city of New York
with its foreign population and foreign vote—deduot
the Catholic cities of Baltimore, St. Louis and New
Orleans, where the mass of the people have belonged
to that faith from the beginning, and what progress
have they made, what position do they mow occupy
ag contrasted with ours ia British America?

In Canada, New Brusswick, Nova Scotia, New-
foundland and Prince Bdward-Island, there hae been
no period since the days of emancipation, at which
Oatholica have not posseised that jnfluencein the
community to which their bumbera and poasition faicly
entitled them. TheLegislatare, the Executire Cour-
cil, aud the Bench aro ag accessible 1o the Catholic
ag the Protestaat, whilat men of vast wealth and the
highsst business and social astanding in every city,
from Moatreal to St. Johu's, Newfoundland, are to
be found among our ranks. In all these particulars,
according to our numbers, we atand a3 a buandred to
one wheno compared with our fellow religionists in
the neighboring republic. The mechanic, the laborer
aod the servant may receive higher wages thera than
here, (of whick, however, | have grave doubts,) but
taxes, costs, and charges, are a3 three to one  Beai-
des the tax on the raw material, they pay five per
cent on the cloth in their coats, and the leather in
their Loots, They pay five per cent mors for them
a8 they pass from the handas of the tailor and boot
maker, and one par cent on the sale of each article.
Ten, coffes, cotton snd silk, tobaceo, liguors, match
boxes, writing paper, and menufsctared articles of
every description follow the game category, so that
they are now beyond all comparison, the most hea.
vily taxed people in the world. Another war (and
who can say how goon it may come) will make taxa-
tion wtill more oppressive, It ig true, indeed, that
at present wages, the poor with prudence and e¢con-
omy, can meet these accumulated charges. (3nd they
will be fortunate if they continue 1n the same bappy
position,) but it cannot be pretended for & moment
that they have the same substantial comforts and as
much to spend at the end of the year as the aame
clasaes iz every pars of British Amorica. I haveseen
thousands migrate from here and not ane ever retern
with a fortune made, or eves an humble competency
gecured for their declining yesrs. T do not know
haif & dozen among 3eveaty thousaand of an Irish Ca-
tholic population in the city ot Boston, whose busi.
neas poaition is half a8 good or respectable as that of
hundreds io Montreal or Qeebec, or even in ihis
emall «ity. ]

Our people, therefore, have nothiag to expect from
obenge of any kind but increaged taxation, diminish-
ed incomes, a decided fall in the social scale, the
geathing contempt of their new rulers, a8 was ever
the ocase in New England, and with these, perhapa,
the horrors of s devastating war. The pgreat Go-
vernment of the United States has nothing more
tempting to offer : and what hase we to expect from
the 80 called Fenians, that pitiable knot of knaves
and fools, who, unable to degrade themselves, are
doing al} in their power toadd snother Ballingarcy
to the history of Ireland, acd to make the condition
of ouc poor country more deplorable than before.

On the ocoagion of my recent vigit to the United
Stales, many ot thegs poor deluded people talked as
flippantly and confidently -of tsking all British
America in the course of this winter, and bolding it
ag if they already .had the title deedd in their pockets.

ITALY.

enormona augmeclation of a taxation which even
now is found almost intolernble. The defizit for the
year 1865, in spito of the grest increase of taxation,
is nearly ten millioas sterling, aod if the astimatea-
have been made ns they usually are made in Italy
can hardly fai to reach & couple of millions more.

The other
two millions were o come from a tax on doors acd
windows and moincreaee of the stamp and other
duriea, As for the four millivos which would be still
wanting in 1866 the Minister bad no other proposal
and meant of course to borrow them. Signor Sella's
nnpopnlar Budget has overthrown the first Lr Mar-
mora Ministry, bat can the new La Marmora Ministry
devise o Budget which can give the slightest confi-
dence to tbo capitalists of Europe—to whose help
Italy at the best must yet have occasion to anply—

which shall not be unpopular in Italy? La Marmora
would veuture to propose disarmament, #ad the only
aiternrtive is a large increase of taxation. There is
no tux the proceeds of which are &0 sure and can be
80 closely reckoned as the meal tax- The income
and property taxes already occasion the greatest dis-
content, and a very large increase of the quota de-
manded would provoke in some provinces an opposi-
tion which might not develope into & rebellion, but
wou'ld certainly prevent the Government from get-
ting its money. It will be poszible 1o postpone the
presentation of & Budget for & monthor two. It may
be pussibl todivert public attention from the financial
difficulties by great crojects for the confizeation of
.Churzh property, or ‘bounce’ about Rome and Ven-
ide; but the money question must be confronted
speedily, and apy other way to confront it than
that takea by Sigoor Sella, who, begioning with de-
coplive statements and crooked accounts, has at
last been driven to tell the truth, there seems noge.

Indeed,
no one thinks of it, except so fur a3 the interests of
many thousanis who depend on visitors are con-
cerned, and to them it is lamentable to think that the
malady will be the oocanien of great loss, From the
other neighboring townshipa no cases have been re-
ported for somsa days, so that cholera may . be said to
bave left them, and the Board of Health, I ses, has
declared the province of Bari perfectly f clean.’ From
ticily, too, the newa is encouraging; the public
bealih is good, not a single case having occurred
there, aad ths best proof of the improved stato of the
health of the continent is that Sicily is relaxing her
exiremsly rigid quarantine, ‘

increased ss o reoder it necessary for the Egyptian
authorities to interfere. They arrive, it appears, in
grest misery, without any engagement, and thus
becoms & public burden and annoyance. The Qon-
suls have beer required, thereiore, to apply to their
Goveraments to devise some mode of putting a stop
te this icflux, aod the Board of Health in Alexan-
dria bas ordered the agents of the steamboat com-
paaies to prevent the landing of these unfortunate
specuiatars until taeir Oonsuls have provided for
their negessities. The only way, indeed, in which
the Italian Government could respond to the appii-
cation of the Gonsuls would be by developing the
resources of the country, and giving employmeat to
labour. A portion of the vast sum now expended on
an army useless for ail military purposes would give
Calabria roads, work her mines, ana provide subais.
tence for numbers who are now driven to emigration
or brigandsge.

¢ Shot, 410 ; killed fighting, 755 ; taken prisoners,
929 : voluntarily surrendered, 444; total, 2,538.—
Adhberents of brigands (munutengoli) nrresied, 4,257.
The losses of the troops and natiousl guard employ-
ed against the brigands, in 1863 and 1864, were :—
Killed fighting, 342 ; wounded in action, 174 ; mis-
siog, 2; total, 5.8. " Aesassinations commisted by
tbe brigands, in 1863, 492 ; in 1864, 244; total 736.
Ranioms were demanded, in 1863, on 454 persons,
aad in 1864, on 497, makiog a total of 951. Head
of cattle killed or stolen, in 1863; 1,896; in 1864,
11,792 total, 13,688. These statistics are preceded
by a part of the report of the Minister of War to 1he
King, in the administration of his department for
1864. This document dwells an the gravity of the
evil, the difficulty of surmounting it, the immenee
sacrificea and proofs of courage ou the part of the
troops; it also shows that brigandage either finds
some support from .the inbabitants of the country, or
tbat the populations remain passive.’ ’
