death’of Albert’ Deroche, the §-year-
old-child who 'was run over-by a C. P,
R. gravel train. and instantly kmed A
few days ago. ;

Mrs. Staunton, who'has'lived in that
neighborhood for the. past 40 years,
told ‘how the accident happened. The
little boy was standing on a pile of
grayel between two tragks, while 'a
train ‘was passing. ‘The sravol gave
way, and the boy siipped ‘under the
train,. the -wheels crushing' his body.
It 'was.shown that the accident, as far
a8 the trainmeni were concemed. was
purely accidental.

Mrs. Staunton. stated . that on the
north or Grand Trunk side of theright
of way at this.point, there was no-
thing’ to-keep people o6ff the right of
way, and, as a result, the trwk: had
become a playground for children,

The boys had built cavés on the
tracks, she said, in which they in-
stalled” rough Zurniture and cooking
utensiis, and there iney had roasted
several chickens "and pigeons etolen
from “her hennery.  She had often
‘takeni a stick and endeavored to chase
the youhgsters off the iracks, but they
onty laughed at her and returned the
imoment she ‘had gene.

It was ' in one of these c¢aves that

the young. Kelly boy was shot some
time ago. Perhaps once in two weeks
she would ‘see a man chasing the boys
off the track, but nothing further was
done-and the children always returned
to their “playground” immediately
after his departure. Shé did not
know whether these men ware raliroad
detectives or city plainclothesmen.
She stated ihat the C. P. R. had bulit a
high board fence along their side of
the right of way, which prevented the
children from trespassing. On ‘the
north side there is practically no pro-
tection, as the old fence is bodly out of
of repair. It was her opinion that if
this fence had been in good condition
the dead ‘child would not have been
able to get on the tracks.

Mrs. Staunton has seen 28 fatalities
between the Parkdale and  the Dun-
das street bridges. and she has testi-
fled at aiinost s many inquests.

ECLIPSING COAL

Wins on Land and Its Success
at Sea is More
S_weeping..

The triumph of oil over coal upon
the sea has proceeded more slowly
than upon land. But in the end—and
this year marks the beginning of that
‘end, remarks a writer in The Ameri-
.can Review of Reviews, it is destin-
ed to be even more sweeping.

As in the case of stationary engines,
ithe instalation of oil-burning equip-
.ment in the first ateamers was looked
‘upon as a radioal move of precarious
promise.” Its success was 80 complete,
however, and its manifest advantages
so evident that the few years which
have passed since ‘the initial experi-
ment have seen almost every ship
from
the ports of the coasts adjacent to the
world’'s four greatest oil-producing
regions—California, easterp Mexico,
the Black Sea and the Dutch Indies—
equipped as burners of liguid fuel 1

In the same way, in supplying the
demands on land. the extension of the
distributing system for the ships of
the sea hroadened the zones in which
oil-burning’ vessels could ply, and it
was not long before the tanks of the
petroleum supply depots began taking
their places at the strategic points
of the world's trade rToutes alongside
the dwindling bituminous mountains
of the coaling stations.

Doubtless, in any case, oil would
have celebrated a complete triumph
over coal as a ship’'s fuel within a
very few years. That event, however,
has been materially set forward by
the invention of a crude oil-consuming
gas engine, which made that marvel
of ‘selentific achievement, the non-
steaming, motor-driven, oceangoing
ship a fait aécompli as a single stroke.

UNDERWEAR TAKES
MANY SILK WORMS

Billions of Skins Needed to
. Furnish_ the 'Raw ' _

25¢,

In an address at the convention of

and Underwear Manufacturers, held in
Philadelphia_recently, H. F. Hofer, a
manufacturer of Paterson, stated that
about 15,000,000,000 worms are killed
every year to make silk for the use
of hoslery and underwear manuface
turers of the United States alone. ‘He

presented figures to prove that the
manufacturers, in their business, use
about 5,000,000 pounds of silk annuals
ly,and that itrequires 3000 cocoons to
make a pound; in other words, 3000
worms give up their lives to produce
each pound of raw material. He gave
the number of worms that must die
to give to the world all the silk that
is produced in a year as about 200,000,+
000?000.

