RECI1PROCITiY WiTH FRIAN\CE.

Through the influence of modern on-
liglitenment and a better understanding
of the truc principles of political economiy,
international relations have iithiin the last
forty years lost nuch of the guarded con-
servatism against foreign productions that
liad previously iiispired the iseal policy
of nations. Prohibition, ai' alnost pro-
hibitivo dulties, aire no longer ta be found
on every page of a iustomns tari; as an
iiisuperable obstacle ta reciprocal deal-
ings between countries ; and foreign
goods iare nlow adintted in competition
vith national fabrics vhere, same years

ago, a jealous policy would cntirely ex-
clude them. Fiscal regulations and tarifls
are no longer enacted under the influ-
ence of a prejudice against a>y thing
foreign ; they do not reflect fte polity of
the state but the ascertained wants of the
people, and are more of the nature of a
contract betw'een main and milan, nalcing
concessions ta each other ta their mutual
benefit,'tlan of the formai decree 'of a
govemnsnent. The enormous developnent
of industry everywherc bas also pro-
noted this change: an incessant produe-

tion has made incessant consuiption
an inperious- necessity, andl consumners
have had ta be looked for in foreign mar-
Icets.

Naturzal as well as accumulated wealth,
climnate, national laste and ability are
powerfiul factors in the diversity of in-
dustry ; ta bring about the necessary ex-
change of production, tariffs have bean so
caleulated as ta sliglitly piotect national
products against similar foreign articles,
and give free access ta raw material ar ta
merchandize the count'y could iot econot-
mically produce. Yet, this iras not
enough. Sa dependent ane upon another
have become commercial nations, that
private conventions or treaties have been
entered into, gnasiting ta each party to
the agrieement adtvantages nhe shape of
a reduction ofiduties on stipulatedl articles,
in derogationi of the genieral custois tarif
of bolth parties.

1in practice, the genieral custois tarifi'
is the rule apuplied ta nations îlot covercd
by private commercial treaty, while the
conventional tariff applies ta Vhe nation
bouncd by treaties.

'Tli impression undeir wiiclh so many

people labor, that Fraice is discrimini-
natinig againist this colintry in impos-
ing on ships built in Canada a biglier
duty Vian thatlevied on ships buift ili
England, compels us ta enter into details
ta establish the exact position occupied
by France in this question.

lin lier intercourse with foreign nations,
France lias two distincts tariffs: 'flic
genîeral ariff and te contetional tarijf.
'Thlie lattair regultates the duity on articles
coming friom coun tries with vlich France
las commercial treaties, as Great Britain,
Belgîni, Italy, Switzerland, Sweden and
Norway, Ioalluad, P'or'tugal, Austria, 'ur-
key, and Germanny. Whenl the Comier
cial Treaty betweîen England and France
iwas entered inuto, or whean, iin I876, it was
extended, England stipulated for irself
alone, vithout any rcference to the colon-
ies ; consequently, the British colonies
Oai depenclencies do not enjoy the benefit
of the Treaty, b.ut continue, as ta the rate
of duty on tleir production, subject ta
tic regulations and rules of the general
tavifi. If, in cosequence of the Treaty,
vessels built in England are admittei in-
to Franco uinder a duty of 2 francs
(40c.) per ton, Canadian ships, as well as
the ships of' oier British colonies, imust
he admitted under the stipulations of the
genieral tarifflonly, and pay 40 franes and 4
percent. ($7.98) per ton. This duty cannot
strictly be said ta bie differential against

bult inVhe Unitedl States Russia, Spain,
Dcinmark, or any other nation having noa
commercial traty w'ith France, all being
placed ain the saille footing.

'flic seening nîeglect of thei Mothie
Cointry to stipujate foi' hi colonies the
saille advantages she contrives ta secure
ta herself is perhaps a disguised blessiiîg.
It imîplies thtat tie colonies lave the
riglit ta speak for theimnselves, ta ente
into colimiiercial trcaties writi othrci coui-
lrics, ta obtain for themselves any ad-
vaitages thus denied thems.

