Grain and Hilling Notes,

Manitoba low grade wheat is finding a
market in British Columbia to some extent
for feed. Tho Brackman & Ker Mihing Co.
have used somo and want more. Mailsamnples
and prico to their Vancouver vifize,

The unexpected small decrease in the visible
supply week before last has been accounted
for at New York, whore a lvt of Manitobs
bended wheat in store there was counted in
the visible stock for the first time. It made &
difference of 730,030 bushels.

The exports of wheat from India since
April 1, aggregate 17,008,000 bushels, of
which 18,024,000 bushols went to the United
Kingdom and 8,984,000 bushels to the conti-
nent, The total shipmonts for the corres-
ronding time last year were 10,896,000
bushels. of which 7,655,000 bushels went to
the United Kingdom and 2,636,000 bushels to
the continent.

The total receipt of wheat at the four prin-
cipal United States winter wheat points,
Toledo, St. Louis, Detroit and Kansas City,
from July 1st to date, are 22,269.718 bushels
egainst 28,617,258 bushels in 1895 and 86,-
675,267 bushels in 1894, The total receipts
at the four princips! spring wheat points
since Aug. 1st, the beginning of the ciop
year, foot up—~—Minneapolis, 51,388,790 bush-
ols; Duluth, 89,169,204 bushels; Chicago,
17,451,808 bushels; and Milwsukes. 6,:11,-
834 bushels; making a total of 114,071,186
bushels, agaiust 82,897,774 bushels during
the same time last year and 73,865,157 bush-
ols in 1894,

A represgntative of The Commercial drop-
ped into the Winnipﬁg dairy school the other
day and found Mr. Macdonald busy getting
things in shape.

January and February will be de-
voted to practical instructions in butter and
cheeso making, butter one day and cheese the
following day, alternately. In march in-
strucsions will be given 1n private dairying.
when any one desirous of learning how to
make oog butter can attend. The February
and Mgamh course is open only to butter and
chesse makers who have worked one season or
loeger at the business. Instructions will also
be continued during April, in the form of a
general reviow of the work of butter and
cheese making.

Britich Columbia Far Trade,

The fur mearket of British Columbia is very
dull at present, and indication of any im-
provement in the near futore are not good.
Furs are scarce. Martin and mink are the
favorite skins in the market, while beaver
and otter are in fair demand. Skunk, coon,
mud cat, wélf and lynx arein poor demand.
Bear skins are very noor and a drug on the
market, and the trade here has besn warned
against them. Hides aro very low. Deer
skins are in fair demand. Prices are as
follows for No. 1.

The Demand for Osnts.

The mint at Fhiladelphia is turning out
conts at the rate of 15,000 a day. Of a tothl
780,000,000 pieces coined, 504,700,000 have
boen coined sinoo 1880. It would not Lave
beon surgtising if the demsaud for cents had
increased during the hard times of 1878 or
1893, but as g fact tho demand came when
the times began to improve, The cont is now
used for change all over the coyntry. Up to
the last four or five years it was not used in
many of the western states and territories,
but now its use is universal. Probably this
is due in a large moasure to the great reduc-
tion in prices making small differences of
im:portance. Possibly the reduction of the
newspapers all over tho country has increased
the domand. The inevitable fall in the price
of street car fares will call for another in-
crease.—Milwaukeo Journal

Bounty on German Sugar,

Private cables were recoived by sugar mer-
chants in this city Thursday stating that the
German Federal Council has prepared for
the Reiohstag the na!ional budget for 1896, in
which is incorporated a recommendation
urged by the Emporer that the government
increase the bounty that is now paid on sugar
exported from that country. The present
export bounty is equal to about 183c per 100
pounds for raw sugar. This it is propose] to
increase ty 293¢, while the rates on refined it
is proposed tointrease from 293c, the present
rate, to 564c,—N, Y. Journal of Commerce.

British Grain Trade.

The Mark Lane Express, of January 18, in
it weekly revies of the British in trade
says: ‘*During the weok English wheats
have advanced 6d. In foreign wheats Califor-
nia has risen 6d, and other American 83.
California on passage has been quoted at 27s
6d, Januery shipment at 28s, hard Daluth at
263 bd, and No 2 Manitoba at 2536d. To-
day the tone of the market was good, and
the riso in English and foreign wheats was
maintained.”

The packers are hoiding very firm on hide
values, says the Chicago Shoe and Leather
Review. Sales of the j ackers’ leather in Bos-
ton at good prices tend to stiffen their views
of bides. One of the packers holds most of
the stecks of branded hides, and he is holding
strong opiniong, while the supply of native
hides 1s so ¢mall everywhere that a very little
demand serves to keep the quotations firm.

The Breeder's Gazotte says: ‘‘Notwith-
standing the fact that the price of all kinds
of farm anireals are low, the fact remains
that it is suicidal to try to on farming
operations without live stock, It is ungaes-
tionably trne that the sverage farmer of the
country will do better by following a well-
ord system of ‘‘ mixed ** husbandry than
by putting all his eggs in one basket, but no
system of mixed farming can pay thot does
not include the maintenance of some kind of
good live stock,”

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One thing waich will strike the observer of
current avents is the comparative depths of
popular feeling in Great Britain, stirred up
by Prosident Cleveland’s Venczuelan messygo,
and Emperor William's action in tho South
African trouble. Judged superficially the
president’s message appeared to be o more in-
sulting and warlike document than tl{e
Gorman Emperor's action in the South Afri-
can affair, yot the latter provoked a much
moro intense feeling of resentment through-
out Great Britain, Germany's action sah the
British people at home almost furious, and
led to immediate preparations for war on an
active scale. Defiance was thrown out to
Germany from every quarter, and as & unit
tho people appearod anxious to avenge the
insalt,

On the other hand, the bellicose blast from
Washir.gton, though a most unezpected and
aggravating assault, was hardly a nine days’
wonder to the people. Ths press and people
appearod to quickly recover from the first
feeling of resontment caused by the presi-
dent’s ill-mannered message, and the matter
has been treated with great moderation and
coolness. The presicant's messago created &
far more bostile feeling in the United States
than iv did in Great Britain, though natural-
ly the greatest resentment would have been
expected from the latter quarter, the United
States baving beon the aggressor and the in-
sult having come from the later country.

" The reason for the apparent apathy of the
British people to resent an insult from the
Drited States is perhaps two-fold. In the
first placo they are familiar with that per-
formance (very undigaified to the actors in
it) known es twisting thelion’stail. Threats
coming from the United States against Great
Britain are usually supposed to be made for
the base purposo of influencing the Fenian
vctoin therepublic. The British peoplehavo
sabmitted quietly to indignities of this nature,
under the impression that it was more dis-
creditable to thainsulter thaa injurious to the
Snsulted. Secondly,-the British people have
refused to bolieve (and are apparently still of
the sameo opinion) that the feeling in the
United States is as hostile to them as some-
times appears cn the surface. The anti-
British demonstrations in the United States
have simply been regarded as coming from the
rabble, led by scheming politicians, and not
from the peoplo as & whole. On this account
they hove been treated to a groat extent with
silent contempt. One thing is certain, that
if the British people had es vigorously re-
sonted these anti-British demonstrations in
the United States 2s they have shown in the
case of Qermany, there would have been
war botween the two nationsdongago.

