Portland, Maine, Feb. 13.—With theeye missing, tried his very best to

long pier deserted except for the num-
erous Grand Trunk and Canadian mili-
tary officials, a few newspaper men
and the Red Cross corps standing at
attention, the big hwospital ship, H.M.
S. Araguaya. with 771 wounded, most-
ly maimed and crippled, Canadian sol-
diers on boaArd arrived at her dock this
afternoon at 3.30 o'clock. Owing to
the report issued this morning that
the ship would not arrive until Friday
morning the official city government
commission was not wholly in attend-
ance, Mayor Clarke having started for
Augusta, the capital, earlier in the day.

The receipt of a wireless despatch
shortly after noon that the ship would
dock during the afternoon caused con-
siderable surprise and no little excite-
ment. Nearly a thousand people were
refused admittance to the* docks, re-
maining outside the gates until dark,
when several hundred Portland young
women, in some unknown manner, se-
cured admittance to the docks, making
things lively and cheerful for those on
board, none of whom were allowed to
land. An exchange of addresses and
candy for souvenirs, particularly
English coins. was very noticeable.

The ,Araguaya was boarded at quar-
antine by Major-General G. C. Jones,
director-general of Canadian medical
service.” Incidents connected with her
appearance and docking mid wild en-
thusiasm and appropriate selections
by the bands are almost beyond de-
scription.

Many Pathetic Scenes.

Of the many pathetic scenes wit-
nessed at every turn on the huge ship,

Demand for Deportation.

' tion to enemy countries is only possible

under such terms and in such num-
bers as the allied powers may permit.
To the extent that deportation can be
availed of, it will be carried on to the
all alien enemies who have
sh?wn hostility or become undesirable
as citizens be gotten rid of. In the
meantime it is intended to take care

Order Made Today.

Special regulations have today been
enacted by the governor-in-council
under the powers conferred by the
war measures act, 1914, and now have
the force of law, whereby, with re-
spect to localities to be designated
by its minister of justice, power is
conferred upon the country and dis-

REGARDING FACTS
WHICH BEGAN WAR

Book Compiied From Secret
Documents is Sanctioned by
British Foreign Office.

LICHNOWSKY HONEST

vBut Bethmann-Hollweg Was

Doing Utmost to Get War
Machinery Going.

London, Feb. 13.—Some of the ac-
cepted stories of the happenings of the
momentous days just prior to the war,
it is understood, are shattered in a
book based on official documents and
personal notes of diplomats and offi-
cials to be issued tomorrow.
The-“book characterizes as a fallacy
the belief that the assassination of
Archduke Francis Ferdinand at Sara-
:'ievo was, a ‘‘stage-managed affair,” but
it is asserted from knowledge gained
from official documents that if the
assassination had not occurred the war
certainly would have been started very
soon.

The famous Potsdam conference of
July b5, 1914, according to the book,
was not what has been generally ac-
cepted. The meeting took place but
it was not a formal conference as has
been declared repeatedly. It is assert-
ed that many persons who were sup-
posed to have been there were not pre-
sent. Emperor Williagm and members
of the German impervial staff were
present, however, and at thig confer-
ence Germany definitely decided for
war. %

The book was written by Professor
Charles W. C. Oman, president of the
Royal Historical Society and a pro-
fessor of history at Oxford University.
A. J. Balfour, the British foreign sec-
retary, and Earl Curzon, government
leader in the house of lords, are un-
dlerstood to have taken uan active in-
terest in  its eompilation. ’

Damning- Revelations.

Ottawa, Feb., 13—Canada's claims
against Germany, including war ex-
penditure to date, now total over
eleven hundred and forfy million dol-
lars, War expenditure alone from the
beginning -of the war to the end of
last month, totaled $1,122,000,000. This
represents accounts which have pass-
ed thru the books of the finance de~
partment.

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EARD TWO VIEWS
ON REPARATION

English and American Opin-
ions Voiced Before Com-
mission of Conference.

Paris, ¥eb. 13.—The peace confer-
ence commission on reparations today
heard the American and English points
of view on the question of repara-
tions. Lord Sumner spoke for Great
Britain. Louis Klotz, the French
minister of finance, presided.

The financial commission of the
conference met under the presidency
of former Premier Salandra, of Italy.
The seretary of the commission was
ordered to amalgamate all lists into
one for presentation to the commis-
sion at its next meeting on Monday.

The peace conference committee on
international labor legislation exam-
ined today the articles dealing with
the procedurs of the proposed inter-
national conference body. In this pro.
cess it reached Articie XVII of the
draft. This announcement was of-
ficially made this afternoon.

The committes, the announcément
stated, has decided to issue a jqurnal
dealing with the problems of inter-
national industry and employment,

It was agreed also to appoint an
international staff, the duties of which
would include distribution ‘of infor-
mation on all subjects r'e_latmg to in-
ternational conditions of industrial life
and employment. _

Ottawa, Feb. 13.—According to the
advices received here by the council
for scientific and industrial research
from the British Columbia advisory
research eommittee, investigation of
the iron ores of the province is now
being conducted with a _view to secur-
ing more -adequate data heanpg upon
the possibilities and developmg iron
and steel industries on, the Pacific
coast. A preliminary report made at
Ottawa indicates that it appears to
be quite possible to establish success-
fully under present .economic conqll-
tions an electric smeiting furnace for
the magnetite iron ores tho on a com-
paratively small scale at first in con-
nection with other electro-chemical
,£industries. :

The total for the ten months ending
Jan, 31, 1918, was $2,215,745,609, while at
the end of last month it amounted to
$1,875,100,978, A decrease of $290177,441
in the value of domestit=merchandise ex-
ported during the ten-month period, as
compared with 1917-1918, is largely re-
sponsible for the smaller figures. Do-
mestic exports during the ten-month
period of 1917-18 amounted to $1,353,811 -
184, and in 1918-19 to $1,063,633,743, The
decline in imports when the two years
are compared so far amounts to $42,494,-
964, the figures being, 1917-18, $823,059 -
701, and 1918-19, $780,564 737.

