ers. It was even more insignificant than
the wrecking of a train on the Pletersburg
fine. The largest Boer force which has
peen ralding or skirmishing during recent
weeks does not exceed 400 men. The
captures of stock and supplies gre con-
stantly reported by Gen. Kitchener, and
the Boers are ‘surrendering by scores or
hundreds every week. It is evident that
the Boer guerilla warfare becomes monutn
by month less vexatious, and that Gen.
Kitchener Is gradually wearing down by
processes of attrition the Dutch resources
for resistance, marvelously efficient as
these have proved.

60,000,000 OF MANITOBA WHEAT
IS PREMIER ROBLIN’S ESTIMATE

Thinks Also That 20,000 Men'Will Be Required to Harvest the

Crop—Expects Province to Get $111,000 Revenue

From Schook Lands. -

Winnipeg, July 7.—Ina political address
Premier Roblin said, with regard to th¢
crop, that he had been in the provinee sirce
/1877, and had never seen or heard of such
" glowing prospects as at present. As Min-
‘“ister of Agriculture, he was sure that the
yleld wonld be nearer thirty’ bushels per
acre thas twenty-five, which would mean
60,000,000 bushels raised in the province.
With regard to the edditional labor re-
quired to handle the crop, he had formerly
estimated it would require 15,000 men, but
now he thought it would be quite 20,000
that would be required, and that would
only mean one extra man to each two
farmers. o
The Premler gave the detalls of the Do-
minion school land question, by which the
local government claimed $111,000 from the
Parliament at Ottawa. They had recelved
a notice that the ‘claim would not be al-
lowed, but that the Manitoba government
could appeal to the %‘n’;qourt of
Canada, and he took ﬁxﬁhﬂcyﬁmmmy
of saying that it was the settled policy
of the government to take the iatter to
that court, and he had no doupt that the
province would secure the addition of the
$111,000 to the revenue of Manitoba.

The rest of the Premier’s speech was

taken up with an explanation of the mat-
ters connected with the raillway deal.

C.P.R. WEEKLY REPORT.

The C.P.R. issued its weekly crop re-
ports yesterday and these are unanimous
that prospects could not ‘be better. To
give the detailed report as usual would
simply be to print a repetition of super-
latives, as only eight out of over 120 |
reports recpivefl refer fo any damage
from locusts, ~hail or other causes, and
even these are unanimous in declaring the
prospects most favorable.

On the Edmonton branch the' weather:is
reported ‘‘too wet,” but there Is no com-
plaint from any other point in Manitoba
or the Northwest Territories in this re-
spect. Private advices to the C.P.R. also |
estimate that the commencement of the
harvest will be ahout Aug. 10. A promin-
ent C.P.R. official predicted to-day that
the yleld in Manitoba would average 25
bushels to the acre.

“In.the sixtedn years of my experience
in this country, I have never seen the
wheat crop looking so well at this time
of year,” was the statement made by
General Superintendent Hanna of the
Canadian Northern to a reporter. yester-
day. Mr. Hanpa las just returned from
a trip over the Morris-Brandon branch,
and everywhere he says the crops arve
looking strong and healthy.

The wheat in many places is headed
out and no damage has been reported
from any cause. With dry weather from
now on te harvest, Manitoba would likely
have a record-breaking ecrop.

Train Robbers Secure a Haul on
the Great Northern Railway-—
Numbers of the Stolen Notes.

Washington, July 7.—It is stated by
treasury officinls that the men who rob-
bed the Great Northern train at ‘Wagner,
Mont., last Monday, K secured $40,000 In'
incomplete National Bank notes,which were
shipped ‘on June 28 to the National Bank
of Montana. There were 800 sheets of
these unsigned notes of four notes to a
sheet: The numbers run from 1200 to 2000
and the treasury numbers from Y 934,349
to Y935,144. The charter number was 5671,

It wias stated at the department that as
soon as notes of this character are ship-
ped to the bank they are regarded by the
law as in circulation and are redeemnable
by the government as well as the bank,
which has on deposit all the treasury
bonds to cover their redemptien. As the
express companies are under bond for
the sife delivery of all shipments of this
character, they alone are responsible, 80
the government and the bank are fully
protected from loss.

