FLETCHER C. SNIDER DEAD.

Woell-known City Lawyer Dies in His
Forty-eighth Year.

The death of Fletcher C. Snider oc-
curred Monday in his forty-eighth
year. He was born in Eglinton, and
was the son of one of the oldest resi-
dents of Toronto, his ancestors being
among the early settlers of what is
now known as North Toronto, He
ireceived his early education at Upper
Canada and Trinity Colleges, and was
a graduate of Toronto University.

Lieut. Courtnay Suicided After
Being Rejected by Flying Corps

Opnadian Associated Press Cable.

London, April 8.-—A verdict of sui-
cide -while of an unsound mind was
rendered at the inquest at Westmiii~
ster today on Lieut. Frederick Court-
nay, aged 26, Engineers, an Ontario
architect, who shot himself. Lieut. W.

"Home “Vegetable Gardening” was
the subject of an illustrated lecture
by Miss Louise Klein Miller of Cleve-
land, Ohio, before the Toronto Hor-
ticultural Society last night in For-
esters’ Hall.

From an extensiye experience, cov-
ering .15  years in Cleveland, Miss
Miller was able to give helpful sug-
gestlons to even the most experienced
of har audience on the best mecthod
of -arousing the interest of the young
in gardening. Apparently no home is
without the possibility of a garden of
«£ome type, and even u flower pot
may hold sufficient soil to enable the
child, under wise guildance, to have
the oy of . growing things and gaining
useful knowledge thereby.

Miss Miller lays the emphasis not
upon the school gardens but upon
home gardens, which are not so liable
to- be neglected during the summer.
The school garden being used as the
laboratory and experimental station,
from which knowledge is gathered for
the improvement of the home garden.
