The car is equipped with an
automatic air-brake system, and also a
hand-brake rigging. The gasolene sup-
ply is carried underneath the car in a
heavy galvanized iron tank of 125 gal
lons capacity, The supply of gasolene
to the engine is fed by a small recipro-
cating pump. The supply is always
greater than that required by the en-
gine, and the excess gravitates back to
the reservoir thru an overflow pipe.

The mechanical and electrical equ'p-
ment of this car occupies 83 per cent,
of the floor space of the car, and ag-
gregates a weight of about five tons.
The car was desfigned for efficient inter-
urban service, and is at present in dafly
operation, making four trips a day be-
tween La Grange and Middleboro, Ind.
The St. Joseph Valley Traction Com-
pany has expressed itself as being very
highly pleased with the equipment. On
the trial run, which was made over
fhe Chicago Terminal Raflroad Com-
pany’s right of way, between Chicago
and Harvey, IlL, a speed of 26 miles
per hour was obtained with ease.

in heavy, massive chests, and it is em-
broidered for them at their order at

the shops which attend to exclusive
work—and the great mass of American
housewives envy admiringly and sigh,
“Jf 1 were rich,” and do not realize
how much, how very much, is within
their reach. The average housekeeper
goes to the other extreme, and in most
houses where economy is practiced, it
will be found that the linen-chest is
sparsely furnished, and that the econ-
omy in laundry work is also apt to be
in that direction,

How many women that never give a
thought to the number of articles they
put in the wash for their own personal
use hesitate about extra tabie linen
and napkins, and here of all places in
| the house economy is most to be re-
gretted. The shopg are full of house-
hold linen to suit all purees, and a lit-
tle extra expenditure in this direction
will pay for itself over and over again,
for linen, like everything else, is bett:r
if it can rest “a bit.” In olden days A
girl’s time before marriage wag spent
in stocking her linen-chest, and bits-of
these precioug supplies some of us cher-
ish to this day, yellow with age and
fragrant with lavender. A very good
modern linen-chest, patterned after the
old-time treasure stores, may be mad«
of heavy wood by awy reliable car-
penter for a small expenge, have it
| stained in weathered oak, and decoratel
| with a heavy studding of brassg nails.
The housewife should embroider her
own linen. The size of letter used is
largely a matter of taste. but I woull
advise the medium-sized letters as be
ing in better taste. Mercerized cotlton
is the best thing to uge for all such

work: The choice of letter designs is

varied, but the “oid_ English letters
wear well, They may' be used singly,
with or without a iramework, or in
monogram form, or yet again interlac
ed. Wreathg of flowers are a common
form of embellishment for a single let-
ter, These sometimes have a bow knot
woven into the design. A very pretty
Grecian design is that of a half squar?
with severe letter inclosure,

Almost all wreaths and large letters
have to be stuffed and worked in the
over and over stitch. Letters for all
this work can be bought at linen stores
which are transferable to the lmen by
merely pressing a hot iron over the back
of the letter. For towels, letters may
be purchased which sew on the towel,
and themselves form all necessary stuf-

. These also wash very well, and
the saving of labor is obvious. The
proper placing of letters varies with the
size of table or bed covering to be em-
broidered, but these suggestions will be
found to be generally practical. For

tablecloths, on each side, opposite the
centre of the cloth, leaviag ample rocm
for the centrepiece; or diagonally mn
from the corner, so that it rests upon
|me near edge of the table; forty or
fifty incheg is the usual distance. For
counterpanes, the monogram is in the
exact centre, Bolster covers, i the cen-
tre on the top for large letters, or just
above the hem, in the middle, for
smaller gnes. Sheetg have the lettering
in the centre, low enough below the
hem to show when the bed is made ang
the sheet turned down; thig must be
regulated by individual custom. Pil-
low cases have their embroidery in the
centre, just above the hem. Napkins
should have it diagonally in one cor-
ner where it will show when the nap-
kin is properly folded, tho sometimes
the letter is placed In the exact centre
of the napkin, and the folding in iron-
ing is arranged to bring the embroidery
in the centre of the final folded square,
For all household embroidery, the .se
of the small hand frame is the most

