8o
itho other men are quite well aware
he is tricky, his opponents readily con-
fess that he is so skilful that when
they think they have caught him he
easily slides away. Indeed, he is as
siippery as an eel.

This kind of abllity, behind a qulet,
pleasing personality and a voice that is
soft, cooing, rhymthic, makes him an
ideal “spell-binder.” He never argues;
he just states.

I cannot imagine \Mr. Bgnar Law
strcking the hearts of his hearers.

They do not make any
discrimination among their help and
employed both union and non-union.

“Our men were out for three days but
came back and are now quite satisfled.
Business is good and I'do not antici-
pate any trouble,” stated E. K. Som-
mers’ manager of the Scotland Woolen
Mills .Ed. Mack thought that his men
'were all contentéd, but’'he also admit-
ted that the real crisis had not ar-
rived yet. Men were wearing their
winter suits under overcoats and ‘it
woeuld take a spell of nice weather
to bring on the rush, and the strike
might "have more serious effects by
that time, sald he.
