DIRECTORS’ REPORT.

With the cnterance upon another year of the Dispensary’s
existence the Directors have to fulfill their annual duty ol stating its
past operations and present position. In doing this the desire
while grateful to Divine Providence for the success achieved in 18 )4,
also to thank the supporters of the institution, whose materinl aid
has enabled them to effect all its benevolent purposes,

A YEARLY REPORT NECESSARY.

As, however, this Charity is partially assisted in that respect by
money grants frem the Government and the C ity, it is proper that
the board should afford such informati n as will testify to the public
that the different objeets for which the Dis spensary was reorganized
several years ago are heing reeul arly fulfilled, and in such » manner
as to commend it to the good will and finaneia! aid ol all who feel
an interest in the sick poor of the eity and yie inity.  This is a very
numerous eclass, whose numbers ine ense with the growth of our
population. But the Active Medical Staff a- e daily (it might be said
hourly) attending to the relief’ anid ¢ anfort of these people at their
own homes, as well as at the building on South Brunswick Strcet.
Any one who has leisire and inclination ean easily verify th s fuct.

FULFILLING ITS SPECIALTIES.

The Directors therefore have pleasure in repeating the assurances

of former years, that all I applicants entitled 1o the benefits of the

institution, as well as the transients in distre =8, have been earefully
and faithfully treated by the members of the Active Medical Suaff.
whose practical statistics are hereto appended. A glance at theiy
summary of work in its several departments wiil afford sufficie ‘Nt
evidence of the continued usefulness and beneficence of this charity,
and dictate the necessity of sustaining it liberally.
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PROOFS OF DISPENSARY’S BENEFITS.

During the last twelve months over 4,000 patients have had
medical advice and treatment together with all required preserip-
tions; surgical and dential operations have been performed as
required in those departments, and Dr. Dodge has administered to
eve and ear troubles. The five visiting physicians made 4,891 visits
(o patients in their homes in the north, sonth and central districts
of the city and Dartmouth. and at the Dispensary itself 4,855 con-
sultations were held and 744 denta | operations performed. For other
interesting details the reports of the Medieal Staff are worth a perusal.
The Ditectors finding the work of the severa members thereof
so satisfactory and extenst o, and it being their desire to con-
tinue, it have reappointed them for the current year.

shows no sign of recurrence. From the sconrge of diphtheria. for

a number of years prevalent in Halifax. the eity is now happily free.

year, but scems now to have almost exhausted itself, Scarlet fever
of a very severe type appeared in some quarters, and has caused

several deaths, but has not yet assumed epidemic proportions.

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carelessness o any dispensary patients, the importance of following
my adviee not to put off coming for treatment is being recognized.
Setting aside those pupils in the Institution for the Blind who have

congenital blindness, nearly all the rest have lost their sight from

diseases affecting this part of the eye to which I have referred.
Statistics of the blind in Enrope show that 100,000 (about one-third
of the total number) have lost thei sight from purulent ophthalmia,
which is one of the diseases :|”'v-('linj_' this part of the eye ball,

During the year several cases of purulent ophthalmia of infants
were treated and with complete recove ry. Some of these were seen

by the medical students attending the Dispensary, and they had an
opportunity not only of becoming acquainted with the characteristies
of the disease, but of following the treatment employed. Such a
privilege they will appreciate more fully when they engage in

medical practice.  As this is a disease oceurring very soon after the

birth of the ehild, it follows that very f w ol such cases are likely to

be seen by any one except the family physician, unless n large

centres of population. A recent author puts down the proportion of
blind in the United States from this form ol ey disease as 32 pel
cent.  Yet recent statisties show that it 18 a discase almost \\lml?.\'
preventable, and under proper treatment, provided the cas

ing, simply beeanse the acute disense has been attended o, It

strange how anyone wi'h chronie discharge from the ear can allow
It to go on unattended to, even on the ground ol cleanliness indepen-
dent of the increasing impairment ol hearing consequent on the

continued inflammation which produces the discharge.

During the year three cases of cataract were operated on snecess-
fully. In two of them the other eye was blind from disease in one

case, and the other from eatarnct nearl matured.
