at each succeeding Quinquennial Division of surplus, when the accrued profits 
will be distributed to the Policy-holders in the class whose Policies are in force at 
these dates, in the same manner as in the case of the ordinary Participating Policies 
of the Association.

Such decided advantages could not be given to the Clergy if the business were 
obtained in the usual way, and hence the Association requires that the premiums 
shall be remitted direct to the Head Office free from charge.

This scheme affords to each Clergyman the benefit of being his own agent, and 
a good deal more ; while low as the prem.ums are, the application of the profits 
w ill, it is confidently expected, greatly reduce these to the point of extinguishing

Clergymen in a good state of health are requested to apply to the Head Office 
giving their aye at next birthday, and, in return, the rates for their age will be 
sent to them with the necessary papers for making application.
