,Wushington, Feb. 8—Ambassador Ger-
aid, American consuls and the American

Von Bernstorff and the German consuls,
ond the safety of German war-bound
ships in this country.

1t was said at the state department
today that sensational reports have been
current in Germany that the German
thips here have been confiscated and
their crews seized. Pending confirma-
tion Germany has detained the Ameri-
cans,

Officials here are inclined to minimize
the importance of the detention, because
they believe it largely has arisen from
#« misunderstanding and soon will
straightened out.

It has been officially announced that
lhere is no intention of taking the Ger-
man ships. Moreover, dispatches have
been conveyed to Germany through the
Spenish embassy as to the courtesies
granted to former German officials
in this country and their reecipt is ex-
pected to clarify greatly any misconcep-
tion in Germany as to America’s atti-
tude. :

“It is inadmissible,” says the writer,

‘must find out and forestall. More than
;ever it is necessary for us and the Allies
| to practice a policy of reflection and de-
cision.

“Nothing could be more dangerous
than to indulge in a lazy feeling! of con-
fidence and comfort ourselves with the
formula “All the world is against Ger-
many” to justify the inertia. We are
unquestionably on the eve of new ef-
forts which Germany had in view when
she made the latest provocation. These
efforts we must forestall. Therefore
let us be on guard in every direction,
whether economic, military, or diplo-
matic. It is the moment to redouble our
activity.”

The Journal des Debats, speaking of
Wilson’s speech, declares:

Wil-
son advances step by step. He has not
yet taken the final one. He wished to
give one more solemn warning to Ger-
many before embarking on hostilities.

P'olitiken, quoted by Reuter’s.

‘I'his information, the Politiken says,
is contained in a telegram sent by Am-
bassador Gerard to the American lega-
tion at Copenhagen. All Americans in
Germany, including those captured by
the German raider in the South At-
lantic and taken to Germany on the
Yarrowdale, are said to have been de-
t:ined as hostages.

An xchange telegraph despatch from
Copenhagen gives the same report re-
garding the detention of Americans in
Germany, and adds that Ambassador

DSCUSS BSHOP
NEDLEY FUND AT
SINOD MEETIG

Pamphlet to Be Issued—Reports
as te Various Activities—Social
Service Council

—

At this morning’s session of the Ang-
lican Synod Rev. G. F. Scovil reported
progress with the Medley Memorial
Fund. He said that although only one-
half of the parishes of the diocese had
been canvassed and made reports,—and
those chiefly the outlying missions of the
diocese,—the sum of $5,726.88 had been
into the
treasury.

After a lengthy discussion with refer-
ence to the advisability of having the
names of the subscribers listed in the
synod journal or having separate pamph-
lets printed with them in it, the follow- |
ing motion was passed:—“That a
pamphlet be printed giving the names
of all contributors to the Bishop Medley
Memorial Fund, under its new effort,
and also give a short statement of the
aims of the present effort, of the require-
ments of the fund and of the work of
the committee” A committee composed
of Rev. G. F. Scovil, Rev. Canon Smith-
ers and Charles Coster was appointed to
supervise the issue of the pamphlet,

Following a reference to the question
in the bishop’s charge at the last session
of the synod a committee was appointed
to consider the question of preferment
in self-supporting parishes. The com-
mittee considered the whole question
with the result that the following report
wus presented to ‘the synod:—

“The .Committee on Preferment in
Self-supporting Parishes beg to report
that they met twice during the year and
have carefully considered the whole
question of preferment. The outcome of
the discussiows is -the following resolu-
tion, moved by the Very Reverend Dean
Neales, and seconded by the Reverend
Canon Cowie:—That in the. judgment
of this committee there are manifest
wecaknesses in the present system, and
that it is desirable that the whole ques-
tion of preferment should be discussed
carefully by the synod, and the com-
mittee recommended the synod to con-
sider the Irish system of patronage.’”

