Documents in Old Tower in 
England Being Dried and 

Catalogued

FINDS $2 PICTURE 
IS GAINSBOROUGH

LONDON, Sept. 28.—The romance 
of some damp old documents dating 
from 1488 found in a tower at Well, 
Somerset, is told by Richard Hol- 
worthy In a booklet Issued by the 
Diocesan Registry.

Mr. Hoi worthy wanted some In­
formation about a man who went to 
America in 1644, and reurned to the 
diocesan registry at Wells for Inform­
ation. He was taken to a large room 
in the tower adjoining, where we 
found shelf upon shelf of old volumes, 
and three bastions crammed full of 
loose documents.”

Of these volumes 722 have been 
dried and catalogued in groupe—acts 
hooks, desposition books, various lists 
of clergy, and license hooks.

They throw' an interesting light on 
the social history of the 16th and 17th 
centuries. For instance the adven­
tures of Mary Fortune, a ship built 
at Bristol, and minutely described In 
a record made in 1888. Cases of 
witchcraft/ breach of promise, matri­
monial offences, the household ex­
penses of a Bishop of Winchester, and 
thousands of certificates of penance 
have been found.

tion of building a bridge was still being 
agitated, the ferry service between 
Saint John and Carleton was greatly 
improved. A steam ferryboat, the 
“Victoria,” was built and placed on 
the route in 1840. Her engines were 
designed by Robert Foulls, the me­
chanical genius. To Foulis is given 
the credit of having made the first 
accurate survey of the Saint John 
river which is well known In the 
Crown Land office. He gives the dis­
tance from Fredericton to the Grand 
Falls by the river as 136 
chains. The total from the head of the 
tide at Chapel Bar (abofit six miles 
above Fredericton) to the basin below 
Grand Falls he found to be 177, 8 in. 
In this distance he enumerates as many 
as 46 rapids. The height of the Grand 
Falls he found to be 74 feet perpendic­
ular, and the descent in the gorge be­
low 46 feet, 6 Inches; making a total 
ascent from the head of the tide to 
the basin above Grand Falls, 296 feet,
6 inches, the only formidable ob­
struction to navigation below Grand, 
Falls being the Meductic Rapids.”

Chief iBender, old team-mate of 
Coombs on the Athletics, holds the 
distinction of gaining the most 
world's series victories, six, but the 
famous Chippewa Indian tasted 
several defeats. Coombs’ perfect 
record was achieved as the result 
of three victories in 1910 and one 
in 1911 with the Athletics, his fifth 
coming in 1916 when he had trans­
ferred his allegiance to Brooklyn.

Coombs’ mark of three victories 
in one series is shared by three 
other mound heroes, the late 
Christy Mathewson, who gave 
added lustre to his 1905 feat by 
making all of his games shut-outs 
against the Athletics; Babe 
Adams, who registered three tri- 
umps for the Pirates over Detroit 
in 1909; and Stanley 
three-time victor for 
over Brooklyn In 1920. “Covey"

had a chance last fall to tie or 
surpass Coombs’ mark, but was 
beaten in both of his starts for 
Washington against the Pirates.

Pennock got his first baptism of 
world’s series fire in 1914 when he 
was a youngster with the Ath­
letics, but it consisted only of 
three innings’ work as a relief 
twlrler. His big effort was in 
1923, when he pitched the Yankees 
to two victories over the Giants 
and helped clinch the world’s 
series for the Hugmen.

Outstanding facts on world’s 
series pitching follow:

Ed Reulbach of the Chicago 
Cubs allowed the “hitless won­
ders,” the White Sox of 1906, only 
one hit.

There have been five two-hit 
games, pitched by Ed Walsh of 
the White Sox, Mordecai Brown 
of -the Cubs, Eddie Plank of the 
Athletics, Bill James of the Braves 
and Waite Hoyt of the Yankees.

Walter Johnson of the Senators 
in 1924 equalled Ed Walsh’s 1906 
record for strikeouts in one game, 
with twelve on the opening day of 
the Giants-Senators series, a 12- 
inning battle.

Jack Coombs issued fourteen 
passes in the 1910 series, nine of 
them in one game.

There was a good supply of vege­
tables and green stuffs offered. Egg 
plants made their appearance and were 
selling at 20 cents each. Vegetable 
marrow was quoted at four to five cents 
a pound and squash the same price. 
Sweet potatoes were three pounds for 
26 cents. Tomatoes sold at 10 cents a 
pound and the hot house variety at 16 
cents. Cauliflower was 15 to 80 cents 
a head, celery three heads for 25 cents, 
cucumbers four or five cents each, and | 
golden bantam corn 80 to 86 cents a 
dozen.

There was a good supply of green 
beans at 40 to 50 cents a peck. High 
bush cranberries sold at 60 cents a 
peck, while the rock cranberries were 
offered at 12 to 15 cents a quart.

Eggs were off a shade, the extras 
selling at 65 cents a dozen, and the 
firsts at 50 cents. Dairy butter was 88 
to 40 cents a pound and creamrey 42 
to 46 cents.

Meat prices were unchanged. Beef 
and veal were quoted at 14 to 85 
cents a pound, pork 25 to 85 cents, and 
lamb 20 to 40 cents. Chickens were 
50 cents a pound, and fowl 40 cents.
