Getting to 
the bottom, they discovered that the 
stem of the vessel was embedded in 
many feet of mud. Knocking at the hull 
they were amazed to hear a responsive 
tapping.
Captain’s Heroism.

Then Captain Goodhart attempted a », 
task which reads like a tale from Jules 
Verne. The high pressure bottles were 
brought into use and the captain un­
dertook, with their aid, to be projected 
through the conning tower and shot in­
to the water, with the hope of reach­
ing the surface and giving information 
regarding those below. He was shot 
forward but his head struck a beam 
and he was instantly killed. Another 
officer volunteered and was fortunate 
enough to reach the surface and give in­
formation about the condition of the 
others below. Rescuers inserted, through 
a water flap, a flexible hose through 
which air, food and chocolates 
passed. Tiie entombed men asked, by 
means of morse signalling, for playing 
cards, “to beguile the tedium of wait­
ing,” as one of them said.

Vancouver, B. C., Dec. 6—This city 
was shaken violently by an earth tremor 
at 12.46 this morning. The tremors, 
which appeared to be from north to 
south, were felt for two minutes.

Occu­
pants of tall buildings were especially 
affected by tbe disturbance, many being 
reized with nausea.

There is need of legislation to prevent 
men from throwing upon the public the 
care of their children, or through their 
own laziness robbing the children of 
home comforts and proper training.

four months sentence for theft There 
are still the parents and eight children, 
living now in four rooms, but still 
without regular and assured means of 
sustenance ; and it goes without saying 
that ten persons in four rooms cannot 
live In comfort The remedy is to make 
the father work, but under present con­
ditions that cannot be done. This is 
but one of many such cases, though per­
haps there aat/ none where the welfare 
of so many children is involved.

But there is also need of legislation to 
prevent the marriage of a certain class of 
persons. The agent of the Children’s 
Aid Society was called on last year by 
a woman who had come from Kings 
county with two children and wanted j 
the society to take them.’ The father 
of the children remained in Kings coun­
ty, but the woman was living here with 
her husband’s father, Who, in his turn, 
was said to have left a wife in Kings 
county. All this did not come out at 
first, but it was a case for the adjoin­
ing county and not for the society. 
During the recent epidemic, however, 
the mother of these children, soon to be­
come the mother of another, was taken 
to the hospital and the society could do 
nothing but give shelter to the two little 
ones. Arrangements have since been 
made to transfer them to the Municipal 
Home in Kings county. The mother has 
gone to her mother in another part of 
the province. The father is somewhere 
in Kings county. He is feeble-minded. 
So is his wife. There is also evidently

BANK CLERKS AND OTHERS
A commercial man tells the Ttmes- 

Star that he recently fell into conversa­
tion with a young bank clerk in a hotel 
in one of the smaller towns of the prov­
ince. The young man held a responsible 
position in a branch bank in the town. 
His salary amounted to $4P0 per year. 
Out of that he paid $7 per week, or $364, 
for board, leaving $36 for clothes, laun­
dry, and all other expenses for the year. 
Thp commercial man said he had made 
some further enquiries and discovered 
that as a rule bank salaries were low 
and he wondered why, as bank state­
ments were usually of a character fairly 
Satisfactory to the shareholders.

- This raises an interesting question. 
Why is a young man content to go on 
accepting $400 per year if he cannot live 
on it? Is it because, for instance, he has 
imbibed wrong notions about the dig­
nity of this or that occupation? If banks 
could not get cheap clerks they would 
perforce pay higher salaries. But it 

• may be asked what choice a youth has, 
and when we come to face that query 
there is at once made clear a very re­
grettable deficiency in our educational 
system. We must do two things. First, 
we must change the average lad’s no­
tions regarding what is and what is not 
a creditable occupation ; and, second, we 
must see that he has proper opportun- 
itlm for vocational training, so that he 
may flt himself for the work that ap­
peals to him. At- presenL our young 
people regard various occupations from 
the wrong viewpoint, but they have real­
ly a very narrow choice. For these two 
reasons we find too many clever young 
people doing ill-paid office work who 
should be earning more money in work 
quite as respectable and offering larger 
opportunities for success.

Was Troubled WithThe appointment of a public defend­

er for Great Britain, on lines similar to 
that office in the United States, was ad­
vocated recently at a luncheon at the 
Imperial Restaurant London. J. A. 
Seddon former president of the Trades 
Union Congress, presided, supported, 
amongst others, by Sir E. Marshall Hall, 
G. R. Sims and a number of trade union 
leaders.

If it was desirable to have a public 
prosecutor, Mr. Seddon said, it was 
equally desirable to have a public de­
fender, so .that no man might be deem­
ed guilty until bis guilt had been thor­
oughly proved.

G. R. Sims declared that there was a 
crying need for such an official. The 
police, he said, did their duty admir­
ably, but there must always be a temp­
tation for them to give evidence for the 

• prosecution, and temporarily to forget 
evidence that might be useful to the de­
fense.

Sir E Marshall Hall stated that he 
had come to the conclusion that a great 
deal of injustice was perpetrated in the 
name of strict law. He was convinced 
that the office of public defender would 
be a very good thing. While he did not 
believe that many innocent people were 
convicted now, still the few that wer 
ought not to be. His criticism against 
the Poor Prisoners’ Defense Act was 
that the Director of Public Prosecutions 
had the opportunity and means of get­
ting information that were entirely de­
nied to laymen, even lawyers, and, in­
stead of the accused person being placed 
at an advantage at his trial the system 
had the effect of placing him at a dis­
advantage. If they coidd establish the 
office of public defender he considered .1 
great step would be taken toward the 
nerfection of justice in Great Britain.

WOMEN IS PRAISED

Employers of Oregon Pleased With 
Results While Women Like New 
Occupation

(Christian Science Monitor.)
Whether or not shop work in box 

factories, foundries and other related in­
dustries is proper employment for wo­
men to engage in permanently is a ques­
tion which the Oregon industrial welfare 
commission has set out to investigate 
and decide. A series of hearings on the 
subject has been inaugurated. At the 
initial hearing held here, employers who 
testified credited their women employes 
in box factories and foundries with do­
ing better work and giving 
ployment closer attention thi 
men and boys the women replaced as a 
war-time necessity. And women em­
ployes who testified all said that they 
liked their work and that they found 
their present duties less trying and the 
pay better than in other lines of employ­
ment that they had previously followed.

William F. Prier of the Oregon Brass 
Foundry told the commission that in 
shop which he established last June all 
employes are women except three men 
who attend the furnace and 
pouring. The foundry, he said, 
tablished with the idea of opening the 
trade to women permanently. Women 
employes earn from $2 to $4 a day, and 
it is his expectation that they will com­
plete in a year and a half the apprentice­
ship term which with an all-masculine 
force was four years. All of the em­
ployers declared that women workers 
had more than fulfilled expectations as 
workers in their respective plants.
