d at defiance. For a couple of decades we 
had sown to the wind ; and in 1890 we 
commenced to reap the inevitable whirl-

The committee estimate the number 
of cases of diphtheria at 700 and the 
number of deaths from that disease at 
200. During the months from Angust to 
December inclusive there were 337 cases 
of diptheria and 104 deaths.

4 am Mesa Earns.WARWICK W. STREET,—OR AT—It is satisfactory to learn that during 
the month of December the net debt of 
Canada decreased Jay the large sum of 
$366,000. i This is the best answer that 
could be given to the insinuations and 
statements of the opposition press in re­
gard to the. financial affairs of the 
Dominion, whose credit they are 
at great pains to endeavor to 
cry down. The Globe last even­
ing had a despatch from its Ottawa 
correspondent in which it was stated 
that a secret loan of $2,000,000 w^s effected 
by the government immediately after 
the prorogation of Parliament The 
correspondent was good enough to ex­
plain that this loan was made in 
consequence of the necessity for a re­
demption of a part of the debt and the 
withdrawal of money from the savings 
banks. The silly Telegraph makes this 
the text for an attack on the govern­
ment and an excuse for say­
ing that the finances of the
country are in an un prosperous 
condition. That the latter assert­
ion is not true is shown by the fact 
that during the six months ending the 
31st, December, the first half of the cur­
rent fiscal year, the revenue exceeded 
the expenditure by $5,366,000. It is not 
to be expected that the surplus of r6v- 
r-nue will be quite as large daring the 
remainder of the year bat we have the 
assurance of a large surplus, in any case. 
With a large surplus we can go on 
reducing the debt as rapidly as 
the circumstances wiU admit. The 
last large Canadian loan which was 
made at a trifle over 3 per cent 
was for the purpose of retiring a five 
per cent, loan which had been made 
twenty years before. We wonld suppose 
that a financial operation of this kin 
would commend itself even to the oppo­
sition press, but this does not appear to 
be the case. The old Canadian loan of 
1866 of $695,933, bearing 6 per cent in­
terest. fell due in April and July 1890 
and of course bad to be provided for. 
The silly Telegraph, we suppose, would 
have gone on paying the 6 per cent in­
terest instead of borrowing money to get 
rid of it We wish that it was possible 
to reduce the interest and the en­
tire debt in the same way 
bat unfortunately the process of paying 
off the debt or of reducing the interest 
must be slow, because most of our bonds 
do not mature until the next century. 
In March,1893 there are $238,000 of 6 
per cent bonds falling doe and in April 
1894 there are $463,060 more of the same 
denomination. In July 1895, and May 
1896 the last of the old New Brunswick 
6 per cents fall due, but the aggregate 
sum is only $122,900. In August 1893 
there are $7,968,177 of Dominion 4 per 
cents falling doe, and these sums we 
have named are the only loans which 
fall due during the present century. 
That being so it is clearly the true policy 
of the government to pay these bonds 
off, if possible, ont of revenue, instead 
of issuing new bonds with a long term 
of years to run, and if to accomplish 
this it is necessary to effect a temporary 
loan, the course adopted will be fully 
justified. It is the policy of the govern­
ment, as announced by the Minister of 
Finance, not to increase farther the debt 
of Canada, and this policy we trust will 
be rigidly adhered to.

Wood fibre seems to be in strong de­
mand, and its applications seem to be 
increasing too. In Hamburg an im­
mense hotel, with its facade and other 
important parts composed of paper, has 
recently been erected. Wood palp is 
mixed with bronze powder, aniline, or 
some other color for mouldings. Vood 
pulp is also being used as the basis of a 
substitute for mortar in covering and 
finishing walls. It is aaid to be liarder, 
and when applied to woodwork in a thin 
coat to render it both fire and water 
proof. Doors made of paper are said to 
be an improvement over those made of 
wood. Altogether there is a prospect 
for the utilisation of some of the surplus 
wood-fibre which will presently come 
upon the market

