viewed some of the mill owners to-day 
as to their reasons for thinking of taking 
this step, and they all tell about the 
same story. It is substantially as fol­
lows. Owing to the depressed condition 
of trade and the low prices being obtained 
for lumber both in the English and Am­
erican market at the present time, and 
to the fact that there seems to be little 
or no prospect of any improvement as 
the season advances, they fear that it 
will not pay to keep their mills running 
the whole season through in any 
The mills started early in the 
but there is still a good sup­
ply of logs
to keep them sawing the whole 
through. But a considerable quantity 

be of lumber was shipped to the American 
market during the winter and spring 
making the stocks there quite large. 
Then the lumber boycott and strike 
came on in New York which suspended 
building operations and hung up 
the lumber trade altogether, there 
for about a month and caused a 
stagnation in business which will prob 
ably last the season through. Since 
these causes have so lessened the de­
mand for lumber, the mill men here say 
that they, running their mills under the 
nine hour system, find it next to impos­
sible to compete with the 
in Maine, most of which run 11 
hours per day, and some 11$ hours. 
They say that there is no other place in 
the world where saw mills run less than 
ten hours per day, and, after meeting 
and discussing the subject, they have 
decided that rather than shutdown alto­
gether,which they fear they may be

During last winter he had a 
large gang of men at work on his 
property a few miles back of Gagetown, 
cutting the piling and hauling it to the 
river. The work wee carried on under

These cribe 
were built upon the ice and Were 
very strongly bound with wire ropes and 
chains. After the ice broke up in the 
river the cribs were brought down to 
Grand Bay where the fastenings were 
made more secure, and the cribs arranged 
m readiness for the long tow. They will 
be taken to New York by two powerful 
ocean tugs which arrived here this 
morning, the Ocean King and the Edgar 
F. Luckenbach, each boat taking eight 
cribs. The bow cribs of each tow are bound 
wih six 1$ inch chains, each of which 
will be fastened to the two chains, run­
ning along the top of the raft, by a large 
shackle. East of the other cribs is bound 
by two chains shackled to the top chain 
and six steel wire ropes, drawn up as 
tightly as possible. The cribs, which 
are larger than those sent in last year’s 
tows, draw about 12 feet of water 
and are about 66 feet long. They will 
be ton feet apart when in the tow so that 
each tug’s raft will be some 500 feet or 
more in length.

The two tugs are about the largest of 
their kind in New York.

There was a very 
good trade in a small way in these kinds 
of lumber and some large orders were 
also negotiated. Hardwoods were also 
meeting with a good demand.

Drew did not know of the insolvency of 
the bank, and so expressed myself to 
President Mareb, who said he believed 
that Mr. Drew did know all about it But 
from the fact that he, Mr. Drew, was 
under obligations to Mr. Lucas and 
himself, also, for money; borrowed, he, 
the president, thought that Mr. Drew 
wanted to assist the bank all he could. 
Ttje president said that at the time of 
Mr. Lucas’s death he, Mr. Marsh, had 
taken out of Mr. Lucas’s drawer a 
promissory note or notes, signed by Mr. 
Drew for money borrowed, and that he 
still held them, and with what bad 
been loaned him up to date the same 
amounted to $2850.

Some of 
the mills are weH employed, while others 
are seeking orders and have to accept 
low prices in order to secure them. For 
ordinary frames from $14@14 50 is 
quoted, and it is difficult to get more 
than the latter price, even for
the most desirable. The demand 
for spruce boards has been very 
good, and as supplies are not very 
large full previous price have been ob­
tained.
