The Origin of Consumpiion.

In 1853, when Hanover und other parts
of Northern Germany were visited by
a very malignant kind of small-pox, the
great anatomist Langenbeck tried to dis-
cover ‘‘ the peculiarity of organic struc-
ture which disposes one man to catch the
disease while his neighbor escapes.

I have cut up more huraan bodies than
the Old Man of the Mountain with all
his accomplices, ' Lie writes from Gottingen
in his semi-annual report. ‘‘ and, speaking
only of my primacy objeet, I muat con-
fess that I am no wiser than before. But,
though, the wmystery of small-pox has
eluded my search, my labors have not
been in vain ; they have revealed to e
something elst--the origin of consump-
tion. T am sure now of what I suspected
long ago, viz., that pulmonary diseases
have very little o do with intemperance
or with erotic excesses, and much less
with cold weather, but are nearly ex-
clusively (if we except tuberculous tend-
encies mhergml from both nts, I say
quite exclumvely)Tproduced by the breath-
ing of foul air, he lungs of all persons,
minors included, who had worked for
some years in close workshops and dusty
factories, showed the germs of the fatal
disease, while confirmed inebriates, who
had passed their days in open air, had
preserved their mﬁimwr 'y organs intact,
whatever inroads their excesses had made
on the rest of their system. If I should
go into practice and undertake the cure
of a consumptive, I should begin by
driving him out into the Deistc /.« Jonse-
ly-wooded mountain range of Huiover),
and prevent him from entering s Louse
for a year or two.”—Popular Science
Monthly.
