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J. B. HOBSON INTENDS
TO WORK THE MINES

Conditions for a Plentiful Supply of 
Water for Season Are 

Not Good.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)
J. B. Hobson, manager of the Con­

solidated Cariboo Hydraulic Mining 
Company will leave for the mines in a 
few days. He expects to be able thi& 
year to wash gravel and get some re­
turns from the property. For several 
seasons past there has been a shortage 
of water and in consequence the out­
put was limited. In consequence of this 
the decision was reached to put in a 
new system of water supply and this 
work was actively carried on last sum­
mer. As a result there was no attempt 
made last year to wash gold.

The new interests connected with the 
company, the Guggenheims, have as 
previously stated in the Times, taken 
exception to certain conditions under 
which the claims are held, and decided 
to discontinue work on the big canal 
which was to give the supply of water.

Since that there has been an act put 
through the legislature consolidating a 
number of leases held by the company, 
and this is in the hands of the eastern 
interests connected with the undertak­
ing. It is uncertain yet what attitude 
they will take on the act passed by the 
legislature. No intimation has been re­
ceived as to whether they consider the 
conditions are such as to warrant fur­
ther work or whether the operations on 
the canal will have to cease indefinitely.

Mr. Hobson upon reaching Cariboo 
will put things in shape to allow of the 
carrying of water from the old reser­
voir to the workings. To do this there 
is a portion of the old1 ditch for con­
veying the water which will have to be 
put in shape. To carry out the new 
scheme, a part of the old water course 
was interfered with, and this will have 
to be given attention before the water 
can be brought to the point desired.

There has been hopes that a plentiful 
supply of water would be available this 
season in the Cariboo for all Mining 
operations. The heavy fall of snow 

! during the winter it was felt would en­
sure an abundance of water for all the 
miners. Mr. Hobson says that the re­
ports from that part of the province are 
not very encouraging now. The snow 
to going off too slowly to suit the pur­
poses of the mining men.

IN COUNTY COURT.

Case Disposed of Involving' Payment of 
Money on Deposit for Real Estate.

QUICK DIVING 
BY A SUBMARINE

THE OCTOPUS BREAKS 
AU AMERICAN RECORDS

Successful Tests in Nasty Sea With 
Wind Blowing Forty Miles 

an Hour.

Newport, R. I„ May 11.—All Ameri­
can records tor quick diving by a sub­
marine boat were broken yesterday 
when the submarine Octopus went 
through a series of extraordinary tests 
in the Comington cove in a nasty sea 
with a thick fog that Cleared at times 
and a wind that blew at a rate of 35 
to 40 miles an hour.

The principal thing was to determine 
whether the Octopus would be able to 
be submerged quickly should an enemy 
be sighted. Running at full speed on 
the surface, propelled by gasoline en­
gines, the Octopus received a signal 
from members of the naval trial board
of the tender Nina. The engines were 
stopped and power was furnished by 
storage batteries, diving rudders were 
adjusted, the submarine took three tons 
of water into her tank and sank to a 
depth of 80 feet so that the deck, 
which is four feet above the axis of 
the boat, was at a depth of IB feet. All 
this was accomplished four and a half 
minutes after the signal. A second test 
reduced the time by about half a min­
ute.

A test was made to- determine the 
ability of the Octopus to come to a 
full stop while running at full speed 
ahead under water, and on coming to 
the surface after one of her dives, the 
Octopus sighted a tug and a tow of 
barges. The submarine imniedlately 
dived and escaped a collision by sink­
ing so deep that the tow passed above 
her In safety. At another time when 
the Octopus was running at a speed of 
10 knots an hour, she dived and was 
completely submerged within 23 sec­
onds.

SHOT HIS WIFE.

Photograph Believed to Have, Been 
Cause of Tragedy in Chicago.

Chicago, May 10.—A photograph 
which his wife is shown in an affec­
tionate attitude with a former sweet­
heart is believed to have caused John 
Krula, 44 years old, to shoot and kill 
his wife Amelia, 22 years old, last night. 
The shooting terminated a visit at the 
house of a friend, Louis Krika, and it 
occurred shortly after John Krika, V 
years old, Krula’s alleged rival, entered 
the place.

Krula escapwi and went to his resi­
dence, but within an hour returned to 
the scene of the shooting with the in­
tention of killing himself in the room 
where his wife had died. Drawing from 
an envelope the photograph which 
stirred his wrath, and crying that he, 
too, wanted to die, he reached into his 
pocket for the revolver which still 
tainec^-dne cartridge. A policeman ran 
into the house Just in time to snatch 
the revolver from Krula’s hand. He 
was taken to the police station.

