Still the Dreadful Disea;se Continues
to Demauod Its Datly Qaota
of Victiwms.

Bombay, Jan. 17.—The plague contin-l
ues as bad as ever, and there is little

come. ‘The panic has been renewed and
the exodus from the city has commenged
with a vengeance. Thousands of people
have left the city. = They fear the ven-‘
geance of the government for the viola-
tion of the Queen’s statue. i

Many officers have suffered in conse-
quence of- the clerks taking leave. Many
of them were refused leave and were told
that they, would lose their appointmeuts‘
if they went away, but this does not!
keep them baek: T'hey would rather risk
their ‘appointments: than stay in Bom-
bay. T'he larger employers of labor are
suffering ' severely. Establisments in
which hundreds of workmnen are employ-
ed- have now ‘got ohly a few people left.

T'he health authorities do not thorough-
ly appreciate the real gravity of the sit-
nation. All their labors are wasted upon
temporary arrangements. The leaders of
the various communities have taken the
matter in hand, and esch.caste is now
arranging te provide separate hospitals
for the accommodation and treatment of
patients of their own.

The plague threatens to spread through
the flight of -the natives of the city into
other parts of India, and if it reaches the

mortality will be ‘enormous. - 'The na-
tives have been reduced through lack of
food to little less thai living skeletons in
the most heavily stricken districts, and,
as sachy tanot fail to fall vietims by the
thousands: to the black plague, which
threaténs to invade Hurope through the
Mecca pilgrims and other sources for the
spread of contagion which are too numer-
ous to mention, the prineipal of which,
however, are the “export of rags, linen
and other merchandise likely to contain
poisonous. germs.- The mortality here
has quadrupled,. without counting deaths
which have occurred among hundreds of
thousands who have fled in terror from
Bombay, in many, cases abandoning their

/The mortality during the past week
Lere has been unprecédented, runing up
to 402 per ‘thousand, while the returns
of deaths from remittent fever are ex-
traordinarily high above the plague rate,
which is ‘naturally interpreted as mean-
ing that numbers of people who have
fallen victims of the plague have been
officially recorded as having died from
remittent fever. *

and ‘an outbreak of cholera there seems
certain in addition to a visitation from
the plague.- Water is scarce and what
there is of it is filthy. A word of praise
is due te the government officials and
Enropean deators. They are showing
a fine. example to the natives, althougb
many of them have, as a precaution,
gent away their families. They are do-
ing everything possible, working day and
night,in their efforts to stamp out the
loathesome pestilence, restore the cour-
age of the faint-hearted and encourage
business as much. as possible; but it
takes a.great déal of heroic example to
strengthen the' nervous 'system of - the
panie stricken nation of India, and'the
exodus from Bombay therefore confinues
without abatement. :

Bombay, Jan. 18.—The: situation 1is:
growing rapidly worse and the exodus
from the’city 'on account of the plague
continues. Official returns* issned- to-
day show that there has been 3636 cases
of plague recorded and 2392 deaths
from the pestilence.

‘Sudden-
ly, right up out of the sea, the great
mountain rises to its 13,760 feet,. while
close to hand, to westward, towers the
lovely island mass of Fernando Po to
its 10,190 feet, and, great as its first
charm, every time you see it it becomes
greater, although it is mever fhe same.
Five times I have been in. the beanti-
ful bay at ifs’ foot and have Hever geen
it twiee alike. -Sometimes it is' wreath-
ed with indigo-black tormade clouds,
sometimes crested with © snow, sonre-

times standing out hard and clear as
though made of .metal, and sometinmes

softly gorgeous, with. green, gold, pur-
ple and pink vapors tinted by the sun-
set.

Willis died at 8:30 a.m. on January 6,
after-an illness covering several months,
the effect upon his -health resulting from
an attack of pneumonia from which he
suffered  while on his vacation to the
States.
