NORTH-EASTERN BOUNDARY.

From the additional Correspondence laid before Con-
gress by the President in relation to John Baker.

Mr. Lawrence 1o Lorp DupLey.
Rt. Hon. the Earl of Dudley, &c. &e. &ec.

The undersigned, Charge d’Affnires of the United
Siates of America, regrets that he is compelied to call
to the notice of his Majesty’s Priacipal Secretary of
State for Foreign A ffairs, actson the part of the Govern-
ment of the Province of New Brunswick within the ter-
titory claimed by the United States and Great Britain
respectively, not only wholly inconsistent with that
mutval forbearance which, it has been understood,
should govern the proceedings of both countries during
the pendency of the question of boundaries, for the
decision of which arrangements have recently been
made, but o¥a character 1o lead, by inviting retalia-
tion, to difficulties of a most serious nature.

The proceedings complained of, to which it will be
the duty of the undersigned particalarly to refer, tonk
place in settlements near the Arvostook and St. John's
rivers, within the territory of which is, and always bas
been, considered by the United Statesas a part of the
present State, formeily District of Maine, It appears
from official docoments, that, in this section of country,
various attempts to exercise exelusive jurisdiction bave
been made by the Lieutenant-Governor of New Bruns-
wick ; that American citizens residing within the ter.
ritory in dispute have been subjected to as alien tax;
that they have been compelled to serve in the British
militia ; that they have been summoned to appear be-

fore the tribunals of New Bruoswick for intrusion on

ed property of the British Crown ; aud that they have
been prosecuted before these foreign courts for alleged
political affences, which, if puni-hable at all, were on-
Iy cognizable by the authorities of theirown countty.

These attacks on the rights of citizens of the United
States having formed the subject of a correspondence
between the British Minister at Washington and the

American Secretary of State, which, it is understood,
has been transmitted (o Lord Dudley, tlie undersigoed
does not deem it necessary (o enter into the detsils of
the different individaal acts of exclusive jurisdiction
that have beén matters of complaint, but bastens to a
case which he is instructed to bring partieularly under
the consideration of his Majesiy's Government, with a
view (0 the redress of which it may be susceptible.—
Jobn Buker,a citizen of the United States, residing on
a tract of land situvated at or near the junction of the
Meriumpticook with the St. John’s river, and held by
him under a deed fiom. the States of Massachusettnand
Maine, was arrested in. his own -domicile, onthe 25:h |
of Beptember mnder circumstances of aggravation
While Mr. Baker and his family were asleep, his house
was surrounded by amarmed force and eotered by a
person of high official character in the Provioce of New
Bronswick, by the command of whom Mr. Baker was
seized and conveyed to Fredericton, and there com-
mitted to jail, where he is still confined on a charge of
an alleged misdemeanor, growing oot of a denial of
British jurisdiction in the territory where he had set.
tled, as above stated, under the ‘authority of a grant
from two states of the American Usion. This transac.
tion having received the special consideration of the
President of the United States, the undersigned has
been charged to call apon the Government of Great
Britain to interpose its authority with the Provincial
Government, in order to the liberation of Mr, Baker,
and to the granting.to this American citizen a full in.
demuity for the wrongs whieh he has suffered by the
seizure of his person within the limits of the State of
Maine, and his subsequent abduction and confinement
in jail et Fredericton, :

The undersigned is further instructed to require that
the Government of New Bronswick shall cease from
the exercise of all and every act of exclusive jorisdic.
tion within the disputed territory, until the guestion of
right is settled by the two Governments of Great Bri-
tain and the United States,

