Timber Trade Itoms.

[Lonaon “Timber Trades Jomnal” Feb. 19.1
Freights remain firm from Cinadian and
Baltic porte, and charterers mora anxious
to secure their tonnage. Most owners
are still holidinz off, which hasalready pro-

duced a hardened tendency in freights,

The imports of timber to Liverpool con-
tioue very light, and, under ordinary cir.
eumstances, this ought to improve the
tone of the market, when we consider the
stocks oa hand are by no means heavy,
Yet there. does not appear to be any dis.
position an the part of consumers to buy
in anticipation of their wants, and hence
the quantity of timber and deals on the
way up the country is very limited. On
the spot, also, marchants appear to be
reluctant to enterinto contracts for future
shipmeats, and this may, ina great mea-
sure, be attributed to the unsatisfactory
financial condition of the trade, for, thouch
there are no new failures to announce, the
) feeling is one of uncertainty and distrust.

Hence there ‘isa disposition to refrain
from entering into forward contracts, and
the inc'ination to abstain from further en-
gagements, to which wa have referred bo_
fore, has become more strongly marked, if
such a thing were possible,

Very little is being done in the freight
market, either from the Canadian or pitch
pine ports, as owners will not accept the
present wretchedly low rates, and many
owners of vesels are lying them up with
.out emplgyment rather thanrua them at
a loss. ‘

Oa the other hand, importers of cargoes
who usually purchase upona cost, freight,
and insurance basis are still abstaining
from entering into any engagementr, pre-
fering toplay a waiting game until the
holders of stocks on the other side are
compelled to skip.
