In a Straight tone, 
the distance from north to south of 
the continent Is about 4,500 miles, but 
the Une to be bUQt .will probably be 
a, thousand unties longer. (Mir. Rhodes 
proposed to deal .with the Mahd-1 and

The White Новеє Whitewash.
In reply to a request for this jecipe a 

subscriber sends the following, which 
was copied in The New York Tribune 
from an old-time issue ot a Washington 
fl*Per: Take one-half bushel nice un- 
■iaked^lime, slake it with boiling water, 
cover it during the process to keep in 
the steam. Strain the liquid through 
a fine sieve or strainer and add to it 
ойе peek of salt, previously well dis­
solved in warm water, three pounds of 
ground rice boiled to a thin paste and 
Stirred in boiling hot, one-half pound 
bpamsh whiting, and a pound of clean 
glue which _ has previously been dissolv­
ed by sosking it well and then Jmngmg 
it Over a slow fire in a small kettle with­
in a large one filled with water. £<M*" 
five gallons hot water to the mixture, 
stir it well and let it stand a few days, 
covered from the dirt. It should be put 
on right hot. For this purpose, it cm 
be kept in a kettle on a portable furnace. 
-About a pint of this mixture, if properly 
applied, will cover a square yard on 
the outside of a house. Brushes more 
or less small may be used according to 
the neatness of the job required. It 
answers as well as oil paint for wood, 
bnck or stone, and is cheaper. It re­
tains its brilliancy for many years. There 
is nothing of the kind that will compare 
Jrtthit, either for inside or outside walls. 
Coloring matter may be put in and made 
or any shade you like, Spanish brown 
stirred in will make red pink, more or 
toss deep, according to the quantity. A 
delicate tinge of this is very pretty for 
inside walls. Finely pulverized common 
clay, well mixed with Spanish brown, 
makes a reddish stone color. Yellow 
ochre stirred in makes yellow wash; but 
chrome goes further, and ihakes a color 
generally esteemed prettier. It would 
be best to try experiments on a shingle 
end let it dry. Green mart not be mix­
ed with lime. It destroys the color, and 
the color, has an effect upon the white­
wash which makes it crack and peel.

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№COST OF SOLOMON’S TEMPLE.

A noted statistician and Investigator, whb 
has lots ot time for such jrork, has been 
doing some figuring on the cost of the temple 
of Solomon, and says few people, even In 
these days of palmy extravagance end mill­
ionaire display, have an adequate impression 
of the enormous cost of the great temple. 
According to VHlalpandoe, the "talents” of 
gold, silver and brass were equal to the 
enormous sum of £6,879,822,000. The worth 
of the jewels is placed at я figure equally 
high. The vessels of gold, according to Jo­
sephus, were valued at 140,000 talents, which 
reduced to English money, was equal to 
£076,296,203. The vesels of silver, according 
to the seme authority, were still more valu­
able, being set down as worth £646,344,000. 
Priests’ vestments and the robes of singers, 
£2,010,000, and the trumpets, £200,000. To 
this add the expense of the building ma­
terial, labor, etc., and some wonderful fig­
ues result Ten thousand men hewing 
cedars, 60,000 bearers of busdens, 80,000 hew­
ers of stone and their overseers; all were 
employed for seven years, end upon these, 
besides their wages, Solomon bestowed £6,- 
733,970.

Go to Your Post Office TwiceA Homemade Brooder.
One of the principal things in keeping 

chicks alive in brooders is the heating, 
and keeping of them clean. The brood­
er portrayed below has been successfully 
used several years, is heated with an oil 
stove and has a hot water circulation. 
The oil gas stove is at g, water tank f, 
and the hot water pipes h h are so laid 
as to allow of overflow and return of 
water. The hot water pixies are direct­
ly below the sawdust-covered top (e). 
Dimensions are 4 feet in Tear, 8 feet in 
front and 12 feet for length of root, 
including eaves, while the full length 
of the floor space is 12 feet. The win­
dows d open out for ventilation and are 
8 feet long; the windows c are 3 feet 
long and open in. The covers of the 
coops consist of light frames with 1 1-2- 
tnch netting. A door closes off either 
coop during" cold weather, to keep the 
heat in either one coop.

INEW FURNESS STEAMERS.

The new Furness time steamer Boa- 
dloeaj is a beauty; she has been only 
recently launched, and w*tU ply be­
tween New York and London. She 
is a passenger, cargo, and cattle 
steamer, amd is capable ot carrying 
15.500 tons cargo measurement.

She bas .three complete steel decks, 
besides the shelter deck, which is also 
of steel, sheathed with yellow pine. 
She ia 500 feet over ati, 63 feet 3 in. 
beam, 34.6 depth. Accommodation for 
150 passengers Is provided in a large 
bridge house on the top of the shelter 
deck. The dining eaâooo te built of 
mellow colored mahogany, with panels 
of eatimwood effect The ceiling and 
wail spaces have been especially mo­
delled in Tynecastle canvas to a phase 
of delicate Renaissance work in which 
the Greek feeling te traceable, and 
gives piquancy to the ornamentation.. 
The handsome staircase Is lined in 
wainscot work, with friezes and pan­
eled spaces in modelled canvas; gilt 
amd colored. The music room to <xf a 
very light and graceful character, 
some of the features of the Louis XV., 
or old English periods are clearly 
traceable on the ceilings and walls.. 
The panelling to the smoking room is 
of teak, with small carved 
pamris, and the delicately mo­
delled canvas celling to the
Adams style ia patnted to a light 
sage tint. The well is covered with a 
handsome hand - pointed leather de­
sign of odd Spanish character. Elec­
tric tight to fitted through the entire 
vessel, and the whole of the living ac­
commodation to heated by steam.
