In 1¥ king back today over these
first home missionary efloris we can
hardly refrain from expréwing our
amszement at ‘the boldness of faith in
the early pioneers and our admiration
of their enthusiasm and spiritual zeal
Distriots and settlements, where noth-
ing invited them but the lost 8 uls of
men, were freely traversed, and in many
of them God owned His truth wiin
wondrous #rd saviog power.- It is
rather remarkajle top, to note that io
diflerent sections of New Brunswick,
where tne fathers broke the ground and
planted the first germs of gospel prinol-
ples, theig snccess ra have thus far
failed to fSllow upwhat had been so well
begun. A few of these fostances 1 shall
notios in passing

But little is now known of the doings
of the New Brunswick Association from
the time of ita orgavization until the
year 1827, when it met July 9 and 10 at
Kingsclear. No acocount of this session
appears to have been furnished for Lr
Biil's History, but I find & report of 1t
in the Baptist ‘Magszive of London for
the year 1828, From this we learn
that the assoclation then comprised
twenty-¢ight churches and bad & total
memberalrdp of 1847.. Boarcely one
tenth our present numbers, and yet
they weresending ont missionaries, east,
west, north and scuih, to all parts of
the provinee

In 1826 Rev. David Jsares, 8 Baptist
minister from Massaohusetts, visited
the Northwest Miramichi, extending
his trip to the month snd visiting in
his cdurse several seitlements on, our
Ewatern coast. He reports goxd results,
although enduring mavy hardships,
and “after traveling three days, and
wading through hogs, marshes and
orecks’’, he says, '] oame to the Fatb
fshotak river, where 1 preached om the
Sabbath three times,’  This it must be
remembered was io the montbs of Jan
uary and February. He admigptercd
baptism for the first tinif\jn erent
localitien. An interesting sccount of
this teip from his own pen fs given in
Dr. Bill's History.

Other laborers came and went over
both the upperwnd lower Miramichi
districts, few, however, remaining for
any gfeat perfod. At last the Home
Missionary scciety found a.man who,
like brother Tcger, was destined to give
himself for & life work in Northumber-
laod. This was Rev. W. M. Edwards,
who had just come out of a glorious re-
vival at Upper Gagetown with A. B,
Earle, and who in 1360 went to Doak-
town aud Blissfle'd, where he was des-
tined to remain for thirty years, ouf
apostolic bishop orfthe upper waters of
the Miramichi. Aftex longand patipnt
toil, cheered often by the companion-
ship of Fatlier Tozer, then in the even-
ing of life, Bro. Fdwards suocceeded in
bripgiog the churches nearly up to self-
support, and hms left bebind bhim =
work that will stand years hence an en-
during morument to his memory.

Farther down the river at Newcastle
and the adjolning sections Rev. E,
Hiokson was stationed from 1860 to
1870 succeeding Brother Wallace. His
labors covered the fields known as New
castle, Northesk, Little Southwest an
Nelsou.

Notes of Leotur e on the ¥ olitienl Revelution
or Suggle tor Civil Freedom,

The Renaisgance. the Reformation,
the Revolution, the three rubjects
brought beicre the B. Y. P.U. this win-
ter, are but three manifestations of cne
progressive movement.

Historiaps  generally “characterizs
the period from 1848 to the present
time as thut of poittioal or constitu-
tional relotm, the mdst prcminent
feature. of this pericd belog the con-
flit between despotio and. liveral prin-
ciples of goverrment.

Freedom is the normal conditions of
man. Hence the struggle for intelleo-
tual, veligions and civil freedom is
simply the natural striviog of the
human soul to place itself in haimon;
with universal beirg. Thus, as 1ndi-
oated in this comse of lectures, there
bas been = continuous struggie for
mcre than 700 years to secure the em-
sncipation ot Kuman thought, the
buman contcience, and the human
will.

A movement so widespread and long
continued must be anstaived at all
times by the same persistent ocause,
There is & continuity in historic de
velopment. In fact, human histury
may be likened to & great drama.

sories of leaps to fndioste delight, and
they further sexve the purpose of re-
leving the tediom of waiting the half-
seoond neccssary tothe donation, The
pleasurs of mu{hm s bird's nest with
the egg in it —a pleasure whioch must
have veen very real sometimes in the
case of huugry monkeys and savage
man, but is now only survival of the
instinot thus formed—this pleasure &
boy expressed by  series of convulsive
leaps into the air, and during the per-
formance not only were the arms and
legs moved as much as possible, but
the muscles of the stomach and vocal
organs has to be utilized to oause ac-
companying shouts.

RAISING MATCHED PAIRS,

The shrewd breeder of horses takes
advantage of that element in human
nature which calls for good lcoks—a
quality tha: arplies not simply to the
torm, color aud style of the ndividual
horse, but to these distinguished marks
t(muptd in pafr, One flaelooking
horse is & plessiog eight. Pat his
counterpart by bis side and the finw
effeot is wonderiully heightened. It
happens thus that where one handsome
horse may brivg $150, two equal in
vaius to this one and finely matched
may s¢ll for $400, the extra $100 belng
simply & bonus fur the ine maiching.
This {s hot mere theorisiog. It 1s &
truth known to every buyer of fine
horses for cily mmkets The extes
amount pald may not be $100; it may
be more, it may be lew; but in any
case it ia worth working for. If &
breoder is raising a couple of colts it
is then certainly wise Lo (ry to secure n
pair that will mate up well together,
not simply io color, but in siz4 form
and style ; this idea of matching being
quite Tully ssown inthe accompanying
tilustration. It fsn’t enough that form
and color are alike. It s necesary
that the horses carry themselves in &
similar ‘manpét, heads up together,
ears all alert, and the same degrie of
spirit belng shown by both,

It is my jurpese in this erilela‘to
show bricfly how one may g to work
wiih the grestost certainty ot breeding
colts that wiil match well when they
come to the harnese.

We must take advantage of the qual-
ity ot propotenoy, the power wnich
some animals have to a greater extent
than others of stamping their own im-
age and nature upon a very large per
cent of their offapring. Almost every
one oan call 1o mind sires that have
preduced colts of alntost uniform color,
whatever may have been the color of
the mares brought tothem. Thisis an
instance of prepotency. But horses of
s mixed breeding ace not so likely to
have this of aracteristic as thoye whioh
have for scores of years been brad to a.
ocertain standard of siza color and shape.
Buch have these characteristics so firm-
ly bred into them that they may be
bred to with great ocriainty that the
Eﬂ‘ll‘ﬂ}' will resemble them. It s

est, however, where one can do #0, to
have the mares as like the sires ay pos-
sible bota ia form and color, for the
dam seem+ to bave more influence over
the foxm' or at least the sizs, of the ofl-
spriog than over other characteristics.

bere it is poeaible, then, lot the mares
be of good size, & near the color of
the sire rele oted an possible.

Itis of the oo that I wish parti-
cularly tospeak, however; for one often
has to take such mares as are at hand,
but bas & chance to make selection as
to sires.
