The city has settled the matter of street
lighting for the mext six years and the St.
John railway bas the contract, as every-
boby expected it would. The rate for each
lamp ot the 129 on the east side, is $85 &
year,an increate on the present year ot $10
for each lamp. . The new arrangement will
date from the first of July next, and will
continue for five years.

_~~ This puta out of the question, for the

present, the idea of the city doing its own
lighting, as it has done, and will continue
to do, inthe North End. Tt hes beén the
dresm of'some of the council, st one time
or the other, for years past that this should
be tried, with the North End station en-
larged to meet the greater demand upon it.
At present it supplies 71 lights, and to in-
crease its capacity to 250 lights would re-
quire a large outlay at the outset, leaving
the jon to be decided whether the

private companies, as in the past.

The contract under which the ights have
been furtished for the last four years, was
admittedly a good one for the city. It was
made with the New Brunswick company

at the low figure of $75 a lamp, and when | .

the Railway Company succeeded the local

and the Consolidated it ded
to the contraet, though not at all satisfied
with the figure, which it cliimed was a
losing one. Thers was no expectation by
the citizens that the same low rate could
be secured again, and there were many
who would have not have been surprised
had the lowest tender been $100. It was
in anticipation of some such figure
as this that the idea of the
city supplying its own lght be-
gan to gain ground. The North

His idea did not find favor, however, and
though the theory of the city doing the
work wss not disputed, the question of its
be‘ng practicable was another matter, as
fhey viewed it. Ald. Millidge beat all
previ ds on esti by bring-
ing the cost of the North End lamps to
over $90, but was. told that
his method of figuring did not show
the facts. iie based his arguments on the
city accounts for 1893 and 1894. In the
former year, according to these, the cost
was over $93, while it was over $90 l:st
year. These accounts prove nothing de-
finite, because while the book keeping of
the city shows the amount expended in any
one year, it does not show the actual
cost of the department for that
year. Coal, for instance, may be bought
in one year and paid for the next year,
while it also may be bought 1n one year for
usc in the year following, so that double
the amount actually used will be charged.
So it may be with other supplies. Director
Wisely’s [figures are the ones to be ac-
cepted.

Other aldermen seemed to agree that
the contract would have to go to the rail-
way company, butth'y sppeared to think
they should not be in & hurry to close, as
the time for tendering woulll not expire for
the next two weeks.

Had there been nothing but the $30 con-
contract to consid'r, the matter might
not have been settled at that meet-

ing, but chairman McGoldrick and
Director Wisely had scme news which

materially changed the plexion of
affairs, and put the board in aposition
where they had to act pretty lively or stand
the risk of being howled at by the public.
These two gentlemen had constituted
themselves a Better Terms delegation, and
had seen Secrstary Warren ot the Rail-
way Company, with a view to getting a
lower figure than the $90. They
bad succeeded in getting him to make

.the figure $85, provided the _offer was sc-

cepted at once. This pu the aldermen in

ceased to have control of it, is believed to
have been run with a regsrd to economy as
well as éfficiency. At the present time,
the cost of its lights is about $82 a year
each, ingluding i on esti of
what &'private company would “have to
pay for watex rateg and tsxes. The act-
ual average cost, not including these, is &
little less than $74 for each lamp: Itisa
reasonable conclusion that this cost would
be very materially reduced weve tho jplant
enlarged 80 as to meet the rgguirements
of the whole city.

Some time sgo, Director Wisely tried
to get an estimate as to what the lights
would cost it the city furnished"thie snpply-
Ald. Waring was asked to ks dn esd
timate, as he was supposed to have &
practical knowledge of the subject. His
figures were for a plant for 250 lights.
He estimated that the cost of construct-
tion would be in excess of $66,000, while
the annual cost of operating would be
$21,275, making the cost per lamp $85.10
This plant would supply, the entire city,

. including the West end where there are

now. 25 lights furnished by the Clark
Company, at & cost of $112,50 each, and

_two others furnished the city by the com-

pany free ef charge. The West end con-
tract will expire next year.

Mr. Waring's estimates allowed nothing

for the present buildings, and $12,000 of 1t
was for new buildings and chimney. In
the matter of operating, too, he allowed
$4,000 for oil waste, etc., which is pro-
bably twice as much as would be nceded.
. ‘Yo supply its own plant, however, the
city would have to issue debentures for
the amount requi~ed. Whether they would
be warranted in doing this has been a seri-
ous problem for the council.

‘It is probable, too, that the council

. would want some verification of Ald. War-

ing's figures before it based any line of
action upon them. The experience of the

1d in electric lighting was gained
in the old city of Portland, where he was
the «contsactor.  One of his ténders to
light Portland was for $900 and was so low
thet berefused to abide by 4 and it wus
raised to §1,200 and finallygot to $2,500,
nearly three times as the omginal tender.

'Tenders for the lighting of the city for
five years. from July lst, 1895,were called
for in May, but met with no response.
The second call was make on the 21st of

June, to remsin open for thirty days.

