MONUMENT 10 HERD
UF THE IGEBRIDGE

Courageous Conduct of Burrell
Hecock to Be Commemorat:
ed —Toronto, Niagara Falls
and Park Commission Pay.

Toronto, July 15—“To the memory
of Burrell Hecock, of Cleveland, Ohio,
aged 17 years, who lost his life in
an heroic attempt to rescue Eldridge
Stanton and his wife, of Toronto, On-
tario, when the ice bridge in the gorge
immediately below, was swept down
the river and into the whirlpool rap-
ids. February 4th, 1912

The above inscription commemorat-
ing the bravery of Hecock in the aw-
ful tragedy of last February is inset
on the plans for & monument to his
memory which have been submitted to
the board of control by the Niagara
Falls park superintendent, for its ap-
proval.

The design is for a cobblestone col-
umn, 10 feet high, & feet wide at the
base and 4 feet wide at the summit.
The city is to pay one-third of the
cost, the Nlagara Falls park commis-
gsion one-third, and the town of Niaga-
ra Falls the remainder. The cobble-
stone design is recommended because
it conforms with other structures of
alike nature in the park.

That, however,  is
not a satisfactory attitude, for if the
senators do not wish to discriminate,
surely they ought to make their in-
tention as clear in the bill as possible,

“It s more probable that the)
think congress has the right to dis-
criminate, under the Hay-Pauncefote
treaty., That is not the British view
and we have a conflict of opinion as
to the meaning of*the international
agreement. There is only one per-
missible way to dispose of this con-
flict, and ~ that is by arbitration.
Neither America nor Great Britain
wighes to violate any engagement,
and both countries are anxious td
carry out its agreements in the spirit
and in the letter where there a
difference of opinion as to their true
character. The obvious solution is to
submit the issue to an impartial judge
That course should be taken if the bill
ag it leaves congress turns out to be
in conflict with the British view
bearing on the Hay-Pauncefote
treaty.”

Christian Science Moniter Tells
of Traditions of the French
and English in New Bruns-
wick,

The Christian Science Monitor of
Boston hag the following to say about
New Brunswick:

In the Canadian province of New
Brunswick practically every locality
has its traditions of the days when
the Fremgh and English struggled
for supremacy, urged on by the rich
fur trade with the Indians. This fact
gives a flavor not emjoyed by every
land that ‘iz inviting the tourist to
partake of its charms, and added to
this there is an abundance and a va
riety of scenery, numerous seashore
and inland resorts easily reached eith-
er by rail or water and an unl!imited
supply of game and fish,

St. John is a good centre for the
recreationist. Here the New Bruns-
wick Tourist Assoclation has estab-
lished headquarters and will put the
strauger in communication with reli-
able guides and furnish information
about boarding houses, hotels and re-
sorts. .

Not the least interesting of the at-
tractions at St. John, which is the
chief commercial city of the province
are the tides and the famous Revers-
ing falls. The tide has a rise and
fall here ranging from 20 to 27 feet.
Sometimes the ships toyer high above
their wharves and at other times it
18 a steep descent which the traveller
must take to reach their decks, With
each turn of the tide the Reversing
falls turn and flow in the opposite
direction. Twice every, 24 hours
there is a fall up riverand a fall down
stream. Then traffic is impossible,
but there is a short period four times
each day when the waters are so
placid that sailboats and canoes
navigate the passage with safety and
despatch.

Across the Bay of Fundy from St.
John lies the land of Evangeline,
Minas basin and the village of Grand
Pre, made famous in the poem of
Longfellow. On the bay of Fundy
are many places which have special
charms for the tourist. Chief of
these is St. Andrews, with its Al
gonquin hotel, managed by the Cana.
dian Pacific Railway Company, and
Chamcook lake, with its land-locked
salmon. The beautiful island of
Campobello with the Campobello inn,
is another popular resort. The is
land of Grand Manan also will please
those who desire salt breezes and
rugged beautiful gscenery. Other
towns along the coast are St. Steph-
en, on the International border; St.
George, the centre of probably the
finest fishing region in the province,
excepting only the North Shore and
St. Martins, where there is one of the
most magnificent beaches along the
whole Atlantic coast.

