OF INVASION CANADA
REACHES OTTAWA

Letter from States Says Ger-
mans Will Cross Detroit Riv-
er on lce,

Ottawa, Nov. 26.—Warning was re-
ceived by the Board of Control today
of a threatened German invasion of
Canada as soon as the Detroit river
freezes over sufficiently to allow the
invaders to cross on the ice. The board
decided to refer “the warning” to the
militia department.

The writer of the communication to
the board signed himself T. F. Green-
how, and his letter was dated from
Delray, Mich. It read as follows:

“This is not the first time that I
led the attention of Canada to
danger by which it is threatened on ac-
count of the activity of the Germans
all along the border.

Lord Kitchener paid a tribute to the
gallantry of the Belgian army and to
the King of the Belgians, who, he
declared, had no intention of quitting
Beigian territory. He said the losses
of the allies were izreat, but at the
same time were slight compared with
those of the enemy, and that the al-
lied troops were in excellent spirits,
and confident of success. The Rus-
slans, he announced, have defeated
the Germans with heavy losses.

Regarding recruiting, Earl Kitche-
ner said he still had room for men
land he .was confident .that. the.

ONLY FOURTEEN
OF BULWARK'S
GAEW SAVED

Britain Loses ‘Batileship and
Hundreds of Men in
Explosion.

SANK FROM VIEW
IN THREE MINUTES.

No Evidence She Struck Mine
and Naval Men Believe In-
ternal Explosion Cause of
Disaster—Was Once Flag-
ship of Beresford,

London, Nov, 26, 11.50 p. m.—~Four
teen non-commissioned officers and
men were saved from the British bat-
tleship Bulwark, which was destroyed
by an explosion, whnile she was lying
off Sheerness this morning. This was
announced by the Secretary to the
Admiralty tonight.

Sheerness, England, Nov. 26 (via
London, 10.30 p.m.)—As the British
battleship Bulwark was lying off here
this morning, there occurred a terri-
ble explosion which completely dz
stroyed the ship. Of the crew of 7
or 800 men who were aboard at the
time, only fourteen survived. The
cause of the explosion is not known
for a certainty, but it is believed that
it occurred in her forward magazine,
whether by accident or design is 4
question to be determined by the com-
mission which has been appointed to
investigate the whole affair.

Houses Miles Away Shaken by the
Explosion

In the opinion of naval men it was
an internal explosion that put an end
to the old battleship which for twelve
years has done service at home and
lately had been doing her part in
guarding England’s shores. There
was no great upheaval of water such
as would have occurred if she had
been torpedoed or s{ruck by a mine
Instead the ship was enveloped in
smoke and flame and when this had
cleared, nothing could be seen but
wreckage floating on the sea.

Houses in towns seven and eight
miles away were shaken by the ex-
plosion and even before men on ships
anchored nearby could reach their
own decks, the Bulwark had disap-
peared. The neighborhood presented
a terrible appearance being strewn
with an enormous amount of wrecks
age, while pieces of the ship were
thrown six or seven miles onto the
Essex shore.

Considering the size of her navy,
Great Britain has been singularly
free from disasters of this character,
Nevertheless, when the French ware
ship Jena was destroyed by an inter«
nal explosion in 1907 all cordiete ams
munition was taken from all the Brit.
ish ships and carefully examined, and
refrigerators were installed in the
ships to keep the powder cool.

The Bulwark, which was one of the
older battleships, cost §5,000,000.

London, Nov. 26.—The explosion
which destroyed the Bulwark occur-
red at 7.58 a, m. A vice adminal and
a rear admiral, who were at Sheerness
reported that they were convinced
that the disaster was caused by a
magazine explosion.

An inquiry will be held tomorrow,
and the Admiralty believes that it
may throw some light upon the oc-
ourrence.

Mr. Churchill, speaking in the
House of Commons concerning the
disaster, said:

“The loss of the ship does not sen-
sibly affect our military position, but I
regret the loss of life which was very
heavy. Only twelve men were saved.
All the officers and the rest of the
crew, which, I suppose amounted to
between 700 and 800, perished.

