The Germans were building |
ships and the race would be stopped
on by one mnation being peérsuaded
that it must be second. “As Britishers
we are determined to be first.”

The only way to avoid this catas-
trophe- is for all Britishers to stand
shoulder to shoulder.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier after some gen-
eral observations, said that in Great
Britain they were always thinking of
war. "In this country we never think
of war. Canada has only one neighbor
and with that neighbor she bas had
no war for one bundred years,” he ad-
ded.

Mr. Grenfell had alluded to the
German peril, the leader of the op-
position continued. He was relieved
when he said that what Germany was
seeking was a place in the sun.

“if that is all, there is nothing to
fear, for there is place enough in the
sun for all. The German perils do not
exist,” said he. He repeated Mr.
Grenfell’s remark about the mad race
of armament and said: “Thank God,
we have been free in this continent
from that. Shall we go into that mad
race, or shall we continue to settle
our difficulties by arbitration. That is
a problem we won't settle here.”

Laurier Protests.

The British Empire was composed
of different nations, he continued, and
the problems of these nations were
different. In Britain they think of
railways and canals. He did not be-
lieye that England could be in dan-
ger, If she were, every British sub-
ject would be on her side. But the
best way for the Britlsh Empire to
live was according to the principle of
autonomy.

Quebec, Aug. 27.—In the opinion of
Hon. C. J. Doherty, Minister of Justice,
who has just returned from England
the visit of Premjer Borden to that
country has had one result that is of
paramount importance to the citizens
of Canada and also to those of the
other self-governing Dominions of the
Empire.

This is the unqualified admission by
leading statesmen of both parties in
the United Kingdom of the principle
that if the Dominions are to share in
Imperial defence they must likewise
be admitted to participate in the con-
trol of Imperial foreign policy and
must have a voice in the councils of
the Empire,
Hon. Mr. Doherty admitted that the
problem of such representation was
likely to be complicated in the ex-
treme, and would no doubt take long
and careful study to solve. But it was
by no means impossible of solution.
“Of one thing you may rest assured,”
he said, “Mr. Borden will do nothing
to lower Canadian prestige or to sac-
rifice Canadian autonomy.”
With regard to the burning question
of the navy, Mr. Doherty would say
but little as he considered that this
should be left to the Canadian Pre-
mier himself who leaves England on
the 30th of this month.
Mr. Doherty sald that the Canadian
ministers had been through a most
strenuous trip and had been received
everywhere with an unbounded and
almost overwhelmingly hospitality.

Much Naval Information Gleaned.

They had gone over to consult with
the Admiralty and had gained much
valuable information that would be
considered by the Canadian govern-
ment as & whole in the very uear fu-
ture. The conclusions reached and the
policy adopted after such considera-
tion would doubtless be made known
without unnecessary delay
