Hampton, N. B., April 7—A case of
poisoning which happened at Hampton
Village last evening, has caused a big sen-
sation in that usually quiet place.

Phe family of Johm W. Carson, con-
sisting of ‘himself, wife and four children,
abte their supper as usual, and about an
hour afterwards they complained of being
dizzy and began acting very strange.

About 9.30 Dr. Warnefordmwas called 10
and pronounced it a case of poisoning.

All night and most of today they were
all delivious, but Mrs, Carson and the
baby ‘are now about recovered.

Two of the children are yet quite ill,
but all are expected to recover.

One boy was very ill and this morning
was not expected to,live.

Mr. Carson did not know that the others
were ill until late this afternoon, he be-
ing delirious all might and today.

It is mot known what the poison was
or how it was taken, but it was at first
supposed . that it was something in the
buckwheat flour, of which the pan-cakes
were made ithat they had for supper.

The storekeeper, however, claims that
they have sold the flour to a number of
farmers in the vicinity and mo complaints
have been received so far.

Indications point strongly to belladonna
poisoning.

After
greating them in the mname of. the em-
peror, he looked over the defensive works
of the town and heid a conference with
the commanders. 1t is reported here that
he found the treops in good health and
spinits.

Russians on the Run.

Shanghai, April 7—It has been learned
here that the Russians have planted sub-

marine lines off the coast of Takushan}

(about 50 miles west of the mouth of the
Yalu miver), as well as in the estuary, of
the Yalu.

The Japanese army now in Korea is
reaching the South bank of the Yalu river
at different points. Refugees who have
arrived here from Korea assert that the
fear that the Japanese may land at Pos-
siet Bay is causing a general exodus in-
land.  Even the Russian garrisons in that
locality are wetreating, leaving only small
outposts behind them.

Russiars Retire to Antung.

Seoul, April 7—Noon—\elegrams have
been reccived here saying that the Rus-
gians are occunying six of ghel largest bor-
der towns on the Tumen river, in Nonth-
western Korea.

A Korean Prefect has sent in a report
that the Russians and Chinese who were
at Yongampo (Korea), have withdrawn
to Antung, across the Yalu river. Only a
few merchants remain at the former place.
‘The Japanese authomities have mo confir-
mation of a reperted engagement between
Russians and Japanese at Kwi Sung.

Russians Intend to Stand at Antung.

St. Petersburg, April 7—While the first
line of defense against the Japanese ad-
vance from Korea is a strong position,
selected by General Kuropatkin, near
Feng Huang Cheng, it is believed the Rus-

sians antend to hold out so long as pos-

sible at Antung, which commands the Pe-

kin roads. The place has many natural

advantages for defense.
(Gieneral Kuroki’s army,

according t»
Russian advices, is

strung out along the

road between Anju and Wiju, its advance

being severely impeded by bad- roads,
which make it difficult to push fomward
the supplies, which are dragged by coolies,
requiring eight-days’ march from Chyon-
Ju to the Yalu. For 70 miles the niver
is 500 fathoms wide and at Yongamp it
is ice-laden and barred by islands, whence
the Russian sharpshooters can harrass the
Japanese advance,

The Russians have entrenched them-
selves heavily near Hai-Cheng,
the progress of the Japanese in case they
succeed. in landing at the head of the
Liao-Tung Gulf.

Russians Have Scheme to Beat Japs' Navy.

Paris, April 7—The Russian naval plan.
for retnieving the reverses at Port Arthur

and Chemulpo has been communicated to
one of the embassies through official chan-
nels having access’ to fthe thighest maval
authorities- at St. Petersburg. The plan
is expiained as follows:

Russia recognizes that Japan mow has
prepondening maval strength in the Far
Jast. Therefore it is essential to reverse
the present Japanese preponderance. This
will be attempted by two distinet moves.
First, urgent efforts will be made to have
a naval concentration at Port Arthur, the
Baltic, Red Sea and Vladivostock fleets
joining Vice-Admiral Makarofi’s c¢ommand
if possible and thus giving the combined
fleets preponderance over Vice-Admiral
Togo’s. Second, it is foreseen that it will
be difficult and probably impossible to ei-
feot this concentration as Admiral Togo
may intercept the Bultic fleet before its
arrival at Port Arthur. In that event
the Baltic fleet, which is comparatively
small, -will attempt the perilous task of
engaging the large Japanese fleet, in the
hope of disabling some of the Japanese
ships and thus reducing the Japanese ef-
fectiveness. According to the. Russian
calculation - the Baltic fleet may suffer an-
nihilation in such an unequal combat, but
it will have served a valuable end if it be
able to cripple a suflicient number of Jap-
anese ships to reduce Admiral Togo’s
naval strength below that of Admiral
Makaroff.

The foregoing information dis mot part
of current Speculative report, bub comes
from; credible, oliivial sources as being the
determined Tuwian plan. The authori-
ties at Washington will receive similar in-
formation shortly.

LEGISLATURE
AGREES TO ST. JOHN
FRANCHISE BILL.

Bank Muddle Freely Discussed in the House Yegtﬁrd,ay—
Warm Debate Ensues on Mr. Copp's Motion to Giveit the
Three Months’ Hoist—Progress Reported.

Tredericton, N. B., April 7—Hon. Mr.
Pugsley introduced a bill to amend the
act relating to the consolidation of the
statutes. He said that the object of the
bill was to make provision for a larger
sum for the work then was originally con-

templated. When the act was passed it
was thought that $20,000 would be suf-

1 ficient but the work had proved much

more voluminous than was anticipated.

The printing bills were very heavy and

about $15,000 more would be required.
The house went into committee on bills.

'Mr. Joues in the chair.

The bill to incorporate the Citizens’
Telephone Company was agreed to.

Hon. Mr. Hill explained that the object
of the bill was to extend a telephone ser-
vice to some districts in Charlotte and
York that have now no telephone.

St. John Franchise Bill Agreed To.

Mr. Lantalum’s bill to enable persons
in St. John who do not owe more than
two years taxes to vote at civie elections
was agreed to. .

Mr. Robertson’s bill to confirm the
agreement made between the city of St.
John and the Imperial Dry Dock Com-
pany was agreed to.

The bill in further amendment of the
law relating to the levying and assessing
of rates and taxes in St. John was then
taken up. This bill alters the method of
taxing banks, imposing a license fee of
£500 on banks not having their head office
in St. John and a tax of one-fifteenth of
one per cent on the average amounts of
loans and deposits. It also alters the mode
of taxing the Bank of New Brunswick by
relieving it of any assessthent on its capi-
tal stock and requiring it to pay a license
fee of $2,500 and also one-fifteenth of one
per cent on its average loans and de-
posits.

Mr. Purdy said that the bill as amended
had been agreed to by the common coun-
cil of the city of St. John and the three
members for St. John were also in favor
of 1t so he thought it ought to pass.

Mr. Copp Moves Three Months’ Hoist,

Mr. Copp—I regret having ‘to arise to
oppose this bill. Last session the city of
St. John applied for similar legislation
and after delegations had been heard the
bill was withdrawn with a distinct under-
standing that during recess the represen-
tatives of the city should confer with the
local branch banks and endeavor to reach
some equitable system of assessment. The
common council of St. John are not unani-
mous with regard to this hiss. If the Bank
of New Brunswick wishes its taxes re-
duced let it give notice of publication in
the usual way. I am opposed to the taxa-
tion of branch banks by a license fee be-
cause it is an unjust class of legislation.

Mr. Robertson Favors the Bill,

Mr. Robertson, as one of the represen-
tatives of St. John it is my duty to say a
word about this bill. After much labor
and discussion it Mls been prepared and
has been accepted by the council for the
city of St. John. There is no reason why
great corporations such as banks should
not pay a fair rate of taxation. I' trust
that this bill will be dealt with fairly and
passed.

Mr. Osman—I listened with much sur-
prise to the motion of the honorable mem-
ber {from Westmorland. It seems to me to
be a lack of courtesy since the three
members from St. John are unanimous in
favor of the bill and since the matter has
been fully thrashed out in the committee
and is favorable to all parties concerned.

Mr. Loggie—I am strongly opposed to

the passing of the bill with the amend-
ment which to my mind does not pertain
to the act as presented. The Bank of New
Brunswick it seems is to be taxed on an
entirely different’ bagis from the other
banks and if this is to be so separate
legislation should be sought.