“The silk worm is a being destined 1o
perform functions of a most ungelfish
character,” Mr. Hofer is quoted as
saying in The Phlladelphia Record.

“Phis worm knows nothing about du-
ties and obligations, It does more work
relatively than any other creature in
existence, because from its first day
of life until its last it is working un-
interruptedly without sleep or rest of
any sort. ;

“At the first hour of life the total
welght of these 200,000,000,000 worms
amounts to about 500,000 pounds, and
after about six weeks ithis lot of little
creatures will have done away with
about 10,000,000,000 pounds of mui-
berry leaves furnished by about 40,000
mulberry trees.

“The growing of the worm is so fast
that it has to develop a new and more
elastic skin every week for the period
of five weeks, The time for the shed-
ding of one skin to/the shedding of the
next is considered or called one stage
of life, and in the last stage the worm
has accumulated so much food and
transformed the same into a umiform
solution of silky econstituencies as it
deems sufficiént to enable it to build a
net or a house around itseif, in which
it expects to remain protected from
the attacks of e}xemlec while lying
dormant during “its transformation
from a worm to a butterfly, .

“In that dormant state of chrysalis,
when imagining to be safe from al
outside enemies, within the artistically
built house, the cocoon, it is merulless-
v murdered by men, wiifully destroy-
od to satisfy ‘the growing sense  of
vanity -of men, or rather, wome

“Of course, the killing is nece
i we are to derive the full benefit
from the cocoon. because if we allow
the chrysalis inside the cocoon to de-
velop into a butterfly, the latter will
plerce the cocoon and destroy  the
thread at so many places that it would
render the unwinding of the fine silk
fillaments an imbpossibility. A very
small proportion of all these millions
of silk worms are enjoying the privi-
lege to grow to maturity, the butterfly,
the female one of which upon maturity
and all within a few hours’ times. lays
from 500 to 600 eggs, which will make]
up a new generation a year after-
ward.”

that the pure.food law has been invoked
by the-government to control the illcit
cocaine traffic in ihe. Unhed States, has
br:ought in many enqulrles from persons
who ‘want to “know why the same law.
whll not ‘'bé used to tover the ‘traffic in
other: dangerous habit-forming drugs.
Among the drugs about the control of
which enquiries have been made are
opmm, morph!ne. codein, heroin, dlorﬂn,
peronin .and ‘severai others.

The reason;which has been xlven *bv
omchla at the treasury department and
the .bureau of. chomlstry fs that the im-
portation of opium and its derivatives,
such'as moxjphfne and other drugs, is now
regulated, tg a greater or jesser extent,
by the special opium law of 1809. While
this -law’ doés_not ‘give as thoro control
of tke traffic in these drugs ‘as the new
treasury departthent regulation wiil pro-
vide for the control of Coedinis; cotoa. and
its derivatives, it . was not. considered

to include opium and opiim ‘prepar-
ations, for the reason that ‘the adminis-
tration of the new regulation might con-
fliet 'with the operation of the opium law
of 1909. If it is found that the new

regulation works well on. the, control, ? \
eoa!ha. it' {8 posdsible “that a réquest will'
be made for the repeal of the opium law
and the appiltcation of the pure. rood law
to all habit.forming drugs.

“The new cocaine reguiation will make
it- riecessary for an affidavit to be filled
out and signed for every sale’ of ‘cocaihe
fapm the time it reaches the importer at
pne of the large ports until it reaches the
hands of the ultimate comsumer. These
aftidavits will have to be sworn to and a
record of the same will have to be made
by the dealer, and both sales-book and
a.tfidnvlts kept on file for regular inspec-
tion bylgovernment officials:

Plans are now being ‘made for printlng
the forms of affidavits which will have
to be signed by each importer and pur-
chaser of cocaine, and also the forms of
record which each dealer will have to
keep and submit to the bureau of chem.
istry in January of each year.