The importance no oiily a flic Pro-
vince of Quebec, but fa tlhe Maritino Pro-
vinces also, of secui'iig the saine advan-
tages enjoyed by Eiglanid'-canisot lbe
ove'stated. In the fiscal yea.' 1875-1876,
Canadian ships ta the num-iiber of 10,
amouiting ta (i4, 134 toils, and valued at
$2,189,270, w'i'e soil ta ir'eign coulntries,
in 1876-1877, 110 ships, aggi'gating 4G,-
320 bos, and mmcd at $ J,576,244, claiged
their flags. 'T'le sale of Caniadian-builL
ships was 2.1 per ccnt. cf' our importation
in 1876, but only two per cent in 1877.
Th French mlarket w'ould, of course, ins-
crease in n notable proportion tIhe mnîîotia
of tl expoits, and ou' shipyards, under
flie decînînd, twotuldî resuile tlheir' former
activity.

Cainiercial treaties, as previously
siated, aie based upon miitial concessions.
To obtain lie cntry of liai' fabrics into
France, Eniglanid lhas allowed F'ench pro-
ducts to enter into tLhe kinigdom at a low
rateof duty. If English-bilt vesseIs a
admîîittcd iito Fraice at twro friacs per
ton, liglit Frenlch ihiaOs conitahiing less
thiai 26 proofi' spir'it pay onfly ene shilling
per gallon. If English silk goods are on
the French free list, nimany articles of
Freci iidustry aie also admitted into
Elnglandfi exempt from duty aid the
commercial convention regulating the
intercourso betw'een the two countries is
the resultant of recipî'ocal sacrificos ta
bring about a iiutual bensefit.

Canada is disposed ta ilecet France
fairly on lic girouiid of imtual coaces-
siols. We feel thiat te French ml arket
for Our shiips las ta b obtained by grant-
ing France some comminensurate advan-
tages, and the agitation in the Province
of Quebec in reference ta this question
shows how' advisable would be a prompt
solution. Prelininai'y steps have already
been taken by both governmeiits ta bring
about so desirable an eni, and no failure
can be anticipated when bath interested
parties ara proimptel by an equal spirit of
fairness.

Let France permit the registration of
Canadian built vessels an ter-ms of equal.
ity with tho of GreatD ritain ; let hci
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admiît Canadian cattle into France at a
sliglt r-dulction oni her tariff; andi upon
t.he concession thus yielded to two of the
laigÏest interests of the country, the ship
ping and the agriculturaul, ve can admiiit
at lov duties the liglit wvines of France
anid otier articles or lier production that
doe not compete to the disadvantage of
our own industries.

Perfumed and Fancy Soap and Castile
Soap alone are to be the objects of inves-
tigation.

Perfumed and Fancy Soaps are included
in tle list of articles paying a 25 per Cent.

The great difference in the valuation of
Perfuned and Fancy Soap in Ontarlo coin-
pared with the other Provinces, and espe-
cially the Province of Quabec, is tuiac-
countable. Any oae having access to the
price lists o? the best porfumers of Lon-
don or- Pairis iwili rendihly observe that thxe
pirice of 43c. per lb. for English Faincy
Soap, and 58c. for the artistically packed
and perifumued French Soap, is already
below- the narket, even deducting the
usual 15 per cent discount alloved to the
trade. That 7,369 lbs. o? elegantly scont-
cd Soap couli be imnported fronm France
aît 13c por lb., and the paltry suisu of

$236.75 duty be collected on if, instead of
$ 106S.50 duo, if the low valuation of Quo-
bec were accepted as the real value, is
onle of those anomalios we -have becomo
accustoncd to in the course of these in-
quiries. As for the discrepancies in ap-
praisement betvoen each Province, we
10 longer point then out.

Castile Soap, payinig 171 per cent. duty,
exhibits the sane lack of precision in its
viluation. The importation of this class
of soap amounts to 11,481 lbs., valued at
$7,1.64; duty collected, $1,254.

Aftor their limination the average
remains: 13. per- lb. for Castile Soap fron
England, 7 7-10 froi the United States,
and 5 7-16 fron France. 91,742 lbs. wero
entered at the price of 5.43c., an under-
valuation easily established.

Common Soap, paying a specific duty of
le. per lb., and consequently presenting
no occasion for undervaluation, has been
entered into Canada at a valie higher than
Castile Soap : 286,705 lbs. fron England
were entered at an average value of 5c.
per lb., and 254,724 lbs. fron the United
States at 5 9-10e., and in the sane Province
of Quebec, 5,487 lbs. of Coinnon Soap have
been entered at a vaue of 79c. per lb.,
while Castile Soap was permitted to pass
the customs at 5 7-16e. and the conse-
quence has been that Commnuon Soap lias
paid le. per lb., and Castile Soap only
ninety-si-one-hunuudredths of onie cent on
91,742 lbs. So nuelh for an intelligent
interpretation of the tariff.