Notwithstanding the occasional threats
from Washington and the rabid utterances of
o large seotivn of tho United Stutes press,
John Bull refuses to get deeply annoyed with
Jonathan, It cartainly is not feer of the lat-
ter country. This is shown in the case of

Germany. Thelatter country, as o military
pewer, is vastly superior to tho United States,
yot John Bull did not hesitate for a moment
to make it as plain as possible that he would
not be trifled with from that source, even
though Germany might be backed by all tho
great powers of Earope. The British peopleat
home have undoubtedly a respect for their
kinsmen of Ameorica which makes themn slow
to anger and willing to overlook serious pro-
vocation, rather than resent it in a manner
which would lead to further strife betwven
tho two countries. In time it is hoped this
feoling will b. reciprocated in the United
States.

APPARENT DUTY DISCRIMINATIONS.

An article in The Commercial last week on
the trade rotuaras for the last fiscal year,
shuwed, in addition to other things, that the
duty collected on imports of British goods was
higher than on imports from other countries.
The average duty collected on British goods
was 22 per cent., while tho average duty on
imports from all countries was 16.1 per eent.
This shows that British goods paid about 6
per cont. more duty than the average from
all countries. Thisaverage duty includes all
goods, both dutiable and free. Again, the
average duty collected on imports from the
Ubited States was only 12} per cent., as com-
pared with the duty on British goods. Thus
while British goods paid 6 per cent. more
than the average duty collected on importa-
tion from all countries, goods from the Unit-
ed States actually paid 4 per cont. less than
the average duty on imports from all coun-
tries, Superficially ‘this looks like a great
discrimination against British goods but in
reality it may not mean anything of the
kind. To arriveat acorrect idea of the case,
the class of commodities imported from the
different countries must be taken into account
The class of goods imported from the United
States is of course quite ditferent from the
general class of gonds coming from Great
Britain, From the latter country we re-
ceive menufactured produocts almost exclus-
ively, while from tho republic we got largely
raw materials or partly manufactured lines
which, under a protective policy such as pre-
vails in Canada, would naturally be subject
to a minimum rate of taxation, if taxed
at ull. )

TRANSPORTATION THE PROBLEH.

Mr. Crowe, retiring president of the Win-
nipeg Grain Ezchange, in his address at the
recont annual meeting of the exchange, made
reference to tho efforts of that body to securo
reductionsin freight rates upon grain exports.
The most important words in the entire
address wore probably those contained in the
tollowing quotation. Closing his remarks cn
freight rates Mr. Crowe said:

*The committee further pressed for a re-
duction of freight on coarse grains to Eastern
Canada. Up to the present time. no reduc-
tion hag been made, but 1t is most earnestly
hoped that the railway companies will
recognize the necessity of such action, which
is rendered doubly urgent on "account of the
extremely low price of these grains, and the
necessity of securing & market for the export~
able surplus.” .

The Commercial would call special ‘atten—
tion to the last sontence in the paragraph

quoted above. Inan article somo tim»s ago
Tho Commercial made use of the exproession,
‘‘transportation is the problem for Canada.”
It cortainly is ths problem for Manitoba and -
the territories.

Returning to the queation of freight 1ates
as affecting the present crop, it is cortainly
most ‘‘earnestly to be hoped’ as Mr. Crowe
anid, that something can bo done to permit of
the export of coarss grains and low grade
wheat, It is true that a reduction of five
conts por 100 pounds was mede in freight
rates this year by the Cauadian Pacific rail-
way company, {_om Manitoba to the seaboard,
but owing to the very low price of all
grains, even this reduction will hardly por-
mit of thoexport of wheat, much less of coarse
grains, Take for instance thn following
oxample :

The latest price list from New York which
wo have at hand quotes oats theve at about
283 to 26 couts per bushel, in elevators. The
freight rate frum Brandon tv New York is 40
conts peor 100 povnds, and the actual hand-
ling expunses would amount to 8 to 4 conts-
per bushel, allowing nothing for dealers’
profits, commission, ete. Lhis it will be seen
by the following analyses will not permit of
exporting at all :

These New York prices represent export

values at New York, thus we see that to ex-

port oats, the value to farmers in Manitoba
would be under 6 ceunts per bush:l of 82

pounds, New York weight, and to allow the
dealers & profit a further reduction would
have to be made. The oxportation of oats is
therefore oue of the question on the present
basis of low prices abroad.

In Eastern Canada prices are considerably
above export values, and a few cars of Mani-
toba onts have been shipped there, but tho
market is limited and oply a small
portion of the Manitoba surplus can
find a market there. Manitoba should
bave over 12,000,000 bushels of oats
for export this year. Last year we had
a surplus from a total crop of under 12,000,-
G00. This year the crop is estimated at 22,-
555,000 bushels. Last year we had no low
grade wheat, This year we have a consider-
able quantity of low grade wheas, only suit-
abloe for feed, which will. if fed at home,
reduce the home requirements of oats. We
have also almost double the quantity of
barley this year, as compared with last year,
and barley is in about the same position as
oats, as regards exporting.

There is therefore an enormous quantity of
foed grain in this country which would be
simply thrown away to sall on an export
basis. Wedo . ¢ know what profit the rail-
ways have on the prescnt rate to theseaboard.
It would take an enormous cut on =l rail
rates, however, to admit of the export of oats
on a basis to allow even 10 cents per bushel to
the farmers, We could hardly oxpect the
railways to make such a cut. If tho railways,
however, could agres to e sharp out in rates
_to Lake Superior ports it might be possible to
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export our cats and barley at n profit after
tho oponing of navigation by the cheaper
summer water route.

Tf such a plan were assured of, it would bo
advisable to hold the oats and barley in tho
meantime and sell tho low grede wheat.
What is really of more importance at the
moment, is the sale of this fow grade wheat,
as it will be risky handlivg it after tbe
weather becomes warm. If the railway com-
panies could possibly do it, it would be ex-
tremoly advisable to have a speoial all rail
rate made for the balance of the season on
wheat grading under No. 8 hard, either for
export or for Eastorn Canada points. The
average wheat rato from Manitoba points is
47 cents per 100 pounds to Eastern Canada
and 49 conts to the seaboard. If a sharp cut
could bo made on these rates, it seoms likely
that considerable 6f this wheat might be sold
for feed in Eastorn Canada or oxported via
Actlantic ports,

The railway companies are deeply interest-
ed in the welfare of the country and the
prosperity of the farmers. If they can do
anything in this period of exceptionally low
prices to help the farmer out they will be the
gainers by it in the end, The Commarcial,
therefore, makes this appeal, earnestly hop-
ing that it may be found possible to do some-
thing to let out the low grade wheat now,
and to provide for the export of the oats and
barley later on by the water route.