Agricultural Products,

The statement shows that the greatest
decrease during the ten months has been
in the export of domestic agricultural
products, The comparative figures show
a - decline of $240,739,451 in the total ex-
port -of this class of goods as compared
with 1917-18, The export of domestic
manufactured articles was $80,876,582 less
than during the ten months of the pre-
vious year, the figures being $564,256,545
ina1917-18, and $483,379,963 during the ten
months just ended,

Dutiable goods were imported to the
total value of $438,475,754 during the ten
months of the present fiscal year, as
against $460,976,855 in 1917-18, Free goods
entered the country to :a total value of
$432,088 983 this year, while last vyear
they totaled $362,082,846, Duty collected
amounted to $131,577,765 this year, and
$136,439,474 last year.

PLAN CONFERENCE
ON UNEMPLOYMENT

Considering Meeting Between
Capital and Labor Next
Monday.

Hamilton, I'eb. 13.—That the request
of the Hamilton Ministerie: Association
to act as intermediary is not being
taken seriously is evident from the fact
that it was announced today that plans
were being considered for a confer-
ence of capital and labor in the Royal
Connaught next Monday. 1t is sug-
gested that the manufacturers and the
employes be represented by six from
each group, but no mention is made of
the Ministerial Association.

While the request of the association,
which was put into resdlutions to be
forwarded to the representatives of
the manufacturers, labor and city,
have not yet been dealt with, the
general opinion is that the ministers
pulled a “bone,” tho it is conceded
that they had the very best intentions
at heart when they made the proposal.

’ Many Men Out.

The conference is expected to develop
into a general conference or conven-
tion later on that will permit every
angle of the labor situation to be
brought to light. At the present time
there are a great*many men out of em-
ployment here, but the returned sol-
diers are not the only ones suffering.
In a great many cases it is hard on
unemployed civilians who have been
let out and cannot get work because
the employer is holding open what jobs
he has for the veterans.

Among the worse sufferers here are
skilled mechanics, a large number of
whom were released immediately fpl-
lowing the closing down of munition
plants. This type of workmen cannot
buy a job in Hamilton, and some of
them have been out of work for
months.

Replace With Veterans.

Complaints are also being made that
married men with families are being
let out in order that veterans may be
given their positions. These men are
then thrown on the labor market, and
manufacturers, by taking * this
stand, are not helping the problem of
reconstruction in the slightest. Other
cases have occurred of employers ix-
mediately cutting the wages, knowing
that work is scarce, and taking
chance that their men would remain
on a reduced pay.

These and many other questions will
have to be dealt with at the conference,
from which great things are expected.
The labor men who have been invited
are Controller Halcrow, Controller
Halford, Ald. Chas. Aitchison, Walter
R. Rollo, Harry Bourne and H. W.
West.

SCHOOL ESTIMATES
TOTAL NEAR MILLIGN

Trustees Approve Expenditures
and Wipe Out School
Fees.

Hamilton, Ont,, Feb. 13.—The board
of education at its first regular busi-
ness meeting for the year held this
evening, disposed of some very im-
portant business on record time. The
estimated -expenditures for the year
amounting to $778,850.50 were passed.
A resolution was adopted without a
dissenting voice wiping out the pub-
ic school fees which have for three
years been levied on children of resi-
dents of the city. The motion was
offered by Trustee Dr. Carr, who has
in previous years failed in his efforts
to abolish such fees, and was se-
conded by Trustee Callaghan, for long
an opponent to such action, and who
tonight said he was not reversing his
opinion as taxes were now collectable
on certain industrial lands that had
up to the present been exempt.

Appointed to Confer

On motion of Trustee Dr. Carr, a
committee composed of Trustees Lazier
Allen, Parke, Hobson end Carr, was
appointed to confer with the minister
of education and Dr. Roberts, M.O.H.,
regarding“the closing of schools during
epidemjes and also the advisability of
appointing a medical director of the
schools, or additional nurses or both.

The internal management committee
was asked t6 consider applications
received from R. Brass, as a care-
taker, Miss Mary Aitken/ as a school
nurse, D. C. Miller, as night watch-
man at the technical school, and Misses
Dorothy L. Brannan, Alice M. Wise,
Marion Will and Marjorie Glassco,
as teachers in the public schools.

Make Grounds Public.

The recommendation of the special
committee presented by Trustee Hut-
chison, that the grounds of the col-
legiate institute be available to the
public as a playground during the fall
and winter months, was passed.

CITY GOVERNMENT AS
SOCIAL INSTITUTION

The city government as a social in-
stitution was the subject of an interest-

ing address delivered by Dr. Horace L.
Brittain at a well attended meeting of
Ward 7 Ratepayers’ Association in the
public library, Annette street, West To-
ronto, last night. Dr. Brittain said:
‘“Very few people really understand the
term ‘social welfare.’ There is no line
of separation between social welfare and
politics, ‘and true religion is really a
matter of social welfare.

“I don’t believe that the city govern-
ment should exist at all except for so-
cial welfare. When a community starts
it opens up roads of communication
which is a department of social work.
The telephone and street car services
are social agencies not yet under the
people’s control.

“All things that there are money in
should be under the government.

“If the telephone sérvice was disrupted
a terrible condition would be eaused.
The present condition of the Toronto
street car service is very bad and we
are suffering from this social welfare
work in the hands of private individuals.
when it should be recognized as a so-
cial welfare pgoposition. It is morafly
wrong for men and women, young and
old, to be crowded together in street
cars. A

“Playgrounds for children were at first
a private enterprise, but have since ba-
come part of the ¢ity government, since
the, parks department took over the
supervision, so also the law department
of the city is a department of social wel-
fare and when properly administered
protects all the rights of the citizens,”
said Dr. Brittain, who added that the
time has now come when the board of
education, which is chosen by the same
electors who elect the city council, should
be placed under municipal government.
The moral disfavor which would fall
upon a man who used the schools for
political purposes would be greater than
;xr});n one who used a municipal build-

““As soon as a city begins to get h
a million of a population it Iogs:s latlg
community conscience,” said Dr. Brittain
who stated that 25 or 30 centres of self-
consciousness should be developed where
men and women, boys and girls, can qge-
velop and 'there are no places for such
purposes like the public and separate
schools which should be used seven days
in the week and not as at the present
time for but five hours a day. “We
should know each others problems and
have inter-relations, = Rosedate district
equally with the people of the ward,”
said the speaker, who pointed out .that
the fixed furniture in schools is a bar-
rier tto se:’ing girc’:es. dances, entertain-
ments, and orchestras and nasiums,
which should be held in the pgg;?e's buildg-
ings. The schools should be used to
widen capacity and I am pleading to
widen the use of our schools towards
social government and the centre of pub-
lic spirit should be in the public schools,”
said Dr. Brittain.