FIRST AMERICAN TO WIN DERBY
PIERRE LORILLARD LIES DEAD

An Enthusiastic Sportsman Mil-
lionaire Gathered to His Fa-

thers at the Age of 68:

New York, July 7.—Plerre Lorillard died
at 2.10 o’clock this afternoon.

Plerré Lorillard was the eldest son of
Peter Lorlllard, architect of the fortune,
which made the family name famous. He

inherited much of the business ability of
his father, and marked success attended
the commercial enterprises which ne
planned and executed. At, the death of
his father he received about $1,000,000
and an interest jointly .with his brothers
and sisters in the great ‘tobaceo house,
of which his father had been the head.
He at once purchased from his brothers
a control of the house and by shrewd
management greatly increased his fortune.
He bunilt a handsome residence at Pifth-
avenue and G6th-street and entertained In
princely manmner. In 1874 he became In-
terested in the turf. His first great horse
was Parole, and with Iroquois in 1881 he
was the first American to win the classic
English Derby. He was also an enthusias-
tie yachtsman and once raced his Vesta
across the Atlantic. He founded and con-
troliad at ‘the time of his death the
fashlonable resort at Tuxedo. He was
nearly 68 years old. He is survived by his
wife, son, Plerre Lorillard, jr., and daught-
ers, Mrs. William Kent and Mrs, T. Suff-
ern Taylor.

BRITSH NAVY 13- INTAG

Scare of the Week Over Mediterran-
ean Fleet Was a Tempest
in Teapot.

ADMIRALTY'S PROGRESSIVE POLICY.

Shown in the New Equipment That
Been Promised—Naval Force
is True Significance.

New York, July 6.—(Special.)—The Post's
London letter states: The more this
week's naval scare Is examined, the less
worthy of serious attention it appears.
The official statements In the Houses of
Lords and Commons proved the absurdity
of most of the charges of inefficlency
brought against the Mediterranean Squad-
ron. They prove, also, that the long-made
plans of the Admiralty meet all- the ne-
cessities, and, indeed, all the possibilities
of the case,

What the alarmists are never able to
realize is that the British fleet Is' an In-
strument of peace, not of rampageous

and incessant war, but so planned that
an effective scheme of defence springs
into life at the moment the Lords of the
Admiralty telegraph the one word, ‘'‘Mo-
bilize” to every naval port.

The Kaiser's historie telegram to Mr.
Kruger and the Fashoda crisis proved
this readiness of the fleet for alle emer-
gencies, and the Admiralty program, long
in preparation, and announced last night,
shows no falling away from the past
record. The four nmew battleships will be
the -largest and most formidable ships
afloat, unexampled as engines of offence
and defence, if one excepts the new super-
posed turret vessels of the American
navy, which, owing to the muech-disputed
mode of mounting their weapons, hardly
count among British naval authorities.

They will be ahle to bring to bear on
an enemy when glving chase two of each
of their heavier weapons and two of their
i six-Inch guns. This means that the first
forward discharge at the foé will send at
his vital paris, with tremendous force,
two 12-inch shells of 850 pounds each, two
projectiles of 380 pounds each and two of
100 pounds or nearly a ten and a quarter
of metal. The ships will also have simi-
lar aft fire.

Canadian Ministers Not Convinced That Time Has Come to
Make the Move—Can Be Worked Out Deliberateiy, but Not .
Prematurely—Interest of Colonies Overlooked.

The Canadian Ministers are irpressed
with the fact that Sir Wilfrid Laurler on
two ‘occasions has taken the initiative in
proposing practical measures in the direc-
tion of Imperial Federation on beth -the
legislative and the business side, and that
his suggestion has been met in a half-
hearted way. - :

Colomnies Overlooked.