satisfactory, A wreath with a bow
knot. a single letter within, ig a fa-
vorite design for small doilies.
! In these few suggestions we have
spoken of the usual work to be accom-
plished in a household where embroid-
ery swings in its place with the pendu-
lum of other household duties and
pleasures. Even to keep a fair stock
of linen in the neatest repair is no
small task: but there are many dainty
things for those who have money 10
spend for hired handiwork or for the
ardent specialist of the embroidery
needle. Lunch-cloths planned at Ma-
dame Fashion’s dictation are laid upon
shining tables with much lace inser-
tion and borders of running embroid-
ery. Centrepleceg show minute handi-
work, and open lace work is particular-
ly in favor, with fairy-like designs of
initialg woven in where solid linen findg
a bridge-like foothold. Fine linen is a
fad of those who wear the purple of
wealth, and we may stop just where
we please, But any housewife who
keeps her household linen spotiessiy
white and marked with simple embroid-
ery has reached, after all, the “nicety
of 1eatness and good taste.”
Table covers—two to three inches.
Napkins—One to one and onefourth
inches. One half inch letters for mon-
ogram,
Linen
inch letterg’ enclosed in wreath design.
Sheets—Two to three inches; smaller
if monogram is used.

London Struck by Fairness and
Dignity of the Law.

Heury Clay Evans of Tennessee, who
has just relinquished the post of Ameri-
ecan consul-general in London, at the end
of three years' service, was a recent ar-
tival on the steamer St, Paul, says The
New York Tribune,

“1 was just quitting London when good-
bys were being said to Mr. Choate, the
retiring ambagsador, who has more than
maintained the high standard of the past
in the embassy of the United States at
the court of St. James,”” he. said, “‘Prepar-
ations were alo in progress for the recep-
ton to be given for Mr. Reid by the Pil-
grims’ Society, and, as an evidence of
his popularity and the warmth of welcome
that awaits him, the list of subscribors t)
the affair within 48 hours was of unprece-
dented proportions.” Mr, Evans cortinued:

The most permanent impression that I
brought home with me from the Engiish
metropolis was the prompt aund effective
administration of law under the English
system, and the respect it commands, while
everywhere crime is so reduced to the
minimuem and order pmer\;ed. It brings
into relief the shortcomings of our own
country, where our education and pract'ep
of the law is along the line of techni-
cality.

‘tion is justice, tho technical evasion must

be thrust aside.

The London policeman is not a blustering
fellow, but he goes quietly about his du-
ties, and wken he raises his finger in a
crowded London thorofare the traffic is
controlled, The London “‘bobby™ is only
moderately paid, but even that is net a
plea he could suecessfully urge in his de-
fence if he were found to be helping out
ais income by accepting bribes for blind-
ness to infractions of the law. The man
who is appeinted to a place on the for.e,
after a civil service examination ujoa his as-
sumed fitness, must serve a six moaths’ pro-
bationary period, at 10s a week-as his pay,
and during that time he goes thru a strenu-
ous experience of drill and work, and work
and drill, He then becomes a full mem-
ber of the force, at 25s a week, with a
chance for advancement to the maximum
of 32 shillings. He may have tempt:tions.
to do a little “grafting,” but if he yields,
and it is ever found out, he has ended his
career as a public servant; and, as far as
his chances for reinstatement are conceri-
ed, he might as well pack his trunk for
Australia or jump into the Thames. le ‘s
out, and ostracized,

The judges of English courts are less
nvmerous than in this country, equal popu-
lation of the constituency counsidered, and
they are much better paid—from £300 to
£700 a year. There are fewer of them
because there 'is more prompt adminisira-
tion of law in the punishment of crime,
and, as the treatment of convicted criny nals
is more drastic, there are fewer criminals.

Crime in London, the famed East End,
including the Whitechapel district,  not-
withstanding, is at the minimum. The

number of murders committed in metropoli-
tan London—which, after the fashion of
Greater New York in its eéncompassing
quality, embraces seven million population

was only 21 in the 12 months of 1901.
The number in 1902 was 20, and in 1903
only 17. And an equal number of mur-
derers  was promptly ' convicted and as
promptly hanged. The contrasted cheap-
ness of human life ig notable in the fact
that during the mounths of November and
December of last year there were 18 mur-
ders committed in Seranton, Penn, and it
is my information that thus far no execu-
tions have resulted as a retribution.