A lengthy discussion took place with
reference to, this report. It was moved
that the report be accepted. Judge
Armstrong moved in amendment, sec-
onded by W. 8. Carter, that the report
lie on the table for another year. The
amendment was put and lost, nineteen
for and forty-two against. Later H. B.
Schofield moved in amendment, seconded
by M. G. Teed, that a further discus-
sion of the question be deferred until
the next meeting. This carried by a
large majority.

Reports were received from the com-
mittee on Sunday schools, superintendent
of the missionary department, superin-
tendent of the primary and font roll de-

training department, St. John Deanery
Sunday School Teachers’ Association,
Sunday School Association of the Dean- |
ery of St. Andrews, Fredericton Dean-
ery Sunday School Association, King-
ston Deanery Sunday School Associa-
tion, representatives of the Sunday
school commission, committee on theo-
logical study, committee on constitutien
and canons, committee for the mobiliza-
tion of spiritual resources.

Through this clinic every infant born
in this hospital is kept in touch with
the authorities of the department, for
one year after its birth, this being con-
sidered the most trying year of a child’s
life. A report is brought into the hos-
pital every month. Every mother is re-
quired to take her child before the clinic
every two weeks, Or answer a summons
from the Juvemle court.

With the splendid start made in the
first three weeks of January, this year
promises to outnumber previous records.
During this period no less than forty-
nine babies were born., Twenty of these
were boys.

If Yeu Want Granite}
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THE RELIGIOUS PRESS.

The Times a few days ago ventured to
reply to some criticism of the daily press
which had appeared in the Maritime
Baptist, and to suggest that the religious
press and religious teachers were not
without responsibility for undesirable
political conditians, and for what is ob-
jectionable in the tone and spirit of poli-
tical discussion in a portion of the daily
press.

The Maritime Baptist replies by
gently suggesting that the editor of the
Times may have suffered from a brain-
stcrm, or was touched on a semsitive
spot; while a correspondent of that jour-
nal, who declined to sign his name to his
letter, thinks that the conscience of the
Times editor was pricked by what he
read in the Maritime Baptist. In the
course of its criticism of the article in
the Times the religious journal says:—

“But the editorial raises a serious ques-
tion. Must the churches and the relig-
ious press be held responsible for these
conditions? We believe that every reas-
onable man will agree with us in the con-
clusion that such responsibility is at the
'most only secondary and indirect. These
conditions exist not because of, but in
spite of, the activity of the churches. The
men who are directly responsible are sel-
dom found in the prayer meeting and are
not usually interested readers of the re-
ligious press. Yet if these unfounded
charges against the religious activities
of the past were all true we cannot see
wky the editor of The Times should ob-
ject to our effort to better conditions.
For, after all, we were but urging Chris-
tian men to use their influence to abate
what s admitted to be a crying evil in
Canadian pelitical life.”

The Pimes does not object to any ef-
fort made to better conditions. What it
wsants is effort of a more practical na-
ture. If it be true, as the Maritime Bap-
tist asserts, that the churches and the
religious press are only responsible at
the most in a secondary and indirect
way for undesirable political conditions,
is it not obvious that there is very little
responsibility anywhere? Religion is not
something peculiar to the columns of
& religious paper or to a prayer meeting.
If it is vital it goes down into the poli-
tical primaries and up into the legisla-
ture and the executive council chamber.
Who but the churches and religious press
have a larger responsibility in the effort
to get it there? And if they are silent
when grafters are exposed, and when
men proved to be grafters or defenders
of graft are trying to get another
chance to loot the treasury—who cares
what they éay in general terms about

_ the desirability of bettering political con-
"ditions?

There is now a political campaign in
progress in New Brunswick. Since the
last general election in the province a
premier has been compelled to retire—not
by his supporters—but because of the re-
velations made before a royal commis-
‘sion. Another member of the legislature,
‘one of that premier’s supporters, was
compelled to retire because of the revela-
tions made before another royal com-
mission. Facts revealed at various en-
.quiries made it perfectly clear that
‘neither the government nor its support-
‘ers should be any longer permitted to
‘administer the affairs of the province.
The government has been re-organized,
but it is practically the same govern-
ment, and it and its supporters want an-
other lease of power. To give it to them
would be to condone the political crimes
of the past five years.