This would give an 
easier transportation between Chicago 
and New York than that employed at 
present by Buffalo.” >Mr. Brown and his 
compatriots in the scheme have estimat­
ed the cost of widening and deepening 
the canals along the St.Lawrence between 
Montreal and Toronto at $40,000,000, a 
less sum, says Mr. Brown, than that ex­
pended on the Erie canaL To aid in 
putting the plans into execution only two 
feasible plans present themselves. One 
is to enlist the Dominion of Canada in 
the matter and the other is to incorpor­
ate an immense company under a Gov­
ernment franchise and operate it on the 
toll system. “I believe we coaid easily 
find subscriptions to the capital stock of 
$40,000,000,” said Mr. Brown, 'from the 
business men of Toronto and the 
immediate vicinity," because of the 
local commercial * ^vantages which 
would thereby be secured to us. At 
present we find Montreal bitterly 
opposing the proposition for selfish 
reasons. Beidg the shipping point for 
Canadian exports and the port of 
landing for all ocean vessels, it naturally 
guards these commercial advantages 
with an eye of jealousy ; and the scheme 
which we now propose would remove 
those interests to Toronto.” It is be­
lieved in business circles here that 
Chicago will not lend aid to the scheme 
of Mr Brown and his co-workers, at least, 
not until after the World’s Fair is ended, 
and perhaps not then. Chicago men

Comparison with It.
‘•Benjamin Brink, Moqui, Ariz., ’’was 

written on the register at the Palmer 
House yesterday by a robust-looking 
man of 60 somewhat stoop shouldered.

“From what I have heard of the 
•ghost dance,’ ” said Mr* Brink, “I can­
not see why it should stir up such a row. 
The ‘snake dance,’ I believe, is ten times 
more exciting, and theZuni, Navajo, and 
Moqui Indians on the reservation near 
my home work themselves into a perfect 
frenzy during its progress, but never 
think of molesting the whites.

“It is part of their religion, though, 
and if any attempt were made to stop it 
I believe there would be bloodshed. 
The dance takes place once in two years. 
The last one was celebrated in July. 
Preparations were made several weeks 
before it came off, And I was as anxious 
to be a spectator as they were. A strang­
er or wilder ceremony I never saw. 1 
hope I shall never see it again. The 
dance took place just before sundown, 
and I got np on a high ledge where I 
could get a good view. The space al­
lowed for the dancers was not large, and 
was enclosed. Fifteen fine-looking 
Indians began to walk rather slowly at 
first around a huge stone in the center 
of the enclosure. They were almost 
naked, and every part of their bodies 
even to their feet, was smeared with red 
and green paint Each man had a fox’s 
scalp dangling from his waist, and in 
each hand carried a rattle made of a 
gourd. Hoofs of deer were tied around 
their ankles and wrists, and at each step 
and movement of the arm noise enough 
was made to wake the dead.

“The snakes to be used in the dance 
had been caught several days before 
the fete, and just before the dance had 
been placed in a cluster oi trees beneath 
where I stood. After the men had yel­
led till they were hoarse, and had made 
themselves tired with stamping on the 
ground, fifty more painted redskins 
came rushing down a bill, filed into the 
enclosure, and then began such a tumult 
as I never want to hear again. At a 
given signal the sixty-five now thorough­
ly frantic men made a rush for the grove 
where the snakes were hidden. Each 
man came rushing back w it • a wrig­
gling and sqnirming snake, its neck be­
tween bis teeth so it could not bite him, 
reentered the ring, and began a slow 
walk around the centre stone The 
reptiles hissed and dashed their tails 
and bodies around the necks of the ap­
parently mad red men; Several of them 
were bitten by the snakes, which were 
the most venomous in tlie country. It 
is a wonder all of the performers were 
not bitten. Two of them died a day or 
two after the dance, the herbs applied 
not being sufficient to draw out the 
poison.

“After the ceremony each 
snatched his snake from his mouth, and 
ran down into the valley below, and
there the reptiles were s*t free. The 
Indians were thoroughly exhausted 
after their violent exercise, and could 
scarcely crawl back up the hilL From 
what I could learn such ceremonies as 
the ‘snake dance’ have been held for 
centuries,”

As nearly all other diseases are direct­
ly influenced by the degree in which 
food can be assimilated, and as millions 
of people have imperfect digestion, the 
possibilities of this discovery are almost 
limitless, if it proves to be as represent­
ed. But even more striking was the 
further annO"ncement in the same pap­
er, written by a practical chemist, that 
the juice of the pineapple is a very ac­
tive solvent of the membrane formed in 
diphtheria. The pineapple is a whole­
some fruit without regard to these strik­
ing virtues ascribed to it, and experi­
ments on the lines suggested will be 
easy and safe.