The police seized also a quantity of 
Anarchistic phamphlets, a machine for 
manufacture of bombs, some dynamite 
and correspondence with certain Bul­
garian Anarchists, including one of the 
men implicated in the assassination of 
Petkoff, the Bulgarian premier, last 
March.

Gaidoff was examined by a magis­
trate, but refused obstinately to reveal 
the names of his associates, or to im­
part any details of the conspiracy.

Mr. W. L. Mackenzie King, deputy 
minister of labor and registrar of 
the conciliation board, accompanied by 
his private secretary, Mr. F. W. Gid- 
dens, and Chief Justice Sir William 
Mulock, arrived in the city yesterday 
afternoon from Fernie, where Mr. King 
has recently been engaged in settling 
the labor troubles of the coal miners 
and the operators, says the Vancou­
ver News-Advertiser.

In àn interview Mr. King stated that 
he was satisfied that both the miners 
and/the operators intended to live up 
to the terms of the agreement reached. 
The struggle had been a short,. sharp 
one under circumstances that are un­
likely to occur again. The new act had 
stood the unusual strain put upon it, 
and had worked well. No doubt some 
amendments would be necessary, that 
much had been conceded when the bill 
was presented to the House, but the 
principle for which the act stands had 
been amply Justified at Fernie. Mr.' 
King regards the provision for a per­
manent Joint board as one of the most 
vitally important features of the new 
agreement. The men will appoint 
three men, the operators three, and if 
these cannot agree upon a chairman, 
the minister of labor will make the 
selection. With this arrangement in 
force, there will be no hurry to strike 
on the one side or lockout on the other. 
The investigation will b# made without 
the loss of a day’s wages to a single 
miner, p.nd without any interruption of 
the business of the operators, and with­
out any Inconvenience to the general 
public.

When the dispute just ended had been 
brought under the new act, the pro­
visions of the méasure were not un­
derstood. There had been a very na­
tural misunderstanding about how the 
new law would work out. But for this 
the investigation might have come to 
a successful termination without the 
loss of a day’s pay to a single miner.

THE STRIKE OF 
LONGSHOREMEN

EFFORTS TO BID
NEW YORK DISPUTE

So Far Cynmittee Has Met With 
Little Success-Is Not 

Discouraged.

New York, May 1L—Arbitration is 
being broached to end the longshore­
men’s strike, but there is little hope 
as yet of any negotiations being en­
tered upon by the parties to the con­
troversy.

The National Civil Association has 
been sounding the representatives of 
the steamship companies and the strik­
ers’ leaders, but its efforts have been 
almost negative. The Federation found 
neither side willing to take the initia­
tive in the joint discussion of the dis­
pute so it was suggested that instead 
of each side appointing conferees, as 
proposed, negotiations be taken up by 
a committee in no way connected with 
either side.

The strikers’ spokesman and leader, 
Patrick Connors, said that whereas the 
strikers would not appoint a com­
mittee to confer with one from the 
steamship companies, -they would be 
willing to listen to a,committee com­
ing from the companies -to them. He 
said that any outside committee having 
a settlement for its object would be re­
ceived by the strikers. This statement 
Is looked upon as offering that the 
negotiations çan be begun.

Kansas City, Mo., May 9.—Search for 

bodies was begun at daylight this 
morning in the ruins of the Univer­
sity building at Ninth and Locust 
street, destroyed by fire yesterday. One 
body at least is known to be in the 
debris, that of Miss Aurora Wittebert, 
an artist, and it is believed that others 
may be found. The fire is still smould­
ering to-day and it will be late this 
afternoon before a thorough search can 
be made.

The known dead now number two, 
Miss Wittebert and Professor George 
Demare.

It is believed that all of the injured 
will recover.

May 9.—TheBellingham, Wash., 
mightiest avalanches ever seen in the 
Mount Baker district have tobogganed 
the mountains and swept the valleys 
of that region this year.

Boise, Idaho, May 9.—Wm. D. Hay­
wood, the first of the alleged partici­
pants in the conspiracy of revenge by 
which it is averred the assassination 
of ex-Governor Stuenenberg was plot­
ted and executed, was placed upon 
trial for his life to-day. Counsel for 
the state and prisoner entered at once 
upon the examination of talesmen, 
and kept steadily at the task for five 
hours. No talesman was accepted as 
a juror, but succesful progress was 
made, and the indications are fhftt a 
jury may be obtained by the end of 
next week.