The motives which have led to these demands may
be sufficiently inferred from a consideration of the oc-
currences already cited. In declaring, through the
undersigned, that it caunot. consent to the exercise of
any separate British jorisdiction, withinany partof
the State of Maine, as it understands the limits of that
Siate to be defined by the treaty of 1783, prior to the
decision of the question of title, the Government of the
United States isooly protesting against unjustifiable
encroachments on its sovereigaty, and asking from
Great Britain what it is williog an its side to accord—
that forbearance which the present state of the contro-
versy most strongly ivculeates.. Tndeed it is only by
adopting such a course that the collisions, which would
arite from an attempt by each party to give effect to
its own pretensions, can be avoided, The importance
of abstgining from any aet. which might jeopard the
amicable relations between the two Powers was early
perceived; and instances have not been wanting in
which they have bothbeen restrained by considera-
tions of prudence and mutual respect from exercising
acts of excluwsive jurisdiction within the -dispoted terri-
tory, To a cemplaint .made sofarback as.ihe year
1518, by Mr. Bagot,at that time his Majesty's Minis-
terin America, of irregular settlements attempted by
citizens of the United Stutes on the fands in controver-
#y. the most ready attention was paid. On the other
hand, licences to cut timber, granted by the Provincial
autharities; have been revoked, and the practice of
cutting and removing the'timber has been undérstood

y the Gosernment of the United States (o0 have heen
discontinued. Recent. cases bave also occurred, in
which the interposition of the American Government,
requested by Mr. Vaaghan, has been promptly accerd.
ed in the spirit.of that rale, of the expediency of
which no better evidence can be required than the ne-
cessity which bas given rise to the present commau.
nication,

The undersigned purpasely avoids any obsereations'
which can lead to a prematore diseussion on points |
which are to be submitied to a tribunal selected by the
twa Powers. However unanswerable he may con-
ceive the arguments by which the elaim of thiscountry
to the territory in question may be sustained, he is
aware that it can be attended.with no advantage to
addure them on the present occasion,

The undersigned also regards as inadmissible a!l ar-
tempts to defend the exercise of British authority, in
the territory referred to, during the time which may
intervene before the decision of thenrbiter is made,
by asterting a title derived from possestsion, Consider-
ing the grounds on which the claims of the United
States are founded, it is not perceived how arguments
drawn either from - first occupaocy or immemorial pos-
session, can be made to bear on the finul defermina-
tion of the principal subject in discussion hetweea the
two countries, or how ibey can affect the question of
(temporary jurisdiction. Before the independence of
the United States, not only thie territory in dispute,
but the whole af the adjoining Province and State, was
the properiy of a common Sovereign. At the time of
the division of the Empire, the United Siates and Great
Britain defined, ia expres: terms, their respective ter-
ritorial limits; and it will not, it is presumed, be as-
seried that, on concluding the Tieaty of 1783, the jo-
risdiciion of the one party oser the counntry allotred to
it was less complete than that which was granted to the
other over its territory. The treaty by which the se.
paration of the dominions of the two powers was ef-
fected mny be assimilated to a deed of pariition be-
tween individoals holding property in common, From/
the exchange of ratificaiions, the only doubts which
could arise were necessaiily rmricledylo the interpre-
tation of its langunge. Nor has any thing ocenrred
since the Revolutionary war to vary the rights of Great
Britain and America. The object of the 5th article of
the treaty of Ghent was merely to direct the practical
business of surveying add ma;king out the boundary
line, in érder to give effect to previous stipulations.

To avoid, however, any misconstruction that might
be drawan from his silence on the subject of a possessory
title, the undersigned deems it proper to declare that
New-Brunswick can adduce no claims, by which a
jurisdiction derived from prescription of the first occu-
pancy of this conntry can be sustained ; and he js far
feam admittiog that, in this view of the case, the pre-’
tensions of the Uniied States are less valid than those
of Great Briin,

Itappears from the best information that can he ob-
tained, that no seitlement bad been made in the terri-
tory at preseot in dispute prior to the American Revo-
lution ; that subsequently to that event, a small one
was formed at or near the Madawasca, by French from
Nova Scotia, who had always previously resisted the
English authority ; and that, though some grants of
land muy bave been made to these settlers by the Pro-
vincial Goveroment, before the determination of the
river St. Croix, io pursuance of the treaty of i794, the
acts of authority which took place were few and donbr-
ful, nor is it believed that they wereill' very recently,
known to, much less acquiesced in by, Massachuselis,
to whom, till the separation of Maiue, the jurisdiction
as well as s0il belonged. There was littie occasion for
the employment of criminal process among the relics
of a primitive population, as these settlers were repre-
sented to be of a * mild, frugal, industrious, and pious
character,” desirous of finding a refuge under the pa-
triarchal and spiritual power of their religion.