The St. John Railway company tenderéd
this'time, naming its figure at $90 &' lamp.
A tender from s Montreal company was as

high as $105  lamp.

board, of safety met lsst Monday
most of the mémbers had come to the
sonclusion that $90 & lamp was the best
bargan that could be made. All appeared
to be of the opinion that the city should do
it own lightiiig, but they did not see how
-be done. Ald, Purdy hads

a quandary and they d to argue
the question, some of tbem wanting to
know if the $85 offer coula not stand a
while until they would have a chance to
think about it. At last somebody suggest-
ed the simple expedient of sending for Mr.
Warren and finding out how much more
time he would allow. His reply
settled all doubt. The offer of
a reduction bad been made only
on condition - that it should ba accepted
that day,and thié next day would be too late
to get anything better than the orignal $90
rate. Therefore the board very speedily
came to an agreement and accepted the
situation. They had no more authority to
d g'a’o than the chaisman; o, the, q%qc}oi
wotld have had to' close with the offe’
when it was made to them, for the
question of acceptance or rejection was
wholly for the council to consider. The
board, however, took good care to get
pledges that the couhcil would stand by
them, and in doing this they did not run
anything like the risk there would have
been had they declined to give a positive
answer and thus put the city in for $5
extra for every lamp.

OUR RECENT F0GGY DAY.

THE WELCOME VISITOR AND ITS
EFFECT ON THE PEOPLE.

How the Novelty Was Appreciated by All
Classes of Citizens— hildren Cried for
It — Reminiscences of Foggy Days In
Past Years—Anecdotes.

We bad a foggy day in St. Jobn, last
Tuesday, and our people bad a chance to
judge what foggy weather must seem like
to the residents of parts of the Nova Scotia
coast, where it is said to come at intervals
all through the . The g 1 ver-
dict here seemed to be that a foggy day,
apart from being a curiosity, was not an
uawelcome change from the bright glare of
the summer sunshine day after day and
week after weck. Another foggy day, or
even several of them during the Leated term,
will be far from unpleasant novelties in St.
John.

It wasreslly s fogx webad, and not
merely a mist froin land and water which
may often been seen by the early riser.
This fog came from the sea, and the sug-
position is that easterly winds drove it
along the south coast of Nova Scotia, and
that a southwest wind brought it thence up
the Bay of Fundy. Duriog the several
bours which it remained, there were times
when the other side of the harbor vould be
seen only indistinctly, while Partridge
Island, three miles away, was wholly
hidden from view. Those whose
curiogity led them to the wharves were
rewarded by a singular sight. Instead of
the usual splendid view of the harbor and
bay beyond, dctted with every style and
size of craft, the outlook was limited to &
radius of a few hundred feet within which
objects could be seen with distinctness:
Beyond that, only the outlines, even of the
largest vessels, were visible. It wasas if
one of the fleecy clouds had descended from
the higher atmosphere and settled itselt
gently upon land and ses. There
seemed to bea strange bush ia the sir;
sharply broken at times, by the striking
of the ships bells, the signal whistles o f
steamers and pleasure yachts, or the musical
resonance of the steam whistle at the
Island, put there years ago as & measure
of precaution should there ever be weather
so foggy that strange vessels might mis-
take their; position in the bay. 1t speaks
well for the efficiency of the department
of marine that this fof whistle had been
kept ready to be used when the tog did
come, and that it seemed in thorough
working ordet. It there ever was any cavil
about the expense for its construction
and Lindntemnee, it has met an effectual
answer. A fog whistle is like a fire
engine in this respect.. It may not be
really needed for the .grester part of the
(in}e, but it is & wise precaution to bave it

COVAY IS ON THE RACK-

SUSPENDED FOR BEING. DRUNK
WHILE ON DUTY

He has Been cl_r:vﬁg Things Wih a
High Hund—The Old Exposures Recalled
—The Chiefs Final Action Awalted With
Much Interest—A Trip to St. Martins
The unexpected has happened and Ser-

geant Covay has been suspended by the

chief of police.

The fact that he should have been dis-
missed long, long ago was pointed out by
ProGREss sgain and again. His actions
were described at some length in thess
columns and the tacts given with such clear-
ness that there was no going around them.
Bat the influence of Covay at that time—
the help ot his friends, the fear of what his
dismissal might bring to light all combined
to keep him as an cfficer on the toree.
Still the opin‘on. of the people was not
changed one whit and he has kept it alive
by reporting better men than bimself and
placing them upon their defeuce.

But the beginning of the end has come.
Covay was so drunk at roli call one night
this week that he was utterly ucfit for any
duty and he was called out of the ranks
and suspended by the chiet after 10l call.

Itis one of the duties of the sergeant
to form his men and this Covay attempted
to do. He was so drunk that he could not,
ard after: bling d, the captai
called him out and took charge of the men
and sent them to their duty. Covay was
left in the guaid room utterly unable to do
any thing. For this flagrant breach of
duty he has simply been suspendcd. The
chief should not hesitate for an instart to
dismiss him.