Another region famous for its bean-
tifu] scenery and its hunting and fish.
ing opportunities, is the North Shore;
comprising the counties of Northum-
berland, Gloucester and Restigouche,
The Miramichi, Nepisiguit and Resti-
gouche are salmon rivers, while the
deep woods are the haunts of big game
and the seashores the home of wild
fowl. Those who want canoe trips into
the very heart of the forest will find
nowhere anything better than a voy-
age across New Brunswick, starting,
eay, from Grand Falls and going up
one of the rivers in that region, cross-
ing over the divide and then down to
the sea by way of one of these great
salmon rivers

Other attractive points are reached
by the Intercolonfal Railway, includ-
ing Sussex, where the local militia
camps each summer; Moncton, where
the famous tidal bore of the Petitcodiac
river may be seen; Sackville, a pretty
university town, on the border of the
great Tantramar marshes; Richibucto,
Buctouche and other Kent county cen-
tres where there are magnificent
beaches, beautiful scenery and good
hunting. Then there are Shediac and
Point du Chene, the point of depart-
ure for Prince Edward Island.

There was no business before the
meeting of the common council yes-
terday except a notice of motion, but
Com.

He declared that theé city was not
getting value for the money expended
on the police department, that out-
side organizations had been using the
department for patronage and other
purposes, that many of the policemen
had wroug ideas of their duties, and
that while a citizen whose only crime
was to be under the influence of li-
quor, was treated with harshness, peo-
ple with a notorious reputation were
shown considerable favoritism.

He said he had no control over the
department, and he declared that he
would not assume responsibility for
the administration of the department
until there was a change, and he was
given the authority that he was sup-
posed to have under the commission
charter,

After the meeting was called to or-
der, the mayor gave a statement of
the taxes collected under the discount
rate, and referred to the fact that this
year 500 more of the small taxpayers
bave paid up than last year. “I do
not know whether that means that the
people are mhore prosperous or becom-
ing more thrifty,” he added.

The Police Department.

Com. McLellan then arose, and sald
that he would like the council to re-
frain from taking action in regard to
the matter of providing money to in-
stall a police patrol system until the
present conditions surrounding the
police department were cleared up,and
he was prepared to recommend that
the work of installing the police patrol
be proceeded with,

“I am satisfled,” he said, “from
what I have learned that it is impos-
sible for me to accept the responsibil-

department until the conditions sur-
rounding the department have been
cleaned “ip and the control of the de-
partment placed where the responsi-
bility should be.

“The police department is being
handled today in the same way it has
been run for the last 12 or 15 years.
If the information that has come to
my knowledge is reliable, the police
department has been used and is be-
ing used by a political organization to
further its own ends, There are out
side influences at work, and the police
department has been used for the pur-
pose of providing patronage.

“I'm not making any specific
charges; I have no specific instances
in mind. But I'm satisfied that I am
justified in saying that the police de-
partment is not an efficient organiza.
tion, presided over by an efficient
officer.

“I have just come from a meeting
of the building committee of the
County Council, which has agreed to
recommend a reconsideration of the
vote of $10,000 to build another story
on the jail, I believe that if the police
department did its duty, there would
be no need of additional accommoda-
tion at the jail.

Too Anxious to Make Arrests.

“The police officers, a large number
of them at any rate, are either not
wise to their duty or they don't in-
tend to do their duty, or some influ-
ences are at work to make them care-
less as to how they perform their du-
ties, The police officers are too anx-
jous to make arrests, They seem to
think that it is their duty to make as
many arrests as possible. Now I hold
it is not the duty of an officer to ar-
rest a citizen simply because he Is
under the influence of liguor, and not
able to walk quite straight. It is the
duty of a good officer to see that a
man under the Influence of liquor
gets safe home. In fact the city is
responsible for him while on his way
bhome, and the police officers should
recognize this.

“In regard to the control of the de-
partment I have secured legal opinion
and I am assured the city of St. John
has no authority over the police de-
partment. The chief of police 1s ap-
pointed by the local government, He
has charge of the men; he can ap-
point and dismiss whom he pleases.
The chief is responsible only to the
local government, and his own ideas
of what that respounsibility is.”

A Knock for Letter Writers,

Continuing, Com. McLellan said he
was not asking for delay in the mat-
ter of installing the patrol system be-
cause of the letters in the papers.
“Thoese correspondents,” he added, “do
not know what they are talking about.
The patrol system is a valuable ad-
junct of the system of police protec-
tion. In a city the size of St. John it
{s even more necessary than in a
larger city. It would be economical
and enable us to provide better police

The Norton Griftiths Company have
about $150,000 worth of additional
plant on the-way to St. John. Yester-
day elght cars to be used at the works
on ‘Courtenay Bay arrived here. A big
locomotive is expected here in a day
or so, and considerable other appara-
tus is moving this way. The company
has ordered & number of key stone
drills and will have a new well bor-
ing machine at work in a few days.
Nearly all the additional plant on its
way here was manufactured in Can-
ada, but the company is having some
special apparatus brought out from
England.
Speaking to a reporter last evening
Supt. Puffer sald the rain had inter-
fered with the progress of the work,
but that in general, the various de-
partments were giving a good account
of themselves. The efforts of the com-
pany are being concentrated upon the
task of rushing the construction of the
breakwater, as protection from the
sea is needed before the other works
will be started. The officials of the
company have been making calcula-
tions of the amount of rock available
at the site of the breakwater, based
on tests made by local well borers, and
have come to the conclusion that they
have more rock there than will be
needed to construct the breakwater.
It is understood, however, that a dif-
ferent grade of rock will be used to
construct the top of the breakwater,
Yesterday the company moved its
offices to the new building near the
site of the dry dock.