Disappeared in Three Minutes.

The loss of the Bulwark, according
to a Central News despatch, recefved
this evening from Chatham, was due
to an accidental explosion while am-
munition was being loaded on the
warship.

The source of the explosion aboard
the ship was so great that houses in
Sheerness, and even In South End,
seven miles away, and on the other
side of the Medway, were violently
shaken. The people fled into the
streets in alarm,

‘When the great ship blew up dense
clouds of smoke and -flames shot into
the air. The vessel disappeared be-
neath the waves in threé minutes.

So terribly was the Bulwark rent
that it was impossible to render her
any assistance. Immediately after the

.L:-out is in evidence. Ever since Ma.jo-r
badep‘l’owell instituted a system of
training boys in all those incidents of
usefulness that make for healthiness
of mind and body amongst the youth-
ful element his ideas have gained fa-
vor throughout the civilized world.

explosion the vessel was blotted out
by smoke and as the vell slowly lifted
a handful of men were seen struggling
in the water. Small craft rushed to
their aid and picked them up. Some of
the crew were badly mutilated,

A touch of the dramatic was added
to the catastrophe by the fact that
the band of the Bulwark was playing
when the explosion came.

The disaster occurred while the Bul-
wark was lying at anchor, off the naval
port of Sheerness near the mouth of
the Thames, but the officers of the port
scout the public impression that the
vessel was the victim of a German
submarine.

This seems to be supported by the
absence of an upheavel in the water,
as the First Lord of the Admiralty
explained.

Although fifteen years old, and no
longer on the first firing line, the Bul-
wark still was a useful unit. The loss
of the ship, however, was nothing com-
pared with the hecvy loss in trained
officers and men, with whose relatives
Mr. Churchill expressed in the House
of Commons his deep sympathy and
sorrow, The Bulwark, in her early ca-
reer, was quite a favored shin. For a
long time she was the flagship of Ad-
miral Charles Beresford in the Medi-
terranean.

Eye-Witnesses’ Story of Disaster
An eye-witness who was on a ship
a short distance from the {ll-fated
Bulwark said:

“I was> at breakfast at about ten
miutes to eight o'clock this morning,
when I heard an explosion and went
on deck. My first impression was
that the report was produced by the
firing of a salute by one of the ships,
but the noise was quite exceptional.
“When I reached the deck I soon
saw that something awful had hap-
pened. The water and the sky were
obscured by dense volumes of smoke.
We at once were ordered to the scene
of the disaster to render what assis-
tance we could. At first we could see
nothing, but when the smoke cleared
we were horrified to find that the bat-
tleship Bulwark had gone. She seem-
ed to have entirely vanished  from
sight, but a little later we detected a
portion of the huge battleship show-
ing about four feet above the water.

“We kept a vigilant look-out for
the unfortunate crew, but saw only
two men. 1 don't know whether the
other boats rescued any one. One
man we saw was dead. The disaster

THE PERIOD OF ENLISTMENT fs for the duration
of the war and for six months after its termination, if
required.

THE RATE OF PAY fs $1.10 per day, which for
seven days & week, means $33.00 per month, and found.

IF DISABLED, soldlers will receive pensions at such
rates a8 may be fixed by the government.

IF WOUNDED OR ILL, soldiers will be well cared
for and sent back to their homes as soon as convenient.

SOLDIERS MAY ASSIGN THEIR PAY or any portion
of it, to thejr wives or other dependents, and such sums
will be paid regularly to the persons so named.

SHOULD ANY SOLDIERS BE KILLED, their wives
and children will become wards of the Canadian Govern-
ment, and generous provision will be made for them.

SEPARATION ALLOWANCE, Twenty Dollars per
Month, in addition to the soldler’s pay, will be paid to

EACH INDIVIDUAL CASE wili be dealt with on its
merits, the facts being secured by local committies who
shall consider all sources of income of relatives left
behind.