Mr. Pugsley Says St. John's Wishes Should
Be Respected.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—I desire to say a few
words in this connection. I must express .
a considerable degree of ‘surprise when
after the bill had received a thorough in-
vestigation in committee, after delegations
of bankers and the common council of St.
John had, been heard, after the bill had
received the approval of three members
from the city of St. John that a member
from another county should move that it ¥
be given a thrée months hoist. ‘

Now the bill has been approved by the
three members and also by a resolution
from the ¢ty council of St. John. Its pro-
visions are that im addition to the regular
license fee of $500 paid by branch banks
the Bank of New Brunswick should pay
$2,000. In case the bank increases its cap-
ital stock above $1,000,000 it shall pay a
tax of one-tenth of one per cent. I think
this is a most equitable arrangement and
doubtless the city of St. John needs the
extra amount. It has been agreed that
other cities and towns might also wish to
increase the tax on local banks. I think
this will be a sufficient indication that the
people think the banks should pay more
and they are in. a position to know.

The' license fee woull not be so large
as $500 in a small town, but would be in
proportion to the population and besides
it is very difficult to arrive at a proper
system of taxation for banks and here 1
think has been devised .an equitable and
proper system of taxation. Since the bi
has been threashed out in committee a
is satisfactory to the members from St.
John it is very desirable that it should e ®
adopted. 3

Mr. Hazen Against the Measura.

Mr. Hazen—I wish to speak briefly
from the standpoint of a ratepayer. and
citizen of St. John. I am strongly opposed
to any tinkering with-the system of assiss-
ment in the ¢ity in regard to banks.

It 'is a decided mistake to go to work
piecemeal and seck. legislation to taxbanks
instead of attempting to devise a general
act which will cover all cases. Every mer-
chant in the city is liable to taxation to
the full amount of his stock in trade and
corporations pay very heavy taxes on all
their stock in trade bonds and personal ]
property. Why should a man pay taxes on s
personal property and not the Bank of New
Brunswick. The action of the Bank of
New Brunswick coming and forcing this
amendment has caused the provision of a
license of $500 for branch banks to be com-
pletely ignored. It was mnot considered
whether this was a just amount or. not.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—Does the honorable
member not know that the reasonable-
ness of $500 was mever questioned?

Mr. Hazen—I claim that it was not dis-
cussed in committee, moreover I dispute
the statement that the city council of
St. John is in favor of the. bill since at
the recent meeting only seven out of nine
were in favor, there being sixteen members
in the council and the seven accepted a
compromise because they were afraid the
house was against them. The system of
assessment in St. John is antiquated and
bad and a system should be provided more
in keeping with the advancement and pro-
gress of the times?

Progress was reported.

The house adjourned at 6 o’clock.

cesgity of all. :
_ ““There are,” declared the premier,
“paramount reasons for this conclusion,
reasons at once political and commercial.

the' west is inferior in numbers, it is a
matter of public knowledge that it is in-
creasing with far greater rapidity than the
‘epst, and we can almost see the dawn of
the day when the west will have a popula-
tion equal to and perhaps exceeding that
of the east. Between these two sections
thiere lieg a gap of several hundred miles
of uninhdbited and hardly habitable land.

This gap constitutes an interruption of
; (i,q;nmunicatiqi that has to be made up and
supplemented by the hand of man. This
has been done to some extent already by
‘the comstruction of the C. P. R, hut not
completely.

Better Transportation Facllities Needed.

“Tf we remember that railway communi-
cation has hecome a primary necassity of

* ciyilized life, no further argument is need-
- ~‘ed to show that a single line of railway be-

tween these two groups of Canadian popu-
~lation is absolutely insufficient and inade-
iquate. Then when we remember that the
western group is geographically connected
with another group of population largely
akin in language and origin, but alien in
allegiance with which communication is
established by several railways running
north -and south, the necessity is all the

are chiefly growers of cereals. As goon as
the crop has been threshed during the
months of Septémber, October and Novem-
ber, and whilst navigation is still open, the
existing railways have to make a supreme
effort to collect rolling stock in western
Canada so as to, be able to take as' much
as possible of the crop to the shore of
Lake Superior. In doing this they have to
starve all the other sections of the domin-
jon. Trade is disorganized and there is
discontent in the east and not much con-
tent in the west either.

“But as soon as navigation closes the
commercial life of the west so far as the
transportation of grain is concerned, is
stopped. Nothing can take place. If there
should be millions of bushels of wheat still
stored in the graneriés of the west, if there
should be a rise in price or a sudden de-
mand, that demand could not be satisfied
from the west because, whatever may be
said to the contrary, the single line of rail-
way we possess today is not adequate to
the transportation of cereals or to the
commercial necessities. An infinite small
quantity of wheat has been carried by the
(. P. R. around Lake Superior, but the
grades and curves of that line around the
north shore of Lake Superior will not per-
mit the successful commercial carriage of
wheat over it. Therefore these considera-
tions make it necessary that we should
have another line of railway to connect the
east with the west so as to supply the
wants of the country.”

Second Transcontinental Road Necessary-

Sir Wilfrid went on to show’ that is was
! necessary to have a ond transcontinen-
tal line. There was no dispute as to that
part of the road from the wheat fields to
the Pacific coast. There was, however, in
regard to the extension from the wheat
fields to the Atlantic coast. It was said
that he region through which the latter
pertion was to travel was barren and in-
hespitable, but this was a mistake. The
premier went on to say that although it
was almost impossible to satisfy the oppo-
sition they ought not to seriously object
to the character of the modifications.

Madifications Proposed.
The first change was that the time for
ETEE T SR
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completing the road should be extended to
1011.

The next change was in regard to the
deposit. By the contract the company
could not have the deposit released until
the government had completed the eastern
division, notwithstanding that the western
section might be completed by the com-
pany. As the company was not respon-
sible for the government section the change
was made that. as soon as the western
company had set aside $5,000,000 for
equipping the eastern section, the deposit
would be released.

The Mountain Section.

Dealing wiln the altercation in regard
to the mountain section, the premier said
that this was one of some importance. The
charge was that the government would
guarantee the bonds of the company to
the extemt of 75 per cent of the whole
cost, there being no limitation.

In the old contract there was a limit
of $30,000 per mile as to cost of construc-
tion. The reason of this change was the
altered condition of the money market.

It was a fact that bonds guaranteed by
the government would not bring the same
amount today as they would six months
ago and therefore the government had to
do something to implement this.

Dealing - with the modification in the
event of the company defaulting, the prem-
ier pointed out that instead of foreclosing
for the interest on the bonds the road
would be placed in #he hands of an agent
or manager and provision would be made
to lay 75 per cent of the profite aside for
the government and 25 per cent for the
Grand Trunk Company. The road would
be placed in the hands of a receiver and
by doing this tn¢ sale of the bonds would
be facilitated. The change, Sir Wilfrid
said, was one which even ..e Opposition
could not very well object to.

Coming to the question of common
stock, Sir Wilfrid explained that the idea
of getting the Grand Trunk Railway Com-
pany to take $25,000,000 common etock
was to get the old Grand Trunk Company
so closely identified with the enterprive
that its success would be -assured. In
doing this the government made it incum-
bent upon the company not only to ac-
quire this stock but to hold it.

The alteration was that the Grand Trunk

‘Company could now dispose of part of

this stock so long as it held sufficient to
control the policy of the Grand Trunk
Pacifiec. This was the last important
change which was made in the contract.
He submitted all the modifications in the
hope that they would find the support of
the house.

R. L. Borden,

Mr. Borden had obeerved less earnest-
ness and joy in the premier’s bearing than
when Sir Wilfrid was exploiting the G. T-
P. railway last session. ITe cou.d find very
little that was eatisfactory in the prem-
ier's explanation. The leader of the gov-
ernment had gone over the same ground
as lagt eession. e had even gone back
240 years to show that the belt of land
to the north was fairer and mere fruitful
than that to the south. It was peculiar
that this elysium was not yet settled.

The premier stated that the government
had thought it best to interest the G. T.
R. in the new transcontinental line, Every-
one supposed, even the G. T. R. iteelf,
that it, the G. T. R., was the first to pro-
pose the construction of a line west from
North Bay. The government on account
of political exigencies was compelled to
father the road from Winnipeg to Quebec
and later from Quebec to Moncton.

The contract with the G. T. P. Com-
pany was sanctioned by.parliament on
October 24 last and it was supposed that
the agreement was entered into on .eb-
ruary 18 last. The premier said that the
money market had become t'ght and con-
stricted. Within the past six monthe
there had been no such change in the mar-
ket as would warrant.Sir Wilfrid’s coa-
clusions. What did the minister of finance
think of it?

Fie'ding and Laurier Don't Agree About
Money Market.

Mr. Borden quoted Mr. Fielding as say-
ing in a speech during the present session
of parliament that the money market was
worse aix months ago than it is now. This
did not correspond with thé premier's
statement. Mr. Hays, of the G. T. R,
had sa:d that the debentures stock war
deposited by the company last December
for the punpose of convenience, not be-
caure the G. T. R. had any difficulty in
raising the money.

Mr. Borden quoted the premier’s eulogy
of Mr. Blair and then went on to quote
some of Mr. Blair’s opinions regarding the
G. T. P. It was strange that a man held
in such high estimation by the premier
as Mr. Blair should dicagree with him
in the matter of the construction of the
tranzcontinental line.