The 'gtart: which the government has
made in controlling the use of dangerous
habit-forming drugs js in line with’ the
course which hag been pursued by a num-
ber of foreign countries which have re-
stricted the sale and use of these drugs
most rigidly t6r a number of years, Noth-
ing in the government’'s regulation .will
restrict the use of cocaifie in legitimate
medical practice, for it is recognized, of
course, that only the indiscriminate and
prfomiscuous use of cocaine, oplum, mor-
phine and other drugs is dangerous, and
that the ddministration of these agents
by ekilful- hands cdntributes to the reuef
ot pe.in and- sutferinz » ;

Interest is added to the story by the

‘Toulon harbor by Chochard, one of
the cleverest crooks in France, who
calls himself “The Invincible.” A pret-
ty littie love . affair between a .New
York, newspaperman and. Kasia, the
daughter of Vard, altho of secondary
importance, affords a pleasant change
from the weightier - thoughts of in-
trigue. .

The story is well written in a de-
lightfully simple stylé, and the inter-
est of the reader is never pérmitted to
lag.’ ‘' The #ubject is" espeecizlly ' well-
chosen,, the book being placed .on the
market ‘at‘'a time when the advocacy
of the disarmament of nations is such
s live topic. In short, “The Destroyer”
is well worth reading and does much
credit to the “author. (McClelland &
Goodchild, Limited, Toronto, are pub-
lishers.)

“THE EYE OF DREAD

A crime that mever took place, tho
‘the actors in the drama leading up to
it -live for some years believing in its
actuality, is the motive about which
turn the many singular -incidents in
the tale of the Eye of Dread, the latest
hook of Payne Erskine. The Eye of

Dread is not altogether.a love story,
tho' it was the love of two men for the
same woman that brought about the
dramatic situation from' which arose
the mysterious sequenceés that lend thé
story. its greatest interest,

From simple beginnings which de-
scribe the happy ‘home “life of Betty
Ballard, the Ilittle gIirl who ‘'has ‘an
artist for her fatlier, and a beautiful
resourceful woman® for ‘heér mother,
and Petér Junior and 'his ‘cousih
Stephen, friends ‘from babyhood up
and ceusins, who afterwards become
rivals for Betty's affection, the story
develops until the ‘moment when the
awo men quarrel at the edge of a cliff,
and both disappear for some years,
neither is again seen in the village,
nor is the mystery surrounding their
. disappearance. cleared up. It .is gen-
erally thought that one, probably
Richard, had pushed the other over the
clift into the water and that he had
been carried away by the 'tide. Then,
that the murderer, recognizing what
he had done,  was ‘afterwards a fugl-
tive from justice.

As the sequel shows each of the two
men thought he had killed the other,
and each took himself to far away
parts, and under assumed names, be-
gan life anew. The fresh associations
formed in the new life are some of the
interesting features of the story. The
Eye of Dread, in other words consci-
ence, at last works so upon Peter that
he leaves the home he has found, and
the new friends he has made, among
the mountains, and returns to his na-
tive place to give himself. into the
hands .of the law.

Detectives meantime, inspired by the
offer of a large reward from Peter's
father, are ever on the watch, and
before the returned exile has time to
carry out his intention of ‘confessing
his supposed guilt, he"is arrested: for
his “own murder, the people taking
him to be hls cousin Richard, to whom
he had always a strong likeness.

Meantime Richard has been im-
pelled to turn his steps homeward and
arrives just at the moment when the
trial is at its height. All doubt is, of
coursge, at an end with the appgarance
of the second interesting wanderer,
and explanations. lead to happiness
and the clearing up of old grudges
that had come down from a genemtion
previous.