Castile Soap mautfactured in Leghorn
and in Marseilles is of two kinds, the pue

white Castile Soap anid the mottled Cas-
tile Soap. Pure whita Castile Soap islheld
in Marseilles, Genoa, or Loghorn, at 100
francs per 100 kilogramnes, or about 10c.
per 1b., and is retailed lere by druggists
at 300. per lb. Good brands well known
.lu the inarklet are held higher ; Conti,
Arnaron, &c., aire sold to arrive in Newy
Yorlc at J 6c., taking off duty, say not 12c.
per lb. Mottled Castile Soap, according
to the report of Mr. Franik W. Potter,
Amnlerican Consul in Marseilles, is nianu-
factured fron artificial soda hlaving a
value of about Il francs per 100 kilo-
grames. The average price of oil uised
in the manufacture varies fron 90 to 100
francs per 100 kilogrannes, or- about 0
cents per lb., and the manufactming cost
of the Soap is about 60 francs per 100
kilogrammes, exclusive of package. The
invoice price of the saine is about 65 francs
per 100 kilogrammtiues, free on boa.d at
Marseilles, orabout 6.e. par lb.

To admit as correct the price of Ue.
per lb. foi- the 91,742 lbs. of Castile Soap
imported directly fron France, we mlust
assume that fhe wlhole ainounît was mot-
blod Soap and that all the puro white Soap
impuorted into this country has comle froi
England, and that the shiplîers in Mar-
seilles have been so parttieular as to ship
their white Soap via Englaid and the
nottled kind directly here.

Were it possible that Castile Soap (moi-
lied we inust believe it to be) niay be en-
tered here at less thai 5, cents per lb ;
the tariff ouglitto be amended at once, as
the objec t of thé franers thereofis entire-
ly frustrated. It has never beeîn their
intention to permit the entry of'Castile
Soap at a loweri duty thanu that colleted
on Common Soap nade of grease, rosin
sand and caustic soda.

THE NEV LOAN.

WIre stated in oui last issue that the new
loan of £3,000,000sterling lad been placed
oi the London i market by Messrs. Barings
& Glyn at a minimum price of 9"G foi-
equal anounts of the Canada and 0f the
lmperial guaranteed 4 per cent bonds.
The course talken by the present Govern-
ment and their friends preoluded the
possibility of adopting that folloived y
Mr. Cartwright, and offering tle loan at a
fixed price. We infer, therefore, that ten-
ders have been invited,"anc that none
under 961 will be accepted. The usual
course followved by tle British Govern-
ment, wh]îicl is in a position ta dictate its
ternis to'the loan mongers, has beeniihen
insvitinîg tenders to place in a sealed
envelope, :the iiniumn price, whieis
only made known at the time thtatthe
tenders 4re opene4. Thaelelders mre tsus
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wivthout any mreins of judging of the ex
pectations of the borrowe's. It do'ns not
seem very probable that there w'lll be
nany bids at a higier rate than w'hat the

borrowers declare they are willing to
accept, and ive shail be surprised if any
considerble amount is placed above that
figure, wbich, -ye may observe, seens
about the falir rate, judging from mnarket
prices. The issue of two stocks in
equal amounts of a totally difierent
character, and of widely different
value, in the mnrket is an experiment,
the:result of ivhich w'ill be inteirestLing.
It was originally tried by Sir John Rose,
and ias not thouglit to have given satis-
faction, at lenst very influentiil loan con-
tractors, such as the Rothschilds, iwere
understood ta have regretted having ten-
dered for that loan. The reason is obvions.
The operators in domestic and foreign
securities in London are .divided very
much into classes, and the large con-
tractors have tieir clientelle among whlîomx
they distribute tieir loans, Imperial guar-
anteed bonds are looked on in the saine
liglt as the British funds, and are sought
for as investmlents by varions trusts and
public conipanies ihlich couldnot, accord-
ing to their regulations, invest in Canadian
securities. The i narket for Canadian
securities is a much more limited one,
though, considering the snall aggregate
amount, it may be quite sufficient. The
Rothschikis have never been operators
in Canadian securities, and it mnay be
feared that by connecting the two classes
of debentures w'ill be deterred from ten.
dering. Then there is a wide difference in
the price. According to the latest quo
tations that we have seen, Imper ial guar
anteed 4 per cent. bonds vere worth 104
and Canada 4s 92, the difference heing 12
per cent., the average being 98; or, allow-
ing a margin of profit to the contractor,
96c , which seens about a fair price for
the twro stocks. This wvould be equal to a
sale of Canada 4s at 90!,. Should tire
loan b taken, Mr. Tilley nay be congrat.
lated on his success, and especially if
tenders should be made by contractors
outside of the ordinary operators in
Canadian securities. We presiume that
a time ias fixed for the opening of the
tenders, but we have not scen it stated
in the telegrains.