THE SITUATION.

'The situatiwn, whick we described as
alarming a week ago, has cooled down con-
siderably both in domestic and foreign
affairs. To begin at home, the provincial
elections in Manitoba are over, and the result,
as easily foreshadowed, has been a great
swecp for the government. The small list of
opposition members in the last house, suffered
further serious reductions. aud in the new
house there will be practically no opposition.

The only question before the eloctors was
the Manitoba school quesiion, and on this
there was not room for two opinions. Even
though the opposition candidates generally
pledged themselves to uppose federal iuter-
ference in our school affairs, yet it weas of
no avail to them. The people were determin-
ud to show by electing guvernment candidates
that federal interference in this matter would
be regarded as highly objectionabie. Itisa
matter for regret that the opposition will be
so weak in the new house, but under the cir-
cumstances there appeared to be no help for
it but to return tha government candidates.

In federal affairs the crisis is also over for
the present. The bolting cabinet ministers
have returned to tho fold, with the exception
of Sir Chas. Hibbert Tupper, but he remains
out to make room for his father, Sir Charles
Tupper, late Canadian high commissioner, at
London. Sir. Muckenzie Bowell remains at
the head of the government. As thus patch-
ed up, the ministry may -pull through the
session of Parliament, but it is vory doubtful
i tho governmont will be able to pass o mea-
sure looking to interference in the Manitoba
school question.

In forcign affairs, the Far Eastorn question
has not developed any new features, and so
far as the public are aware, tho Easstain

Question romains in statu quo. What may
have transpired in secrot diplumatic circles in
this matter, howover, is doubtful. In the
meantime the Turks gu on reducing tke so-
called Christian population of the country by
wholesalo murder.

Noither have any impurtant new develop-
ments ocourred in the Venezuolan question.
It is roported that the British government
is anxious to rensw direct negotiations with
Venizuela for o settloment of the matter.
Various plaus have been proposed by privato
parties or commerciel or other bodies fura
mode of settling the Jispute, notably the pro-
posal of the New York Chamber of Commerce
to have & joint commission appointed by
Great Britain and the United States to in-
vestigate tho boundary question. The old
idee, of having & permanent court of arbitra-
tion to settle disputes between Great Britain
and the United States has been ** boomed
considerably as a result of this Venezuclan
matter. ' ’

The South African trouble has still remain-
od the principal feature of interest, though
this matter too has heen robbed of its most
exciting features by the more pacific action
of Germany, and the haunding over of Dr.
Jameson and the other prisoners by the Boers,
to the Bitrish authorities. Germany has
professed that she did nct intend any hostility
to Great Britain by her action in this
matter, but all the same a great deal of mis-
trust of Germary remains, and will remain
for some ti.L.e among the British people.

Gorman trade has suffered severely es a
result of the hasty action of tho Emperor and
bis councit in this African trouble. Ger-
many is the principal competitor of the
British industries in the world's markets, any
large quantities of German geods are handled
through British houses. Many orders have
been cancelled, to the detriment of German
houses. Germany would certainly suffer
groat commercial depression as & result of a
war with Great Britain. The latter country
would easily maintain control of the seas and
sweop German commerce thorefrom, thus
striking a blow at German export trade,
which would cripple it for & long period.

The principal feature of speculation now in
this South African matter, is the effect
Ger.nan actiwn will have on the fature foraign
pulicy of Great Britain. Heretofore there
have been two great alliances in Europe—
The Dreibund and the Franco-Russian
alliance, Great Britain has refused to join
the Dreibund, though she is supposel to have
sympathized with it. German action, bow-
ever, would naturally tend to drive her to-
ward the othar alliance. While the effect
will likely be to cause British diplomacy to
seek more friendly relationship with France
and Russia, it is not likely that Great Britain
will form any close alliance with the latter
powers, Hor. refusal to join the.Dreibund
has apparently had a good deal to do with the
anti-British feeling which has been growing
i Germany of late.

Viewed either commercially or politically,
the erratic German emperor has ovidently
made a tremendous blunder. Germany has
gono to almoss humiliating extremes to
ondeavor to win Russian friendship, in order

to isolato France. Tho anti-British policy of

the Gorman omperor and people, however,
may possibly lead .o an 1solation of Germany.
British diplomacy could probably take ltaly
out of the Dreibund and 1nto an alliance
with France and Russia, leaving Germany
and Austria alone in their alliance. An
Italinn salliance with their old onomy—
Austria, secems out of place anyway.

The action of the United States in asking
British protection for their subjects in the

'Transvaal, in view of the strained relations

over the Vonezuelan matter, has caused con-
siderable commont this week.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

IT was reported from Ottawa, as noted in
The Commercial last week, that Senator
Perley would introduco a measure to change
the grading of wheat. It isnot at all likely
that the government wonld consent to any
measure without first learning the opinion
of the trade upon the gquestion. Senator
Perley's proposed measure, 1if correctly out-
lined in the report from Ottawa as published
lagt weok, would certainly not be approved
by either the farmers or dealers, and it is
difficult to see whore it would be any im-
provement on the present grades, but rather
the contrary. We will resorve comment,
however, until we learn what form the pro-
posed bill will actually take.

x ®

Eaypr under British rule has made great
progress in law, order and &ll that pertsins to
good government. In late correspondence of
the London Times reference is made to two
measures which will indicate what British
rule is doing for Egypt. Ono measure pro-
vides for the abrogation ot an old law which
declared judges irremovable, it having been
shown thatit led to much abuse. Another new
weasure provides for the organizing of so-
cieties for the prevention of cruelty to ani-
mals. These may appear triflicg matters in
themselVes, but they indicate how things are

going in Egypt.

Buffalo, and charters for nearly 31,000,000
bushels were made at 2fc. A cargo of 50,-

the proposed tariff bill now before the Sopate
in Washington. If the bill becomes a law,
wool will advance all along the line, and, if
not, there is little prospect of prices Yoing
forced lower; henco dealers have -put u
their prices a trifie and are prepared to holg
thom fora time, Fleoce woolsand Australian
grades havye, shown the most strength and
advance, territory grades ruling compara-
tively very low. Domestic washed floaces are
about 2 to 8¢ highor than a year ago, while
territory grades aro selling almest as cheap
as twelve months since. The advance in
Australian wools compared with a year ago
18 about 6 to 7¢ perscoured pound. Tho noxt

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THE BUSINESS SITUATION.
WINNIPEG, Saturday, Jan. 18, 1846,

It is too early in the season yot to look for
any general activity in wholesale trade. The
condition of goneral wholesale trade is dull,
bur not unusually so for the season. The
wheat trade has reached an interesting point
by thefilling up uf clevatur spaco at our Lake
Superior ports. lLower prices are feared on
this account.  Bank clearings at Winnipog
show a considerable falling off this weok,
compared with recent weeks, but show an in-
crease ovor the corresponding week last year
of a little over 15 per cent. The K. ¢ 1nn
agency report 80 failures in Canu this
week, compared with 61 the corresponding
week last year.