School Question.

The school question was afterwaras
discussed and the feeling of the meeting
was that no further school buildings
should be erccted in Ward 7 or other sea-
tions of the city without an auditorium
to seat at least 500 children.

Mrs  Groves, school trustee, said the
gchools in the West Toronto district are
filled to capacity. ‘“We ymust have ad-
ditional school buildings" declared J.
Smith, adding thal we must not aiow
our children to be deprived of educa-
tion, owing to the present high price of
buildirg material. *

TRUCK LOAD LIQUOR
CAMEE FROM TORONTO?

Big Seizure Made in St. Catharines
Followed by Arrest of
Two Local Men.

As a result of the seizure of the
truck load of G. ard W. whiskey, 76
dozen bottle at Homer, Ont., on
Tuesday, two' well dressed yeung men,
H. J. Lavelle, of 220 Montrose ave ue,
Toronto, and Lorne W. Smith, ho
came to Toronto from Niagara-on-
the-Lake a few months ago, were
charged before Magistrate Campbell
at St. Catharines yesterday with hav-
ing liquor in their possession illegally
and of selling without a license.

On Tuesday afternoon the accused
crossed the border at Queensten in a
handsome motor car. They were ac-
companied by three well dressed
women.

We need
many morée houses in Toronto and the
same is true of every city in Ontario.
Some contractors are already busy
putting up houses for sale, but most
people are holding back because they
feel that the prices Tor all building
materials are unduly high. The ord-
inary citizen is saying to himself that
perhaps he had better wait a year
until prices come down,

There is also a project for the
government to build homes for work-
ing men at moderate prices. Unfor-
tufiately the governmentis alsoat the
mercy o° the material men and may
be of land speculators if street car or
other transportation is not provided.
Our street railway here in Toronto,
together with its radial feeders, is
owned by private corporations. Until
these railways are owned and oper-
ated by the public, it will be almost
impossible “to buy cheap land, and
without.cheap land, there can be no
cheap homes for the working men.

professions, but setting a chair apart |
for these sciences as one subject, com-
pelling, say, the esteopathic student
to take an ordinary -medical course
and having him devote a few lectures
a week to the subject that occupies a
full todr-year course in the standard
osteopathic college.

A parallel to this would be to de-
clare that theology is simply a branch
of the arts faculty, and . theological
students would bescompelled to sub-
mit to having thﬁtheological train-
ing confined to a few lectures in an
arts course, instead of spending the
regular course at a theological college.

Hon, Dr. Cody would not tolerate
this for a moment and it is incon-
ceivable that he would permit such an
outrageous violation of the identical
principle as applied to the osteopaths.

Colleges of osteopathy and of chiro-
practic are as separate and as dis-
tinct from ordinary medical colleges
as theological colleges are from an
ordinary university college. These
osteopathic and chiropractic colleges
are well-known in the United States.
Other Canadian provinces recognize
these qualifications, and in due time
Canadian colleges will be instituted.

It may be recognized at once that
Ontario cannot afford to shackle her-
self in this matter. The province
should have standards as high or
higher than the highest in other
jurisdictions, and this cannot be at-
tained by burying the whole subject
in a course in the medical cur-
riculum, It is just as impossible
% do e0o as to Dbury theology
in a course in the arts curriculum.
Osteopathy can no more be treated
as an adjunct of medicine than theo-
logy can be treated an adjunct of
an arts course, Dr, Cody must get
this right or his bill will meet with
shipwreck.

The public have a great deal to say
ebout this matter. They wish %o be
protected. They patronize and desire
to continue to patronize the drugless
healers.. They have a right to expect
that a high standard be 'set for those
who practice in Ontario, That stan-
dard can only be set by experts and
authorities in the profession in ques-
tion. Medical men are not, and in
the nature of the case, cannot be ex-
perts in drugless healing. They travel
a different road. As well ask the
professors in.arts to give dégrees in
theology as to ask the medical men to
establish standards and confer de-
grees ‘in drx}gless healing.

The government should be careful
to make no false step in this im-
portant matter.

FROM JUDGE LANGELIER

Deputy Minister of Justice Told
His Telegram is Unjustifi-
able Libel.

Quebec, Feb, 13.—A debate will be
provoked in the house of commons by
members for Quebec district at the next
session on the Langelier-Newcombe inci-
dent, This statement was rmade to the
Canadian Press today, Judge Langelier
'recelved a message from Mr, Newcombe,
déeputy minister of justice, asking for the
name of the official who handed over to
the judge the writtén instructions regard-
ing the penalties to be imposed on ab-
sentees, The judge today sent the tol-
lowing telegram to Mr, Newcombe ;

“The wwitten instructions I received in
connection with the cases of absentees
were handed to me by A. Whitehead,
chief inspector of the federal police for
Quebec district, who, on that ocecasion,
alse handed me a booklet containing the
orders-in-council on the matter,

Had Good Reasons,

“I had good reasons for. believing that
these instructions emanated from, your
department, for the law regarding con-
stables and magistrates and the applica-
tion of fines was perfectly well expressea
in the booklet,

‘“Further, it is a known fact that the
Military Service Act is entirely under the
control of the department of justice.

“This is, indeed, so true, that the fiat
of the general officer commanding a dis-
trict, who was necessary to institute pro-
ceedings, was suppressed by an order-in-
council dated Jan, 9 last,and that now the
mere fiat of the minister ‘of justice is
necessary to institute such proceedings,

“I acted on the faith of these instruc-
tions, but it is false to say that I im-
posed, in all cases,'nominal fines of §5,

“Your telegram to Mr, Lanctot, deputy
attorney-general of Quebec, is unjust,
baseless and constitutes an unjustifiable
libel against my conduct as a judge,

“I feel that you should have been
courteous enough to ask me' for informa-
tion, instead of basing your judgment on
mere press stories. bz

“Do you think that is a proper way of
treating a man invested with the admin-
istration of justice?

CATHOLIC CHURCH
~ AND EDUCATION

B#shop Fallon, at Massey
l Hall, Defends Irish

Autonomy. .
RIGHTS OF MINORITY

Attributes Fall of Germany to
Wrong Educational
System.