Apart from Mr. Chamberlain, no memb-
er of the Ministry seems to know what
card to play. Sir Michael Hicks-Beach
has financed the war without referenze
to the Dbusiness and industrial imterests
of the colonies, -and Mr. Bredrick has lost
sight of Canada, Australia and New Zea-
land in attempting to reorganize the army
in a skeleton scheme of six corps on

paper, without flesh and blood reeruits in

barracks. Lord Sclborne has been equally
negligent In propesing a method for
strengthening the fleet without regard for
the praetical requirements of imperial de-
fence. His eyes are fixed upon the Medi-
terranean, as tho there were not an empire
outgide of Europe; and in new ships he
18 copying the Japanese Mikaha, now in
process of bullding at Barrow, and intro-
ducing some American modifications.
Compliment to Colonies.

Three battleships of entirely new type
will be named the King Edward, the Do-
minion and the Commonwealth, which is
a timely compliment to the colonles; but
it 18 not clear from the generalizations
of Lord Selborne and Mr. Arnold Forstr,
whether the ficet as a whole will be ade-
gnately equipped for the .defence of the
empire, and the navy kept up to its full
ttrength. The type and armament of
these experimental ships will excite much
controversy, but there is general approval
among experts of the plans for the con-
struction of ten new docks.

Where is the New Man?

There has been no sign in the recemt
proceedings of Parliament. that any new
man ‘I8 coming to the front as the repre-
sentative of the Greater Britain over
which sovereignty ‘- will be declared by
‘royal title. Lord Cranborne is reported
to be greatly interested in the problem
of Imperial Federation and to be constant-
ly harping upon it; but he has not yet
convinced the House of Commons that
he has marked talent for public affairs.

BRITISH NAVY  UNPREPARE

Sufi’s Correspondent Fhinks Any Sign
of .International Friction Would
Create a Panic,

SOME OPPOSE SUBMARINE BOA1S.

Accomplishments in Ajaeccio Hare-
bor By French Vessel Consider-
ed an Imprudent Fake.

New Yeork, July 7.—The Sun's London
correspondent wires: The Admiralty state-
ment in both Houses of Parliament re-
gurding the naval prograwm has not satis-
fied anybody except certain subservient or-

gans of the government. It would only re-
guire some s:gu ol aternasional friciion te
cregte such a widespread public panic as
Would drive any governmeas irom office.
The truth is the wuritish navy is utterly
coprepared lor a Serious Wwar. Pubue
equanimity is only possible in the fond
Bupe tnat otner navies are equally wunpre-
pared. Inasmuch as this assumption bhas
uo better foundation than guesswork popu-
iar uneasiness 1s ouly natural.

The decision of the Brisish Admiraity,
announced in Parilament early In the ses-
sion, to build a few submariue vesseis by
May of experiment,” was not due to con-
viction as to the merits or usefulness of
Lhe type, but wag a concession to news-
paper cilamor. The work is prodeeding in
pertuncrory fashioa, and it Is opemn to
doubt woether a mingie boat ‘will pe fin-
ished duriag the current financial year.

It has become known in naval quarters
that some of the most respected members
of the Naval Board. protested with remark-
able vehemence against wasting money on
the new-fangled craft, their main argament
being that submarine boats ‘at the most
could only be useful for coast or harbor
defence, tor which purpose torpedoes were
much more effective. Now it is reported
that these dissidents embodied their ob-
Jections in a formal memorandum, in which
it was set forth as the central argument
that naval wars have to be fought on the
high seas; that military forts will never
again: be attacked by warships, and that
if either belligerent should have to send
out an expeditionary force such force
would ‘necessarily be landed, not at
a fortified fort, pbut at some weak
point on the enemy’s coast suddenly re-
sulved upon. 2

Commissioners Think That Some
Were Incendiary and Set by

ONE LAD ALREADY FOUND GUILTY.

Evidenee in Another Case Tends tn
Throw Suspicion en Twe Other

Montreal, July 6.—(Special.)—The fire
commissioners are just now engaged In
ferreting out the causes of recent fires on
the theory that a number of them were
incendiary and were set by young boys.