The notable characteristics of the Enzlish
court are the spirit of fairness and the
dignity "that dominate the judge on the
bench. Both are the inherent qualities of
a cultured Englishman trained in the law
and hounored in his elevation to 1 judicial
position, Two cases that came under my
notice emphasized from different angles
the fairness that attaches to the admini-
stration of justice in a London court, One

“An interesting letter. written from
India in 1814, has been published by
The Pioneer. It is from the pen of an
ofticer of the East India Company, giv-
ing an account of a tour in which he
took part with Lady Hood, wife of Ad-
miral Sir Samuel Hood, cousin of the
first Lord Hood, and commander-in-
chief on the East Indies station. A
lady who would engage in such adven-
tures as that described below must
have possessed no ordinary courage.
After staying at Delhi until the 17th,
and seeing all the sights the Imperial
city afforded, Lady Hood proposed to
march about fifty miles to the west-
ward into a very desert part of the
country to kill lions which abound
there. We made one day's journey of
this. and arrived at a place called
Rotuck, where we had tents and all ac-
commodation for the party. Our scouts
were sent out in search of the game for
many days without success. At length
we determined to mount on elephants
and set off in quest of them, Lady
Hood and myself upon one elephant
and two gentlemen who were with us
on two others. After beating about
among the bushes for about an hour,
the natives who were in attendance
gave information that they saw a tiger
lying under a bush, and we brought the
elephants down upon him to drive him
out. He made his appearance after a
little persuasion, but being a cowardly
beast he would not attack the ele-
phants, but tried to sneak under other
bushes near and avoid us; We pushed
him so close that wé at last got a clear

He Is Fifty-Five.

Togo Heihachiro, placing the baptismal
fiame second in the Japanese custom, is
now only about 55 years of age. Like most
of his fellow-officers he is a Satsuma, be-
longing to the traditional clan of sighters.
As a laee he was sent to England and plac-
ed on board the merchant training ship
Woercester, moored in the Thames, where
he learned navigation under Captain Smith,
and having jmpressed his teaciers by his
obedience and application, passed on like
other Japanese officers to study at the
Royal Naval College at Greenwich. His
service in the Japanese navy was unevent-
ful until in 1894 he was a captain, and at
the very outbreak of the war witli China
ho attracted the attention of the world by
the promptness with which he sunk the
trarsport Kowshing, a ship sailing under
British colors and eungaged in conveying
troops to Corea, ‘which the Japanese re-
garded as an act of war. It is a curious
coincidence that the captain of the Kow-
shing happened to be a former classmate
of Togo's on board the Worcester and that
the Japanese commander shounld also meet
ten years later in battle another Worces-
ter companion, Admiral Enquist, the Rus-
sian second commander under Admiral Ro-
jestvensky.

The ships were practised at sea
at manoeuvres and the mobilization carried
cut so effectively that when negotiations
were broken off within three days Port Ar-
tbur was attacked and the tlebt there crip-

This initial success in the first week of
the war gave Japan the necessary com-
mand of the sea for the transport of
Kuroki's army to Coret.  Togo proceeded to
establish a new naval base in the Elllort”
Islands in the Bay of Corea, where he
could reserve his battle ships until they
were summoned for battle while using his
torpedo flotilla for night attacks on Port
Arttur harbor. The chief contlicts in which
Togo's ships were subsequently employed
were in the battle of Ajnil 13, when Ad-
miral Makharoff went down with the Petro-
paviovsk, and on Aug. 10, when the Rus-
sian fleet nide a dash for escape, but were
driven back with the exception of the
Tsarevitch and some ether ships, which
were either destroyed or interned in neutral
ports.

BRAIN CLOUD IS LIFTED
MONTHS BECOME YEARS

Boy's Dullness Removed by Massage
Along Spine—He Now Ad-
vances Rapidly.

New York—One of the most remark-
able instances of release from arrested
mental development on which there is
an authentic record came to light Sun-
day, when Jack Harry, 16 years old, a
member of the confirmation class of the
Rev. G. C. Houghton. rector of the
“Little Church Around the Corner,”
was admitted as a regular communi-
cant of the Episcopal Church after

successfully passing the necessary €x-
amination, which a year ago he could
not have grasped or understood. Harry
is the son of Frederick Harry, super-
intendent of the stables of Andrew C.
Zabriskie, and lives in No. 10 East
Twenty-seventh-street, where the boy
was born. ' He was a “healthy babe,
sturdy and of perfect physical develop-
ment, but as he came near his teens
his parents observed a cloud on his
understanding. The thinking part of
his brain appeared to be veiled or cloud-
ed, and by the time he was 15 his
mental processes were those of a child
of 4 or 5. This condition was made
fully apparent to the mother and
father when they sought to have him
confirmed, it being revealed-by a few
questions put by the clergyman.
Could Grasp Nothing.