What does the Maritime Baptist say
about it? What should -be the attitude
of the churches and the religious press
toward the question of keeping in power
8 government and its supporters who
have today as one of their leading cham-
pions the man who had to retire from
the premiership because of the revela-
tions made before a royal commission,
and who was whitewashed by his sup-
porters in the house, though condemned
by every right thinking elector? Instead
of keeping religion out of politics, should
it not be taken into politics, and the man
or men proved unworthy told that they
do not deserve and should not get public
support?

The anonymous correspondent of the
Maritime Baptist suggests that in asking
such a question the Times is trying to
make a bit of political capital. The as-

- sumption is unwarranted. We are not
considering- the state of politics in China
or Patagonia, but in New Brunswick,
and to accomplish anything we must get
down to casgs. Several royal commis-
sions have provided the cases, and there
is no use-in-pussy-footing around them
or pretending not to see them. Any
Journal, anv teacher, who wants cleaner
politics has now an opportunity not only |
to tell the people to vote against graft,
bribery, and the -fegredation of public
life, but to point to the men and the
party in this province under whose ad-
ministration graft and bribery have
flourished for five years, and whose poli-
tical conduct has shamed New Bruns-
wick. If religious leaders are not to
speak out, from what source is-the in-
spiration of reform to come?

The St. John Globe projects itself into
this discussion to remark: .

tion and elicited considerable newspuper
comment.

If the Globe knows of any man who
has been nominated by the opposition
for a seat in the legislature and who has
been shown by a royal commission to
be unworthy of public confidence; it
should name and denounce him, and call
upon the religious press to do the same.
If to uphold honesty in public life is to
be partisan, then every journal should
be partisan. That members of former
legislatures may have been declared
guilty of offences does not, however,
make these offences virtues when com-
mitted by members of a later one. When
did the truth cease to be a desirable fea-
ture of fair discussion?

Meanwhile she prepared
herself for the devil’s work by poisoning
her mind and the mind of all her peoples
with the devil’s gospel that might alonc
constituted right; “that war was 'not
merely the means but the end; that the
human conscience, free will, and the ex-
istence of nations should lie at the mercy
of the biggest battalions and the best |
machine guns, and when the appropriate

time was supposed to have come she
“~purst on sleeping and unarmed Europe,
foaming at the mouth with the fury of
madness.

«“At first the mad dog was able 1o bite
and ‘to infect everybody and every-
where until at last the whole world woke
up to the universal peril, and today the
whole world, or almost the whole world,
is in full pursuit of the noxious beast znd
its end is near at hand.

Effect of America’s Action.

“ America has come in to give the coup
de grace, for it is quite certain America’s
intervention is the coyp de grace. I do
Dot say this because of the active milit-
ary and naval contribution which Amer-
jca may add to the forces of the Allies.
How much or indeed whether she will
contribute that element may be left in
doubt for some days yet, but who can
measure the moral influence which the
hostility of America will exercise'on the
fortunes of the struggle. To the Allies
it brings a new ground for the certainty
they have never lost, of having the super-
iority of force and of mqrale which 1 .ust
bring them the final and crushing victory.
'To other neutral countries the example
of the greatest of all neutrals must bring.
a new realization of the common peril of
Germany to all civilized and free lands.

“I have never lost hope that before
this war was over we might see every
free ‘nation in the world joining in the
hunt of the mad dog, but apart from
these effects of: the declared enmity ef
America on other countries I look with
cenfidence to its effect on the German
people themselves, Be it remembered
that there is not even a small village in
Germany which is without relatives and
correspondents in some part of the
United States. Association between
Germany and America is accordingly in-
timate and continuous, practically daily,
through letter and newspaper and rela-
tives, After all, with all their insane self-
conceit, Germans are intelligent and
educated people, and assuredly it must
bave some effect on their belief in either
the justice of their cause or the chances
of their armies to find that the greatest
neutral countries, in spite of the mil-
lions of their bleod among the citizens,
has come out decisively against them.