The opening day of the trial was 
earnest and businesslike. Its chief 
feature was the absence of crowds or 
demonstrations. At no time was the 
court room more than half full, and 
the streets forming the court house 
square contained not a single loiterer. 
The case was halted shortly before 5 
o’clock by the exhaustion of the jury 
panel, a.nd an adjournment was taken 
until Monday. Meantime, the sheriff 
will summon a special venire of 100 
men. The eleven men under examina­
tion, but not yet finally accepted or 
rejected, were locked up and prill be 
closely guarded.

Haywood was brought to the' court 
room in the morning. He found his 
family seated at the right of his seat, 
in front of which were his counsel. 
He devoted more attention to his 
youngest daughter than to any one 
else, and took practically no part in 
the examination. Haywood seems con­
tent to leave matters to his lawyers. 
He sat quietly in his chair during the 
dajr. Mrs. Haywood and the older 
daughter stood the ordeal well, appar­
ently, but the young child cried after 
thé examination of talesmen began. 
Mrs. Haywood and her children did 
not attend the afternoon session.

The questioning by the defence took 
a much wider range than that by the 
state. It dealt with the possible effect 
upon the minds of talesmen of the let­
ter of President Roosevelt in calling 
Haywood and his associates “undesir­
able citizens.”

The speeches in Idaho of Secretary 
Taft, the message of Governor Good­
ing to the legislature, the speech in 
Boise of Senator Hey burn and the 
action of the Idaho legislature in. ap­
propriating money for the prosecution 
of the prisoners were also dealt with.

The talesmen all swore that they had 
not been influenced by President Roose­
velt’s letter or the ^speeches of other 
officials, national or state. A majority 
of them said they were Republicans.

The custom of the Idaho courts in 
selecting jurors for criminal cases is 
to call twelve talesmen to the jury box 
and to keep the box full. The state 
first conducts a complete examination 
until twelve have been passed. Then 
the body of the talesmen passes to the 
defence for examination. The state 
passed twelve men early this afternoon, 
and the general examination is in the 
hands of the defence. Eleven men 
were in the box at the conclusion of 
to-day's session. Only three have been 
pased by both sides. They have not 
been finally accepted and sworn, and 
are still subject to peremptory chal­
lenges. The three are: A. L. Lato, a 
carpenter and veteran of the civil war; 
Wm. Van Ornsdale, a grocer of Boise; 
Samuel D. Gilman, a farmer who lives 
ten miles from Boise. Gilman served 
in the Phillipines with the Idaho vol­
unteers.

Under the law, as recently amend­
ed, each side has ten peremptory chal­
lenges. Judge Wood announced that 
he intended to give both sides a wide 
latitude in the examination of tales­
men.

, Madrid, May 10.-Queen Victoria gave 
feirth to-day to a son who becomes heir 
to the throne of Spain.

The birth of the royal baby has been 
ttwaited with eager interest through­
out Spain. The news from the palace 
parly this morning that the accouche­
ment was imminent spread like wild­
fire and crowds flocked to the great 
laza fronting the royal palace. The 

event had taken the capital 
somewhat by surprise for only yester­
day afternoon the Queen had taken her 
customary drive, and the court physi­
cians had intimated that another two 
weeks would elapse before 
bient

During the night messengers were 
hastily despatched to the prime minis­
ter and other chief dignitaries as the 
birth of an heir to the throne of Spain 
is an event of the deepest political sig­
nificance. Through the early morning, 
Ministers and functionaries arrived at 
the court df the palace. Meantime 
word was received by the waiting 
throngs that the Queen was progress­
ing well. The doctors pronounced her 
condition normal and satisfactory. King 
Alphonso remained at Queen Victoria’s 
bedside. At 8 o’clock this morning the 
King cancelled a meeting of the coun­
cil of ministers, which was to have 
considered current state affairs.

By 10 o’clock the dignitaries of the 
State and capital, with many ambas­
sadors and ministers in their costumes, 
had reached the palace. At noon this 
assemblage of the nobility and power 
of Spain was grouped in the royal 
apartments set aside for official cere­
monies, awaiting with feelings of pro­
found emotion the announcement of the 
birth of the heir. The birth of the babe 
occurred at 12:45 p. m. The boy will 
be named Alphonsè.

The announcement was immediately 
Conveyed to the waiting officials and 
Crowds outside the palace who 
ceived the glad tidings with mingled 
feelings of enthusiasm and emotion. 
{That the Queen had been blessed with 
a son, a male heir to the throne, was 
tio leas welcome than the happy event 
Itself.