ritory to a foreign jurisdiction. 1t is believed tlmt,
should the settlers be left to themselves, they will in-
stitute some form of Government 4dapted 10 their con-
dition, as was done for a long time on the Madawaska g
that whether they do or not it will be competent to the
Governments of Maine and New Brunswick. within
their respective acknowledged limits, to guard against
any disorders. At all events the Government of the
United States cannot consent to the exerciie of any

“The undersigned on this occasion. cannnt avoid ob-
gerving that the inconveniences which confessedly arise
from the unsettled state of the Boundary between the
dominions in the United Siates and Great Britain, con-
stitule a most powerful reason for the adoptien of eve-
ry measure calculated to insure a prompt decision of
the main question at issve. A convention, formed with
a view_ of submitting the conflicting decisions of the
Commissioners under the fifth article of the treaty of
Ghent to the arbitration of a. friendly Sovereign or
State, having received the assent of both the high can-
tracting parties, became wbligatory on them by an ex-
change of their respective ratifications on the second of
April last. In the same official communication in which
the undersigned acquainted the Earl of Dudley with
his authority 10 exchange the ratification of the Presi-
dent of the United States for that of the King, be an-
nounced his baving received instruetions in relation to
the further arrangemenis contemptated by the conven-
tion: and no effort on the part of the United States,
which could, with propriety, be made, has heen waot-
ing to fulfil, literelly, the stipulations by which the two
contractiog parties engaged to proceed io concert to the
choice of a friendly Sovereign or State, as soon as the
ratifications should be exchanged.

The undersigned would fail in obedience to his in-
structions, were he to conclude this nnte without de«
claring to Lord Dudley that while the President hopes
that the British Government, parlicipating in the desire
which he most anxiovsly feels to aveid all collision on
account of the temporary occupation of the territory in
contest, will effectually interpose its authority to re-
sirain the Provincial Government from the exercise of
any jurisdiction over it, such an interpusition alone wiil
supersede thase precautionary measures which the Go-
vernment of the United States will otherwise feel itself
constrained (o adopt.

The undersigned has the honoer to renew ‘o Lord
Dudley the assurances of his higbest consideration.

Postponing for the present any answer to Me. Law-
rence’s remntks on the genaral question of jurisdiction
within the district io which John Baker resided at the
period of his arrest, and assuming, in this place, that
such jurisdiction did belong to the Government of New-
Brunswick, the undcrsigued will proceed to show, from
the history of Baker himself, that the exerci-e of it,in
the particular case of 1hat individual, is singularly fiee
fiom aoy possible imputation of hardship or severity.

Alr, Lawrence will see, from the report of Mr. gnﬂ
gell, the ageat specially appuiated by the Goveroment
of the United Siates to inquire into this transaction,

Baker's concurrence, applied 1o the Government of
New.Brunswick for a grant of the same laod for the be-
oefit of John Baker ; that, in 1822, Buker himself ap-
piled for and received from the Government of New-
Bronswick the provincial bounty for the eultivation of
grain upon that land; and that, so late as the year

such afiences huppened to be its own subjects. or aliens

Surh being the facts more immedintely relatiag te the
individual Baker bimse!f. the uodersigned hns now to
beg the attention of Mr. Lawrence to those which re-
late 10 the seitlement in which he resided.

It is showa by the repart of Mr., Barrell, and confirme
ed by the evidence of Baker’s trial, that the Madawas-
ka settlement was formed soon after the treaty of 1783,
by British subjects, descendants of the original French
colonisis of New-Branswick, It is stated on oath by
Simon Hibert, a witness on (he trial, who has lived for.
1y years in the settlement, nnd had received a grant of
land from the Provincial Government two or three
yenars afier he seitled there, that he considered himself
ts have always lived under the Government of New-
Brooswick, and that all the Madawaska settlers lived
vnler the same Government, Tesiimony to ilie same
effect is given by Mr. Fraser, n Magistiate, who has
been acquaiuted with the Madawa-ka settlers since