Even at the time when PROGRESS ex-
posed him and bis . transsctions with the
then Mrs. Woodburn, Covay was as un-
popular as any man on the force. Todsy
there is hardly s man who tolerates him.
His unfair reports of the pstrolmenm bas
brought this about and his usual maudlin
condition has brought his authority into
contempt as'we]l.

He is popular ' 'n
his ministrations, and aot the lets
so from the fact that he mever
takes up a collection at bis meetings, a ci1-
cumstance as novel asit is accceptable’ in
all country districts. Through him andhis
baptist coadjutors the vevival has -been
spreading to such an extent as at one time
to threaten a dimination in the ranks of tke
congregation of the episcopahans who'have
been under the pastoral care of Rev. ‘Mr.
Spike, rector of Mutquash. Baptifms
have been numerous, and the air has been
full of peace, good will and zeal in works
of piety.

SUNDAY OBSERVANCE.

The question of the proper observance of
“‘the first day of the week, commonly call-
ed Sunday,” seems to be receiving a large
share of public attention of late. - In New
York, for instance, strenuous efforts have
been made to 1:ssen the extent of Suaday
thaving by barbers, and to prevent the
common saloons from selling beer to com-
mon people, though the leading hotels and
swell clubs have continued to sell as
in the past. These efforts in the direc-
tion of reform have raised no end of a
tumult, and the result 1s likely to be that
where beer has been sold illegally on Sun-
day in tbe past, it will be dispensed on
that day with the full sanction of the law,
80 soon as the necessary steps can be
taken. A petition calling on the gover-
mor to summon a special session of the
legislature for this purpose has been
mooted. The mayor has declared that
while he will not sign such a petition he
will use what iofluence he has, at the
next session, to get such a bill passed.
The aim is not to bave unrestricted Sun-
day sales, but liberty to keep open for
certain hours and under proper restric-
tions.

Strangely enough, many of the reput-
able deal:rs do not want such a law, if
they can see the existing statate fairly en-
torced, so that all will be treated alike.
They would prefer that all the bars should
remain shut, but unless thisis done the de-
mard, is that all should be allowed to
open,

Some of the prominent clergymen,chiefly
of the pr pi | d inati
take the ssme view. Dc. WarroLe War-
nEN, for instance, belleves that open ul{
oons, for two hours at noon\and fropd 8 o
10 in the evening would prove satistactory
Messrs. GrReER, RainsrorD and PARKER
MorGax also take the ground that it would
be better to have the siloons open under
color of law, than to have the law against
them and be open in spite of it. Even
Pastor Fauxce, of the Fifth avenue baptist
church thinks that if it is right for the saloon
to be open six daysof the week, they could
consistently be open on the seventh.

From all this, it will be seen that New
York, in its idea of Sunday observance, is
very much more lax thanis St John, to say
nothing of such really righteous plac:s as
“Toronto, where a man caniot evan go to
church on a street car. In our own city
the policc have for several weeks pursued
a diligent cruside against the Sunday sale
ot beer, tobaco, cigars and soda water,
and have reposted the offenders without fear,
tavor or affection, It is true that up to
the time of writing the rigors of the law have
not been visited upon the offenders,
but that has been because the question of
what constituted *‘servile labor” bas been
80 vast that the police magistrate has nad
to bring all the depth of his learning to
bear upon it. It may be he will give
judgment this week, and the public
snxiety will at last be allayed. In the
meantime, however, the police bave de-
tected another form of violation of the Sun-
day observance law, by catching four boys
in the act of pitching coppers on the Lord’s
Day. As this was clearly *‘gaming” withic
the meaning of the act, the magistrate
yromptly fined the offenders one dollar
each. The next time these sinners want to
pitch coppers on Sunday thzy will probably
take care to get where the police will not
find them. The most convenient and the
most secure place for them wonld be some
hotel bar-room, ifit were not that those
sheltered havens were liable to be so
crowded with customers that there would
be no floor room for the game. ;

The sentiment in St. John seems to be
more healthy than in New York. There
is a clear determination that beer, cigars,
tobacco, and soda water shall not be sold,
if the law can’ prevent it, mor shall boys
piich coppers in vacant lots. The lack
of iutormation as to wiether the law does
or does no. bear upoa the rubject has thus

There is a set of men who preach another
case, and their doctrine does seem moie
rational. One of them speaking to tle
correspondent of PROGRESS the other day
said :

«“The trouble with many Halifix con-
tractors is that they do not realize the
chapged conditions that prevail nowadays
compared with the state of affairs in the
days of their L'J‘ng. They expect the
same old prices or Bdmething near them.
While good solid men, they are bandi-
capped by the trade traditions of tha past.
Those are the men who breach against the

trades union and the nine hour system, the
non-tax paying outsider and sll that sort

of thing. I don’t like the ‘non-tax paying
outsider’ any better than they do, perhaps,
but I am not in mortal dread of him. We
have advantages here which shou!d enable
us to beat him every time.”