W. W, Hubbard, secretary for agri-
culture, was in the city yesterday.
Speaking of the effect on the crops of
the extreme weather conditions this
season, Mr, Hubbard said that con-
ditions were unfavorable for growing
crops, but generally the prospect for
the season's crop is about normal.

The grain crop, Mr, Hubbard said,
will probably be affected more than
any of the other crops. One of the
"difticulties met with this season in
reference to oats has been that a
great number of the farmers used
Western oats for seeding purposes,
and for some reason this seed has
proved very slow in germinating pow-
er. ‘In consequénce, a great many
fields of oats throughout the province
are poticeably thin and weak and this
crop in many sections gives promise
of & poor yleld.

An Average Hay Crop.

Of the hay crop, Mr. Hubbard said
that the season’s yleld will be about
the average in many sections, inas-
much as the weather conditions have
not had the same injurious effect as
on the grains. In a few of the sec-
tions of the province farmers have al-
ready begun to cut the hay, and this
week should fine weather prevail, hay-
ing operations will be general,

Potatoes Doing Better.

Despite rather discouraging condi-
tions of the soil the potato crop is do-
ing much better than might have been
expected earlier In the season, The
farmers have planted®to about the
same extent as last year, and the
outlook is generally a fairly healthy
one.

A noticeable fact this year in re-
gard to potato growing, Mr. Hubbard
pointed out, is the attention which the
growers are giving to the proper pre-
paration and cultivation of potato
land, and except in the' fields where
the seed was actually drowned by
the excessive rain of the earlier sea-
son, there is a good stand of healthy
plants. Those farmers, he sald, who
are in the potato growing business
extensively are spraying to kill the
bugs and to protect the plants from
blight , and their experience is that a
thorough spraying with Bordeau mix-
ture not only protects the crop from
blight and rot, but also increases the
vigor and starch gathering powers of
the plant even in seasons when there
i3 no blight,

Now that the ©ld Home Week cele-
bratioh is over and the visitors, or
most of theih, have departed for thelr
homes, it might be said that there is
congiderable complaint that the cele

of the week whilé™she few open alr
band concerts were highly enjoyed.
The Cambridge band concerts in
the St. Andrews rink proved enjoy-
able to those who heard them, but on
t of the fee charged, the at-

bration was not as ful as it
might bave been, and there is & ten-
dency to .blame some, or all, of the
gentlemen connected with making ar
rangements for the affair. It has been
pointed out that several of the adver-
tised attractions failed to materialize
and that in this regard the committee
responsible for the programme did
not keep falth with the visitors who
came to spend gix days in St. John,
or with the citizens.

The Standard has made inquiries
from the gentlemen of the 1917 club,
who were named as being active In
the preparations for the event, but
few of them threw much light on the
affair, It was, in fact, rather difficult
to find anyone who was prepared
to accept the responsibility for the
programine, or the events which did
not materialize,

Sub-Committees Did It.

Roy E. Crawford, who was chosen
as chairman of the committee, when
seen by The Standard, said he had
attended a number of meetings of the
committee and had presided at them.
Sub-committees were struck to look af
ter the different divisions of the work,
and as far as he knew these commit-
tees transacted the business they had
been appointed to handle. He had
nothing to do with the financial end
of the affair. Asked if he knew under
what conditions the Cambridge Band
was brought, he said he did not, but
he thought the arrangements for the
band had been made by W. E. Ander |
son, secretary of the board of trade

Not Actively Associated.

C. A. Atkinson, who was named as
vice-president of the committee, said:
“I was vice-chairman. and asy far as 1
know, I am yet in that position, but
1 have not been actively associated
with the Old Home Week movement
for four weeks. Some of the members
seemed to cut me out of the affair, as
1 did not receive notice of the meet-
ings of the committee during the past
four weeks. It was after I had stopped
attending the meetings, that the ar
rangements were made.

“In the first part of the campaign,
myself and Mr, Clarkson had been
appointed to look after arrangements
for the bands. Sickness prevented us
from getting to work the first week
w@ were appointed.

Heartily Ashamed Of It.

“I do not think the city of St. John
or the board of trade have any cause
to congratulate themselves over the
celebration.