THE SOLDIER'S WIFE will, if any such ald is re-
quired, receive thirty doilars per month, of which twenty
dollars will be from the government and ten dollars from
the Patriotic Fund.

PROVISION FOR CHILDREN is made according to

a sliding scale. For instance, a wife with three children
of the ages of three, seven and twelve, wili be entitled
to an income of forty-five dollars per month in addition
to the soldier's pay.

Chancery Court

Hearing in the case of Malcolm D.
Brown vs. Otto S. Brown and George

FARMER>OF PROVINCE

Conferences to be regular
events in future — Cam-
paign against Tuberculo-
sis among cattle.

Fredericton, Nov, 26.—The officials
of the proviacial Department of Agri-
culture have concluded their confer-
ence here. All matters relating to the
work of the department were gone in-
to fully and freely discussed. Before
the conference adjourned it was de-
cided to continue these periodical
meetings and Hon. J. A. Murray,
Minister of Agriculture, will call the
staff together at different times dur-
ing the year.
The first matter dealt with was in
relation to the short courses in agri-
cultural education which will be given
throughout the province. At New-
castle a short course will be given
from December 1st to 4th, while a six
weeks' course will be given at Wood-
stock from Jan, 5th to Feb. 12th and at
Sussex from Feb. 16th to March 26th.
While the six weeks courses are in
progress the Women's Institute will
carry on a short course in domestic
science and household economy, Their
course will start at Woodstock on
Jan, 5th and end on Jan, 16th, while
at Sussex the course will commence
on Feb, 16th and conclude on Feb.
27th.
In connection with the live stock
department, Messrs. Ford and “Mc-
Dougall were appointed a committee
to look into the question of further as-
sistance to this department and report
In detail to the department of agricul-
ure in December, before Christmas.
The subject of tuberculosis in cattle
was freely discussed and the situation
in this regard in New Brunswick gone
into fully. Steps will be taken to place
the gravity of this disease before the
agriclturists of the province, and lit-
erature will be sent out from the agri-
cultural societies and the live stock
breeders in an effort to stamp out this
disease, .
Exhibition prize lists also came in
for a lengthy discussion by the offic-
ials, Messrs. Turney, Newton, Ford,
McDougall, Jones and Durost were
appointed to confer with a prominent
live stock breeder and seed man, after
which they will draw up a wuniform
prize lit for the Department of Agri-
culture. The department will adopt
this prize list and issue it to all exhi-
bition societies asking for financial aid
from the government. The committee
will submit their report before Christ.

Centenary Church school room was
illed with an interested audience last
night when Rev. W. H. Barraclough
delivered an {llustrated lecture, His
subject was “Beautiful British Colum.

The lecturer then des-
cribed the various natural resources
of the province which he suggested
was among the richest of the Domin-
ion, He spoke of the great timber in-
dustry, the fishing, the mining and the
agricultural resources and closed with
a review of the various classes form-
ing the population. These embraced,
first, the Indian, of which there are
six or seven races, then the Chinese,
the Japanese, the Hindoo, as well as
the Anglo-Saxon, whose fathers were
the founders of the country. A most
interesting feature of his discourse re-
lated to the game to be found in the
province among which are the buffalo,
great elk, caribou, mountain sheep and
many other varieties.

Ottawa, Ont,, Nov. 26—The sum of
$1,150,000 wags appropriated by the
government today to meet the situa~
tion created by the crop failures in
south western Saskatchewan and
southern Alberta. This was done at
the instigation of Hon. Robert Rogers
who has made himself familiar with
the serious conditions prevailing in
the stricken areas. Of this sum $1,-
000,000 will be spent in providing seed
grain for the farmers who suffered
from the drought of last summer and
$150,000 will be used to provide food
for the settlers in the affected dis-
tricts and their cattle.

Mr. Rogers stated tonight that one
million dollars would be sufficient to
meet all the seed grain requirements.