Ba:den Quates Blair's Views,

Mr. Borden, after relating Mr. Blair's
views and these expressed by himself last
sexs.on, went on to describe the obliga-
tion of the government and the G. T. R.
in the matter of building the . transeon-
tinental railway. The obligation in brief
wae: If three per cent bonds are sold at
par, the eastern division and Quebec bridge
would cost $117,750,000; prairie section,
$13,000,000; mountain section, $25,000,0J0;
total, $155,750,000.

1f three.per cent bonds are sold at 90,
the eastern division and Quebec division
will cost $130,000,000, the prairie s:ction
$13,000,000, and the mountain section $28,-
000,000, or a total of $171,000,000.

This was a etatement of the obligatione
to which the country has committed itce.f
by the project of last session as amended
by the supplementary agreement which
Mr. Fielding had brought down.

Blai’s Estimat Too Low,

Mr. Blair's estimate last year wae $139,-
000,000 included for the prairie and moun-
tain eection the sum of $23,25),00 as thc
amount which the government would be
obliged 'to guarantee.

The president of the G. T. R. estimated
that the. prairie section will cost $20,0U0
a mile and the mountain section $50,000
a mile, 8o that the government will be ob-
liged to guarantee bounds to the amount
of not merely $23,250,000 but of $34,000,-
000, the difference between these amounis
being $10,750,000; add this to Mr. Blait's
estimate last ycar and the total would be
very little less than $150,000,000.

Last session Mr. Charlton, who was re-

garded as the mouthpiece of the govern- |

ment, ~{ated repeatedly that it was abeu-
lutely futile to build this road as a grain
carrier from west to east unlers it were
construcled with grades not exceeding ole-
half of one per cent. “I challenged the
government last session,” said Mr, Bor-
den, “lo state the additional cost within
$20,000,000 which that would * impose on
the country and not one gentleman on the
other side was able to give any estimate

founded upon any-data which would hg,

regarded as autnoritative for a moment
by any railweay man.

What is the G. T. R's Obligation?

“Now after looking on the obligations
of the country with regard to this enter-
price, on the other hand, what do we find
is the obligation which, as stated by the
president and directors of the G. T. R.
to its sharcholders, rests upon the G. T.
.’

“What is it that they are to do or
their part, if we undertake liabilities ag-
gregating $150,000,000 or thereabouts, ac-
cording to the etatement of the president
and directors of the G. T. R. at a recent
mecting?

“It has been stated by the president of
the G. T. R. in correspondence with the
government that this is a partnership. He
saying it has alwaye seemed to me that
the government of Canada and the G. T.
R. being in point of fact, partners in the
enterprise.

Partnership One Sided.

Last year as its share of the enterprise
the 'G. T. R. had to guarantee bonds nct
exceeding $18,000,000, certainly not ex-
ceeding $20,000,000. This year.the G. T:
R.s obligations would be reduced to $14,-
500,000. On the one hand is the obliga-
tion of the country of $150,000,000 and on
the other is the other partner of the enter-
prise, agreeing to enter into the partner-
ship to the extent of less than $15,000,000.

The grounds upon which the vast outlay
was asked were, first, to protct the coun-
try from the abrogation «f the bonding
privileges; secondly, to develop new terri-
tory in the north and west, and thirdly,
to provide an all-Canadian route. The
president of the G. T. R. estimated the
liability of that company at $14,500,000,
yet the premier said the G. T. R. and the
country were partners.

All Changes Favor G. T. R.

Mr. Borden complained that the amend-

ents offered last year by the opposition
were rejected. All the changes which were
now made wete for the relief of the G. T.
R. and none for the country. Not a single
one was for the improvement of the posi-
tion of the deminicn.

Last year, said Mr. Borden, Mr. Sifton
compared the contract with the C. P. R,
and spoke of its being superior to the
latter.

Mr. Borden quoted several directors’
speeches at the G. T. R. anpual meeting
as indicating that the G. T. R. was a
necessary adjunct to the old G: T. R. sys-
tem. This, in his opinion, looked to the
use of an American port by the G. T. R.
While he was helping the G. T. R. to
reach the northwest, he would not counte-
nance the expenditure of Canadian money
for the benefit of a route to Ameircan
parts. ;

Mr. Borden seriously objected to Sir

Charles Rivers Wilson’s criticism of the
opposition of the Conservatives to the en-
dorsement of the contract last year. Ie
said that Sir Charles had no warrant for
making such unfounded insinuations
against members of parliament, who were
endeavoring to do their duty to the coun-
try.
The measure passed the house with only
two small changes suggested by the oppo-
sition, and Sir Charles did not object to
either of these.

Portland Will Bs the Port.

He (Borden) did not blame the G. T. R.
officials for making the best bargain they
could. The G. T. P. would be used for
the carriage of grain to the ports of Lake
Superior and from the lakes would be
again carried by the G. T. R. to Portland
and shipped to Europe. The government
was increasing its responsibility for the
use for an American’port.

Favors I. C. R Extension to Gsorgian Bay.

The extension of the Intercolonial to
Georgian Bay would do a more profitable
business and would carry the grain to
Halifax and St. John. Mr. Borden then
took up the amendments, one by one, and
criticized each in turn.

Eastern Section to Be Dropped.

In his opinion it looked as though the
eastern section was to be dropped at last.

He said that the removal of the limita-
tion from the amount of ccst, as far as
guaranteeing the bonds were concerned,
of the mountain section, was a dangerous
one. The Canadian Northern would likely
follow this example. There was nothing.
said Mr. Borden, to prevent the company
defaulting its interest for four years and a
half and making the government bear this
interest lcst.

G. T. R. a Partner in Recciving Only.

Mr. Borden. said that the G. T. R. and
government had been called partners.
That was as far as giving was concerned,
but when it came to getting the Grand
Trunk came in for $25,000,000 common
stock. -

What was the matter, he asked, with
having the common stock of the G. T. P.
held by the government? The regulation cf
rates, the economic.construction and build-
ing would be in safe hands then. But
what had the (i. T. R. ever done that
fears of its shareholders should be allayed
by the donation of $25,000,000 of stock?

Mr. Borden objected to the arrangement
to acquire G. 7. branch lines at the ex-
piraticn of the fifty ycars’ contract if the
government ‘should desire it. The com-
pany in this way could dispese of un-
profitable lines.

He Delieved in the extension of the In-
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tercolonial to Georgian Bay. Every argu-
ment that there was for the extension of
the G. T. P. applied to the Intercolonial.
The Intercolonial needed such a connee-
tisn. uf

He stuck to his arrangement of last year
by which several railways could use the
C. P. R. north of Lake Superior. The
suggestion did not come from the C. P. R.
The idea, such as it was, belonged to him-
self. In conclusion, he moved the follow-
ing amendment:—

Borden's Amendment.

That all the words after the word ‘‘that”
in the proposed metion be left out and the
following substituted therefore: |

This house regerts that the government has

committed itself to the granting of further
concessions to the promoters of the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway, and that such con-
cessions remove many of the supposed safe-
guards upon which the government placed
reliance in submitting to parliament the
measure originally proposed.

This house regrets that in attempting to
determine the all important problems of the
transportation, the government did not first
seek the aid and adivce of competent and
independent experts, whose opinion might
‘have been procured and laid before parlia-
ment, at the present session, if the govern-

with due regard to the magnitude of the in-
terests involved and to the urgency alleged
by the prime minister.

_ This house is of opinion that in consider-
ing these problems and in initiating and de-
veloping any great national system of trans-
portation, it should be our aim to provide
the best and cheapest carriage for our pro-
ducts and importations to secure their trans-
portation through Canadian channels and
Canadian seaports amd for that purpose to
make the Canadian routes the most economi-
cal and serviceable, to open up valuable ter-
ritory for colonization and development, to
stimulate inter-provincial tradé; and to bind
more closely together the scattered communi-
ties of our country. That in order to accom-
plish these results, the following objects and
g?an:lderaﬁons should be kept conmstantly in

(a) To develop and extend the government
system of railways, and to free the manage-
ment thereof from party political control or
interferences. ~

(b) To secure absolute and thorough con-
trol of rates and traffic facilities in return
for reasonable public aid to railway con-
struction or improvement.

(¢) To improve and extend our canal sys-
tem, to develop our lake and miver routes,
to equip thoroughly our national ports om
the great lakes, the St. Lawrence and the
seaboands,

(d) To perfect a system of elevator warer
housing and terminal facilities.

(e) To secure under government control
and direction, or where expedient under gov-
ernment ownership, common haulage or run-
ning facilities where one railway can usefully
accommodate several systems and thus to
ensure to the public more economical carri-
age and efficient service.