The scene of the story is in the mid-
dle .west of the United States, and the
incidents .wind. themselves about the
period of the civil war. What seems
a weak spot in the plot is that only
three years are supposed to have
elapsed from the time when the young
men left their homés' until thelr re-
tur, and  yet there is such' dificulty
in recognizing them. Betty knew
Peter at once when she visited him
in ‘prison, ‘but his father and ethers
refuse to believe in his identity until
the. arrival of Richard sets all doubt
at rest. The chapters, too, are a
little drawn: ou.

Still the story makes interesting
reading, retaining .the.attention of the
reader - thruout, and for ‘recreation
during the long evenings-now at hand,
it may De safely recommended to plea-
santly while away the time.

FEATURE FACTS
OF U. S. CAPITOL

Millions of Pounds of Iron
Were Used in the

Dome.

The capitol at Washington fronts
east and stands on a plateau eighty-
eight feet above the level of the Poto-
mac river. The entire length of the
buﬂdin; north and south is 761 feet,

4 inches, and its greatest dimension
from east to west ig 350 feet. The
area covered by the building is 182,-
112 equare feet.

The dome of the original cemtral
building was constructed of wood,
covered with copper, says The S:.
Louis Times. This was replaced in
1856 by the present structure of cast
iron. Tt was completed in 1863.
The entire weight of iron used is
8,909,200 pounds. The dome 13
crowned by a bronze statue of free-
dom, which is nineteen feet six inches
high, and weighs 14,955 pounds. It
was modeled by .Crawford.

The height of tHé dome above the
bape line of the east front is 287 feet
b inches. The greatest diameter at
the base is 135 feet 5 inches. The
rotunda is 97 feet 6 inches in diame-
ter, and its height from the floor to
the tep of the canopy is 180 feet 3
inches.

WILL EXHIBIT THE
OLD CONVICT SHIP

Panama Exposition to Show
This Famous Relic of
Barbarism.

The old convict ship Success, which
was brought to this country some
time ago and which will be exhibit-
ed at the Panama-Pacific Exposition
is, so far as-known, the oldest ship
8tiill in commission,.states a writer
in Popular Mechanics, and is one of
the last ‘relics of ‘the old-time con-
vict system in which torture played
a leading part.

This ship was. built-at Moulmain,
British India, in 1790, is of the-old
East Indiaman type, and carries an
armament -of ‘seven hrass guns. The
vessel carries the same equipment ‘28
it did when it ‘was used as a convict
ship, including implements.of torture,
while wax' figures appear in ‘all the
cells, representing the prisoners who
occupied them many years ago.

Prior to 1820 there were. 145 of-
fenses for which.the. penalty ~was
death, undler the British laws. Now
there are only two, murder and trea-
son. Convict ships were used, noti
only for 'transporting prisoners, but
were used as prisons ag well, and it
oftey, happened that a conviet spent

{ by rings passed around the neck and

the .remainder- of his days on one
ship.

Down in the hold of the Success
is the torture chamber containin_g
the “bilboes,” or necklets, where pri-
soners were jacked up against a beam

ankles: - The -constrained and pam—
ful position caused by the “bilboes,”
combined with the darkness of the
hold and the rolling and pitching of
the sailing vessel, usually sérved to
break the spirit of the most refrac-
tory prisoner.

The ‘“iron maiden” was used to ex-
tort confessions. - It is lined: with
spikes. ‘The prisoner was placed in-
side, the door was ¢losed and fasten-
ed and the pnsoner remained in the
“iron maiden” until he confessed his
guilt or died of exhaustion: or_of
wounds inflicted by the spikes.

The vovage of tha vessel from
Australia to London, and, more re-
cently, the yoyage to this country,
demonstrated its splendid sea-going
qualities. The original mainmast is
as sound as evef. .'On one #ide of the"
vessel is an indentation made by 2
cannon ball which was fired by 2
terrified guard at Calcutta over nine-
ty years ago. _After completing. a
voyage around ' the world, the Suceess
will be taken out to sea and sunk.