iWe ,had set the foregoing remîarks il
type before learning the -result of the
loan wihich, ie are glaid to ind, lias been
entirely placed at a fair price under the
circumstances. Owing to the > course
taken by the opponents of the late Gov-
errment, which ire considered at the time
a serious mistake, Mr. Tilley was not alto.
ethey a free agen. He wras imable to

place the loan on the mnarket at a fixed
price, however desirable it might bhave
been to do so. It is the interest of bor-
rowers te conformi even to the prejudices
of lenders, and certainly they are not
likely to suf'er by doing so. The loan
w-as not taken aI once, which was rather
unfortunate, nnd ias, in all probability,.
owing to the London agents having re-
frained fron tendering in the first in-
stance, owing ta the offensive reimarks
made regarding threni by leading Cana-
dian statesmuen in connection with the
iast loan. We infer that they stepped in
to support Canadian credit after the first
failure ta place the entire loan. JL may
be hoped that Our bean transactions ivill
in future be kept out of' the political
arena. I all questions of an Inperial
character Canada slhoud be a unit.

AN 1NCIEASING EVIL.
We are coniniually receiving comlplaiits

fromn insuranice managers of the constant-
ly " growing evil," as they teri it, o insuir
ance brokers. It appears that it is only
lately that this systei of' effectiig insur-
ances in Cainada has been introdiuced,
and even ncur it is halrdly niioii outsile
of Montreal. Tie rules of' the Toronto
3oard of Underwriters very propeily,

prohibit the emliployimeit ar paying of'
brokers. WVe vouli _say, first, that, if thje
companies had saine of ouir experience
w'ith regard ta insurance brokers l the
large cities of the United States, and knew
liow iuch imischief tlhey caused, they
wvould certainly do all in tlheir power ta
prevent the systein obtaining any firimi
foothîold here. re say the comnpanies
should do this, for aftel all it appears to us
the whole matter is under their control.
They have simply ta agree aiongst then-
selves that tley will not pay brokerage,
and the brokers have simply ta turn their
attention ta saine other occupation. If
the, companies only heard the renarks
thsat are passed by sonie of aur largest
wholesale men upon the folly of the coum-
pnies paying suich high brokerages as
thcy do, they would not feel flattered.
Our friends the mîerciants should recol-
lect that, in giving their business into the
lands of brokers ta place for then, they
are only increasing the probabilities of
having their rates incireased, for any per-
ceit.age paid a broker simply imeaus a
percentage ofF the narow (if any) profits,
or an addition ta fie losses, of a company,
and thjat, sooner aio later, mîust bring about
au iicrease in rates ta coipensate the
comnpanies for the sums they have paid
away ta the brokers.

INSUING GOODS IN BOND.
A Chathan, Ont., subscriber asks us ta

answ'er the following question
" Insuiiig w'lhiskey in bod,'slould itbe

valied at the inanufacturer's price ? If
insured on that valuation, in case of a
loss, vould the governimient exact the
duty ? I'

Yes i the governuient exacts the duty
in case of loss, whsether insured ori not,
allhoughIL it isually reimits the aiounit, and
ahvays does so in cases ivhere there is ino
vell-grounded suspicion of fraud. A few'
instances bave occurred wrheire goods in
private bonded warclouses have been
taimpered with, aind the place set an lire
to destroy. all eiidence of' the aet. It is
in order ta provide against sucl continl
gencies that the authorities have, estab-
lisied a rule so strict that at first thougit
it appears unji st and ta saine extent it
is so, for the importer, in order ta 1 rotect