‘Lhe feature of trade in the Uuited States
this week according to Bradstreet's report, is
the advance in ironand steel.  Bessemer pig
and billets aro up from 65 to 75 cents per ton
at Pittsburg and $1.25 at Chicago, with the
outlook for a further advaunce. Iaterests con-
trolling the production of cuko and of Lake
Superior iron ore havedetermined that prices
of those vroducts shall not react to the lovel
of 1894-95. Producers of Bessemer pig and
billets, in the face of the restricted outpat of
furnaces the first of the year, together with
tho improved demand within the week, fin1
themselves able to advance prices. Oiher
advances include those for tobacco, due to
occurzences in Cuba; wheat, based on con-
tinued {rec exports; and pork and lard, on
theo advance in cattle and hogs. Prices of
such staples as wheat flour, sugar, coffee,
coal, luinber, hides and print cloths are prac-
tically unchanged, while those for leather
and shoes, as explained, are lower, as is the
price of cotton, petroleum. Indian corn, oats,
copper and lead, the last two based on com-
potition between producers.

GRAIN AND PRODUCE.

WHEAT — GENERAL SITUATION — There
has been very little change in the wheat
situation this week. and the range of prices
in ieading warkets has been much about the
same s last week. Largo receiptz at spring
wheat points has been a factor in influencing
prices. The strongest {cature is perhaps the
large milling and consumptive demand in
the United States, which reduces stocks not-
withstanding large receipts.  Exports have
nlso wmproved of late. Exports of wheat,
flour iucluded as wheat, from both coasts of
the Unitet States this week amount to 8,202.-
000 bushels, compared with 8,471,900 bushels
last week ; 3 551,000 bushels in the week a
year age; 3 332,000 bus. in tho week two years
ago; and 3 867,000 bushels fvur years ago.
>hipments from all exportivg cousntries last
week were 5.600 00U bushels. Expurt: of wheat
from the United States lest year were 66,500,-
009 bushels and flonr exports were 14,061,000
barre.s, compared with 72.503,48%) bushels of
wheat and 15,740,000 barrels of flour for the
previvus year., Tha Minuncapolis  Market
Record says there a o only san.e 7,500,000
bushels more wheat 1 store in tho northwest-
era states now than there were a year ago,
which in cousideration of the big crop and
hoavy receipts this year, indicates au enor-
mous consumptive dunaud.

WHEAT =LOCAL SITUATION.—The feature
of inwrese this woek is the closing of clevarors
at our Lake Superior p rra (Fort William
aud Poert Arthur) for 3ust. er receipts of
grain. The Canadian Pacific kailway Com-
Fany issued notices vesterday to shippors that
uo moro grain would be received for those
points. The elovators were not completely
filled but there was cnough wheat in transiy
to fisl them. W hav cffeet this situation will
have on prices remawms to bo scen, It is
generally expeeted that it will depress values,

as tho only alternatives now aro to eithor
hold wheat at interior points, orship through
all rail to Eastern points to storo or for ox-
port, Asregards holding wheat at interior
points, the difficulty will be 1n having stor-
ago where it is wauted. There is considerablo
storage spacoe at interior voints, but 1t will
not be equally distributed accordingtorequire-
monts, Now that shipments to lake ports tu
store bave been shut off by the filling up of
thoe elevators, some interior points will no
doubt becomo congested, while at other points
there will be plenty of space. But
space at one interior point will not
help t ings at another interior point
that 1s  full up. There has not been
much accumulation at interior poiuts for
some time. as shippers have been shoving the
wheat forward to occupy space at Fort Wil-
liam while it eould be had, Asiegards the
secoud alternative of shippivg wheat through
all rail, the difficulty i3 prices.

imay possibly be owing to outside invesiments,
as his assets show large real estato inveat-
ments, Ho did not owe anything in Winni-
peg of importance, his liabilitics being largely
in Toronto. A statement from the latter
place says : **Garland's jiabiiitivs amounted
to §200,000, which has been compromised at
sixty ceats on_the dollar. "The priceipal
credttors are : John Macdonald & Co., of
Toronto, $21,000; W. R, Brock & Co , Tor-
ontu, $17.000, MeMaster & Co., Toronto,
$15,999; Nicholas Garland, Torono, brother
of the proprietor, has purchased the $10,000
stock, ‘The real estate assots of the firm
amounting to $160,000 are held in trust doed
by J. K. Macdonald.

Munro & McCullough, merchant tailors,
Winuipeg, have dissolved partnership. B.
J. AcCulluugh continnes the business alone.
Junro has moved to the Uaited States,
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" Dhisago Board of Trade Privgs.

A Yerchant Arrested.

A short time ago Tho Commercial moution-
ed the fsilure of J. S, Douglas, dealer in furs
and boots and shoes, Winnipeg. Creditors
wore not satisfied with the appearance of
things in connection with this failure at the
time it was made, and no correct idez of tho
pusition of the business could be had frum the
bouks, which were kept in a very careless
manner, to say the least.  While investiga-
tions were proceeding by the creditors,
Douglas disappeared. He was located in
New York state, whence be wasinduced to
come to Moatreal on a pretence of conferring
with creditors, who were principally in Mon-
treal. I{e was promptly arrested oun arrival
in Canada, on 2 charge of obtaining guods
under false pretenses. It is alleged that
Douglas secured goods to the value of $1,800
from 2 Montreal firm, through a Winnipeg
bouse, by misrepresenting his financial con-
dition. A second warrant was taken out by
Montreal pariies on the same charge. A
telegram from Montreal yesterday said Doug-
las has been admitted to bail there for $2,500
surety.

Befors leaving Winnipeg it it understood
Douglas tried to compromise for 45 cents on
the dollar. A chattel mortgage for
over $5,000 was found against his stock
after his assignment here, held by a parly in
his employ, and it was the intention of the
creditors to contest this mortgage. Unless
this could be successfully done, the estate
would pay hardly anything. Douglas is said
to be interested in a lot of real estate in the
city, but it is not held in his own name. Ho
is alleged to bave invested geavily iu real
estate snd buildings in Winnipog within a
year or two,

About two years age The Commercial had
occasion to write up some of the business
transactions of this man, and it is wondered
that ho obtained credit so freely.

The Return and Eichmge of Goods.