“The Catholic Church and Educa-
tion” was the subject of an address
given by the Right Rev. M. J. Fallon,
Bishop of London, before a large and
representative audience at Massey Hall
last night. The gathering was under

the auspices.of the Christian Brothers,
of whose schools the lecturer expressed
himself as proud to declare himself an
old pupil. Preceding the address a
charming program was given by the

old boys of the schools. His Grace
Archbishop ' M¢Neil - introduced the
speaker and read letters from differ-
ent parts of Ontario exXpressive of re-
gret on the part of the writers at not
being able to be present.
: n entering upon his subject, Bishop
Fa.Won claimed that the commission of
the Catholic Church to teach had been
received thru the Scriptures. We are
told, he said, in the Gospel of St
Matthew that the disciples weht down
to the Sea of Galilee, and there our
Lord said to them, “All power is given
to Me in heaven and on earth. As
My Father sent Me, } send you. Go.
therefore, teach all nations, and behold
I am with you all days, even to the
consummation of the world.” At that
momnent was the union established be-
tyveen the Catholic Church and educa-
tlon., and thus was given to it the un-
deniable right to influence education
down thruout: the ages, said the
speaker,

; Inseparable,

Education and salvation cannot be
separated, declared his lordship. Edu-
cation is the unfolding 'ana strength-
eniug of the whole being. The high-
est in the wqrld have been made so
thru education which does not mean
mer_ely storing' the memory and shar-
pening the wit. It means that no
child shall have a perverted will or a
crooked mind. The heart and the
soul are to be developed as well as
they body. The child must be taught
love, admiration, sacrifice and cour-
age. He must be taught that ' the
highest thing is not to be “ound here,
bup that there is something higher.
It is upon these things that the Catho-
lic church bases its education.

That the only atmosphere for the
education of a Catholic child is a
Catholic atmosphere, had been one of
the earliest declarations of the church.
His lordship then showed how the dif-
ferent councils from-the early part of
the. 9th. century had cared for edu-
patxon until at the council of Trent
in the 16th century , the first “ree
school was given to the world and
for'med the germ of the colleges and
universities that afterwards glorified
Europe. Higher education has béen
the work of the Catholic church Jdown
the centuries. It- regards the wuni
¢ It regards the wuni-
tion. Comparing the profound edu-
cation o the few to the superficial
education of .the many, Bishop Fallon
said that if he had to choose between
them he would choose the former; be-
cause it would plant the seeds of
knowledge and establish universities.

;s *_In lIreland.

Coming to the specific work along edu-
cational lines in various countries, the
speaker began with Ireland, the land
of his ancestors. He declared that in
refer:znce to present issues he did not
punposc to ‘be pussy-footed, but claimed
that the Irish people should have a voice
in saying that they shall have the same
right ag he hims2f has in Canada, the
right to say how they shall live and a
voice in fashioning their own destiny.
Continuing, his loréship stated that
scarcely had the Irish people received
Christianity from St. Patrick thaf™ col-
leges £nd schools sprang up all over the
country. The philoscp:hy of Aristotle, to-
gether with poetry, music and other sub-
jects, were taught that would make the
modern world stand aghast. From Ire-
land 1 er scholars went to Spain, France,
Switzerland, and spread her learning
throughout the eontinent, Ireland also
introduced free education into her schools,
giving, not only tuition, but food and
board. The education of the Catholic
Chureh in the eighth, twelfth avd four-
teenth centuries were such as to make
the spcaker wish that these times were
back.

Comirg to England, the speaker stated
that out of the 22 colleges of Oxford,
there were only fou:r that had not been
founded and endowed under Catholic
auspices, and in Cambridge, out of 17
colleges, 13 were feunded in the same
manner. Their origir still remained in
the nomes as in the College of Ali Souls
ad Corpus Christi.

United States,

The work of the church in founding
colleges in North America, many Yyears
before the founding of Harvard, as in-
stanced -by the College of St, Lima, in
Peru, in 1551, was pointed out, and a
splendid tribute paid to the educationat
system in the TUnited States, where
$35,000,000 is paid by Catholics. in addi-
tion to the support given the state
schools, for the support of Catholic edu-
cational institutions. Washington, the
speaker declared, had the ideal Catholic
university,

Alluding to the time when education
was settled far Canada by the Brifish
| North -America Act, Bishop Fallon said
that the minority then that was kept in
mind was the Protestant minority of Que-
bec. The rights of the minority had been
given them, and rightly, and what they
possessed thén they possess today, Catho-
lics also have the right to look after the
education of their children, and they are
not to lose these rights simply because
they are Catholics,

The fall of Germany was attributed by
the speaker to a wrong educational sys-
tem, which taught that man was suffi-
cient to himself, and that there was no
life beyond the grave, Bishop Fallon con-
cluded by reference to the work of the
schools founded by blessed De La Salle,
the schools that were the first to intro-

reading in the vernacular tongue.

SUSPEND ARMISTICE
IF TERMS UNFULFILLED

Supreme War Council Has De-
cided to Renew It for a Very
Brief Period.

Paris, Feb. 13.—The supreme war
council has decided, says a Havas re-
port, that the armistide with Germany
will be renewed on February 17 for a
very brief period, with the allies re-
serving the right to suspend it at any
time in the eyent of Germany’'s failure
to carry out new clauses or those
whiech have hitherto. not been exe-
cuted. It is said the terms will pro-
vide that the Germans must cease
hostilities against the Poles and main.
tain. their forces within fixed limits.

During the brief period of the re-
neéwed armistice a special commission
will definitely draft the conditions of
an armistice which will last till the
signature of the peace preliminaries.
These conditions, which the supreme
war council is reported to have ap-
proved in a rough forin yesterday,
have in view, it is said, the demobi-
lization of the German ammy and the
disarmament of -the enemy under the
supervision of the allies. These
terms, it is understéod, éwill be com-
municated to Germany sq that the
national pssembly at Weimar  will
have time teo deliberate upen “hem
until the provisiendl armistice ex-
pires.

It is reported that M. Clemenceau
made an impressive speech at yes-
terday’s sitting of the council, show-
ing the necessity .of taking all de-
sirable precautions against Germany.
At the afternoon sitting, President
Wilson is declared to have adopted
the same viewpoint, affirming that
all the allies were agreed on that
point and that - divergencies which
cropped up during previous 'discus-
sions bore wolely on the most suit-
able methods of obtaining the neces-
sary guarantees.