He was
committed for trial at the September term
of Assizes and will be confihed in the re-
formatory until then.

In the case of the flre, which occurred
at 1264 Ontario-street, on the night of
June 9, the evidence tended to throw sus-

picion on two young boys named Brissette,
aged 16, and kraser, aged 14. hey were
arrested yesterday afternoon on warrants
and appeared before the commissioners
this morning to explain their actions on
the night of the fire.- i

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SUBURBAN TROLLEY QUESTION,
It is to be hoped the committee recently

appointed to consider the suburban rail-

1 way projeet will get to work at once and

complete their business without delay, The
committee should, first of all, get a clear
understanding of the rights of the rail-
ways at the present moment. As far as
we can see there Is nothing to prevent the
suburban lines establishing at once a thru
passenger service, such as exists In Cleve-
land and other United States eities. There
is nothing to prevent the Toronto Rallway
taking charge of the cars of the Metropoli-
tan Rallway when they reach the C.P.R,
crossing, and bringing them on down te
the market or Unlon Station. - It appears
to us to be merely a gquestion as to the
terms under which the service.ls to be
performed. . There scems to be no trouble
in the interchange of cars between the city
and suburban lines in other cities. We fail
to see why there shounld be any in Toronto.
We have four suburban lines in Toronto,
Two of these lines have a continuous rail
connection with the elty system. These
are the Toronto and Scarboro Rallway and
the Toronto Suburbag Rallway. The other
two. suburban lines are separated from the
city system by reason of intervening steam
rallway tracks. There would be no diffi-
culty id crossing the C.P.R. tracks and

system. In regard to the Mimico line
it would probably be necessary to bulld a
bridge to get over the difficulty at the
Grand Trunk crossing on the Lake Shore-
road. But the difficulty, whatever it is,
Is merely a physical one, and can be easily
| overcome. If the Toronto Railway Com-
pany is really favorable to the idea of hav-
ing the suburban cars run to the centre
of the city instead of stopping at the city
limits, it can inaugurate the change almost
immediately. Let it make a start with
the two lines whose ralls are already con-
nected. There is nothing to prevent the
cars starting at Weston or Lambton coming
direct to Yonge and King-street corner.
The Toronto and Scarboro extension to the
Halfway House is to be opened in a few
days. Why doesn’t the Toronto Railway
Company, which owns both lines, give pro-
minence to the event by initiating a thru
service to the centre of the city instead
of compelling passengers to waste from five
to fifteen minutes by the transfer process
et Kingston-road junction? 8o much for
thru passenger traffic. The services of the
commlittee are almost superfluous in this
respect. The innovation rests with the rall-
way compﬁnles and almost exclusively with
the Torontin Railway Company.

What the committee will have to consider
is the qupstion of freight. Nome of the
cﬂnpanlei have the right to move a pound
of ttelghﬁ within the city limits. The con-
trol of this traflic rests exclusively with
the city of Toronto. The Council should
not fail to grasp this fact when it comes
to deal with the question. It can Impose
whatever regulations it pleases, Among
the detaifls to be provided for are the per-
centage to. be charged by the 'clty, the
hours during which frelght trdffic will be
allowed, the streets thru which It will be
moved, the kind of freight to be allowed,
the points at which it may be shipped and
unshipped, etc. It should not be difficult
to arrive at an agreement covering all these
points. One thing especially to be gnarded
against is that the freight traffic does not
interfere with the passenger service. The
business will necessitate the establishment
of a union depot and freight shed. If the
city provides this accommodation within
the new market it will, of course, charge
a rental proportionate to the capital In-
volved. The southern half of the market,
now under construction, would make a
splendid freight depot. 'What with the
trade in milk, butter, eggs, vegetables,
fruit, meat and farm produce generally, we
imagine the business would soon be big
enough to demand the whole of the build-
ing. ‘The carriage of freight by trolley
cars thru the ecity is an innovation. We
cannot at the present time make provision
for the various contingencies that will
arise. We cannot at this date determine
the exact nature or extent of the proposed
service. It is all more or less of the na-
ture of an experiment. It is therefore
very necessary to provide that any agree-
ment that is reached must have a short
time llmit—three or five years at the most.
In any event no rights are to be .given
which will extend beyond the life of the
franchise of .the Toronto Railway Company,
por is any suburban railway to be vested
with rights of any kind within the
limits of the city. All cars, whether
freight or passenger, must come under the
control of the Toronto Railway Company
while they occupy the tracks of the city
system. The committee will obtain valu-
able information by communicating -with
other cities, but it n‘ust not be forgotten
that in one respect at least Toronto enjoys
an advantage over other cities. We have
not parted with the freight franchise te
any company, and we can therefore profit
by the mistakes which have been , made
elsewhere. With the experience ‘of other
citles at our disposal, and with the abso-
lute control of freight traffic still in our
hands, we ought to be able to establish a
model suburban freight system.