Dr, Houghton found the boy incap-
able of grasping the meaning of the
simplest interrogatories. His vocabu-
lary was limited to the simplest words
or phrases. He possessed no power of
perception or retention. Whatever the
strange pall was.that dulled the sen-
sory centres of his brain, it did not
appear that the good in him was smotin-
ered, for he was obedient and tract-
able, altho what he showed was the
obedience and tractability of an in-
fant.

The parents said he never had shown
the slightest symptoms of a vicinus
trait, but was consent to play like a
little child. The greatest mental elert-
ness he showed was in his passionate
love for dogs and horses. Dr. Hough-
ton said that Jack could not possibly
qualify for confirmation, and advised
the parents to consult a specialist,and
they went to an osteopath, who, after
an examination, expressed the opinion
that the boy's brain was normal in
weight and conformation, but lacked
nourishment, and that this was due
to a lesion of the spinal' cord.

Jack was 'at once placed under treat=
ment. The upper part of the spihal
column was massaged with the fingers
of the operator at regular intervals
for weeks, and then the boy began, as
it were, to awaken. In a marvelously
short time the brain began to respond,
and then the bay stare left his blue
eyes, and they shone with the light of
intelligence.

Shows Great Progress.

His perceptive faculties, so long dor-
mant, were aroused into activity, and
his receptiveness grew in sSuch an
astonishing degree that in two months
he had acquired and retained as much
as the majority of boys of his :ge
would absorb in two years, so that
when he came back to the church
and was again examined Dr. Houghton
was delighted to find that the mental
cloud had been lifted and the young
communicant was well on his way to
complete mental strength. He now I8
as far advanced as a boy of ten years.

The whole Harry Family is one c¢f
exceptidnal intelligence. The eldest
son, Fred, jr., is now in Columbia Uni-
versity. A younger brother, Willie, is
a protege of Dr. Houghton, and a
member of the choir. The youngest
child, a daughter, has been taken up
by the Zabriskies, and will be educated
by them.

Tt was thru
Eugenie's influence, when she was still a
sovereign, that the French council of state
decreed as valid the marriage of King Jer-
ome Bonaparte to Miss Elizabeth Patterson,
of Baltimore, and proclaimed ag legitimate
the son born to that union. As tracing de.
cent from this marriage, Jerome Napoleon
Bonaparte takes precedence over Princess
Victor and Louis, who are descended from
King Jerome and his second wife.

MIMIC FIRE FIGHTER KILLED.

Trained Acrobat Lost His Hold im
Exciting Fire Scene.

New York—Before a crowd of 120
men and women who were watching thy
“Fire and Flames exhibition in Lun
PPark last night, George McLaune, a fireman
connected with the show, proved the dan-
ger of the work of the fire-fighters when
he fell from the top of one of the blazing
houses to the street, It was a realistie
touch to the exe.ting scene, which the spec-
tators had not expected, and a ery of her-
ror weit up as the figure of the mimic fire-
fighter shot thru the air. McLane landed
on hig head, fracturing his skull. He died
soon i the Emergency Heospital,

McLane's work in the show was to rescue
imperiled women and children from  the
blazing building, against which the efforts
of the firemen are divected. His part in the
producticn. was to reach the top floor of
the house by way of the ladder, swing from
one window ledge to another, aud earry
ount endangered tenants. - His work was ant
exhibition of skill ana agility which would
have done credit to the most expert man
in the fire department.

It was when swingidg from a ledge on
{he top floor of the burning hous» last
night that McLane fell, Flames were issu-
‘ng from every window and exciting wo-
men were erying to be rescued. The audi-
et ee saw Meleane try to lift himself up on
the window ledge in ovder to drag out one
of the women and drop her into the fire
net. He slipped, his body swened to one
side, and he swung clefr of the house, As
his form shoi thru the air, men and women
turned arowsyg in order to avoid tire sight
of McLane s ¥king the pavement. Several
of his fellow-actors tried to grab him as he
fell, but they were too late,

The excitemeut of the mimic scene soon
was forgotten in the general feeling of hor-
ror caused by the aceident. It looked for
several minutes ag if there wounld be a
panie, but the ushers reassured the specta-
tors by telling them the form which had
struck the ground was merely a “dummy™
dropped as part of the performance. To
reassure the audience still further the fire
scene was continued ag if nothing had hap-
pened, MeLane had bed carried back of
the scenes and an ambulance came, e
Parker hurried the patient to the hospital,
where he died.