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See War Shortened By

Months If The United
States Takes a Hand

Two British Admirals Forecast Atlantic
Patrol by Americans—Beresford

Praises Navy

(New York Times)

London, Feb, 4—“If Amcrica comes
into this war she will cut dewn its dura-
tion by months,” said Admiral Lord
Charles Beresford in reply to a question
today as to what he thought the Ameri-
can navy might do in the event that .he
United States became embroiled with
Germany. Lord Charles described the
American fleet as “strong and service-
able and manned by experts who know
how to fight.” .

He hesitated to express any view as to
what part America’s fleet could actually
play, as he said it would be arrogance
for a Britisher to attempt to say how
America ought to use it. But he knew
America and its navy well enough, he
said, to assert with all assurance that
the American navy would be of tremen-
dous aid in bringing the war to a quick
end.

“America has a splendid navy,” said

the admiral. “In its proportion as to
units it is better than any other afloat.

It may be just a trifle short of déstroy-
ers, but it has many other sinaller craft
with which it would be able to fight
submarines. America has ample subma-
rines for the defense of its own coast.
Naturally she will require many of them
if the Germans are ‘able to get their
boats over there and start at the Ameri-
can coasts. But I don’t believe Ger-
many is going to find it so easy to get
her submarines over, for Great Britain
is going to be on the watch for them as
she has always been, and American gun-
boats will be on the watch all across
the Atlantic.

“One huge aid America could give
Great Britain would be in convoying
ships across the Atlantic. This would
undoubtedly be done. As to Germany’s
ever succeeding in sinking merchant
ships so fast as to cut off the British

Isles entirely, that is entirely out of the
question. With America in it with de-
stroyers, light cruisers and other small

cruft to help escort the ships over Ger-
muny would find that she would lose
her submarines so fast that she would be
unable in a short time to keep up that
form of warfare,

“I'he important thing for the British
now is to arm the merchant ships, and
when that 1s done with guns fore, aft
and wmlidships the submarines will not
huve the easy marks they have had up
to now. If all British merchant ships
were armed In that way Great Britaln
could take care of the submarines on the
highways of the sea. We have got on
pretty well as it 1s, but it would be ab-
solutely nccessary to have all the liners
equipped bow-stern and quarter, to
combat the sort of warfare Germany
threatens,

“As for America’s part, she would be
of infinite aid in enabling Great Britain
to arm its ships untll we were able to
get around to all of them, for America
is thoroughly equipped with factorles
that are ready to turn out the equip-
ment at once.

“Not alone with her navy but also
in finance would America be of tremen-
dous help to Great Britain.

“All may be summed up by saying
that America’s entry into the war would
mean physical and flnancial support at
a critical time that will eneble the Allies
to make a quick end of the whole affair.

'I'o
talk about attaining peace by methods
of murder is like trying to force the gates
of Heaven with skeleton keys that have
been forged in hell.”

These were the phrases in which Hall
Cain described the German threat to
America in a speech delivered to an audi-
ence of American business men in Lon-
don at their weekly club luncheon at the
Savoy today. Hall Caine said English-
men had not been surprised by the latest
German threat except by its barefaced |
barbarity.

The United States also:'knew it was,
coming, he said, and its imminence wasi
the true cause of President Wilson’s
latest notes and speeches.

The note was a revelation of the state
of Germany, showing her a starving,
bankrupt, and expiring country, com-|
pelled to make a last desperate effort for
its life,

Final Kick at Mankind.

“Germany,” Mr. Cainc said, “is in ex-
tremes, and is taking extreme unction at
the hands of Satan, preparatory to her
final kick at mankind.”