In no monarchial country in the 
World is the ceremonial observed at the 
birth of the first offspring of the King 
knd Queen, so rigid, stately and formal 
6s is in Spain. Nothing' Was omitted 
from the courtly etiquette from the 
bioment when Queen Victoria was offt- 
ciailly announced to be apprehending 
the period of maternity. The ...most 
Careful surveillance was exercised over 
her in order that the hopes of the coun­
try should not be running any risk of 
being blighted. Several months before 
kcouchnient, according to the Spanish 
Coyal custom, the Queen took up her 
Residence at the palace in Madrid to 
await the anxious moment. Thence, 
accompanied by the King, she has un­
dertaken from time to time pilgrim­
ages to various holy shrines to pray 
for a safe deliverance in the same way 
as the humblest Spanish woman.

For quite a month preceding the aus­
picious event, members of the proudest 
Spanish nobility have been in constant 
attendance at the palace as a precaution 
against the unwelcome surprise of a pre­
mature birth, while the members of the 
Royal family have taken up their resi­
dence either in the palace or near at hand 
in the capital. When at length Dr. Glen- 
denning, the young English doctor who 
attended the Queen, announced that the 
birth was a matter of only a few hours, 
urgent messages were sent to the Pre­
mier, Senor Maura, and his colleagues of 
the cabinet, the military governor of 
Madrid, the members of the diplomatic 
corps, the .grandees, the knights of the 
principal orders of chivalry, the leading 
military and civil authorities and all the 
ladles and gentlemen attached to the

Soon all the officials were gathered In 
full uniform and wearing the glittering 
insignia of their decorations, in the grand 
reception room, gorgeously draped with 
tapestry, adjoining the private apart­
ments, among those present being the 
American minister, Mr. Collier.

There, in suppressed excitement and 
hushed expectancy, they waited, and 
their attention was attracted by a move­
ment of the heavy curtains at the end of 
the apartments and the moving of the 
door leading from the Royal rooms.

The formal announcement of the birth 
of the infant was made by the Camarara 
Mayor, mistress of the robes, to Premier 
Maura, who formally communicated the 
fact to the distinguished company in the 
words: “Gentlemen, it is a Prince.”

The news was greeted with the greatest 
enthusiasm, which swelled into a spon­
taneous cheer as King Alphonse entered, 
accompanying the Camarara Mayor, 
carrying a huge silver tray upon which 
was lying the newly born Royal baby, 
covered with delicate lace garments. The 
Infanta Eulalie was at the King's side 
as he entered with his new born son. 
Premier Maura at once advanced and 
with some hesitation relieved the mistress 
of the robes of the precious load. Then, 
bearing the tray, the Premier proceeded 
slowly to the centre of the room, where 
all present crowded around anxious to 
obtain a glimpse of the child, which was 
presented to one after the other in their 
order of court precedence. When the 
curiosity of all those was satisfied, the 
babe was handed back to the mistress of 
the robes and by the latter was given to 
the Royal nurse, who immediately re­
turned to the side of the Queen.

As the nurse appeared in the Royal 
apartments a roar of cheering could be 
heard from the outside of the palace.

In the meantime the scenes in the 
streets outside were almost beyond de­
scription. Business had been suspended 
hours previous to the announcement of 
the birth, and there was great rejoicing 
throughout the city.

KUR0KI WILL RETURN 
BY CANADIAN ROUTE MICHEL MINERS 

RETURN TO WORK
Japanese Colony Received Intimation 

That He Will Accompany 
Prince Fushimi.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

General Kuroki expects to return to 
Japan by way of Canada, crossing the 
continent by the C. P. R. Such is the 
announcement received by the local 
Japanese colony.

After a month or so spent in the 
United States, the general, who left 
Washington to-day for the Jamestown 
Exposition, will visit Montreal and Ot­
tawa. and trusts to be able to make 
the Pacific coast in time to return to 
the Flowery Kingdom on the same ves­
sel as Prince Fushimi.

His party will not be as large 
when he passed through here on his 
arrival. His suite will be broken up 
as a number of the younger officers 
wish to visit Great Britain and Europe 
and with that object in view their 
Vave has been extended.

Preparations will be made by the Jap­
anese in the New England states, in 
Philadelphia and Boston, as well 
New York, where there are large col­
onies, to entertain the Japanese gen­
eral. They have endeavored to divert 
Prince Fushimi from his direct route 
across Canada to their cities, but this 
has been found impossible.

General Kuroki, with the Prince and 
the latter’s suite, will probably return 
to Japan by the Empress line.