«“Why don’t you do it then ?”

«Because the most of us younger busi-
ness men have not tbe capital ; but we will
bave it some day. Several ot the older
and wealthier contracting firms should be
able to come out on tep every time.
There is one exception to this. They
should not come out on top when
the country - tenderer offers to do the
the work far below cost for aworkman-
like job. Half the time thatis what the
countryman does. I would rather s
countryman should get a job than that I
should- take it at his losing figures and
come out $500 behind or perhaps more.
That is what many of these country con-
tractors who cometo the city do—drop &
lot ot money, or they .work for nothing,
and they never come back again.”

*You ssy the countryman hassome
advantages over the city buildet whom he
wishes to supplant. :

«Yes, hehas. He works hard himself.
His ial is prepared cheaply and his
men work hard. But we have advantages
in being on the spot, compared with which
the taxes we pay are only a fles-bite. It &
a contractor pays large taxeson his stock
and plant there is something wrong with
himself or his méthods it he does not do &
correspondingly large business. We in
this city have sn advantage in freights
which handicaps the country builder. We
know our people and we know what they

GARDENS FRTENDS AND FOES.

Many Insects and Reptile Which Oughtto
Be Invited to Remain,

by the wholesale if they can find them, and
I bave seem them devour potato bugs iu
great numbers when deprived ot more
palatable food.

Bat we have also friends among insects,
and it is well to bear in mind that they can
do much good for us. The so-called lace-
wing insects are nearly all friendly to us.
They live on other insects, and do not eat
any of the plants. 1f a few can be turned
loose in & greenhouse they will destroy all
insects other than those of their own class.
In this class are included the ant-lions, aphis
lions and dragon flies. For every one of
these we kill we must expect a dozen
enemies to spring into active existence that
must be destroyed by spraying.

The tiger-beetles and the lady beetles,
as well as the long legged ground beetles,
are all insect eaters, and they go around
the garden in search of their prey continu-
ally. They will attack large grubs and
other insects, as well as the very small
plant lice that hide behind the leaves.
These beetles must be distinguiched from
others that destroy the plants. The large
rubber flies are also great friends in the
garden, and they will attack all kinds ot
grubs and insects to devour. They are
particularly eager to destroy aphis, and
in this respect ther prmn’f‘e‘ shoul:i be

brown plant.tion-cloth; the design was
worked with two tints of rose in the long
and short stitch.

WHY PEOPLE SNEEZE.

Simple Methods by Which the Anneyance
May be Avolded.

Saeezing is a reflex act caused by an ir-
ritation ot some portion of the large nerve
supplyine sensation to the face. Excessive
meezing may be the result of some irritant,
usually of vegetable origin, coming in con-
tact with the mucous membrane lining the
nose, or it may be associatel with some
general disorder.
Jhooping cough and asthma are often
zompanied by violent fits of sneezing.
Persons of a ‘gouty’ tendency are often
affiicted with frequent sneezing, and the
same is true of persons who possess
a somewhat hysterical or exceedingly nerv-
oui temperament.

A sneeze and a cough exert much the
same effect over different portions ot the
respiratory tract. In'sneezing an effort is
made to get rid of some substance irrita-
ting the mucous membrane ot tae nose; in
coughing the same thing is attempted for
the throat.

Sneezing i8 in some 1nstances produced
by looking at a strong lizht or vivid color.
Inflammation may be increased, if not ac-
tually producad by excessive sneezing, as
well as by violent coughing. In this way
either ot these acts may be harmful.

Sneezing is often indicative of some
‘catarrhal’ condition of the mucous mem-
brane, and if much indulged in, it tends
to make this condition worse by congesting:
the mucous membrane of the nose &
pharynx, and in evere paroxysms, that of
the eyes and ears.

The inhalation of dust or of irritating
vapors tends to ‘stop up the head® chiefly
b g is thereby induced.  °

We should learn to distinguish between
foes and friends in the garden, and, if
necessary, the children should be taught
early the difference between insects and
birds that do harm to plants and those that
do good. Snskes, toads and hzards, in-
stead of being 1njurious to the plants, are
always invaluable helps in keeping down
the injurious insects. Snakes may be re-
pulsive in app and poi ones
very dangerous, but the ordinary ground
snakes will not burt one, and they keep
down mice, bugs and insects as nothing
else can. As arule the noxious insects
are in the greatest bers in our g
and hence toads, lizards and snakes that
eat all that come near them destroy more
of the foes than friends. I should never
think of killing one of these creatures in

the garden, but would be more inclined to
protect them, and even import them into
the garden. I have seen a small f“’
liz clean tz:! the worms ﬁ:i:l a ':ila dlot
cabbages as fast as they could multiply.
Attracted by the fat f:cylt the li:udpr':-
turned every day, and he would make trips
up and down rows of cabbages until
not & worm could be found.