He also stated that Bruce Walker,
the immigration commissioner at Win.
nipeg’ who was instructed to make
thorough inquiries into the acreage
of land under cultivation following
the appeal by the government to make
special efforts to increase the wheat
crop next year, reports that the land
under cultivation in the three prairie
provinces is forty per cent. greater.

New York, Nov. 26—Formal an-
nouncement is made of the reopening
of the New York stock exchange to-
morrow for restricted dealings in the
several classes of bonds formally list
ed and approved by that institution
and with par value or $12,589,577,100,
The decision to resume operations in
this tentative way was reached Tues-
day at a largely attended meeting of
the governing committee and is the
outcome of many weeks of agitation
on the part of a majority of the 1,100
exchange members.

In the formal statement announcing
the resumption it is specifically de-
clared that all dealings are to be un-
der the supervision of the special com-
mittee of five, which has exercised
absolute authority over the affairs of
the exchange since July 30 last, the
day of its suspension.

It is furthermore prescribed that
all transactions are to be for cash,
thus precluding virtually every ele-
ment of speculation or marginal trad-
fn. Also there can be no trading be-
low the minimum prices authorized
by the committee from time to time.
Although the trading will partake
of an open character, in that it will
be done “on the floor,” quotations will
not be transmitted to the ticker ser-
vices, but prices will be issued at
stated times during the day. The
question of quoting “bid and asked”
prices 18 yet to be determined.

Any member of the exchange re-
quiring financial assistance will re-
celve all reasonable accommodation
from the banks to carry out his com-
mitments, 1t is said

the exchange as a sentimental rather
than an actual factor toward the res-
toration of normal conditions. There
is much conjecture as to the extent
of any liquidating movement, but
bankers who have all along favored
the reopening of the hond market be-
lieve that all offerings will be readily
absorbed.

One of the interesting papers read
at the convention of the Union of New
Brunswick Municipalities yesterday
was that of R. B. Wallace, assistant
chief superintendent of Education for|l
the province, entitled ‘“The Union
Jack-—What it Represents.”

Mr. Wallace said:—In all ages and
in all climes there has been an in-
stinct in man, no matter what his race
or how primitive his condition, wheth-
er cultured or uncultured, high or low
in the acale of civilization, which de-
Ihghts in the use of a personal or na-
tional emblem or flag.

These were used and carried by na-
tions and tribes as a distinguishing
mark, to indicate where men were to
gather; to show the cause or rqgason
of the conflict. . In ancient Africa, ex-
plorations among the sculptured an-
tiquities of the Niie resulted in the
discovery of a series of national and
religious emblem-standards, which
had a meaning to the Egyptians, long
before they had any written records,
The Israelites at the time of the Ex-
odus had their distinctive banners,
and we are told in the Book of Num-
bers how Moses ordered that in their
journeying, “Every man of the child-
ren of Israel shall pitch by his own
standard, with the ensign of his fath-
er’s house” In Europe in later times
the Roman Eagie became the standard
of the Roman Empire; in China the
Drazgon; in France the Fleur-de-Lys;
in Turkey the Crescent; the Lion for
England and Scotland. The North
American Indian long before Euro-
peans had landed upon the shores of
the New World attested the story of

The story of the Union Jack is the
history of the British people, and a
wonderful history it is. The flag is
formed by the Union of the Cross of
St. George—the patron saint of Eng-
land, the Cross of St. Andrew--the
patron saint of Scotiand, and the Cross
of St. Patrick—the patron saint of
ireland.

The Cross of St. George is an up-
right red cross on a white shield, its
arms being at right angles, St. Geor3e
was born about 270 in Lydda, Pales-
tine, in the vale of Sharon, celebrated
for its roses. Hence the rose is the
national flower of England. When
the Emperor Diocletian persecuted
the Christians, St. George openly op-
posed him, and as a result was put
to death’'as a martyr, Aprii 23rd, 303.
The anniversary of that date has since
been celebrated as St. George's Day.