That the proposed contract does-mot sub-
serve these objects but, on the contrary seri-
ously endanger their realization. That under
the proposed contract the government has,
in effect committed the country to, a part-
nership with two railway corporations, upon
terms by which the people virtually supply
the capital and assume the risk, while the
two corporations receive enormous bemefits
and concessions without compensating ad-
vantages to the country.

The proposed contract does not ensure
transportation over (Canadian rutes and
through Canadiam seaports, but entrusts con-
trol ithereof to a corporation whose policy
and interests must favor diversion to the
United States ports. It involves the country
in a liability practically sufficient to comn-
struct the whole of the proposed railway
while the more profitable portion of that
railway is to become the property of the cor-
porations. It enables one of the corporations
to aequire from the other without payment
$20,000,000 of stock entitled to dividends
which must be paid by the public. @ While
permitting dividends to be declared on the
stock thus acquired, it ‘has mot safe-guarded
the public against the higher rates which
such dividends shall involve.

It not only fails to provide for the exten-

sion of the Intercolonial Railway, but it
commits the country to a project which is
calculated to postpone for fifty years amd
probably for a century amny attempt to estab-
lish and develop in Canada a national system
o§ Tailways owned and controlled by the peo-
ole.
It overlooks the economic advantages of
transportation by water and ignores Canada’s
possession of the most magnificent inland
navigation in the world, the splendid possi-
bilities of which if neglected by us will be
fully utilized by our meighbors to divert our
products to their ports and our trade to
their commercial centres. .

It absolutely commits the country to the
construction of many hundreds of miles of
railway through a practically unexplored ter-
ritory although the results of exploration
and survey may demonstrate the improvi-
dence of the undertaking. It imposes on the
country a rashly undertaken project involv-
ing obligations so enormous as to seriously
imperil the possibility of improving and de-
veloping cother lines of transportaiton more
suited to the requirements of the whole do-
minion.

It hz.mds over to the promoters of the un-
dertaking without check or safeguard of any
kind whatsocever, power to manipulate, dis-
pose of and deal in enormous issues ¢f bouds
and stocks, although the extent of the coun-
try’'s obligations will depend upon such deal-
ings and the public interest in regard to
traffic charges, will be prejudiced by any re-
sulting increase of -capital.

The house is of the opinion that instead
of ratifying the proposed amended contract,
it would be more in the public interest to
initiate forthwith arnd develop with all speed
a System of national transportation, which
should include:

(1) The immediate construction and control
by the dominion of such lines of railway in
west to the Pacific as the enormous import-
ance and increasing development of the great
western ocuntry requires.

(2) The extension of the Intercolonial Rail-
way to the Georgian Bay. and thence to
Winnipeg, and the extension and improve-
inent in the province of Quebec and in the
maritime provinces of the government sys-
tem of railways.

(3) The development and improvement of
our canals and inland waterways and the
t’porough and efficient equipment of our na-
tional ports and terminals on the Atlantic
and Pacific as well as on the St. Lawrence
and on the great lakes.

(4) The thorough examination, exploration
and survey of the country between Quebec
and Winnipeg, with a view to the future con-
struction of such lines of railway as may be
found in the public interest. That for the
purpose of accomplishing these results the
government in accordance with the policy
laid down in the order in council of 19th
May, 1003, should immediately awvail itself
of the best expert advice and assistance.

Canada did not bargain
in this instance, but said wve recogmize
what we owe to the mother country and
we desire tol show our appreciation of her
by granting this proof of our regard as a
voluntary act.

This preference has produced the most
magnificent results. You have only to look

that since the preference Canada has pur-
chased more largely from Great Britain
than before.

DISCOURAGING THE

“When the Americans have duly weigh-
ed the importance of proper trade rela-
tions with Canada, and realize as they
are slow to do, that this country will
never wagain take the initiative in this
matter, they will begin to offer terms such
as they-would not have thought of a few
vears @go vbefore we found and deve]opa!
markets outside the United States. As 1
stands, the veciprocity party in the re-
public has a hard fight on its hands, for
the protected interests will' oppose any-
thing like fair proposals, and they are still
supreme at Washington.” !

Other newspapers in Canada, and news-
papers, also, in Newfoundland, express
similar sentiments. These sentiments are
strengthened by Canada’s soreness over
the Alaska award and by the recent
growth of the British imperialistic spirit
in the Dominion.—New York! Commercial.

The movement toward reciprocity re-
cently begun in New England, the Com-
mercial asserts, will not be taken serious-
iy by the United States at large as long
as New England’s representatives in Con-
gress pay little attention to it. These rep-
resentatives are “firm advocates of reci-
procity based on strictly protection lines”
and the Commercial says they represent
the opinions and interests of the great
majority of New England vobers.

Boston, and New England generally, are
told by the Commercial that they fail
“to appreciate the change of sentiment in
| Canada during the last few years. The
New Englanders seek a reduction or abol-
ition of duties which the United States
imposes on Canadian coal, iron, lumber
and other materials, in exchange for al re-

uction or abolition of the duties Canada

vies 'on certain goods of American manu-
 facture. The trouble with the Boston
movement is, as the Commercial sees if,
that during the years since reciprocity was
abandoned, Oanadians “have maintained
protective tariffs under which domestic in-
dustries have been developed and have
prospered, and they are loath to sacritice
. the advantages they have thus gained for
an uncertain experiment with reciprocity.
 Their industries have accommodated them-
selves to changed conditions and they pro-
 pose to ‘stand pat’ in the matter, unless
 the United States is willing to pay a good
-mound jprice for the concessions they may

»

And while there is much in the difticul-
ties which the Commercial presents, the
reciprocity party across the line has yet
to gain influence enough at Washington
to cause the government ito approach this
country with terms fair emough to war-
rant consideration. They will be a long
time gaining that influence. Meantime we
shall see what comes of the Chamberlain
campaign.

In Massachusetts on Tuesday Repubii-
can caucuses were held to select delegates
to the state convention. Mr. Eugene N.
Foss, who sought to be delegate-at-large,
' ran on the reciprocity platform, opposing
Colonel E. C. Benton, who was endorsed
by Senator Lodge and' the Republican
machine generally, Col. Benton’s policy
fis “stand pat for protection.”

ential tarifis. Think particularly of the
gratitude of Mr. Hazen and others to Mr.
Smith whose stategy places them on rec-
ord as commending the Dominion govern-
ment for volunteering a preference to
Great Britain, If there was anything in the
world  Mr. Hazen panted for it was, um-
questionably, a chance to commend the
Laurier government. Mr. Smith secured
thie chance for his leader, placed it before
him, indeed, in such fashion that he could
not refuse to accept it; and now everybody
is happy. The happiness is sharcd by the
Attorney General who so improved upon
Mr. Smith’s resolution a8 to make the op-
position cling to it much as one clings to
the handles connected with an €lectric bat-
tery.

There have been and are many in this
country who deem the Chamberlain idea
of mighty import to the Empire, and who
are convinced that its adoption would
make for augmented Imperial power and
commercial progras. Some there are who,
while favorable to the syetem mr. Cham-
ebrlain * proposes, would have Canadian
legislatures pass no formal opinion upoh
the issue until such t'me as the British

people have pronounced upon it. And still

use thé preference question to place theit

ppfiticﬂ opponents at a disadvantage.

To nwhich of these groups Mr. Smith be-
longs may be gucesed. It may be that
some one told Mr. Smith if he proposcd
that the House endorse the proposals of
AMr. Chamberlain th> government would
ahy. Perhaps he even suspceted that they
would play into his hands to the extent
of going on record as stifling a resolution
prefaced by eloquent periods concerning
loyalty to and perpetuation of the British
Empire as it stands. Mr. Smitli drew a
strong picture. He even went so far as to
say that the ti¢ between the Motherland
and the Colonies is wo fragile that a
strong breath might sever it.

Would the government, simply because
Mr. Smith wae a member of the oppo-ition,
refuse to come to the aid of the Empire—
and Mr. Smith—under these distressing
conditions? The government did ot re-
fuse. The Attorney General, warmed by
the meilow cloquence of the Carleton Im-
perialist, went to his rescue forthwith.
But whie Mr. Smith was content to be
eloquent the Attorney General would be
thorough. Obviously the proper thing to
do, said the genior memebr for Kings, was
to begin at the beginning and commend
the Laurer government for initiating pref-
erential legislation and so pavng the way
for the greater scheme of mutual preferen-
tial trade since put forward by Mr. Cham-
berlain. Mr. Smith's heart no doubt
warmed with gratitude toward Hon. Mr.
Pugsley—but Mr. Hazen had doubts.

Mr. Hazen appeared to have no over-
powering desire to epdomse any Liberal
government. Mr. Loggie, with one eye
upon Ottawa and the other upon Freder-
icton, evidently wished Mr. Smith of
Carleton had not dome it.

“SCOTTISH MARRIAGES.”

Great Ircrease in “ Irregular” Weddings in
the North.