hiiself; is strictly obliged topay remlium
not only ain the Proportion of ilie value of
the goods in bond belonging ta Iminîself,
ILIt also ail tlat part claieid by the gov -
ermnînc'it, wlicli, in Imiany cases, is Ilire
th1an1 double that of the former. It is
urged by importers that, in case or loss by
fire or othrerise, as the goods Io not
enter inito consimptuion and mîust be re-
placed by equwal importation, if tIhe gav-
er'muent exact the duty it conipels the
couitry ta pay double imîpast, which it
can have no intention of doing. We
treated this subLect at some length in ouir
issue of' Junle 1ith, 187, in reply ta a
similar communication friom a MNlontireal
importer, and suggested thiat the governi-
ment should reguilate the inatter so as ta
iidicate more clearly the respective
duties of the inmporters and the insurance
compalnies, but the only action taken was
fromi' Ist May last ta witlIdraw the insur.
ance of $t0,000 whîlich the departilent
isually kept ou the examiiinig w'ar'elouse
ini this city, and other places we learn
vere served in the saime way. Ow'ing ta
the confidence in the gov'ernnîuieit's
abandoning ai' reimitting thle duty ii case
of loss, it is customiary witlh importers in
this city ta insure goods in bond at their
value »uhuîs the duty.

EXLLANATIONS.
We can assure the otraîîti'aal Gazette

that it is far froni our intention ta publisi
a series of papers on the Constitutional
question, ior ire we responsible for re-
opeuing *tlie discussion. We should al-
mîo-st be inclinied ta hope tlat there n'as
less clitl'erenoce of opinion on jthe main
point than forimIerly prevailed. le are,
loNever, very much nistaken indeed, if
"no one has ever denied' that -" the
Lieutenant-Governors are entitled ta be
consulted on all important questions."
If the rigit ta consultation be admitted,
the exten t ta whiîch it may be enforced by
the Governor IuUst, Of course, be a inatter
af arrangement. We should have quite
as mnuch respect as the Gazette for any
iveli considered opinion of the late Lieu-
tenant-Governor Caron, but his practice
nay have been governeI by his sympathy
with the opinions of his Ministers, and it
by na ineans follow's that such practice
VouId bc a irule for his successor. WitLI
reference ta walit the Gazete strangely
enough admits ta have been a " trap hito
which Mr. Mackenzie felI,' wve have to
observe that, in our .judgmîent, those vho
laid wliat. is termed the trap fell into il
themuselves. It w'ill be recollected tat
on the occasion.of a'Bill, relating, ifwe are
iot mistaken, ta the Post Office, a ques.
tn vas suddealy put as ta the Gover-
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nlorlz having given lis consent to its intro-
duction. Mr. Mackienzie, uderstanding
thati the question Lad relation le the
necessity of arnuncing foirially te the
Ilouse the Governor's consent in cases
of moeney, stated that lie d'id not tink it
w'as necessary, wler'euponi he was met by
a declaration, Ih, neitier do 1, but Mr.
Letellier does." Mr. Mackenzie explained
the inisapprehension under whichî lie
had imade lis reply, and added that every
bill introduced by the Governmuent liad
the sanction of the Governor General.

Ail tiis has been cxpIained iontis go,
anid we are surprised tiat a circumînstanice
wlichi tells entirely in favor of' the
Lieutenant-Governor of Quebe should be
broughtt up against him. We admit that
Mr. Letellier, who acted with extrece
gene'osity in the maLter, accepted the
explanatiens as te tie tax bill, althougli
le las iaintained tiroughout that wit.h
r'egard eo that imeasure, 'Mr. DeBoucher-
ville was guilty of a dereliction or duty.
It is ii our opinion trifling wit.i the ques-
tion te pretend thîat the Lieutenant-
Cover'nor received ne advice te sanctîi
the bill. Can it be imlagiied that Minis-
ters wvould bring in wihat they considcered
ene of the inost important mîîeasures of
the Session, and then, tr'er carrying it
tirough tlic two louses, adcvise that it
should net be sanctioied. 'J'le veto of
the Governor, and, under the circuni-
stances, reservation w'ould have beenl
equivalent to a veto, woui have been a
proceeding that could not have beei jus-
tified. The sulject w'as one quite to
important te be disposed of with refer-
Once te any question et' discourtesy. It
is net a little remnar'kable that attenpts
are now' being male te take advantage of
Mr. Letellier's generous disavoeial of
entertauin any persoial eompilaint.
As lie stated, low'evrci,in his Memorandunî,
allthoiugl t.here may have been no inten-
tien on the part o the Ministers tor
abstain froni consulting Iii, yct the fact
renained, aid even) after Mr. 3DeBoucher-
ville iras apprized of the Lieuteiant.Gov.
ro'ris ohjections, instead of trying te

bring about an understan<ing, yh'iit it
w'as stil net teo late te effect, ho n'ent Oft,
and on the very day of his conference
with the Lieutenant-Governo' lie had the
bill read a third time in the Assemnbly and
then pusied it in the Council. The truth
is, as the Gazette well kniow's, tlat his own
party are thoro'eugily conivinced that M.
DeBoucherville nas net thei' proper
leadter, and lience tlheir substitution of
M1r.