Retailers everywhere are affected by the
habit that customners have of returning goods
for slight reasons, and very often for no rea-
son at sll. Timo is dovuted and expense ia-
curred in selling tho goods, aud if they are
rotured the timo and expenss thus incurred is
lost. In addition to this goods are often re-
tarned in sach condition that to take them
back meausan actuzal loss because of their de-
creased worth.

In taking back or exchanging goods the
matter is rather ono of policy than privciple,
Eveary merchant reatizea thut he wmaost keop
on tho best possiblo terms with his customers
inorder to rotsin their patronage. There-
foro, the question to be decided when an ar-
ticle is roturncd 13 not whether it is right or
wrong tor tho customer to domand thatit
be taken back. Ivis aquestion of policy. If
the customer’s future trade i3 not worth as
much as tho article roturned tho merchant
can refuse to accept it. Ocherwise, ho
swallows his objectivns and refunds the
mMoncy. .

Somo mexchants whoso business runs into
millions of doliars annuglly are liberal to a

fault in their policy of taking back goods.
Thonmouutof goods thus taken back amounts
every year t0 hundrods of thousands of dotlavs
with some of the leading stores, Tho fact
that such commeorcial giants find it necessary
to uso the utmost cars in their treatmont of
their customors in this respeet impressessmall-
ar merchants evarywhere with the impartance
of this subject, and they should regard it as
one of the factors which go to make up suc-
cess or failure.

Customers often impose on the morchant,
and oxact things which are wrong for him to
grant as a matter of principlo. As a matter
of policy such cases have to bo cousidered
from o liberal standpoint.

A redeoming feature of the situation in re-
gard to the returning of goods is that the
houses which are most liberal w: their policy
1u this matter really profit thereby. Large
quantities of goods may be returned. but
much larger sales are made than would other-
wise be the case. Therefore. the business,
after all refurds are deducted, is larger than
1t would bp under the policy of making no
refunds whatever, or of making tham under
protest, and thus losing the customer’s patron-
age.—Reporter.

The Capadian Lumber Industry.

In a late number of the Enginesring Magza-
zine, the Canadian lumber industry was the
subject of an interesting sketob by J. S.
Robertson, for six years the editor of the Can-
adian Lumberman The writer points out
that the lamber indastry stands next in im-
portance to that of agriculture, the capital
investel amounting to $100,000,000, the
wages paid annually to 880,000,000, and the
value of the output to $110,000,000. There
are besides about 6,000 wood-working esteb-
lishments, giving employment during the
season to some 15,000 men.

Canads's fame as a ‘‘ wooden' country
chiefly rests on its white pine forests, the
great balk of which are within the province
of Onterio, and iu that province the Ottawa
Valloy and the Georgian Bay region are now
the chiof centres of production. = The out o.
white pine and Norway pine lamber in On-
tario amounts to about 700,000,000 foet a
yoar, or taking the figures for the year
ending June, 1693, the cut was 678,525,000
fest.

A return of the Ontaric Government,
brought down in 1893, says:—No cstimato

was made of the quantity of pine timber
standing upon a great stretoh of territory'ly-
ing north of the 48th parallel of latitude and
the northorn limit of Ontario, ant be-
tween 85th west longitude and the easterly
limit of the disputad torritory, containing
89,000 squaro miles or thercabouts, much of
which. it is known. i3 pine-bearing, but other
portions are not, aud as to somo other parts
thera is no information. The vortion of
which an estimate was made was that west of
the Ottawa River and northwest of the limits
sold in 1872, between8C and 85 west longitude
and extending north to the 48ch parallal of
latitude, and that portion botwecn
Ottawa Agenocy and sale of 1881 in
the Nipissing district, in which it
was calculated there was 24,410 square mi'es
of timber. To this ares an average of 1,000,-
000 feet, board measuro was applied, givicg
a total of 24,410,000,000 feet. The timber in
the disputed territory was estimated for the
Dominion Government, when it was believed
that it was the proprietor of all its richness,
at 26,000,0 0,000, and to these totals is added
10.000,000,000 fect which .are now under
license, giving o total of 60,410,000,000 feet.
The bonus and duty value to the provincial
government of this enormous total has beon
estimated at $186,025,000.

It is remarked by Mr. Bobertson that the
reduction in thy lumber tariff has had the
offect of creating & stimulus in the trade in
Canads, whilst at the same time leading to
the transferring of large tracts of timber
Jands to the hands of United States owners.
Prominent among these to-day are J. W,
Howry & Sons, J. T. Hurst, Albert Pack, A,
T. Bliss, General Alger, The Saginsw Salt
and Lumber Co., and others. Some of these
have not only become exporters of the raw
material, but have invested large capital in
the building of saw and planing mills, J.
W. Howry & Sons, who will this season rank
among the largest operators ia Oatario, are
owners of a largs saw mill at Fepelon Falls.
At Midland a sawmill i3 cutting entirely for
an American concern, and along the Arnprior,
Ottawa and Parry Sound Railway, 140 miles
from Ottawa, the St. Anthony Lumber Co,,
owred by E. C, Whitney, of Minneapolis,
and other American lumbermen, has one of
the largest mills in the province,

The article deals quite fully with the forest
products, not alone of Ontario, but also of
Quobec the Maritime  provinces and
New Branswick. Qreat activity pre-
vails with holders of spruce in Quebec,
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia,
through the rapid development of
the pulp wood industry. Pulp making in
Capads has within ten years grown into an
indastry with nearly $3,000,000 of invested
capital snd over 81,000,000 of annual output.
The roforestration of spruce lands can be
overtaken in from ten to fifteen years, which
gives to them = replenishing character, that
13 not general to pine, and, as is remarked,
owners of extensive spruce limits como into
possession of an almost perpetaal source of
incoLe,

With the forests of Ontario becoming
rapidly depleted, Mr, Robertson considers it
is proper to speak of British Columbia to-day
as the timber provinco of Capada, Theforest
area of British Columbia is 285,000 square
miles, or 182,400,000 acres, Its depsity is as
remarkable as its extent, it being on record
that on one acre, there has besn found as
much .as 500,000 -fest. though, of
courss, this is far in execess of the av X

Commercislly tho most valuable of British.