President Wilson, according to the
report, is understood to have deciared
in conversation that a resumption of
hostilities was a grave eventuality to
which heé would agreée’ only on the
most absolutely essential considera-
tions, and not for any secondary mo-
tive. The report states that, in Mr.
Wilson’s opinion, the non-execution
of terms of the armistice by Germany
would be an incident of such a nature
as to justify the resumption of war
and it is said that he would not hesi-
tate in that case to order the Ameri-
can army to take up arms again.

Major-General William Thwaites
has been appointed one of the British
delegates on the committee of eight
named by the supreme war council to
deal with the armistice problems. The
other British member is L.ord Robert
Cecil.

JAPAN WOULD INSTIL |

'Has Not Yet Acceded to Manda-
tory System for the Pacific
Islands.

Paris, Feb. 183,—Japan has not yet
agreed to the plan for making her a
mandatory for the Caroline and Mar-
shall islands, While the other powers
have practically agreed to the manda-
tory prineciple and are willing to ac-
cept direction of the various German
colonies, Japan desires a more com-
plete definition of the plan under which
the two groups of Pacific islands will
be entrusted to her, and a fuller
statement of the kind of international
control and supervision which will be
received by the society of nations.

In discussing this question today
with the correspondent a niember of
the Japanese delegation said the
Japanese have great pride in their
achievements in the Pacific, and feel
that as a reward for their 'military
and naval activity they should be per-
mitted to extend their culture and civi-
lization to the two groups 6f islands,
which are inhabited by undeveloped
peoples.

If the society of nations desires stan-
dardization and unification of develop-
ment of the captured German colonies
which would prevent Japan from giv-
ing a distinctly Japanese character to
the Marshall and Caroline islands, the
plan would not be acceptable to Japan,
as it would hurt the national pride of
her people, the delegate said.

END PHONE CASE
AT PRESENT SITTING

Prof. Beamish, E.xéert Pro-
duced by Toronto, Says No
Hurry for New Rates.

: Ottawa, Feb. 13—The railway board
is determined to dispose of the ap-
plication of the Bell Telephone Com-
pany of Canada, for a . general in-
crease in rates of 20 per cent. at the
present sitting. At the session of the
board held this afternoon it was de-
cided that the taking of evidence
would continue until the end of the
present week, and that if it is com-
pleted argument by counsel will be
commenced on Monday next.
Today’'s sittings were again taken up
with the examination of experts, Shortly
before noon, Mr. Hagenah, the Chicago
expert, employed by the City, of Montreal,
stood aside for Prof, Beamish, an inves-
tigator and economist of note, produced
by Toronto, to combat Mr, Hagenah's
view that the Bell Telephone Company is
entitled to temporary rate increases cap-
able of producing an additional revenue
of ene million dollars, Prof, Beamish put
forth a contrary view, He declared that
there is no emergency in connection with
the financial affairs of the company, and
that it could be safely allowed to paddle
along for another year or so, until an
appraisal of the physical assets of the
company is made, and the rates fixed on
a definite and scientific basis,

Two Viewpoints.
These two divergent viewpoints are
the miain element in the controversy in
the situation which is made more inter-
esting by Mr. Hagenah's view that in
the past the Toronto rates have been
discriminatory as against Montreal, and,
that Toronto should be made responsible
for practically half of the extra million
he thinks is required. It is suggestea
on the part of Ottawa on the other hand,
that Montreal and Toronto, together,
thould be made prodvce the extra mil-
lion if the board accepts the recommen-
dations made by Mr. Hagenah.
At the conclusion of the examination
of Prof. Beamisn, Commissioner McLean
read a telegram from J. E. Walsh, secre-
tary of Toronto section of the Manufae-
turers’ Association, protesting against
any change in tclephone rates until an
appraisal of the physical assets of the
company has beea made.

BUSINESS PROFITS

Fifty-Nine Million Collected
From Sixty-Five Million
Assessment.

Ottawa, Feb. 13.—An official state-
ment from the department’'of finance
Lgives the following information re-
specting the administration of the
business profits war tax act, and ef

the income war tax act of 1917. The
returns from both these measures will
exceed the estimg.te made to parlia-
ment as to the amounts expected to be
realized.

Under the business profits war tax
act, assessments have been made ag-
gregating sixty-five million dollars of
which about fifty-nine million has
been collected. The balance will pro-
bably be received within the next two
months.

The returns to date from the income
war tax act of 1917, which applies only
to incomes in excess of $3000 in the
case of married persons and $2000 in
the case of unmarried persons, show
that .about 30,000 assessments have
been made, of which 19,000 are paid.
The total amount of assessments made
by the department and- approved to
date aggregate $5,500,000. Three and
a half million have been collected. The
difference is represented mainly by
assessments made last month. In con-
nection with the income tax it is to
be pointed out that firms and corpora-
tions subject to the business profits
war tax act are not liable to income
| taxation provided that taxation under
the business profits act is equal or
greater.

The result is that a large portion of
income taxation which would be other-
wise collected is not assessable because
of assessment under the business profits
war tax act. If ~“he business profits war
tax act had not been in effect, the col-
lections under the income war tax act
would have been increased for the pres-
ent year by eight million dollars, The
assesaments still to be made under the
income war tax act for the current year
are estimated at about four million dol-
lars. These figures indicate that tne
annual return frem the ircome tax wouvild
be about eighteea million dollars. Branch
offices for the administration of the in-
come tax have bezn established at thirty
of the chief centres of Canada. Great
aifficulty has be=n experienced in ob-
| taining returns in various parts of the
| country, and recently a conference was
t held i1.

GREAT SPEED BY CIRCUIT

TROTTERS LAST SEASON |,

Considering the 1918 Grand Circuit rac-
ing season sglely from the standpoint of
extreme speed, especially in the trotting
division, the records made far surpass
those of any other year, particularly in
number of fast heats trotted in races,
number of horses making the records
andlthe general speed average for the
total,

The recent season of 1917 was looked
upon as the best in harness turf- annals
for the above points, yet the result of
the season just closed makes a much
better ghowing. Taking the customary
standards of trotting speed at 2.05, a clip
always considered fast enough to out-
class race trotters from regulation purse
and stake events, the year's records are
unsurpassed when compared with any
other past season.

Last year thru the entire grand circuit

in races at 2.05 or faster, the entire
group trotting a total or 32 heats at that
clip. This year 12 trotters have gained
that honor, the 12 heats of 1917 showed
a speed average of a shade slower than
2.03%, the average for the 39 heats this
year is almost 2.03 ‘flat. In point of
number of performers, ‘heats and average
speed, this showing has never been
equalled, ¢onsidering the fact that these
figures pertain exclusively to actual
racing contests and performances against
time not considered.