THE DEADLY UNBRIDGED RAVINE.
Who would have sai®that a family own-

ing two thousand or more acres of lana
adjacent to the City of "oronto would
have to make an assignment? And yet 1t
has happened. The reason, to our mindg,
is the reason given in these columns last
Friday, viz., that land east and
northeast of the city and the whole
of the east side of York township might
just as well be twenty miles away with-
out high level bridges over the Don ravines
and street car’' accqmmodatfon over at
least three new main roads! The Taylor
family thought all their land was worth
over $500 an acre; the assignee is valulng it
at $50. Had the Don ravines been spanned
Years ago, and had street cars followed to
the east and northeast as they have to
the west and the northwest of the city, the
biggest half of Toronto’s population would
bhave been on the east side! The West
grows, the east goes back. Join East
Bloor-street and Danforth-avenue with a
fill-in and a viaduet, and run a_street car
line along It to East Toronto Village; ex-
tend Gerrard-street to the Kingston-roaa
and bring in some of the country traffic
that way; and run a road from Kosedale
ont into the township in a northeasterly

Proposed Change of Belt Line Route

Editor World : In view of present mis-
erable street car service from Union Sta-
tion and other West Front-street peints
to west end of city, allow me to suggest
for your consideration a change In the
route of belt line.cars. This suggestion
is to lay new tracks on Spadina-avenue
southerly from King-street and east glong
Front-street to ‘connect with present
tracks east of Simcoe-street. The advant-
ages of this charge would be many. Let
me mention a few : ¢

(1) Citizens going to and frem the Island
from west cud would save about 15 minutes
each way, as they could take boat at
Brock-street instead of Yonge-street.

(2) Passengérs and others from Unilon
Station could get to any point in west
end by direct line with one transferg ex-
cept on Dovercourt-road, where two uld
be required. At present they are obliged
to walk to corner Front and Yerk-streets
and then make at least two transfers for
all west end lines, except King and Bath-
urst routes, on which only one Is requir-

d. -

(3) A direct route from both ends of city
to boats at foot of Yonge-street and new
market on Front-street.

(4) Relief at the present eongested corn-
er of King and Yonge-streets.

(5) Car services to a part of the city
at present unsupplied. As there are
numerous lines of cars on King-street, very
little inconvenience would be felt by pas-
sengers for points on this street, as one
transfer would reach all points.

Cireation of Tuxedo,

As part of his inheritance Pierre Loril-
lard came into possession of seyeral thou-
sand acres of rough, hilly and seemingly
untillable land amid the Ramapo Hills.
No one but a genius in divination and &
Napoleon in execution would have even
thought of turning this waste into a gar-
den, But there were very beautiful lakes
on the property, the very wildness of the
woods and hills was fascinating, the cli-
mate exhilarating.

It was in 1884-85, when everyone Sup-
posed that Mr. Lorillard was engrossed in
other enterprises, that he was going over
plans for forming Tuxedo, for establishing a
great game and fishing preserve there, for
building a great elub house, and for selling
off building plots to those who would be-
come members of the organization and sub-
scribe to its laws.