Just how McLane lost his hold was not
explained, #t was said he was a trainel
acrobat, and had gone thru the exhibition
successfully hundreds of times. Some per-
sons said that he must have become dizzy.

The King has. many fads in :lress,
and one of hif most recent ones is that
of wearing trousers with a double
crease. The legs are ironed flat in such
a manner that there is a crease at the
back as well as at the front.

They hug
the legs more closely and look a great
deal tighter than those that are ironed
with only one crease and that at the
Trunt, .

His majesty is very gay as to his
hose and this is the only note of de-
cided gaiety in his costume.

Many a beggar in
London, many a tramp and many a
poor but worthy young clerk is wear-
ing garments once worn by the Xking,
without knowing it.- The hespitails
say nothing, but when a patient recov-
ers he is dressed in a suit and sent out
Mf too poor to buy a suit of his own.
And thus the King's wardrobe is turn-
ed to charitable, use,

It was supposed that the King gave
his old clothing to. his valets. But this
is not so. A valet was discharged for
selling alleged old suits to credulous
gentlemen who supposed they were col-
lecting garments worn by Fngland's
King, but the fraud was discovered in
time and the valet exposed,

He does not give his castoffs to his
valets for the reason that if he did so
there might be embarrassing situ-
ations.~ A valet looking like the king,
and of the same size and figure, mizght
walk out of the palace grounds claim-
ing the bows of the people who would
recognize the clothes and suppose it to
be the King.

The King is very particular as to the
quality of his linen and for a iong
time had all his linen sent from India.
But of late years he has taken to the
wearing of domestic linen, preferring
an older grade which h grown soft
to the new stiff linen which is uncom-
fortable,.

He loves a
soft hat of the Fedora type and always
wears one when the occasion will per
mit. ;

No man in England has the varied
hcadgear of the King. He has the
newest tile and not only one, but half
a dozen. It is necessary to have six,
for there are ooccasions upon which a
king must wear a silk hat and suppose
it were at the height of the London
scason. At 4 a cornerstone is to be
laid and His Majesty must appear in
a silk hat. If there were only one to
draw upon any number of embarrass-
ing things might happen.

How Public Loses.

/That the public alwoys leses money in
Wall-street iy one of the legendary ax«
foms; a statement so widely credited that
it is an old favorite of the professional joke
manufacturers, like the terrible mother-in-
law. It has ramifications, as it were, such
as the belief that what the lamb losvs hig
broker gains, the latter's profit being in ex-
act proportion to the former's loss, Of late,
due perhaps to the epidemic of frenzied
financial writing, an outsider might well
grow to believe that it is not the broker
who profits by the peoples’ ignorance, hut
the world-famous captaing of finance, all of
whom are pictured as beasts of prey actu-
ated by the same motives, pursuing the
same end, gorging themselves goldenly with
the hard-earned dollars of a virtuous, but
over-credulous publicc, A moment’s reflee-
tion would show all this to be as absurdly

be. As a matter of fact, it is not so much
that the public loses enormousiy, but that
it fails to make as much as it ought to. It
is an elastic phrase, that ‘‘public,” and it
would showing the proportion of winnings
to losses, if only it were possible to compile
figures, It cannot be denied that the pub-
lie, or that part of it which speculates in
stocks, loseg more frequently than it gainse

Perhaps what is more lacking in the ma-
jority of the stock-speculating public is pa-
tience. The street is full of men who have
made fortunes out of the stock market, men
who are neither brokers nor captains of
finance but men who without exception
bhave been successful because they have
had patience.

Patience is Essential.