The cares of Empire bear heavily. It 
is no light thing to carry the burden 
of Imperialism, as the statesmen of 
Great Britain have reason to know. 
There are rumblings of dissatisfaction 
In India. The Visit of Général Botha 
to England, in his capacity as premier 
Of the Transvaal, seems to have ex­
cited heart burnings In the Orange 
River Colony. The famous Générai De 
SVet comes to the front with same vig­
orous criticism. In a published state­
ment he asks: "Can Mr. Botha go to 
the Colonial .-Conference with a full 
mandate from the people of South 
Africa? Has he had time to even listen 
in Parliament to the wishes dr argu­
ments or suggestions of the Opposition 
party? He has npt. I think it would 
have been correct and even desirable 
for a Transvaal prime minister to at­
tend a Colonial Conference If such a 
minister had been through at least one 
full session of Parliament. There is an­
other aspect of the case. The Orange 
River Colony has not received its con­
stitution, and there la, therefore, nd 
reason for an Oraflge River Colony pre­
mier attending or even being invited to 
the Colonial Conference. Mr. Botha 
should have considered the people of 
the Orange River Colony in this mat­
ter, When the war was at Its bitter­
est It was the Free state that stuck 
hardest to Its guns. Then the Trans­
vaal knew Its ally, and would do noth­
ing without it. When the treaty of 
Vereenlging was signed, there were the 
same pledges from Briton and from 
Boer for Both the conquered republics. 
Since then the people of the Orange 
River Colony have been like the people 
of the Transvaal In their acceptance,of 
the situation.

The commonwealth college has already 
demonstrated its position on this con­
tinent, and If British Columbia would 
supply Its own educational needs It 
must prepare to compete with such in­
stitutions as the University of Cali­
fornia and the University of Washing­
ton In Seattle. The' real patriots of 
British Columbia’s Parliament will 
fight for the foundation of the Provin­
cial University, however limited Its be- 
glpnlng may be. When once It is cre­
ated, its own service to the people will 
plead with sufficient eloquence to en­
sure its proper development.

JUDGMENT GIVEN.VI agree with everything contained 
in the report,” he remarked, “except 
the last clause, recommending that 
the head tax on the Chinese should be 
reduced. I do not think that such a 
policy would be in the best interests 
of the province, and for that reason I 
could not conscientiously sign the re­
port. Some other remedy can be 
found.

“No member of this board, nor any 
right-thinking man in British Colum­
bia, believes that it would be in the 
best interests of thb province to see 
it flooded with Chinese labor. I re­
member the time when the Chinese 
came into this country and into Cali- 
forna, free. I know that the condi­
tions in this province are better now 
than they were then. I am aure that 
if 1,000 Chinamen came into the coun­
try, 500 white men would get out at 
cnce. If we bring 10,000 Chinamen into 
the country we will lose all the float­
ing white labor there is. It would all 
leave the province.”

Continuing, Mr. Henderson stated 
that he did not believe that the board 
should place itself on record as In 
favor of the abolition or the reduction 
of the head tax. The time would come 
when the Chinese would be prepared 
to pay the head tax to come in, and 
that would be time enough to see the 
country flooded with them.

The amehdment was supported by 
C. H. Lugrin. He believed that if such 
a debateable item were included in the 
report the entire report would be 
marred and its value rendered nil. 
Before the question of availing them­
selves of Oriental labor ,was broached 
they should exhaust every other means 
of securing the supply necessary. No 
organized effort had as yet been made 
to overcome the shortage in labor, and 
he thought before the government was 
asked to reduce the head tax this 
should be done.

Mr. Builen here interpolated the re­
mark that the majority of people in 
Victoria were afraid to express them­
selves frankly with regard to the head 
tax and Chinese labor? The commit­
tee’s aim in this regard was to secure 
relief for the farmers and for such peo­
ple as required unskilled labor. If 1,000 
Chinamen wçre to come to Victoria* 
500 housewives would be able to take 
it easier.

Your committee prefer to see this a 
“white man’s” country, but in the event 
of a refusal or delay in carrying out the 
above recommendations your committee 
are of- the opinion that the only alterna­
tive is tof strongly recommend that the 
head tax on Chinese be reduced.

The 
latter' had given an affirmative answer 
and when the jtrlce was asked Mr. 
Rowland said he wanted $600 an acre. 
Mention was made of the subject of 
commission but Mr. Rowland said he 
did not know anything of that, he 
wanted 1500 an acre. Mr. Bagehawe 
said he would then have to add $25 an 
acre for commission.