A few toads in hot beds and coldframes
are of inestimable value. i

She pos-
sessed, as I have said, an amszing respect
for bis liter ry judgement, and with fear
and trembling she had on several occasions
submitted little stories to bim, hoping that
they might merit a place between the covers
of Pot Shots ; but Jim ridiculed the stupidity
of these yarns so severely that Mrs Fleming,
after having a quiet little cry all by herselt,
showed him no more of these efforts at fic-
tion.

Cocke the other day,
and he at once told a:curately the color,
and even the shade ot color, of each, and
selected the samples of best® quality.
When banded several national bank and
Govarnment currency bills, he at once told
the denomination of eich, and the color,
whether green or black. He tells the com-
plexion ot a person by touching the skin.
Itisdiffizu’t to believe that a blind man
coull do this, but he iy seen to do it, snd
accurately, too.

De. Cocke went amcng Baffalo Bill's
Indians the othor day, sni designated
their character by their voices, spoken in
the Indian dialect. He has three diplomas
from colleges of this aud toreign countries,
and tour certifi :ates ol commendation from
institutions where he has taken special
courses of study. H: went through a
course of study under the famous Weir
Mitchell.

Betore De¢. Cocke was 21 years ot age,
Le was employed by a large tobacco house
to select the raw tobac'o for them. H=
never failed in getting the best guaality and
the most desirable colo:—all by th> touch.
From this source he earned over $3,000,
which paid his expenses at a university in
Tennessee, where he siood at the head of
his class  From the Tennessee University
he entered a medical school, where he was

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TATOOING AS A TRADE.

CURIOUS WAVS-MON MAKS rIBIR
BREAD AND BUTTER.

It is & Rec)rguized and Important Trade in
Japau—the Best Mothod of Patting in
the Needles—Skin Plctures in the Place
of Clothes—Incldents.

Tattooing, like the evil men do, lives
after them, for curious writings and dc-
scriptions have been found on the bones of
skeletons, writes Geo. I Manson, in the
N. Y. Voice. It musthave been a start-
ling discovery when a man found that be
could paint upon his skin in such a way
thatit could mot be washed out by the
rain, dried out by the heat, or even de-
stroyed by Father Time himself.

Tattooing is an important occupation in
Japan, where it is common among the work-
ing classes of the large cities and towns,
and where the work is done in such a highly
artistic manner that sailors from all parts
of the world who desire to have their skins
ornamented in this way take pains to en-
gage with a vessel sailing to that country.

Among the lower class of Japanese, who
are often taitooed literally from head to
foot, taitooing, to a large extent, takes the
place of clothing. The character of their
work and the climate make it advisable for
these people to wear only the most indis-
pensable garments. The tattooing makes
one forget the man’s nudity and has the
appearance of a highly ornamented suit of
light clothing. The designs are generally
of lions, huge dragons, battle scenes,
beautifal women flowers, representations
of historical events, but a picture of an
improper character is never seen.

The busi is ducted so sy i-
cally in Japsn, where in Tokyo alone, a
few years ago, there were thirty thousand
men tattooed, that the native who desires
to make of himself 8 perambulating pictare
gallery selects some design from 8 book.
This he takesto the artist, notto copy,
but to give him an idea of what he wants.

In executing his work the artist uses an
implement something like an old-fashioned
cupping instrument. A number of the
finest sewing needles are placed firmly in &
piece of wood, arranged in rows of four,
eight, twelve, twenty, or forty. He works
very rapidly and can make, if he is, 80 in-
clined (s0 1t is claimed), about ten punc-

tares per second. This would mean, it a
twelve-row machine were used, 120 punc-
tures. The ornamentation is done over
tha whole back sndrpurveef. the Limbs, the
hedtf, Haxk<18dt “5h “hands being left in
theic natural state. It takesa day to
puncture the back or breast of a man, the
number of punctures necessary running up
into several hundred thousand. The most
remarkable thing about the process as
practised by the Japanese is. that -it is not
phinful, the punctures tickling rather than
hurting, and no blood is drawn (provided
the operator is skilful at bis calling), unless
itis around the kness or elbows, where the
skin is tender, or 1n som> parts of the de-
sign where it is necessary to make the shade
pronounced. After the operation is com-
pleted the punctured part of the bodyis
bathed in warm water, which brings out
the color with great clearness, and the
patient goes about his business. Occasion-
ally he has,s fever after the operation,
but thare is no Trritation or’soreness about
the tattooed parts.

A sentimental design quite common
among seamen is & sailor holdiag bis cip
in one hand snd a red rose in another as
he isstanding by a grave. Above the
stone (which bears the words *‘Mother's
Grave”) is an urn tull of flowers. A ‘weep-
ing-wiliow tree shades this scene, and over
it can be seen the spire of a cburch.

Among the naval cadets it is said that
the bloodthirsty dsgger, and a full-rigged
ship is a favorite.