The Union Jack is the flag of the
Empire. It floats over 13,523,712
square miles of the earth’'s surface,
embracing a population of 435,000,000,

In 1190 Richard I of Engiand had|
joined in the Third Crusade to the
Holy Land. Off the coast near Bey-
rout, at a place called St. George’s
Bay, so named because it was near
here that St. George’s famous fight |
with the dragon took place, Richard\,
met and defeated the Saracens in a|
gallant sea fight, and on his return to|
England in 1194, he adopted the Cross|
of &t. George as the flag of England,
and placed the army and the nation
under the protection of St. George,
since which time this flag has been
the national flag of Engiand, and is
the ground work of the present Union
Jack, Wherever ships have sailed
there the red cross of St. George has
been carried by the sailor nation who
chose him as their hero.

St. Andrew is believed to have been
the first to introduce Christianity in-
to Scotland, and hence has been known
as the patron Saint of Scotland.
There are other traditions however,
as to how he came to be adopted as
the patron saint of Seotland, one of
which is that in 987 the Scots being
attacked by the English under King
Athelstane, there appeared on the
dark blue sky the figure of th® white
cross of the martyr saint. Reanimat-
ed by this sign the Scottish soldiers
attacked the Engiish with such brav-
ery that they defeated them and slew
their King, since which time the white
saltire, or dlagonal cross, upon a blue
ground, the banner of St. Andrew,
has been carried by the Scots as their
pational flag.

It is a matter of grave doubt
if Germany would have declared war
against Russia and France in 1914,
had her diplomats not made the mis-
take of thinking Britain would remain
neutral, notwithstanding the fact that
France, Britain’s ally, was attacked,
and little neutral Belgium was being
overrun by the German hordes. Not
until all human means avaiable to
maintain peace with honor had been
exhausted by that noble statesman, Sir
Edward Grey, did Britain cease trying
to prevent the outbreak of war. Only
when there was no longer any possi-
bility of maintaining peace on honor-
able conditions did Sir Edward Grey
speaking for the British Government
say: “If Germany will have war, she
shall have it in full measure.” . . .

Reperts to N. B. Agricult-
ural Societies united show
heme mixing of fertilizers
gives best results.

P

The annual meeting of the New
Brunswick Agricultural societies unit-
ed, was held here yesterday, over
thirty delegates being in atendance,
representing practically every section
of the province.

This organization was formed for
he purpose of bringing fertilizers on
the co-operative plan, and evidently
its operations so far have been very
satisfactory, as the delegates showed
much enthuslasm, and were eager to
have the work extended.

The poiicy of the ormganization is to
bring the various ingredients of ferti-
lizers by wholesale and have the mix-
ing done in the province. In the past
large quantities of phosphates were
bought in Germany, but the war has
cyt off this source of supply.

An interesting report was submitted
to the meeting on experiments made
at Woodstock under the direction of
the officlals of the Provincial Agricul-
tural School there to determine the
relative vaiues of ready-made fertl-
lizers and fertilizers mixed in accord-
ance with the plan of the New Bruns-
wick Agricultural societies united.
These experiments gave results very
much in favor of this plan of having
the fertilizers mixed by the societies.
On a plot of land about about ome-
haif an acre in extent, where home
mixed fertilizer was used. The yleid
of potatoes was 15 bushels larger than
on another plot of similar size and
quality of soil where ready made
fertilizer was used.

AFPEAL FOR" STARVING
PEOPLE OF BELGIUM

Three thousand tons of
fuod a day needed to feed
hungry millions.

New York, Nov. 26.—“This Thanks-
giving Day found seven million starv-
ing persons in war-swept Belgium
crying out for bread and oniy half
enough food on hand to appease their
hunger. Three thousand tons of food
are required each day to feed the suf-
ferers, yet to date the United States,
upon which the Belgians most depend
in the main for sustenance, has fur-
nished less than half that amount.
Ten ounces a day will save a human
being from death by hunger.”

The foregoing epitomizes a state-
ment today by the American commis.
gion for the relief of Belgium, carry-
ing a plea for the small quantity of
feed specified for each inhabitant of
the stricken land.