“The Scottish marriage’ is rapidly galn-
ing in favor in Scotland. Never since the
registrar-general has kept count has it had
such a boom.

The marriage laws of Scotland differ from

those of England mainly in the recognition
of “irregular marriages”’ as fully valid in
the eye of the law.
. A marriage of this sort to be valid needs
only the declaration of the parties that they
“presently do take each other for husband
and wife."”

There is one other condition—the condi-
tion that killed the business of the black-
smith of Gretna Green. One of the parties
to these regular ‘“‘irregular’ weddings ust
have been resident in Scotland for the
twenty-one days mext preceding the mar-
riaze.

The -registrar-general in his annual re-
port for Scotland in the year 1901, issued
yesterday, notes that the irregular marriages
numbered 1,952, and were 6.22 per cent of
the whole. §

Neither the total number of irregular mar-
riages mor the percentage of irregular mar-
riages to the whole has ever been so high
before since the returns were kept. In fact,
over the whole period the rate has been only
2.17 per cent—little more than a third of the
Tate. now reported.

Glasgow and Edinburgh are the great cen-
tres for irregular marriages. In Edinburgh
one marriage in five is of the “Gretna’’ type,
and in Glasgow rather move than oue in
eight. In Peebles these weddings drop to
under one in a hundred, and Kirkcaldy has
not one,—London Leader.

CHTHOLICS LEAD I
TOSTONCHURCH CENSUS

Boston, April 5.—The church preferences
of the people of Boston, as ascertained by
the religious census committee, are pub-
lished by the Bureau of Statisties of La-
bor.

I'he number of persons reporting puvef-
erences was 241,651, or 40 per cent of the
entire city, and 49 per: cent. of the popula-
tion of the wards canvassed. A mumber
of precincts were not covered.

The most thoroughly canvassed section
appears to be Ward 20, in which 92.58
per cent of the population was reported
upen. Ward 1], the aristocratic Back
Bay, stood third on the basis of percent-
age; in Ward 9 only 1.60 per cent of the
population nvas covered.

There are 109,400 Roman Catholics; 21,-
117 Baptists; 20,319 Congregationalists; 17,-
938 Protestant Kpiscopalians; 14,013 Meth-
odist Episcopalians; 11,399 Ilebrews; 9,157
Unitarians; 5,248 Lutherans; 4,118 Uni-
vensalists, and 4,108 Presbyterians. There
are-4,34t of “‘other denominations;” 8,9%
of ®no preference;’” 2,557 who refused to
express preference, and 8,906 ‘“‘not given”
for various reasons.

Preferences +were expressed for 85
churches or beliefs in recognized stand-
ing.

The section of tue card relating to the
attendance of the individuals was very
imperfectly filled, as is evidenced by the
1eporc of 78,749, or mearly one-third, of
the persons as not answering this inguiry.
More than one-half of the mumber can-
vassed are regular attendants at the church
of their preference, and the denomination
leading in this respect is ithe Roman
Catholic.

William Hzen and J “monds were ‘undoubtedly the prime movers in the
formation of the trediny ¢ wupuny that began ite operations at St. John in 17ud.
By their jont eifrii« they were able to organize a firn seemingly happiiy con-
stituted and likely to work together harmeniously and euccessfully. As a matter
of fact, however, the company -had a very chequered career and at length the:
fwar.of the Revolution seemed likely to involve them in financial ruin. This .seamn+
ing emlamity in the end proved to be the making of their fortunes by sending
the, Loyalists in thousands to our shores. But of all this more anon. - P %

The financial backers of the company at the first were Hazen and Blodget,
who carried on business, at Newburyport and Boston respectively, These towns
were then rising. into importance and werd rivals in trade although it was not
long until Boston forged ahead. The goods- required for trade with the Indians
and ;white inhabitants of fhe River St..John and the military garrison at Fort
Frederick were conveniently ,@upp’li@d from Newburyport end Boston, and these
places avere good distributing, centres for the fish, furs, lumber, lime and other
products obtained at St. John. The fure were usually sold in London; the other
articles were either eold in the local market or sent to the West Indies.

The Company having been formed and. the contract signed ori the let day of

n

March, 1764, the Messrs. Simonds, James White, Jonathan Leavitt and a party

of about thirty hands embarked on board @ schooner belonging to the Company
for the scene -of operations, The men were'fishermen, laborers, lime burners, with
one or two coopers—a rough and ready lot, but with’one or two of superior in-
telligence to act as foremen. Comparatively few .of the men eeem to have be-
come’ permanent settlers, yet as members of the. little colony at Portland Point
and almost the first English-speaking rcsidents Of St. John, outside of the Fort
Frederick garrison, their names are worthy to be recorded. The following may

The Company’s &chooner. with William Story ae master, cailed from Newbury-
port: about the 10th of April, arriving at Passamaquody on the 14th, apd at St.
John on the I8th. The men set 0 worke! immediately on their errival, ‘and. the
quietude that had reigned bencath the shadow of Fort Howe hiill was broken by
the sound of the woodsman's axe and the carpenter’s saw. and hammer. Among
the firet bulldings erected were a log store 20 feet-by 30 feet, a dwelling house
19 feet Ly 36 feet,”anda building adjoining it 16 by 40, rough boarded and used
as a cooper’s shop, kitchen and shelter for the workmen.q 3

The writer of this history has among his historic documents and papers a
number of account books in a very fair state of preservation, containing in part the
transactions of the company during the years they were in business at St. John. One
1of these, a book of nearly 100 pages, ordinary foolscap size with stout paper cover,
is of special.interest for it contains the record of the. initial transactions of the
first business firm establiched at St. John a hundred and forty years ago. At the
top of the first page are the words ;

Day Bgok No. 1.,
. 1764. St. Johns River. .

The book is intact and very creditably kept. The entries are in the hand writ-
ing of James White. The accounts during the continuance of the partnership were
kept in New England currency or “Lawful money of Massachusetts.” The letters
L. M. were frequently employed to distinguish this currency from sterling money
and Nova Scotia currency. The value of the Massachusetts currency was in the pro-
portion of £1 sterling— £1. 6s. 8d. L. W.; the Nova: Scotia dollar, or five shillings,
was equivalent to six shillings L. M. Tt is a fact: worth recording, that the Massa-
chusetts currency was used in all otdinary business transagfions on the River St.
John down to the time of the arrival of the Loyalists in 1783. This fact suffices to
show how closé weré the ties that bound the! pre-loyalist settlers of the province to
New England; and it is mxﬁly a matter of strprise that during. the Revolution the
Massachusetts congress found many sympathizers on. the River St. Jobn.

Growth.of the Fur Trade. : L ‘ P

While -accounts were Kept according to the currency of New England, the
amotint of cash handled by Simonds and White was insignificant. For years they sup-
plied the settlers on the river with such things as they required often receiving their
payment in furs and skins. In securing these the white inhabitants became euch
expert hunters and trappers as to aroise the jealousy .of the Indians and to give
rise to the pseudo-nym “the bow and ‘arrow,” applied to them by some of the
half-pay officers Who gettled among them at.the dlose of the ‘American Revolution.
With the Indians the trade was almost entirely one of barter, the staple article be-
ing the fur of the spring beaver.

The fur trade assumed large proportions at this period. The account books
of Simonds and White that are now in existence do not contain a complete record
of all the shipments made from St. John, but they show that: during ten years of
uninterrupted trade from the time of their settlement at Portland Point to the out-
break of the Revolution, they exported at least 40,000 beaver skins, 11,022 musquash,
6,050 Marten, 870 ottew, 258 fisher, 522 Mink, 120 fox, 140 sable, 74 racoon, 67 loup-
cervier,’ 8 wolverene, 5 bear, 2 Nova Scotia wolf, 50 carriboo, 85 deer, and 1,113
moose, besides 2,265 lbs. of castor and 3,000 lbs of feathers, the value of which ac-
cording to inveice was £11,295 or about $40,000. The prices quoted are but a frac-
tion of those of modern days and by comparison ‘appear  ridiculously small. Other
traders were engaged in traffic with the Indians also, and if Messts. Simonds and
White sent on an average 4,000 beaver skins to New England every year, it is man-
ifest that the'fur trade of the river was a matter of some consequence.
0dd Trade With the Indians:

James White was the ;'~,rincipa1 agent in bartering with 'the Indians who had
every confidence in hie intcgrity. = Three-fourths of their trade was in beaver
skins 2nd “a pound of spring beaver” (equivalent to 5 shillings in value) was the
unit emploved in trade, Mr. White~was usually called by the Indians “K’wabeet”
or “Beaver”’ It is said tl:at in business with the Indians the fist of Mr. White was
considered to nveigh a pound and his foot two pounds both in buying and selling.
But the same story is told of other Indian traders. The Indians were fond of
finery and ornaments. Among the articles sent by Samuel Blodget in 1764 +were
nine pairs of green, scarlet and blue plush breeches at a guinca each; one blue gold
laced jacket and two scarlet gold laced jackets valued at £3 each; also spotted
ermine jackets, ruffled shirts and three gold laced beaver hats (value of the latter
i£8°6s./4d.) These may seem extravagant articles for the Indians yet their chiefs
and captains bought them and delighted to wear them on special occasions.* 1t
was customary in ‘trading with the savages to take pledges from them, for the pay-
ment of their debts, silver trinkets, armclasps, medals, fuzees, etc. In the autumn
of 1777 a Yankee privateer from Machias, whose captain bore the singular name A.
Greené Crabtree, plundered Simonds & White’s store at Portland Point and carried
off a trunk full of Indian pledges. This excited the indignation of the Chiets
Pierre Thoma and Franc‘iﬂiXs,xier who sent the following communication to Ma-

return into the hands of Mr. White at Menaguashe the
pledges belonging to ms which were plundered last fall out of Mr. Hazen’s store by
A. Greene Crabtree, captain of one of your privateers; for if you don’t send them
we will come for them in a manner you won’t like.”