WAe deny altogetlier the analogy between
the dismissal of Ministeis by a Lieutenant'
Goverinor and the dismlissal ot the Lieut-

Iit the former case it is absolutoly neces-
sary tiIt the Ministers substituted foi

tiose renoved must obtain'the support of

the Ifouse of Asseibly. The righut te
appeal te the people is undisputedi. Ini
the other case, athough perfectly legal, it
would be an unconstitutional exercise of
the irerogative. 'Sir John Macdonald
citel Lord i-ougiai te proveI tlat what
is strictly legal niay be higiîy iiconstitn-
tional. Amiong otiher instances the foliow
ing occurs: " a bill fraimied inte a statute
" whi'hl should' peimanen tly pi'ohibit
" public meetings withuut the consent of
" the Governimîent wuluid be as valid and

binding a law as the great Charter or the
" Act of Settlenent, but a more unconsti-

tîutional law could not Le n'el dcevied.
We mnaintaini that the disiissal et' a Lieu"
tennit-Goveinoi, wrhose duty it is ivithiin
isiI, liited splier of' action te exercise the

poers eo' an irresponsible Executive,
under the adivice et' responsible Ministers,
w'ould bc as giOss a violation of constitu-
tional practice as could be perpetrated.
Lon Granville's late statemlieit in the
Hoase of Lords lias ne bearing w'latever on
the question, e w'as pointing not at the
Queen but at theI Responisîble Miiîsters.
Wre are as mueh opposed te " personîal
governinent " as the Gazecte, but ire con-
tend for an I eninic cor'diale" between
the Governor ani his Ministers, and thlat
is simîply impossible if suci proceedings
as Mir. DeBouchlerville's are tolerated. As
iwe are miakzing ai explaiatioi for the
Gazette we m-ay avail ourselves of the
opportunity te assure his correspondenit,
Mi leniing, thtat iwe have long since
been pei'fectly aw'are of Leord Cariarvo'i's
dispatch, whicl, in our judgmnent, lias mue
bearing wliatever ion the present question.
We cannot afl'oid mumcii space for Le Ca-
nadien, and shatll mnot enter into argument
vith liim as te vhtat lie politely termis

"î iuenniges préneitéUs." They have
nothiing te dO writhi the Coistitutional
question, and we shall confine ourselves to
a general expression of dissent froi the
Caniadien's treatimien t of' tliemî. Oni the
miore imîîportant point raised by the
Canzadiieni, ire fail te discover even the
sligItest iniconsistency between the Pas
ages quoted froin the Joumnk or Cou-

uoîu. We have iever disputed the
responsibility of Governors-General te the
Croiwn, or of Lieuteniant.Governors to the
Governor-Geieral. 'T'liat responsibility
involves full explaiations on aIl importait
questions. Lord Duflerin has been severe-
ly censured foi' bis course regarding the
prorogation in 1873, by the party opposed
te those wlîo lave ceiisured Mir. Letellier.
Wlatever opinion mighit have been forimed

as te the wisdon of his couise, we venture
te assert tiat the idea or renovinig himI
for that cause wvould never have occurred
te an lEnglisi statesman Le Canadiei
mlay turn and twist and wriggle as ie
pieases, but there is ne escape froni the
dilenmma that the removal of Uie iead o
the Execitive for tis action in local
afUlirs is utterly inconsistent writh Respon-
sible Goverinent, and, as e put it, aialo-
gous te a change of' dynasty. Le Canaediei
lias iiisindei'stood, or',ifnot, misrepresent
ed our meaning as te Lieutenaiit-over-
nors consuling the Fedeial G overnmnent
on imnportant Imatters, thereby destro'yiig
the autonony of ihe Provinces. Tlhere is
ax w'ide ditference Let'een consulting ain
reporting, but cases iight arise in wIich
our present Goe'verinor' (enieral muighît decil

And yet, in a greiat
majority of cases, these firesoriginiate in causes
thant couill be readily controlled.