Columbia woods is Douglas fir, and next to
it red cedar, both of which abtound in large
quantities. -
Sswnill boilding owes its development in
British Columbia largely to the past decade,
Thore are about sixty saw mills in the pro-
vince with a deily capacity of over 8,000,000

feot. Tha o1t of the provinco last year was
65,000,000 ivut. A considorablo amount of
Octario capital i3 investe 4 in British Colum-
bia forests and mills, Jne estimate, of a
semi-official character, says that there are
ovor 10,009,000,000 feet of good lumber in
sight in the coast province, and that, with the
present raw mills making an averago output
it would take but ‘een 190 and 2)0 years to
oxhaust the present supply. Another au-
thority estimatw that it would last only sixty
years. J. B. Anderson, provincinlstatistician,
14 authority for thestatoment thas the yearly
extent of lumber Jeases in British Columbia
is 524,573 acres. |

Wealth of Hewfoundliand,

D, W. Prowss, writing to the London Times
on ‘*The Resources of Newfoundland,” re-
marks that '* the great navigator Cook first
mede his mark as a scientific observer in that
island.  Alone among the navel officers of
his day he advocated & liberal colonial policy.
In his letters and reports he dwel s upon the
great industrial resources of Nowfoundland,
and especially mentions the cosl which he
discovered in the exploration of the rivers and
lakes of the west coast. At the time he was
treated &s & visionary and a wild enthusiast,
but after & lapse of nearly a century and a
half, all Cook’s viewsareproved to be correct.
‘The coal for which he was derided is now be-
ing worked, and in a fow weaks some carloads
will bosent over therailstoSt. John's.”” Mr.
Prowss says: *‘Employment will be given
to our laboring population, not only in the
mines, but also in & great pulp factory and
the manufactury of papor from wood. We
haveall the ingrédients for the successiul
proseoution of this” industry —abundanco of
spruce and other wood, cheap labor, and,
finslly, coal. Qar great copper mines of the
northeast coast have been in operztion for
many years, and we raik cighth among the

copper-producing countriesof the world ; but
iron is in still greater abundance than copper;
o deposit at Belle Islo, about twelve miles from
St. John’s, is now beiog worked by a Nova
Scotia syndicate with a yield of nearly 60 per
cont of pure metal of the highest economic
value. Near St. George's Bay thore is a still
largor iron mine, which has beon graphically
d.soribed as a whule mountain of iron; as-
begtos exists in large guantities, both near
the railway line aud at Labrador; borings
for petroloum are being now made, with overy
prospect of o large flow of vil; lead and otber
minerals aro known to oxist in paying quan-
tities—c1l these industries will be vitalized
by the coal discoveries.” Mr. Prowse adds:
*“There i3 appareutly a revulsivn of feeling
in Can~da about the failure of negotiations
for uni. , ond when the Duminiun agrees
agaiu tc grast our islani the reasunable
terms which ¢he demanns, Newf.undland
will come into tho uniun, not as a pauper, but
as,a bride richly ‘d wered with untold wealth
from land to see.”

Rights of a Rﬁtiring Partner.

The London Economist records a mercan-
tile decision which hasan interest for business
men on this side of the Atlantic. A member
of a firm whose partnership was about to ex-
pire, and who had previously stipulated that
the good will should bs thn property of the
remaining partuers, undertook to make a list
of the customers of the firm whilestill a mem-
ber of jt, but for the avowed purpose of enter-
ing into competition with it in the near
future, The lower courts sustained his right
to this information, but the Houss of Lords,
to whom the case was appealed, denied this
right, Lord Herschell said, ** If a person
who has previously been @ partner in a busi-
ness sets up for himself and appeals generally
for custom, he has a perfeot right to doso,
batwhen he specifically and directly appeals to
thoss who were customers of the old firm, he
seoks to take that which constitutes the good
will away from the persons to whom it has
been sold.”

The decision seems to bave been well re-
ceived, on the ground that & retiring partner
ought not to make use of the information to
which he has access for the purposeof damag-
ing the good will he has already surrendered,
and of which such information obviously
forms a part.—New York Evening Post.

COURSE OF AVERASB PRICER OF GENERAL
COMMODITIES IN ENGLAND,

‘f'he New York Journal of Commerce pub-
lishes the chart and 1abular exhibit relating
to the courso_of average prices of leading
commodities in Eugland prepared by Augus-
tys Sauerbeck, and refers to the interesting
comparisons end questions involved as
follows:

In arother column we present a chart
showing the course of prices in Great Britain
from the year 1820 to 1893, inclusive. The
oxhibit is compiled by Mr. A. Sauerbeck, an
ercinent Eoglish statistician, and follows the
method of comparison by ‘*index numbers.”
What that method is, the compiler explains
in a foot note to-his chart. The comparison is
made upon & number of selected articles,
which represent the leading industries and
cover & large proportion (perhaps 80 vercunt )
of the entire value and bulk of marketed
commodities; it being assumec that the
prices of the omitted articles follow those of
the commodities on which the estimates are
besed. .

Some objections have been raised to the
**jndex number -’ method of cstimate, esgeci-
ally on the charge that it does not sufficiently
recognize the relative differences in the bulk
of the articles selected for compariso . Itis
unquestionable, however, that this method
mesets with very general acceptance among
economists and statisticians as the best avail-
able, whilst to better seems to have be. 1s0

far presented ; and it is wortby of note that '

Sauerbeck . fiirms that he has testod tho results
shown on his chart by computations on the
relative bulk of the articles with the result of
confirming his index numbers. To estublish
what nay be called a par standard, a number
of consecutive years are selected whichk are
presumed to represept conditions as much
normal and as little exceptional as possible.
The averagae of this period of normal prices i~
expressedaiy 109; nud all comparisons ot
other years or periods are made with that
supposed norm3al standard. Thero seoms to bo
no good reason for doubting the sufficiency of
this method of computation for all practical
purposes, althongh it may not claim the
exact accuracy of a scientific calculation,
‘I'ue Auctuations of prices in Great Britain
may be taken as closely indicating theoscilla-
tions in the world at’large. A nation whose
prices are unaffected by tariffs and whoso
markets are 1n close contact with every point
of the world's pruduction affurds au ideal
expression of the course of natural values;
and a great national market conducted upon
the basis of uatural prices very largely deter-
mines the drift of prices in countries where it
is'attompted to regulate values by artificial
legislative contrivuuces. ITor this reason tho
wide oscillations exhibited by this chart may

be regarded as reflecting the movement that
has preva‘led in tho commercial world at
Iargo,

In order to facilitate reference to the de-
tails of the chait, we concontrate the dates
and index numburs into the following sum-
mary table, separating the data into five
year periods:

The comparison begics with the decade
1820-29, which, mainly owing to the long
check upon production attending the great
wars of the carly part of the century, and
also to a rigorously exclusive foreign commer-
cial policy, was & period of unusually high
prices; the average for 1820 being represeuted
by the index number 112, and for 1825 by
117, while for the whole ten years theaverage
was 108, After this came a Jecade of steady

commercial recovery, during which the aver-
age of prices foll to 94, or 6 points bolyw what
Saucrbeck regards as anormal average. Dur-
ing the decade of 1840-49 came the sreat froo
trade agitation with the result of throwing
the British markets open to the cheapest sup-
plies the world had to offer, and the extinction
of the artificial inflation of prices consequent
upon protectivo duties. The decade opened
with a range of prices representod by 108 on
the Sauerbeck scale of comparison, and closed
with an average of 74, the fall of 29 points
having been_ mainly caused by the cheapon-
ing tendencics of the new freo trade policy ;
tétée average for this ten years, however, was