Last year the topnotch performers
were Early Dreams, with seven heats to
his credit, and Mabel Trask with six;
St, Frisco having five, while this year
LLu Princeton has no less than 14 win-
ning heats to his credit from 2.02 to 2.05,
only one at the slow clip, while St. Frisco
negotiated nine, one equal to his former
mark of 2.013;4, and another in 2.02%, or
against his second fastest of 1917 in 2.03.

‘What was the speed showing of these

two turf sensations can better be judged
by ‘the fact that both Lu Princeton and

St. Frisco showed almost the exact speed
average or just a shade slower than in
2.03% for their respective total heats of
14 and nine; while the latter’'s five-heat
average last year “was about the same
fraction slower than in 2033%. These are
record performances by two race trotters
never before equalled, while the closest
to them was the' showing of Mdble Trask
last year when she .trotted only six
heats from 2.02% to 2.05, with an average
of a shade slower than 2.03%.

A notable comeback in this group is

ss Bertha Dillon, who as a 3-year-old
last year tiotted .three heats with a

al fraction of 11 seconds and turned
the same trick this year at the same
clip, her 1917 and 1918 three heats being
respectively 2.03%, 2.04%, and 2.03% to
2.05, 2.02% and 203%. Last year Lu
Princeton won four heats and The Real
Lady three, there being no other duplica-
tors, while this year, besides Miss Bertha

lion, Ante Guy has trotted three, Chil-

only by the above dozen, but many
others. Tt is needless to say that as a
sire of speed and race horses the stallion
St. Frisco is now the topnotcher of the
light harness horse breeding.

Jules Goux, Famous French Driver,
' Coming Over to Race the Yankees

Indianapolis, Feb. 13.—The late Johnny
Aitken made Jules Goux and the Peugeot
car the winner of the 1913 Indianapolis
speedway’s 500-mile race and gave the
car and driver a ‘national reputation.
Three years later Aitken took another
Peugeot and gave the great Dario Resta
the battle of his career to win the sea-
son’s championship. Aitken beat Resta
/in races won, but a technicality prevent-
ed him getting points for his final drive
and Dario conquered.

Goux is coming to America, and if he
can obtain a car, which, as he says,
“has a fair chance of winning,” he ex-
pects to drive in the 500-mile Liberty
Sweepstakes on the Indianapolis speed-
way, May 31. It is apparent that Jules
has one car.in mind when he. wrote 1o
C. G. Fisher, president of the Indian-
apolis track—the Peugeot that Aitken
drove. Messrs. Fisher, Allison and
Newby of the Indianapolis speedway,
purchased two of the 1914 French Grand
Prix cars, and it ‘was one of these that
Aitken, used. Aijtken's car has been
stored since this country went to war
and no one has touched it since the
“flu’”’ epidemic claimed Johnny. Goux
knows this car and probably desires it
more than anything that could be pro-
duced by an American designer.

Not only is the car his choice, because
he knows and has driven it, but because
of his intimacy with its late driver he
would like nothing better than to win
the $50,000 classic with it. Aitken's
death was a blow to Goux, for he re-

garded John as his best friend in Am-
erica and his adviser in all things.
American racing is different from that
of European countries, both in rules and
customs. When Goux came over in 1913
the National factory had retired, and
Aitken took both Jules and Paul Zu-
carelli under his wing. The next year he
was again counselor to Goux, and the
late Georges Boillot. After the 1914
race Goux invited Aitken to visit him
in Paris. John decided to see what the
other side of the world was like, and
went over in June of that year. :

When France issued its call for mobili-
zation to defend it8 boundaries against
the invading Hun, Alitken, Goux and
Boillot were seated around a table in
a ‘Paris cafe.- Both of the Frenchmen
were reservists. When the call came
they bade Aitken a hasty good-bye and
reported to their barracks, leaving
Johnny. to take their adieus to their
wives. 'This made a great impression
on Aitken, and during the war he kept
in touch with Goux, making plans to
clean up on the speedways when the
war is over.

Being a Frenchman, Goux probably
figures that the wraith of Aitken will
sit beside him if he¢ gets John's car, for
every vard of the 500 miles, and that
the spirit of the great driver, who knew
every foot of the two and one-half mile
brick course, will guide him to wictory.

MOSCOW CONVOKES

Bolshevist Program Declares
Present, Time for Over-
throw of Capitalists.

According to reports received ' ai
Zurich from Moscow, the international
communist congress there has decided
to convoke the first congress of a new
revolutionary internationale. The
communist congress, it is stated, has
drafted a manifesto setting forth a
program based upon the programs ot
the German Spartacan party and the
Russian Communist and Bolshevik
parties.

The document declares the present
the moment for the overthrow of the
world’s capitalistic system, and Euro-
pean culture with it. The task of the
proletariat today, it argues, is to take
over governmental power, which must
be placed in the hands of a dictator-
ship constituted by the class of small
workers, peasants and agricultural
laborers.

This dictatorship, it is declared, must
immediately expropriate capitalism
and suppress private property, trans-
ferring it to the state. The first
measure to that end must be the dis-
armament of the bourgeoisie and its
agents and the arming of the prole-
tariat, which will have to begin an
open armed conflict against the ruling
power—capitalism.

The manifesto adds that in dealing
with social patriots who everywhere
at the most critical moments oppose
the revolution with arms, there is no
alternative than to fight
mercy. .

Peering into the future, what does our
lawn tennis Rip Van Winkle see? He
sees Norman Brookes, holder of the
championship, still probably the greatest
player in the world, but apart from
Brookes he can see ocuty five men who,
if there is a championship meeting at
Wimbledon in July next, would have any
chance of winning the singles. These
are T. M." Mavrogordato, A. E. Beamish,
S. N. Doust and the two Lowes, Gordon
and Arthur.

A. W, Gore, that dogged little terrier
who won championships by one stroke
only—his terrific drive—has retired de-
finitely from important lawn tennis. C.
P. Dixon, the producer of some of the
most beautiful strokes seen in the game,
and H. Roper Barrett, astutest of players,
are also unlikely to visit the scenes of
their triumphs. The veteran M. J. G.
Ritchie, however, is still playing amaz-
ingly well, and may have several years of
lawn tennis before him.