Everyone said the plan was grand, but
not feasible; chimprical—a dream. Mr,
Lorillard' only went on with his plans.
The original outlay in building roads, lay-
ing water and gas pipes, and hauling ma-
terial ever miles of mountainous roads was
tremendous. But there was an iron will
and an elastic pocketbook behind the en-
terprise, Look at the Tuxedo of ‘to-day,
only 15 years pld, and be convinced that
Mr. Lorillard Wwas no more rash in pre-
dicting that a garden would grow from a
desert than he was in sending Iroquels to
England to win the Derby, -

Ruled Like a Csar,

For a while Pierre Lorillard ruled Tux-
edo as the Czar rules Russia. Mr, Lor-
illard wanted only those whom he would
ask to his house at Tusedo, Mr, and
Mrs. James Brown Potter had a cottage at
Tuxedo; Kyrle Bellew was instructing Mrs.
Potter in dramatic art. She, or her hus-
band, invited Bellew to the Tuxedo club
house. When Mr. Lorillard learned of
this he was furious, ~“When Kyrle Bellew
jearned what Lorillard said to Potter,
Bellew, in turn, was furious. There was
gossip of a duel between Lorillard and
Bellew, but it was only frothy gossip.

Plerre Lorillard’s wife was the beautl-
ful Miss Bmily Taylor.  Having married
her, he bought the house at the northeast
corner of Fifth-avenue and Thirty-sixth-
street, and behind it he erected a beautl-
ful ball room.  There were not So many
multi-millionaires in those days; there were
net so many superb ball rooms in private
residences; only the Belmonts, the Astors
and Marshall O. Roberts Id boast of
them. In his house Mr. Lorillard gave 2
geries of the most beautiful balls and din-
ners ever seen in New XYork. . He bought
Ochre Point, at Newport, and bullt what
was then the grandest cottage on the
cliffs, The Breakers, which he afterward
sold to Cornelius Vanderbiit. .

A Connoisseur in Wines,

Mr. Lorillard’s closest friends know that
he is even a better judge of a wine than of
a horse—which is a high compliment to
him. In the last few years he has not
given many dinners. But for many years
he paid a chef $10,000 a year when other
millionalres were -hiring cooks for $50 2
month. To give a dinner costing $1000
was an ordinary event to him. He delight-
ed in stag dinners, to which he invited in-
variably 24 of his friends. The mildest
of these cost $600. He thought nothing
of spending $1500 to $2000 on a luncheon
for a few of his women friénds.

It is an actual faet that when his wire
wa sin soclety and the family was undi-
vided there was more money spent in the
Lorillard home—or homes—than in any in
America. The favorite dishes of the master
of the house was Baltimore terrapin and
canvasback duck. Nothihg but the rarvest
wines were served.

He was a stickler on wines. His sherry
was served at a temperature of 60 degrees;
his dinner claret between ¢5 and 70. He
had a temperature fixed tor all his Fare
wines, and woe to the butler who departed
fx:om the rule.  He Insisted that his cham-
pion of the house was Baltimore tar}'dpm
and it was always served from magnums
of four quarts.

One of the few American Institutions in
which Pierre Lorillard has delighted Is
poker. He has always been ready\to bet
on a good hand, and when he had not a
good hand to bluff. His cool bluffs have
made many a richer man lay down the bet-
tér hand.

A Famous Hand.

About twelve years ago Mr. Lorillard
held a hand against J B, Haggin that was
the talk of the town. “There were five
millionaires in thé game, and Frank Work
dealt the cards. Mr, Haggin opened. a
Jackpot and all dropped out but Mr.
Lorillard. 'When there was $1100 In the
pot Mr. Haggin called. He had a straight
flush in diamonds. Mr. Lorillard, with a
placid smile, displayed a royal flush In
hearts and took the money. His friends
say that he has held more royal flushes in
poker than any living man. ,
Mr. Lorillard’s famous cherry and black
racing colors are famous on the tracks of
two continents, He 18 one of the few re-
maining turfmen of the American Jockey
Club days, when old Jerome Park was at
its zenith. He began racing in 1878, Free
Lance and Saxon being the first members
of his afterward Important stable. He
established Rancocas Farm, comprising
800 acres, at Johmnstown, N.J., at & net
outldy of three-quarters of a million, and
stocked it with the most royally 'breq
thorobred horses of that day. 'The fruits
of the same were the principal stakes or