In thus emphasizing the value of pa-

average speculator Is not a philosophic
gambler. The public is composed of aver-
age speculators. It is well, therefore, in
considering the *“public” and the reason
why it so often loses money in Wall-street
to eliminate the “big men,” who also lose
money and a great deal of it, oftener than
people imagine or Mr. Lawson would have
his readers belleve, and to exclude, simi-
larly, brokers, professional ‘“traders’” and
investors. The public which remains is
largely composed therefore of the victims
of the game, the lambs or ‘‘suckers,” or a8
the late Frank Norris used to say, the
“Great American Damn Fol.” It includes
all sorts of men regularly engaged in all
sortg of ness—merchants, manufactur-
ers, professional men, young and old, of all
religions and of no religion at all, They
are much alike in that the contributing
causes of their infrequent winnings are the
same. They are actuated by some motive—
to make money and to make it easily and
guickly. If before buying a stock you
should ask one’of them if a profit of, say,
60 per cent. on the capital invested In three
monthg would satisfy them they all would
probably answer yes. But if, as it often
happens, the profit came within & week, not
more than one in ten would corral it, It is
one of the effects which the son of gam-
bling has on the average nd. It warps
the judgment, A maun puts up $1000 and
buys one hundred shares of stock and the
stock goes up two and a balf ntg In a
‘couple of days. It looks as if it onght to
rise more, The average man does not sell
out. There is 25 per cent. in two days, or
at the rate of 75 per cent. a business week,
If continued it would mean 7500 per cent. a

At times it ;m-ulau-s biindly, guided by
tips, by newspaper pnmurapn. by the ad-
vice of friends or foes, With stocks it is
as with colors, there are enough varieties
to please all tastes. There are few that do
not appeal to somebody or other, but these
are fads and fashions and there are specula-
tive favorites. When a stock is active peo-
ple follow its career with an eye to poten-
tial profits, And so the public buys where
it seeg or imagines it sees others huying.
It makes money when the others do and
loses it in company with its comany. And
the inability to Tﬂmhle skilfully is com-

mon to the majority.

What does the most harm is that the av-
erage outgide speculator seldom knows
enough to take a profit when he has one,
and never knows enough to stop his losses
before they become seriouns, It Is really
very difficult te know when to take a profit.
Human nature makes it difficult A man
buys a stock because he expects to sell it
to some poor fellow-creature at a higher
prile. The price advances, the profit is
there. But it is only a profit. It is not the
profit which the man to_and confi-
dently believes that he will make, It is
only a little more that the saock must rise
to make him satisfied, Then the price comes
back, The profit shrinks. He waits, He
wanted $00 a share for what cost him $S0.
The price goes to $85 and the man doesu't
sell. It falls back to $83. If he would not
sell at $85, he certainly will not sell at $83.7
They all do it,

Helding Omn.

Norman B. Ream, who is one of the clear-
est-headed men in the financial world, told
me once: “If I find a trade going against
me I close it out at once. T am In bus'ness
to make money, not to lose it."" The aver-
age man finds that a stock he has bought
instead of advancing b impolitely de-
clined. He does not sell it out. He hates
to lose his money and he thinks it will ad-
vance again and more than make up the
rn«- loss, It declines still more; the loss

greater and the same arguments appeal
more strongly to him, A further decline
makes the loss probably greater than he
feels he can afford to take, Then If the
price goes still lower he is forced to sell be-
cause all his money Is gone or he buys the
stock outright and is thereby “hung up"”
for months or years, tying up a great deal
of his capital without satisfactory returns.

But by trading with a “stop,” that is by
not allowing the paper loss to go
than two or three points, one may save him-
self severe Josses.

OPPOSES HOSPITAL GRANT
LS H REASOAS WY

Dr. Ferguson Details His Argument
—Unfair to Profession,
!le Says.

The case of the members cof the medi-
cal profession who aire oppus.ng a ity
grant to a new hospital is set forth
roundly in an open letter addressed to
the city council by Dr. John Ferguson,
who is prominent among what might
be cailled the obstructionist faction.

The writer refers to the hospital leg-
islation as having been *“rushed thm
during the dying days of the session.”
and speaking of the power given the
council to pass a bylaw, declares that
it would be “bold indeed if it passed
such a bylaw and paid. over such a
lerge sum without submittg the same
to the people, especialiy wken the real
object is that of aiding the medical
college.”

Dr. Ferguson challenges the assertion
of Dr. Bruce Smith that the city has
outgrown the capacity of the present
hospital. He stateg that no ‘“city o~
der” patient has ever been refuseqd 'ad-
mittance, while non-paying patienia
ace from time to time taken in and
maintaied. Touching upon extensions
to the hospitals, the writer declares
that the “cost ‘of management, ihe
time the patients remain in the hosp:-
tais and the meortality al! go to estab-
lish the efficiency of the hospitals.”