Later Mr. Bagehawe Interested Bell 
and Steele in the land, and effected a 
sale for the sum mentioned, the price 
being put at $625. A deposit was made 
by the purchasers and later Mr. Bag- 
shawe met the defendant in the law 
office of J. Wall, who acted for the de­
fendant. The terms were discussed, 
and the plaintiff preferred the deposit. 
The defendant refused to take this on 
the ground that he would take only 
the Initial payment which It was 
agred should be paid.

Finally Mr. Rowland refused to 
recognise the sale effected by Mr. Bag­
ehawe and declared It all off.

The whole question was one of whe­
ther under all the circumstances the 
plaintiff could be regarded as having 
been the agent of the defendant. His 
Lordship decided that he was, and that 
he was entitled to his commission.

J. J. ShallcroBs offered an amend­
ment. He moved that the report be 
adopted, down to the clause which 
dealt with Chinese labor, and that the 
consideration of that be deferred. He 
recognized, however, the existence of 
a shortage in unskilled labor, and 
stated that It was becoming even more 
acute. If the province could not ob­
tain tljls unskilled labor from the 
sources which they favored, they must 
get it from whence they could. Past 
efforts to bring labor from Europe had 
been opposed by the labor unions, but 
he did not think that a strong effort 
had been made to secure relief from 
that direction. "I think,” said he, 
"that the alien labor act Is a strong 
obstacle to the securing of help from 
that direction, and the solution of the 
difficulty is the abolition of this act.”

He thought the efforts .of the board 
should be directed to having this bar­
rier broken down. In time it might 
be necessary to seek labor from China, 
but he desired that other channels 
should be searched first.

F. A. Pauline favored this course of 
aetkm. Before taking any action 
the Chinese question, they should first 
seek to supply the shortage from other 
quarters. There had been an office 
maintained by the province In London, 
England, for years which Had been dis­
seminating information to the effect 
that no man need go to British Colum­
bia unless he was prepared to main­
tain himself upon his 
for some time, and this had certainly 
not been conducive tp bringing or at­
tracting labor to this province. The 
Dominion government is bringing out 
Immigrants, and many of them labor­
ing men, but these go to the east. Few 
of them reach here. The board should 
impress upon the government the ne­
cessity of an Immigration policy for 
tJie province, and also the necessity of 
the abolition of the alien labor law. 
Once the people have arrived here they 
themselves will solve the difficulty of 
the shortage of labor. If, after trying 
that, it still is found that the supply 
Is not equal to the demand, It will be 
time enough to take up the question 
of the admission of the Chinese.

The elimination of the Chinese clause 
entirely from the report was favored 
by W. T. Anderson.

Mr. Shallcross offered his amend­
ment in writing. It was as follows:

“It Is not recommended that the re­
duction of the Chinese bead tax shall 
be considered by the board until every­
thing else has failed.”

T. W. Paterson pointed out that Mr. 
Shallcross’ amendment was in sub­
stance the report of the committee. It 
was unfortunate that some of the gen­
tlemen had not been present when the 
committee had been taking their evi­
dence or had not perused the evidence 
itself. The committee bad found the 
evidence submitted strongly in favor 
of the abolition of the head tax. He 
believed that the question of Oriental 
labor was being solved as it 
“The Japanese government,” he 
tinned, "has reduced the restructlons 
of Japanese Immigrants from that di­
rection. There are elements detri­
mental to this class of labor. The Chi­
nese come here Intent upon making a 
pile and then returning to China. They 
are content to do menial work. The 
Japanese are not so. They come, but 
they will compete ln all activities. They 
Will compete as skilled labor also.

“We are up against one of the hard­
est and most serious propositions of 
years,” he continued, "with regard to 
securing labor ter railway construction.

Salmon, bass and cod in many varieties 
are abundant in nearby waters. Dur­
ing the open months trout can be 

Vaught by those who wish to twirl thç 
fly or spend a few hours trolling. Oys­
ter and Cowichan rivers, Shawnlgan 
lake and many other streams and lakes 
all over the Island are open for this 
sport, and choice can be secured be­
tween the Dolly Varden, that some­
times reaches twenty pounds, to the 
speckled beauty of a few ounces. There 
is a little dispute on as to whether the 
steel head is a trout j> r salmon, but it 
Is found In waters near Victoria In the 
greatest profusion. It has no equal tn 
fresh water for gameness, and a stiff 
struggle with a fifteen pound steelhead 
will be held in pleasant memory by 
every follower of the gentle art 