Soms time ago tattooing was quite a fad

among the Boston girls. Captain McKay,
the professional operator who did this
work, used electricity. employing an Edison
elec ric pen with a larger eccentric 80 as to
give the needle the play 1t requires. The
play of the needle is about one thirty-
second of an inch. Ordinary cell batteries
are attached to it. The electric power is
regulated acco' ding to the condition of the
patient's skin, only the harder-skinned
Pl!ientu taking the tull force of the battery.
Tte outlining is done with a single needle.
The shading requires seven needles, which
are placed in the machine side by side. ln
all kinds of tattooing only two kinds of ink
are used, black India ink and Chinese ver-
million. These are the only colors that
are not not poisonous or injurious.
A curious and grewsome trade con-
nected with tattooing is that carried on in
Morocco. There the dealers in curios will
givea good price for a piece of tattooed
buman skin, the sum ranging from $10 to
$100, dependir g on the size acd beauty of
the design. This curious fact was brought
to light 1n this country a few years ago,
when a Syrian assisted in revovering a dead
body tound floating in the Delaware river.
Qn the left arm ot the body there was an
admirable representation of the crucifixion.
It was the work of a master hand, every de-
tail being pertect. The Syrian desired to
cut off this piece of the cuticle trom the
body, finally offering $10 tor it. He said
that he had made hundreds ot doliars by
trading with the Morocco merchants, and
he had learned the secret of preparing the
skin for framing.

1t seems that the skin is first carefully
dried and tanned, and 18 then treated
with a peculiar solation of poi drugs
which has the effect ot bringing into bold

liet the colors used in tastooing. It is
then. pressed between two plates of jiass,
and allowed to stand about a month, when
it is framed and placed on sale. ~lt is
quite tor the prominent citizens

In some parts ot Aravis the sheiks of
certain tribes have their own portraits
tattooed on their backs.

GREAT I8 KEROSENE.

Some ?( the Many Household Uses to Which
It May Be Applied.

Every day the virtues ot mineral oil bc-

come more widely known, until there seems

to be really no limit to the services one

may eventually expect fromit. The South-

ern negroes, before the advent of patent

and is -performed with much ceremony.
Among some savage races it has been a
mark of distinction, serving to indicate the

dicines upon the plantations, had a reck-

less fashion of administering kerosene in-

ternally as a remedy for every variety of
1 di

chiefs and leaders of the tribe. Some years
ago the Japanese restricted the practice by
law, considering it unworthy of a civilized
people, but in spite of this edict, the lower
classes still love to ornament themselves.
Tattooing has always been a common
practice among sailors, and with them is
more a matter of ®entiment than artistic
decoration. They will have the initis
letters of the given name of their wife or
sweetheart pricked in the middle of a
heart. If the loved oné dies, a broken
shaft or a tombstone, with weeping wi'-
lows, will be placed above this design. On
board a large ship or man-of-war there
is sure to be found one sailor who is able
to do this kind of work. It is & curious
thing that the designs followed from one
generation to another are very much the
same. A young sailor will have upon his
arm or breast the same design as his
neighbor who has tollowed the sea for half
a ceotury.

Sometimes the sailors who do this work
have books which they have compiled
themselves and wbich contain copies of the
designs they have met with in their travels

Among sailors the instrument used 1s
generallv four needles set side by side in &
stick, the points being close together.
The colors are India Ink and Chinese ver-
mlllion, and by mixing the two a brown
color can be obtained. Of late years the
instrument is sometimes worked by elec-
tricity, An outline of the picture is first
drawn on the skin in India Ink and the
needles are run in at & slant, unlike the
method of the Japanese, who drive them
in straight. The sailor tattooers draw the
blood and the patients always suffer more
or less pain, especially a day or two after
the operation, when the skin becomes
swollen and inflamed. It is & week before
the design begins to look like a real
picture.

Perhaps, however, the mcst valuable
quality yet discovered in kerosene is its
power of cleansing soiled clothes. A bar
of soap should be shaved up intoa quart ot
warm water and allowed to stand until it
has quite melted. Into this stir one table-
spoonful ot kerosene oil and set aside.
Take the most soiled ot the white clotnes—
colored ones are not benefited by this pro-
cess—Ilay them in soak with just enough
water to cover them. Soap them well with
the soft soap in which the kerosene oil hes
been mixed. Leave them over night.
In the morning add more hot water and
rub them out—they will require very little
ot this, no matter how soiled they may
hive been—and they can then be rinsed
in clear water, starched and blued and
hung out to dry. They will not retain the
slightest odor of the oil, and will be espe-
cially white and clear, and that with the
very minimum of hard work. It srems, in-
decd, as if this mineral grease was an ex-
cellent substitute for the far-famed elbow
grease, which heretofore has been abso-
lutely essential to cleanliness.—N. - Y.

It doesn’t hurt a trunk to drop it from
the car door to the platform, does it ?”

“Not the slightest. On the contrary, if
it1s an old trunk the shock will tighten it
up 2s good as new.

As to the size of the icebergs—well, one
must be among them to appreciate their pro-
portions.