Thé-goods kept ‘in the store-at Portland Point for the Indian trade included
powder and- shot, for hunting, provisions, blankets and other “necessaries” and such
artieles as jan needles, colored thread, beads of various colors, a variety of
buttons—brass. buttons, silver plated buttons, double-gilt buttons, scarlet buttons
and blué molian buttons—scarlet blue and red cloth, crimson broadeloth, red and
blué stroud, silver and gold laced hats, gilt trunks, Highland garters, silver crosses,
round silver broaches, etc., etc.

0ld Account Books.

The old account books bear evidence of being well thumbed, for Indian debts
srere hard to collect and white men’s debts were harder ‘to colleet in ancient than
ih modern days. Tn point ot fact the .od man and the white man of the River St.
John ran a close race in thcir respective ledgers. ¥or in a statement of accounts
rendered after the operations of the company had lasted rather more than two
years, the debts due were as follows: From the English £607 11s. 9d. and from
the Indians £615 7s. 9d. Old «nd thumb-worn as the account books are, written
with ink that had often been frozen and with quill pens that often needed mend-
ing, they are extremely interesting as relies of the past, and are deserving of a
better late than that which awaited them:when by the merest accident they were
rescued from a dismal heap of rubbish.

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WOULD HURT ST,
 JORK VERY MUCH
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TO STOP EXPORT OF LOGS

Suchis Claim of Frank and lrv-
irg Todd Before Legislative
Committee — Alex. Fraser
Tukes. Differont View—St.
John Bank Act Amended in
Commitiee.

¢ Fredericton, April 5—(Special)—The
special committee of the legislature on Mr.
Fleming’s resolution to prohibit the ex-
portation of sdw logs from the ¢rown lands
of the province, met this afternoon end
heard the testimony of ¥Frank and Irving
Todd, of St. Stephen, and Archie Fraser,
of Donald Fraser & Som, this city.

Messrs. Todd expressed 'themselves as
being strongly opposed to legislation pro-
posed by the resolution while Mr. Fraser
declared in its favor.

Frank Todd Against the Resolution.

Frank Todd, who cagries on extensive
lumbering operations on the St. Croix,
and other parts of the province, Wwas
first called. He said he believed it would
be a great mistake for the legislature to
prohibit the exportation to the
United States of saw logs cut
on crown Jlands of the province, as it
would be very likely to provoke retalia-
tion which would prevent American logs
manufactured in New Brunswick from; en-
tering the United States free of duty.

He pointed out that from 50,000,000 o
150,000,000 of lumber from Quebec and
Maine is annually brought down the St.
John mver and manufactured in this prov-
ince. This has been going on for fifty
years or more and nothing should be done
by the legislature to stop it.

1f the United States and -Quebec were
to adopt a policy such as is proposed by
the resolution, the result would certainly
be more disastrous to St. John than any-
thing that city can possibly lose by the
greater or less amount of round logs ex-
ported from New Brunswick. He thought
the question might very well be left for
the government to deal with at some fu-
ture time, by increasing the stumpage on
logs cut for export, but prohibition should
not be adopted at present.

Millions of American Logs Brought to New
Brunswick.

He did not know what quantity of logs
was cut from crown lends on the St. Croix
for export, but it was very trivial. Kor
the past ten years the quantity of Ameri-
can logs brought into New’ Brunswick,
ranged from 60,000,000 to 100,000,000, and

this year. This lumber was cut principal-
ly by Canadians, and - he estimated the
cost of driving it to St. John was from
$3.50 to $4.50 per_thousand, all expended
in the province. Then, the cost of mamnu-
facturing and shipping must be added to
this.

U. S. Retaliation Would Be Big Loss to St
John.

Asked as to the probable wesult should

the United States repeal the statute al-
Jowing American logs to be brought here,
for manufacture, Mr. Todd expressed the
opinion that the logs would then go to
Maine mills. If that happened the labor
of handling these logs would be lost to
New Brunswick people and there would:
also be loss in freights from St. Joan
schooners. :
- He did mot think the Americans would
bring their,logs down the Tiver i they,
were required to pay a duty on them en-
tering the United States. Most of the
logs cut on the St. Croix were, he said,
ananufactured in mills on the American
side of the line. He was interested in
three of these mills and two-thirds of their
worlmen were Canadians.

Mr. Todd thought it would be very de-
sirable if all the wheat grown in Canada
could be ground here, but it could not
very well be done. The same argument
would apply to the log question. He be-
lieved that by properly husbanding the
timber lands the supply would not dimin-
ish. On the south shore of New. Bruns-
wick quite @ business is done in exporting
lime to the United States and this will
be destroyed if the resolution is. passed.

To Mr. Flemming, Mr. Todd said that
if a duty was put on American lumber
manufactured in New Brunswick, holders
of Ambrican limits on the upper St. John
would either have to secure reduction of
stumpage or devise other ways of getting
their Jumber to market. They might es-
tablish mills at Van Buren and stop their
logs there. If the exportation of logs was
prohibited in New Brunswick, there was
a probability of the United States govern-
ment withdrawing the privilege now ex-
tended to this province. The operators
on the St. John and St. Croix have only,
been able to hold this privilege wibh great
effort as parties in Bangor had frequently
endeavored to have it removed.

The American government would look
upon the legislation of the kind proposed
as absolute prohibition instead of dis-
crimination. -

Balarce of Trade in New Brunswick's Faver.

He believed that the balance of trade
in round logs as between New Brunswick
sand Maine was 95 per cent, in favor of
New Brunswick. They send us 50,000,000
feet and we send -them 8,000,000 or 10,000,
000 and so long as the balance is so over-
whelmingly in our favor we should be
satisfied.

He thought if Mr. Cushing could not get
American logs for his mill as he gets them
now he would remove to American soil.
He thought that only the best quality of
cedar could be taken to St. Johu from the
upper section of the miver and manufae-
tured at a profit.

lrvirg Todd.
lrving Todd thought the business of
gotting out poplar pulp wood for Ameri-
can marke: would be. destroyed if the
resolution passed. There is now one mill
in Canada that uses poplar pulp wood and
that is at Montrenl and handles but a
limited quantity. Excessive freight rates
would prevent shipments to that mill.
There iz no chance for popiar, pulp mills
in New Brunswick and mone have been
established in Maine for fiiteen years.
He shipped 2.000 cords of poplac palp-
wood to the Amoerni market last yvear
and expociod the quuntity woald be 12
000 cords this year. Most of this came
“ from granted langs, He expected to ex-

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he believed it would be close to 100,000,000 |

tend the business to other sections of the
province and crown lands will then be
mutilized.

He did not think there was much chance
for shipping hardwood to the upper prov-
.ances, because of the excossive {re:ght
rates. He had lately discussed the pro-

posed legislation by correspondence with
" American pulp men and they had suggested
that local pulp manutacturers should lobby
against it in their own interests.

Unwise to Pzss This Legislation.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—Your opinion is that
it would be very unwise to pass this leg-
aslation ?

Mr. Todd—Decidedly so.

Frank Todd thought that considering
the great amount of lumber this prov-
ince possessed that could be judiciously
cut and put on the American market, it
would be a great mistake to prohibif the
export of mound logs.

Archie Fraser Favors Resolution.

Archie Fraser said that the Restigouche
and Western Railway nvould open mp a
large section of crown land timber lands.
He did not think there would be much
of an opening for the establishment of
mills along the line of this railroad os
against Van Buren. In his opinion the
lumber mills of New Brunswick can handle
all the lumber the province possesses.

He estimated that the expense of driv-
ing and rafting lumber from Madawaska
to Fredericton would be about $1.40 per
thousand. Tt would cost about $2 to man-
ufacture this lumber and freight to St.
John would mean sixly cents additional.