Daring the succeeding ten years, 1850-59,
occurred the great commercial and financial
inflation incident to the gold discoveries.
Within that period no less than $555,000,000
of gold was produced in this country alone;
in Australia the contemporaneous product
was somewhat larger, and for the whole
world the output was $1,400,000,000—a ten
years yield never egualed before or since.
The first effect of this sudden and enormous
increase in the metallic circulation was to
stimulate banking operations and, through
that to create o great commercial expansion.
Simultancously arose a great extension of
railroad building, 20,000 miles being built in
this country alone during tbe decade. The
withdrawal of producers from their accust.«n-
ed employments to the mining cecters had
the triple effect of checking the ordimary
home production, of opening new markets in
California and Australia, and of causing a
general rise in wages; the rosult of these
combined causes being a general rise in
prices. That advauce expressed itself im a
bound from 78 in 1852 to 95 in 1838, and in
afarther gradual ascent to 105 in 1857—the
riso betweon 1850 and 1857 being 28 points,
or from 77 t0 105. In 1857 came the culmina-~
tion of this great inflation in universal panic;
and between that year and 1859 average
prices fell from 105 to 9i, but recovered to
94 in 1859. The average of prices for the
whole of this remarkable decade was 92; the
low range for the past three years and the
decline during the two last years having
largely offset: the great rise of the intervening
five years.

The succeeding decade, 1850-69 was a period
of great wars. In Euarope there was a
goneral unsottloment of international rela-
tions and much redistribution of pational
territory, resulting notably in war between
Prussio and Austria end between Itaiy and
Austria. In this country occurred the great-
est militery struggle of the century. The
first effect of war upon commerce is to check
business and counsequently to momentarily
depress prices; the next result is to contract
production by withdrawing producers from

across the border, and their increase is gruw-
ing apace.

ving aside tho element in tho case that
bolongs more properly to an argan of outdoor
sportd, it is within the province of Industrial
Canada to ncte what this groat growth inthe
uso of the bicycle means [rom an indastrial
point of view. The manufacture of 500,000
Vioyoles, the number said to have been in
use in the United States last yoar, ropreseuts
a large volumo of business {or a new indus-
try. In Canada we are interested in the
shape bicyels manufacturing has taken with-
in a twelvo month. Up until that time, and
evor later, with w few exceptions, tho bicy-
cles sold here have beay imported, soms from
Groat Britain, and othors from the United
S:atos, Bit it has become manifest that
there is nothiug to provent the manufacture
of the highost class of bicycles in Canada.
aud with as many, so it has been estimated,
83 12,000 in use in Toronto alone, the future
of this industry is encomraging.

Supplementing the tactories already in
existenca, Cleveland cag1ialists are establish-
ing‘n large factory at West 1 ronto Junction.

ko Messey-Harris Company have trected
a large building, which will be dovoted en-
tiroly to manufacture of wheels, and within
a week of the present writing steps have been
taken by Canadiau capitalists to secure the
use of the Cyclorama building, to be turned
into a bigycle factory.

Not only is there no rezson why the manu-
facture of bicycles 1n Canada should not prove
& prosperous industry, but there are substan-
tial reasons for the encouragement of this
manufacture, instead s with others, whero
the dispcsition has been to lean overmuch on
foreign marufacturers for articles that enter
largely iuto our own consamption. We ara
possessvd of ¢che necessary raw material, and
now that wooden rims are the vogue, Canala
holds a premier position in this respect.

As with other interests thereis ap inter-
dopendent featuro of the manufacture of
bicycles that is sowmetimes lust sight of,
Already the bycicle is having its influence in
turning peopl’s thoughts to the necessity of
good roads, a matter that i3 worthy the cou-
sideration of the citizans of any couutry at
any time. Take Toronto, with the congasted
traflic around about Yonge and King streots
at almost any time of the day, and especialiy
at ncon ant six o'clock. This is going tw

force bicycle trafle to the side streets, and in-

duing this it will mean that the side streets
will need, in many cases, to be kept in better
condition than as present  Nor is the chang-
ed couditions Jikely to come about in this
respoct in auy ways local. country roads are
sure to be impruved, or the bicyclist seeks the
cquntry.

The.lesson worth noting is that in all thess
respoots Canada is in a position to meet with-
in itself the requirements, alike in the direc-
tion of high cluss wheels for the wheelman,
and good roads for him to wheel on.—~[adus-
trial Canada. .

Wheat in the Ncortﬂwast States.

There i3 a good deal of misunderstanding
with regard to the quantity of wheat in the
Northwest States, a3 compared with other
Years, and much misconception of the actual
quantity, It has been reported that the
Northwestern olevator company's line con-
tained more than tbirly million bushels of
wheat, and in some instances that amount
has beon made even thirty-five million
bushels. The facts are, that one yearago, at
this time, the principal elevator line com-
panies in the northwest held in ¢ heir clevators
in the inwerior practically 15,000,000 bushels
of wheat on Janudry 1st, and thesame lines
hold now practically 20,000,000 bushels of
wheat. 'The difference is only 5,000,000
bushels, and to be exact, a little less thau
tbat above the quantity held by those same
elevator line companies one year ago. By
many 1t has been claimed that the quantity
is fully twice that of last year, iustead of
which, it is only twenty-five per coent. above
that of one year ago.

This i3 no estimate or guess, but it isa
statement made upon positive knowledge of
the facts, Whether any effort has been made
to bear the price of spot wheat on account of
what wasclaimed to be tho immense quenti-

Minneapolis has in store some 2,000,000
bushels more than a year and Dalathand

This may not bo a great quantity
considering the wants there are for it, in
view of the short crop in the great middle
wheat belt.—Mianocapolis Market Record.

Available Breaﬁstnﬁs Supply.

According to acab'gram from Broomhali's
Corn Trade News, Liverpool, the quantity of
breadstuffs afloat for Europe on January 1
was 20,700,000 bu, against 27,200,000 bu on
December 1, ¢ nd 88,000,000 bu on January 1,

was 60,100.000 bu, against 2,200,000 bu on
Deramber 1, and 45,500,000 bu on January 1,
1893. Aggregate supplies of flour and wheat
in the United States and Canada, on January
1, as roported to the Daily Trade Bullotin
and Minneapolis Markot Record, equal 181,-
997,000 b 1, against 123,887,000 bu vn Decem-
ber 1, and 149,175,000 bu on January 1, 1895.