Before the war J. C. Parke was prob-
ably the greatest match-winner in the
kingdom. He was not a really great
player in the ordinary sense, but he c6uld
always be relied upon in a tight corner.
He was great when the occasion was
great, and at these times he could de-
feat a man who was normally his su-
perior. He was never regarded as in the
same class as Brookes or McLoughlin, but
in international matches he defeated both.
Parke's wrist, it i® said, has gone, and if
this is correct it is unlikely that he will
reSume ‘ his. old prominent place in big
lawn tennis.

Future Possibilities.

At a time when the standard is low,
Mavrogordato is sufficiently above the
ordinary to come into the limelight. His
footwork is excellent, but otherwise he is
obvious, and would be a cheap champion.
Arthu: Lowe, on his day, is very nearly
the best player in England, but he is very
erratic. His brother Gordon is never bad,
but equally never very great. Gordon
Lowe can win matches, but he is any-
thing but thrilling.

ENGLISHMAN ONCE
CHEERED KAISER

Four Years in German Intern-
ment Camp for En-
thusiast.

Few Englishmen surely can claim
to have cheered the kaiser in the
streets of - Berlin on the eve of war.

Yet J. R. Halpin, a London cyclist,
can certainly claim to have done so.
But he soon discovered his mistake,
and during four weary Yyears in
internmeéfit camp and prison cursed
the war load so heartily as to efface

all traces of his . previous “little
lapse.”

Halpin, who ha,_@/f'ﬁst been repatri-
ated, said that e left Tottenham
Court road .on June 1, 1914, on a cy-
cling stunt,” a tour from London to
Moscow and back, for a famous firm
of cycle manufacturers. <Crossing the
Channel to Boulogne, he teook the
Calais-Dunkirk ' road and, passing
thru Bruges, Ghent and Alost, he
reached the German frontjer.

Held as Spy.

In Belgium there was at least no
outward sign of the great conflagra-
tion which was to light up Europe
from end to end, and-it was not until
he reached Wittén and Bielefeld in
the third week of July that he heard
any rumor of war. KEven then only
war with Russia was hinted at, and
Halpin, thinking that would not con-
cern him, proceeded serenely on his
way.

At Krupps’, at Essen, however, -he
was very coldly received, and was
actually detained as a spy for some
hours. But this did not trouble him
greatly, and he continued his travels
to Berlin, which he reached without
further serious adventure on July 29.

A vast roar went up from
the excited peoprle, and I roared with
the rest, without knowing what 1 was
roaring for.”

“I know of no way in which money

Inserted Into Almost Every
Discussion During the Arm-

istice Negotiations.

(Special to Toronto World and N.Y.
Tribune; Copyright.)

Weimar, Feb., 13.—Dr. Erzberger
submitted today to a long interview
covering almost the whole ground
of the armistice negotiations. From
what he told me about the armistice
negotiations it is not difficult to trace
the main outlines of his strategic
plan. Indeed, he scarcely attempts to
conceal it, so sure is he of himself.
He evidently considers that he holds
the trump cards and will play them
with consummate skill for all they
are worth, and possibly for a good
deal more.

First, the entente governments are
supposed to be afraid of Bolshevism.

This he manifestly regards as Ger-
many’s greatest asset. It is obviously
to his interest and that of Germany
that’ he make the menace of Bol-
shevism loom as large as possible to
the rich world. With obvious satis-
facticn he pointed out to me the sue-
cess he thinks he has already attained
in this direction.
.During the first armistice negotia-
tions, he said, the entente refused to
believe in the reality of the Bolshe-
vism menacq altogether, During the
second negotiations in December, they
admitted that it represented a real
danger, at least in and to Germany.
Finally, in the last negotiations. they
could no longer deny that Bolshevism
had become a real menace to the en-
tente itself.

What Germany Can Offer.

To my questicn, “What has
many to offer the entente for im-
mediate armistice and peace terms,
and early raising of the blockade?”

Dr. Ezberger explained:

“We offer the great equivalent that
the world shall not be everflooded with
Bolshevism, on the other hand, if the
blockade continues,  we can answer
for nothing.”

This then is Erzberger’s trump card.
His second is the Wilson <ourteen
points, These are regarded as Ger-
many’s charter. Their authority, he
inserted into almost every discussion
during the armistice negoiations.
Plainly, Erzberger is satisfied that his
own interpretation of President Wil-
son’s program affords him an easy
means of effectively pressing Ger-
many’s case at all points. He put
his case thus:

“The main principles of the com-
ing of peace already have been de-
finitely settldd and agreed upon by
the acceptance as the basis of the
armistice of Wilson"s fourteen points
by both .German and the entente. Be-
yond these: fourteen points Germany,
under no circumstances will go. Thus,
for instance, there can ke no aues-
tion of the entente claiming indema!
nities for the damage to state pro-
perties in Belgium or France, or for
the ships sunk, as this would be at
variance with the settlement of the
question of war indemnity as definitely
agreed upon in the notes exchanged
November 5.

Unacceptable to Germany.

“Similarly the colonial settlement
as suggested recently in the Paris con.-
ference, is absolutely unacceptable to
Germany because it cannot be recon.
eiled with Mr. Wilson™s program
which assigns to Germany an equal
share in 'deciding the fate of these
colonies.

“On these grounds, Germany ob-
jects to the plan to place the German
colonies under the control of the
league of nations.” |

In this connection, Dr. - Erzberger
referred to another issue raised dur-
ing the armistice negotiations, namely,
the proposal to place Germany to
some extent under the financia] con-
trol of the entente thru the medium
of allied food supplies for Germany.
Here his argument may be described
as an ingenious combination of two
of Germany's trump cards. In the first
place, he said that such financial
control would violate the Wilson prin-
ciple of se!f-determination, and conse-
quently was unacceptable. In the sec-
ond place, the entente thereby would
adopt a proceeding never before re-
sorted to by any government except-
ing that of the Bolshevists in Russia.

This latter argument, Erzberger
added with satisfaction. had had its
effect when Marshal Foch dropped
the matter.

“I am giving Foch in precise fig-
ures the strength of our volunteer
army at regular intervals,” he said.
“It is so small that it is not worth
talking about. What the entente now
fears is not German militarism, but
Bolshevism.”

Viadivostok, Feb. i3.—Reports pub-
lished in America of alleged hardships
endured by the allied :troops in Siberia
this winter, are absolutely untrue, ac-
cording to a thoro investigation
ducted by the Canadian Press, Lim-
ited.