Attacks on the Church,

Rev. Dr. Chambers gave a forcible ad-
dress from the text: *“Watch ye. staid
fast in the faith; quit you like m:n; be
strong,’” from the 13th verse of the 16th
chapter of St. Paul's kirst Epistie to ~he
Corinthians.’ The partics addressed, said
Dr. Chambers, are all Christian in name;
but there were many questions upon
which they did not all agree. The attacks
on the vhurch in St. Paul's time came from
a degenerated Judaism or an emasculated
Christianity. He was addressing a laige
number who are Christian in name and
who are differéntiated by the title of Pro-
testant, but while in name we are Chris-
tians there are questions of doctrine, ec-
clesiastical and political, on which we do
aot.see alike.  Wihile the chief assaulfs
on us do not come from Judaism, they do
come from a system imitating Judaism in Hs
ceremonials. We do.not say from a de-
generated Judaism, but from an emasculat-
ed Christianity. To those under the spell
of a moribund hierarchy St. Paul wrote
“Be strong.”

All Christians in Name.

Watch ye -against unduly magnifying the
questions which separate ns. We are all
Christians In name, but under that broad
designation we are Anglicans, Preshyteri-
ans, Methodists. These names stand for
more than mere divisions of the Church.
They are synonyms for doctrines and
forms embraced according to our early edu-
cation or Intellectual conviction. We are
not here to denounce these divisions.
Within certain lmits I endorse them, I re-
joice in them. The Roman Catholic Church
sees these divisions, .nagnifies them, holds
them up to scorn and presents the magni-
ficent oneness of Romanism as it encircles
the globe. That Church says that Protest-
antism separates, robs religion of its hur-
mony and beauty and spi'eads everywbhoevre
the blight amd pall of death. We deny
the accusation. The oneness of pro-Catho-
lic or non-Protestant Ohurches is far frow
being complete. As long as the Greek
Church resists thé appeals of the Roman
Church to return to the fold and calls
the Pope a usurper and a Protestant, as
long as the Gailican Church refuses to
give allegiance to the Roman Church Ro-
manism should be modest about its claims
of vunity. There is room for missionary
work among the pro-Catholic Churches.
""he oneness of the Roman Church is not
spontaneous; it is not the outcome of In-
tellectual study. It is more fitly the pro-
duet of coercion and spiritual thraldem.
Protestantism covets no such. oneness; it
covets no sueh unity begotten of restric-
tion, coercion and terror. Such a union
is fokced, unnatural and undesirable.

What Protestantism Stands for.

Protestantism stands for 'liberty of
thought and freedom of conscience. We are
here, members of each communion, holding
different views abonut non-essentials. 'I'his
is allowable, but the danger of harm and
loss comes when in our denominations we
allow ourselves to be carried into bigotry
and unbrotherly rivalry.

The mission of Orangeism is to lift to a
larger brotherhood: Within the order each
denomination finds standing room. On the
platform of Orangeism representatives of
cach church meet, and in the defence of
the open Blble and a Protestant sove:-
cign the best blood of Christendom® will
flow if need be. Such Is the spirit of the
order. It stands for brotherhood, a larger
brotherhood.

In the secord injunection, ‘“Stand fast in
the faith,” we take it that faith stands
for the fundamental truths o¢f the Gospel
by which ‘we are. saved. The apostle's
creed 1s all that is necessary for us to be-
licve to obtain salvation. No other priest
is necessary in life or death than the
Bible.

Special instructions have been given thru
the Secretary of War as to the crown,
there being In use at present some half
dozen crowns of different patterns, some
of them of foreign shape or deviations
from the British. That now to be adopted!

by Queen Victoria personally, and all other
patterns are to be abolished.