Dealing with the 1emark of D:. Sheard
about the *“small coterie who sougnt
to block the bill,” Dr, Ferguson points
out that they officially represented hos
pitals with accommodation Tor 500 pa-
tients and with a staff numbering 150
practitioners, treating a daily average
of 356 patients, as against 267.

It is argued that a number of hospi-
tals in different portiong of the city
would prove a more conveanient arrange-
ment, and that any grvant made should
be diswributed among the present insti-
tutions,

Dr. Ferguscu foresees the evil that
all city cases will be taken to the new
hospital, regardless of personal prefer-
ence. The people would resent having
the poor “become material for clinical
teaching.”

The growth of Toronto would make
the transportation of patients to the
centre a matter of increasing difficuity,
and the writer deems it possible that
the far west and the far east of the city
may some day require hospital accom-
modation, which should be given them.

WILL ML—\I\E LUMBER SCARCE.

American Lumber Baroms Are De-
vastating Western Forests.

Washington.—Being impressed with
the fact'that the lumber barons of this
country, bent solely on immediate pro-
fits, are destroying mile after mile of
the richest forests remaining in the
United States, President Roosevelt has
taken a hand and proposes to create
many new forest reserves, which wiil
include the best of the remiining tim-

ber in the west. It is a matter of tom-
mon knowledge that th: lumbermen
have nearly destroyed the once rich
forests of the east and middle west,
They have now moved to the Pacific
roast, and are invading forests more
extensive and more valuable than any
others in the United States. There they
are applying the same tactics they fol-
lowed in the east. They are cutting tha
timber as fast as cais can any it
away; they are denuding mile after
mile of forest land,.leaying it bar.en
and worthless.
spare nothing; they have no care for
the future; they are leaving no timber
for future generaticns.

It is only a matter of years, if this
keeps on, before the timbzr of the far
west will disappear, just as the east-
ern forests have gone before. In the
interests of the public, and to insure
an inexhaustible supply of lumber, the
president is bringing the remaining
public forest lands under government
protection by creating forest reserves,
This does not mean that the timber
is removed from use; it merelymeans
that hereafter public timber may be
cut only when it is mature; that the
young trees shall be piotected, and that
the forests on the west will in future
be available for the use and benefit of
every man, and not fall into the con-
trol of a few,

I cannot pretend to give the precise
date when my own reading out was ac-
complished.

There was no objection in The,
Star office to -my having: a French
colleague, bit' somebody elss’ nominee,
other than Mr. Berthiaume's, would
have been preferred. A round robin
addressed .to Sir Chas. Tuppeér gigned
by nearly all the French Conservative
senators and members (got up, 1 sus-
pect, by my friend Mr. Dansereau)
turned the scale in favor of Mr. McDon
ald, and he became the French ‘‘nuc-
leus. wery .

The strained relations between ' the

Mr. Berthiaume thought that there
were enough French ‘evening papers in
Montreal already. There is a story of
a man who explained the happiness of
his domestic relations by saying that
whenever there was a difference of
opinion between himself and his wife,
they always compromised the matter
by letting her have her own way.

Escorted in Harbor by U.S. Admiral
,—Will Likely Be
Interned.

June 3.—The navy department to-day
received a cablégram from Rear-Ad-
miral Train, dated Manila, stating that
while cruising off Lingayen Guif this
morning, he sighted three Russian ves-
sels, the Aurora, Oleg and Jemtchug,
close in shore. - He said he found many
wounded on board and escorted the ves-
sels to Manila. : :

The admira] added that he will send
further particulars to-meorrow,

Earlier in the day Admiral Train had
cabled the navy department that sev-
eral warships, supposedly Russian, had
been seen manoeuvring off the coast of
Luzon. He further reported that he
had started at once with som: vessels
‘cf his fleet for the port of Suual,
about 120 miles to the northwaid of
Manila, on the Guif of Lingayen, to in-
vestigate.

It is said at the state department that
the Russian vessels will be tieated p e-
cirely as was those which arrived in
the Chinese ports during the carl'er
stages of the war, namely, they will be
allowed to remain 24 hours if undamag-
ed and seaworthy, Otherwise they may
make absolutely necessary Trepairs, o°,
lastly, they may be interned until the
end of the war. It is expected that the