Game birds are abundant within s 
few miles of Victoria. Two varieties of 
grouse are certainly native, the sooty 
and Oregon ruffed. Then there is the 
rock ptarmigan. It must be sought 
above the snow Une, but its great 
beauty well repays the endeavor. 
Partridges, although not natives, are 
yet very common. There are both 
mountain and California kinds, intro­
duced from the state mentioned, ïhey 
have become thoroughly acclimatized 
and now abound. Pheasants, brought 
from China some sixteen years ago, are 
now naturalized all over Vancouver Isl­
and, and the season for shooting is 
every year designated by 
Of ducks, geese and swans thçre 
many varieties. The malto. 
squaw, green-winged teal, but 
and black brant are vepr common, 
while occasionally whistler, harlequin.; 
black scoter, white-winged scoter and! 
other kinds ye shot. Recently caper­
cailzie and black game have been în-j 
troduced from Copenhagen.

the department • of maine and fisheries 
of the establishment of more aids to 
navigation, and also the location of 
menaces.

A 31-day WIngham light has been 
established on the south extreme of 
Plover Point, entrance to Mosquito 
harbor.

The light is a fixed white light, 
eltevated 34 feet above high water mark, 
and should be visible two miles. The 
Illuminating apparatus is dioptric of 
the seventh order. The lantern stands 
on top of a small enclosed wooden 
tower, built on an open frame plat­
form, the whole painted white. The 
light is unwatched.

An unchartered rock, not marked by 
kelp, discovered by Capt. McDonald 
(who is employed by the Mosquito 
Harbor Sawmill Company), in the east­
ern entrance to Mosquito harbor, has 
been located by the C. G. S. Quadra.

The rock is about 200 feet in length, 
N. W. and S. E., and about 60 feet in 
breadth, with a depth on it of 10 feet. 
The following angles were taken from 
the shoalest part: Dark Island, east 
tangent, 0 degree; South Wood Island, 
southeast tangent, 70 degree 50 min­
utes; North Wood Island, east tangent, 
78 degree 30 minutes; point on east 
shore of Mosquito harbor, distant 3 
cable westward of Plover Point, 41 de­
grees 20 minutes; Plover Point, 82 de­
grees 45 minutes.

A small shoal patch with a surface 
of about 20 feet, carrying 2% fathoms, 
evidently a boulder, has been found by 
the C. G. S. Quadra near the point on 
the east shore of Mosquito harbor, 
northward of the north Wood Island.

There is a depth of 4 fathoms close 
round the rock, The#following angles 
fix the position of the rock: Point on 
east shore of Mosquito harbor, distant 
2 cables N. 22 degree W. from N. point 
or north Wood Island, 0 degree; point 
on east shore of Mosquito harbor, dis­
tant 3 cables westward of Plover Point, 
132 degrees 50 minutes ; north Wood 
Island, northwest tangent, 60 degrees

An uncharted rock, discovered by 
Capt. McDonald, lying near the east­
ern shore of Bedwell Sound* has been 
located by the C. G. S. Quadra.

The rock is parallel to the shore, 
about 150 feet in length and dries 4 feet 
near the centre. The water ft deep 
between the rock and the shore. The 
rock is distant % cable from the shore. 
From the rock, the point on the east 
shore of Bedwell Sound (distant 1 mile 
east of the islet south of Turn Point) 
bears 22 degree W.; and the point 
on the west side of Bedwell Sound 
(distant 7% cables S. 47 degree W. from 
the islet south of Turn point) bears S.

“Resolved that the attention of the 
federal and local authorities be called 
to the fact that citizens are invalided 
and dying from a curable and prevent­
able disease, against which so far no 
action has been taken.

“Resolved that municipal authorities 
be reminded that the health and lives 
of inhabitants of their dlsttcts are in 
the care of the municipal authorities.

“Resolved, that members of religious, 
friendly, benevolent, trades and other 
societies be requested to assist in the 
movement to combat man’s greatest 
scourge.

“Resolved that an effort be made to 
collect a sum of one hundred thousand 
dollars to erect and equip suitable 
buildings to handle our consumptives, 
both incipient and advanced.”

A. G. Perry, Vancouver, seconded the 
resolution, endorsing the movement to 
fight the plague.

Hutchinson Brithers, of Broughton 
street, are rushing the building of their 
motor boats; As the first firm to en­
gage in tl^e complete construction of 
such boats in the city, they feel justly 
proud of their achievement. The boats 
are built in their own shipyards. The 
engines are constructed in their own 
foundry. In addition to their motor 
boats, they construct what are known 
to the trade as “knock down” boats. 
These are boats which are completed 
in the shipyard and set up there. They 
are, hwoever, so constructed as to be 
readily taken apart for shipment. As 
soon as the builders are satisfied that 
the various parts fit perfectly this is 
done and the boat is shipped to its des­
tination where it is finally set up. In 
this department of boat construction 
the firm are the pioneers.