The weight was estimated at 1,500 000,000
tons. This, however, was not an extraordi-
nary berg. Sometimes they are observed
towering to a height of 700 or 800 teet. As
only one-ninth of the mass is above water
and visible, it is seen that such bergs re-
quire plenty of depth as well as sea room
for their movements.

The littleness of man’s work as compax-
ed with that of the Creator is nowhere
more apparent than when a ship—perhaps
a great ocean liner—falls in with a flzet of
these leviathans of the ocean. The captain,
observing a lowening ot the temperature,
otherwise not to be accounted for, canses
his ship to be cteered cautiously.

*‘Occasionally a berg gets worn away at
the water line, while the base below the
water is intact, and eupports an extended
surtace on a comparatvely narrow stem ;

The most beautitul and the most grotesque
may sail side by side; one may be a mile
square and the other only forty or filty
teet.

The giant glacier stretches its
broad expanse into the sea, the waves
‘break over the mass ot ice, which is car-
ried hundreds of fathoms below the sur-
{ace ; with a thunderous roar the immence
-slope resolves itself into tossing mountains,
.about which the waves play madly. It is
very fine to think of and pretty to view—
at a safe distance.

““The entire configuration of the artic ice is
determined by the action ot that mysterious
current on its edges, * * * A vast
body of gelid water is continually mount-
ing from the antartic to displace and re-
generate the overheated oceans ot - the
torrid zine. Bounding up against the
west side ot South America the ascending
stream skirts the coasts ot Chili and Peru,
and is then deflacted in a westernly dir-
ection across the Pacific O:ean, woere it
takes the mame cf equatorial current,
Having completely encircled Australis it
enters the In iy Sea, sweaps up around the
Cape ot Good Hope, and, crossing the
Atlantic, twists into the Gult ot Mexico.
Here its ligging energies are suddenly
accelerated in consequence of the narrow
limits within which it finds itselt compressed.
So marvellous does the velocity ot the
current now becoms, so complete its iso-
lation from the deep bed it traverses, that
by the time it issues again into the Atlan-
tic its hitherto difused and loitering waters
are suddenly conceatrated into what M\ne(
has happily called *'a river in the ocean’
switter and ot greater volume than either
the Mississippi or the Amazon. Surging
forth it cleaves asunder the Atlantic. * * *
Arrived abreast of the North Cape the
impetus of the current 1#, in a great measure,
exbausted.”

How to Tell a Bad Egg.

When one calls for a fresh egg in &
Parisian eating house the chances are that
one will be properly served. Not as well as
elsewhere, but there are certan men em-
ployed at the Central Markets, or Halles,
whose only duty is to sift the bad or doubt-
ful eggs from the good ones. In one of
the cellars ot the Halles one sees s man
passing his hands rapidly before his eyes
and in front eh lig ce.d_cnndlo. Al;ound

g

trade, until it gets up into the hands ot
the brokers and shippers, is colored, any
shade betwean jat black and the hue of
West India molasses. The hands employ-
ed in washing, clipping, packing, and
prevaring for shipment abroad are gener-
ally paid 50 cents a day for ten hours’
work. As for the men who do the
dangerous part of it—those who go down
to the sea in ships and wrest the sponges
from the bottom —they are never hired by
the day or month, or promised a definite
sum, but their earnings depend entirely
upon luck and circumstances. The owner
of a vessel fits her out at his own expense,
and the profits ot the voyage ara divided
up in shares, between himself, the sailing
master, and the men. Each ship carries
a crew ot trom eight to twelve men, and
while the owners a3 a rule find consider-
able profit in the business, it is rarely
indeed that a sponge fishermin does more
than make a tolerable living.

Hereabouts sponges are so plentiful and
cheap that they are used for all sorts of
betore-unheard-of purposes. They serve
every purpose to which the Northern
housewife puts a mop, rag, or scrub-brush.
Glesses and silver are polished with
sponges, the maids use them for dish-
clotbs, windows and floors are washed
with them, you see them doing duty
a3 chair cushions and footstools, and many
a boat has a sponge in each enl as big as
a half barrel, which answers for a seat.
You see lying about the wharves and kick-
ing about the streets fine beautiful sponges,
that in New York would cost from 50 cents
to a dollareach. Here you may buy a
bath sponge as big as your head for a
nickel, or astring of fifteen or twenty just
like it, or of assorted sizs, for ‘‘one and
six,” 3714 cents. Hardly any American
visitor leaves Nassau without taking away
a quantity ot them ; they make such useful
presents to give to one's {riends, and ac-
quire additional value when accompanied
by the statement: “‘I got them at the
fisheries, you know.” The servants about
the Lotels have learned the koack of pack-
ing eponges, and for a trifling cousider-
ation will taka a bushel of spiages ani
compress them into a cigar box. And the
best of it is that the packing does the
sponge more good than harm, maiking it
firm and solid, and the minute it i3 released
and moistened it will swell up again to
doubl2 its original siz2. Such large pro-
portions and importance has the sponge
business assumed in Nassua that years ago
it was found necessary to establish a
Sponge Exchange, on the same plan as the
stock exchange in our large cities, and gov-
erned by the same rules, anievery sponge-
‘shipping firm in Nassau, to be successtul,
must be represented in it.