He was mot inclined to think that the
passage of the resolution would cause the
United States to retaliate. If they did

-} it would have ‘the tendency to tie up

lumber lands on the upper St. John, own-
ed by Americans. It might prohibit the
manufacture of lumbér at Van Buren,
providing it can be held there. He could
not say whether or not it would be wise
from a public standpoint for the legisla-
ture to pass the resolution.

Fredericton, N. B., April 6.—(Special)—
The special committee on the JFlemining
resolution to prohibit the exportation of
saw logs, sat for a short time this after-
noon and closed the enquiry. -

. Dhe St. John assessment bill was again
brought up this morning, notwithstanding
it passed the committee yesterday.

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CABINET MINISTER IN CHARGE.

But No More Portfolios in the
Local Government— Attor-
ney General Intimates Fac-

y Act May Go Over, and

ommission May Inquire

Into the Matter.

Fredericton, N. B., April 5—~The house
met at 3 o’clock. In the absemce of the
speaker Mr. Allen took the chair.

Hon. Mr. Tweedic—With regard t& the
railway bills that are being introduced, I
desire to give notice that the government
will not recede from the position it has
alieady taken that, before a charter s
granted for the building of a railway the
promoters must give satisfactory evidence
of their ability to do the work. I must,
therefore, ask the chairman of the com-
nittees not to deal with these bills until
they have a certificate from the provincial
secretary that the promoters have satisfied
the governinent of their financial ability
to build the lines for which- they were
asking legislation. *

Hon. Mr. Tweedie moved that the com-
mittee under Mr. Flémming's resolution
be allowed to sit while the house was in
session, for the purpose of taking the evi-
dence of certain persons_who desired to go
home. Agreed to.

The Lill telating. to the town cof St.
Andrews was considered in committee and
agreed to.

The Fzctory Act.

The house went into committee on the
factory act, Mr. Osman in the chair.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said: 1t is right that
I should infcrm the committee that since
this bill was last before them the govern-
ment has been favored with the attendance
of representatives of the labor council and
others interested in factcry workers, and
also of represeatatives of the board of
trade and of manufacturers and employers
of labor, and as a result the government
has concluded that it would be desirable
to make some important amendments in
the bill. One of these amendments relates
to hcldays, and the committee will be
asked to’strike out all the sections relating
to holidays and hours of labor.

Another question, the wisdom of which
has been regarded as doubtiul, is the see-
tion regulating meals and providing a place
where the employes could take their meals.
After hearing the representations made
on this subject, particularly by those in-
terested in cotton mills, the government
have come to doubt whether such a provis-
jon would work. We have learned that
in some places lunch rooms have been built
by the employers, but which the employes
will not use.. We have not come to a final
conelusion on this subject, but we desire
to hear the opinion of honorable members
on Leth sides of the house.

With regard to the sections which refer
to sweating shops, we do not think that
this has grown to a great extent in New
Brunswick, but I understand it is getting
a foothcld here, and therefore it is desir-
able to check it.

Cummission May Be Appointed.

I also think it right to make a further
statement. From expressions of opinion
wa have had from different sections of the
province we are led to believe there is a
feeling on the part of the manufacturers
that further consideration should be given
to some of the sections cf this bill.

That also is the view of the St. John
Board of Trade. The best methed of pro-
viding for this'is to appoint a small com-
mission, ‘one person representing the
manufacturers, another representing labor.
and the third a lady, and let them con-
sider the whole subject and assist me in
making amnedments of the bill. The en-
acting of advanced factory legislation is
not an easy thing in a ccuntry like New
Jrunswick, where there has been no such
legislation. In England factory legislation
began more than sixty years ago, and since
then amendments have constantly been
made to meet changing conditions.

What Constiiut s a Factory.

The government has also in contempla-
tion to charge one of the members of the
government with the work of giving spee-
ial attention to the interests of labor. He
will be known as the minister of labor, and
it will be his duty to collect statistics of
the various industries and to obtain in-
formation on subjects dealing with labor.
A burean of laber will be created, but this
will not inwolve the creation of a new de-
sartment, for one of the present heads of
the department will be charged with this
worlz.

Mr. Hazen—Are any changes to be made
as to inspectors? And, also, as to the
definition of what is a factory under this
act?

May Establish Bureau of Labor,

Tion. Mr. Pugsley—I will make a state-
ment on these points when the bill is being
further discussed. 1 think, however, it is
Ikelv that the number of hands required
to constitute a factory will be increased.
Ihere is a difficulty here because I have
a communication from a person interested
in labor, who thinks that even in places
where there are only a few persons em-
picyed they are as much entitled to protec-
tion as where there are a large number.
It is not unmlikely that we will raise the
number to fifteen or twenty, and I think
that canning factories will e exempted
{rom the operation of the act. With re-
zard o iospecters, while the provision of
the Lill will pn‘;b'lhl_\' remain as at pres-
ent, the government will prebably like
power at some future time to ‘nppr:mt two
paid inspectors for the province, a man
and woman, the Jatter to be the assistant.

It will he nccessary to have a woman
inspector for factories where a large num-
ber of women are employed. At present
the zovernment have so many calls upon
{hem that they do not feel like incurring
further expenditure, but T have every rea-
son to believe that it will not be long be-
fore we will be in a better financial poesi-
tion and able to pay these inspectors. 1
am opposed to an anaual “license fee or
any: ‘other financial burthen being im-

-
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{hat if it is worth while having @ factory
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act the expense connccted with it should
be boine by the proviacial government. I
may say further that T have no strong
views on the subject of factory legislation,
and am open to receive suggestions from
any quarter so that we may make the act
as perfect as possible.

Mr. Hill said that according to the pro-
visions of the act the inspector will be
the chief of police or constabulary, and in
most cases that official would have little
to no knowledge of sanitation, hygiene or
machinery, and will hence be of little
value.

Relative to the section providing that all
doors in factories shall open outward, he
thought it was a valuable provision, but in
some cases it would be a great hardship
and inconvenience in factories where glid-
ing or hoisting doors were more practic-
able.

Progress was reported. The house ad-
journed at 6 o’clock. .

Bank Tax Act Amended.

The bill relating to an act in furbher
amendment of the laws to the levying and
assessing of rates and taxes in the citym
of St. John nvas again under consideration
this morning. Mr. Purdy said he was in-
structed by the city council to withdraw
the bi:l unless it passed without the pro-
posed amendmenits.

Mr. Hill thought that the further con-
sideration of this bill should be continued,
as it is a very important one.

Mr. Pugsley was of the same opinion.

I'he premier thought that the Bank of
New Brunswick should mot be compelied
to pay big taxes,while branch banks whicn
do just as large a business do not have
to pay any taxes

The firgt section, being read, provided
that all banks be taxed according to the
volume of business done It was moved
by Mr. Pugsley, seconded by Mr. Hill,
that the section be adopted as read.

It was moved by Mr. Purdy, seconded
by Mr. Hazen, as an amendment, that the
withdrawal of the bill be recommended
to the house.

The amendment was lost.

The bill passed the committee with the
several amendments, and it will be re-

commended to the ‘house. ’

Fredericton, N. B., April 6—The house
met at 3 o’clack.

Hon. Mr. LaBillois ig® reply to Mr.
Loggie said that the department of public
works had nct received any notice of the
condition of the Russel Road at Point Aux
Car, in Northumberland county. If the
commisisoners of the district notifies the
department it will take action.

Mr. MclLatchey presented the petition
of the commissioners of the town of Dal-
housie for a bill to incorporate that town
for water, sewerage and police purposes.
Mr. Purdy intrcduced a bill to amend
the St.John Police Act. Hon. Mr. Sweency
the petition of the Moncton board of trade
Lagainst the factories Dill. Mr. Purdy a bill
to authorize the issue of bonds and stock
by the Springfield Steamship Company.
Mr. Jones a bill to amend the act incor-
porating the Carleton County Hospital.
Mr. Barnes a bill to incorporate the New
Brunswick Central Railway Company. Mr.
Robértson a bill to incorporate the New
Brunswick School for the Deaf. Hon. Mr.
Tweeidie the petition of the Miramichi
Highland Society for a bill to authorize
them to sell certain lands. Mr. King, the
petition of the municipality of Kings in
favor of a bill to extend the term of the
council to three years.

Hon. Mr. Hill moved to rescind the or-
der for the third reading of the bill to
authorize the town council of St. Stephen
to provide a system of water works. The
motion was carried and the bill was re-
ferred back to the committce on muni-
cipalities. ‘

Mr. Robertson presented the petition cf
the city of St. John in faver of a bill re-
lating to the free public library. Mr.
Tweeddale the petition of the Maine and
N. B. Electrical Power Company, in fa-
vor cf their bill. - !