Dry Goods in the United Statss,

partments, although agents are more or less
buey delivering spring goods. and jobbers are
opening up their new stocks. Cotton fab-
rics mointain a fair amount of firmness in
the face of o limited demand, owing to the
position of raw cutton. The latter the flrat
of the year showed 47.1 per cent. advance
from the lowest point, while the ndvance in
the price of goods has only been 14.5 per cont.,
leaving a wide margin against the manufact-
urer, which will have to ba cut down by the
g‘oods advencing or raw cotton declining.

he cotton marketed to January ! has been
2,091,166 bales less than for the same time
last year. while the visible stock on hand was
778,602 bales less than on January 1. 1895,
Printed fabrics ave opening well, while ging-
bhams aro steady. Dress woolens are quiet
with agents, and little new busipess is cor-
ingin.”

the field and the factory into tho nrmy or
pavy and to create a large demand for cortain
articles of war consumptisn. Both these
offects of war conduce dircctly to relative
scarcity aud thercfore the onhancemont of
prices. From these causes it comos to pass
that of tho last soven decades—excepting only
that of 1820-29—this one (1840-69) has been
distinguished by a very high range of prices.
The year 1850 showu! an 1mportant recovery
from the depression incident to the panic of
1857 ; and at tho conclusion of our civil war
the averags of com:nercial values had risen
to 105. 'The relief consequent upou peace in
this country, however, served as a material
counteraction of the inflating effects of hostili-
ties in Europe, and after 18bi the average
rango declined to 95 1u 1869 Theaverage of
prices in the whole «f this pre-ominently
military decade was 101 -

The next decade {1870-79) opened with tho
great military struggle between Germavy and
Erance—~an event diréctly conducive to re-
straint of production in the two leading
industrial nations in Continental Eirope.
In 1870 prices had fallen 4 point below Mr,
Sauerbeck’s par; but in 1873 the average had
risen to 111, or 15 points abuve the range of
1870, ‘The culmination of the previous
decade of military devastation, wgether with
our great railroad inflation which created
80,000 miles of road within five years, had
prepared the way for the great explosion of
abnormal conditions which found expression
first in this city in 1873, and then. sympa-
thetically in every commercial and finapeial
center througnout the wwrld. From that
period dates the most rema:table decline in
prices that has occurred withu » *his pre-omin-~
ently commercial century. \\1 hin thesix
years following the '73 paunic, prices declinad
steadity from 111 to 83— a fall of 28 points.

Judging from antecedent experionce, it
might have been expected that such an ex-
treme fall would be followed by an upward
reaction  For a brief peri.d and to a moder-
ate extent this was the case. The decade
1830-89 opened with generally sound condi-
tions Five years of conservatism had pro-
duced large accumulations of wealth in
Earope, and especially in Eaogland and
Germany extraordinary efforts wore made to
foster cummercial expansion in all parts of
the world. In thiscouutry similarinfiucoces
had been at work tw which was suporadded
the resumption of specio payments, with a
conseyueut universal strengthening of puhlic
confidence. Under theso stimuii wo rushed
into apother craze of railway specuiation and
within the four years 1889 to 1833. inclusive,
added 83,000 miles to our system of roads.
During these years prices averaged respective-
iy 88 83, 8t and 82. This over-doing developed
its consequence in the panic of 1831, when
prices fell to 76 ; from which point with some
slight oscillatious they have Jeclined to 68 i-
1652 and 1893.

The most suggestive leature in Sauerbeck's
chart is the almost unbroken descont in
prices for tho last twenty years. The fall is
so persistent, so unusual in extent, and ex-
tends over so long a period, as to unmistak-
ably suggest the operation of causes which
had previously had no effect upon valucs.
Wars were undoubtedly the most active
factors causivg tho vscillations in prices up to
1873, and tho fast twenty years of compara-
tive exemption ‘rom war iuflusnces tany be
suppoced Ly some to account for this steady
decline in values  Buat that conclusion 1s
largely invalided by the fact that, durin
this period the world has beon so burthen
by an increase in armed forces and in naval
and military expsnditures that the armed
peaco has proved almost as effective in arrest-
ing production as actual warfare ‘would have
boen. As, by a historic coincidonce, the be-

ginning of this decline in prices dates from
the period when the Latin Umon countries
ceased to couin silver, 1t will no doubt be
maintained, by the (riends of that metal.
that the downward courss of values is divect-
ly and mainly the effoct of what thoy falsely
designato ' the demonetization of silver.”
The misforune of their reasoning s, howoevor,
that they are unabte to show that, although
the Latin Union nations havo suspended the
coinage of this motal, it is less used for mone-
tary purposes than it was twenty years ago.
Although Eiarope has alm st ceased to cuin
silver, yot its silver circulation has not been
on the whole diminished. whilst the amount
appropriated in this country to mouey pur-
poses his largely exceeded what Earope had
been accustomed to take for coingge. As,
Jharefore, thero has been no decreasv in the
world’s progressive accretions of silver muney
and as nearly the whole stock has the same
home purchasing power as it had before the
so-called ** demonetization,’ this factor is not
to be acconted a3 at all explanatory of this
great decline in prices.

We are unable to find any rational or sufti-
cient explanation of this phenomenon except
in the fuct that the recent inventions in
motive power and in labor-saving macbines
have so cheapened the costs of productivn and
so angmented the productive plant of the
world as to exceed the capacity for cousump-
tion at the former scale of prices. We have
frequently had occasion to cite evidencas of
this disproportion between both productive
capacity and actual production, on the one
hand, and the purchasing ability of con.um-
ers on the other, and therofore need not now
further elucidate tho point, except t suggest
that the extracrdinary f{sll in pricesis buta
natural process of adjustiog the disparity be-
twoen the respective capacities of production
and consumption. The_ relative increase of
production bas called for lower prices, and
tho great fall in prives demonstrates a corres-
ponding excess of supply over demand.

The ?urcgoing data show a very extrordin-
ary decline in prices within the last twenty
years. From an averageof 111 in 1873 there
has been on almost unremf{ttent {all to 68 in
1893, or a descent of 43 points. What has
been the corelative course of wages? Mr.
David A. Wells, in hisnotable work ¢ Recent
Economic Changes,” demonstrates that in
Great Britain the income of the manual
labor classes has gone up from £171,00.000 in
1843 to £350.000,00), or at the rate of 220 per
cont.,while their numbers have increased only
80 per cont. during the interval. Or, to take
2 moro recent experience in the United States,
tho last census shows that tho average anaual
carnings of labor in 71 cities in 183) amount-
ed to $512 per head, while in 1880 the average
in tho same cities was only $389. an increase
in the ten vears of 40 per cept.; and yet,
within the same decade, there was a decline
in prices of 16 par cent.

Rapidly rising wages along with rapidly
falling prices form tho basis of the persistent
demand for higher pay, by which labor is
obstructing industry and thereby throwing
large masses of the lower grades of workmen
out of employment. Reasonable mer must
seo that this sort of pressure may casily be
carried to an extent that will force a reaction
upon its authors. For a long period tbe
pruportion of gain accruing to labor, from the
co-partnership of labor and capital, has been
fast increasing, while that falling to capital
has been diminishing. If that dait ruas too
far, it cau only rc ult ina diminishad omploy-
ment of capital, and with that must comw &
reduced demand for labor, the goneral result
being a check upon the national growth and
wealth.