“It is the duty of all who desire the
trade union movement to be strength-
ened to see that a union’s action be
governed in regular accordance with
its constitution and rules. If the
movement is to progress dand prosper,
it is essential .that  strict discipiine
within the membership be maintained,
and where necessary, the  machinery
of responisilbe government must  be
assisted by the executives that their
decisions be carried out implicitly.”

Greece is Authorized to Send
Additional Troops Into Thrace

Paris, Feb. 13.—Greece has been
authorized by the peace conference to
send additional troops into Thrace, the
Smyrna district and adjacent territory
along the coast. It is understood thar
these troops and those which Italy is
about to send to Asia Minor districts
of Adalia and Xonieh, will be con-
sidered as allied troops, subject to
withdrawal by. the conference.

On July 29, 1914, Prince Lichnowsky
wrote privately as follows to Sir Ed-
ward Grey: :

“1 begin to hope that it once more
has been .possible owing to Anglo-
German collaboration to save the peace
of Europe.” 0

On July 30 Sir W, E. Goschen, Bri-
tish ambassador in Berlin, wrote to
Sir Edward Grey saying:

“The changellor told me last night
that he was pressing the button with
a view to forming a wmoderating in-
fluence on Vienna.”

German War Machine Geared Up.

Information econtained in the Dbook
shows that the oposite was taking
place, and that Chancellor von
Bethmann-Hollweg was doing every-
thing possible to get the German war
machine going.

The book refers to a journalistic
mystery never: cleared . up—the publi-
cation by The Westminster Gazette
on Aug. 1, 1914, of g dsspatch dated
in Berlin giving ;the text of a pur-
ported telegram %ddres%d on July
30 by Von Béthmann-Hellweg to the
German ambasgsador ,in .Vienna, say-
ing¥ “Wg must pefuse to be drawn
into a world conflagration thru Aus-
tria-Hungary .not respecting our ad-
vice.”

Prof. Oman %ays - that the news:
paper never revealed the source of
the despatch and it was never in-
cluded in the German white book or
in any official publication, yet the
document was dragged out two and
one-half years later by Chancellor
Michaelis and cited as proof that
Germany was holding back until
Russia mobilized, which mobilization
Germany gives as the cause of the
war,

Czar Was Ignorant.

The beok goes into detail of the
fateful night during which the order
of Emperor Nicholas countermand-
ing the Russian demobilization was
ignored by the Russian war m'niser
and the chief of the Russian staff. It
is shown that the emperor was not in-
possession of information in the
bends of his war minister and chief
of staff. The. evidence establishes
that the Russian mobilization was
lcaused by war threats made by Count
Pourtales, the German ambassador in
that the Russian minis-
ters knew wall about it and- went ahead
with their plans, and when the war
came Emperor Nicholas realized that
they were right and he was wrong.

Regarding the =so-called Russian
mobilizing, Sir George  Buchanan. the
British ambassador in Petrograd, in
a secret- document, says: .

“The military authorities without
the knowledge of *‘he czar did make
secret preparations for a general
mobilization, tho, on being ques-
tioned by the emperor, General
Soukhomlinoff, the Russian minister
iOf war, denied this.”

! Germany Bent on War.

‘-‘ It is shown, however, that this did
| not alter tHe general situation. It is
| also shown that when the Russian
! military chiefs ignored the midnight
| waverings of the emperor and his
order to suspend the mobilization, they
were justified, because a. few hours
later it became clear that Germany
was bent on war.

It is shown that Baron von Schoen,
the German ambassador to France, had
in his possession a demand which
would make it impossible for France
to remain neutral—a demand for the
surrender of the fortresses of Toul
and Verdun. It is stated that Baron
von Schoen actually had a German
official demand to this effect in his
pocket on gne visit to the French
foreign office.

One chapter of thé book is devoted
to an illustration of former Emperor
William’s personal treachery and his
elastic memory, enabling him conveni-
ently to forget unpleasant things.
Other chapters point out the German
clumsy attempt to lay the blame for
the war on France.

The British foreign office sanctions
the publication of the book at this
time, hoping to clear up some obscure
points and aiming to influence public
opinion favorably during .the peace
conference.

Hollinger, Davidson and Mc-
Intyre Also Show Strength
—Adanac Leads Silvers.

Gold stocks firmed up noticeably yes-
terday following the display of irregu-
larity on the two preceding days, and,
under the lead of Dome Extension, a

number of substantial gains were made.

The confient prediction that the Ada-
nac Silver Mines will take an assured
place among the Cobalt producers this
year was made 1n a report by Managing
Director M. R. Cartwright, presented at
the annual meeting of shareholders ‘held
in the Excelsior Life Buliding yesterday.

“Since the first of the year, at a point

‘| four hundred feet south of the above

mentioned raise, we have opened up a
high-grade shoot of ore for a distance
of approximately seventy-five feet, and
having a width. of some four to ten
inches - wide. Stoping operations have
been started  here -and the  first eight
feet of the raise disclosed greatly -im-
proved conditions. A shipment of some-
thing over sixty tons of this rock was
made to the Timiskaming mill for test
purposes, Erom this-there was recovered
1,858 pounds of high-grade, which is now
in process of being sampled.: The mill
feed remaining assayed twenty ounces to
the ton. This was an experimental ship-
ment made for the purpose of determin-
ing the cost at which the Timiskaming
people would treat our rock and  the
percentage of recovery -that would be
made. Determination of these questions
will shortly be arrived at. 5 3

“The total work accomplished last
year, with one machine in operation, was
one thousand -and sixty-eight feet of
cross-cutting and drifting. At an actual

“While sufficient 'work has not yet
been done ¢a.our two known ore bodies
to enable u8 to estimate the probable ore
that they will produce, they are most
encouraging in their aspect and we can
look forward with every confidence that
this year will place the Adanac in the
producing  class of mines.

. Not Timiskaming Vein.

In answer to queries by shareholders.
it was stated by President Cartwright
that the shipment of 60 tons would prob-
ably average about 48 ounces of silver
to the ton, about what the Timiskaming
Mine averaged. The 1858 pounds of high-
grade would run about 1500 ounces, and
the rest of the shipment about 20 ounces.
The vein was rnot a continuation of the
Timiskaming vein, as there was a ridge
of diabase between the two properties.