One such boat has been recently 
completed and shipped to the Yukon to 
Eli Verreau, for use in the mail ser­
vice there. The fact that they were 
able to secure an order for such a boat 
where speed and strength must be 
combined in the closest possible man­
ner, has caused the Hutchison Brothers 
to feel that they need have no fears 
as to the future of this branch of the 
industry.

“As a matter of fact,” said Mr. 
Hutchison, “we have more orders to­
day than we can fill.” /

The firm already have three twenty- 
foot launches under construction. These 
will be fitted with their own gasoline 
motors. Quite apart from the special 
features of the boats the engines have 
several patents which belong to the 
firm exclusively. /Among others is the 
double system of ignition, and the 
patent oiling system which will be used. 
These devices enable the firm to se­
cure the maximum of speed and 
strength with a minimum of weight, 
T'he firm expect to have the three boats 
now in course of construction finished 
by May 24th. In eighteen foot class 
they have already more orders than 
they can fill for some time to come.

Mr. Hutchison states that it is the 
intention of his firm to push the motor 
boat business, rather than the automo­
bile business#in which they are also 
engaged. They still hold the agency for 
the Oldsmobiles and will continue to 
repair and sell, but will this summer 
operate no cars for hire. In explan­
ation of this decision, Mr. Hutchison 
referred to the reconstruction of the 
Pemberton block which was going on, 
and which compelled his firm to change 
their down town quarters.

“To date,” said he, “we have been 
unable to secure new quarters that 
suitable. There is, therefore, 
open to us except that which we are 
taking.”

Winnipeg, May 10.—Louis Lanvi, a 

young financial man of Vienna, is 
here after completing a tour of west­
ern Canada, visiting Calgary, Edmon­
ton and Saskatoon. He visited seVerai 
Austrian and other settlements of Eu­
ropean people, and goes back to Aus­
tria with a most optimistic conception 
of the opportunities which western Can­
ada presents lor the investment of 
capital in large sums.

“Is it possible that the financial in­
terests which you represent will invest 
a million dollars in the west as has 
been represented?" he was asked.

"A million dollars would be a small 
matter to the syndicate by which I am 
sent to Canada," was the reply, “and 
the investment will be at once made if 
the Vienna capitalists 
there is reason to believe that the in­
vestment will prove satisfactory. Per­
sonally I cannot express too fully my 
feelings of satisfaction with the west.
Our Austrian people now in the west 
are doing well, and there is no reason 
why they should not continue to do 
well. So well satisfied was I with all 
that I saw in. the west that I have ca­
bled to Vienna for permission to close at 
once, certain options which I have 1 
held. I expect that I will receive the 
reply to my cable to-day or to-morrow, 
and on receipt of the reply will make 
our first purchases.

MINING ASSESSOR.

Prof. Mickle Appointed Under the On­
tario Tax Act.

Toronto, May 10.—An order in council 
was passed at a meeting of the cabinet 
lo-'day, appointing Prof. (?. C. Mickle, 
of the School of Practical Science, as 
mining assessor under the Mining Tax 
Act, which was put through during the 
iast session of the legislature. Prof. 
Mickle xvill leave in a few days for the 
north, where his first duty will be to 
assign districts to the eight new in­
spectors of mining claims whose ap­
pointment was announced a day or two 
ago.

The act vests very wide powers in 
the mining assessor. If his decisions 
do not give satisfaction, appeals may 
be taken to the bureau of mines, and 
these the minister may refer to the 
mining commissioner for the Ontario 
railway board. Where the tax exceeds 
$1,000, a further appeal may be carried 
to the court of appeal, and the decision 
of this court will be final.

STEEL RAILS.

Efforts Will Be Made to Bring About 
Improvements.

New lork, May 10.—An important 
step has been taken by the manufac­
turers of steel rails and the railway 
companies which make such exten­
sive use of this commodity to bring 
about air improvement tn the steel pro­
duct. thus giving better security the 
public against accidents and providing 
a higher grade article for the rail­
roads.

This movement results from
made by railroad experts 

concerning the life and general dura­
bility of steel rails. It has been main 
tained that breakage has been 
frequent of recent months, and that 
there is a gradual deterioration in the 
product. Whether this is due to the 
intrinsic quality of the ores used in the 
processes of manufacture or the im­
mense strain of growing tonnage Is an 
open question.

With a view to reconciling all the 
divergent views a committee of experts 
has been appointed, both the railways 
and the manufacturers of rails being 
represented on the committee.