The sponge market is a large, open
building, long and narrow, without any
side walls. When the sponge vessels
reaches this port her cargo is all sorted out
and vari qualities of sponges are put
into separate piles, three or four feet high,
along the side’ of the market shed. The
owner of each pileis known by its posi-
tion 1n the row, or from the label attached.
The sponge boats usually get in on Satur-
day, and therefore the early part of the
week is the best time to visit fhe market.
Perhaps the cargoes of a hundred vessels
bave been deposited and sorted out over
Sunday. When the place is opened ut
9 a.m. on Monday all the sponge dealers
in Nassau, or their representatives, are
assembled. The auction begins ot once,
the bidding being done by writen tenders,

only members of the sponge guild or those
i ine offers heing allowed to

Being always quiet, clean,
and orderly, with cool breezes sweeping
through, you could not find a pleasanter
place in Nassau in which to spend a hot
morning. Here you may pick up many
kinds ol sponges never heard of before.
As everybody knows these of the Bahamas
are generally interior to the Turkiy or
Levant sponge, the Zimacca, or those ot
the Mediterranean. Most of these belong
to one of the tour kinds known in trade as
¢*sheep’s wool,” *‘reef,” *finger,” and **vel-
vet.” Some of them can hardly be told
from the best in the world—such as the
“‘sheep’s wool,” wt1:h are soft as silk and
as fine in texture as any brougnt from
the Levant, while others, though large and
strong, are comparatively worthless. There
are also ‘‘bouquet” sponges, ‘‘wire,”
“glove,” *‘silk,” and dozsns of other var-
ieties. The **grass” sponges, yellow and
coarse, take on the queerest shapes, and
look prettier than many more valuable
kinds, when resting in piles on a broad bed
of palmetto leaves, spread on the market
floor. The *‘reef” sponges are soft, light-
culored, and generally of a uniform size,
about as big as your two fists; and these
are the kind usuilly hawked about the

finger, and perhaps a foot long, fit only
for surgeon's purposes. Ilow shall one

By the way, we have
learned to hereafter ignore the very lightest
colored sponges, which we used to choose
before all others in the chemists’ shops at
home, because that is not the natural color
of any sponge at all; all such have been
bleached by chemical means, which impair
their durability.

Those that are now growing under the
supervision of Mr. 8. C. Nash at Clifton,
N-J., bave already reached a very large
size. Mr. Nash last year photographed
his plants, showing a little girl calmly seat-
ed upon one of the leaves. This spicimen
bad twenty leavesin diffsrent stiges ot
growth above the water, with 2 fine flower
and two buds.

The seed was started in the New Jersey
greenhouse early in March, and the plant
was moved to the outdoor pond in the mid-
dle of May. From this time until July 4 it
was protected by a sash, as this plant needs
a very warm climate. The 4rst flower
opened July 14, and was followed by
thirty others in sucession, the last of which
opened early in October.

Four of these flowers matured to seed,
and one ot them yielded as many as 569
large, plump, heavy seeds. A thunder-
storm injured three of the young leaves,
bur otherwise the young plant well sur-
vived che summer. Many of the leaves
of this beautilul plant were six feetin
diameter, with rims six inches high.

There is a photograph in existence of a
man weighing 174 pounds standing upon
an unsupported leaf ot the Victoria Ragia,
which easily floated him besides nine
other pounds in the wood=n flooring used
to distribu'e his weight evenly over the
surtace ot the great leat. This photograph
was taken by Mr. Nash, who has so
successfully grown the plant in New
Jersey, and he says he has often bimself
stood upon the leaves to convince doubting
visitors.

Qae species of hly, the nelumbium
spaciosum, thrives grandly out in New
dJersey, says Mr. Nash. !

*‘A neighbor of mine planted one tuber
of this in a natural pond,” says he, in the
Scientific American. *‘This was in 1892

and the pond was about one and a quarte:
acresin extent. I wisitel this pond last
yearin August and do not hesitate to say
there were more than 1,000 blooms any
buds in sight.

“*At my request he cut the largest leat
he could see. The stem measured 10 feet
6 inches in length: and the leat 42 inches in
breadth. This was by six inches larger
than any leaf I had previously measured.

The pond in which the Victorialis growing
is heated with hot water pipes in connection
with an ordinary greenhouse Loiler, and
the temperature cf the water is kept be-
tween 75 and 85. Toward the end of the
season the water often falls to 65 or even
to 60 degrees without injury to the plant,
These magnificent specimens of this
lpndid water plant were the result of in-
nite patience on the part of their cultiva-
tor, who has thus demonstrated the possi-
bilities of the American climate ina new
fie}d.—New York field.