Factsry Act Stands Over.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said—I think it i de-
sirable to anncunce to the house the con-
clusion we have come to in regard to fac-
tory legislation. 1 take the earliest pos-
sible opportunity of doing this so that
delegations which it was intended to send
lere on this matter may e saved the
ktrouble of coming. This factory bill has
excited the greatest amount of interest
among all classes and this interest bas
been manifested by communications which
ithe government have received by delega-
tions which we have been asked to hear
and in other ways. You are aware when
the bill was introduced the government
invited criticism with regard to its terms.
We find that there are great differences
of opinion with respect to what it ought
to contain even among those who might
be expected to hold similar views. The
discussion of this bill in the house and
press has been the means of giving the
people a great deal of information and
the result will be beneficial when the time
comes to be dealt with finally.

In view of the difference of opinion in
regard to this bill, in view also of the
strong representations which we have re-
ceived from manufacturers, mill owners
and others;”and from the boards of trade
of St. John and Moncton we think it best
to allow the bill to stand over to another
sessicn.

That is the conclusion at which the gov-
ernment has arrived. The commission here
are very different from what they are in
England or even in New Zealand for here
we have a large number of saw mills and
similar industries to which factory legis-
laticn might be injurious and we have De-
come pressed with the fact that some of
the provisions of the bill are not suitable
to these establishments and will have to
be altered.

Commission of Five to Frame a Measure,

The government has decided to ask the
approval of the house to the appointment
of a commission of five, one of whom will
be a woman and to refer the bill to them
to institute the fullest inquiry and to re-
port a bill to us to be submitted to the
legislature.

The government will see that on that
commission a representative of labor is ap.
pointed and also the different classes ot
tndustry in the province. We think it pro-
per also that there should be a weman on
the commission. The expense cf the com-
mission will not be great and we feel quite
sure that the information which it will
gather will. be most useful.and will enable
us to pass a mesaure which while elevat-
ing the laboring people will inflict no un-
due burden on the employers of laber.

The bill to incorporate the Maritime
Copper Company was agreed to in com-
mittee, Mr. Tweedie in the chair.

Mr. Copp presented the report of the
commiltee on standing rules not recom-
mending the bill to incorporate a com-
pany to supply electricity to the villiage

of Richibucto on the ground that thcrc,i son-7and three daug
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was not sufficignt publication and there
was a petition against it.

Hon. Mr. Hill presented the report of
the committee on municipalities recom-
mending the St. John Assessment bill with
amendment.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie introduced a bill to
authorize the appointment of a commis-
sion on factory legislation.

Mr. Jones gave notice of the following
inquiry:

Is the government aware of the fact
that many of the inhabitants of Carleton
county are desirous that the Hartland
bridge should be free and that it is the
only toll bridge in the province?

Has the government considered the
question of making the bridge free and
what decision has been reached if any?

Hon. Mr. Hill presented an additional
report- of the committee on municipalities
.recommending the bill to conirm the
agreement made between the city of St.
John and the payment of taxes.

Mr. Legere presented the petition cof
William Ogden and others in favor of a
bill relating to forest fires in the county
of Westmerland.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie announced that he
would bring down the estimates tomor-
row.

The house adjourned at 5.30 p. m,

C. J. Osman presided at «a largely at-
tended caucuw of the government sup-
porters held after adjournment of the
legislature th's afterncon. 1t is under-
etood that the time was taken up prin-
cipally in diecugeing government legisla-
tion to be enale:l this session, including
highway act.

The questicn of increaw ng the indemuity
was not considered but may be taken up
at the next caucus.

It ie thought that prorogation may tak:
place the latter part of next week.

NEW CHURCH TO BE BUILT.

Senator Perley Doesn’t Con-
sider It Is Necessary or
Practical.

TALKS OF THE WEST.

Former New Brunswicker Enthusi-
astic in Speaking of the Wonderful
Wheat Land Towards the Setting
Sun—In St. John After Visit to
Former Home. -

Senator Perley, who is at the Royal,
talked very entertainingly Wednesday to a
reporter on business matters in the home
of his adoption, the Canadian West, and
also expressed some opinions about the
Grand Trunk Pacific scheme. He dosen’t
think much of the latter.

Senator Perley is a Maugerville (N. B.),
man, but twenty years ago he moved to
| Wolseley (N. W. T.), went into farming
and now has a very fine place there. He
has been visiting old scenes in Mauger-
ville, Fredericton, Woodstock and other
places with Mrs. Perley and they a_rrive(l
here yesterday on their way to Ottawa.
And it’s a bit curious, as the senator re-
collected last evening, that he and Mrs.
Perley haven't been in St. John together:
since 1860 and that time they: were on
their wedding trip.

Speaking of the great west, the senator
gave instances of the wonderful place it
is and the bright future which seems
b marked out for it. But it is only in the
Jast three years, he said, that phenomenal
growth of wheat has been reached. They
‘didn’t seem to know the proper farming
method until 1901. For instance, in- 1900
he grew 1,400 bushels of wheat and 600 of
oats on his farm while in 1901, when they
suddenly seemed to have struck the right
way, the crop was 14,000 bushels of wheat
and 7,000 of oats.

"The soil is very rich though not deep
and the sub soil is heavy clay, and the]
great trouble is to conserve the moisture.
Tllustrating the density of the sub soil,
Senator Perley said he made a 122-foot
boring 32 inches wide for water and,
though, the sides of the well were not

bottom. “The soil in New. Brunswick
wouldn’t permit that,” he added.

Many Grain Elevators. .

Of the great wheat output and the pre-
parations to handle it, Senator Perley says
the towns along the C. P. R. through the
wheat belt are sometimes eight, sometimes
every one has
from four to ten grain elevators of many
thousand bushels capacity. In Wolkeley
they’re building an additional one’ now,
' South of Wolseley,the senator says, there’s
a tract of country, a particularly fine sec-
‘tion of a great wheat raising land, ' and
he is sure that particular spot is the best
wheat land on the face of the earth.

As to the transportation facilities he
says the C. P. R. and the Canada North-
ern are sufficient to do the business with
more rolling stock and, this condition met,
he says there is railway enough to do the
people now there and two millions more.

‘more rolling stock; after that new rail:
ways might be considered. He didn’t think
the government’s Grand Trunk Pacific
road is necessary or practical. It’s to go
through a country uninhabited and part
of it useless and, if the idea is to colonize,
there are plenty of sites for settlers with-
out going to the section the G. T. P. will
traverse. He likes Mr. Borden’s proposi-
tion, though, and considers it practical.

RIVAL LUMBER CONCERNS
HAVE LIVELY DISPUTE

Both Before the Local Government
Pressing Their Claims.

Fredericton, April 7—The matter of dis-
pute between the VanBuren Laumber Com-
pany and D. Fraser & Sons regarding a mill
dam site on Baker Brook, Madawaska
county, was aired in extenso before the cor-
porations committee this morning. The Van-
Buren Company own land on one side of the

dam there for the purpose of erecting and
operating & saw mill. The company demands
$4,000 fpr the site; Messrs., Fraser offer
$1,000. Being unable to agree upom a price
the Messrs. Fraser are seeking incorporation
as the Baker Brook Mill Company, and in
their charter have a clause empowering them
to expropriate the land in dispute. It was
stated by Fred LaForest, representing
‘Messrs. Fraser, that they have lumber lands
on Baker Brook on which there are 70,000,-
000 feet of lumber. ¥or the purpose of man-
ufacturing this lumber they must have a
mill at the proposed site, otherwise they
would be compelled to sell the logs to the
VanBuren Company to be sawn at their mill.

‘The VanBuren Company have offered to
buy the lumber lands, but the parties can-
not agree upon a price. A lengthy argument
pro and con over . the expropriation powers
took place between Mr. LaForest for Messrs.
Fraser and J. H. Barry and C. N. Skinner
for the VanBuren Company. ' Mr. Hill moved,
seconded by Mr. McLatchey, that the ex-

propriation clauses be struck out. The mo-

tion was lost, seven yeas, eight mays. The
bill was then considered section by section.

4301 bushels; apples, 137 barrels; cablbage,
2,324 heads; greens ,celery. lettuce, leeks, |
ete., 1,511 dozen; flour, 548 barrels; fresh
fish, 8,951 pounds. Considerable quantities

of salted and dried fish and oysters.

This amount is probably not more than
one-third the money expended in one sea-
son by the steamers using St. John as a
winter port.

‘Kane & McGrath, the well known
butchers, spent about $2,800 a week in
purchasing animals for their trade. The
St. John agent cf Fearman & Company,
Hamilton, disposed of 120,006 of pork, ba-
con, hams, butter and poultry. Park,
Blackwell & Co., Saing Packing Company,
and Matthews & Company had sold over
20,000, tons of hay, 153,000 bushels oats,

{ and 9,000 head of cattle.

The great percentage of these supplics
come from the west. Surely, says the
Press, the farmers of Carleton county
might eapture more of this trade than they
are getting at present.
